Assurance Given of Full Confidence in Premier, and

Alexander Trepoff Resigns After Two Months of Dis­
sension and Strife in Duma DRIVE IN Ilf

Madrid, via Paris, Jail. 0.— King Alfonso today had a long 
conference witli Count De Roman ones, the premier, whose cabinet 
had resigned previously.

Pull confidence in the prem 1er was expressed by the king, who 
requested that Count De Roman ones continue in power. The gov­
ernment therefore will resume its duties with the same ministers 
holding portfolios.

Paris, Jail. !).—A despatch to the Havas Agency from Madrid 
says the government lias issued a statement which explains that 
the cabinet crisis was due to parti amentary dillicultics, which led to 
the prorogation of the Cortez, but that the crisis was not officially 
announced owing to recent events, alluding to President Wilson’s re­
cent peace suggestion note.

The statement adds, the cor respondent continues, that mat­
ters in connection with the note having now' been settled, the cab­
inet hastened to offer its resignation.

The Dato ministry resigned in December, 1915, owing to oppo­
sition to its proposals for military reform, and Count De Romanones 
formed a cabinet from the two se étions of the Liberal party.

He announced that lie contemplated no new departures in re­
gard to the attitude of Spain on questions of international policy.

London, Jan. 10.—The Russian premier, Alexander Trepoff, 
has resigned.

According to the Reuter correspondent at Petrograd, both 
Premier Trepoff and Count Igna tieff, minister of public instruc­
tion, have resigned.

Senator Kuitchitsky has been appointed minister of public in­
struction. M. Ncratoff, deputy foreign minister, has been- appointed 
a member of the council of the Empire.

Alexander Feodorovitch Tre poff succeeded Doris V. Stunner to 
the premiership in November, 191 6, his appointment being regarded 
as a victory for public opinion against so-called “unjust influen­
ces." Soon after taking office. Premier Trepoff made his famous 
speech in the Duma, in which he declared that, the Entente Allies 
had agreed to the Russian claim to Constantinople and the straits. 
The existence of this agreement had been for a long time alleged, 
hut never before had it been thus publicly and formally admitted.

of Rasputin, Russia's Sacred Devil, ’ 
that illuminates and gives a sensat­
ional turn to the London reports of 
the crime.

According to Iliodor, tne “Sacred 
Devil’’ was murdered for reasons 
having to do not only with his pro- 
German activities, but with a r .»- 
mantle love affair in Russian nob'c 
circles.

The London despatches indicate 
that suspicions has been turned on 
Prince Yusupoff, and in mentioning 
that three attempts have been made 
on Rasputin’s life, they imply that 
the death of Rasputin was finally 
accomplished by official 
tlon. The actions of Prince 
poff are said now to be under 
amination. Iliodor declared to-day 
that Felix killed Rasputin, and that 
Rasputin died “a pro-German and 
an arch-fiend, trying to bring evil 
into the Felix family.”

Mr. F. W. Field, writing in The 

Monetary Times points out that 
Canada’s natural financing during 
the war has been carried out in a 
most satisfactory way. During th1 
first half (to September 80th) 01
the current fiscal year which will 
end'March 81, next the national re . - 
enues increased approximately $30 
000,000 as compared with the cor­
responding period of the previous 
year. The largest proportion of the 
increase was due to customs rev­
enue. The net debt between Septem­
ber, 1915 and 1916 increased $200,-

THE SITUATION

Greece still continues to be in the 
limelight with the Allies doing some 
more ultimating. This time it is de­
clared that all previous demands 
must be met within forty-eight hours 
or else Constantine and his advisers 
will have to stand the consequences. 
At the same time Greece is guaran­
teed against any extension of the 
revolutionary movement. The Kai­
ser’s brother-in-law would seem to 
be definitely up against it at last, 
and about time.

The new offensive of the Russian 
forces on the Riga front promises 
well, and it is recorded that the 
Huns are hastily reinforcing their 
lines in this region. By clever strata­
gem, it is related that the Czar’s 
forces succeeded in capturing enemy 
trenches on a thousand yard front 
near the Riga bridgehead.

Fighting in Roumania is still of 
the fiercest description. Berlin re­
ports further advances, but the Rus- 
so-Rouraarÿÿins continue to wage a 
stubborn retreating fight. The enemy 
has reached the Putna river, but 
Russian forces still hold one of 
the banks.

The London Times military cor­
respondent. commenting on the 
German plans, says that Germany’s 
forces now total 6,516,'00(1, and 
that 2,700,000 men are opposed to^ 

the Czar’s forces. He alleges that it 
is Hindenburg’s plan to make a big 
offensive against Russia in the 
spring.

From April 1st, 1916, to March 
31st, 1917, the Dominion govern­
