News of the success and failureé of
public ownership in municipal ser~
vices is so often st_rongly colored by
the views of ‘the contending schools
of opinion that it is’confusing to the
open-minded investigator. This con-
fusion is deepened by unconscious di-
versities of opinion as 1o what is im-
plied by success Or failure. The idea
that municipal serviceq should “‘pay”’
is so firmly impressed that, when a
service operated by a munieipality
fails to yield alreturn above dperat-
ing expenses, interest, and sinking
fund it is generally condemned 48 a
fajlure.. This attitude may be due
in a measure to the careless use of
language, for when it is said that a
street railway or other service ‘‘pays”
it 1§ intended to imply that the pubs
lic pay and the company eollect. A
widely-circulated: ‘and freely-discuss-
ed report of the failuré of municipal
ferries in New York suggestively il-

that such services should yield a pro-
fit or revenue..  The newspapers that
are most emphatic in pointing out
the “failure”” and most keen in re-|
grettihg it say that the public have
demanded finer, more speedy, and
better equipped boats than would bé
supplied by a. private corporation.

Referring to some of the prominent
features of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s pub-
lic career, Mr. Marshall spoke of his
being called upon to represent Can-
ada in England on sevaral notable oc-
casions. There had peen no more
commanding figure among the many
prominent men gathered together
from every portion of the empire.
They could mot always see what was
accomplished, but at the conferenpé
just ended Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
been the man who had kept the even
balance between the - ultra-Imperial-
ists on the one hand and the Home
Office on thé other. There could be
no greater calamity than for such a2
¢onference to adopt any resolution or

take any action in which all could
not concur. By keeping the peace
Laurier had rendered the greatest
possible service to the empire. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s name would stand
as the greatest name of the 20th cen-
tury in all the empire, and not in
Canada alone. (Cheers).

As leader of-the government party
Laurier had enthused the whole par-
ty. -When in 1896 the party came
into power the Conservatives gave
them only three months to last and
they thought it might be only two.
Laurier, they said, was a weak man.

North of
Peart Rivet practically - the whole
country is-a demse red mass, and the
fiames and smoke are shooting hun-
dreds of feet into the air. The peo-
ple’living all along the line are in
the greatest terror and they are
ready to flee the towns at a minute’s
notice.

Up the Canadian Northern: Rail-
way the fires are still raging fiefce-
1y and the losses to the eompany
will be very large. ‘'No- less than
20,000  ties :were destroyed at one
point ‘and 6,000 at another, Six
bridges fell a prey to the flames be-
tween the 15 mile.post and Silver
'Mountain.
