New York, June 16.—A despatch "to 
the Herald from Cadiz via Gibraltar says: 
There is great excitement here owin ; to 
fears of the American fleet coming to 
Spain. It has decided to send further 
reinforcements to the Balearic Islands, 
the Canaries and Ceuta.

The reserve squadron, consisting of two 
ironclads, one torpedo boat, one cruiser, 
and two torpedo boat destroyers sailed at 
dawn yasterday, but returned in the 
evening. These mysterious movements 
are doubtless intended to mislead, and 
any alleged sailing of the fleet should be 
received with the greatest caution.

The auxiliary cruiser Ciudad de Cadiz 
has left here under sealed orders.

From hints gathered in official circles 
it is believed the squadron will sail singly* 
or in pairs under sealed orders to meet at 
a given point, probably on the high seas, 
some rendezvous in the Saragosa sea, off 
the Azores, where the vessels will be out­
side the usual track of shipping and able 
to wait quietly for their consorts in order 
to sail together.

Captain Aunon has expressed great an­
noyance at the continued delays. He de­
clares his intention of reforming the pre­
sent system at the arsenals and of abol­
ishing the red tape methods hitherto so 
prevalent.

The minister favors such drastic 
changes that it is uncertain whether the 
squadron is remodelled yet to his satis­
faction. Anyhow the Alfonso XIII. is 
apparently a failure and probably will 
have to be replaced.

A consultation has been held- between 
Marquis Camillas, the president of the 
Trans-Atlantica company, and Captain 
Aunon respecting the retention of the 
British engineer of the auxiliary cruisers. 
Bissett, an engineer on the Leon XIII., 
has signed for one.

General Valdez has arrived with more 
ammunition.

A report has reached Cadiz that Rear 
Admiral Dewey is short of ammunition.

San Francisco, June 15.—The trails'- 
ports Zalandia, China, Colon and Sar sail­
ed for Manila with the second Philippine 
expedition at 1.45 p. in. to-day under 
command of General F. V. Greene. The 
troops embarked were 10th Pennsylvania; 
1st Colorado; 1st Nebraska; one battalion 
18th United States Infantry; one batta­
lion 23rd United States infantry; batteries 
A and B Utah artillery; detachment 
United States engineer corps with gener­
al and staff officers, surgeons, hospital 
corps men and post office employes. The 
total embarkation was 3,540 men. The 
fleet departed followed by the cheers of 
thousands, the blowing of whistles and 
the booming of cannon. The men on 
the transports cheered themselves hoarse. 
Arrangements are now being made for 
the sailing of the third expedition. It is 
believed the fleet will be ready by June 
25th.

New York, June 16.—A despatch to 
the World from Tangier, Morocco, says: 
The Spanish reserve squadron, under the 
command of Admiral Camara, has not 
sailed from Cadiz yet. All the vessels 
belonging to the squadron were anchored 
there to-day.

New York, June 16.—A despatch to 
the World from Madrid, Spain, says: 
The situation Ls daily becoming more 
critical for the government. The Am­
bassadors of Austria, Russia and Ger­
many have been authorized to protect the 
Queen and the royal family in case of 
need as far as diplomacy can do so. The 
government has increased the peace and 
military precautions, but dares not take 
measures of repression so long as the 
Cortes is in session. Hence the desire of 
Sagasta, Silvela, Campas and even Romeo 
Robledo to close the debates. Sagasta is 
holding on to the premiership for sheer
loyalty and dogged resignation of fate. 
This leaves the Queen Regent one more 
card to play. When the apprehended re­
verses at Manila, Santiago and Porto 
Rico take place, it is expected that if the 
dreaded revolutionary movement is not 
too violent, the Regent will call upon 
Senor Silvela and the Conservative gen­
erals to save the throne and make peace. 
The diplomatic, corps regards the situa­
tion so grave that no member thereof has 
asked for the usual summer leave. None 
will leave the capital if the Queen re­
mains, as it seems likely that she will.

Kingston, Ja., June 16.—The Ameri­
can marines who landed in Guantanamo 
Bay last week made their first aggressive 
movement against the Spanish guerillas 
on Friday and completely routed the en­
emy. A force of Cubans co-operated 
with the Americans. The Spaniards 
were attacked at a camp surrounding the 
only well of water in the vicinity and on 
which they depended. The well was de­
stroyed and about 40 Spaniards were kil­
led. One American marine was slightly 
wounded and two Cubans lost their lives.

The Cubans under General Rabi have 
occupied Acerraderos, eight miles from 
Santiago, and practically a suburb of the 
Spanish stronghold. The port has iron 
wharves, which will afford ample facilities 
for the unloading of General Shatter’s in­
vading expedition.

Off Santiago de Cuba, Saturday, 
June 18, 10 a. m. via Kinston, Jamaica,

Sunday, June 19, 4 p. m.—Several at­
tempts to find landing places for the 
United States troops, within a distance 
of two miles west of Santiago, have de­
monstrated, along with previous enqi 
to the eastward, that the shore for 
miles is" lined with Spaniards, 
this will not prevent a landing close to 
Santiago, it may mean delay, as the sur­
rounding country must be thoroughly 
shelled and clear before the troops can 
land in safety.

When Rear Admiral Sampson yester­
day received advices that upwards of 
thirty transports would be here to-day 
(Saturday) he sent word that they should 
stynd to the south ten miles and lie there 
until a landihg place had been secured. 
Yesterday at daylight the launches of the 
New York and Massachusetts reconniter- 
od the shores between Cabanas, two 
miles off the entrance to Santiago harbor 
and Guayaganaco, two miles further wést 
both of which points lie east of the range 
of mountains surrounding Santiago bay. 
The launches pushed their noses into a 
hornet’s nest. The brush was fairly alive 
with Spanish troops, infantry and caval­
ry, and the tire opened upon the launches 
was so severe that their retreat had to be 
covered with the Vixen and the Texas. 
When the asked permission of Commo­
dore Schley to take a hand, the com­
modore seized the megaphone and shout­
ed to Captain Philip: ‘‘Yes, go in and 
give ’em----- , Jack.” The Texas land­
ed several four-inch shells on the battery 
at Carhanas, completely demolishing it. 
Lieut Sharpe of the Vixen and Lieut. 
Harlow, in command of the launches, 
wye both complimented by Admiral 
Sampson for gallantry.

Lieut. Harlow in his official report of 
the expedition warmly commends Cadets 
Hart and Powell, who were in charge of 
the launches, Coxswain O’Donnell and 
Seaman Bloom, as well as the marines 
and sailors, for their cool behavior under 
tire.

Madrid, June 19, 7 p. m, —A private 
despatch received here from New York 
says General Shafter’s expedition has 
landed near Santiago De Cuba and will 
attack the town immediately.

Kingston, Ja., June 18.—A hot brush 
between some Spanish troops and a re­
connoitring party in cutters occurred at 
daylight Friday morning in a small cove 
west of Morro Castle, Santiago. The 
Massachusetts’ steam cutter entered the 
cove to take surroundings- and recon- 
noiter. When well inside the inlet a de­
tachment of Spanish infantry opened tire 
from a blockhouse. The tire was vigor­
ously returned by the marines who were 
in the New York’s cutter, which had fol­
lowed in. The New York’s cutter was 
hit ten times and a marine in the cutter 
of the Massachusetts had the stock of his 
rifle shattered, but by great good luck no 
one was hit. The Texas opened tire with 
her six pounders and the Vixen steamed 
right into the cove 3trd peppered the 
blockhouse with her" rapid tire guns. 
Eventually the Spaniards retreated to the 
woods and the two steam cutters with­
drew. ^ > v

Th&_Yankee arrived here Ti 
Captain Brownsou reported that on 
day last while off Cienfuegves a Spanish 
gunboat came out to meet the Yankee, 
evidently mistaking her for a merchant 
vessel. The Spanish, however, soon saw 
his mistake, turned tail and opened tire, 
which was hotly returned by the Yankee. 
The latter chased the gunboat until the 
Spaniard took refuge ih the harbor, where 
forts opened tire on the American vessel. 
Thereupon the Yankee engaged the east­
ern and western batteries, but seeing no 
chance to catch the gunboat, Captain 
Brownson returned.

Gibraltar, June 18.—Four thousand 
troops, on transports, it is asserted, are 
with Admiral Camara's fleet.

New York, June 18.—The Evening 
World under Washington date says that 
at the cabinet meeting yesterday it was 
decided that the invasion proper of Cuba, 
and proposed attack on Havana shall not 
occur untit fall. The paper claims to 
have obtained this information from a 
high source, coupled with the assertion 
that President McKinley and Secretary 
Alger were loath to consent to this long 
delay, but, having been convinced that 
the exposure to disease would be very 
great if the campaign should be con­
ducted in the rainy season, they with­
drew their objections. This does nob in­
terfere with the operations at Santiago de 
Cuba.

Gibraltar, June 20.—There is a per­
sistent report from Madrid that the 
Queen Regent proposes to abdicate in 
consequence of the critical condition of 
the country.
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Killed on the Rail.

Halifax, N. S., June 11.—The un­
usual occurrence of two fatal accidents on 
the I. C. R. was made known to-day, 
when two trains arrived at Truro, each 
having the body of a man killed on the 
rails. The two bodies rested in the sta­
tion and a double inquest was held, the 
verdict in both cases being accidental 
death. One of the victims was Isaac 
Boutileer of Cape Breton, killed by the 
Mulgrave express near Westport, and the 
other, Fred Edgett, a mill hand at Stew- 
iacke, and killed by the milk train.

Bathurst, June 11.— A man supposed 
to be a Norwegian, who left the ship, a 
few days ago and has been around Bath­
urst looking for a chance on one of the 
ships here, was run over and killed by 
the Maritime express passing here about 
noon yesterday, at the east end of Big 
River bridge, about four miles from 
Bathurst.

The fourth victim of the I. C. R. yes­
terday was killed on the Drummond 
county extension.

Mangled by a Car.

Montreal, June 11.—By a street car 
fatality, about half past seven last night, 
the Rev. R. J. Grant, B. D., of River 
John, Nova Scotia, was instantly killed.

With five of his friends he had gone 
out for a spin on his bicycle, and return­
ing along Notre Dame street in the even­
ing, the rev. gentleman was struck by a 
Craig and Centre street car, death result­
ing at once from a broken back and a 
crushed skull. The body was terribly 
mangled.

Farm and Household.

Live Stock Points.

A lamb is considered to be a sheep so 
soon as it gets its permanent teeth. This 
is when it is about a year old generally, 
so that as a working rule a yearling lamb 
is to be set down as a sheep. In city res­
taurants, however, a sheep is a lamb all 
its life.

In a competitive show of beef breeds in 
England a Shorthorn, a Devon, a Red 
Poll, a Hereford and an Aberdeen-An- 
gus heifer were pitted against one anoth­
er. The weight of each had been care­
fully registered from time to time. The 
final weighing test showed that the red 
Poll had made a larger daily gain than 
any of the rest except the Shorthorn. In 
proportion to age and time of feeding the 
Red Poll also came out the heaviest of 
qny except the Shorthorn.

All kinds of lire stock in the United 
States diniinised in number in 1897 ex­
cept only sheep and mules. The number 
of sheep increased 838,317 ; mules, 42,011. 
Good for the mule.

In fattening sheep for market give 
them four ounces oilmeal a day. Mix it 
with the animals grain ration where pos­
sible. It is an excellent plan to vary the 
rations of fattening sheep. Give them 
one week corn with a little oilmeal, the 
next week a mixture of peas and oats with 
oilmeal. This will make the due propor­
tion of fat and lean meat, and the sheep 
will like it besides.

Teach a colt to trot along by its moth­
er’s side as soon as possible, and when it 
can safely be done fasten it by a little 
halter of its own. It will thus early be 
taught to lead.

A Clay Subsoil.

The value of land for farming greatly 
depends on the portion that the plough 
never reaches. Roots of all crops usual­
ly go lower for either, mçisture or plant 
food than does the plough, and it is 
through the roots chiefly that the soil is 
deepened. Not that the roots will go 
where there is no plant food for them. 
But if there is mineral fertility in the 
subsoil, as there must be in land worth 
cultivating, it is the roots which reach 
down, and as each carries at its point 
some carbonic acid gas, so soon as the in­
sensate clod is touched by this living root 
point a part of the fertility is released, 
and it is carried up to become part of a 
living plant. In hard clay soil this pro­
cess is very slow unless they are drained, 
when the action of frost, admitting more 
air to the soil, with some carbonic acid 
gas mixed with it, enables the roots to 
make more rapid progress in disintegrat­
ing its fertility.

Usually very fertile soil is marked by a 
great depth of soil, which when brought 
to the surface and exposed to feezing 
and thawing will produce good props. 
Such soil is not adapted to growing corn 
or garden vegetables. But for the grains 
which will thrive in a hard soil if they can 
only get phosphate of lime, this deep, dry 
soil is just right. We have seen excel­
lent wheat grown where clay from a well 
thirty feet deep had been drawn up and 
spread upon the surface. It was. in a 
field that had been long cropped with 
wheat, and the crop where this deposit of 
clay had been spread was decidedly bet­
ter than that on other parts of the same 
field. It was before farmers had begun 
to use phosphate for wheat, and when we 
began to drill phosphate with all grains, 
we soon learned that this was the mineral 
that this wheat cropped soil had long 
needed. It would be impracticable on 
any large scale to dig deep wells to bring 
up clay subsoil filled with phosphate to 
be used as manure. Yet the work of un­
derdraining had already been begun on 
this farm, and the experience with the 
subsoil thrown on top of the land satisfi­
ed us then that deep underdraining to al­
low wheat roots to grow deeper was to a 
considerable extent a substitute for min­
eral manuring.

Where the soil is clay very nearly to the 
surface, as some of this farm was, the best 
way to bring it up is to plough a little of 
this clay at first, but run the plo w a little 
deeper each time it is ploughed, especially 
in the fall, and let the frosts and snow 
and rain mellow it. If a very little ma­
nure is used as top dressing, and clover 
seed is sown in the spring, there is likely 
to be a strong clover catch. This is what 
such lands most need. Clover is a great 
consumer of both lime and potash. It 
succeeds best on clay soils, for these are 
generally rich in both these important 
minerals. The effect of clover roots to 
deepen soil is really remarkable. The 
first, year little of the root growth will be 
below the depth of the furrow. But a few 
roots will in a dry season make their way 
into the unbroken subsoil. ' The next 
clover seeding will do this, and each suc­
ceeding season the clover roots will go 
deeper, as each follows where some pre­
vious clover root has died, and has pre­
pared the way.—American Cultivator.

Turkeys for the Farm.

The common black turkey is as good a 
general purpose turkey as any with the 
possible exception of a cross of American 
black with the mammoth bronze. Do 
not attempt to raise cross of the wild tur­
key with the tame, for it will ouly result 
in a half wild bird which can never be 
kept within bounds. Large fields for 
feeding by day, well ventilated houses 
near the fields for roosting by night are 
necessary to make turkey raising profit­
able. It is essential that the house for

the turkeys be near the fields where they 
feed, with no trees between, or the 
chances are they will roost in the trees 
instead of in the house. In the winter, 
house warmly and feed out of doors, scat­
tering the grain thinly over the ground to 
make the turkeys take the necessary 
amount of exercise.—Prairie Farmer.

Moths.

City closets often become infested with 
moths to the extent that a garment that 
may not be worn for ten days or two 
weeks even will receive the attention of 
this industrious insect. If these— and 
the treatment applies to bureau drawers 
and trunks—are subjected to an empty­
ing of contents and thoroughly freshened 
out and then are fumigated with burned 
vinegar, it will be found that the pests 
will soon be exterminated or at least kept 
at bay. A shovel is heated . redhot arfti 
set in some old tin pan before it is carried 
to the closet, and the vinegar {wared up­
on it. The steam and fumes penetrate 
into every crack and crevice, with disas­
trous effect to the moths.

The Ohio Experimental Station recom­
mends farmers to mix their own fertiliz 
era. It is claimed that this can be done 
quite readily, and will save the farmer 
considerable outlay in purchasing fertiliz­
ers. The mixed fertilizers sold in Ohio 
are known to contain practicrlly three 
materials, tankage, acid phosphate, and 
muriate of potash. The station claims 
that these materials can be purchased 
seperately, and mixed by the farmers 
themselves, and would lessen the cost at 
least one-sixth as compared with the cost 
of commercial fertilizers. *

Goal Ashes for Fowls.

As the season for wet weather is ap­
proaching, fowls cannot find dust beds 
out of doors. In most cases where coal 
is used for fuel the coal ashes make per­
haps as good a dust bath that can be had. 
It has the further advantage that the bits 
of coal which hens find among the ashes 
will be eaten by the hens and will help 
grind food in their gizzards. The coal it­
self will also be digested in the process 
and may appear as black specks on the 
eggshells of fowls who have access to coal 
ash heaps. Coal ashes make a very ex­
cellent insecticide. They are finer than 
any road dust can be made and therefore 
are more effective, closing the pores of 
vermin which breath through holes in 
their sides. When these are closed by 
fine powder, the vermin quickly die from 
suffocation.—Boston Cultivator.

Gold Water as a Purifier.

Much is talked nowadays of the good 
of the various disinfectants that science 
has brought forward in the last few years. 
In straining after new ideas we are apt to 
overlook many good and simple remedies. 
Fresh cold water is a powerful absorbent 
of gases; therefore it should be greatly 
used in sickroom or in one which cannot 
be frequently ventilated. A bowel of 
cold water kept in such a room and chang­
ed daily is of great assistance ill purifying 
the air. This of course shows that water 
which has stood in a close apartment is 
thoroughly unfit for drinking pur{K>ses. 
A bowl of water, changed daily, placed 
under a patient’s bed, is a great preven­
tive of bed sores and also keeps the pat­
ient in better health generally. A vessel 
of cold water placed near the head of a 
restless sleeper will give quiet and re­
lief.

Utilized Orchards.

The orchard is never injured by fowls; 
but, on the contrary, excellent work is 
done by poultry in destroying insects. 
Every one who has an orchard and does 
not keep a flock is losing profit that is 
more easily gained with poultry than in
any other manner, as there is no addition­
al interest on land to add to the .cost. The 
range of the orchard, with the trees for 
shade, will assist in greater egg produc­
tion ; and when the hens have broods of 
chicks there is no better location than to 
make each hen comfortable in a little run 
udder a tree, where the chicks can be 
permitted to have their freedom. It is 
not well to have the grass too high in an 
orchard if fowls are to use the ground. 
A well-kept orchard is the one to use, 
and a combination of poultry and fruit 
gives the farmer a profit from the fowls 
fchile waiting for his young trees to come 
into bearing.

Manure for Strawberries.

The strawberry plantation requires 
very heavy manuring to produce the best 
results. Every year on most plants there 
is a succession of berries, the first and 
second pickings being almost always lar­
ger and finer than those which ripen later. 
But if the later season is very wet, as it 
sometimes is, we have known the latter 
crop to ripen up and be very near as good 
as the first. This suggests that in addi­
tion to the top dressing applied in winter 
there ought to be an additional fertiliza­
tion while the crop is forming, and this 
last should be dissolved in water, so as to 
be readily available. Nitrate of potash is 
the best manure to be thus applied. This 
is saltpetre, and costs from 5 to 6 cents 
per pound. But a very small lump dis­
solved in water and applied freely will 
keep the vines fresh and vigorous to the
last, and will make a great increase in the 
size of the fruit. The labt r of applying 
liquid manure is more than its cost, and 
greater than can be generally afforded for 
any other crop than the strawberry.

Rev. Neil McKay Dead.

Chatham, June 15.—Rgv. Neil Mc­
Kay, formerly pastor of St. David's 
church, St. John, died this morning of 
heart disease.

Rev. Neil McKay was one of the lead­
ing divines of the Presbyterian church in 
this province. He was between 65 and 
'70years of age, and was a native of Earl- 
town, Colchester county, N. S. When a 
young man he taught school, and on the 
19th of September, 1855 was ordained to 
the ministry and entered on his labors at 
Murray Harbor, N. S. In 1861 he for 
some time supplied the pulpit of St. 
David's church, and on the 14th of May, 
1862, the Presbytery sustained his call to 
tne pastorate and he was inducted on the 
29th of the same month. After H years 
of service during which he did excellent 
work, he was, in February, 1873, culled 
to Summerside, P. E. Island. He 
preached his farewell sermon in St. 
David’s on Feb. 22, 1873. He remained 
at Summerside until Sept. 30, 1886, when 
he entered on his last charge at St. 
John’s church, Chatham. At the convo­
cation at Pine-Hill College, Halifax, in 
1896, the honorary degree of D. D. was 
conferred upon Rev. Mr. McKay for his 
valuable services to the church during a 
period of forty years. Rev. Mr. Mc­
Kay when in this city was clerk of the 
St. John Presbytery from 1867 to 1872, 
and was elected clerk of the Miramichi 
Presbytery shortly after going to Chat­
ham, and continued to hold the position 
at the time of his death. Wherever sta­
tioned Rev. Mr. McKay gained the good 
will and esteem not only of his own con­
gregation and people, but of all in the 
community. No man stood higher in 
the counsels of the church, for he was 
strictly conscientious in his attendance at 
the church courts, never missing a meet­
ing except through illness. He took a 
prominent part in all public discussions, 
and on the committees was a most valu­
able worker and ivas recognized as a vig­
orous fighter for what he considered right 
but most willing to shake hands and for­
get when the battle was over or when 
shown to be wrong. He was a good 
preacher, and the Chatham church will 
find it difficult to get such another minis­
ter. Mrs. McKay, formeriy Miss Mc- 
Knight, of Halifax, died about a year 
ago. Two sons and two daughters sur­
vive.

What a Dinner Costs.

Recently a gentleman who is fond of 
arithmetic made up his mind that, he 
would find out how much a dinner really 
costs. This gentleman asked how much 
a simple dinner (that he was eating) cost, 
and he was told 75 cents.

He contradicted' this and then made 
out the following statement about the 
costfif that dinner; The pepper, he said, 
came)from 10,000 miles away. It grew 
on a tittle bush about 8 feet high, which, 
must have had a growth of at least five 
years. The pepper was picked . green. 
It had to be dried in the sun, and this 
meant employing women. It took one 
ship and 1,000 miles of railroad to bring 
the pepper to the United States. The 
flour of which the bread was made came 
from Dakota. Some one owned the land 
and that meant the investing of capital, 
and then he had also to pay wages to 
workingmen. The flour had to be ground, 
and the building of the mill and the plant 
or machinery meant more money invest­
ed. The millers had to be paid, coopers 
had to be paid for making the barrels 
and, of course, the wood of which the 
barrels were made had to be cut and 
sawed and shaped, and this meant the 
employing of more men. Then the flour 
had to be shipped over the railroad and 
handled again by cartmen before it came 
into the house.

The tea on the table came from China 
and the coffee from South America. The 
codfish had to be brought from Maine. 
Men had to be employed to catch the 
fish. Other men and women were em­
ployed in drying, packing and boxing 
it and it, too, had to make a long railroad 
journey.

The salt came from the Indian reserva­
tion in the northwestern part of the New 
York state. The spices in the cake came 
from the Spice islands in the Indian 
archipelago. The canned peaches came 
from California, and they, too represent­
ed the employment of capital and labor. 
The little dinner represented, directly or 
indirectly, the employment of $500,000,- 
000 of capital and 5,000,000 men. —Chica­
go News.

Soaking Small Seeds.

Prof. Waugh, of Vermont, has been 
experimenting with soaking small seeds 
in a solution of pepsin or diastase to in­
crease their germinating or feeding pow­
er. Prof. Waugh writes to Rural New 
Yorker that diastase has proved much 
better than pepsin for this purpose. He 
says: “We dissolve one part of powder­
ed malt in ten parts of water, strain it 
and put the seeds in soak for 24 hours 
A quart of malt, worth 5 cents or less, 
would thus make ten quarts of liquid, or 
enough to treat ten pounds' of tomato or 
radish seeds or peas.”

As explained in the journal mentioned, 
“this idea embodies much the same prin­
ciple as that made use of by humans who 
chew pepsin gum or other substances to 
promote digestion. The soaking of the 
seed makes the starchy matter more avail­
able as food for the little germ and thus 
starts an earlier and more vigorous 
growth. This plan may not be entirely 
practicable yet, but there is something in 
it, and an investigating farmer may well 
try it in a small way.”

Vaporous Memories—Talk of the 
Town-Collapse in prices, etc.

Though al^ over the country the crops 
are in splendid condition it is said every 
day that the season is without a prece­
dent; it was never known to be so cold 
and wet in May and June as it has been 
in this year of grace. Men with the best 
of memories get very hazy and vaporous 
when they discuss the weather. Such a 
spring, and such a summer and such a 
winter was never known before, are ex­
clamations are made every season by men 
who are tolerably truthful in other mat­
ters and do not mean to be untruthful in 
this. Yet the seasons are always of the 
same type, the humidity and temperature 
of each is about the same year after year 
and generation after generation. Nature 
is very methodical in her way and her 
way is a very good one.

The wife of Isaac G. Oulton, the North 
end miser, died a low days ago at their 
lmme surrounded by nqiialnr and tilth 
although Oulton, who is more than 80 
years old, is very wealthy. He wanted 
the city to defray the expenses of her 
burial, but had to meet the bills from his 
own pocket. “A pressure of business,'' 
he said, prevented him from attending 
the funeral.

The war broke out two months ago and 
now there is an epidemic of weddings. 
Usually the weddings come first.

The Chicago Times-Herald compli­
ments Miss Margaret Anglin, daughter 
of the late Hon. T. W. Anglin of this 
city, by calling her “the young Canadian 
beauty."

The old steamer St. Lawrence which 
has been converted into a barge, is now 
employed as a lumber carrier.

Two lady bicyclists collided with a 
street car last Thursday. The ladies 
were somewhat shaken up but the car es­
caped without, a scratch.

Wild strawberries, the earliest for 
many years, ai e in the market from up 
river.

A good many salmon are captured daily 
in the harbor. About 15 ) have already 
been placed in the salmon pond.

A good many ' tourists are passing 
through the city, en route to P. E. Island 
and Cape Breton. Nature lias done as 
much for this province as for those places 
as some hardy explorer, perhaps a hun­
dred years hence, will discover.

Spanish sympathizers were much dis­
turbed by the news from Santiago and 
Washington last evening. *

The St. John Gazette, daily and twice 
a week, claims the largest circulation of 
any newspaper ever printed in the Atlan­
tic provinces.

There has been a big drop in the price 
of breadstuffs since my last report. Man­
itoba flours are down $1.30 per barrel 
and the best grades are quoted at $6.50. 
Ontario flours are also much lower; the 
highest grades, such as the Globe, are 
$5.40 and 5.60 per barrel, while other 
good patents sell at $5 and 5.25. Oat­
meal is $4.10 and 4.20 and cornmeal 
$2.15 and 2.20 per barrel.

The raw sugar market remains firm, but 
refined sugars are £ cent per pound lower, 
considerable being imported from Great 
Britain, which business is favored by the 
preferential tariff. Molasses also is a 
shade easier, Bar— being quoted at 28 to 
30 cents and P. R. at 33 and .'14 cents.

The provision market is also easier; 
clear pork is quoted at $16, boneless beef 
$16.50, extra plate $13.75, plate $15.25. 
Lard is 4 cent per pound lower.

Cheese is weaker and is quoted at 84 
cents per pound, twins 9 cents. Butter 
is arriving in large quantity and is better 
in quality than usual. Choice sells at 15 
and 16 cents. Eggs are in excess for the 
demand, selling at 10 cents to-day, but 
they are sure to decline shortly to 9 cents 
and perhaps 8.

Dried fish are arriving more freely; 
tolquoi cod sells at $3.30 and 3.40 and 
pollock at $2.10 per 100 pounds.

Teas are active and the new scheme in­
troduced by George S. DeForest & Sons 
of giving the retailer his own private 
brand on packet teas is rapidly growing 
in favor. Retailers who first used only 
one grade in this style are now adoptitg 
their own brand on four or five different 
grades. Messrs. DeForest are also doing 
an extended cigar business, offering a 
large stock of imported goods in addition 
to their several private brands of domes­
tic manufacture. Their “Prizewinners" 
are the best retailers on the market.

Letter from Mr. T. P. Hethering 
ton.

Ottawa, June 16th, 1898.
To Editor Queens County Gazette.

Dear Sir: Before leaving home I was 
asked by a number of my friends to write 
them—describing my trip, etc. Now, 
find that time will not permit, so I pro­
pose to write a short account to you, 
trusting you will find space in your valu­
able paper for same.

I left St. John on Thursday evening, 
arriving in Ottawa following day at 1.30 
p. m., put up at Brunswick hotel, (and 
let me say right here that the hotels here 
are very inferior to those at borne, in St1 
John, Fredericton or any of our cities.) 
and the same afternoon I reported to 
Minister of Railways and was received in 
right royal manner by that gentleman. 
Learning that Mr. and Mrs. Kerr of 
Queens county were here I at once pro­
ceeded to look them up, found that Mr. 
Ken was to l>e one of our party and Mrs. 
Kerr is to accompany her husband as far 
as Edmonton and there remain until our 
return. Mr. Kerr and myself then found 
Senator King in his office and received 
from bin, a cordial welcome. He at once 
escorted Mr. and Mrs. Kerr and myself 
through the enti'-e Parliament Building 
and took special pains to explain to us 
everything we saw. The library is the 
grandest room in the building and is said 
to be the best of its kind this side of the 
Atlantic.

If the lodge members, the professed 
workers for temperance, do not take an 
interest in the matter and do something 
to show themselves alive, how can we ex­
pect the cause to flo Irish, or to whom 
shall we look?

“There is a tide in the affairs of men, 
Which taken at the flood leads on to for­

tune.
Omitted, all the voyage of their life

A Snip’s Rudder.

The rudder of a wooden ship is com­
posed of the stalk and the backing, which 
are so joined together as to form in effect 
a single piece. The complete rudder is 
coppered, to protect it from worms, and 
then, besides being practically all in one 
piece, it has that appearance also.

The stalk is the part to which are at­
tached the pintles, or pivots, by which 
the rudder is suspended and held in place 
these going through eyes set in the ship's 
sternpost. The stalk runs up through 
the stem of the ship, and to its head is 
bolted a cap to which are attached the
ropes by means of which the 1 udder is 
controlled. The backing is the blade part 
of the rudder!

Supplies For Cuba.

New York June 15.—The Evening 
Telegram has a dispatch from Kingston, 
,1a., which says: Much suspicion has 
been aroused hereby the character of the 
cargo of the City of Kingston, which has 
arrived from New York. The cargo con­
sists of 400 cases of pork, 125 bags of com 
and 57 bales of tobacco, 1,000 bags of 
rice, 1,200 barrels and 1,800 bags of flour 
shipped by J. Lera and Roca & Co., of 
New York, Consigned to Solomon Ashen- 
heim & Co. at Kingston, The cargo 

, seems much too large for a firm to handle 
in ordinary trade and it is believed to be 
destined for transhipment to Cuba for

Spanish troops. Supplies in small quanti­
ties are reaching Havana across the island 
from Batabano and apparently from Ja­
maica from which to provision the Span­
ish troops. Unless immediate action is 
taken by the American government the 
blockade will be practically nullified by 
supplies reaching the blockaded towns 
from Jamaica. Merchants here are look- 
for Spanish purchasers at famine prices 
and are speculating heavy in food stuffs.

Consul General made a strong pretext 
to the local government against this is­
land being made a base of supplies for 
the Spanish army and asserting that giv­
ing cargoes of previsions to ships of this 
character with Spanish officers known to 
be on board is a broach of neutrality.

The Purisina Conception changed Sat­
urday to the English flag and completed 
her cargo of 8,000 packages of flour, rice 
and corn. She will sail for Cuba. She 
endeavored to obtain an English cap­
tain.

Indian Magic.

One need not go to the realms of space,
or time, or figures to meet with the in­
comprehensible. Despite modern science 
and ingenuity this word still remains the 
only applicable epithet for some stone of 
the achievements of Indian conjurers. 
We can smile at the luminous appear­
ance of the beautiful face before which 
as the revelation of Osiris the old Egyp­
tians prostrated themselves in awe—for 
the marvels of the magic lantern are fam­
iliar to us, the early existence of gunpow­
der gives an easy explanation of the or­
acle’s lightning and thunder, the weird 
harmony of Mem non was merely the 
result of an ingenious mechanical con­
trivance—but shrewd travellers of later 
date, whose veracity is beyond dispute, 
tell of much more inexplicable things 
than these. One of the best known 
writers on occultism, Jacolliot, has left 
an account of certain things he saw dur­
ing his official sojourn in India which, as 
they seem to defy explanation, may fairly 
be classed among things incomprehen­
sible. The performer was one whom he 
accidentially met and who required some 
persuasion before he would exhibit feats 
which, he continually affirmed, were the 
work of other intelligences.

On some sticks fixed upright in flower­
pots were placed some leaves from a tree, 
with holes in each sufficiently large to 
make them fall to the level of the mold. 
Standing at a considerable distance, the 
fakir made a gesture with his hands. A 
slight breeze seemed to pervade the room, 
then the leaves quivered and gradually 
worked upward on the sticks. Jacolliot 
placed himself between the flowerpots 
and the operator, placed the sticks in the 
flooring and adopted every means he 
could imagine to frustrate any trickery, 
but nothing he did made any difference 
to the movement of the leaves.

The more familiar feat of the seeming­
ly supernatural growth of flowers was ut­
terly eclipsed by another instance vouch­
ed for by the same narrator. His own 
servant brought him a score or so of 
seeds, from which he selected and mark­
ed one. The fakir planted it in a pot of 
earth, muttered some words over it and 
fell into a sort of trance, which lasted 
about thirty minutes. He then awoke, 
uncovered the pot and discovered a seed­
ling two or three inches high. Jacolliot 
examined it and found it had sprung from 
the seed which he had marked.

With a touch of a peacock's, feather, 
the fakir depressed a balance of a com­
mon weighing machine in daily use in the 
household, though in the other wSs ..

tant motion of his hand he made shavings 
of wood to sink or move in water.

Pain, Pin or Passion.

“When a baby screams at night,” says 
an authority on the subject, “you may 
be sure that one of three things is the 
matter with him—a pain, a pin or a pas­
sion. If it is the former, put a teaspoon­
ful of lime water in a little milk and give 
it to him; then hunt for the pin. But if 
he has been sufficiently and properly fed 
at his usual mealtime don’t be troubled 
about his being hungry. Put down the 
howling to natural or inherited or acquir­
ed habit and get through the night as best 
you can.

Cheese for Home Use.

It is surprising that farmers do not use 
more cheese. It is a healthy and nutri 
tious article of food, and can be made far 
more cheaply than nitrogenous nutrition 
can be supplied in any other form. An­
other reason why farmers should use 
more cheese is that it will prevent the 
glut in prices of milk which every year 
causes so many farmers to sell milk at a 
loss. Such farmers do, we think, get in 
the habit of making more or less cheese, 
and their tables are well supplied. It is 
the farmer with only one or two cows who 
uses least cheese. We used to make 
cheese on a farm when we had only two 
cows, putting night and morning’s milk 
together in a single cheese.

What Is True Economy.

Speaking of economy is like throwing a 
pebble into a pond; the circles widen and 
widen till they embrace the whole circum­
ference of life. As defined by Webster, 
the subject seems so small that a mo­
ment’s thought might compose it, yet 
when we look at it in its broader bear­
ings there is nothing connected with our 
lives that does not touch on it.

When economy is mentioned money 
matters come to mind as though that was 
the only field where this old fashioned 
virtue could be practiced. Each must 
decide for himself what is and what is 
not economy in this line, for no general 
rule can be given. One who spends $4 
per week may be more extravagant than 
another who spends forty, for this ques­
tion of expense is not to be decided by 
comparison with pur neighbors, but by a 
careful estimate of our own needs, ability, 
and a true conception of what economy 
really is.

Some define economy as doing without 
everything possible. This is both right 
and wrong. There are times when it is 
more economical to spend than to save.

I often- think that elimination is the 
key-note of true economy. To so narrow 
our desires and our needs, for these lat­
ter exist largely in the mind, as to con - 
form to our capabilities for fulfilment, so 
making the best of what lies in grasp, 
and not wearing out mind and body in 
anxious search for non-essentials, or that 
with which we shall be neither happier 
nor better.

Time seems to be the thing of which 
woman has the least and needs the most, 
and here the elimination will be of ines­
timable value. Still, there are certain 
things which must be done, certain rou­
tines which must be followed, and it cer­
tainly is not economy to rush' breathlessly 
from one thing to another, leaving every­
thing in an unfinished condition. Time, 
temper and substance are wasted in this 
way. Strength is, perhaps, oftenest 
squandered, yet all, especially mothers, 
should remember that the reserve supply 
is not inexhaustible and is liable at any 
time to be overdrawn, and that there is a 
time when drafts will not be honored; 
that the time will come when you can on­
ly command what you have deposited 
during the slumbers of the night. No 
woman is economical who each day works 
to the limit of her endurance.

The idea that economy is saving of 
money, or the things which cost money, 
has become so ingrained in many people 
that they stint themselves and the chil­
dren in clothing, food and education to 
accomplish this end, losing sight of the 
fact that a wise spending is economy> 
while a niggard saving is wastefulness. It

is not economy to save money at the ex­
pense of health and strength, nor is it 
economy to eat unsuitable food, which 
may be on hand, to save buying, to the 
certain loss of vitality.

Suitable clothing may be quite as eco­
nomical as unsuitable. One thing too 
often lost sight of in the household eco­
nomy is the elimination of unnecessary 
work and the purchasing of necessary 
helps to render the work as easy as pos­
sible. Mind, I say necessary helps, for 
there are many new tangled so-called la­
bor-saving articles in the market which 
simply cumber the house and give the 
housekeeper extra care.

The generation of to-day are far ahead 
of their fathers, yet they have much to 
learn, and the farmer’s wives are still the 
synonym of monotonous, continuous la­
bor, a larger proportion of women from 
their ranks filling graveyards and lunatic 
asylums than is shown by any other busi­
ness.

Economy of labor is to be considered 
in cooking as well as in other work. Still, 
those cooks who bake bread before it is 
fully risen, to save time, are saving at the 
spit and wasting at the spiggot. Neither 
can those be said to be economic­
al who serve illy cooked, innutritions 
food, because in haste to get at some 
other work.

Time is frequently wasted in preparing 
several courses where two would be am­
ple. And while we would not favor go­
ing back to the era when a common pan 
of mush and milk formed the entire din­
ner into which each member of the fam­
ily dipped a spoon, wo would recommend 
cooking the extras that require much 
time in their preparation so seldom that 
they will be fully appreciated, and. the 
appetite remain uncloyed.

The cooking should be but a small 
part of the household routine instead of 
the burden it now is, and we should 
bring up the children to simple, natural 
habits of eating rather than pamper them 
with unwholesome compounds.

This touches directly upon the subject 
in hand and brings us to the most impor­
tant point of household economy, the 
saving of the health and strength of the 
mothers.

When one of the greatest men was ask­
ed what the country most needed, he an­
swered “Good mothers,” With good 
mothers you have healthy, happy, well- 
disposed children, who will grow up into 
noble, helpful men and women.

What is a good mother? In order to 
be a good mother, in so far as she is cap­
able, a women must not be overworked, 
overtired nor overfull of care. She must 
be so situated that she can economically 
dispose of her time and strength to the 
best advantage of those dependent upon 
her and not be obliged to devote all her 
time and energies to the not-to-bo-evad- 
ed physical needs.

Strong, healthy men and women are 
what the nation calls for, and these you 
cannot have without economy towards 
the mothers. To save, to save is the 
constant cry of the farmer, and one that 
is continually dinned in the ears of the 
farmers’ wives till they would as soon 
break all the commandments at once as 
spend for themselves one cent they can 
possibly do without. I'have noticed that 
a man always expects his wife to be con­
siderably more economical than he is 
himself. However much he may prac­
tise this virtue he gives the screw an ex­
tra turn on her, and while he. ’

“Talks of savin’ wood and ile
An’ tea, an’ sugar, all the while.

Buried Her Quickly.

Isaac G. Oulton, an aged resident of 
Douglas avenue, is reputed to be wealthy, 
but lives in a state of wretchedness and 
poverty in a dirty little hut, utterly deny­
ing himself of all the comforts of life.

Letter from Northwest Territories.

Edmonton, Alberta,
June 8th, 1898.

Dear Editor: We begin to think un­
limited sunshine is not any more desir­
able than a deluge, and can be quite as 
pitiless as long continued rain.

For months now we have not had any 
rain, and the parched ground and the 
thirsty fields and gardens will soon be 
suffering, if not presently refreshed with 
copious spowers.

In vain we read the poem, “It rains 
and rains and is never weary”—in vain 
we listen for the “Tinkleon the shingle,” 
—it cometh not, but still we hope.on, as 
other localities have been favored with 
all, or more than they desired.

Building is going on again quite brisk­
ly as lumber is coming in from British 
Columbia. Brick houses are becoming 
quite plentiful, there being an abundance 
of material for brick making in the neigh­
borhood, and a very good quality of brick 
is made from it. The roses are in bloom 
and the multitude of wild flowers are put- 
mg in an appearance. The bees have 
long been at work on the blossoms of vari­
ous kinds of trees.

It may be a surprise to some of you 
Eastern people, who think we are living 
“nnd snow and ice,” to hear that one 
bee keeper at Rabbit Hill, seven miles 
from Edmonton, gathered five thousand 
pounds of honey last year, some hives 
yielding one hundred pounds per week. 
The price is 20-cents per pound. So you 
see it pays to “keep bees” even in this 
high latitude.

Survey parties are the order of the day 
and the papers say twenty-five parties 
will be sent to Manitoba and the Terri­
tories this season. Five of these will be 
engaged in the Yorkbon district, marking 
Townships where the Galicians have set­
tled. Others will work along the Sas­
katchewan river, at Edmonton, Batache, 
Fish Creek, Swan River and Prince Al­
bert, so that possession may be had by 
the settlers without any difficulty.

Our Bridge is ready for the superstruc­
ture—the piers being finished, and the 
filling in to the approaches begun.- How 
anxiously we look for its completion as it 
is nearly a year since it was begun, and 
we had the promise that it would be fin­
ished in November last. The day it is 
opened for traffic will lie a Jubilee Day 
and a Red letter day in the history of 
Edmonton. s

We have two or three steam launches 
. on the Saskatchewan, and the “Koney 

Island Sporting Co.” have purchased one 
for use on “Kooking Lake" about 15 miles 
from Town.

You will observe Mr. Editor that we 
are quite an up-to-date people.

Preparations are being made for a re­
ception and banquet to Frank Oliver, M. 
P. on his return from Ottawa.

A well-know and successful exhibitor 
of fine vegetables recently remarked that 
asparagus was rarely properly cooked 
when sent to the table, because of the 
practice of submerging the whole of the 
stems in water, thus treating green tops 
and blanched bases alike. The proper 
way is to cook it erect, covering the 
blanched stem with water and leaving the 
tender, green tips to be cooked by the 
steam. In this way the entire stem is 
completely cooked at the same time.
