THE PARLIAMENT.

The Canadian Parliament has opened, 
but nothing beyond a course of desul­
tory bickering may be expected for a. 
week or so. The speech from the 
Throne seems to outline a session of 
great moment, and points to a policy 
that is progressive and far sighted. A 
number of important bills will come 
up, and they arc denominated as fol­
lows;

Bills for the better organization of 
the civil service, for the consolidation 
of the Inland Revenue laws and for 
the amendment of the acts relating to 
the Dominion lands, to" the public 
works, to the Indians of the North 
West, and to the Mounted Police 
Force.

The first of these bills seems a quite 
important one; and the object is to 
reach a greater state ot efficiency in the 
civil service. We presume that snch 
branches of the public seiyice as de­
mand officers of professional skill is 
specially in mind, and that proper ex­
aminations will have to be successfully 
undergone before any candidate will 
be qualified for the position sought. 
This would seem to be a blow aimed at 
♦he promotion “by letter and prefer­
ment,” and ihc unsound and inefficient 
state of the public service ns built up 
through political influence. But Canada 
has not taken the initiative in this 
England has led off, for now moneynor 
influence can obtain a position in the 
army unless the cadet pass a salisfac- 
factory examination, while the same 
principle is in operation through the 
other public depai Iments ot the king­
dom. All Canada will hail the passage 
ofenchabill, and the rigid enforce­
ment of its conditions.

We cannot say at present wliat is in 
view in the consolidation of the Inland 
Revenue Laws; but from the rapid 
growth ot onr inland country it would 
seem that the laws passed when it was 
in a elate of savagery, requires read­
justment at least.

The Bill relating to the Dominion 
Lands will be a very important one be­
cause it will deni with the settlement 
of the country and the reception and 
accommodation of immigrants. There 
is no more important measure than this 
for the consideration of the parliament.

A Bill which would convert" the no­
mads of the North West into thrifty 
tillers of the soil would be a task that 
Lveurgus or Solomon himself might 
well shrink from. Yet we have no 
doubt but the very best will be done to 
make the ffispossessed savage happy 
and prosperous. But while we believe 
this, we can’t help being impressed 
that the ink that writes the obituary of 
Sir John, 8lr Leonard and Sir Charles 
will loWbe dry ere the rod man will 
have learnt to sit him peacably down 
and turn his reserve into a bloomful 
.garden.

The Bill regulating the Mounted Po 
lice Force will be less important.

The subject of an expansion of the 
currency will come up as the Bank 
Charters will expire next year; and 
while it is not likely the Government 
will adopt tlie Rag Baby we have no 
doubt but an issue of currency suffici 
ent to meet immediate wains, and on 
a sound basis, will be authorized. The 
silence oi the leading Government press 
on'this question has been omnious, but 
we notice the Svn in its lust, taking its 
cue from tile Mail's article published 
about a month ago, advocates a mod 
eratc *• expansion on a gold basis.” 
Though it seems paradoxical to us to 
speak of an “expansion” on a “gold ba­
sis,” yet since the Sun is the 
author of the saying, it must be all 
right.

Tlie Government, we arc happy to 
say, have not closed their ears to the 
cry of distress coming to them tvoin 
across the Atlantic, and have with 
praiseworthy human heartedness made 
the “destitution” of “our fellow sub­
ject» in Ireland" the substance of a par­
agraph in the speech. We know not

chinkeês. It is apity the correspondent 
could «Ot help the chickens to get out 
of the shells. However three weeks 
will soon slip by, when we shall be 
glad to hear more. Meanwhile it is 
gratifying! o know that the hen “appears 
to be doing well.”

But we should like to know what 
that hen is doing that any other hell 
doesn’t do.

A writer in the Wolfville 'Star, which 
is evidently the Editor, signs himself 
“Ignoramns” The peculiar approp­
riateness pf the nom de plume struck 
ns instantly on reading the letter.

The St. John News makes a murder­
ous attack on the St. John Telegraph 
in yesterday’s issue. It states that the 
beet industry in Maine is a decided 
failure, and will have to be abandoned

The St. John Telegraph by way of 
asking a question of the Halifax Herald 
insinuates that Mr.Til cy has promised 
the portfolio of Militia and Defence to 
Major Domville. We do not believe 
Sir Leonard has done anything of the 
kind, and our St. John contemporary 
has simply been hoaxed.

By far the best article we have seen 
on the late Governor Chandler appear­
ed in the last issue of the Chignecto 
Post. It is written in an interesting 
manner, end deviates wide from the 
beaten track of following a lot of dry 
figures and events. If friend Milner 
had only a daily paper on which to ex­
pend his scholarly genius, he would he 
useful in the newspaper world.

The Religious Intelligencer attacks 
the Freeman in a very rabid, and cx- 
trenilv vulgar article. But it is good 
enough for thoFreeman, for picking a 
quarrel with such a newspaper. Henry 
Ward Beecher once wrote; “I foolishly 
got into a quarrel with a polecat, and 
.though I hurled a thousand volnmns 
at his head, he worsted me in the end.*’

little matter. It suits our purpose.

The Moncton Times has stolen an 
hour from the political fight to urge 
the youth of Moncton to literary pur­
suits. It presses them to give more at­
tention to debating societies, and ad­
vocates the establishing of a pubic read- 
room and lyccum». A great American 
writer, Mr. Matthews, does not agree 
with the Times as to the importance of 
debating schools. He says it makes 
young men too gabby, and that every 
young lad, and notably every politician 
in the United States can spout, and that 
in fact tlie ready flow of language— 
running at the mouth—is becoming an 
epidemic. We leave the question be­
tween Mr. Stevens and Mr. Matthews.

SUPREME COURT.

Judgments have been delivered in 
tlie first division of the Court in the 
following case*;

Purchase rt. Skkt.t.—The question 
in this case was whether tlie “ Town 
of Portland Civil Court ” had jurisdic­
tion to try a cine when neither the 
plaintiff or defendant resided in Port­
land, but one of thorn resided in the 
Parish of Lancaster. Held : that the 
Court had jurisdiction under the Con­
solidated Statutes, cap. 57, § 3, which 
enacts that the sitting magistrate in the 
police office in Portland shall have civil 
jurisdiction in the town of Portland 
and in the parishes of Lancaster and 
Simonds, in all actions in which a jus­
tice of the peace -has civil jurisdiction.

Deveber vs. Larkins.—The defen­
dant’s.property was attached under tlie 
Consolidated Statutes, cap. 42, and 
some expenses were incurred by the 
sheriff in securing the property attached. 
The defendant afterwards became in­
solvent under the Insolvent Act of 1875. 
Held ; that under the 55th section of the 
attachment Act, the attachment must 
be dissolved without any condition as 
to payment of the sheriff’s fees ; that if 
the sheriff had any lien on the property 
for his fees, the order discharging the 
attachment did not affect it. bnt snch 
lien could only be enforced in the In­
solvent Court. Palmer J. considered 
the question as decided in a préviens 
case. If it had i&t been so, 1 e would 
have inclined to make the payment of 
the sheriff's fees a condition of setting 
aside the attachment.

Price vs. Whiting.—In March, 1867, 
the defendant, one Benjamin Price, 
gave the plaintiff a joint and several 
promissory note for $300, payable three 
months latter date. Benj. Price paid 
the interest on the note up to November, 
1872, and shortly afterwards became 
insolvent. Held: that the payment of 
interest by B. Price did not take the 
case out of the operation of the Statate 
of Limitations as against the defendant 
Whiting, the other raakqjr of the nqfe, 
and thAt he was discharged—the action 
uot having been brought within six 
years after tlie note came due.

Ex parte Bowes.—Action for rent, 
tried before a Justice of the Peace, in 
which the jury found a verdict for the 
détendant. On a review of the case 
before a Judge of the County Court, 
under the Consolidated Statutes, cap. 
60, §,48, lie reversed the judgment, and 
directed the verdict to bo entered for 
plaintiff for a certain amount, and re­
mitted the cause to the Justice to issue 
execution for the amount so awarded 
and costs. Held: that he had power 
to make sne^ an order, and that the 
words, “ affirmed on review," were not 
to be construed literally, and applicable 
only to cases where the judgment in the 
Justice’s Court was sustained.

Wilbur t». Jones. — This was an 
Equity suit in which the plaintiff had 
served the defendant with notice of 
hearing at the May Sittings. The de 
fendant attended on the day with his 
witnesses, but the plaintiff did not ap­
pear, and the Judge thereupon made an 
order that the plaintiff should pay the 
defendant his costs of attending on the 
notice. The plaintiffappoaled from this

order on the ground that it was Improp­
erly made without notice to him. The 
Court dismissed the appeal, being of 
opinion that when tho plaintiff failed to 
proceed with tlie .hearing of the, case 
pursuant to his notice, the Jbdge had a 
right to order him to pay the costs which 
the defendant had incurred in conse­
quence of it, and that it could not he 
considered as an ex parte order.

MoLaughlin.i,'#. McLeod, Assignee. 
—The defendant was the assignee in in­
solvency of Messrs Evcritt & Butler, 
who occupied a store as tenants to the 
plaintiff for a term of 5 years, from the 
1st May, 1878, rent, payable quarterly, 
and which lease had not expired at the 
time of their insolvency. The only 
question was whether the assignee, 
under the direction ot the creditors, 
had a right under the 71st section of the 
Insolvent Aot of 1875, to terminate the 
lease at any other time than the end of 
a current year. Held : that he has not 
and thnt lie was liable for the rent up to 
the 1st May next, and had no right to 
terminate the lease on the 1st November 
last,

McGorlet vs. the Mayor, etc., op 
St. John.—Action for false imprison­
ment. The defendants pleaded in jus­
tification that the plaintiff was arrested 
tor non-payment.of the sum of $419, 
assessed upon him bv the Commission­
ers appointed under the Act 41 Viet,, 
cap. 9, for the extension of Canterbury 
street; that, all things were done as 
required by the Act to make the plain­
tiff liable ; that lie did not pay the rate 
on demand, whereupon an execution 
was issued against him, and for want 
of goods and chattels whereon to levy, 
the marshall arrested and imprisoned 
the plaintiff. This plea was dcmnrred 
to on several grounds, the principal of 
which were: (1) That it did not state 
that the plaintiff was the owner of, or 
interested in. any lands fronting on 
Canterbury street, and therefore liable 
to be arrested ; (2) That it did not state 
that the corporation had appointed any 
person to receive the rate, as directed 
by the 14th section of the Act, and that 
snch person,hadfdemajidcd it; (3) That 
the general allegation of performance 
by the corporation of tlie requirements 
of the Act washed, that the plea should 
have stated the facts particularly. Tho 
Conrt held the plea bad for not averring 
that the corporation had appointed a 
person to receive the rate, and that he 
had demanded it from the plaintiff, who 
retnsed payment ; that the 4bth section 
of the Com. Law Procedure Act (Con. 
Statutes, c. 37), did not apply to this 
case, and therefore that the general al­
legation of performance was not suffi­
cient. The Court also .inclined to the 
opinion thnt the pica should have stated 
thnt the plaintiff was an owner of, or 
interested in, lands fronting on the ex­
tension oftlie street. Judgment for the 
plaintiff, with leave to llm defendant» 
to amend their pica oil payment of costs.

The deft., ll rtt, de­
murred to thé declaration on the 
ground that lie, ns Assistant Engineer 
was not liable for refusing to work the 
engines at a fire when the Chief En­
gineer was present. Meld that the de­
claration only charged an omission of 
the defendants to perform their duty 
under the by.t-hiw : thnt by the bye­
law the Assistant Engineer had no 
authority to act at a fire except in the 
absence of tho Chief Engineer, and as 
it was not stated that the Chief was 
absent at tlie time, the deft., Hatt, was 
not liable for omission to act. Judg­
ment for the deft., Hatt, on the demur­
rer, with leave to plaintiff to amend the 
declaration.

Willet vs Lockhart.—This was a 
question of pleading. Judgment 
was given for the plaintiff on demurrer, 
with leave to the defendant to amend 
hii pleas on payment of costs.

Hilyard vs. Wood.—The question 
in tliis case was, whether when an 
an attachment was issued during the 
progress of tho snlt, under the 65th 
Sect, of the Attachment Act, (Consoli­
dated Statutes, c 42) for a cause of 
action for which the plaintiff ceeld 
have issued an attachment coucnrr&nt- 
ly with the summons, without a 
Judge’s order, it was necessary that Me 
affidavit should state anything more 
than was reqnired by Sect. 8, of the 
Act: Held: that it was not; that the 
words of Sec. 65, “order of a Judge as 
aforesaid,” did not refer to the order 
under the 4th Sect. of the Act.

Law vs. Harding. — Action fbr 
wages, tried in the Queen’s County 
Conrt. The plaintiff’s statement of the 
agreement was that he hired with the 
defendant for six months for $80, with 
the understanding that if anything oc- 
cured to prevent his completing the 
term, or if the defendant was dissatis­
fied with him, he should be entitled to 
leave the employ, and was to be paid 
for the time he worked . The defen­
dant denied that there was any snch 
understanding,and said that the hiring 
was for six months for $80, and that 
the plaintiff, not having continued till 
the end of the term, was not entitled to 
any wages. The plaintiff left at the end 
of three months; in consequence of 
sickness, and claimed payment for that 
time at the agreed rate. Tlie Judge 
nonsuited the plaintiff, on the ground 
thnt he could not sue for any wages till 
the end ot the six months. Held, on 
appeal, that the nonsuit Was wrongs 
that it should have been lett to tlie jury 
to find wliat the agreement between 
the parties was : ana if it was as stated 
by the plaintiff, whether the wages 
were not payable when lie left, the 
fendants employ.

Nonsuit set aside, and s new trial 
ordered.

Àatmwny. *
The mining excitement which we predicted 

^hort time ago has alreadvcommenced in this 
Province. Two gentlemen, Mr Adams of 
Boston and Cushing of St John, have lately 
visited the Prince William antimony deposits 
in the interests of U S capitalists, who it is 
stated will commence mining operations here 
in the-spring. So far as we can learn there 
are. titrée valuable mining properties : the 
Lawrence & Hutchinson, Lee, and Hibbard 
claims just north of Lake George, in this 
county, about 24 miles from Fredericton. At 
the Hibbard property crushing and smelting 
works in a very small wa> have keen er. cted 
»qd work carried on in a very desultory and 
^Satisfactory manner for several years past, 
but not in such a way as prove the extent or 
value of the deposits in that section. The ore 
is abundant and as the following analysis by 
James R Chilton will show, of a very rich 
.quality.

In the last edition of the Encyclopaedia 

Brittanies we notice that the Parish of Prince 
WiHtam > mentioned as contnining.large de­
posits of antimony. We hope that any parties 
who may hereafter commence operations In 
this locality «rill-do so in a thorough, effective 
and business like manner, and entertain no 
doubts in that éfent, and irom what we have 
heard of the qfttMlty of ore to be found there 
but that New Brunswick will become the 
source oi antimony for the Eastern States and 
perhaps for Greet Britain.

New Parliament Building,
Through the kindness of Mr Dumaresq 

we have seen the accepted plans for the new 
Parliament Building. Tenders will all have 
been- received by tiio 4tli prox., and the House 
decide as to the future course of building op­
erations.

The building will have a frontage of 144 feet 
and a depth of 80 feet, with a wing 48x48, and 
a library 54x42 feet. It Is to be two stories in 
height, of 20 and 22 feet ceilings respectively, 
with a high Mansard roof, the certral portion 
raised several feet above the other and eon- 
vexed io the Mansard. A massive dome, oc­
tagon in plan, rises above the root to a height 
of 150 feet from the ground. A tower with 
high Mansard roof stand at each of the 
front corners. The external walls are to be 
entireiyof stone, resting. 011 a granite base 
about six feet high. There are three entran­
ces at the front, the central or main entrance 
being through a fine portico with polished red 
granite columns.

The ground floor contains the assembly 
room, with speaker’s room, clerk’s room, com­
mittee rooms, reading room, smoking room, 
coat room, lavatories, corridors, etc;, connec­
ted with the assembly room. Also a Supreme 
Court room, with judge’s room, barrister’s 
room, law library, coat room, lavatories, etc. 
connected therewith.

The second floor contains the Legislative 
Council hall, with president’s room, clerk’s 
room, committee rooms, etc.

The Assembly Room runs up-through both 
stories and hits à clear heightof 42 feet from 
floor 10 ceiling. There are galleries on two 
sides of this room, divided into three apart­
ments. The ladies’ gallery has an entrance 
fronrthc frhfit dr the 6h[ifflift- "The reporterai 
gallery is reached by a circular stair from the 
smoking room, and the public gallery is 
reached by the public stairs at the rear end of 
the main hall.

The building will be handsomely fitted up 
internally with hard wood finish, and exter­
nally the design is decidedly a noble one.
