tress, and turmoil of international 
conflict. The minds of men are un­
settled- The wheels of industry are 
not ÿët turning with their normal 
smoothness and production. The sigh 
of relief which the world has taken 
that the great struggle is over has 

•not yet expended itself. Are we to 
have further troubles before human­
ity will’ settle down to steadiness and 
advancement?

It is not argued here that the toilers 
of the world are not entitled to a 
greater share in enjoyments and ad­
vantages of life, but the history of 
unrest and disturbance shows that the 
evil consequences of disruption fall 
heaviest on those who are least able 
to withstand them. Some one of note, 
writing as a labor leader in England; 
points out that strikes were a useful 
instrument in their day but that they 
have become obsolete or nearly so- 
The most approved forms of getting 
concessions today are negotiation, 
discussion, reason and governmental 
pressure. May we express the hope 
that these agencies will be employ­
ed throughout the country instead of 
drastic methods if the workers feel 
they are entitled to what they are not 
now receiving.

The new status which Canada will 
occupy among the nations is made 
apparent by the announcement that 
four of her overseas ministers will 
affix their signatures, on behalf of 
the Dominion, to the Peace Treaty 
at Versailles, ot Nonly have repre­
sentatives had a voice in the negotia­
tions and discussions leading to the 
settlement of the war but they are 
to he accredited with a' place on the 

document Itself, which will stand as 
n barrier against further world con­
flicts.

This position is, of course, no 
ajar# than has been earned by sac ri­
ll'e of men and by contribution of all 
til at goes to make the prosecution 
of war successful.

This country, prior to the outbreak 
of hostilities, was a peaceful, quiet 
young dependency intent on agricul­
tural industrial and commercial de­
velopment. The maelstrom of Euro­
pean diplomacy, politics and trouble 
was .scarcely known to her. In four 
or five years the whole situation has 
materially changed. Sixty thousand 
of her hardy and gallant sons lie 
sleeping in Flanders, an offering on 
tbe altar of freedom and justice. The 
deeds of heroism, the strength of 
arms, the power of resistance and 
the . tenacity of purpose exhibited by 
the men who went' from, our shores 
earned a place in the settlement of 
war as well as in its conduct.

Canada today is fully entitled to 
rank among the governments which 
by their wisdom and authority will 
exercise a power on the destinies of 
the world.

Several important changes in the 
game laws of the Province will be 
recommended to the Legislature this 
session by the Committee on Fish 
an<^ Game.

Concrete Structures Best — How to 
W.ake Old Granary Efficient.— 
Flush Ewes to Increase 18111 
Lamb Crop — Great Shortage ot 
Fail Wheat Seed.

hard and fast rules can b<= 
laid down for the erection ol 
a convenient and efflcleni 
granary. Each problem re­

quires a knowledge of local condi­
tions and requirements. Granaries, 
in the majority' of cases, are buili 
In enclosures on the barn floor, and 
constructed with :oo little regard for 
Strength, durability and convenience. 
Theee structures should, be located 
Immediately over the feed room, each 
bln bavin* a chute with a control­
ling slide, or a canvas distributor tp 
convey the grain to the hopper 
the grinder; or If the grain 
tended for market, to a sack placed 
on the scales below the chute ready 
to receive it. Tp facilitate emptying 
the grain, the floor of the bins' should 
he sloping.
• The important, consideration in the 
Construction of granaries and bins 
for loose grain is to *be sure that the 
structure is designed .with sufficient 
Strength to prevent bulging of the 
■ides and springing of the floor, for 
grain, owing to its enormous out­
ward thrust, corresponding some­
what to that of water, has a ten­
dency to burst the sides unless well 
braced or supported. Timber con­
struction requires frequent repairs to 
prevent decay and general deprecia­
tion from use. It is always liable tv 
climate conditions. The boards will 
crack and shrink in the summer when 
the>ins may be empty, and when the 
new grain is dumped into the bins an 
enormous quantity promptly dis­
appears into the cracks and crevices 
and through mice holes, entailing 
considerable loss to thé farmer, to 
the consumer and to the nation. 
Thousands of bushels of grain are, in 
this way, annually lost to the pro­
ducers throùgh sheer indifference to 
the condition of the granary. Yet 
this preventable waste may be easily 
remedied and made secure by lining 
the bins with sheet metal.

The watchword is "‘Conservation.” 
Every grain is needed to feed the 
Empire and its Allies, it is, there­
fore, highly desirable at this time 
to bend every effort to eliminate all 
possible leakages and conserve our 
grain for the need of the Allied na­
tions. While there is an annual de­
preciation on a timber structure 
varying from 4 to 8 7», Concrete con­
struction grows better as it grows 
old; hence concrete properly rie- 
inforeed, is the ideal material for 
granaries, because it is both damp- 
proof and rat-proof, two very essen­
tial factors in the construction ol 
granaries.

Concrete properly made to suit 
existing condittoils,- is absolutely im­
pervious to mpisture, and can at 
kept as dry as any structure ot wood 
ever built. The experience of many 
farmers is that grain, mature enough 
to be placed in storage, Will not spoil 
on contact with concrete, nor will 
corn mold, provided there is good 
ventilation and the roof is tight. To 
get rid of rats and mice destroy theii 
nesting place and to this end con 
Crete is' pre-eminently the best ma­
terial and is recommended for all 
farm structures.

Under average present day con­
ditions a reinforce# concrete granary 
paay represent an additional outlay 
of about 267) over that required to 
construct of timber, but the high effi­
ciency distinctive of concrete quick­
ly offsets this increased initial cost. 
Concrete construction has many in 
short, important advantages. The 
contents arè safe from the depreda­
tions of rodents, is damp-proof, re­
quires neither paint nor repairs, is 
fireproof, the grain is perfectly pre­
served under all conditions of clima­
tic and temperature, and the result­
ing structure is practically everlast­
ing. — Prof. John Evans, Ontario 
Agricultural College, Guelph.

Care of Ewes After Weaning.
In order to avoid udder troubk 

it is necessary to keep a close watch 
of the ewes for a few days after they 
àre separated from the lambs. Nol 
a few cases of defective udders can 
be traced to the want of a little care 
in this respect. Milk out just 
enough to keep the udder soft the 
day after the lambs Imve been wean­
ed. After two days”time they are 
again milked out. Some ewes do 
not need any more attention after 
the second milking. , Such ewes may 
be marked to indicate that they are 
dry. Three more days should elapse 
before the next milking is done and 
this method followed until it is cer­
tain the entire flock is safe. In con­
junction with the method outlined 
above the ewes should be separated 
some distance from the lambs, apd 
be on scant pastures until all are per­
fectly dry. This is a good time to 
go over the flock and cull out all un­
desirable members. Non-producers 
and those with broken mouths and 
poor udders should not be retained. 
A good deal of the success of the 
subsequent lamb crop will depend 
upon the treatment the ewes receive 
from time of weaning until after they 
are bred. They should have good 
pastures and be given an opportunity 
of putting on flesh. This is what is 
commonly called "flushing.” Nothing 
is better for this purpose than rape 
pasture, it is usually from six weeks 
to two months from date of sowing 
that rape is ready for pasture. if 
rape pasture is not available new 
seeding or second crop of clover will 
serve fairly well/ Stock shoqld not 
be turned on rape or fresh clover for 
the first time when the leaves arÿ 
wet from rain or eveh dew, in order 
to avoid trouble from bloating.— 
J. P. Sackvllle, B.S.A., Ontario Agri­
cultural College, Guelph.

EIGHT years age, after thoroughly 
-investigating the sheep industry 
in Canada, the shpep commis­

sioners regretfully stated: “From 
shearing to marketing no country in 
the world handles its wool in a worse 
manner than Canada". As far as the 
wool of mutton breeds and cross 
breeds go, we do not know of any 
country where it is handled in such 
«n unsatisfactory way and delivered 
in such bad condition."

Having reached this conclusion, the 
comtilssion Intimated that the way 
was open to find a remedy for the 
trouble. It was soon after this that 
the Canadian Department of Agricul­
ture Was organized, and by 1914 the 
work of applying the remedy had be­
gun. This consisted of the organiza­
tion. pf wool growers' associations 
throughout Canada, the direction of 
their efforts in producing good wool, 
and 1U - classifying iU During 1914, 
the first year of the work, 206,129 
pounds were graded far societies or­
ganized in Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba 
and Alberta. The following year, 
through 19 organizations distributed 
over Canada, 420.000 pounds were 
classified and offered for .co-operative 
sale. The season of 1916 sav 1,712,- 
596 pounds, while in 1917 this was in­
creased to 2,097 909 pounds.

It was early in 1917, because of pe­
culiar war conditions, that Martin 
Burrell, then Minister of Agriculture, 
recognizing the importance of cen­
tralizing the sale of wool, and the 
advantages than must accrue from 
having one centre of -Operation, sanc­
tioned the rental of suitable premises 
In Toronto, for the storage of the 
wool of the various associations where 
clipà would be graded by the wool ex- 
pêrts of the live stock branch, and 
shipped out when > purchased. This 

•led to the further step of l6l8 in the 
organization et the Co-Operative W-odl 
Growers' Limited as the central 
agency for the disposal jot wool ship­
ped in amt collected from all parts of 
Cânàda. :: '

Whereas, when the central ware­
house was first established, it was 
estimated that as much as 2,000 000 
pounds of wool might be received Tur­

ing 1919, no less * than ' 2,500,000 
pounds of wool had been sold up to 
the end of August, 1918, due to the 
associations in the various provinces 
pulling together. After that amount 
had been sold a considerable quan­
tity of wool remained in storqee, but 
It was anticipated that all would be 
disposed of at'favorable prices, which 
was later proved true.

Thus co-operation in a few years 
Actual service proved the revolution­
izing factor in the wool industry in 
Canada. Breeder and farmers were 
quick to learn the oft-repeated lesson 
that to get the best prices the best 
must be produced. Formerly the wool 
was sold in bulk for what it would 
bring. To-day, under the team-work 
plan, the wool Is sorted and inspected, 
grade values becoming apparent, and 
sheepraisers are learning more and 
more to recognize the importance of 
care in selection, industry in keeping 
and ,the -exercise of intelligence in 
shearing, packing and shipping 

In Manitoba there has been a de­
cided increase in the number of 
sheepowners who market their wool 
through the co-operative system. In 
1915, 69,000 pounds reached the ware­
house; in 1916, 154,000 pounds; 1917,
170,000 pounds, and in 1918, 368,000 
pounds were received. In 1917 there 
were 465 sheepowners' who partici­
pated in the work, while in 1918 this 
number increased to 917. The grad­
ing system has had a market effect on 
the quality of the wool, and graders 
as well as grades uphold the belief 
that the education work in this con­
nection is doing an incalculable
amount of good and increasing the auuu iw jukh" . Wnoi
revenue derived" by the sheepowüer ! allons, and the .Pincher Qw» fh 
from the sale of his wool. In former 
years, when wool was sold at a flat 
rate, the importance of keeping the 
wool in a clean condition and avoid­
ing tying with binder twine, as Well 
as mixing gîfe black and tan with the 
white and tags, locks aad pieces.

CHILDREN’^, DREAMS.
Some interesting investigations 

have recently bhêri carried but among 
school children ip. London, England.
Little people of five yearpj and up­
ward were asked to. Vi'ite a true 
end full account of the last dream 
they could remember, j As a result 
records of 5,000 dreams were received 
and the substance-of these was given 
before a meeting of the Child’s Study 
Society by Dr. Kiramms, Chief In­
spector to the London Education 
Committee. • - •

In the infant schools, apart from 
a few records, the dreams were told 
individually to the head mistress, and 
there were, of coiirse, many difficul­
ties to be faced in estimating the 

' Aalue of the results. It was found 
that young children had great diffi­
culty in separating the dream from 
the waking element, and anything m 
the nature of a full analysis was 
impossible- In the case of .chi; iron of 
five, six, end seven, dreams of Christ­
mas and Santa Claus figured very 
largely, and with the very young 
children the “fear” dream was very 
prominent. No less than twenty-five 
per cent, were of this nature, cop- 
sisting chiefly of. the dread of objec­
tionable men, largely of German na­
tionality. At seven children dream 
more about burglars than at lapy 
other age. “Fear” dreams of animals 
are far more - coèunon among boys 
than girls. Thg f^t that the essays 
were written seven months after the 
last air raid probably accounts for 
the circumstances, that air-raid 
dreams occurred only to the extent 
of about four per cent. Moving pic­
tures- were of very little influence in 
the dreams of girls, -but were a de- 
nite factor in those, boys. One. 
important fact is that the ghost has

Experience Shows Cold Nights Low­
ers Milk Flow When Cows Are 
Left In Fields.

(Contributed bv Ontario Department a* 
Agriculture, Torento.)

INGE Oct 31st, 1*17, the On­
tario Government Public Em­
ployment Bureau have secured 
employment for 19,000 per­

sons, of which 7,016 were men and 
11,984 women. This work has been 
accomplished for the most part 
through the efforts of the offices at 
Toronto, Ottawa. Hamilton and 
London. Since April, however, new 
bureaus have been opened at Klng- 
eton, Port Arthur and Fort William.

In order that the best results might 
be gained through the campaigns for 
farm laborers the efforts of the 
Trades and Labor Branch, the Organ­
isation of Resources Committee and 
the Agricultural Representatives were 
co-ordinated. The province was di­
vided into six districts, each center­
ing around one of the bureaus. The 
organisation is now such that each 
county, through the Agricultural Re­
presentative, is kept In touch with 
one of the Employment Bureaus. 
Thus the surplus labor In one part of 
the province may be shifted to a 
part where a scarcity is felt. Any 
farmer in Ontario, by communicating 
with the Agricultural Representative 
for his county, may learn how farm 
help can be obtained.

To date 7,800 persons have been 
placed on Ontario farms. Of these 
some 3,300 were men, 2,140 boys 
and 1,260 women. Several campaigns 
have been launched including, “Sol­
diers of the Soil” (boys between 14 
and 19 years), “Haying and Har­
vest,” "Sugar Beet Hoeing," “Thresh­
ing and Fall Ploughing," and “Flag 
Pulling." Over 260 boys were sent 
to the sugar beet fields of the Chat­
ham district, and 125 are now pull­
ing flax.

Of the 1,260 women sent the ma­
jority are on fruit farms. An effort 
was made at the Toronto office to 
send Women to assist in the farm 
kitchens with the result that 70 wo­
men have gone to this work. During 
the winter a class was organized for 
the purpose of glvinjg girls a train-

The season for cold nights will be 
here all too soon, in this northern ch­

i' mate. While It Is true that keeping 
the cows inside means more labor «n 

I cleaning the stable and more diffl- 
| culty In keeping the cows clean, the 
j extra fertilizing material collected in 
l this way will probably pay for the 
! extra labor. If this does not, the 
! extra suppVf of milk received by 
keeping the cows in a comfortable 
stable at times when the temperature 
drops below freezingt-polnt, will do 
so. Experience shows that cold has 
a very marked effect in lessening the 
milk flow, particularly for cows that 
have been milking for some time, 
when the natural tendency is for the 
cow to dry up and during which time 
every means should be adopted to 
keep the cow milking. Cows should 
milk at least ten months of the year. 
Leaving cows out of'doors on cold 
nights,*after they have been milking 
for six or eight months, makes a 
greater tendency for these cows to go 
dry.

Where cows are kept inside, the 
stuble should, be clRihefi**regularly 
and some absorbent material like 
sawdust, shavings, chaff, or cut- 
straw, should be scattered along the 
passages, on the platform, and in the 
gutter. This helps very much in 
cleaning the stable and in keeping 
the cows clean.

Another advantage of stabling- on 
frosty nights, is that it prevents the 
cows eating frozen feed, which is gen­
erally considered to he injurious to 
milk cows. They may be kept in the 
stable or yard until after the pasture 
thaws, and in this way the animals 
are protected against digestive trou­
bles, and conditions are more favor­
able for maintaining the health and 
milk-flow of the animals.^- Prof. 
H. H. Dean, O. A. College, Guelph.

Prevent Great Farm Loss.
If, through better care and man­

agement, the average life of ./farm 
machines could be increased by-a sin­
gle year what a tremendous saving 
would be effected.
