__T THE WORLD'S FAIR

Widespread and have done inoalcul- 
4*^ g°Pd- They are still active 
and very useful, as far as they go, 
and in their form cf organization 
have furnished the model or sug­
gestion for numberless other at­
tempts to save young »e* from 
isrm and help them to do good. 
But, though the Sodalities and other 
similar organizations to promote 
piety are excellent, it is something 
else additional to the Sodalities, and 
different from them, that is needed 
for our youngsters who have quit 
school and are engaged in making 
their way in the world. They need 
aid to piety, but they also need to 
be provided with amusements that 
really do amuse without harm; oc­
cupation and fit company for their 
leisure hours at nighttime especially 

The Protestants have taken a sug­
gestion from the Jesuit's Sodalities 
and have amplified and adapted the 
idea to their view of what the young 
men require, and thus there has 
grown up the Young Mtn’e Christ­
ian Association. It ie a young 
men’s club, and more, for it not 
only offers a pleasant evening resort 
for Protestant young men, but keeps 
up, in addition, a varied programme 
of amusement and instruction for 
its members—gymnasiums, reading- 
rooms, games and sports, lectures' 
on interesting subjects and psroti- 
cal instructions in (special subjects, 
such as drawing, stenography, the 
modern languages, and the like, and 
besides all this, it undertakes to 
procure suitable employment for its 
young men who are out of • work. 
A similar thing has been attempt­
ed on a Catholic basis in many 
American cities. Some of the par­
ish societies belonging to the Catho­
lic Young Men’s National Union 
have under the guidance of the 
clergy, oocomplished a good deal 
in that way. Still Oatho’ic effort 
has so far been sporadic. For the 
one parish that has made a move­
ment in the direction of looking 
out for its young men, there are a 
hundred parishes that have done 
nothing, and have attempted, noth­
ing.

And yet the ftrtnre of Catholicity 
in the United States is, humanly 
speaking, in the hands of the young 
men. The direct purpose of the 
Church is the salvation of souls, 
and the direct means of accomplish­
ing that purpose is by means of the 
graces proffered in the sacraments 
of the Church. Bnt there are in­
direct means also of saving souls; 
one of these is the proper training 
of.children at school The Church 
authorities have been aroused in our 
time on the school question. The 
last Baltimore Plenary Council en­
joined the duty of establishing » 
good school in each parish, when­
ever practicable. So far so good. 

. But why not go farther now and 
supplement the schools for each 
parish with a young men’s club for 
each parish. The practical difficul­
ty has been that hitherto, wherever 
such* club WM projected, the cate,

expens-, and general responsibility 
of it have always been left to the 
young seen themselves. Bat that 
eeems like an inversion of the right 
order. Every one ought to know 
that the young men for whom this 
provision is needed cannot provide 
it for themselves. If the parish 
the duty of supporting a school, 
as of primary importance 
next after the parish church itself, 
then it would seem that the con­
ditions of American life would re­
quire as the duty next in order after 
the schools that of establishing and 
maintaining, at the expense of the 
paiisb, an attractive gathering- 
place for the young men, all proper 
appliances for amusement, instruct­
ion and profit. This should he a 
parish institution just as much as 
the school, controlled in its every 
action and movement by the Pastor, 
with such liberties as ordinary pru­
dence will direct. The financial 
obstacle is not so serious as it looks. 
That has been urged by those un­
willing to undertake to establish 
schools. But it is a notorious fact 
that the parish with a school 
flourishes better financially than 
that without a school, and it is but 
reasonable to infer that the financial 
proeperty of a parish would be still 
further increased if its young men 
were taken care of in snob a way 

to insure that moet of them 
would develop into ooneoientions 
Catholics and active, public-spirited 
citizens.—Catholic Standard.

The Late Father Dawaon-
The following sketch of the late 

Very Reverend Æneas MaoDjnnel 
Dawson, D. D. V. G., is from the 
Ottawa Free Press :

He was born at Red Haven, 
Banffshire, Scotland, on July 30tb, 
1810, and was consequently in his 
sighfifth year, . Foe many ye ire 
there has been no more fmiW 
figure about the city than Father 
Dawson. Known far and near for 
his readiness to engage in any 
Christian work without drawing 
very closely the lines of distinction 
between creeds differing from hie 
own, honored and respected by all, 
taking an active part so far as his 
advanced years would permit, right 
up to the very last, it was his lot to 
be, probably more than any other 
man of his time, the friend of 
Roman Catholic and Protestant 
alike. Had he lived until April 
next, it would have been the 60th 
anniversary of hie ordination in the 
priesthood, and this was an event 
he looked forward to.

A NOBLE CHARACTER.

Probably nothing can place on 
record the general appreciation of 
his liberality of thought better than 
the address which was presented to 
him on December 2nd, .1890. 
“Friends of all religions beliefs take 
especial delight,” it said, “in coming 
together for the purpose of giving 
expression to the felling of regard 
and attachment which they enter­
tain towards you as a Christian 
minister and as a fellow-citizen.” 
The occasion of this presntatioo, 
which took place in the city hall, 
will be yet fresh in the memory of 
many citizens. It was when, in re­
sponse to the request of the wide 
circle of friends,his Lordship Bishop 
MaoDonnell, of Alexandria, was 
pleased to appoint Father Dawson 
the honorary Vicar General of the 
new Scotch diocese of Alexandria. 
The address was accompanied by a 
costly set*vi furs and a parse con­
taining $400, and’was subscribed to 
by Protestants as well as Catholics. 
While always laboring zealously for 
the advancement of the interests of 
his own church, the reverend gen­
tleman had so lived as to be on 
terms of the moet perfect harmony 
with members of all other denomin­
ations. His claims to the honor of 
being Vicar General of the diocese 
were fully acknowledged by Bishop 
McDonnell. As a poet, lecturer, and 
historian, the reverend father had 
given to the world many thoughts 
of value and on various occasions 
had received public recognition of 
hie able service*. He was an L. L. 
D., of Queen’s university, while 
Laval university conferred upon 
him the degree of doctor of letters, 
and shortly afterwards the Ottawa 
university 'awarded him the same 
distinction; he was also a Fellow of 
the Royal Society, and at the recent 
annual convocation of Queen’s uni­
versity, was called upon to deliver 
the baccalaureate sermon, an ad­
dress which was widely commented 
upon.

HIS EARLY HISTORY.

LIRE IN OTTAWA.

Father Dawaon was appointed to 
the parish of Upper Town and many 
will yet remember having heerfl hi» 
preach in the “St Andrew’s 
Churob/—so called oat of ooarteew 
to tha Scotch Gatholios-—which 
stood on Sparks street until two 
/ears ago, whan the lafct vestige of 
it was removed, For five yean he 
remained there. Later on the 
parish of Long Island,and later still 
that of Osgoode, was the field of 
his faithful ministration. Among 
other honours which have been be­
stowed upon him, it may be noticed 
that he was duly appointed Roman 
Catholic chaplain to Her Majesty’s 
forces when the regular soldiers 
made Bytown their headquarters, 
and two yean ago he was chosen 
chaplain of St. Andrew's society. 
For many yean he was president 
of-the society for the prevention of 
cruelty, and until within a year he 
might be found presiding at its 
monthly meetings, always ready to 
aid by his experience what many 
might have considered as a matter
of small importance to men as busy 
as he. '

Plus IX, AND HIS TIMES.

The reverend gentleman was a 
classical scholar of the highest 
order. Although his work in the 
ministry was at all times arduous, 
he devoted his leisure houm to liter­
ature. Of the numerous writings 
on various subjects, both in prose 
and poetry, he is best known by hie 
history of the Catholics of Scotland, 
and Pius IX., and hie time. These 
two works alone have been every­
where received as standard authori­
ties upon these matters, the latter 
especially being acknowledged as 
the most complete in existence. 
Father Dawson whs a well read 
man ; he kept up with the times, 
and wavable to talk in a 
which alwaysVm&fcaanded attention 
and reverence. Of late years it 
has been his delight to celebrate 
Mass at ;the congregation of Notre 
Dame (Gloucester Street Convent); 
he did so on Christmas morning, 
and it was while coming from there 
to hie lodgings that he caught the 
cold which brought about his death. 
The sisters and pupils of this con­
gregation feel his death to be to 
each a personal loss. To the rev. 
fathers and students of the Ottawa 
university he was well known, and 
Rev. Father Murphy, who happen­
ed to call upon him Saturday after­
noon, was present when the aged 
patriarch passed peacefully away to 
his well earned reward.

Of his history and life work in 
the old and new worlds a whole 
volume might be written. It has 
fallen to few men to have had the 
experience which was his. One of 
seven sons, descended from parents 
who traced their ancestry back to 
the early history of Scotland, the 
rev. gentleman, when but sixteen 
years of age, studied at the French 
capital, and together with other 
youths of his data, as was the eus 
tom of the time, served as a page 

honor to King Charles X of 
France. In 1830 the revolution np- 

the educational institutions of 
"fu-ie, and’eventnally he returned 

to Scotland in 1835, there com­
pleting his studies, and being or­
dained to the priesthood on the 2nd 
of April in that year, he was ap­
pointed to the parish of Dumfries. 
Mission work was the branch to 
which he most inclined, and to him 
is creditad the organization of 
several missions in Scotland and 
England which have brought large 
numbers within the rescuing in- 
influence of the church.

But 
we do not wonder at it making this 
statement when, a little farther on 
in the same article, we find it 
blaming the Church for lopping off 
unfaithful members, and practically 
saying that belief in all the dogmas 
should not be made a test of mem­
bership in the Church, for it awfcs : 
“fa it to be understood that the only 
good Catholic is he who will obey 
implicitly; that he is a better Catho­
lic than the one who asks questions 
and follows hie own conscience in 
the fear of God." Precisely; and 
the only points on which the Catho­
lic is asked to give implicit obedi­
ence are questions of faith and 
morals. Protestants are Protest­
ants only ini-amnoh as, they deny 
one or more of these points and re­
fuse to give this obedience. In the 
true Church of Christ there is only 
“one faith, one baptism,” “one fold, 
one shepherd.”—Catholic Standard.

Referring to the late Senator Tasse, 
the Ernpirj says: His death comes 
e fter a lingering illness from which it 

» was seen he could not recover. Both in 
politic» and journalism Mr. Tasse 
achieved distinction. As editor of La 
Minerve he fully maintained the high 
character of that able newspaper by 
his vigorous writing and incisive style. 
As a politician Mr. Tasse fôugttt stead­
ily for the Conservative party, whether 
in defeat or victory, and his appoint­
ment to the Senate was appropriate 
both from his fitness for parliamentary 
life and his long services in public 
affairs. In him the French-Canadians 
lose a staunch champion and the press 
a gifted aud energetic member.

As will be seen by reference to 
another column, an unexpected 
aud extraordinary political crisis 
took place in Paris last week. The 
downfall of a ministry in France, 
since the inauguration of the 
present Republic, has been a mat­
ter of such common occurrence, 
that it came to create but little 
surprise; but in this case, the 
event was complicated by the fact 
that when the Premier went to 
hand in his resignation to the 
President, he found the latter had 
also made up his mind to resign. 
The Ministry could not resign 
without a. President to receive 
their resignation, and, on the 
other hand,, the President could 
not regularly tender his resig 
nation unless there existeda minis­
try to transmit the authority re­
signed by him to his successor in 
office. In order to make matters 
regular,the President prevailed up­
on the Ministry to temporarily re­
tain office ; receive his resignation 
and transmit the authority to the 
new incumbent of the Presiden­
tial. office. President Perier could 
not it seems, be dissuaded from 
his determination to resign. The 
Premier and members of his Cab­
inet exausted every argument to 
prevail upon him to reconsider. 
Even his aged mother, it appears, 
exerted her influence with him ; 
but all to no avail. He complained 
that those who had elected him to 
office, without We seeking, did not 
support him as"they Should,'and 
did not strengthen his hands as he 
had reason to expect they would. 
The assassination of President 
Carnot, so shocked the better ele­
ment of the peoples représenta 
tives that most stringent laws 
were enacted against the anar 
chists and socialists, with Presi­
dent Perier’s full concurrence and 
sanction. It was pointed out 
at the time that these laws 
were so extreme as to be likely to 
have the very opposite effect from 
that intended. And this has come 
to pass. Perier’s intentions were 
the best; there is no doubt, he was 
desirous of seeing these sinister 
elements suppressed,and his coun­
try take that proud position 
among the civilized and enlighten­
ed nations of the world to which 
she is justly entitled ; but he saw 
his best efforts thwarted, and 
found himself personally and 
officially insulted by the anar­
chist and socialist elements, Which 
seem to be gaining strength. In 
view of these facts he seems to 
have lost courage, and determined 
to resign rather than retain his 
high and honorable office without 
being able to carry out the re­
forms he desired. We, at this 
distance, and with such evidence 
as we have before us, may per­
haps be disposed to accuse 
him of weakness and petulence 
in resigning under the circum­
stances. We may be .disposed to 
think that it would have been 
more patriotic to stand by his 
country against the assaults of 

^Nihose who would assail her insti­
tutions and disregard her laws. 
*Bût we are not in possession of all 
the facts in connection with the 
situation Perhaps he judged, 
and rightly, that his resignation 
would allay the feelings of the un­
scrupulous opponents of law and 
order, and of himself as the official 
exponent of the latter, and thus 
prevent more serious troubles, 
even bloodshed. It would be un­
reasonable as well as unjust to 
assume that he did not do what 
he believed to be best for his be­
loved France. Although matters 
for a little while looked critical, 
the result has been as satisfactory, 
perhaps, as could reasonably be 
expected. M. Faure was elected 
President without any unneces­
sary loss of time and without any 
serious casualty. The new Presi­
dent has not, hitherto, been a pub­
lic man of very marked prominence; 
still he may be the very best 
stamp of man for the peculiar 
condition of affairs that just now 
exists. It is a peculiarity of 
France that political changes, like 
revolutions, occur there suddenly 
and when least expected.

The facte disclosed concerning the 
op-ration of the tariff on bicycles are 
instructive.

On Tuesday of last week Hon A R 
Dickey, Secretary of State, was elected 
by acclamation in Cumberland county, 
N. S. This makes the 68th bye 
election for the Dominion Parliament, 
since December 30th, 1891, and the 66th 
victory for the Government. This is s 
very respectable showing for the Con­
servative party, and should serve as a 
subject of meditation for those Grit 
bowlers whose constant cry is that the 
Government is tottering. The Govern­
ment and Liberal Conservative party 
oan stand quite a lot of such tottering. 
The principal stock in trade of Gritism 
seems to be wind. When an election 
takes place, as in the case if the Sec­
retary of State, no Grit can be found 
with sufficient temerity to stand up for 
the cause. By their actions you shall 
know them.

About a year ago a reduction 
was made in the salaries of tea­
chers on account of the alteration 
in the supplementary clauses of 
the School Act. This reduction 
chiefly affects the teachers in the 
towns and villages, but more par­
ticularly those in Charlottetown 
and Suinmerside. The Trustees 
of the Suinmerside Schools 
promptly made up the amount de­
ducted. In Charlottetown, there 
was only partial compensation for 
the looses on salaries, as the 
amount at the disposal of the 
Board of Trustees was limited. 
Now, however, there is an oppor­
tunity to restore the salaries to 
what they were previous to the 
alteration in the School Law. 
There is no position in which 
faithful service is more required 
than in the school room, and we 
may add that there is none in 
which a greater opportunity is 
presented for careless and ineffi­
cient work. The teacher who is 
inefficient in teaching and careless 
in supervision should not be em­
ployed at any, even at the lowest 
price. If the work is satisfactory, 
and the Trustees are satisfied that 
it is so, there should be no hesi­
tation-* in restoring salaries to 
what they were a year ago. We 
believe, that not even the most 
parsimonious individual, if with 
respect to education, there is un­
fortunately one so afflicted 
amongst us,will object to the small 
increase in the outlay for the city.

It will be remembered that one 
of the questions discussed at the 
intercolonial conference held at 
Ottawa last summer, was a Pacific 
cable to Australia. Subsequently 
a commission was appointed to in­
vestigate the conditions,on the Paci 
fic coast,for such an enterprise and 
determine where the most con­
venient landing could be effected. 
The cable would go by way of 
Hawaii, and the investigations 
showed that Necker Island, near 
that Coast would be the most 
convenient landing place. Presi­
dent Dole, as soon as this became 
known, acquired possession cf 
this island. In order then to 
effectua landing there, it became 
necessary to treat with the 
Hawaiian Government. The lat­
ter were quite willing to lease the 
island to Great Britain for the 
purposes of the cable ; because it 
would be a great advantage to 
have the cable come via theirterri- 
tory. But, owing to treaty with 
the United States the Government 
at Honolulu could not lease the 
island without permission of the 
Government at Washington. 
President Cleveland, of the 
United States is quite willing 
that the cession be made, and he 
points out the advantage that 
would accrue to the United States 
as well as to Hawaii, by having' 
the cable come in that direction. 
As an earnest of his views on the 
question he sent a message to 
Congress, recommending that the 
necessary permission be given the 
Government at Honolulu, to lease 
the island for the purposes named. 
It now came the turn of the Re­
publicans in Congress to declare 
themselves on the question, and 
this they havedone by proclaiming 
that the permission asked, should 
not be given. They do not oppose 
it because they are unable to per­
ceive the advantages that might 
arise from the transaction, to 
the United States and Hawaii. 
Not at all, they are aware of all 
this ; but it would seem like 
affording Great Britain facili­
ties for advancing a great public 
work, which in their eyes is some­
thing that cannot be tolerated. 
But the denial of the privilege of 
landing on Necker Island 
not prevent the "building of the 
cable. An equally good landing 
can be effected on Bird _Islana, 
which is a British possession. The 
only difference will be the laying 
of a great deal more cable between 
that island and the mainland,than 
from Necker Island, The cable 
will be laid and completed, and

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The oatoh of seals for 1894 was the 
Urgest ever made in a single year. The 
total Canadian catch waa 94,474, a little 
more than 20,000 more than the oatoh of
1893. The number of veaaela employed 
waa 57, four more than went out the year 
before. The orewa contained in all 1,406 
men, of whom 618 were Inniana. The 
canoe oatoh by Indiana alone amounted to 
3,689.

Glasgow advices say that the con­
struction of the new Valkyrie is pro­
ceeding in Henderson’s shipyard. The 
length of her load water line will be 89 
feet. Clyde yachtmen express the 
belief that the new boat will not differ 
much from the Britannia except that 
she will be improved where the 
Britannia is weak in running and free 
reaching.

VV1 ile addressing a meeting in G laegow 
on the evening of the 16th the Duke of 
Argyle suddenly fainted. He reeled while 
in the middle of a sentence and fell back­
ward» into the aima of Lord Kelvin, who 
sprang from his aeat ae he saw the duke 
tottering. For a time it waa thought the 
duke waa dead, but he regained oonsoiona- 
neaa. There waa great excitement in the 
hall and the meeting waa diaaolved.

The Canadian high commissioner haa 
informed the interior department at 
Ottawa that W Week», one of the British 
tenent farmers who visited Canada in 1893, 
can aend out to Canada aome strong able- 
bodied young men who are willing to work 
aa farm laborers for one year, lor their 
board only, provided suitable places oan 
be obtained for them. Weeks has already 
sent out between 40 aud 50 of this class ^>f 
immigrants.

In a city in the vicinity of Boston a 
few day» ago, a man who had cruelly 
beaten a four-months old infant, was dis 
missed from the court room with no other 
penalty than the nominal sentence of 
being put upon probation. The same day 
in another Massachusetts city, a man who 
tied a tin kettle to a dog’s tail was 6ned 
$25. These are the different ideas, of 
justice in points not far apart. The dog 
seema to have been, held better worthy of 
protection than the infant. And the dog 
was not assaulted and bruised; he was only 
tortured in his sense of fear.

Montreal advices of the 18th say 
Senator Thibideau Wqd C. N. Armstrong, 
who left for London that night,that English 
bankers have agreed to handle bonds of 
the company here that will build a bridge 
over the St Lawrence from Montreal to 
Longuegnel, connecting with the Atlantic 
and Lake Superior railway. The structure 
will cost $6,000,000 and a terminus in 
the centre of this oity $3,000,000 more. 
Nicholas and Michael Connolly have 
signed a conti sot to bnild 20 miles of the 
new road for the company to deep water 
at Paspebiao, there to connect with a line 
of steamers to St. John’s, Nfld.

The total exports of Canada 
for the fiscal year ending June 30,
1894, amounted to $11,752,494; of 
which $10,516,177 was the pro­
duce of Canada. The total im­
ports in the same period amounted 
to $12,347,694. The total imports 
entered for consumption in Can­
ada amounted to $113,093,983. 
The total customs duty, collected 
during the past twelve months 
amounted to $19,379,822.

Signor Colli, attorney general of the 
province of Milan, was stabbed to desth 
in his office on the 17th. The assassin 
was captured by a policeman on guard 
at the door. He is an anarchist. The 
door keeper says he gained admission by 
professing to have legal bueiness with the 
attorney-general. This district ha» been 
for years a hot bed of anarchist and so­
cialist conspiracy. There have been no 
end of trials for sedition. Many revolu­
tionists are now awaiting trial. Among 
the agitators Celli was known as an “anar 
chist killer.” At the opening of the 
judical year he delivered an address 
denouncing anarchists and pledging him­
self te bring as many as possible to jnstioe. 
After making this speech he received 
many threatening letters.

During last week the waters of the 
Fraser River, in British Columbia, had 
risen higher, by two feet, than during 
the terrible flood of lest June. Hot 
weather, seventy in the shade, brough 
down the snow from the mountains, 
swelling the unusually high tides. The 
Chinook winds, whose pecnliarity is to 
rush along the surface of the water, 
canght the swollen river and backed 
the water down over all the dykes 
which withstood the floods of J nne. On 
Lulu Island, the cattle were driven to 
ihe high knolls, and ranches have been 
flooded out for the second time in eix 
months. The Government sent boats 
to i eecue the cattle. Word wae aent 
from Dominion and Provincial Govern- 
ments that the work of building per­
manent dykes several feet above the 
high water marks will be at once pro­
ceeded with regardless of coat.

Among the budget of war new» by 
the steamer Emprees of Japan which 
arrived at Vancouver on the 17th, are 
the following: The total lose of life 
n the Japanese army up to December 6 

"is 780. Of these 430 men died of disease 
so that only 350 men were actually 
killed in battle. A despatch to the Japan- 
Mail from Shanghai lays that although 
the Chinese ships were not in a condi­
tion to fight the Japanese the govern­
ment at Pekin was ignorant oi that 
fact. The latest accounts of the battle 
at Kang Weaa on December 19, says 
General Oseko’e forces numbered 1.500 

'willfmen, while the Chinese numbered 10,- 
000. The ground was covered with 
enow and the marching very difficult 
and the cold waa intense.

On Saturday forenoon last, His Honor

I hen, book-keeping, for example, was 
only obtainable by several years of hard 
and patient toil in a mercantile office- 
The standard for penmanship was then 
much lower than now, and indeed snoh 
business handwriting as I observe in 
this college could scarcely befonnd any­
where, while typewriting waa as un­
known aa the Egyptian art of embalm ■ 
ing or the plastic cement >f the round 
towers of the past ages. In nearly the 
same category may be placed shorthand 
telegraphy, banking and the science of 
navigation. As the result of the teseb. 
ing of this College we now have many 
expert bankers, accoutante, telegraph 
operators, shorthand and typewriters 
and navigators. In this connection 
might also be mentioned the great ad­
vantage offered by this institution to 
those who wish to prepare themselves 
for the examination for the civil service 
of Canada. In this “Canada of Oars," 
with its steady development and pro­
gress, great resources and many indus­
tries, it is most necessary that yon 
should be well equipped to lake an ac­
tive part in its busy life. Canada ia 
yet but a young country, ae a glance 
at its history will prove. In 1774 its 
population was but 90,000; in 1806 it was 
480,000; in 1840, 1,534,000; and at Con­
federation (1867) it had eached 3,500, 
000. At the declaratioojof independence 
the population of Uoited Stales was 
forty times larger than that of Canada; 
it is now only twelve and a half times 
as large. The increase of popnlatioi 
lias been in the case of the Unite:

$118,564,352, and the aggregate trade 
from $131.027,532 to $247,638,620. The 
volume of trade in 1893 was considerably 
in excess of that of any year sinoe con 
federation. Those of you who have read 
the newspapers of the past year or two, 
will no doubt remember the great financial 
embarrassments which have occurred in 
the great republic to the south of u«, 
where, in the year 1893, over two hun­
dred national banks closed their doors, or, 
including state and private banks, savings 
hanks and loan societies, over six hundred 
financial institutions succumbed. Early 
in the past year the well-known American 
economist, Mr. D A Wells, wrote in the 
Forum : In the Dominion of Canada, 
separated territorially from ue on the 
north by ah imaginary line, there has 
been no panic, no unusual demand for 
money, no stoppage of industries, no re 
striction of trade, no increased rates of 
interest—in short, nothing beyond the or 
dinary course of events, except so far as 
these events may have been infiuenoed by 
contiguity to what may be termed a 
financial cyclone, whose pathway of des­
truction was contiguous to but not within 
Canadian territory.” I have presented 
to you these new figures to show you 
what an amount of careful banking man­
agement, book-keeping, etc , was necessary 
to bring about inch good results, as well 
as to bring to your notice the solidity of 
qur banks and banking system, and;, to 
present to your minds an idea of the |

France Excited.

F resident Perier Resigns.
On Monday of last week, the French 

Ministry was defeated in the Chamber of 
Deputies Paris. Thereupon Premier Du- 
pny and the.other members of the Cabinet 
proceeded to the Palace of the Elysee 
and tendered their resignations to M. 
Casimir Perier, President of the Republic 
They found that the President himself 
had taken a resolution to resign his offi­
cial function. The proceedings and vote 
in the chamber of Deputies seemed to him 
but secondary incidents of the struggle 
commenced against parliamentary regime 
and public liberty. He had hoped, he 
said, that the president of the republic, 
being unprovided with means of action, 
would remain outside the liiles of party 
struggles, and that-the political confidence 
of all parties would give him necessary 
force and authority. He had hoped those, 
who, in spite of himself, had placed him in 
a position where he cannot defend himself 
would undertake the defence of the first 
magistrate of the state. He.requested the 
ministers to withdraw their resignations 
provisionally to assume the regular trans­
mission of his powers to his successor. 
M. Charles Dupuy informed the presidents 
of the senate and chamber of deputies of 
the decision of the president and they 
convoked parliament with urgency. M. 
Casimir-Perier'e reference to inability to 
defend himself in the presidency, may, 
according to trustworthy information, be 
explained by this act, that as- he was 
sub-secretary of state in the cabinet which 
concluded the railway conventions in 1883 
he regarded the adverse vote on -the, sub­
ject in the chamber as a personal reflect­
ion upon "himself. The message of M, 
Casimir «tier*.to the senate and chamber 
of deputies resigning the office of president 
of the republic of France, read in those 
chambers on the 16th., is aa follows : “1 
never dissimulated from myself the diffi­
culties of the task which the national 
assembly imposed upon me- I had tor- 
seen them, but, although one does not 
refuse a post in a moment of danger, 
one only retains the position with dignity 
under the conviction that he is serving 
the country. The president of the re­
public, deprived of the means of acting, 
can only find confidence in reliance upon 
the nation. Without this his situation 
ia powerless. I do not doubt the good 
sense and justice of France. Pub’ic 
opinion has been misled.

Neither my twenty years devotion to 
democracy nor my deep attachment to 
the republic sufficed to convince all Re­
publicans cf the sincerity and ardor of 
my political faith, nor disabused my ad­
versaries, who believe or affect to be­
lieve that I will make myself the instru­
ment of their passions and tropes. During 
the past six months a campaign has been 
conducted of defamation and insults 
against the ; army, magistrate (here the 
socialists shouted “and rightly”) parlia­
ment.and tfhe irresponsible chief of the 
state. This liberty of fomenting social 
hatred continues to be called liberty of 
thought. The respect and ambition I 
have for the country will not permit me 
to allow certain men men every day to in­
sult the beet servants of the fatherland 
(at this point the reading was interrupted 
by Itiud noises among socialist deputies) 
and he who represents France in the eyes 
of foreign nations* I cannot resign my­
self to compare the weight ' of
moral responsibility resting upon me 
with the importance which I condemned ?

In consequence, the galleries were 
almost emptied. The vote stood: Faure, 
430 votes; Brisson 361. Faure was conse­
quently declared elected President of the 
Republic.

M- Francois Felix Faure was born in 
Paris, January 30th, 1841. He was under­
secretary of state for the colonies in the 
ministries of Gambetta, Ferry, Brisson 
and Tirard. He was one of the vice- 
presidents of the chamber of deputies, pre­
ceding the present one. He has been a 
republican deputy about fourteen years, 
aud served in several of the moet import­
ant committees of the chamber. M. Faute 
made a legislative specialty of business 
questions, particularly those concerning 
French merchant marine and fereigh com­
merce. He served in the Franco-Prussian 
war as chief battalion of the garde mobile, 
and wae made a chevalier of the legion of 
honor on May 31,1871.

Secret Societies.

SUMMARY OF THE CHURCH LEGISLA­
TION IN REGARD TO THEM.

As supplementary to our editorial 
article of last week we give here a 
syllabus prepared in 1862 by the late 
Very Rev. Dr. Murray, of Maynooth, 
and printed as an appendix in Rob­
ertson’s “Lïctures on Modern History 
and Biography,” Dublin, 1864. With 
the subsequent condemnations by 
Pope Pius IX. and His Holiness now 
so gloriously reigning, our readers are 
no doubt acquainted. Dr. Murray 
wrote as follows :

t. The whole legislation of the 
Church on the subject of secret 
societies cl modern ages is, so far as 
known to me, contained in the follow­
ing documents : The Constitution of 
Clement the Twelfth, in eminenti, 
1738; of Benedict the Fourteenth, 
Providas, 1751; of Pius the Seventh,

K T). G. the household remedy 
for stomach trouble»-

Eccleeiam a Jesu Christo, 1821; of 
Leo the Twelfth, Quo graviora, 1825. 
This last constitution contains in ex 
tenso the three preceding, and is 
found in the continuation of Bullarium 
Romanum, tome xvi., page 345, etc , 
or in Hellig's edition of St. A. Sig- 
non’s “Moral Theology, Appendix,de 
R. Pontificum Decret is.” All these 
constitutions have been confirmed by 
our present Holy Father Pius the 
Ninth, in the Encyclical,Qui plunbus, 
November 9, 1846, Acta, pp. n and 
12. To these may be added the 
answers of the Sacred Penitentiary, 
November 8, 18—, to certain ques 
liens proposed by the Archbishop ot 
Naples, and other Bishops of the 
Neapolitan kingdom. In reference 
to these documents, and the legisla­
tive enactments contained in them, 
the following questions may be raised:

2. First—What ate th»7 secret 
societies condemned in the aforesaid 
constitutions ?

Answer rst—The Freemasons are 
condemned by name in the constitu­
tions of Clement and. Benedict ; the 
Freemasons and Carbonari in the 
constitutions of Pius. 2d—Leo, be­
sides renewing the constitutions of 
his predecessor^ established certain 
specific marks, and condemns all 
secret societies whatsoever bearing 
these marks. See below, n. 5 
and n. 7.

3. Secondly—Has the Holy See 
designated any feature in the const! 
tution. end, or other adjuncts of these 
societies, as the grounds of condom 
nation ; and, if *0, what are they ?

Answer—Several grounds are given 
from which I select the following; 
rst, the. union of men of every or any 
sect or religion—heretics, deists, 
atheists, etc. (Mark, there is question 
throughout, not of public or open 
assemblies, as at our fairs, elections, 
etc., but of secret associations), 
is manifest, as the constitution 
Benedict affirms, that such associa­
tions are highly dangerous to the 
purity of Catholic faith and morals 
'2d, the dark, impenetrable veil of 
secrecy, which, by the constitution of 
these societies, is thrown oyer all that 
passes at their private meetings ; 3d, 
the oath by which the bond of secrecy 
among the members is sealed. The 
authorities both in Church and State 
have a right, which no oath of this 
kind can bar, to inquire and ascertain 
whether the proceedings of such 
secret associations are injurious to the 
state and religion ; 4th,these societies 
bear an ill repute with wise and up­
right men, who look on those who 
join them as thereby tainted 
character—tainted, of course, 
Catholic eyes, and from a Catholic 
point of view.

4. As time rolled on, the true 
anti-Christian and anti-social tend 
ency of the secret society system de 
veloped and displayed itself more 
unmistakably sand more fully. Hence, 
among the grounds of condemnation 
in the cons titutions of 1821 and 1825 
we have, 6tb,their furious and satanic 
hatred of the Vicar ol Christ; 7th, 
their league of secret murder; 8th, 
their avowed atheism; 9th, their con­
spiracy against all legitimate author- 
ty, in the State as well as in the 
Church, etc., etc. These hideous 
and hellish developments the 
Sovereign Pontiff affirms were made 
known to him from the most authentic 
sources of information.

5. Thirdly—What are the eccles­
iastical censures incurred by the afore­
said constitutions; and by whom are 
they incurred ?

Answer—The greatest excommuni­
cation is ispo facto incurred, 1st, by 
Freemasons; 2d by Carbonari; 3d, by 
the members of any secret society, 
under whatsoever name it may exist, 
wheresoever or whensoever it may ex­
ist, which is, like that of the Carbon­
ari, leagued against the Church and 
the supreme temporal authority; 4th. 
by all who, under any pretext or ex­
cuse whatsoever, enroll themselves in 
such societies, or propagate or pro­
mote them, or are present at any of 
their meetings, or give them any help 
or favor, whether openly or secretly, 
directly or indirectly, etc., etc.

6. Fourthly—From what has just 
been said, it is evident that many 
forms of secret societies may exist, 
whose members do not incur the 
above excommunication. In fact, 
this censure is only incurred by Free­
masons, Carbopari, members of secret 
societies organized against both the 
State and the Church, and the 
abettors, etc , of the same. Hence a 
question arises, are other secret 
societies, not coming under any of the 
denominations, though not excomuni- 
cated in their members, nevertheless 
condemned by the aforesaid Papal 
Constitutions ?

Answer—rst, it is plain that any 
secret society, in which any one of the 
marks enumerated above, n. 3, 4, is 
found, comes at least by implication 
and virtually under the ban of the 
Papal condemnation. For it is mini 
fest that these marks are not evil be­
cause reprobated, but reprobated 
because evil—evil, as being in them­
selves and intrinsically immoral: or 
evil, as being in themselves or in the 
circumstances fraught with imminent 
danger to faith or morals or both. 
Hence all secret societies, the mem­
bers of which are pledged by oath, 
as above n. 4, are evil, on account of 
the danger (supposing no other evil 
element) of unsound doctrine or 
immoral principles creeping in and 
extending—the lawful authority, 
whether civil or ecclesiastical, being 
all the while kept in utter ignorance 
of the growing disorder, and there­
fore, unable to apply efficient reme­
dies to check and extinguish it. 
Hence, also, all secret societies com­
bined against the legitimate supreme 
civil authority are evil, because this 
object is not merely in itself danger­
ous, but sinful. 3d. It is equally 
plain that any secret society, whose 
end, means, etc., are in opposition to 
any law of God or of the Church, 
whether coming under the description 
of the secret societies condemned by

The most striking quality of Lourdes 
and *11 things concerning it, and con 
nected with it, is the absolute sincer­
ity of it all.

Many honest 
Frenchmen, who have the honor and 
decency of their country at heart, and 
are interested in the preservation of 
the public morals, will gladly admit 
the claim. • It is a comfort to them 
to know that such a foul-mouthed 
iraducer of Catholicity and morality, 
which'are ever inseparable, is not of 
French blood.

Founded With Old Stamps.

In (Dingo, a Christian village has 
been established and owes its exist 
ence to old postage stamps. The 
village is called Sin-Trudo. In the 
first days of last year, the Rev. F. 
Cambier, who has been charged 
with the foundation of this new 
Christian station, arrived on the spot 
appointed for its erection. .It is 
large piece vf ground, of 200 acres, 
granted by the Government of the 
Free State, four leagues distant from 
Lusambo on the banka of the river 
Lubi. Superintendent of the works 
and master builder were wanting; 
Father Cambier became both, nor 
could better be found. ' The circum­
stances were also mbit favorable, 
flassongo, the native chief instantly 
begging to have the new village 
founded in his territory. Consequent­
ly Father Cambier set to work imme­
diately, and notwithstanding the 
many obstacles he had to meet from 
the chief who * asked him, the build­
ing of the village made rapid pro­
gress .

Very Rev. Father Van Aertselear, 
superior-general of the Congregation 
of the Immaculate Heart of Mary of 
Scheutlez-Brussels, recently arrived in 
Belgium after a three yeyrs stay in 
Congo, writes as follows to the 
central committee of the work : 
“When I left (Sin Trudo) in May 
last, some buildings were finished and 
a good many acres already tilled, so 
as to spare the first inhabitants the 
unpleasantness and dangers of 
first instalment The proximity of the 
flourishing station of Luluabourg 
(which is only ten days journey dis­
tant) and the presence on the spot 
of Rev. F. Cambier have accom­
plished what seemed smpossibte 
have taken all the necessary deposi 
lions that one of the two missionaries 
who are to be attached to this new 
foundation, be the Rev. F. Sieden of 
the diocese of Liege, who has a par­
ticular interest in the good fairing of 
the station." “The foundation 
laid,” concludes the letter, “the zeal 
of the benefactors of the work of old 
statpps will, I fervently hope, do the
rest.”

The success of the missionrriet m 
this case has encouraged them to 
make a further appeal to the faithful. 
Alter describing the new village, their 
circular to the public says :

“Such is the effect of your efforts, 
benefactors, and in the same time the 
first reward of you zeal. Many black 
inhabitants of Africa owe their re­
demption from the slavery of man 
and of Satan, and God on this ac 
count, will certainly bless you a thou­
sand fold.
