Hon. Frank Oliver, Minister of the
Interior, returned to the city Mon-
day afternoon from British Columbia,
where he went to investigate condi-
tions connected with the administra-
tion of the lands in the railway belt,
as well as to study the Japanese in-
flux question, The Minister of the

Revelstoke, S8almon Arm, Kamloops,
Vancouver and New Westminster. In
these different places he discussed
with the boards of trade the. condi
tions affecting the administration of
lands in the railway belt, and secured
valuable suggestions, To a Bulletin
recpresentative, Mr. Oliver yester-
day gave a summary of the result cf
his investigations.

Hithertq, he said, the administra-
tion of the lands in the railway belt,
which is a strip 20 miles on eithe!
side of the line of the €. P. R. has
been practically under the same law
applied to the prairie country. But
as the different resources of the rail-
way belt come into prominence it be-
comes apparent that the regulations

plicable to the railway belt, and con-
ditions in the railway belt differ so
materially as to call for a marked
difference in regulations applicable to
the different parts,

The grazing interests in the dry in-
terior are in conflict with those of the
dry farmer, who proposes to raise
grain without irrigation, and with the

ROOSEVELT AT
PROVINCETOWN

Enunciates Government’s Policy
in Reference to Corporations.
Ambassadpr Bryce Speaks.

Provincetown, Mass., Aug. 20—The
laying of the corner stone of the Cape
Cod Pilgrims’ Memorial monument
here today gave President Roosevelt
his first opportunity of the summer
to break silence upon public ques-
tions,and the forty minute speech thas
he delivered from a platform on top
of Town Hill was one of vigor. The
feature of his address was the advo-
cacy of a national incorporation law
and his stand in relation to violators
of the law, especially corporations.
~He declared that the administra-
tion would not waver in its determin-
ation to punish certain malefactors of
great wealth.

Continuing, he said: “There will be
no change in the policy we have
steadily pursued, no let up in the ef-
fort to secure the honest observance
of law, for this contest is to determine
who shall rule this governmeént, the
people through their governmental
agents or a few determined men whose

ealth makes them particularly for-
midable because they hide behind
the breastworks of corporations.”

The president said that the govern-

ment would take no action of a vin-
dictive nature and no action that
would inflict great or unmerited suf-
fering upon innocent stockholders
and upon the public.
. He said that the government’s pol-
icy in its ultimate analysis meant:
“Healthy and prosperous expansion
of the business activities of honest
business men and honest corpora-
tions.”

At one point President Roosevelt di-
gressed for a moment frem his- ad-
dress as originally prepared; 4o re-
mark: “All that I have said as- to

esirable and undesirable citizens re-
mains true,”

The monument, which will rise to a
height of 250 feet,” will commemorate

ST. ALBERT SEMINARY.

The opening of the classes at the
seminary of St. Albert takes place on
September 4th. Founded seven years
ago by Monsignor Grandin, first bish-
op of the diocese, this establishment
is destined especially—but not exclu-
sively—to the education and the for-
mation of the future clergy of the dio-
cese. Under the direction of Rev, G.
Nordmann, O.M.T., and of five pro-
fessors, the pupils follow the ordinary
classical courses. The studies areg
Religion, English and French, Latin,
Greek, history, geography, physical
and natural sciences, mathematics,
singing and drawing. By means of
monthly advices forwarded to the par-
ents and by the examinations at the
close of the year, evidence‘ is given
that the time is well employed. After
having gone through the varioug
courses afforded, the pipils can easily
make their choice among the liberal
professions; one last year and two
this year, have already gone to sem-
inaries in Quebec in order to finish
thelir courses.

As with all new undertakings, the
seminary’s start was difficult, but
now after seven years of experience and
steady development, the seminary has
attained a secure standing, and the
number of pupils incredses yearly.
Last year the attendance was from 35
to 40, and already 50.are enrolled for
the coming term, The new wing add-
ed recently to the primitive building
is now almost insufficient and further
accommodation will shortly be pro-
vided. This circumstance is pleasing
to the faculty, as with, new parishes
settling rapidly there is need of mdre
cleries, and; if possible, recruited irom
the diocese oi the province.

INDIFFERENCE OF COAL
CONSUMERS.

Winnipeg, August 17.—There are
now 100,000 tons of commercial coal
in store west oi Winnipeg. These
figures were given out this morning
by one of the officers of the C.P.R..
together with the statement that if
users of fuel would put their stocks
in now there would be absolutely no
possibility of a repetition of the con-
ditions which caused so much anxiety
and suffering last winter.

At every possible point the coal
companies are putting in
stocks of fuel in preparation ior
another heavy winter. By putting
in the stocks now it will be possible
for the farmer to take coal back with
him as he brings his grain to the
elevator or loading platform. Then,
too, the fuel companies will be able
to get a better idea of the needs i
the different points and ship accord
ingly. "

Activity at Mines,

At the Galt, Taber and other com-
mercial coal mines of the Crow’s
Nest Pass and other districts of the
West, the greatest possible activity is
evidenced in the getting out of coal.
Last week alone, 15,000 tons were
shipped, and it is expected that the
figures for the present week will ex-
ceed thes2z. The only difficulty at
present is in getting miners, The
majority of the men who work in
the Galt mines also own homesteads
in the vieinity. During the summer
they work on the land, and in the
late fall and winter work in the
mines. These men have not yet har-
vested their crops, and, in ‘conse-
quence, the force at the mines is not
up to what it should be, but it is
rapidly improving,

Large Quantity at Fort William.

cession. These were directed against
the Western Union, the Postal Tele-
graph Co., and the Associated Press.
With the stoppiing of work by a ma-
jority of union operators here, a situa-
tion unparalleled followed, the tele-
graph companies doing business by
no means being tied up dbut being ser-
iously handicapped. Unexpectedly
and when it had been generally sup-
posed that no action would be taken
locally pending a conference of Labor
Commissioner Neill with influential
labor representatives in. Chicago ~on
Thursday, the union operators declar-
ed a strike in the office of the Western
Union. The explanation given by the
strikers was that three discharged
emloyees who had called at the office
for wageg due had been treated with
scant courtesy.

Foley Bros,, Larsen & Co., work
on the main line section from tide
water ag Prljnce Rupert to Kitsalas
canyon, on the Bkeena river, compris-
ing a hundred miles will bé under-
taken this fall. The contract for the
last mentioned section will be award-
ed within a fortnight. The company

also intends to have work started this-
fall on a two hundred mile Pr:_xi‘rie'.
section extending west from ¥dmon-]

ton to a point sixty milcs east of the
summit of the Rockies., ;

The gap intervening between Haz-
elton and the most westerly section
of the prairie is six hundred and sev-
enty . miles. Contracts for that por-
tion of the main line will be awarded
early next spring, and, next summer
will ,see construction in progress for
the entire -distance between Prince
Rupert and Edmonton, a distance -of
approximately,.a thousand miles,

; Hays.Coming to Coast.

In order, to see.this vigorous policy
fully inaugurated, President Hays and
Vice-President Morse will visit the
Pacific coast early in Septemger.. A
month will be spent in the north.

The hundred -—mile - section  from
Prince: Rupert - east -to  Kitsalas can-
yon, where the Copper river, rising
in the south, pours it swaters into the
Skeena river, is. described . as . em-
bracing the heaviest rock work on the
entire line from the Atlantic to the
Pacifie. Several ranges of mountaing
paralleling the coast will have tq be
surmounted, affording great scope for
a display of engineering skill. Allow-
ing for the most favgrable conditions:
at least two'years Wwill be occupied in
its congtruction,

Two Years for This Section.

It is expected that betweéen a year
and a half and two years will be oc-
cupied in building this hundred and
eighty mile section. The first ship-
ment of a hundred laborers and sup-
plies will go north to Kitamaat by
the steamer Camosun, which will sail
from Vancouver on Saturday. This,
however, is only a beginning,as thous-
ands of laborers will be sent north
during the next two months. The men
and grading outfits will come from the
prairie region, where the contractors
have almost completed a two hundred
mile section of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific west of Saskatoon. The impor-
tations, however, will not complete
the requisite supply of bone and sin-
ew re quired for the big undertaking
in the north, and. laborers will also
be hired in Vancouver.

3 White Labor Exclusively.

It is stated on ‘good authority that
Messrs. Foley Bros., Larsen & Co.,

do not intend to change their invar-!

iable policy of engaging- white labor
exclusively. Besides the army of grad-
ers, there will be employment for
hundreds of teamsters, cooks and
blacksmiths. The entire one hundrel
anl eighty mile section will be lotted
with canvas tents within two months,
and the actual work of construection at
the Kitamaat end will be in full swing
within a fortnight.

As is the usual custom, the work
for the entire distance will be sub-
le:, and scores of subcontractors will
soon be going: north to bid on the
work. By subdividing the work into
staliong varying irom one mile to
ten miles in length, the undertaking
can be rushed to completion with
greater dispatch. Each subcontract-
or will then have his responsibilities
considerably madified. There will be
no Jetup as soon as a start shall have
been made, as the winter months are
regarded as the miost favérable sea-
son of the year for rock work,

Finish Forty Miles,

It is expected that next summer will
sep’ the completion of that portion of
the line; forty miles long, between
Kitamaat at tidewater and Kitsalas
canyon, where the line first strikes
the Skeena river. With this accom-
plished the contractors will be greatly
aided in rushing work on the main
line east and west as the facilities for
shipping in men and supplies by the
small Skeena river steamboats from
Port Essington are not exceptionally
favorable, apart from the disadvant.
ages presented Dy the short season of
navigation. In any event the begin-
ning of the new year will see construc-
tion in progress from end to end of
the one huhdred and gight mile sec-
tion. The most urgent problem . is
naturally that of zushing te. comple-
tion with all possible =peed the forty-
mile gap separating Kitamaat from
the Skeena river.

CUSHING TALKS _ON
TELEPHONES.

Victoria, Aug. 17.—Hon. W. H.
Cushing, minister of public works for
the province of Alberta, who with Mrs
Cushlng. arrived in the city last Sat-
urday, is spending a few days here
the guest of Mr. Dean. Seen by a
Times representative this morning Mr
Cushing ‘said that the problems of
government - were working out very
satisfactorily in the new province.
The crops were good, and everything
was prospering,

There was one subject on which Mr,
Cushing was particularly interested
and one that is engaging much public
attention, not only in Alberta, but
throughout Canada. That is the in-
stallation throughout the province of
a government owned telephone s&ys-
tem. In the larger cities the Bell
company already have a systemn,
which pays well. The government
think it can give a better service, and
make the cost to the users much less.

“The present rates of the Bell com-
pany,” said Mr. Cushing, “in the cjt-
les is $35 a year to business houses,
anq sdme time ago notice was given
to increase this amount. Through the
government pushing its work, the ad-
vance in price has not come into ef-
fect, and it is not likely it will. We
think we can supply business houses
in the small cities for two dollars a
month, and farmers at about fifteen
dollars 4 year. There will also be a
great reduction in the long distance
rates, At present the cost for speak-
ing three minutes between Edmonton
and Calgary is $1.20, an outrageous
price.

“In Edmonton the city owns its
own water, lighting, tramway, and in
fact everything that a city should ex-:
pect to own, and so far it has been.a
success. I am a firm believer* in
municipal -ownership of utilities  as
well ‘as. provincial.

“Some of the new legislative build-
ings are under way, and others will
be commenced in a very short time,
Everything in the province is prosper-
ing, but the thing we are most inter-
ested in just now is the provincial
telephone system,

When Mr. Cushing visited this city
last year he invested in property, bui
he sold again to advantage. He does
not yet know whether.he will be an
ingestor on this *trip. He thinks city
property a good investment, as the fu-
ture of Victoria is assured.

OTTAWA COBALT-MAD.

FATALLY GORED BY MADDENED
BULL.

A sad pccident of goring by a_bull
which resulted fatally occurred .on Mon-
day evening last at White Whale Lake
The victim was a young man, 25 years
of age named Ralph J. Lloyd a home-
steader in that section ,employed part
of the time with Chas. H. Dunn of that
place.

The animal, which was owned dby the
Indians of the White Whale Lake re-
serve, had come to Mr. Dunn’s stable
and the owner with five other men were
endeavoring to- drive him away. Their
first efforts were ineffective and so they
threw a lasso over the animal’s neck.
This, however, did not prove successful
and he was thrown by a line fastened
to a hind foot and passed over the back.
While endeavoring to adjust the lasso
the animal, which was down .on the
ground at the time managed to regain
his feet. Lloyd ia trying to get away
fell and in an instant was gored by the
bull who inflicted a cut six inches long
on the side of his neck and badly brais-
ed his head and chest.

The accident happened at 8.30° Mon-
day evening and the young man was

unconscious till 4.30 next evening. Till"

the time of his death which occurred on
Saturday forenoon Dr. Carthew, who
was summoned immediately after the po
cident, remained at his bedside and did
everything possible to save his life. .

GOOD AVERAGE CROP PROBABLE.

Reports from' all “three. provinces
continue to p'romise a good average
grain crop for Central Canadsa th',
year. Certain districts in Manitoba
are light and hail has done some local
damage here and there both in Man-
itoba and BSaskatchewan, but these
are more than balanced by the in-
creased acreage and the generally
promising conditions. Discounting
therefore both the bull prophecies of
optimists and the blue ruin stories of
pessimists we appear to be justified in
relying confidently on a good average
total for grain of all kinds, Generally
too the remarkably rapid growth of
July “which 'caught up much of the
delay in the spring has been followed
by rapid maturing and the grain
should all be safe befere cold ‘weather
sets in. Cutting has already 'begun in
parts-of Sonthern Albérta, was 'ex-
pected to be in full swing on the
Portage Plains of Manitoba this week
and will’ doubtléss be under way in
very many districts by the last of the
month. Continued fine weather shotild
see the harvest pretty well over.by the
middle of September: A ‘Winnipeg
grain dealer 'a day o so ago expres:

THE SCARCITY OF MONEY.
Canmada is confronted today with a
“money stringency.” Public and pri-
vate enterprise in every province is
restricted and thwarted by the lack of
funds. which are badly
needed and enterprises which have
every prospect of being profitable are
postponed simply becauss they can-
not be financed. Corporations and
municipalities alike implore the banks
for funds and the banks reply that
they Lhave net the funds to advance,

This does not mean that there has
been a cessation, nor even a lessen-
ing, of the production of wealth. Men
still labor and nature still continues
to reward their labor. Never were
there so many Canadians devoting
their labor to supply the needs of hu-
manity and never was this labor be-
ing better or more effectively directed.
The shortage is not in the amount of
commodities being produced, but in
the medium with which we effect the
exchange of these commodities, Can-
ada is this year producing more food
and clothing than ever before. Really
we are wealthier than ever; but so
far as money goes we are ‘hard up.”’
There is a vast difference between
an industrial and commercial ‘““de-
pression”’ and a money scarcity. Can-
ada has no such depression today ex-
cept that which is directly traceable
to the scarcity of money and has no
prospect of such depression except it
be brought about by this cause.

Many explanations are offered for
this scarcity of the circulating med-
ium. One is that -Canadian money
has been sent abroad for investment
and that the owners have not been
able to recall it, For several years
past Canadian capitalists, despite the
opportunities at home, have bcen in-
vesting funds in foreign countries. Up-
wards of $100,00C,000 of Canadian
money are said to have been loaned
to New York financial concerns alone.
Millions more have been invested in
indusirial and commercial enterprises
in Mexico and Cuba,) This money,for
the time being at any rate, is lost to
Canadian commerce as truly as
though it had been destroyed, and
means for the present at least just so
much lese money ' for circulation
among the Canadian people. Had this
meney been invested at home it would

coniing mnioriths, - To flre deaters in

have increased our productive power,

and if it were readily available now
it would relax the stringency in the
needed commodity., But it was nei-
ther invested at home nor retained at
home as a reserve from which capital
could be drawn. In consequence ‘we
have neither the gredater productive
power it could have given nor the
relief it should have afforded from the
searcity of capital,

A still more powerful agent has
been the rapid and general investment
of funds at home. Canadians from
the Atlantic to the Pacific have been
investing their accumulated moneys
and also their earnings as rapidly as
these were received—and very fre-
quently before they were received. Not
anly 80 but they have been borrowing
money wherever and whenever pos-
sible and investing this also. Instead
of retaining our wealth in the form of
money stored up in the banks we have
transmitted it into farms, houses,
mines and factories, We cannot eat
our cake and have it, and having in-
vested our money in other things, use-
ful and ultimately profitable «.s they
may be, we cannot reasonably ex-
pect to not feel its loss immediately
and temporarily, Very frequently
this fever of investment has developed
into speculation. Instead of trading
the money he actually had for some-
thing he wanted, the buyer has under-
taken to purchase the desired property
with money he had not yet earned.
What else can be expected but a
“stringency”’ while he is working off
the mortgage? And when  thousands
of buyers in every city have, done
this how can it be. other than that
the community shall feel the scarcity
of “floating”” money?

Just here a public evil of specula-
tion becomes apparent. Not only has
the money in this period of invest.
ment passed away from the ,general
public, bit-a large part of .it has
passed into the possession of. those
who do not use it"as capital fer pub-
lic or private enterprises. As a rhle
the . speculator provides neither ecape
ital nor labor for the promotion of
industrial concerns or public utilities.
He lives on the laborer and the capi-
talist alike and is himself merely an
accumulator. The money he gathers
to himself is withdrawn from general
circulation and is not returned to the
public through the medium of wages
or by the purchase of: materials for
manufacturing purposes. 1t-is depes:
ited in the banks, but the bBanks are
not, free to;invest it as capital hecause
the ‘speculator is: liable to . happea
along at any ‘time’ and demand it for
fresh ventures,' Thé greater the speec-
ulative  operations the . greater  the
amount thus withdrawn from: the legi-
timate -industrial ‘and commercial life
of the country. That speculation has
been prevalent throughout Canada’in
recent years does not need to be stat-
ed; how prevalent it has been mdy in
some, measure be judged: from ‘the
present scarcity of money for invest-
ment in municipal debentures and in
stock of prospective industrial “con-
cerns, Not only has the public part-
ed with the money, but this has gone
largely into quarters whence it is not
again returned to the public as capital.

The present hope for relief from the
stringency is “the western crop.”
Eastern exchanges enlarge daily on
the amount of eastern money invested
in the west and on the wholesale bills
due eastern houses from western busi.
ness men. As on offsct to this they
speculate daily on the crop conditions
and calculate how many millions the
sale of the grain should bring. Their
anxiety at least reveals their appre-
ciation of the money power of the
crop. II the stringency has no other
good result it at least hag extracted
an admission of the economic value
of the western crop to the Dominion.

A NEW LEVIATHAN.

A few months ago a new leviathan
was launched for the Cunard Steam-
ship company which breaks the record
for large ships and is expected also to
lower the record for trans-Atlantic
passage. The new vessel, the Lusi-
tania, is 785 feet long, 88 feet beam,
and displaces 38,000 tons of water. Ac-
commodations are provided for more
than 2,000 passengers and with a crew
of 800 the ship will carry over 3,000
souls when normally loaded. This im-
mense craft is driven by turbine en-
gines with the power of 68,000 horses.
The steam for these is manufactured
by 192 furnaces. On her trial trip
the new boat ran 1,200 knots at an
average speed. of 25 1-4 knots per hour,
and she is expected to do a fraction
better on her regular trips across the
Atlantic. If so the passage from Liv-
erpool to New York will be brought
well under the five ‘day mark, The
new ship was built with government
assistance and is designed for use
as a profected cruiser if Britain
should ever need her services. A sis.
ter ship is now well under way.

THE “SHORT CUT.”

Lawrence J. Burpee contributes to
‘Canada’ an interesting article on
the Hudson Bay route which contains
much interesting” information about
the “short cut to the wheat ficlds.”
As to the necessity of using this routs
in the near future he wvoints to the
grain blockade in: Manitoba and at
Georgian Bay ports last fall, when
three railways could not handle the
eighty-five million bushel crop fast
enough to prevent congestion, What
would be the condition ‘when that
crop reaches three or four hundred
million bushels, even with the Grand
Trunk Pacific and the Canadian Nor-
thern all rail outlets to the Atlantic?
Nature has provided a ready means
to solve this problem of ‘an outlet for
tthe crops by thrusting the Hudson
Bay into the very heart of the contin-
ent and almost to the very borders
of the great grain-producing plains.
The crucial point.in- the adoption of
this route is the-period of navigability
of the Hudson Straits,  which.connect
the Bay with the Atlantic.”

'Beside this is the circum-
stantial evidence that the Hudson Bay
Company’s . vessels,, have,. trayversed
this route regularly feor two hundred
and fifty years. If'old-fashioned sail:
ing vessels could Yavigate here with
safety and regularjty w~ithout the as-
sistanca of iceé-breakers or light-houses
why could not médérn, specially con-
structed and powerful steamships do
so?

Three forms of ice are met with in
the Straits,” bergs, floes which drift
down Fox channel from the Arctic,
and the local field The former
have not been found particularly
troublesome even by sailing vessels.
The Arctice floes are more serious
than the bergs. But they are only
found in the Straits for a limited
time, and accordinz to Dr. Robert
Bell, they appear only for ‘a period
of about five years and are not again
encountered for twenty years. The
field ice being thinner than the floes
is wusually broken into pans with
open water between and these present
no serious obstacle to steam-driven
ships. v

The advantage of the Hudson Bay
route from Winnipeg is thus 600 miles;
from Duluth 500 miles, and 120 miles
from St. Paul and Minneapolis, From
points further west on both sides of
the line the.economy is proportion-
ately greater by the northerly route.

The problem of the hour therefore
is the provision of transportation
routes to the pawvigable waters of the
Bay, probably at Fort Churchill, This
problem is now in process of solu-
tion, though not as the correspondent
of ‘Canada” appears. to think by the
initiative and assistance of the pro-
vincial governments of Manitoba and
Saskatchewan.

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has already been constructed by the
Canadian Northern railway" and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier announced last ses-
sion that the Federal government was
considering plans!t» secure the im-
mediate completion of the project.
While no more definite or recent state-
men has been made there is a very
prevalent expectation that during the
coming session an announcement will
be made that the project has been
put into tangible form and that the
line is to be completed as rapidly as
practicable.

Besides this railway there is the pro-
ject of Mr. J. J. Hill, of deepening
the Nelson river to form a waterway
from Winnipeg to the Bay. Hill has
announced that this scheme will be
carried out, and that grain vessels
will be navigating the route before
the water is turned into the Panama
canal.

The shortening of the route from
Central Canada to Europe is not the
only object to be accomplished by
opening routes to the Bay., This
would also offer opportunity for the
development of the latent resources of
the Hudson Bay region itself. The
whale, porpoise and walrus fisheries
of the Bay are very valuable. Com-
mander Gordon estimated that during
twenty-one years previous to 1834
New England whalers secured oil and
bone valued at $2,200,000, or an aver-
age of $27,600 per trip. The rivers
flowing into the Bay are reputed to
abound in salmon and other valuable
fish. - The mineral resources of the
region are also known to be of im-
mense value, Great deposits ,of iron
have been found on both the east and
west shores and coal along the south
coast. Gypsum has been found on the
Moose river and petroleum bearing
limestone on" the Abitibi. Building
stones,” clays and limestones are
found in abundance and soapstones,
mica, plumbago and various oernamen-
tal stones and rare miners have heen
discovered.

monton and the province of Alberta.
Revillon Brothers, of Paris, own this
great business, and purchase furs in
exchange for merchandise, following
the methods of the Hudson’s Bay Co.;
for up in the fur country mere money
does not count so much as flour and
bacon.

The furs are brought in once a year
to the city, and sent out in large
shipments to Europe. 'A consignment
valued at $160,000 was dispatched in
one day. The price of furs is rapid-
ly advancing, and now even wolf
skins bring.a good market price, On
the floor of this business house were
the pelts of mink, otter and choice
specimens of silver fox, which bring
prices ranging from $1,000 upwards,
This vast business is under the able
management of Mr. Rourke, who re-
presents the Revillon Brothers at Ed-
monton.

Near Edmonton is old Fort Saskat-
chewan, with itgs romantic memories
of eatly days. The city is located on
the crest or high bank back from the
river, and the new single tax system
has been adopted. The buildings of
Edmonton are not taxed, only the
land. This forces the vacant lot own-
ers to improve and build, instead of
merely waiting for an advance in
price of land. All the public utilities
—light, gas, water and street rail-
roads—are owned and operated by the
city.

No assessments .are made on per-
sonal property, in the way of a stock
of goods or machinery. They are all
assessed on a basis of the square feet
occupied by the owners, from livery
stableman to doctor, banker and but-
cher,

The complete list of business assess-
ments I secured from D. M. McMil-
lan, the sturdy Scotch assessor, who
started his tax experiments in Bran-
don, Maunitoba, Music halls are tax-
ed three dollars, and workshops one
dollar a foot, each assessment being
based on the valuation per foot, taxes
being simply a question of so much a
square foot under roof. Doctors, law-
yers, dentists; undertakers, every one
has to pay on this same scLedule;
hotels and ice cream parks pay ex-
tra, and banks head the list with
seven dollars and a half per square
foot. The necessity. of wvariation in
the schedule derurs each year. -Real
estate and loan companies. pay a
straight license in' the icourse .of de-
vélopment. The rate ‘of taxation was
ten and a half mills.

The inauguration of ’'this ' system
was intereting. ~Mr. 'Short, the. foi-
mer mayor, formulated ‘the!- plans
which hayve been 'carried outs Ed-
monton, makes no specious academic
claims in regard to the'Henry George
single tax, pablic '‘ownoership '“or
utility ‘idea, but the 'whole® thing
came about as a matter of necessity
in the course of development. The
city was growing rapidly; it was be-
vond the power of private capital to
provide necessities,-so they coneluded
to take the chanc¢e and set to work
with material at hand, Now ' they
have. an assessed ' valuation ' of
$17.000,000; an incomé of $1,600,000
in real money, and taxes of $125,000
on incomes of $2,000 p3r annum.

- - -

The secretary of the Board ef
Trade, Mr. A. G. Harrison. was busy
making abstracts of the figures show-
ing the remarkable growth of the new
capital. At his office was data in
reference to Edmonton as a commer-
cial and industrial centre. Here 1
wag informed that more than three-
fourths of the area of Alberta is
arable, also tich in other matural re-
sources. The buildings erected 1n
the city in 1906 were valued at
$1,800,000, and it is estimated ---at
those built in 1907—including the new
parliament buildings—will about
equal $5,000,000. Twenty-three whole-
sale houses are now shipping goods
out of Edmonton. and bank clearings
Tun over $1,000,000 per week. 3

This city was one of the first in
Canada to take up advertising for a
specific business purpose, with good
results, . When th-y ‘b2gan building
their waterworks they were short of
labor, so they . advertised generally
and patticularly , for labor, and
secured it, which convinced them - of
the benefits derived from . ‘“‘letting
people know about it.”

- - -

The soil about Edmonton has an
average of eighteen inches of rich
black loam. The country around is
partially timbered, and the light
poplar and brush and willow scrub
is easily cleared by fire for the large
fields. Ploughing goes on late ‘into
November. and sleighing begins about
Chiistmes, and confinuss until
March.

As a bushel of oats weighs from
thirty-eight to forty.six pounds, and
barley from fifty to sifty-six pounds,
an order has been issued by the
railroads not to load the cars te
their full bushel capacity, as .--e
weight is too.heavy in proportion to
the standard bulk. . An agricultural
fair held in Edmonton is a revela-
tion as to the resources of the
northiand soil.

Looking out from Main street, one
sees mileg of buildings erected or
going up, and the visitor has to pinch
himself to bz sure that he is not
dreaming, when he is told that this
is all the Tesulv of a few years. and
that! ajl thess great! jpesources lay
dormant through the centuries,
awgiting the magie touch of the
westwad trek to develop them.

A new Methodist church, costing
$60,000, is now being built, which
has the unusual feature of providing
lunch counters, to be kept open day
and night, A gymnasium and social
hall for stenographers and clerks,
who may desire to gather there at
the noon hour is another new feature.

The municipal government consists
of - a council and . mayor. Two com-
missioners, with the mayor, serve at
a salary to look after all the affairs

of the city. The mayor takes care
of the legislative departments, and
Mr. Pac2 ‘is the comm.:sioner who
looks after all mechanical appliances
for the city, such as waterworks and
other public utilizies. The other
commissioner has charge of the
varied financial internsts of the city.

All through Ca nla ars located

Edmonton has thrown open ‘Ther
gates, and exp:cets the advent of
250,(N0 mnew wsettlers within two
two years. With 3,000 Canadians,
203 Scotch, 200 Irish, 68 Swedes, 26
Fins, 28 Hollanders, 75 Frenchmen,
18 New Zealanders and 42 Austra-
lians arriving in one year, the pro-
portions of the mew - popula.lon,
which is decidedly cosmopolitan, is
indicated. A large number of fami-
lies came from Pasadena and other
districts of California to se-.-.e north
of Edmonton—and Californians have
2 discrim§nating ‘appreciation jof a
good climate.

This 1ngress of people from all
parts of the world #is occasioned
largely by the desire ‘for free homes—
fro one word in the language that
conveys ‘& sense of luxury to every
ear is “free.”” When new families
have sampled these gifts of land,
they are found to be so ‘irresistibly
valuable tuat when the news gets
around in the ‘““old home’” district,
there is a general stampede.

In addition to its wealth of agri-
cultural resources, Edmonton is un-
derlaid with a lignite coal formation,
that is being, mined very extensively
at present.

The
land is being settled more quickly
than it can be surveyed by the
government, and farmers are request-
ing this official survey, in order that
their title to the land may be firmly
established, =

We hear the plaint of the land
men, asserting that there 1s only so
much land on earth left for owner-
ship. They figure it all out at such
a ratio per head, until it makes a
fellow feel he really ought to hie him
to the West and grab a pieee before
it is all gone. This desire' acquires
new force while one is - looking -+t
these vast tracts, the ownership ,f
which is now so easily secured. Tt
seems that the Angle-Saxon alwavs
finds a way tc settle the count:ry
sooner or later, even though it has
heretofore been passed by as unten-
able. :

To the "north of ‘Edmonton lies
Peace River Valley, and Mr.’ A. M:
Bezanson. just returned from iuat
Ultima Thule, tells wonderful tales of
this almost Arctic farmland belt. This
almost wilderness country lies near
the fifty-fourth parallel, has an area
equalling Alberta, and has scarcely
3,000 inhabitants in widely.scattered
settlements and lonely trading posts.
The great Revillon Company, who
have headquarters in Paris, London
and New' York, draw from this dis-
trict a large proportion of their furs,
The Hudson’s Bay Company also do
a gigantic trade, as in former years.

This last western frontier of the
Northwest was never overrun with
hostile Indians, nor is there any sun-
scorched desert or alkaline plain to
make the journey in the prairie
schooner anything but a pleasure ex-
cursion—very different from the old
pioneers’ experiences in crossing the
plains in the days of Sitting Bull,
Black Kettle and Rain-in-the-Face,

It will interest the farmer to learn
that the first prize at the Portland
Exposition was awarded to wheat
raised in this Peace Valley district.
As the traveler goes west, he finds
the trend of tne northern boundary
belt of agriculture bears ever to the
northward, and corn is grown success-
fully in British Columbia, though
Iowa was long considered the most
northern land of the corn belt. Al-
most any product of the North Tem-
perate Zone may be cultivated sue-
cessfully in this section. Wheat, oats
and vegetables are sold as regular
produce of the soil, and at Fort Ver.
million, a mere speck on the Arctic
map, may be found flour and saw-
mills operated by the Hudson’s Bay
Company. All this seems very
strange to us, who have been accus-

tomed to imagine this as a cmmtry1
of ice-bound rivers—whereas on these
very waters steamers - ply regularly
up and down, and farms and fields
bloséom.

North of Edmonton is Athabasca
Landing, an ‘outpost distributing
point for the Northwest. During the
summer, fleets of scows are. loaded
with supplies, which go noruu with
the current. The Hudson’s Bay, Hys-
lop and Swigart Trading Company
have a fleet of as many as eighteen
of these trading crait, carrying goods
for the Peace River Valley. The
river current is very swiit, and the
great scows easily float along with
it, but it is not considered worth
while to endeavor to stem the current
returning, the empty boats, so they
are broken up on reaching tueir desti-
nation, and the building of these
fleets of trading boats each year sup-
plies work for many hundreds of peo-
ple.

Full-blooded Indians are rarely met
with, but there are genial, happy-go-
lucky half breeds, who appear satis-
fied so long as they have food and
clothing. As boatmen they cannoc be
excelled, and they seem to have an
heréditary aptitude for the naviga-
tion of these rivers, They navigate
the scows with long poles, and have
all the jaunty swing of Venetian
gondoliers, The steamer, Midnight
Sun, Tuns up the mouth of tne Slave
River, and furnishes very comfort-
able accommodation for passengers,

It was at Edmonton that the Board
of Trade presented the gracious lady
of our party with the splendid furs
which she will always treasure, and
which now adorn our modest Boston
apartments ,affording us a constant
reminder of those pleasant days at
Edmonton, where we felt ..e infec-
tious spirit of the great new North-
land.

Here are a few figures for you. C.
B. Major, a farmer at Baptiste Lake,
near Athabasca Landing, raised 7,000
bushels of wheat. Mr. Major is a tine
type of the Northwestern pioneer.
Very enthusiastic over his new home,
he is firmly convinced that he .as
selected the right spot on eath to live
life to the full.

An- American colony is established
iive miles from Athabasca Landing,
whence 900 miles of wagon Toad in-
tersect a country rich in natural re-
sources and as-yet scarcely reached
by immigration. A large timber belt
stretches across the Northwest from
Hudson’s Bay to the Pacific Coast.
Mr. Thompson-Seton, the naturalist,
left this spring for the Rarren Lake
Country, The more the land is ex-
plored, the more marvelous are tne
reports brought in from places hiwner-
to overlooked.

At every trading fort there is a
mission farm whereon the Roman
Catholic priest and, Protestant clergy-
men carry on their work of raising

| grain, grinding flour, erecting their

buildings,: but never fdiling to look
after ‘the spiritual meeds of their re-
spective, flocks, and care for the edu-
cation, of the children. In all w.ese
posts may also be'found’ the scarlet-
coated ‘soldiér of 'the Royal ‘Nerth-
western - Mounted: Pelice. i That -word
“royal’”’ ;means much in Canada. The
presence  of these styrdy representa-
tives of the law has implénted in the
breast' of the 'frofitierémen 'a respect
for the might r.vf'law; i /
*

According : to. M. Bezanson,: there
is, properly speaking, no Peace River
Valley. The river perforates the con-
tinentdl 'dividé for 150 miles, in a
troughslike depression. destined. to be-
come far-famed; and the bottom of
which the eye of man has never seen.
It goes through a district 950 miles
in length. 'Mr. Alley 'Brick; a mem-
ber ‘of the provincidk Parliament, who
hag lived here for itwenty-four years,
asserts that he has never known a
crop failure on his 100-acre wheat
field, where the music of the thresh-
ing machine is regularly heard. To-
matoes of good quality ripen on the
vines,

The stock thrives on the rich, nut-
ritious grass, and is kept out during
the winter without. any protection,
roaming at large, No ope seems to
think of such a thing as putting up
any hay or shelter for them thrqugh
the cold months,

BACK FROM A TRIP OF THOU.
SANDS OF MILES.
Tuesday’s Daily.

The return to Edmonton yesterday
of Monsieur Jean Revillon, after
several months of travel, north, east
and west, recalls the:fact that Ed-
monton, in its quaint mingling of the
frontier and the metropolis has much
that is unusual—and interesting.

In Jean Revillon, the younger cf
Edmonton’s representatives of tue
famous old house of Revillon Freres,
the young city has a resident who is
certanl not ordinary, He under-
takes a winter voyage of inspection—
2,000 miles by dog-train—in as de-
bonnair a fashion as he prepared the
thesis with which he capped a bril-
liant career at the Sorbonnes, the
Oxford of France, carrying off its
highest honors in philosophy. Lover
of metaphysics and shrewd man of
affairs, at least one of Edmonton’s
citizens keeps a difficult and unusual
balance true.

Many Thousand Miles.

Mr. Revillon has ‘just returned from
a brief visit to his brother in - New
York, who iz managing director «f
the Revillon branch-houses in the
United States. This marks the con-
clusion of many thousands of miles
of voyaging since he left Eamonton
last—to visit the various tradinhg posts
of the Revillon house in the Prince
Albert district.

Questioned concerning his trip and
the people met with, Mr, Revillon
said—

“When I left Edmonton early last
winter I went to Prince Albert, the
headquarters of our house for that
district nad set out from there with
guides and dogs. We journeyed north
from post to post along this route,”
he continued, rising to approach a
map of the north country that hung
on the wall of the office.

The Dots on the Map.

Il was like a 'strategic map cof
some commercial generalissimo this,
for thickly scattered by lakes and
riverside, indicated by a ruling of
scarlet ink were the scores of trading
posts maintained by this company.
These constitute the last links in a
chain of houses that extend from
Russia and Persia through most of
the capitals of the old world to the

lonely plaing of the Northwest, first
invaded by this army of commerce in
1901. )

From Prince Albert the young man
traced a line up over the long stretch
of country to Ile a la Crosse, zig-zag
again by the chain of lakes that ex-
tend far north to Lake La Loche,
which lies south of ‘the so-called;
Barren Lands. Back again to Ile a
la Crosse the line of travel ran, and
then. striking boldly east it ran to-
ward the Hudson Bay through the
valley of the Churchill River ending
at Lac la Ronge, and back again by
another route to Prince Albert. The
itinerary lay through a district
whose only place names were of the
lakes and rivers. Potato Lake,
Candle Lake, Egg-gathering and
Jumping-into-the-Water Lakes—they
reek of the primitive days and! ele-
mental life

The Guides and Dogs Necessary,

“How many dogs and guides did
you take, Mr. Revillon?”

‘““At periods where the trail was
good—one man, g driver, and a team
of four dogs. When there-had been
a heavy snowfall and the trail was
hidden, a second man was taken to
go ahead on snowshoes and beat a
trail for the dogs. When the trail
was very bad we took another man
and second team of dogs.

“In fine weather we made 55 and
60 miles a day—which is very good
going, but in bad weather, which was
not unusual last winter, we have
made as low as 20 mileg a day, - it
was hard work on those days. to be
sure.” !

“Did you mvet withh any interesting
incidents by the wey?”

“Noge at all,” said the young man,
laughingly. ‘““And, really, it is very
hard to tell anvthing much of a
trip upnorth. It is always the wide
white plains and the plodding ahead.
Each.day is like its predecessor and
the one that will follow. Sometimes
there is a tiading post at the end of &
day. but even the posts become mono-
tonous. There are always the dogs,
of course.”

“Did you find the dogs intsresting,
like Jack London’s ‘White Fangs’ for
instance?”

Lazy But Cunning.

“More or less, yes. Sometimes in-
teresting; always lazy. I drove them
myself for the greater part of unree
days and I am glad I made the ex-
periment. I had always rebuked my
driver before for beating the ddgs so
harshly, and when I ~found, they
would go well enough at first for the
rattling of the whip I was confirmed
in my belief of unnecessary harsh-
ness, But before long, when ..e
dogs realized that the mere rattling cf
a whip did not mean'a lashing, they
simply laid down in their tracks and
refused to go. I lost my pleasure
in driving then.

““At Christmas ' I spent:a few days
at-Ile @ la Crosse. . There is a: fine
mission-place .there, to which the
Indians crowd on festivals. ' There
were’ quite’ surely’ between' thrée ‘and
four ‘hundred dogs  at' the:pest+and
how they did thowl at night! I, have;
seen. the clerk, awakened. by their
noise, go out in the night with a
couple of sticks, and’T 'should judge
ha -used them effectively, But i he
didn’t -always succeed in stopping:the
howling.” i

“Did. those ITndiang take amy pride
in their dogs?”’

Brought Memories of Longchamps.

“Yes, they did, I believe, ‘and in
their fantastically-worked trappings.
In"any case, wien T watched them
after the church service, driving away
across the lake and over the hill, one
team closely following another, scores
of dogs in barbaric trappings, going
ahead at a brisk trot, I was irresist-
ibly remindéd of the stream of hand-
some equipages at home returning
from the Longchamps races, making
a gay procession down the Boiz de
Boulogne to the Champs Elysees.”

It was an amusing comparison, and
it struck its marker as that. particu-
larly when he reflected that the
groundwork of his imagining had
lain in the touch of nature, of human
vanity, that lent an appreciable kin-
ship to the primitive Cree and the
cultured Parisian.

‘“When a dog occasionally balked
and a burly Indian went up with a
stick to beat him—then the entire
comparison faded,”” Mr. Revillon add-
ed.

Indians Like

“How did
you?”

“By their faculty for demanding
presents, mostly, and their powers of
thinking about-nething -,if'I may ex-
press it so, - I have often wondered
what they, with their undeveloped
brain-power, could possibly think of
as they sat all day long over their
fpipes) and wrapped in silence. 1
tdink their chief problem was ‘o
calculate if they owed the post so
much and could get skins to pay it
in $uch a time—how much longer
could they enjoy tueir Buddha-like
repose in camp without disturbing
themselves?

“But on the whole these are very
good, peacable Indians, amiable with
the traders, satisfactory to the mis-
sionaries in their devotion to as much
of Christianity as they can grasp.

“To what tribe of Indians do they
belong?”’

“They are Crees. Further mnorth
they are Chippweyans. It would be
a thoroughly interesting study to go
north and study the Indian in his
various degrees of civilization. In
fact I should have very much liked
to meet the Esquimaux, who live
north and east of the Du Brochet.”

And now as the young man spoke
his eager intellectual face, alight with
the idea, one recognized the student
of humanity dominating the man of
affairs,

Esquimaux Are Not Honest.

“These people have scarcely come
into contact with the white trader
yet. you will understand,” he added,
“so one would say they should be un-
spoiled; but one of the Fathers on
missionary work there tells me ...ey
instinctively take dishonest advan-
tage of a stray white man, if they
can. One instance that came to his
notice was where an Esquimault
fastened the tail of a small white fox
to a large white hare skin and re-
ceived for it in consequence about
twenty times its wvalue. Again, a
marten tail was fastened to a mink
skin, and a8 the skins were all turn-

Presents,
these Indians impress

ed inside out the unsuspecting buyer
was easily duped.”

“Was game scarce in that district
last winter?”

“No, I believe not, Cariboo, n
particular, were plentiful. That mis-
siosary at Du Brocket gave me an
interesting description of how these
Esquimaux surround a herd of cari-
boo when crossing a lake and slaugh-
ter them by hundreds, as the more
southern Indians used to do with
buffalo. This is the way they pro-
vide their winter food. This good
Father is writing a book about the
manners and mode of life of the
Esquimaux.”

Northern Trip Made Quietly.

Mr. Revillon’s tour of inspection
continued from December to March.
Although hailed at each post as the
Ogima (chief), his voyage was mnot
attended with any of the state cere-
monies of the old-time chief factor’s—
no salvos of musketry or escorts of
Indians were used to impress the
tribes.

When asked about this the -young
man threw out his hand with dis-
sent and some disdain.

“We have none of that.
never had. It belongs to the romancé
of the past. With us we slip in
quietly to the post. We eat and rest
and do our business, and slip out
again. That is all there is to it.”

The old order changeth, for this is
all indicative of the progress made
by commerce in the west, of ways
more convenient to the business
man, less gratifying to the Indians
and isolated traders.

Edmonton Better Than New York.

After this northern trip Mr. Revil-
lon went out on“a business trip to
the coast, and with several trips ba-
tween Edmonton and Prince Albert
intervening, “ran down” -to ‘New

when he was well content to journey
back to Edmonton—Alberta’s busy,
fascinating little capital, surcharged
with western piquancy of life and
energy.

$36,000 for the Week.

* A Number of By-Laws Were Introduced and Given Various Readings
—Circus License Fee Fixed at $260—By-Laws to Cover Overdraft
Amounting to $490,000 Were Passed—Engineer Morrison’s Resigna-
tion Accepted Without Discussion—Accounts ‘Amounted to

Over

A grist of by-laws occupied the
major portion of the attention of the
City Council at the regular meeting

Tuesday evening, There was no other
business of particular moment in-
troduced. Alderman Walker made an
attempt to get the agreament between
the .city and the Lorimer Telephone
Company before the meeting, but the
majority of the aldermen were disin-
clined to discuss the question and a
motion to adjourn by Alderman
Gariepy carried.

A special meeting of the Council
will be held Thursday afternoon to
discuss the report of the Committee
on By-laws and Special Legislation
recommending the clauses in the pro-
posed new building by-law.

There were present at the meeting
Mayor Griesbach, Aldermen Manson,
Gariepy, Anderson, Walker, Daly and
Picard. Ald. Smith’s chair was still
vacant, and the chair occupied by
ex-Alderman Macaulay, sighed: “Will
it be Manuel or Blayney?”’

The Communications

Edmonton Brick Company, Limited.
wrote calling the Counecil’s attention
to the unsatisfactory condition of the
west end of Jasper avenus between
streets. The brick
company was greatly inconvenienced
by reason of the large amount of
teaming which must. be done over
this portion of the street. Alderman
Picard gave 1t as his opinion that the
submission of such complaints to ’hlie
Council should not bz necéssary. e
attention to such work devolved upon
the commissioners, and should be
taken up without reference to Coun-
cil, The request was referred to the
Commissioners with power to act.

Dr. A. E. Stutt, representing the
property owners on the west side of
15th street, made application for a
two-plank sidewalk in that street. His
letter stated that in the event of rain
the people would have to take to
boats to reach their properties. The
request was referred to the Commis-
sioners.

A L. Ewing applied for J. Clarke
and F. J, Fields for privilege to rent
four stalls in the exhibition park at
$1 per month per stalk The request
wag granted.

Albert J. Healey, corresponding
secretary of the Edmonton Trades and
Labor Council, wrote asking that the
Fire Department be permitted to take
part in.- the Labor Day demonstra-
tian, The invitation was granted.

The secretary of the Pacific Coast As-
sociation of Fire Chiefs wrote an-
nouncing the .annual, convention of
the association at St. Tralia, Wash.,
Department 10, 11,,12, 13, and asking
that a delegate be sant.. It was dé-
cided’ to gend the, chief of the TFite
QOepartment to represent Edmonton.

Power Agreement

The agreement bétween John Wal-
ter, Strathconsa, and, the eity of Ed-
monton providing. der the  installa-
tion in Walter’s .mill of an auxiliary
electric power plant to increas: the
city’s power .supply, was read and
ratified by the Council. The terai
named in
months.  Alderman,. Picard considered
the term too short, but it was stated
that Mr. Walter would probably re-
quire' to use his miil in the spring
for th: sawing of logs. The Commis-
sioners, however, .were instructed to
if possible, arrange for a longer term.

Alderman Walker asked regarding
the new electric power plant order.

‘“We bave asked the company from
whom the plant was odered to hold
the order over until next year, and
they have consentaed,” said the
Mayor, “This action was taken be-
cause of the financial stringency.”

Morrison’s Resignation,

The report of the Commissioners on
the resignation of . Supt. Mor-
rison, of the Waterworks and Tele-
phone Departments, was submitted
and confirmed without discussion.
The report was as follows:

Your Commissioners bzg fo re-
port that Mr.. Merrison, who was
Acting Superintendent of - the
Waterworks with supervision also
over the telephone construction,
has resigned and. his rzsignation
was accepted on August 16th, and
that we, on that date, confirmed
(subject to approval) Mr Cum-
ming, who was acting superin-
tendent of Telephone and superin-
tendent of the Telephone Depart-
ment, and Mr. Maclean, who was
Chief Clerk in the Waterworks
Department, as superintendent of
that department. These gentle-
men have the requisite knowledge
and experience in their respective
department and from the way
they have handled the business
under their control we are satis-
fied that they will give the City
entire satisfaction, and we  re-
spectfully request that you will
be pleased to approve of these
appointments.

Another Technical Error.

The early closing by-law reappear-
ed unexpectedly. Another technical
error in its passing at the last meet-
ing was discovered, and it was neces-
saly o resybmit it and again pass
it. - Alderman Daly undertook to re-
peat his objeetion to the by-law on
the ground that it was an enactment
which was unnecessary. The by-law
was passed, however, Aldermen Daly
and Anderson voting ‘“nay.”

Lab and Buss By-law,

The bydaw to license cabs, hacks
and busses wds introduced, but was
laid over, when strenuous opposition
on the parf of the liverymen of the
city and Potter & McDougall, the
firm engaged in the bus business be-
tween Edmonton and Strathcona, de-
veloped to the by-law.

G. B O’Connor appeared on behalf
of the liverytien of the city. He said
there would be no objection on the
part of the liverymen if the by-law
were not made eperative in so far :s
they were concerned. There’ were
only three cabs in the city doing
business outside of the liveries. The
liverymen objected to the imposition
of an additional license iupon cabs

the agresment was six]

owned by them, because of ..e fact

that they paid a floor space. Mr.
O’Connor also pointed out that a fur-
ther objection was that there being
no protection given liverymen in ..2
matter of collecting fares from per-
sons not disposed to liguidate, it was
an injustice to impose a license.

Alderman Garipey explained that
the by-law was brought down at the
request of the Council, It did not
follow- that the Commissioners was
prepared to argue each polnt con-
tained therein and insist upon its
enactment.

A. E. Potter, of Potter & McDou-
gall, objected strongly to the impo-
sition of a license on busses He said
this by-law affected. his eompany al-
most exclusively. He claimed that
the reduction of the buss rate from
Strathcona to Edmonton to 25 cents
wasg attributable to the enterprise of
his company. The present day rate
of 25 cents and night rate of 50 cents
were such as would not permit a re-
duction and at the same time permit
of a profit. The rates contemplated
by the by-law of a general rate of 26
cents he considered would be an in-
justice. He also declared. another
condition of the by-law regulating the
charges in certain sections of the city
were such as would not permit of a
profit. Mr. Potter glso pressed his
company’s claim for the allotment of
a stand for the exclusive use of his
company, The by-law was laid .on
the table for two weeks, and a memo-
randum of the objections of the op-
ponents will be placed in the hands
of the Council.

Will Enguire Into Facts.

E. 8 Mathers, Clara street, "ap-
peared before.the Council, to com-
plain against:the action of some city
employes in removing earth from in
front of his property. In July last
he secured permission from the city
to fill up a hole in front of his prop-
erty on Clara street, between Kinis-
tino and Namayo. Last week a
grader had removed this and be
wanted to know .why this had been
done, . .The engineer will investigate.

$30,000 For Cement Expenditure.

A by-law to “authorize the borrow-
ing of $30,000 from the Imperial Bank
to meet current expanditure until the
taxes were collected, was given its
various reading and passed.

$460,000 for Debentures.

A. by-law to borrow temporarily
sum not to exceed $460,000 for pay-
ment, for works. for. which debentures
are to be issued. but which have not
yet been disposed of, was passed.

Circuses Will Pay High.

A by-law ‘wag passed ‘providing for
the levying of a licenge fee, of $2560
upon circuses and: $25-on all side
shows connected therewith: showiug
within '~ the - city limtts Alderman,
Picard was the- father of the motion
to ‘protect the city from the.inrpads
made: by circuses, which, he declared;,
came to-the city and:left with jm-
mense amaunts of  money, . lcaving
practically nothing.. He davored. a
fee of $500, ‘but this was  gonsidered
completely prohibitive.

Alderman Picard’s Query.

Alderman Picard asked - the' city
engineer for lis opinion as’'to ‘the
paving of Jasper between Third and
Fourth street. ' The alderman claim-
ed there was a defect in the paving,
by reason of the fact that the centre
of the pavement was higher than the
paving of theé street railway track,
and water would in consequence drain
on the track block pavement. - En-
gineer Keeley explained that the side-
walk at this point was higuer than
clsewhere, and there was no recourse
but to raise the level of the bitulithic
pavement on the street.

WINNIPEG’S NIEW STATION.

The Plans are Being Prepared, Says
Mr. D, D. Mann,

Toronto, -Aug. 13—Speaking of the*

conference held recently between Pre-
sident C. M. Hays and General Man-
ager F. W, Morse, of the Grand Trunk
Pacific, anld Vice-President D. D.
Mann, of the Canadian Northern rail-
way, concerning the building of a
union station at Winnipeg, Mr. Mann
vesterday made the following state-
ment :—

“We have agreed as to the location
of the station and of the passenger
tracks, and our architects and engi-
neers will go on with the dlans, These
plans will be in accordance with the
wishes of both parties concerneid, and
finished 1n " about two  weeks,
when they will be submitted
for approval. We expect that the
work of comstruction will begin im-
mediately after the passing of final
approval.”’

The new depot is to be of the latest
and most approved type, and may be
one of the finest on the continent. Ac-
cording ‘to the present plans of the
conferring officials, the approach to
the station will necessitate the build-
ing of two idouble-track bridges, one
over the Red river and the other
over the Assiniboine.

JAPAN BUYS SHIPS FROM THE
C.P.R.

Vancouver, Aug. 13—Japanese ship-
ping interests have acquired the Can-
adian Pacifie railway oriental liners
Tartar and Athenian. The deal,which
has been uneder way for some time,
has just been-closed, and the two big
steamships will:be delivered after each
makes one more passage to Van-
couver,

The Canadian Pacific fleet on the
Pacific is to be materially ‘mproved
by the addition of fast and modern
freight carriers in the place of the
craft disposed of, and a new Empress
liner is to be built.

The aggressiveness of the Japanese
merchant marine on the Paciic has
been the subject of great remark of
late months, and the acquisition of
these two steamships in Japan is but
a further indication of shipping activ-
ity in that couxtry.

Price Not Given Out.

The price paid Yor the Tartar and
Athenian was not dixclosed by Mr. D.
. Brown, general superintendent of
the Canadian Pacific railway Paciiic
service, when he made the announce-
ment regarding the sale. today.

The Athenian is now en route from
the Orient to Vancouver, and is due
to ‘atrive today. This will be her
last'appearance. in this port, at least
hei 1dst under the checkerboard house
flag' of 'the Canadian Pacific railway,
She ‘is dcheduled to sail for Japanese
and Chinese ports-oniAugust 22, and
after she: dischanrges the last of her
outward cargo at Hongkong she. will
return to Kobe, where she . will be
turned over to her new owners. The
identity of the purchasers of the
steamers is. unknown to Mr. Brown.
All the negotiations for the sale werve
carriéd. on from Kobe,

Once Ran to Skagway.

The two steamers wére brought te
this coast from England during the
Klondike rush of 1897. They were
bought from the Union line, which
had operated them between England
and Capetown for some years. On
arrival they were placed on the Skag-
way run {rom Vancouver. They were
too big for the trade, even though
they took the outside passage on their
runs up and down the coast, and were
taken off the run and chartered to the
United States governmend, which used
them as transports duriilg the Span-
ish-American war. They were in that
service for two years, and were then
placed in the trade between Vanecou-
vr and the Orient by the Canadian
Pacific railway.

JAPAN'S DELEGATES.
One of Them Says 6,000 Miles of Line
Are to be Laid.

San Francisce, Aug. 13.—In pursu-
ance of its yearly custom to send repre-
sentatives to visit foreign countries ani
the commercial and manufacturing cen-
tres of the world, the Japanese Govern-
ment has sent to America this year seven
prominent army engineers and managers
to study the latest railway methods and
improvements. The Nippon Maru on
Monday brought three Japanese railroad
engineers, two railroad managers, one
harbor engineer from the financial de
partment of the Japanese Government,
and one steamship operating engineer.
The Japanese Government, one of the
engineers said, will shortly undertake
the building of 6,000 miles additional
steam railways, making a total of mare
than 11,000 miles in operation in Japan.

BARON D’'URSAL IS COMING

d’Ursal, of Paris, France, ar-
rived in Winnipeg this
ing from the east. He is charged by
the French minister of agriculture to
investigate agricultural and immigra-
tion conditions in western Canada, and
in order to do this adequately he will
spend two months in the west.

“Another thing that I intend to look
into is your system of agriculture, whicl,
I have heard is one of the best in the
world. The time of your harvest is ap-
proaching and 1 will visit several of the
large farms and see the crop harvested.

“What use will be made of your re-
port by the French government?"

“They will gather a fund of informa-
tion which will be available for the us»
of any I'rench citizen contemplating em.
igration to this country. Then, regard-
ing my report on your agricultural syvs-
tem, it will be carefully looked into by
the authorities and any improvements
which you have and we have not will
in all probability ha given a trial; and,
if successful to France ultimately adopt-
ed.”

Baron d’Ursal’s mission to this coun-
try is of peculiar significance as he has
been sent as an .official investigator:
About two months ago Countess Gene-
vieve de Meherenc de Sanct Pierre vis-
ited Winnipeg on a similar mission,
but her’s was a private one. She was
investigating the conditions as they at-
fected Brittany particularly.

The baron will leave tomorrow for
the west and on his trip he will go a«
far as the coast and as far Tnorth as
Edmonton. He will fravel through th:
northwest for six weeks or two months
and then return to France by wav of
the States. '

Birthplace of Winter Wheat in West,

The story of the winter wheat in-
dustry in Pincher Creeek district is
interesting and unique, 1’ir1ckler
Creek is the original home of winter
wheat, not only in -Alberta, but 1n
the whole of the Canadian Wast. To
Francis Willock, who lives a few
miles southeast of Pincher, is atirab-
uted the distinction of having began
experimefiting ~ with - winter _wheat.
The -story.. goes -that: Mr. Willock
while on a visit to his former home
in Ontario, thoughtlessly put a head
of Dawsofi’s golden:chaff into his
vest pocket. Two years aft:tward the
same head wasi fojind in the came
vest. The vest had hung a!l that
time in his home at Pinchsr. ’

He threshed the ear of wheat in
his hand and sowed it. .The gophers
destroyed all but two heads, which
Mr. Willock preserved more. jealous-
ly than ever. Finally he raised
enough to fill a quart measure, He
began sowing late in the fall on the
potato ground with good results.

These experiments b:gan twenty-
four years ago, and demonstrated
pogitively the adaptability of the soil
and climate for ths production of a
high grade of winter wheat.

Another enthuslastic experimenter
in winter wheat in this district was
Charles Kettle, two miles from Pin-
cher, He experimented with both
red and white winter wheats and his
success is abundantly prover by the
fact that in twenty years he never
threshed less than 40 bvshels per
aers and often as high as f0 bushels,
except in the year 1604, when wie
vield fell to 26 bushels., One case 1s
on record whare another rancher, Joe
Heppner, grew 576 busnels off nine
acras—and the ground was measured.

Railway Outlet Provided Market.

Wheat production was unprofitable
antil the Crow’s Nest Railway gave
the producers an out'et to the British
Columbia markews. Cons:quently lit-
tle was raised. The export of wheat
from this district began three years
ago. W. Dobbie, who is today

The ‘weathsr has: been
noderately cool during the growing
season and the rain supply nas been
copious.

Can Sow Winter Wheat Any Time.

Winter wheat can be sown here in
‘ny month of the year, Yesterday I
Irgve through fields hundreds of acres
in extent of red winter wheat, the
famous Alberta Red. that were sown
this spring. Though the stand was
‘hinner on the ground, the sprine
‘owing not apparently “stooling out”
'ike winter sowing, th: straw was
tall and vigorous, and ths heads well
leveloped. The ecrop, of course, was
green, 'but will- be ready to ecut as
scon as the binders have finished
with the fall-sown erops,

Two and even: three crops ean he
reaped from one breaking. {'W. R
Dcbbie has been a wholesale experi-
menter along tnis' lins. | Two  years
ago'he broke 738 ‘acres with:a steam
engine. Bredking commenced in May
and was finished in July.: He reaped
the crop of ' 1906 and immediately
sowed the stubble with red . wheat.

pecidlly ‘on tha-Junfe ‘breaking. The
May. breaking is'-a’little -thin and
grown up with grass and. prairie
weads, However, it  clearly shows
that by breaking in‘thé proper scason
successive crops’ may be reaped with
success, and thus materially reduce
the cost of production,’!a considers-
tion of importance where labor is so
dear.

In the Fishkum. locality I saw
a whole section of wheat which was
th> third ‘erop from the first breaking,
The stubblz was disked and sown im-
mediately after the crop was reaped.
The white winter . wheat usually
grown here can be sown in April,
May or June and afford a good pas-
turage during that season. The next
summer it ean_ b2 reaped and give
large rcturns, It can be kept ag a
pasture for years and then produce
a crop. This is only true when it is
kept eaten down so as not to get into
the shot blade.

Wheat Sold For Seed.

A great portion of the wheat grown
in the Pincher Creek distriet is sold
for seed. Tha Turkey Red wheat that
eame from Kansas to Alberta, has
stoadily grown in the size of the
sample and the viger of growth it has
been sown h-re, so that southern Al-
berta has ecome to be regarded as a
nursery for pure and vigorous wintet
wheat seed for many of thz states of
the union.

The holdings of the grain ranchers
run from a section to two or_three
sections, and eaech has about hall
urd:zr wheat and oats. Oats on the
whole are later this year, but wiil be
ready to cut by the time tue wheat
is in the shock. The yield is placed
at 60 bushels per acre,

HARVESTERS NEEDED AT
PINCHER CREEK.

Staff Correspondence.

Pincher  Station, August 17.—The
labor situation in the Pincher Creek
distriet promises t6 be serious for the
large wheat ranchers. It is estimat-
ed that from 250 to 300 men could b:
omployed at once here in the harvest
field and in threshing operations for
th2 next two months, The greater
acreage this year, coupled with the
heavy crop, will more than tax --e
available labor supply. Last year
the ranchers were able to obtain
sufficient bhelp on account of the
slackness at the miners, due to the
protracted strike, Today the mines
are running full blast, and there is
no surplus labor. This part of ..e
province is too far west to draw from
the supply of. harvesters from On-
tario and the Maritim2 Provinces.
There is talk of inducing harvest
hands from Dakota and Minnesota. iis
the harvest there is comparatively
light.

LEAN YEAR FOR ONTARIO
FARMERS.

Toronto, August 17.—There are nine
million acres devot:d to the various
fiela crops grown in Ontario. Of
this total, about three million acres
are in hay, and two and three quarter
millions in oats. Thus, well over
sixty p<r cent, of the entire acreage
-given to field cultivation is in’ these
two crops, and these two main ‘crops
are the poorest in many years. Hay

1 will not give over two thirds of the

toimage per acre this year that has
been harvested in recent years—p o
bably not over hali. The oats are
likely to be ncarly twenty-five per
cent. below the average™ yield, and
this is- equivalent to cutting off
twenty-five million bushelg of this
one crop alone.
Corn to the Rescue.

On the other hand the hay, which
has been harvested, has becen excep-
tionally well saved, and ‘corn, which
may be largely substituted for hay,
has of late been making splendid
progress. While the area in this crop
18 one-sixth the acreage in corn that
there is in hay, the tomnage per
acre is six times as great ins one
case as in the other.

If there-is an open fall, thus per-
mitting of the full maturity of corn,
the increased yield in this crop may
pretty well offset the shortage in the
other coarse grains. Peas, which
had been steadily declining in acre-
age up to 1904, have since shown a
rapid increase, and the crop will *e
greater than that of threz years ago.
At present the promise is for an ex-
cellent yield in p:as,

Barley a Good Average Crop.

Barley, of w...ch there will be pro-
bably 800,000 acres this year, scems
as if it wi!l go somewhere above the
average.

If the season had been a normal
«ne for fall wheat Ontario would pro-
bably have had eight hundr:d thou-
sand acres in this crop, but a great
deal of the land intended for the pro-
duction of fall wheat has been drill=i
in with barley, and this, while :t
meaas a shortage in flour, will add
considerablly to the available supply
of feed-stuffs. But after all allow-
ances are made there will undaubted-
ly be a material shortage in fe:d in
1907 as compared with recent years,

No Grain for Export.

8o far as grain ig concerned, On-
tario will have practically none for
¢xport this year. The province’s de-
pendence in products for gsale will
have to be on butter and cheese,
bacon and beef cattle, and the cost of
making these will bz higher than
usual. because of the high valuas
which will be undoubt:dly placed on
feed-stuffs, On the whole, this will
be a lean year for Ontario farmers.

NO SERIOUS DAMAGE FROM
FROST SUNDAY NIGHT,
Monday’s Daily.

Scurrying clouds yesterday, brilli-
ant sunshine at intervals and ‘“enough
blue to make a Dutchman’s breeches”
—enough blue, in fact to clothe a
whele regiment of Dutchmen—made
Edmonton rub its eyes and prophecy
the end of the uncertain weather that
has prevailed since the present moon
came on August 9th, The fair hopes
were the merest "illusions, nowgver,
and last night brought more rain and
a decided dfop in tempetrature, which
unwelcome élimatie conditions comn-
tinue today."!

One Degree of Frost,

T.ast might at the  meteorological
station Harrison "Young’s -weather ob-
servations indieate :a minimum tem-
Lperature of 31 degrees, one degree of
frost. 'Mr. Young states that the tem-
perature was in every probability.ane
or‘twb degrees lower. in the ceuntry
roundabout. Such a drop in tempera-
turé is not an wnusual thing: in Kd-
monton summer weather, according
to: Mr. Young, but it is.of very brief
dufation ordinarily.

Fine Weather Coming.

The {forecast for Saskatchewan and
Alberta today indicates fine and very
cool weather, with danger of loecal
frosts tonight., But tomorrow is to
see a desirable change. “Fine and
higher temperature’” is promised for
Tuesday.

From the weather bulletin for the
entire west, it would seem that the
distriect between Edmonton and Cal-
gary alone have experienced the great-
ly lowered temperature. Edmonton
registered 30 degrees, Calgary 34. All
other points from Portage la Prairie
west report 40 degrees and over,

Last night the situation was saved
by the moisture in the ground, and
the fact that it was cloudy. Had it
been clear d dry the effeet might
have been disastrous. But it wasn’t
clear and dry, and damage of any
extent is reported. The snow in the
Olds and Banff district melted as it
fell, and had no worse effcet than a
cold rain.

At Clover Bar.

Reports from the districts contigu-
ous to Edmonton are to the effect that
the frost did practically no damage.
H. Horton, storekeeper at Clover Bar,
was interviewed by telephone by the
Bulletin this morning. He stated that
in conversation with a number of the
farmers in the district he had gath-
ered that the grain crops escaped
damage entirely. In some places gar-
den stuff was slightly blackened,
beans suffering the most. Dr. Colli-
son, of Strathcona, who drove out to
Clover Bar this morning, says that
not even the potatoe vines were af-
fected by the frost. The Clover Bar
farmers say that unless there is a
repetition of last night’s frost, the
damage will not be severe,

In St. Albert District,

If the frost was to affect any dis-
trict severely, St. Albert would suffer
most, because of its loeation in a
valley, where frost is invariably se-
verest. The reports irom 8t, Albert,
however, are that the grain did not
| suffer, Garden stuff was blackened,
| but the cutting down of the tops, H.
B. Dawson, general storekeeper at
St. Albert, says it will not affect the
roots. The St. Albert farmers are
not unduly alarmed over last night’s
frost.

The same report of no damage s |

made by Fort Saskatchewan farmers.
Beaver Hill Crops Safe.

The frost did no damage in the
Bever Hill section, according to Mr,
Shoemaker, who arrived in from that
section this morning. He was a call,
er at the immigration hall in com-
pany with Rev. Mr. Hagar, pastor of
the city German Baptist church, both
of whom were in quest of literature to
send to friends in the old country
who had written them for information
concerning the agricultural resources
of Alberta.

Mr. Shoemaker left Beaver Hill
quite early in the morning, and states
that the cold dip had not affected
either the grain or vegetables. In
some oi the gardens where tomatoes,
almost ripe, were exposed to the ele-
ments, the frost had not the slightest
effect on this the most tender of all
garden stuff,. He says the grain in
that locality is nearly all headed out,
and with a week of scorching weather
the bindérs would be at work on most
of the farms.

In Edmonton.

Caretaker Brunelle, of the immigra-
tion hall, is authority for the state-
ment that the frost did no damage to
garden stuff in the east end of the
eity. Mr. Brunelle prides himself on
having one of the gest gardens in Ed-
monton, and there was nothing dam-
aged on his premises, not even the
besans, which usually fall easy prey
to cold weather. A bouquet of vari-
ous kinds of flowers gathered. by him
this morning, and occupying a prom-
inent place in the office at the immi-
gration hall, is pretty good evidence
that the cold dip was not as serioud
in Edmonton as reported by some.

CROP WILL BE CUT IN
LETHBRIDGE IN TEN DAYS.

Staff Correspondence.

Lethbridge, Aug. 19.—The harvest
of 1907 in this district has passed the
critical period, and is now a certain-
ty.+ Tht Lethbridge farmers mnever
fear taking their harvest off clear of
frost. That is a contingency that
gives them absolutely no concern.
The fall wheat is ripe, and a good
deal of it cut, though it will take
in the neighborhood of ten days to
finish cutting. By that time the
spring wheat will all be ready for the
binder, and the oats will be ready
as soon as the farmers are ready.
Prettv definite. estimates can be made
at this stage as to the yield of the re-
spective cereals grown here.

I have talked with experts and
practical farmers who wunanimously
agree upon 30 to 35 busheis per acre
for both fall and spring wheat, - The
fields I saw in the shock yesterday
and to-day were splendid, and will
certainly not come -below 35 bushels,
and a few will go'as high as forty
bushels. €. G. Crest on the road to
Coaldale, and four miles from.  the
city, hag a quarter section cut ready
for the thresher, and will 'average 35
bughels. A féw miles further, near
Coaldale. W. H. Pawson has 90 acres
of Red Fife gown on ‘April 6th, which
he intends to cut next Thursday, The
stand on the''ground “isithick and of
uniform length invstém-and head and
well ‘matured. “Fhikfield has been. es-
timated' by Mr. Wholford, the judge,
appointed by'the Agmicultural Society
to award the prize ‘for the best kent
farm in the district] to yield 40 bush-
els. whilé a field ‘of oats, containing
79 acres’ beside 'it, 'is estimated to
vield 100 bushels per acre.’ This field
is easily among the ten best in the
province. Fields of wheat almost
equally good in both spring and win-
ter varieties. are found on the farms
of Messr. Wheeler”and Stubbs, and
C. R. Daniels in the same locality.
Mr. Stubbs informed me that last
vear he threshed 43 bushels per acre
of Blne Stem wheat, This year he
has fifty acres of the same variety,
which he considered was a better

erop.

Wheat, 35; Oats, 75.

D. G. Whitney, three miles south'
of -the city, placed the : yields. of
wheat and oats at 35, and 75 bushels
respectively for the district. Of course
there are fields that will fall as low
as twenty and eighteen bushels. Such
fields are fortunately very iew around
Le*hbridge this year, and will have
little effect in reducing the average.
On the Silver Farm, now owned. by
W. Sherd, there is 900 acres of a }'()1-
unteer crop of Red Fife, which yield
from eighteen to twenty bushels. Al-
though the sagacious farmers looks
with disfavor upon a volunteer crop,
vet this case indicates the marvellous
fecundity of the soil in this country,
and the splendid growing season of
1907,

Farmers and millers agree that the
spring and summer of 1907 has been
a good one for fall wheat. They
claim the excessive smow fall of last
winter was a distinet benefit to the
winter crop and to the soil. The
plants came out in good heart in the
spring’ well preserved, and with a
rich supply of moisture to continue
growth, The growing season has been
damp and comparatively cool, produc-
ing slow maturity, which “_'111 insure
a plump and firm sample of generous
size. '

Wheat this year will weigh high to
the measured bushel, a factor t!w.t
will have a material affect increasing
the yield per acre.

In my letter from the Pincher Creek
district, I stated that the imported
Turkey Red from Kansas had steadily
impro'ved in size, when grown on Al-
berta soil. The same is true of the
Lethbridge district. To-day, Mr.
Fairfield, director of the Dominion
Experimental Farm, showed me a
sample imported from Kansas. It
was the best obtainable from that
state. Beside it, he set a snmple of
the Turkey Red variety grown In Al-
berta, which won first prize at the
Winnipeg exhibition. ~ The Kansas
sample was far inferior, and _lr)oked
like merely decent tailings beside the
Alberta sampble,

Kansas After Information.

At this present time of writing,
Prof. Ten Eyck, agronomist’ of the
Kansas State Experimental station,
is in Lethbridge at the direction of
the Kansas State Legislature, investi-
gating the reasons for the improve-
ment of the sample when grown in
this province, and to report upon the
feasibility of the importation into

Kansas by the State of pure and im-
proved seed for the Kansas farmers,
Formerly the Kansas farmers main-
tained the vitality of the Turkey Red
series by importations from Russia.
Now it is found that the Alberta-
grown geed is superior to the Russian-
grown. The State Legislature of Kan-
sas appropriated $5,000 last winter
for the purposes of this investigation.
Prof. Ten Eyck is negotiating for 2,000
bushels of Alberta Red to be taken
from the southern part of the prov-
ince for immediate shipment to Kan-
sas for sowing this fall,

The appreciation in the Turkey
Red variety as grown in Alberta over
the native variety in Kansas may be
determined from the fact that the first
wheat of this vaniety .imported into
Alberta weighed 56 lbs. to the 1 eca-
sured bushel, Last year Alberta Red
went 67 pounds to the bushel .at the
Provincial Seed ‘Fair held in Edmon-
ton last March.

Increased Acreage.

The acreage is 25 per cent. above
that of last year, and from the
amount of breaking done this season
that increase will be duplicated for
1908. Up to the present the wheat
product of the district has been con-
sumed locally at the Raymond and
Calgary mills. Thig year the Ellison
Milling Co. are erecting a flour mill
in this city, with a capacity of 500
barrels a day. Another smaller mill
with a. capacity of 50 barrels is also
in process of construction. These
mills will afford increased {facilities
for the consumption of the excess of
wheat available this year,

Fall wheat growing is becoming
more popular with the farmers here
year by year. It is eminently suited
to conditions here. By growing fall
wheat, the farmer is enabled to fol-
low a system of summer tillage that
conserves the mcisture of two seasons
rainfall for one crop, and at the same
time keep his land free from weeds.
which, if allowed to grow, exhaust
the moisture of the soil by excessive
transpiration. It is-well adapted for
those portions of the province which
cannot be conveniently irrigated.
With certain portions of the province
fall or winter wheat will always be a
successful competitor with spring
wheat, which cannot be grown per-
fectly in the south beyond certain
limits which, roughly speaking, are
as iar west as Magrath and Macleod
and north as far as Nanton.

Moreover, the growing of fall wheat
will conduce to a land of beautiful
homes, In the spring the farmer has
more time to set out a few trees and
flowers, get in his spring crops in
gcod time, and what is of special im-
portanec and value, he can begin the
early tillage of his summer fallow,
killing the crop of noxious weeds and
keeping the precious moisture in the
soil.

The Alfalfa Crop.

Alfalfa is a splendid crop in this
district this season. It is grown
mostly on irrigated lands, though as
far as this spring is ‘concérmed, the
season was wet enough 'to ‘dispense
with irrigation for ‘the first erop. The
first crop has been cut, and the sect
ond_by means of the precious ‘irrigat-
ing fluid, is well under way, and will
be. ready to cut in about two weeks.
Still another crop will be.cut,” making
three crops for the season, By this
means from three to five,K tons per
acre is .obtained. - The market prie¢
of alfalfa in Tethbridge is $12.50 per
ton, which will make a revenue of $50
per aere.

A considerable quantity of timothy
ig-prown on irrigated land, and sells
for $15 a ton.

Alfalfa has done comparatively well
on the non-irpigated areas as well.
The great importance of this splendid
fodder is recognized by the farmers
here. They expect eventually to be
able to make such a success of the
alfalfa industry as to be able to pro-
duce the mature seed. Then they
will have a. veritable gold mine, as
the market value of alialfa seed is to-
day 22 cents a pound. This question,
too, is engaging the attention of W.
H. Fairfield, director of the Experi-
mental Farm here.

Live stock is doing well in this dis-
trict as in every part‘of the south
this year, The copioys rainfalls have
kept the prairie green with the rich-
est and most nutritious fodder that
growth in the world. J. B,

WHAT DUN’S AND BRADSTREET’'S
SAY.

New York, Aug. 15.—Bradstreet’s to-
morrow will say: Growing crops show
further progress towards harvest and
fall trade tends to expand at leading
Western and Eastern jobbing centres.
Cross currents are visible in different
industries. There are reports of small-
er demand and lower prices for cotton
yarns. In woollen goods, while high
grade worsted and fine woolien fabhics
have sold well, other grades are slower
of sale and there is talk of accumulation
In the leather trade there is more life
of late and good quality leather” and
hides are on better sales as are also
high class shoes. Low grades are slower
of sale and eastern shipments so far are
four percent. behind 1906. In iron and
steel the lack of new buying is still not-
able and prices tend to ease as the mills
and furnaces find deliveries easier *o
make. The influence of ~the slump in
the stock market was clearly shown in
the decline in cotton prices offsetting ~s
it did reports of continued hot weather
in Texas with no rain. There is some-
thing like a general hardening on ad-
vance in time loans at leading cities,
with a .degree of repression noted by
bankers in extending new accommoda-
tions. Business failures for the week
ending August 15 number, 146 against 157
last week, 143 in the like week of 1906;
147 in 1905; 203 in 1904; and 166 in 1903.

In Canada failures for the week num-
ber 30 as against 18 last week and 22
in this week, a year ago. Wheat, in-
cluding flour exports from the United
States and aCnada- for the week ending
August 1st, aggregated 2 947,433 bushels,
against 3,272,993 bushels last week, 282,
894 the week last year, and 9,039,761 ‘n
1901. For the first 7 weeks of the fiscal
year, the exports are 18,911,193 bushels
against 14,948,225 in 1906-G7 and 45,334,-
945 bushels in 1905-06. Corn exports for
the week are 1441727 buchels azainst
1,107,621 bushels last week; 525,773 in

R. G. Dun’'s Review.

New York, Aug. 16.—R. G. Dun and
Co., weekly trade review will say to-
morrow: Lower prices for Railroad se
curities for any time since July 19.4,
and a greater stringency in the money
market, were the week’s adverse feat-
ures, offset by many favorabl: reports
of jobbing trade and manufacturing ac-
tivity, rapid progress of the crops anl
remarkably prompt collections consid-
ering scarcity of money. Some signifi-
cance was given the Pope failure which
as in the case of the Milliken assign-
ment in June, was caused by monetary
pressure and lack of business. Reports
from the interior are almost unanimous
in telling  of active current trade and
bright prospects for fall and winter.
Most leading industries have orders cov-
ering an output for months in advance
and new records for production are con-
stantly noted. Much new business has
appeared in the market for iron and
steel during the week. ILeast favorable
reports are received from tin plate mills
a short fruit crop having restricted pur-
chase . by canning interests. Pig iron
furnaces adsr complain that tha new
contracts are np:-abundant. Some steel
mills have little business beyond the
end of the year, but the books are full
for five months ahead and the past week
has brought considerable structural
work while a large contract for specially
made steel rails was a feature. L

NO REDUCTION IN LUMBER

PRICES.

- Nelson, B.C., Aug. 19.—At the meet-
ing of the Mountain Lumbermen’s as-
sociation, the resignation of G. P.
Wells, the former secretary, was ac-
cepted, and Assistant” Secretary W.
A. Anstie appointed in his place.
There was no other business transact-
ed beyond formal business procedure.

After the meeting A. E. Watts, of
Wattsburg, speaking of the lumber
situation, declared that it would be
impossible to reduce the price of lum-
ber in view of the price of supplies
and the heavy rate of wages. On the
other hand because of the stringency
in the money market, lumber was not
being ordered at all freely. Mr. Watts
feared that logging operations during
the iall and winter would therefore
bé greatly curtailed, and possibly
some of the mills might\close down.
Mr., Watts admitted that there had
been in the spring more orders fhan
the mills could fill, but that owing to
the shortage of cars rendering deliv-
ery impossible, those orders were can-
celled, being filled from the coast.

H. E. Macdonell, in divisional
charge of freight here, declares on the
contrary, that Mr, Watts was not
speaking for other than himself, and
that he had himself asked the C. P.
R. not to send in any more cars to
his mill for a month to six weeks.

WAGES HAVE GONE UP
GENERALLY.
Bulletin Special.

Ottawa, August 18.—The Depart-
ment of Labor has prepared a valu-
able statistical table snowing the
changes in the rates of wages and
the hours of labor throughout Canada
during the second quarter of the
present calendar year. The upward
tendency in wages has been more pro-
ounced during last spring than aur-
ing the ‘corresponding pc:riod of the
previous year. During July there
were 30 trade disputes in Canada re-
lated to th: Department of Labor
The time lost in working days was
approximately 81,000 days, compared
with 27,710 July last year. For the
first-six months of the present calen-
dar year there were 14,154 homestead
entries, compared with 34,190 for .-.e
first six months last year. The de-
crease is largely accounted for Ly
unfavorabls weatner prevailing since
April last up to the present, and the
transportation facilities during win-
ter,

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-

minion Lands in Manitoba“ or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a {amily, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on certain condi-
tions by the iather, 'mother, son,
daughter, brother, or sister of an in-
tending homesteader.

_An application for entry or inspec-
tion made personally at ‘any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
local Agent by the -Subagent, at the
expense of the sapplicant, and if the
fand applied $r is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In case of “personation’ the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim.

An application for inspection must
b2 made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion, will be received from an indivi-
dual until that application hag been
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in
good ftamhng. and not liable to.can-
cell:m?n. may, subject to approvil of
Department, relinguish it in favour
of father,’' mother,” son, ‘datghter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but “to

uo one_else, on filing. .declaration of .,

abandonment.

Where an entry:is summarily can-
celled, or, voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspee-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants  for imspection must
state in what particalars the home-
cteader is in default, and if subse-
quently the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shoutu the Iland become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled,

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) ¥ the father (or mother, ii the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by. such home-
steader the requirement as to resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the {father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of higs home-
stead. ,the requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for
patent the , settler must give six
months’ notice in writing to he Com-
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal mining rights may be
leased for a period of twenty-one
vears at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres
chall be leased to one individual or
company. A royalty at the rate of
tive cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quariz.—A person eighteen yearg of
age, or over, having discovered
rmineral in place, may locate a claim
1,600 x 1,500 feet.

The fea for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lien thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
requirentents, purchase cvne land at
$1 per acre, .

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. on
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
at the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
operation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds $10,000.
