Me., April 27.—Details of
the Anglo-American Development
Co.’s .recent deal in Labrador timber
4ands were made public here to-day by
Chas. D. Stanford and R. H. Wing,
of Bangor, who are members of the
syndicate that has acquired the rights
obtained by the Anglo-American Com-
pany from the Newfoundland Govern-
ment. The 13,855
square miles, or 8,865,000 acres, dense-
ly covered with spruce, the present
stand. being estimated conservatively
at thirty billion feet, equal to 50,000,-
000 cords of pulp-wood. For the rigint
to cut over this territory, for the per-
iod of fifty years, with the privileges
of four years renewal, the Anglo-Am-
erican Company, organized last Au-
gust, at St. John’s, Nfld., contracted to
pay to the Newfoundland Government
a rental amounting to $4 per square
mile, for the first year, and $2 per
saquare mile for each subsequent year,
and the syndicate which has taken
over the lease has just paid the first
year’s rental, amounting to $55,412.

The Syndicate, composed of 24 New
York capitalists, and Messrs. Stan-
ford and Wing, of Bangor, will de-
velop the tract as soon as survey can
b« made and water powers improved,
the purpose being to manufacture the
timber into ppulp, as the export of
pulpwood is prohibited. The tract
acquired is about equal in extent to
the State of Massachusetts, or to the
entire area of Maine. The timber-
lands and the supply of timber there-
on is practically inexhaustible.

Died in Exile.

Special to Evening Telegram.
KINGSTON, May. 1.
‘The ex-President of Hayti, died
here to-day. His death occured after

| a brief illness. His health, however,
+4‘had been considerably broken by the

experiences of the last year and a
half, for he was deposed from the
Presidency and sent into exile. He
had been been a refuge here since the
revolution in 1908, and was possessed
of considerable property in Kingston.
A picturesque ruler was removed
from office when Nord Alexis was
compelled to flee from Hayti on
December 21st, 1908. Port au Prince
was then in the hands of the revolu-
tionists and Gen. Antonine Simon,
who afterwards became President
was marching up with an army of
5,000 men. Nord Alexis was various-
Iy estimated at from 90 to 100 years
of age. He was a descendant of one
of the oldest families in Hayti. Nord
Alexis, became President of Hayti in
1902. His ferm was to have expired
May 15th, 1909, but his administration
was not successful. Prominent poli-
ticians grumbled because he did not
give them what they considered their
fair share of the spoils and punished
some notrious looters of the National
Treasury. Early in 1908 the move-
ment against him had gained great
strength and in March a reign of ter-
ror was subsequently inaugurated in
Port au Prince. The Government
sent out troops who seized many of
the revolutionists and summarily pu!
a number of .them to death. War-
ships of several nations hastened to
Port au Prince, and their arrival
sccured the lives and property of
foreigners. For only a few months
however did Alexis maintain his rule.
In November he ordered Gen. Attoine
Simon, Commander of the South of
Port au Prince, to confer, with him on
the situation. Gen. Simon refused t
comply and took up arms against the
Fresident. His march to the Capita!l
was a triumphant one and on his ap-
proach to Port au Prince, the peopl.
of {hat city turned against their Pro-
sident. The surrounded the palace
and took possession of the city.

Hambourg,
even in his finest moments, leaves the
sense of the listener unwarmed by any
gracious influence. His lack of self-
control has- long been a besetting sin
with him. It leads him to extravagant
and bizarre methods of pounding at
certain moments and a wooden stod-
giness at other times. Seldom ™ has
one heard a more uneven performance
than his Chopin centenary recital on
Monday night. In the famous sonata
in B flat minor, for instance, a work
which he has played many times in
Toronto, he played both badly and
well. The first movement was about
the most uninspired effort that could
be imagined from a man of his fame
while the Funeral March and the
presto movement were |exquisitely
and movingly played. At times in
the Polonaise in A flat he butchered
the work in-a manner which recalled
Sauer’s recent assertion that “Chopin
from- Heaven looks down deprecat-
ingly on the maltreatment so ofter
accorded his works in concert hal!
and salon.” In certain of the Studies
Hambourg achieved sheer loveliness
by virtue of his grace and agility of
touch. Why then did he not always
aim at beautiful effects? The variet)
and the comparative unfamiliarity of
much of the programme which em
braced examples of Chopin’s work ir
all modes, showed how wonderful
and poetic a geniug the composer was
within his chosen field, but for th
mest part, Hambourg refrained fron
playing in a poetic way and-  ofter
scemed to be capriciously experi
menting.
