We cannot believe that - the leading
Juropean nations will'act in this man-
ner if the States agree to a full sub-
mission of .the: whole dispute to arbi-
tration. If; on the conttary, America
should decline to do so, as was urged
by some of the leading politicians in
tirc heat of the last Presidential cam-
paign, the European Powers would be
quite justified in doing so. Those
Powers would not be overstepping the
bounds of international eomity, should
they decline {o take.any steps towards
taking part in any celebration untii
the States have agreed clearly and de-
finitely to a frank and full icference
to the Hague Tribunal or some such
international tribunal. -As soon, how-
ever, as the relﬁeregee—'&as been agreed
upon and the terms-of the submission
settled, there would appear to us no
good ground for a boycott. At the
first blush it appeared that the action
of the States in regard to.Canal tolls
was a wilful tearing up of a:treaty . in
drder to gain a natural advantage. ' 1f
a treaty is to be denounced by Ameri-

ca immediately it becomes disadvan-
tageous to them, it is" no use mak-

ifig a treaty with America. No nation
can admit the propriety of America
holding to a treaty so iong as it is
advantageous to them and denouncing
it immediately it becomes disadyan-

tageous. The rights are mutual and
the obligations are mutual. But . a
dispute as to interpretation may arise
in good faith, and when such a dispute
arises the only course is to settle it by
a reference to a proper tribunal. Un-
willingness to do ‘'so and tardiness in
doing so destroy credibility in the hon-
esty "of purpose of the offender and
may justly be visited by conduct which
expresses appropriately the displeas-
ure of the offended party. Britain can-
not with honour take  part in the
Penama Exhibition if the States con-
tinue to treat her dishonourably. Nor
can other nations similarly treated.
If however the States show bona fides
by a prompt and unequivocal agree-
ment to refer the whole dispute for
impartial settlement, a boycott of the
Exhibition would. be churlish. For
after all tle cutting of the Panama
Canal..is one of the wonders of tho
age with: extraordinary potentialities
for. the futuré and is ‘well worthy of
Jnternational .celebration.
