Yesterday afterncon, bhefore the
" Order of the Day was taken up, Mr.
Kent asked the leader of the House
if he intended to move the House into
privilege to take up-the charges made
against Mr. Cashin. He accepted the
denial of Mr. Cashin, and that being
s0, the author of the slander should
be summoned before the House, the
matter investigated immediately and
the Minister vindicated promptly. Sir
Hdward Morris said the Government
courted an enquiry, and so did the
Minister, but his solicitor had advised
him to seek his remedy in the Court
and such an enquiry would prejudice
his case. We regret much that the
leader of the Government did not ac-
cede to the invitation of Mr. Kent. It
is a cardinal principle that the House-
of Commons is guardian of its own
bonor, and so it should be with the
House of Assembly.

But it has been decided otherwise,
and we regret that decision, for it
would have afforded a prompt and im-
mediate means of a full vindication tc
the Minister. While on the subject of
the honor of the House, we¢ cannot re-
train from expressing the opinion thas
unseemly incidents such as occurred
between Messrs. Crosbie and Coaker
would be mcstly avoided if the Chair-
man of the Committee insisted on ithe
rules of procedure being followed and
restrained members from wanderings
from the question before ke chair and
introducing irrelevant personalities,
and whilst we are on this subject, we
must add our tribute of appreciation
to the Speaker, who has shown much
tact and good judgment when un-
toward incidents have arisen. Mr.
Goodison acted with firmress last
night, and we admire him for it. Heo
uses a velvet glove to cover an iron
hand.
