A committee is a cold storage ware-; 
house for business.

There are over ninety million com­
mittees in this country of one kind 
or another.

Gas. it. may be said, vitiates the at­
mosphere.

Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent men 
have said: —

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef­
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this 
amongst other reasons that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps. the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installée 
gas pn its premises, after experience 
with the electric tight.—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no menu 
her who had experience of'their meet­
ing room under the old condition! 
could deny the improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub- 
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr Reginald 
Dudfield. before the Society of Medi­
cal Officers of Health.

The Honor 
of the House.

Yesterday afternoon, before the 
Order of the Day was taken up. Mr. 
Kent asked the leader of the House 
if he intended to move the House into 
privilege to take up the charges made 
against Mr. Casliin. He accepted the 
denial of Mr. Casliin, and that being 
so, the author of the slander should 
be summoned before the House, the 
matter investigated immediately and 
the Minister vindicated promptly. Sir 
Edward Morris said the Government 
courted an enquiry, and so did the 
Minister, but his solicitor had advised 
him to seek bis remedy in the Court 
and such an enquiry would prejudice 
his case. AVe regret much that the 
leader of the Government did not ac­
cede to the invitation of Air. Kent. It 
is a cardinal principle that the House- 
of Commons is guardian of its own 
honor, and so it should be with the 
House of Assembly.

But it has been decided otherwise, 
and we regret that decision, for it 
would have afforded a prompt and im­
mediate means of a full vindication t.c 
the Minister. AVhile on the subject of 
the honor of the House, we cannot re­
train from expressing the opinion that 
unseemly incidents such as occurred 
between Messrs. Crosbie and Coaker 
would be mostly avoided if the Chair­
man of the Committee in listed on the 
rules of procedure being followed and 
restrained members from v. andering 
from the question before the chair and 
introducing irrelevant personalities, 
and whilst we are on this subject, we 
must add our tribute of appreciation 
to the Speaker, who has shown much 
tact and good judgment when un­
toward incidents have arisen. Mr. 
Goodison acted with firmness last 
night, and we admire him for it. He 
uses a velvet glove to cover an iron 
hand.

Munificent
Bequests.

_ Yesterday, the Will of the late Hon. 
James S. Pitts was proved. The Ex­
ecutors are Mrs. Pitts and the East­
ern Trust Company. As was expect­
ed from many generous benefactions 
made by the deceased in his life­
time, his Will shows even more gen­
erous provision for those he helped in 
his lifetime. The bequests are as 
follows :

1. To the Trustees of Cochrane 
Street Church, $10,000 to be invested 
and. the annual income applied to the 
general purposes of the Church.

2. To the Supernumerary Fund of 
the Eastern Conference of the Metho­
dist Church. $5,000.

Subject to Mrs. Pitts’ life interest, 
the following bequests are made:

1. The building on AVater Street 
known as the “Pitts’ Building," 
and occupied by Messrs. Ay re & 
Sons, and by Mr. Pitts during bis 
lifetime as offices, is bequeathed to 
the Newfoundland Conference of 
the Methodist Church to be held 
forever as an investment, and the 
annual income arising therefrom 
to be paid as follows: To the Sus­
tentation Fund of the Methodist 
Church, $1.000 a year; to the Aug­
mentation Fund of that Church, $1,- 
000 a year, and the balance to the 
Governors of the Methodist College 
for the maintenance and support of 
that institution.

1 To the Governors of the Me­
thodist College, $20,000.
I To the Sustentation Fund of

the Methodist Church, $5,000.
4. To the Augmentation Fund, 

$5,000.
5. To the Methodist Orphanage,

$2,000.
G. To the Church of England Or­

phanage. $2,000.
7. To the Belvidere Orphanage,

$2,000.
8. To the Salvation Army for its 

Rescue AVork in Newfoundland. 
$2,000.

9. To Mount Allison University, 
$5,000.
The gross estate is sworn at $857.- 

000. Mr. Parsons and Mr. Fraser re­
ceive- a legacy of $2.000 each, and 
Messrs. T. & J. Kennedy, $500 each.

FOR IRELAND.
London. Fell. 12.—I was at the af­

ternoon sitting of the hoitse of com­
mons yesterday. On Tuesday the 
King had opened parliament in state,

Civilization stands flout­
ed and Britain outraged, whilst the 
application of the Monroe doctrine 
is paralyzed and mocked. Sir Ed­
ward says much to emphasize the 
gravity of recent events, but little tc 
relieve the disquiet. The Westmin­
ster Gazette and Standard agree with 
Sir Edward that the only policy is tc 
await reparation when circumstances 
permit.

for hire or profit any Theatrical, Musi*
