Soldiers
at Plymouth.

Being ah enthusiastic daughter of 
dear old Terra Nova, I was, of course, 
very excited at the interesting news 
that the Newfoundland contingent had 
been landed at our port (or rather I 
should say, the transport S.S. Florizel 
was in the' harbor).

Accordingly I boarded a tram car 
for the part of the port (which Is the 
Hamoaye) where the Florizel la com­
pany .with many other transport ships 
was being, moored. Arriving at this 
pontoon by the quay side, I found my­
self in the midst of a crowd number­
ing several thousand, all intent on 
having à near view of the Colonial 
Forces who have so gallantly some to 
fight on behalf of the Mother Country. 
The excursion steamboats which ac­
commodated some four or five Hun­
dreds of people each were soon packed 
to their utmost capacity, and eveiy 
kind of smaller craft that could be 
utilized soon bad their quota of pas­
sengers also.

I managed to secure a seat in a large 
motor boat, holding perhaps about 
forty all told, and had a glorious trip 
through the long lines of the mighty 
liners that had brought the Canadian 
Forces across the Atlantic.

Royal George and many other big mail 
boats whose names are familiar as 
household words, but while of course 
interested in seeing them I was keep­
ing a keen lookout for the Florizel, 
that was the one transport I had come 
to see.

About the time specified I had the 
great pleasure of seeing our gallant 
lads as they swung down the street 
facing the pontoon so that they were 
all to sight at once and a noble show 
they made. It would make any New­
foundlander proud to see them awing 
through the street with their manly 
tread and: many were the words of ad­
miration on all sides as they marched 
by. I felt pçoud to be a daughter of 
Terra Nova and the tears came in my 
eyes through emotion as I heard the 
comments of the crowd who watched 
them.

Of course a Plymouth crowd being 
used to the sight of the English regi­
ments are inclined to be critical, and 
it made their admiring comments all 
the more valuable.

his men were as “hard asi nails,” the 
sort of men to go anywhere and do 
anything that could be asked of them, 
the kind of men that never let up, 
while he could not p raise their con­
duct sufficiently, it was most exem­
plary. The voyage across had been 
most enjoyable and the sight of the 
huge fleet of transports, escorted by 
eight naval cruisers, something that 
would linger in the memory of all. At 
night they steamed with every light 
shrouded as much as possible, but in 
the day the long lines of huge levia­
thans made a noble spectacle.

One day they had a mild sensation 
when they saw a strange boat bein^ 
brought in by one of the cruisers, 
fancying they had taken a German 
prize, but to their disappointment they 
found it was an English boat seeking 
the protection of the convoy.

our. When I reached home I posted 
to them what Nfld. papers I had also 
the latest local papers and % bundle of 
picture post cards of Plymouth and 
the neighborhood, to give them some 
idea of the place.

When Dr. Paterson wished me gond 
bye he gave me as a souvenir a New­
foundland crest (the caribou head) 
and which I can assure you is a most 
cherished possession, and which I 
shall get converted into a broach (this 
you will say is womanlike). I may 
root see them again but my thoughts 
will turn towards our gallant lads on- 
many an occasion In the future, and 
could the friends1 at home have had 
the privilege of seeing them as I have 
had I am certain they would say with 
me Terra Nova may well be proud of 
her sons.

Charge Germans
Set Fire to Ship.

Norfolk, Va., Nov. 11.—Only seven 
of the S00 horses carefully selected 
for the French Army on their way to 
France, on board the steamship Rem­
brandt, were alive yesterday after­
noon. Carcases of the dead animals 
were thrown overboard, one at a time, 
for hours during the afternoon by 
members of the crew, just off the Vir­
ginia Capes.

The flat charge that the ship was 
set on fire in Baltimore by Germans 
was made by the captain. He said 
he heard threats while there, that the 
ship would be blown up before she 
reached France.

German Purpose
Rather Unsound.

The final reason why we think the 
Germans will fall is that their pur­
pose is Unsound. They are forsaking 
the principles of war which they have 
done so much to expound. When the 
Kaiser orders an advance on Calais 
at this critical juncture, his reasons 
are political rather than military. He 
is expending his strength in a direc­
tion foreign to his true objective, and 
very rarely in war do such blunders 
fail to mept with retribution. The 
possession of Calais would leave the 
fortunes of Germany very much 
where they were before. I t would 
not disturb the British people, who 
were long ago prepared quite calmly 
to see the Germans in occupation of 
Northern France and even of Paris, 
as was shown when for a brief space, 
Sir Jehe French transferred his sea 
base to the Bay of Biscay.—London 
Times.---------------------------------------- ------
■WARD’S LUMBER-

Russian Underway.
In Every Direction and Prediction 

Made that within 80 days Germany 
will have to Submit to Invasion or 
Withdraw Troops.
London, Nov. 9.—The correspond­

ent of the Times in Warsaw, tele­
graphing under date of Nov. 6, says 
that after spending a fomight in the 
Polish field of operations he has ar­
rived at the conclusion that the Rus­
sian organization is at last under way 
in every direction and that within 
thirty days Germany will either have 
to submit to an invasion by vast Rus­
sian hosts or withdraw; substantial 
bodies of her best troops from the 
western frontier.

“Russia’s huge army is now moving 
with a preciseness which is remark­
able,” he says, "and it is advancing 
with increditable rapidity and 
smothering every rear guard action 
with its numbers. The transport is 
keeping pace everywhere, moving for­
ward night and day. In many cases
the main bodies accomplish twenty
versts (about 14 miles) per day.'

Another Call
1» the Belgians.

All Abled-Bodied Soldiers Must Get 
Back to the Front

London, Nov. 9.—Another call to 
the colors has been issued by the Bel­
gian Government to all nationals. 
The summons this time is accom­
panied by an ultimatim that those hot 
joining voluntarily may be “com­
mandeered."

Under the latest decision the Bel­
gian Government has regard to the 
Belgian refugees. All Belgians under 
45 years of age who were previously 
members of the civil guard, are now 
allowed to enlist in the regular army, 
and all unmarried Belgians between 
18 and 30 not wishing to enlist, as 
volunteers are Informed that they 
“may be commandeered” and tlielr 
services employed in different works 
for the army.

The Belgian government explains 
that the object of this order is to get 
all the able bodied soldiers back to 
the front and induce as many others 
as possible to join the army; and 
secondly, to relieve the British' public 
of the burden of “providing for Bel­
gians who ought to be helping in the 
struggle to dispossess the Invaders.”

A Fight to a Finish.
The German people are now being 

told that the war will be a long one, 
as is evidenced by the address of the 
King of Bavaria at Munich. The 
steady blocking of ail attempts at a 
German advance in the West during 
Vie past two months, in spite of the 
enormous sacrifice of life of the Ger­
man active army and its reserves, and 
the steady drive of the German and 
Austrian armies over the frontiers in 
the East have proved to the Germans 
that their anticipated walk-over 
France hi a few weeks has become a 
delusion and a snare, and that now 
they are face 4,0. face with enemies 
who are determined to push them 
over their frontiers on both borders 
and to catry on war in their own 
territories until their martial re­
sources are exhausted and Prussian 
militarism is absolutely crushed. 
With the present block in the West 
and the increasing pressure in the 
East, the future is clearly with the 
allies. Russian pressure in spite of 
any temporary set-back which may 
ensue will become greater and great­
er. Austria is already not far from 
the point of exhaustion, and she can­
not contribute very material aid to 
the Germans. Britain is becoming 
more and more awake. It takes much 
to rouse the British bull-dog but~when 
once roused he will hold in to a fin­
ish and win or die in the fight. To 
the million men afloat or ashore when 
hostilities commenced, already a mil­
lion men have been added either to 
the Regular Army, the Territorials, 
or to the naval forces, and now the 
Commons have passed an additional 
vote of a thousand million dollars 
and authorized the raising of an ad­
ditional million men.

Britain's gold is being spent to 
keep trade going, to enable Belgium 
ana Servia to carry on war, to provide 
loans for the self-governing colonies, 
to provide for the dependents of her 
own soldiers and sailors, and to pro­
vide the latter with the bestarmaments 
going to bring the; war to a success­
ful issue. While the Germans are 
giving way before the Russians, While 
they are breaking themselves in the 
rock-like defence of the French, they 
are exhausting their military strength 
to a degree far greater than the allies. 
The strength of ,the British Empire 
has only begun to be tapped, the Em­
pire is only getting roused, and when 
that strength is moulded in a military 
form it will begin to tell as surely 
as the Russian millions are telling, 
and next year with a fresh million 
British troops in the field the er- 
mans will find themselves being 
pushed together over both frontiers, 
and the notion of Germany uber 
ailes will be knocked out> of Prussian 
heads once for all.

A despatch from Athens says the 
Turks lost 250 men and two guns, de­
stroyed in the bombardment of the 
forts of the Dardanelles. The former 
German cruisers Goeben and Breslau, 
which are now flying the Turkish flag, 
have re-entered the Bosphorus.

MONUMENT TO LORD ROBERTS.
LONDON, To-Day.

In order that no time should be lost 
in providing a suitable memorial for 
Lord Roberts, Premier Asquith will 
move in the Commons that an address 
be presented to King George, asking 
the King’s directions that a mtournent 
be erected at public cost with an in­
scription on it, expressing the admir­
ation of this House for his illustrious 
military career and its gratitude for 
his devoted services to the State.

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LONDON, To-Day. 
The greatest single demand made 

upon the material resources of Brit­
ain was voiced by Premier Asquith 
yesterday afternoon when in the Com­
mons he moved an additional credit 
for war purposes of 11,125,000,000, 
which in addition to the millions al­
ready voted in August is equivalent 
to an increase of more than 50 per 
cent to the national debt. The Pre­
mier told the House that the largest 
portion of the first £100,000,000 had 
already been expended in the conduct 
of military operations, loans to allies, 
disbursements for securing food sup­
plies for this country, expenditure for 
sugar, which has been especially 
large and would, in the belief of the 
Premier, ultimately be recouped by 
the Exchequer. A considerable sum 
will be spent to secure control of the 
railroads. The Government’s expen­
diture included provisions for refu­
gees. With regard to the purposes of 
the new credit, by far the greater bulk 
of this would be for army and navy 
expenditure. The Premier said the 
civil expenditures would be inconsid­
erable. They would be largely for the 
purpose of securing food supplies and 
for further commodities necessary for 
British use which must be ntade im­
possible for the enemy. Another large 
tem was made up in loans of money 

to others, amounting to £43,000,000. 
The principal item in this list would be 
to the Belgian Government, £10,000,- 
000, and Servia, £800,000, on which 
no interest was to be charged until 
the end of the war. Other loans to 
self-governing Dominions — Canada, 
South Africa, Australia, New Zealand, 
countries which under ordinary cir­
cumstances would be compelled to
borrow in the London market-would 
account for £30,250,000 of the new 
credit, for the reason that the Govt.
iad undertaken the responsibility of
raising loans for, these Dominions.

Regarding the cost of the war, As­
quith said he declined to delve Into 
the future or speculate what commit­
ments it might be necessary for Brit­
ain later, but up to last Saturday the 
actual additional expenditure falling 
upon the Exchequer amounted to be­
tween £900,000 and £1,000,000 a day. 
Having regard to the enormous scale, 
of the operations and other consider­
ations, this sum, the Premier said, did 
not exceed the estimates of expendi­
ture that might reasonably have been 
expected. Continuing, ■ the Premier 
said he would hold out no hope that 
these expenditures would likely be 
diminished. The present measure car­
ries the provisions to March 31st, 
which would not only satisfy the cal­
culations, based on experience, but 
would leave in hand a reasonable mar­
gin. .

Walter Long congratulated the Pre­
mier on the evident determination of 
the Government to carry through the 
great war and leave nothing undone 
to make the issue the only one Brit­
ain could contemplate, that is to say 
successful. The Government could 
count on the widest latitude and abso­
lutely on a free hand. Long said as 
long as the evountry is satisfied it 
would prosecute the war with vigor 
and determination.

Replying to the criticism of the news 
raised in the course of debate, Asquith 
declared nothing had been kept back 
except in cases where such a course 
was required by immediate military 
exigencies. Touching on other points 
raised in the course of debate, Asquiht 
said increased exports to neuftral 
countries were in most cases due to 
the fact that the supply to these coun­
tries from Germany had. been cut off 
rather than to the fact that goods 
were being re-exported by those coun­
tries to Germany. Dealing with the 
vote of a million additional men, the 
Premier remarked that apart from the 
territorials 1,100,000 men were already 
under arms. That number, however, 
he added was not enough. He said 
he saw no reason to be discouraged 

J/ by the recruiting figures. The number 
of men the exigencies of the country 
demanded, he believed, would be rais­
ed. Indeed he considered the recruit­
ing position was very satisfactory 
Since the outbreak, Asquith said, more 
than 700,000 recruits had joined the 
regular army and nearly 300,000 had 

■ joined the territorials. The

The French official announcement 
this afternoon says: During the day 
of yesterday along the Yser Canal 
from Nieuport to the country up the 
river from Dixmude, the fighting was 
limited to artillery exchanges. The 
country having been further inunda­
ted, the submerged territory now 
stretches from Dixmude to a point 
north of .Bixschoote. The forces of 
the erSemy which endeavored to cross 
the Canal between the region of Dix­
mude and Bixschoote were all driven 
back beyond the bridges, and it is 
said a German regiment was com­
pletely destroyed at a point south of 
Bixschoote. To the southeast of 
Yprcs, two other German attacks 
were repulsed. " On our part we have 
taken the offensive and reconquered 
certâin points of support which the 
enemy some days ago succeeded in 
capturing. Between the Lys and the 
Oise therei^have only tëeen operations 
of minor importance, partial progress 
being made by our advance positions. 
In the region of'the Aisne and in 
Champagne country there have been 
artillery exchanges without result. In 
the Argonnes the town of St. Hubert 
has again been attacked by the Ger­
mans without success. In the region 
of St. Mihiel, a surprise attack under­
taken by the enemy against Apre- 
mont resulted in failure.

THE SPY PROBLEM.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

The vast cost of the European war 
was realized in England to-day for 
the first time when Premier Asquith 
stated in the House of Commons, that 
Britain alone was expending between 
$4,500,000 and $5,000,000 daily. To­
day’s session was devoted to a discus­
sion of the war. Some members were 
dissatisfied with the manner in which 
the Government had been run, and 
numerous pertinent questions were 
asked of Cabinet Ministers. The first 
minister grilled was Reginald Mc- 
Keùna, who was asked what precau­
tion had been taken by him, as Home 
Secretary, to prevent the operations 
of spies in England. In reply, Mr. 
McKenna stated that 14,500 aliens 
had been interned in concentration 
camps, this number not including 
prisoners taken in action. He admit­
ted, however, that about 29,000 aliens 
had, thus far, escaped the Govern­
ment’s drag-net, and were still at lib­
erty. The First Lord of the Admir­
alty, Winston Churchill, came in for 
questioning, because of naval losses.

Temperance Meeting 
at Synod Hail.

His Lordship the Bishop of New­
foundland presided at the Temper­
ance meeting held under the auspices 
of the C.E.T.S. at the Synod Hall last 
night. In his opening remarks His 
Lordship referred to his recent visit 
to England, at the outbreak of war, 
and to the steps taken by the Govern­
ment to have business conducted nor- 
l tally. Cards appeared in the win­
ce ws of the principal business hous­
es bearing the winds, "business as 
usual.” These words, though used in 
a strictly commercial sense, might 
; iso be, applied to the cruse of tem­
perance, and those workers who have' 
r -t been privileged to go to the 
front, may render much service at 
home by uplifting the nation through 
the advocacy of temperance. He felt 
that interest in the cause of temper­
ance was not flagging and that the 
small attendance was due to the fact 
that the stores were open, and that 
many others who were not working 
had gone to attend the patriotic con­
cert'at the Grenfell Hall. His Lord- 
ship said that since the formation of 
the Society in 1880, be bad attended 
many meetings, at which the sin of 
intemperance and its consequent 
evils were fully dealt with, so that it 
was unnecessary to dilate any further 
on the subject as the time was ripe 
far active work. Referring to the ac­
tion of the Czar, who has recently 
rouped the sale of liquor to his army. 
His Lordship said that the people of 
Russia would as a consequence arise 
from their former state of degrada­
tion. He then went on to contrast 
the conditions existing during the 
Crimean War with those of the pre­
sent conflict, and exhorted all pre­
sent to pray fervently for the re­
union of Christian churches. He felt 
that the first move in this direction 
would be the uniting of the Greek 
Church with the Anglican. He then 
read an interesting extract from the 
London Standard, entitled “A Tem­
perate Russia,” in which it was shown 
that the abstinence from vodka 
would develop the Russians into bet­
ter fighting men, and His Lordship 
was of the opinion that Russia’s ex­
ample could be followed with much 
profit by Britain. His Lordship 
snoke in felicitous terms of the late 
lamented Lord Roberts and his suc­
cessor, Lord Kitchener, both of whem 
he said, were strong adherents of 
temperance. Recently Lord Roberts 
requested that his troops be not 
treated by the people with intemper­
ate beverages, as a drunken army 
could not win. A similar policy has 
been advocated by the Archbishop of 
Canterbury. Removing the tempta­
tion of drink from our soldiers, would 
be giving them more strength to 
fight. The least, continued His Lord- 
ship, could be done was to practice 
temperance during the war, and af­
terwards it will continue without any 
effort Concluding, he referred to the 
good w'ork being done by the C.E.T.S., 
which was effectively lessening the 
granting of licenses by its restrictions 
and he believed that if our well-to-do 
people became more temperate and 
set the example, that our poorer peo­
ple would follow.

Rev. Canon Bolt was the next 
speaker, reviewing the work of the 
C.E.T.S. since its inception. He cited 
an instance of two young men start­
ing in life, one an intemperate, the 
other a temperate. The latter has all 
the advantages and opportunities that 
are afforded, but his less fortunate 
opponent cannot enjoy them. Thirty 
years ago Intemperance was not con­
sidered any great wrong and was 
passed over flippantly. Times have

changed and liquor has been discov­
ered to be a curse and the greatest of 
all evils. One of the main objects of 
the C.E.T.S. was to prevent as much 
as possible the treating habit. Great 
work has been done by the Society in 
that direction. He exhorted all wo­
men to influence boys to sign the 
pledge.

Rev. Canon White, who followed, 
spoke on the Band of Hope and its 
efforts to make its members patriotic. 
Although it cannot be said that we 
are disloyal, yet we are not fulfilling 
our duty as Britishers. Undoubtedly 
Britain will conquer in the great Eu­
ropean conflict, but we got to help 
to make her win. But we are not try­
ing to do it. We have been advised to 
economize as the people had been in 
England. This especially applied to 
drinkers who were not modifying 
themselves any. If these intemper­
ate ones would mend their ways they 
would benefit themselves, morally 
and physically, help the work of the 
C.E.T.S. and assist their country and 
empire as well.

A vote of than.ks was proposed to 
His Lordship by Mr. R. G. MacDonald 
and carried by acclamation. Mr. Mac­
Donald spoke on t;he main objects of 
the C.E.T.S. During the evening sev­
eral hymns were sung. At the close 
His Lordship pronounced the Bene­
diction. " "'■> ;

THE RUSSIAN ADVANCE.
PETROGRAD, To-day. 

The Russian advance in East Prus­
sia, according to advices, from the 
front, has been assisted materially by 
the cold weather, which enables the 
troops to move more rapidly in the 
swampy lake region of East Prus­
sia. The movements of the army had 
been retarded by soft roads. This 
condition has now been remedied by 
cold weather which has frozen the 
roads.

NO CRIPPLED SOLDIERS IN 
WORKHOUSE. NO DEPEND 
ENTS ON SCRAP HEAP.

LONDON, To-day.
Walter H. Long, Unionist, said the 

country was not likely to be faced 
with the stupendous problem of un­
employment which might naturally 
have- been expected. He believed also 
that the men needed for the army 
would be forthcoming, because the 
spirit of the country was so magnifi­
cent. He congratulated the Govern 
ment on behalf of the Opposition on 
its steadfast determination to carry 
the war to a successful conclusion. 
Long, Healy and Lord Bercsford dis­
cussed the question of publicity, and 
urged that the country should be giv 
en fuller details of the achievements 
of the troops in the fields. Cowan, 
Liberal, proposed that Britain follow 
Russia’s example and prohibit the 
s-ale of liquor during the war. Mr. 

, Healy demanded greater liberality in 
dealing with the dependants of sold­
iers. He said we are not going to 
have crippled warriors in the work 
houses again, or their dependants 
thrown up in ,a scrap heap. In his 
closing address, Asquith placed the 
burden of censorship on France and 
said it was necessary to refer to the 
wishes of the country which was do­
ing the greatest part of the fighting 
and where fighting was being carried 
on. Dealing with the matter of pay. 
the Premier said, the insufficiency of 
the pay of the lower ranks of the 
commissioned officers has long been 
a reproach to this country, but has 
become an indecency and a scandal 
when men are laying down their 
lives. He announced that Kitchener 
had prepared a scheme for increased 
pay. He concluded by declaring that 
sickness among troops had not ex 
ceeded 10 possibly 15 per cent, and 
he believed no body of men had ever 
been brought together who had com­
forted themselves better than the 
present army.

GERMANS LOST 100,000 MEN 
AROUND YFRÉS.

LONDON, To-day.
Telegraphing from Dunkirk, France 

a correspondent to the Daily Mail 
says: There was heavy fighting
around Ypres on Monday. The casu­
alties weré large but the battle re­
sulted in excellent progress for the 
Allies. The German • casualties are 
estimated at 100,000 the past four 
days.
