THE INVESTITURE.

The investiture by the King on Jan­
uary 15th was much the biggest since 
the war began. The King spent well 
over an hour decorating and talking 
with heroes from the war and from 
ordinary life. There were also the 
people in the New Year’s Honors 
List; but, naturally, no one in the 
crowd at the gates took much notice 
of mere civilians in tall hats, when 
they could look at soldiers and sail­
ors fresh from the great fight. The 
officers were as successful a's usual in 
evading curiosity. They came along 
in taxies with the windows up, to the 
despair of the press photographers, 
and half a dozen V.C.’s had come and 
gone before anyone knew about them. 
Among these w'as Commander Na­
smith, whose submarine E-ll plays 
ducks and drakes with Turkish ship­
ping in the Sea of Marmora, and an 
Australian corporal who did great 
things at the Lone Pine trenches. 
There were over fifty Military Crosses 
and something like a hundred D.S.O.’s. 
The stream of men who came across 
the courtyard afterwards casually 
holding the little box with the decora­
tion seemed endless. There were In­
dians with inexpressive faces, big 
New Zealanders, and other soldiers 
from the far corners of the Empire. 
These had no one waiting in the 
street to be told all about it and what 
the King said, but there were Eng­
lish soldiers*too, and the now famil­
iar sight was seen of happy family 
gatherings with a decorated man in 
the centre. The most popular heroes 
for the sightseers were the Red Cross 
nurses in their pretty grey uniforms 
edged with scarlet. The feature of 
this investiture was the large number 
of firemen and policemen—a reminder 
of the everyday heroism going on al­
ways. There was a policeman from 
Blackpool who tackled a lunatic arm­
ed with a revolver and secured him 
alter having been warned that the 
man would shoot at sight. That was 
just before war broke out. Since 
then Police Constable Monks has 
fought with the Lancashire Fusiliers 
at Gallipoli and been badly wounded.

A CERTAIN LADY.

In his speech the other day to the 
members of the New English Clûb at 
Petrograd our Ambassador, Sir 
George Buchanan, alluded to a “cer­
tain lady whose name is familiar to 
you all.” who had made an attempt 
“to persuade Russia that we had al­
ready made overtures of peace to 
Germany.” It would do no harm to 
tell the particulars about this lady 
and her audacious attempt. The laldy 
is a Princess Marie Vassiltchikoff, a 
member of a renowned aristocratic 
family In Russia, whose name is also! 
borne by a member of the present! 
Russian Ministry. The Princess her­
self is an ex-Lady-in-Waiting, and is 
a relation of M. Rodzianko, the Presi­
dent of the Duma, who is himself a 
Chamberlain at the Court. She has, 
however, during the last ten years 
resided abroad, being, it is stated, the 
morganatic wife of a Prince of Liech­
tenstein, a former Austro-H'ûhgàrlah 
Ambassador in Russia. These con­
nections explain Iter conduct. A little 
while ago M. Rodzianko received from 
her a letter offering her services in 
opening negotiations for peace be­
tween Russia and the Central Em­
pires. M. Rodzianko immediately 
handed over the letter to M. Sazonoff, 
Wild ill his turn communichied 'its Con­
tents to M. Kfivbsfoff, the ktoilstcr of

the Interior. The fatter himself stat­
ed in the Budget Committee of the 
Duma what followed. Princess Vas­
siltchikoff, being apparently impa­
tient at the delay, came herself to Pe­
trograd, and took up her abode in one 
of the first hotels of the city. The 
police at once got instructions to 
Watch her movements, and in due 
course she was arrested and sent to 
one of her ^states in the south of 
Russia, where she is still staying un­
der arrest.

GERMANS’ LINGUISTIC DIFFICUL­
TIES.

The linguistic difficulties experi­
enced by high-born German officers 
in the colonies lately under their ad­
ministration are not a little amusing. 
A friend from Australia has been tell­
ing me that when the troops from 
that colony took Rabane they found 
the German officials, philosophical 
enough perforce over the general 
change of conditions, incurably sad at 
heart about one point. On taking 
possession of the island, eleven years 
ago, they naturally discovered that 
tlie natives could not speak German, 
while they found themselves unable 
to master the abounding regional 
dialects. “Pidgin English,” they were 
obliged to realize, was the prevalent 
lingua franca. With the method and 
energy characteristic of their race 
they accordingly (summoning the pro­
fessors to their councils) set them­
selves to prepare a "pidgin German’’ 
to replace the hated idiom. This their 
native subjects were totally incapable 
of assimilating.' The German officer 
till the end found himself obliged to 
give orders to his troops in “low Eng­
lish.” This is the one humiliation 
which apparently the German ex- 
olficial of the captured, territory will 
continue to resent when all else has 
necessarily been accepted as inevit­
able.

LOCAL TRIBUNALS AND THE 
PROBLEM.

In respect to the success of the re­
cruiting endeavor which is now being 
put forth, very much indeed will de­
pend on the local tribunals which 
have been formed to sit and hear 
claims for exemption from military 
service. Unless these prove very 
firm there is bound to be a tremen­
dous reduction in the number of at­
tested rnefi who will be actually taken 
for service. That firmness may not 
in all instances be displayed ; and a 
case is before me of a town in the 
North of England wherein, of twelve 
hundred men attested in the first font- 
groups called up, . more than two- 
thirds have been excused by the advis­
ory committee as being “starred” or 
in one of the very many “reserved" 
occupations, and from the remainder 
a very considerable number of ap­
peals are to come before the local 
tribunal. This sort of thing manifest­
ly tends to reduce the whole of the 
new recruiting scheme to merely a 
nullity, and if it be suffered to spread 
the result will be disastrous. It is 
scarcely possible that the War Office 
authorities know nothing of such a 
condition of affairs, and a few plain 
words at this juncture from the 
Prime Minister in the one House and 
the Secretary of State for War in the 
other might be the, means of doing 
much good.

THE UNIVERSAL LANGUAGE.
The following has points of origin­

ality among soldiers’ yarns; it was 
(old by a West Australian to an earn­
est inquirer who wanted to know all 
about tlie tightest corner he was ever 
in: During the tremendous heats at 
Gallipoli our men used to cut cloth­
ing down to the minimum, and the 
Anzacs were particularly resourceful 
in this matter. They went abou’t of­
ten in shirts with the sleeves cut oif 
and breeches abbreviated to running 
shorts, looking, indeed, like anything 
in the world but regulation soldiers. 
One night a small party of men so 
attired were wandering away from 
their lines When they suddenly found 
themselves surrounded by a larger 
party of grim little Gurkhas. The 
Gurkhas were doubtful who the 
three-paVts-bare men could be, but to 
be on the safe side decided they must 
be some species of Turk, and produc­
ing their nasty knives advanced upon 
the Australians in a businesslike way 
The Anzacs yelled all sorts of things, 
but the Gurkhas merely went on ad­
vancing. Things were looking black 
when .the Anzacs, now thoroughly ap­
preciating the situation, began' to 
swear violently and in fact that saved 
them.

is said that since the earthquake the 
peasants refuse to dig or “mine” for 
briars, as they are afraid that if they 
disturb the ground they will cause an­
other upheaval. The best qualities of 
briar pipes cost no more than before 
the war, and the price is not likely to 
go up. These are mostly manufp.c 
lured in England, and there is said to 
be no serious lack of the raw materi­
al. What does cost more is the 
cheap pipe with the vulcanite stem. 
The sixpenny pipe has disappeared 
from the London shops. Cheap vul­
canite stems were imported from Ger­
many. The English makers are now 
using horn or other substitutes. Am­
ber and meerschaum were also large­
ly German monopolies and the mak­
ers are still living on old stocks sup­
plemented in the casp of amber by tlie 
small quantities which our fishermen 
occasionally dredge up from the bot­
tom of the North Sea.

THE COMING OF SPRING.
Covent Garden, London’s flower, 

fruit and vegetable market center, is 
always particularly interesting in the 
first weeks of the year. Every few 
days there is some new arrival at the 
floral hall to remind dealers and the 
public that springtime is drawing 
nearer. Later, when the market is 
overloaded with tons of golden bloom, 
a few hundredweights more or less of 
daffodils mean little, but the coming 
of the first few blooms of the season, 
rather pale and frail, is an event, and 
the stnall consignments of daffodils 
now on sale are being quickly snap­
ped up at high prices by the florists 
of the \Vest End. Spring might al­
ready be far advanced if the display 
of bloom and its_ extraordinary vari­
ety were nowadays any real criterion 
ot the season’s progress. There arc 
fair quantities of carnations and ros­
es, plenty of tul'ijps and narcissus 
(English as well as French), violets, 
mimosa, gardenias, and camellias for 
buttonholes ; mimosa from /the Riviera 
and white lilac from Holland, liVjes 
and "Itly of the valley, and the late 
flowering chrysanthemum—a fairly 
good list for the middle of winter. 
The. first strawberries of ^Jie season 
are another interesting arrival of the 
last day or two, and they are fetch­
ing "prices varying from eight shill­
ings to }en Kldillngs a pound.

” tion." The'body of the 

picture shows a large key with the 
legend: “Men, Money, Munitions.
Are you helping to turn it?” In re­
gard to men, Newfoundland as a non 
military country has made a good 
start. It is indeed wonderful how the 
recruiting kept up during the sum­
mer and fall of last year without any 
special appeals. St. John’s with the 
advantages of the brigades, military 
and naval men about the city, the 
daily war news, and the large number 
of young men of the outports work­
ing in the city had an easy lead over 
the outport districts. The outport 
districts, however, differ very widely 
among themselves in the response 
their young men made to the colors. 
We believe this is due largely to lack 
of information about the needs of the 
Empire and the lack of special appeal 
to let the young men know their ser­
vices are needed. It is in this direc­
tion the Recruiting Committee is bend­
ing its efforts. In response to the 
special work done by the Grand Falls 
Committee, the new recruiting has re­
ceived an immense impetus. Already 
109 have answered the call at Grand 
Falls, and as men come out of the 
lumber camps, we expect that number 
will be largely increased from 'he 
north. The Grand Falls response has 
beet) a splendid incentive to all the 
settlements in the Island, and we 
have no doubt the result will be com­
mensurate with the stimulus. Now, in 
regard to money, Newfoundland re­
sources are much more limited. New­
foundland cannot, is not in a position 
to do what Canada is doing in paying 
all the expenses of her units in train­
ing and fighting. We are not well 
enough off to find the shot and shell 
and all the manifold expenses, the 
heaviest financial burden in war, of 
our units. We are . undertaking to 
find the pay of our fighters and their 
equipment and keep here in New­
foundland. The costliest part of the 
undertaking in regard to our men is 
being borne by Britain. Surely then 
those who have made handsome pro­
fits out of the . sale of ice-breaking 
steamers will offer no objection to 
handing over a substantial part of the 
profits they made from these sales to 
ease the burdens for the next few 
years which eventually the whole 
community must bear. In regard to 
munitions something is being done. 
We shall be glad to see this under­
taking growing, in order that New­
foundland will be able to say when 
the war ends in victory, she was not 
backward in providing Men, Money 
and Munitions in turning the key to 
the situation. To the young men able 
to fight, to the father and mother with 
a son willing and able to fight, to the 
Man of Money, especially those with 
large war profits and to the worker, 
who can help with munitions, the 
question must be put: Are you help­
ing to turn the key, as are the noble 
women who are sewing and knitting 
for our boys?

Cochrane St. Church.
Messrs. Downing Cook & Company 

contractors for the erection of Coch­
rane Street Methodist • Centenary 
Church, have completed their work 
and the building will be handed over 
this evening. The opening, however, 
will be delayed because the chairs and 
pews which have been ready since the 
end of last year, were held up by the 
embargo on the railway, otherwise, if 
the seats had come along in ordinary 
course, the church could have been 
opened on the first Sunday in March. 
Mr. Gibbs, the representative here of 
the contractors, deserves great credit 
for the manner in which the work'has 
been carried out, and those who have 
looked through the building have been 
delighted with the same. Mr. Gibbs 
speaks in high praise of the local 
workmen and would not wish any bet­
ter. Wherever it was possible lpcal 
labour was employed. The church is 
a record here in various ways. It is the 
first church to be constructed of steel 
and concrete. There are one hundred 
tons of steel in the building and it is 
the steel-work which forms the frame 
and constitutes the strength of the 
edifice. The plan of the Sunday 
School is unique in Newfoundland, be 
ing the first up-to-date Sunday School 
building in this country. The ventila­
tion of the building also calls for com 
ment. Besides the ordinary steam 
heating by radiators there is provision 
for hot, air, which will be blown into 
the building by electric motor and fan, 
while the foul air will be drawn out 
by another motor and fan. Special at­
tention has been given to obviate 
risks from fire. The heating plant is 
contained in a concrete chamber, so 
that fire there can not communicate 
to any other part of the building. 
There is a fire wall between church 
and Sunday 1 School. The electric 
wires are all laid in conduit. The 
cost, including organ will approximate 
$100,000. The organ is being built in 
England by Messrs. Harrison & Harri­
son, of Durham, and, owing to the war, 
will not be ready for the opening of 
tile church.

Mr. A. Dunn is the representative 
of the Building Committee and of the 
architects, Messrs. Ross & Macdonald 
Montreal and he has given constant 
attention to the work, in order, to en­
sure that it was carried out accord­
ing to the plans and specification. It 
it hoped that the Sunday School seats, 
which are now in Sydney, will be re­
ceived in a few days. The congrega­
tion will then worship in the Sunday 
School portion of the building instead 
of the College Hall.

For Day Bulls.

Next week. Contractor Ellis and his 
stall’ will commence operations on the 
erection of the Nfld. American Pack­
ing Co.’s new plant at Bay Bulls. The 
premises formerly owned by Messrs. 
Job Bros, and H. Weeks, of that place 
have been purchased by the company 
writcli is backed up by big Wall Street 
Bankers in New York. The concern 
which will cost many thousands of 
dollars to construct will consist of a 
cold storage plant, capable of stor­
ing 500,000 lbs. of fish at one time, a 
fertilizer plant of a , given capacity 
of 10 tons of fertilizer per day, a dry­
ing plant to be run on the latest scien­
tific principles, a smoke house, oil 
factory, and a canning factory, A 
large; plql’. will be. built, and a separ­
ate building for offices, toilet, etc., 
will be of big dimetlsiiyfs. The com­
pany, of which Air, John (Houston, is 
manager, and Mr. E. St. Jelin Howley 
Managing-Diredtor, will engage sopie 
hundreds of men and girls in the vari­
ous departments. The plant through­
out will be Hydraulic-Electro lighted 
by water power to be taken from 
Long Pond and Main River, and the 
settlement of Bay Bulls will be light­
ed from the same service. Mr. A. E. 
Canning, of G. M. Barr’s employ, is 
now at the place making measure­
ments for the installation of the 
light. Already, over 500 tons of ice 
have been stored to be used in the 
cold storage. The establishing of 
this big concern at Bay Bulls means 
a big thing for the people of the 
whole Southern Shore, for not only 
will hundreds of persons secure em­
ployment in the working of the vari­
ous departments, but it Will benefit 
the fishermen to a marvellous ex­
tent. Each W-ill be able to secure bait 
at all seasons, the fish will be bought 
directly after catching, and paying re­
turns given. Ellis and Co. are now 
drawing up plans for the erection of 
the buildings, and work will com­
mence just so soon as weather condi­
tions permit.

Late 
reports from the British force sur­
rounded by the Turks at Kut-el-Amara 
says the Turks long ago ceased their 
attacks upon the besieged position. 
Vienna records a further drive of Ital. 
ians before the Austro-Bulgarians 
east and south of Durazzo, Albania. 
Eleven Italian officers and over 700 
soldiers have been captured. Durazzo 
docks arc under the fire of the batter­
ies of the Teutons, which are hamp­
ering the embarkation of Italians and 
their Allies in their endeavors to make 
their escape. The situation in Con­
gress since the publication of Presi­
dent Wilson’s letter to Senator Stone, 
concerning the stand of the Chief Ex­
ecutive with regard to the submarine 
controversy between the United States 
and Germany, has become more qui­
escent. It seems apparent that no ac­
tion by either House which might em­
barrass diplomatic negotiations will 
be taken for the present.

FRENCH CONFIDENT IN RESULT

OF VERDIN BATTLE—FRENCH
INNIHILATE GERMAN BRIGADE.

PARIS, To-Day.
The Germans transported to the re­

gion of Verdun in January five army 
corps. All are known to have been 
brought up to reinforce the two corps 
which previously held that part of the 
line between Etain and Vauqois. 
These were the best troops of the Ger­
man army, including, as it is learned 
from prisoners, the famous third corps 
Bradenburg, supposedly equal in valor 
to the Prussian Guards, and the fif­
teenth army corps commanded by Gen­
eral Von Deimling, known in France 
as one of the most brilliant German 
General officers. The resoluteness of 
the Germans to capture the fortress 
is explained by the fascination the 
name Verdun has had in the minds 
of the German people since 1792, and 
the consequent moral value of its fall 
on the Germans. This psychological 
reason in the judgment of high official 
critics explains the presence of Em­
peror William behind the troops and 
the orders of the day issued to the 
army by the Crown Prince's Gener­
als. The French compare the ground 
gained by the Germans in four days 
with twice that amount taken by the 
French ill the .first two days of their 
offensive in Champagne, together with 
eight times the number of prisoners. 
The confidence of the French is un­
shaken by the fierce attacks and the 
slight bending in of the French line. 
The military critics of the Temps re­
port heavy French reinforcements 
have Been brought up. Lieutenant- 
Colonel Leonce Rousset, another mili­
tary critic, relates a conversation he 
had. with a surgeon just returned from 
Verdun. During the present battl^ 
the surgeon saw an entire brigade 
which was advancing in close order 
caught by the concentrated fire of 
French batteries and annihilated in a 
few minutes.

THE COST OF BEING A SEPRESEN 
TATIVfi

I met a gentleman the other (lay, 
whom I had put down as a coming 
member of the House of Assembly, 
-asked him about it, and to my sur­
prise, he. said that he did not want to 
become a member, especially under 
the conditions which- obtain here. 
First, he said that unless a man is 
strong enough to become a member 
of the Executive Council, he becomes 
a pawn on the political chessboard 
and as far as liberty of action or 
thought is concerned he becomes al­
most a nonentity. It is true. “Fbr 
the sake of the party” he has to com­
promise with his conscience over and 
over again, and if he ever ventures to 
kick, he is given quite a cold shoul­
der, and up to the present there have 
been few rank and file men of a Par­
ty who regard their own opinions 
seriously enough to resign or sit 
apart, when their Party takes a line of 
action of which they do not approve 
Politics would reach a higher plane 
if there Were less regard for Party, 
and more regard for country. And 
that brings me to this gentleman’s 
second reason why he would keep out 
of politics. Simply, he cannot afford 
it. Members of the House of Assem­
bly get an aliowanée of two hundred 
dollars a session. When a man be­
comes a representative of a district, 
lie has to face many demands of a 
private nature. If the ladies of 
Pokertown are giving a Bazaar, the 
member is called on for a donation. 
If a church is built, if a man loses a 
pig, or breaks his leg, or has his 
house burnt, the member is given the 
first opportunity lo bead the subscrip­
tion list, ami in Ibis way $21)0 is not 
long in disappearing.

So, under present conditions, a man 
must have somewhat of a reserve to 
draw on if he lias any desire to go in­
to politics.

Under this scheme men would not 

want to become members just for the- 
gain in money and influence for 
themselves. .They would come for­
ward to work for their country’s 
good. Under this scheme we should 
haVe a different stamp of man enter­
ing public life; a stamp that is needed 
there. We should have more radical 
thought, and by that term I mean 
thought that goes to the root and 
fundamental truth of things. And 
there is no salvation for politics, un­
less sucli radical thought becomes its 
foundation.

QUALIFICATIONS.

WH AT THEN I

A good advertisement is remark­
able for.the absence of unnecessary 
matter. The plain, unvarnished state 
ment has more influence than the 
most flowery language. And if hu­
mour is attempted, it must be the 
Work of an artist.

In the papers lately has .been run ­
ning an advertisement for a young 
lady, whose qualifications are given 
fn detail. (“Knowledge of English' 
Grammar, Spelling and Elementary 
Arithmetic is essential." All riglit. 
But surely it is absolutely needless to 
say “knowledge of Latin, Algebra and 
Music quite unnecessary.” To cast 
such a slur on the latter subjects is 
far from humourous. One might be 
tempted to question the statement 
also, and ask if a girl who has a 
knowledge of Latin is not a better 
typist in her better knowledge of 
words, so many of which are derived 
from that language; or if an acquaint­
ance with Algebra does not help to 
tackle legal problems; or if the study 
of Music docs not tend lo give a 
rythmic swing ’to an otherwise mon­
otonous typewriter click!

All this leads to the thought of one 
most pitiable condition of our civiliza­
tion. So many people say. “Oh, he s 
educated enough fof the job he has: 
what more does he want?" But is the 
man no more than a machine? Is he 
just like a belt which makes the pul­
ley go round so that the machine may 
perform its work? 1 hardly think so.
I cannot see why a labourer rolling 
flour on tlie wharves, spreading fish 
on the flakes, shovelling coal, or 
breaking-stones,, cannot go home at 
the end of his day’s work and enjoy 
his Shakespeare, his Virgil, his music 
or any other intellectual enjoyment 
jpst as anyone else. He has-a right 
to their enjoyment if lie has any lik­
ing for these pursuits. If the educa­
tion we gave him. was all that it 
should be, he would not be a worse 
labourer because of these enjoyments. 
AH men are not born* sculptors, ar­
tists, pbets, doctors or statesmen. All 
the education and advantages of a 
hundred conservatories could not 
mak*e a nation of musicians. But 
true Education will discover in each 
individual that particular “bent” 
which is born in him and which he 
should have the opportunity of de­
veloping. And. the great majority of 
us. will not have the makings of an 
artist or a sculptor, but if we have to 
roll flour or build bridges our work 
is no less noble than theirs if we per­
form it aright. The world’s work 
has to be done and if we worked as 
brothers, it could be pleasantly done. 
Of course our Educational system 
does not attempt any such ideal as 
this, but I have come to the conclu­
sion that it is only through Education 
of young rrtinds that we can mould 
this world to our heart’s desire. It 
cannot be done by force. Governments- 
composed of uncompromising, right­
eous, and human men, can do much 
to set examples, but it is a “public 
opinion" that will be in sympathy 
with such a Governmeht that is great­
ly necessary. At any rate, until we 
become brave enough to upset our 
Competitive and cramming system of 
Education, and make all branches of 
it free to all, rich and poor, and. see 
that’ every child is given the oppor­
tunity of keeping at school till say 
17 or 18, till then, we are far from 
doing our duty to the children, and 
far from helping to realize and devel­
op the best that the human racg is 
capable of.

All useful 
things must be beautiful, so why not 
a waste pipe? Why hide its circular 
form behind the front door where all 
the draughts and icy winds so easily 
freeze the genial current of its in­
ward flow, and cause its iron frame to 
crack? Echo answers—Why? Even 
the plumbers say—Why? If you ever 
build a house, take my advice, and pay 
as much consideration to the comfort 
of your water pipes as you do to your 
own comfort, and verily your reward 
will be great, and your plumber’s bill 
decreased?

GOVERNMENT COAL.
The price of this coal has at last 

been fixed at $10. I reckon that after 
payment of alT charges, including 
storage, clerking and weighing, the 
firms selling this coal will reap a net 
profit of about ninety cents per ton. 
As I explained in detail last week, that 
as this is coal brought here by the 
GoveAment, and cheapened by all tlie 
exertions of Government machinery, 
a profit like this is not helping the 
poor man or helping the public. The 
Government has- created a monopoly, 
not in the interests of the people, lmt 
in the interests of two firms. These 
latter stand to make $8,000 on llie 
coal. Actions like this will bring 
nearer the day when a Consumers' 
League, which I hear is already moor­
ed, will import for their own needs.

The Tonnage Question.
Its up to the Government again ! 

Such opportunities for a Government 
lo become in very surety a paternal 
protector to its people have never 
come before. Tlie people appealed 
against the price o£ coal and now the 
merchants appeal for tonnage.

It is interesting to note as I men­
tioned last week that those on whom 
the burden of supplying our needs has 
always rested, have parted with a 
great deal of our tonnage in the sale 
of the ’Ventures, the Nascopie, the 
Beothic and even steamers in course 
of building on the other side.

Remembering this, any help that 
the Government gives must he to the 
advantage of the consumer. Goods 
must not be priced for the benefit of 
the merchant as in the coal question.

If the .situation is a serious one 
something must be done.

1. The Government must take in 
hand and make a list of every steamer 
and vessel owned in the Colony.

2. Following the lead of the British 
Government these carriers should not 
accept a charter-or sail on any mission 
without a license from the Govern­
ment.

3. Freight rates should be based, 
not on the* highest rate given else­
where, but on reasonable and patrio­
tic grounds.

4. If our carriers are insufficient 
for the amount of freight required, 
let the importation of certain unneces­
sary goods be prohibited. In connec­
tion with this I certainly think that 
automobiles and gasolene should be 
banned before building supplies as 
suggested by a member of the Board 
of Trade.

LONDON, Feb. 25. 

The Governor, Newfoundland:
Since the 23rd there has been se­

vere and almost continuous fighting 
north of Verdun, from the right bank 
of the Meuse as far south as Ornes. 
The enemy attacked the French lines 
with great obstinacy and in great 
strength, with the result that the ene­
my penetrated the French advance 
trenches at certain points on a front­
age of several miles, and the French 
have withdrawn from the villages of 
Brabant, Haumont and Somogreux. 
The enemy also made progress in the 
woody districts north of Beaumont. 
The French report that the enemy, 
whose losses were very heavy, left 
heaps of corpses on the ground, with­
out succeeding in breaking their 
iront

This afternoon's report says the 
artillery is now less violent. Theie 
were no further infantry attacks dur­
ing last night..

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, Feb. 25.

In Argonne, east of Vauquois, we 
have executed fires on German works 
in the district of Choppy Wood. In­
termittent activity of artillery con­
tinues between Malancourt and the 
left bank of Meuse. Bombardment 
continued but with less violence in 
the Verdun district. The enemy did 
not attack our positions during the 
night. We are now established on a 
defensive line organized behind Beau­

mont on the heights extending east of 
Champneuville and south of Ornes. 
Quiet night on the remainder of the 
front.

Fighting north of Verdun is dimin­
ishing in violence, the War office an­
nounced to-day. No attack by Ger­
mans was attempted last night. The 
official statement admits that the 
French have fallen back to the rear 
of Beaumont.

Germany's losses during the first 
four days in the battle around Ver­
dun, are authoritatively estimated at 
150,000. The German offensive is 
recognized now as probably only the 
beginning of a determined effort tc 
take the fortress which was formerly 
the key to the French front, and com­
pares in violence and losses to the 
battle of the Yser. The French as­
sume that the battle may continue 
for a fortnight. The German forces 
are known to be at least 300,000, sup­
ported by numerous 15-inch and 17- 
inch Austrian mortars, with all tile 
heavy artillhry useij in the Serbian 
campaign and part of that formerly- 
employed on the Russian frdnt. The 
preparations for the battle were ob­
served early in December, when the 
first troops, assigned for operations 
were brought up, consisting of eight 
divisions, which returned from Ser­
bia and were sent to Belgium for a 
rest and then transported to this 
region. , ,■

16 non-commissioned officers and 5 
officers. In the Argonne our de­
structive fire has bt^Mi efficacious on 
German organize tjefisrK the north of 
La Harazee. In the region north of 
Verdun sUow has fallen in abundance. 
During the day, activity of artillery 
on both sides continued, and was very 
intense on the whole front, and prin­
cipally east of the Meuse, where 
fighting goes on with the same tenac­
ity. Several German attacks with 
large effectives have been conducted 
with unprecedented violence at La- 
cote du Povre, about four and a half 
miles north of Verdun, but were 
without success. Another attack on 
our positions at Boisde la Vauche 
also were stopped. There has been 
no%ifantry action west of the Meuse. 
In the Vosges there has been artillery 
duels in the Valley of Fecht. The 
Belgian communication made public 
to-night says: “It has been a quiet 
day on the whole front.”

CLARKE CONFERS WITH WILSON.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.

“1 think the chances are that Ger­
many will postpone this threatened 
performance until April or at least 
until the middle of March,” said 
Speaker Clarke to-day, after a con­
ference with President Wilson, “there 
is rumor to that effect and postpone­
ment would give us more time."

ZKV. CASUALTIES.
LONDON, Feb. 25.

The revised official figures of casu­
alties as a result of the Zeppelin raid 
of January 31st, over England, given 
out to-day, are 57 killed and 117 in­
jured.

SWEDISH STEAMER HELD FOR
