An-
other German attack on Pois De Vach
positions was also checked. West of
the Meugé no infantry attack. Artil-
lery duels\are reported in Fecht Val-

ley, Vosges. Quiet day on Belgian
front.

Letters From :
Our Regiment

An interesting letter from ‘“some-
where in the East,” dated January 23,

officer of “Ours” and who was one of
the Newfoundlanders selected to guide
the allied troops back from the firing

Helles. From the letter: we have
taken the following:— P

“It certainly is-a fine treat to be
here, off that ‘Galloping’ Peninsula,
because you can at least walk around
without thinking of crawling in a hole
when: you hear the “whiz” of a shell,
Of course you have read about the
evacuation of Suvla, Anzac and Cape
Helles. We were at Suvla all the time
and then came and went to Helles. It
was at the latter place we got shelled.
We were at the beach loading lighters
with ammunition of all kinds, and I
think we were very fortunate, as we
had only about 6 casualties there
while some battalions lost 20 per day
every few days. Some of the battalion
went to Lemnos Island, after the
evacuation of Suvla and I was among-
st them. We were there 5 days, Xmas
day falling in between. I met a college
pal of mine there named Appleby; of
Halifax. He was in the Canadian
Army Medical Corps. There were
three Canadian Hospitals there and he
was a mail orderly. I had a dandy
Xmas dinner, 8 of us polished off two
turkeys, a duck, etc. For dessert the
order came to pack up, and at seven
o’clock next morning we were on a
transport and off to the front again.
The wonderful Xmas parcels arrived
two days ago. There was a parcel for
each man, but all the cakes were
mouldy and unfit to eat. There are
various reports about the movements
of our transports. I am quite fit.”

S. S. Terra Nova’s
First Voyage.

Thirty-one years ago to-day the s.s.
Terra Nova, Capt. Fairweather, ar-
rived from Dundee, Scotland, to pros-
ecute the sealfishery. Her maiden
trip-to the icefields proved successful,
as she arived back on April 6th with
21,741 seals stowed below. She will
be prosecuting the sealing voyage
again this year in charge of Capt. S.
R. Winsor on the northern froant.
About 15 years ago she was purchased
by Messrs. Bowring Bros., Ltd., her
present owners., During her career
the Terra Nova was on expeditions
both in the Arctic and Antarctic re-
gions.

I cannot see why a labourer rolling
flour on the wharves, spreading fish
on' the flakes, shovelling coal, or
breaking stones, cannot go home at
the end of his day’s work and enjoy
his Shakespeare, his Virgil, his music
or any other intellectual enjoyment
just as anyone else. He hasa right
to their enjoyment if he has any lik-
ing for these pur.ﬁu‘its. If the educa-
tion we gave him. was all' that it
should be, he would not be a worse
labourer because of these enjoyments,
AH men are not born¢ sculptors, ar-
tists, poets, doctors or statesmen. All
the education and advantages of a
hundred conseérvatories could not
make a nation of musicians. But
true Education will discover in each
individual that particular “bent”
which is’ born in him and which he
should have the opportunity of de-
veloping. And_the great majority of
us will not have the makings of an
artist or a sculptor, but if we have to
roll flour or build bridges our work
is no less noble than theirs if we per-
form it aright. The world’s work
has to bé done and if we worked as
brothers; it could be pleasantly done.

The price of this coal has at last
been fixed at $10. I reckon that after
payment of alF charges, including
storage, clerking and ~ weighing, the
firms selling this coal will reap a net
profit of about ninety cents per ton.
As I explained in detail last week, that
as this is coal brought here by the
Goverhment, and cheapened by all the
exertions of Government machinery,
a pi‘oﬁt like this is not helping the
poor man or helping the public. The
Government has* created a monopoly,
not in the interests of the people, bhut
in the interests of two firms. These
latter stand to make $S8,000 on the
coal. Actions like this will . bring
nearer the day when a Consumers’
League, which I hear is already moot-
ed, will import for their own needs.

In connec-
tion with this I certainly think that
automobiles and gasolene should be
banned before building supplies as
suggested by a member of the Board
of Trade.
