A Renowned Airman.

Commander Samson, D.S.0O., RN,
the well-known airman, is one of the
most fameus of British naval air-
men. He flew over the German Em-
peror’s yacht when the Kaiser was in
the Mediterranean in 1911, and ‘was
the first officer’ to make a successful
flight from a British warship. It was
he, who ;led the ht-flying raid on
Brussels in December, 1914, and who
in February, 1915, was in command of
the thirty-four aeroplanes and sea-
planes which flew from Dover and
raided the Belgian coast with great
effect. In that raid Grahame White
fell into the sea. He also did brilliant
work in command of a small armour-
ed motor-car force, which harried the
Uhlan patrols fore-running the Ger-
man invasion of France. One of his
men carried out the feat of .changing
an aeroplane propeller blade while
the machine was flying 2,000 feet above
the, sea. Commander Samson was in
command of the seaplane carrier “Ben
My Chree” (one of the fastest pas-
senger steamers in the world, which
before the war was on the Manx ser-
vice), which was sunk by gunfire in
Kastelorizo Harbour, Asia Minor, on
January 11, 1917. The Germans offer-
ed 2 reward of £1,000 for his capture,
dead or alive, dwing to the success of

The Minister of Marine and
Fisheries has been foiled again.
The attempt of Honorable Wil-
liami Ford Coaker to usurp the
prerogatives of the Legislature
has ended in failure and
condemnation and the dictator
finds himself in a most ridicu-
lous position, for he cannot in
any way retrieve the recent
blow administered to his self-
pride by the Supreme Court.

the hardest hit by the bulk ex-
port ukase of the Fisheries Min-
ister. There will be no oppor-
tunity given these men of re-
couping themselves for lost pay,

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Spanish Fish Merchants to Ask
Their Government to Prohibit Ex-
portation of Salt to Newfoundland
and to Increase Import Duties on
Newfoundland Fish Products.

Senor Dominguez, the St. John’s Agent of
Messrs. Lazo and Company, Fish Merchants of

Seville, Spain, is in receipt of a cable message from
his principals which reads:—

LUCKY DEMPSEY.

The frenzied bidding for the Demp-
sey-Carpentier match indicates that
Jack Dempsey, who a year or two
ago was travelling around the coun-
try via the box car and break beam
route, soon will be the world’s rich-
est pagilist if his luck holds good and
he does mot meet with untimely de-
feat.

The price of heavyweight cham-
pionship fights has increased so fast
of late that there is no telling what
they will cost the promoters before
Dempsey finally is beaten, The latest
offer of $250,000 for the Dempsey-
Carpentier affair is almost double the
record which was set last July 4,
when Tex Rickard put up a purse of
$197,600 for the Willard-Dempsey
mateh. Before Dempsey and Carpen-
tier are actually signed for battle
the pirse may have {increased to
$300,000.

Dempsey certalnly is the most for-
tunate fighter the ring has seed.
Previous to the Jeffries-Johnsen bat-
tie in 1010 purse of §20,000 and #80,-
000 were considered to have reaehed
the limit. In faet they were regard-
ed toe high for the sport. Then aleag
eame Tex Rickard with his 101,000
bid for the Jeffries-Johnson mateh.
The purse for that battle really was
$181,000, for Rickard gave each fight-
er a bonus of §#10,000 for signing ar-
ticles, This was kept a seeret by the
promoter, each fighter thinking he
was putting something over on his
opponent.

The next big purse was the $75,-
000 put up by Rickard for the Wil-
lard-Moran bout in the Garden. So
far Rickard is the only promoter dar-
ing enough to put up as yet and it is
not known whether he will be a fac-
tor in the situation. Rickard’s three
big venutres in the ring sport were
all successful financially, but the pro-
fits from the Willard-Dempsey = bout
{ were hardly large enough to pay him
! for his time and trouble at stake.

st Successful Promoter.

If Rizkard makes up his mind that
he wants the match he probably will
get what he went after. He always
has been able to outbid his rivals,
finding it easy to frighten away all
opposition from rival promoters. If
the match is held in Americi Rick-
ard undoubtedly will be the promo-
ter.
