The World’s Finest Library
Facts About the British Museum.

There is a prevalent belief that the 
English are, as a race, indifferent to 
learning. Whether that be so or not 
it is undeniably true that England 
possesses in the British Museum 
Reading Room what is probably the 
finest library in the world.

This wonderful collection of books 
grew from small beginnings. It was 
in 1753 that Sir Hans Sloane be­
queathed to the nation his books, 
manuscripts, objects of natural his­
tory, and works of art.

An Act of Parliament directing the 
icceptance of Sloane’s offer provided 
also for the purchase of the Harleian 
Library of Manuscripts and the in­
corporation of the two collections 
with the Cottonian Library, which 
was at that time housed in Dean’s 
Yard, Westminister. In order to pro­
vide the funds and to secure a per­
manent lodgment for the books the 
Government raised by means of a lot­
tery ihe sum of £100,000. Montague 
House, in Great Russell Street, was 
purchased as a suitable place for the 
reception of the libraries, and in 
1759 the British Museum was first 
thrown open to the public.

I.ambs “Course of Reading.”
A reading-room was set aside for

the use of students, but it does not 
appear that many availed themselves 
of the facilities offered them. Indeed, 
the late Lord Beaconsfield has left to specify some particular branch of

The printed catalogue might al­
most be described as a library in 
itself. It consists of some eight hun­
dred volumes, and it owes its incep­
tion, in its present form, to the in­
dustry and enthusiasm of Sir An­
thony Panizzi, for many years 
Librarian to the. British Museum. 
The first volume, containing the let­
ter A, was printed in 1841, but inr- 
mediately afterwards the printing of 
the catalogue was suspended for 
some years.

Under the terms of the Copyright 
Act of 1842, a free copy of every 
printed book, newspaper, or docu­
ment printed in this country is re­
quired to be sent to the Museum. A 
similar order, by the way, is en­
forced with regard to the Bodleian 
Library at Oxford.

The use of the library is open to 
every qualified student who is not 
less than twenty-one years of age. 
Those wishing to become “readers" 
must apply to the Superintendent, 
stating for what purpose they in­
tend to use the room—it is advisable

And now the duty devolves upon 
Father Kelly to erect a new church 
at Topsail—the old one in which the 
good people have assisted at the Holy 
Sacrifice for so many y®ar^i having 
outlived its usefulness. The old 
church, which was removed a few 
days ago by the free labor of the peo­
ple. under the superintendence of Mr. 
E. J. Doran, was erected 73 years ago 
by that saintly parish priest, of Por­
tugal Cove, the late lamented Vener- 
able Father Thomas O’Connor, and, 
if we mistake not, was consecrated by 
the illustrious prelate, Rt. Rev. Dr. 
Mullock. A new wing was added by 
the late Father Morris, and another 
wing by the late venerable Father 
Vereker, for many years parish priest 
of Ferry land.

Perhaps no village in the country 
Is more favorably known than Top­
sail, which is aptly styled—the Brigh­
ton of ’"ewfoundland. It is there 
large numbers of our city folk, with 
their wives and families, reside dur­
ing the summer months—away from 
the madding crowd of the city, and 
it is there that the over-worked office 
hand, artizan and citizens generally 
spend their week-end, amidst the 
gentle breezes which are wafted over 
the beautiful Bay of Conception. It 
is there one can view in the distance 
the Iron Isle, from which such great 
wealth continues to be taken, and 
conveyed to ai! parts of the world, 
afterwards being manufactured, un­
fortunately. abroad.

Father Kelly’s parishioners are 
mostly composed of enterprising 
farmers, and are necessarily scatter­
ed over that portion of the shore 
which comprises the limit of his par­
ish. They are enterprising, indus­
trious and cheerful givers to the 
church according to their means, but 
their numbers are not great and their 
portion of worldly wealth is but lim­
ited. But what they can afford they 
give willingly and cheerfully, and 
we feel convinced that the good peo­
ple of St. John's and other places in 
our country will assist the zealous 
pastor in the most laudable and 
necessary work that he has under­
taken, to erect a church in which the 
faithful and devout can worship, as 
their predecessors have done before 
them.

The ceremony of laying the corner 
stone of the new church will be per­
formed by His Grace Archbishop 
Roche at four o’clock on Sunday 
afternoon next, and we understand 
that next summer, if all goes well, 
the sacred edifice will be dedicated 
to the great apostles Saints Peter 
and Paul.

As the road between St. John's and 
Topsail is now in good condition, it is 
only reasonable to suppose that large 
numbers of the Catholic people of the 
city will take advantage of the oc­
casion to visit the village, and ac­
knowledge by their presence that 
they appreciate the zeal and energy 
of the beloved pastor in his endeavors 
to erect a monument to the Glory of 
God in which the good people of the 
parish can always be present to as­
sist at the Holy Sacrifice of the 
Mass. As time goes on Father Kelly 
hopes to be in a position to enlarge 
the school-house, provide all modern 
improvements, and make it a chan­
nel of education which will prove a 
source of happiness to himself and 
of great benefit to the rising genera­
tion. In such good work all should 
assist.

That Have Sailed 

The Seven Seas.
(By Arthur S. Hildebrand, in the New 

York Post.)
“I'll give you a ship,” said Capt. 

Pirece—and Capt. Slocum, hoping for 
a fine pew steel bark, his mind going 
back, no doubt, to the old days when 
he was the last to take in his royals 
in great gales south of the Horn, fol­
lowed his friend up. the Acushnet 
River into the fields. A mast was , 
sticking up into the sky—a weather- 1 
ed spar, sprung by long use, with 
rigging slack 'and frayed ends of rope I 
trailing. "There she is!” said Capt. j 
Pierce, pointing to the sloop Spray, 
laid up in the meadows a mile from 
the sea to end her days in dreams of 
blue water. j

There was nothing to suggest hil- ; 
lowing royals in the aspect of the 
mast of the Spray, but to a sailor, es­
pecially if he has been ashore for 
years and is hungry for the sea, a 
mast is a mast, and makes promises. 
To a sailor a ship is a ship, and there 
is delight for him in patching and 
tinkering and messing about with 
wood and hemp and canvas, whether 
the ship be little or big. Capt. Slo­
cum rebuilt the Spray, though she 
was more than ninety years old and 
had been given up for a ruin. Timber 
by timber and plank by plank he re­
placed the old with the new, until the 
old Spray, rising from the bones of 
her dead self, shaking off the idle 
years of dreaming, was fit for sea.

Those who passed by and paused 
to watch the progress of the work 
asked if it would pay. Was the old

sloop worth it? The broad, powerful 
bow of the new Spray, rising up 
above the meadow, was the answer to 
that. To a sailor a ship is a ship, 
and will always pay.

Islands That Are Born.

at sea, pushing through it, with the 
white water thundering under the 
cutwater and a breeze of wind sing­
ing over the sea; a chart and a com- j 
pass, a sight of the sun or the moon !

From Gibraltar, the Spray sailed 
back across the South Atlantic and 
follow-ed down the coast to the 
Straits of Magellan. This is the End 
of the World; a horrible, desolate, 
gloomy country, with towering black 
capes and bare mountains, evil winds 
and cross-currents and bad weather.

Therp was recently another bad 
earthquake in the' Aleutian Islands, 
which lie west of Alaska, and a new 
island was born.

It was the third fisland to rise in' 
these waters within little more than 
a century. On May 1st, 1796, the Rus­
sian admiral, Bogoslof, was off this 
coast when a terrible darkness fell, 
and fire rushed out of the ocean with 
a mighty, roaring sound. Next day 
was seen a black island, three miles 
round s>nd five hundred feet high, 
with tlLa sea boiling all around it.

Soon it began to decrease, and to­
day there is only a little of it left. 
In 1S83 there was another convul­
sion, and a new island rose close to 
the remains of the old one. A year 
later the first landing was made upon | 
it by British officers. It was still I 
very hot, and about eight hundred ; 
feet high. It soon began to shrink, ' 
and to-day is less than half its former 
siize.

Fffty Feet Below Water.
Expedition Island, off the north­

west corner of Australia, was thir­
teen miles long, and famous for its 
beauty. It was visited as lately as 
1892. To-day it has disappeared, and 
is now fifty-feet below water.

In 1693, Torca, a large and beau‘- 
tiful island in the Indian Ocean, be­
gan to smoke. The centre sank in, 
leaving a lake of raging fire, and the 
people took to their boats in terror. 
Presently the whole of Torsa had 
vanished, and to-day its remains lie 
hundreds of feet below the surface of 
the sea.

The most famous of disappearing 
islands is the fairy-island of St. 
Brendan, which was said to lie to the 
south-west of Ireland, to be frequent­
ly seen, yet to vanish when any 
mariner sailed towards ft.

That there was once such an is­
land is clearly proved by its mention 
in an old treaty in which the King of 
Portugal ceded certain islands to 
Castile. Among these islands is men­
tioned St. Brendan.

The Spray was about 36 feet long 
and displaced somewhat more than 
thirteen tons. She was wide and 
powerful, strongly built, with a 
broad, flat floor to sail on. a hard 
turn of the bilge to hold her up when 
the wind blew and a long keel to 
keep her steady on her course. By 
some standards she was ugly; her 
bows were round as an apple, her 
stern as square as the end of a barn, 
her mast was stumpy and her heavy 
bow-sprit ran out above her figure­
head like the trunk of a tree. But 
beauty is virtue, and the Spray was a 
perfect craft for deep-water voyaging.

Almost casually Capt. Slocum set 
out from Gloucester, Mass. His chro­
nometer was an ancient tin clock with 
only one hand, his stove an impro­
visation of a cabin lamp, his tender 
a Bank dory cut in two, with the end 
boarded up, resembling a bathtub. 
He had no patent windlass, no bronze 
blocks, no screw steerer, no polished 
binnacle. He sailed “by guess and 
by God.” He let her go from Yar­
mouth, N.S., full and bye, around 
Cape Sable, with the wheel lashed 
for Gibraltar, and hit it end on. 
Sailors can do such things. A month

Pacific he ran into a roaring gale of 
Cape Horn weather that drove him 
back through the breakers of the 
Milky Way off Fury Island into the 
Straits, with a month of weary labor 
to do over again.

The long swells and the trade 
winds of the Pacific were a holiday. 
While his ship took care of herself, 
the captain sat below in his bunk j 
reading, day and night, watching the . 
stars through thé hatch or the square 
of sunlight that dipped and slid 
across the floor and up the wall with j 
the rolling of the ship, listening to 
the noise of the moving water against 
the planks. There were flying fish 
and dolphins to watch, sea birds 
were flying above the wake, and there 
was always the sea. There was hap­
piness enough in sailing.

From Juan Fernandez to Samoa 
and Australia, through Torres Straits 
and across the Indian Ocean, the 
route led around the Cape of Good 
Hope and across the Atlantic again, I 
bound for home. Off the mouth of 
the Amazon on May 14, 1898, the
Spray spoke the Oregon on her way 
in from the famous voyage around 
Cape Horn. “Are there any men-of- 
war about?" signaled the Oregon, to 
which Capt. Slocum answered that 
he had seen none, and then, being 
somewhat nervous at returning to a 
countrj' at war, added, “Let us keep 
together for mutual protection.” But 
in a few hours the Oregon was hull 
down ahead, a smudge of smoke over 
the rim of the world.

Crowning a Pagoda.
A curious festival was held not 

long ago in Mandalay, the chief town i 
of Burma. A new pagoda dedicated 
to the Buddhist religion was to be 
completed by the placing of a huge 
crown or thi upon its summit, more 
than 300 feet above the ground.

To witness the ceremony came 
Buddhas from Indo-China, from the 
Himalayas, from Laos and Chan and 
Siam. Warriors from Katschin, sor­
cerers from Mot and people from 
other places made a medley of lan­
guages like that at Babel.

On à street corner would be seen a 
barber pulling a customer’s tooth. On 
another corner a Mohammedan bird 
dealer sold caged paroquets to Bud- 
hists who piously set them free. At 
every modern booth one could buy ice 
cream, soda or tea. Mandalay was a 
gorgeous spectacle and the new pago­
da was the centre of it.

Every pagoda has at its summit a 
thi or cap, the placing of which is 
often a herculean task. The one now 
to be raised weighed several hundred 
pounds and consisted of a gilded ball 
and crown and a great spindle above 
it.

To get it to the top an inclined 
plane of bamboo scaffolding, like a 
huge toboggan slide, had been built, 
and was decorated with siilk flags and 
umbrellas. Up the inclined plane the 
heavy cap was slowly pulled. Six 
days were required for the ascent and 
a seventh to fasten lit in place.

Slocum took her up the river and 
tied her to the stake which had been 
driven into the bank to hold her at 
her launching. She had been away 
three years and two months.

No one has asked, since then, If it 
paid to rebuild the Spray. Her voy­
age was an achievement. Never before 
had any ship done what she had done. 
Because of her voyage, and because 
of the excellence of the record of it 
which Capt. Slocum has left behind 
him in his books, the Spray has been 
the example and inspiration for all 
similar voyages which came after her.

Honest Work For Honest Pay.
We have argued for the rights of 

Labor ; we should like to emphasize 
also its duties. There is growing up 
in this and other lands a belief that 
a man should seek to make as good a 
living as possible with the 
possible minimum of toil; and we 
have a right to insist upon the old, 
old truth that men must labor. Labor 
is essential to the life of the race, 
equally so to its development, and is 
necessarily fundamental to civiliza­
tion. There is an idea abroad which 
is finding some favor with unthinking 
men that labor is really a necessary

portant as the rate of wages is the craftsmen, but still men who under- 
! matter of education, and this is even i stand their needs and who in the

evil, and men should do as little as 
possible. This is surely a mistake 
and one which, if persisted in, will 
have disastrous consequences. We 
believe in the short-hour day in rela­
tion to all; but we belipve also just 
as firmly in an honest day's work for 
a full day’s wage.

A man is known by his work, and

Capital ip the past has 
insisted upon this duty of Labor, and 
has failed to insist upon its own, and 
the moment a man begins to talk 
abqut the duty of Labor we are apt 
to suspect that he has some secret 
sympathy with the old-fashioned in­
dividual who worked men like 
machines until they were worn out 
and then threw them away. But we 
are arguing not from the point of 
view of the capitalist, but from the 
point of view of Labor itself. If 
Labor is to live and live comfortably, 
then Labor must toil; and if one 
class of Labor insists upon its rights 
and forgets its duties, other classes 
of labor will suffer for it.

British Miners’
Strike Inevitable.

Only Eleventh Hour Surprise Can 
Prevent 11- - -Reprisals Taking 
Place in Ireland—Price Cutting 
Has Commenced in Chicago.
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SIX CONSTABLES KILLED.
DUBLIN, Sept. 23.

An official report issued at Dublin 
Caetle this evening shows that the 
attack. Wednesday, on a motor lorry j 
containing six policemen, near j 
Lahinem. was more seilone than was 
previously announced. Six Constables , 
were killed, while soldiers, who fired i 
on their assailants, assert that they j 
saw four of them drop. The police al­
lege that their assailants used dum­
dum bullets and that the wounded 
were fired upon and killed.

THE BEGINNING OF REPRISALS.
LONDON, Sept. 23.

As a reprisal for the shooting of 
police near Lahinch, says a dispatch 
to the Central News from Ennis, a 
party of uniformed men during the 
night, set fire to 18 houses in Mill- 
town, Malbay, Lahinch and Ennis- 
town and three civilians were shot 
dead.

PRICE SLICING IN CHICAGO.
CHICAGO, Sept. 23.

Price cuts were announced to-day 
by Sears Roebuck & Co. and Mont­
gomery Ward and Co., two of the 
largest mail order houses in the Unit­
ed States. Sears Ilaebucks reductions 
range from 2(Kto 60 per cent., and 
those of Montgomery Ward & Co. are 
from 10 to 20 per cent. Some of Sears 
Roebuck cuts are: sheeting 45 per 
cent, standard muslin 60 per cent: 
automobile tires 25 per cent: women's 
shoes 20 per cent: men's overalls 40 
per cent: jumpers 10 to 20 per cent. 
Although no radical cuts in food were 
announced, prices in sugar, rolled oats, 
prunes and a few other articles were 
reduced from 5 to 10 per cent.

NO DECISION REACHED.
LONDON, Sept. 23.

This was a day o- conferences. 
First, the Triple Alliance, composed 
of the Miners’ Railway Men and 
Transportation Workers met as one 
body. Then there were sectional 
meetings, and finally another joint 
meeting, lasting until midnight. 
Many of the leaders favored concilia­
tion and further negotiations with the 
Government, but so far as the miners 
were concerned the majority decided 
to endeavor to get what they desire 
by means of a strike. This policy 
having b. en adopted, it remained for 
the Triple Alliance to decide what, if 
any action, the Railway and Trans­
port Workers should take to support 
the miners. There were many speech­
es, but the long con.erence could not 
reach a decision.

BOMB EXPLOSION IN MONTREAL
MONTREAL, Sept. 24. 

Early this morning the neighbor­
hood. for blocks around St. Timothee 
Street, tear St. Catherine Street. 
East, one of the main thorofares of 
this city, was shaken by a bomb ex­

plosion. The house in St. Timothee 
Street where the explosion occurred 
is occupied by a French woman. 
Every window in the house was shat­
tered, and blocks of the masonry of 
the cellar were hurled across the 
street. So far as is known no one 
was injured.

REPRISALS MAT OCCUR.
DUBLIN. Sept. 23.

General Sir Nevil l.IacCready, com­
mander of military forces in Ireland, 
in an interview to-daÿ denied that 
the reprisals for the assassination of 
police, taken at BalbriL *n by the 
Black and Tans, and elsewhere by the 
regular police or military, were actu­
ated by any set policy formulated by 
the Government. He declared, how­
ever that if the guerilla warfare of 
the Irish Republican Army continued, 
the situation might become such that 
reprisals would be necessary.

THE INEVITABLE EXPECTED.
LONDON. Sept. 23.

The coal situation to-night is very 
grave, hopes, entertained earlier in 
the week of an amicable settlement, 
not having been realized. Interviews 
between the Government and Miners’ 
representatives have had no result, 
and unless there is some eleventh 
hour surprise, a strike will commence 
on Saturday, which may involve all 
transport workers as well as miners.

BETTER AT EVENING.
LONDON, Sept. 23.

The Lord Mayor of Cork is some­
what less exhauted by evening, says 
a bulletin issuej by the Irish Self- 
Determination League at 8 o’clock to­
night. Pains in Ills head, from 
which he has been suffering for two 
days, have abated. He is still con­
scious.

LETGUES FOR PREMIER.
PARIS. Sept. 24.

Georges Leygues, Minister of Mar­
ine. in the Clemenceau Cabinet, has 
accepted a call to the premiership 
under Millerand. Leygues will also 
act for the foreign minister.

BETTER KEEP THE PLANT.
LONDON, Sept. 24. 

Workmen at Orlando shipyards, 
Leghorn, Italy, have refused to return 
the plant to its owners until paid for 
their time on strike.

Wall Street Explosion.
Mr. Jas. J. McGrath, B.L., received 

a letter, which we print underneath, 
from his nephew, Jim McGrath. The 
latter works with the Wall Street 
Journal and his office is situated on 
the corner of Wall and Broad.

New York, Sept. 16, 1920.
Time—3.26 p.m.

Dear Uncle Jim,—Great excitement 
around this section to-day, the whole 
district of Wall Street was shaken 
and thrown into consternation at ex­
actly 12.01, noon. I had just left the 
office and was on Broad Street when 
there was a great explosion. We all 
looked in the direction of the sound 
and saw the smoke coming up from 
Wall Street right on the corner where 
the building of J. P. Morgan & Co. is 
located. Of course we were all scared 
stiff and a regular panic existed. The 
glass in all the building was broken 
by the terrific concussion and the lat­
est reports that we have on our Ticker 
is that there are at least 24 dead and 
approximately 200 injured. The offices 
of J. P. Morgan & Co. were wrecked 
completely, the Stock Exchange build­
ing was likewise torn up and all the 
neighbouring buildings lost all their 
windows. You can imagine what it was 
like, ambulances and private cars and 
the Fire Brigade.—the explosion also 
caused a fire. Everywhere you looked 
you could see some one bleeding and 
Broad Street was literally covered 
with glass—and big plate glass at 
that. The theory advanced as the cause 
of the explosion is that it was a con­
spiracy to wreck J. P. Morgan’s place, 
and the means used were an old horse 
and wagon that drew up in front of 
J. P. Morgan’s offices on the Wall St- 
side. There was about a hundred 
pounds of nitro glycerine and a bomb 
in the wagon. The bomb was timed 
to go off at 12.00 sharp and so it did. 
There was nothing left of the horse or 
wagon. This is only a supposition and 
nothing certain yet. It couldn’t happen 
at à worse time as all the people were 
out at lunch. Will let you know fur­
ther soon. Guess this is a balled up 
affair anyway I am slightly excited. 
My office is about 100 yards from Mor­
gan’s place and in the same row of , 
buildings as the Stock Exchange 
Building.

THURSDAY, Sept 22.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House was called to oçder at 
3.30 by His Lordship the Bishop, who 
read the Opening prayers.

The r611 having been called, the 
House proceeded to business.

Minutes of yesterday’s session were 
read and approved and signed, 

i Canon Bolt presented the report of 
the Ordination Candidates’ Fund. On 
motion the report was received and 
adopted.

! Rev. T. E. Loder, Grand Falls, mov­
ed second reading of Bills to amend 
Chapters I., VII. and IX. of the Con­
stitution and Rules.

j Mr. Loder explained that the bills 
! were interdependent, and therefore he 
j wished to have them taken together. 
The aim of the bills was the alteration 
of the status of a voter or speaker at 
a parish meeting, making the mone­
tary standard $3.00 instead of $2.00, 

i and making residence in a parish or 
mission for a full year necessary be­
fore speaking or voting. House agreecj.

Rev. T. E. Loder moved the House 
into Committee of the Whole to con- 

i sider the matter.
The House went into Committee.
The House in Committee agreed to 

the amendments proposed.
Mr. Loder moved that the commit­

tee rise and report the bill passed. 
Agreed. Committee rose.'

Mr. Loder gave notice that he would 
on to-morrow move that the bill be 
read a third time and passed.

Mr. H. S. Hayward moved the adop- 
I tion of the Report of the Diocesan 

Board of Religious Education. On be­
ing duly seconded, it was agreed.

On motion the House adjourned at 
5.30.

NIGHT SESSION.
The House resumed at 7.30, the 

Lord Bishop presiding. Prayers were 
I read by the President. Rolls were 

called, and the Synod proceeded to 
business.

His Lordship read a letter from Rev. 
Canon Kuhring of St. John, New 
Brunswick, who visited’ Newfoundland 
this summer in the interest of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society, ex* 
pressing to the Bishop, Clergy and 
Laity of the Church in Newfoundland 
a sense of his gratitude for the many 
kindnesses received during his tour of 
nearly a month in Newfoundland.

His Lordship intimated that inas­
much as many other important matters 
have yet to be considered he would 
request outport clergy and lay dele­
gates to try and remain in St. John’s 
over the coming Sunday, and that as 
Bishop he would excuse the clergy 
from any obligation that they felt they 
should return to their parishes and 
mission before Sunday.

His Lordship also read an emission 
from his charge delivered at the be­
ginning of the session. In reference to 
the death of George H. Davey and of 
his real and valuable services as a 
son of our Church. His affection for 
the Mother Church of which he was 
churchwarden, his sympathy for our 
orphanages, his bequests to the 
orphanage and to Diocesan and Parish 
funds, witness to the largeness of his 
heart and the sincerity of his devotion 
to his Church.

Mr. Brian Dunfield moved the House 
into Committee of the Whole for the 
continuance of the debate on the Re­
solutions on Education. Agreed.

The House went into Committee.
The discussion on the Resolutions., 

continued until midnight, the follow­
ing members taking part therein, viz: 
Revs. A. E. Butler, T. E. Loder, Canon
