,thing the Allies could have done
"would have been to rush Germany
into the same position as Russia is
‘now in, where she would be in great-
er danger and where anarchy wouid
be enthroned among a more efficient
people. Despite misrepresentations
at home and abroad we are return-
ing to .the Council of common sense.
Germany’s capacity to pay depends
upon her foreign trade. Her export
trade is only twenty-three per cent.
of its pre-war figure. The respon-
sibility rests upon the victors.”

‘ " Are Ruined.

FAULTY HERRING PACKAGES.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—Please allow me space to
pen a few remarks as regards the
shipping of Scotch pack herring to
market. As inhabitants of this globe
we Newfoundlanders are in a class to
ourselves, and evidently intend to
hang on there. In 1most civilized
countries, appearance as well as util-
ity is considered in packaging this
product and rightly so, as both are
essential in the profitable selling of
any commodity, or at least that is my
opinion, but here in this country the
very opposite seems to be generally
the case. Now, Sir, what brings this
subject to my mind is the present
shipment of Scotch-pack herring
going outward by the Rosalind. I
saw a long cart being driven through
Water Street to-day. I think there
was five barrels of herring on it, and
two of the number took my attention
and why, just because one of them
had two hoops on one end, as bare as
a billiard ball of any rind whatever,
held together by a few mnails. This
in itself is enough to condemn the
contents, or give cause for a rebate.
The hoops on the others were inches
apart, and_there certainly must be
but one wooden hoop trying to hold
the strain which calls for three good,
properly set, strong hoops. Imagine
packages in that condition, with no
support to the bilge, after getting a
bang down the hatch of the steamer.
What can you expect will happsn
when they get to their destination?
Instead of being a barrel of God-
given food they are a lump of manure,
to be brought out and dumped at the
foot of the Statue of Liberty as' a
Newfoundland New Year’s gift. Isn't
it time that the Fisheries Board to
awaken and see that this condition of
affair is stopped. Our herring fishery
gets sand-bagged through our own
carelessness. Now as there seems a
chance of its revival, partially at
least, let those in charge, whosaver
they may be, do their duty conscien-
tiously and see that packages are in
a fit condition to hold the contents.
The attention of the shippers and the
Fisheries Board is called to this mat-
ter, as this business concerns a large
number of people and is worth taking
greater care of. A book could be
wrjtten on this subject, and lots of
taufts pointed out, and also their
remedies, but I am leaving that to
others. Still in the interest of the
fishery I think that an Inspector
should proceed to Harvey's pier each
time a shipment of herring is being
sent out, and seé that every package
is properly coopered and filled with
pickle. Has \this country to-day got
capability, competency and reliability
in the supervision of this fishery in
all its branches? Maybe it has, but
its up to the Governmest “to make
sure that those three qualifications
which are essential for the proper and
profitable carrying on of this valuable
industry are secured. Mr. Editor,
there is not the slightest reason for
leaky ar disreputable looking pack-
ages being shipped now, as there.are
unfortunately plenty of coopers idle
at present, who would be glad of a
day’s work to keep the wolf from the

JANUARY.

The first month of the year

present in the calendar confains
thirty-one days. It derives its
name from the god Janus, who
had two faces looking in oppos-
ite directions, and the writer
Macrobius states that the month
was dedicated to him, because,
from its situation, it might be
eonsidered to be retrospective to
the past and prospective to the
opening year. The consecration
of this month in Roman days
took place by an offering of
meal, salt, frankincense and
wine, which was new. On the
first day all enmities were sus-
pended, presents were exchanged
and consuls and other state offi-
cers installed. January was not
however, the first month of the
year in the British Isles till the
reformation of the calendar in
1752, when Parliament by an
‘Act altered the mode of reckon-
ing time from the Julian to the
Gregorian style. At this period
it was directed that the legal
year, which commenced in some
parts of the country on March
25 (Annunciation) and in others
¥ith January, should thencefor-
ward be appointed to begin al-
ways on January first. The
principal festivals observed in
“this month are, 1st, New Year’s
Day, Feast of the Circumecision;
6th, FEpiphany, Twelfth Day;
25th, Conversion of St. Paul.
Minor festivals of Saints are,
\Yrd, St. Genevieve; 8th, St. Lu-
={en; 13th, St. Hilary; 18th, St.
Prisca; 20th, St. Fabian; 21st,
St. Agnes; 22nd, SS. Vincent
and Anastatius; 27th, St. Chrys-
ostom.

Great public intorut will be evok-
ed by the news that the College ' of
Arms is considering whether a change
in our national flag will be requisite
as the result of the creation of the
Irish Free State.

The Cross,of St. Patrick was intro-
duced in the Union Jack in 1801,

after the union with Ireland, as an,
Should it be!
removed the apprearance of the flag
would be transformed. There would |
remain a red St. George's Cross with |

emblem of that union.

ground. We should return to the
flag which was used throughout the
eighteenth century, and under which

'Nelson fought the battle of the Nile.

To many this will seem a senti-
mental loss, as round the flag in its
présent shape ten thousand associa-
tions have gathered with the years.
The present Union .Jack is the
“meteor flag” which our Navy cever-
ed with glory in the warsg of the early
nineteenth century and for which a
million of our race died in the Great
War. But in the nature of things
there i3 no absolute necessity for
such a change. Hungary, which oc-
cupied in relation to Austiria the same
position as the Irish Free State will
occupy in regard to England, was
content to have the same: war flag.
None of the Dominions has abandoned
the Union Jack; in their flag they
combine it with some distinetjive sign.

There is the same question to be
considered whether the official title
of the State to which we belong will
remain the TUnited Kingdom, or
whether it will be necessary to revert
to the designation of Great. Britain,
which was employed before the union
with Ireland, having originally been
introduced by James I. If so, this
will be another sacrifice made by the
British people in the cause of a full
and complete reconciliation with the
Irish race, such as is now hoped will
follow the agreement with Sinn Fein.

De Valera has
long held, and still holds such an ex-
ceptional position in the estimation
of Irish people, that none among them
was willing to doubt his sincerity, but
general regard for him did not pre-
vent many expressions of regret at
the course he had taken. In the view
of the supporters of the Peace Treaty
his action has gravely imperilled the
chances for peace. It was the opin-
ion of several of the members that a
vote on the Treaty would be taken be-
fore seven o’clock to-night. The Free-
mans Journal says “attempts by men
of good will will to reach a decision,
by agreement in Dail yesterday, failed.
De Valera could not accept proposals
of an unofficial committee. Instead, he
faced Dail with a new move of his
own. His position, he declared, had
become impossible. His attempt to in-
clude his cwn personality and claims,
and shelve discussion of the Treaty
failed, as it deserved to fail. If there
is'any impossibility about the position
of De Valera, it arises from the fact
that he has set himself to defeat. the
manifested will of the Irish people.”
Th Irish Independent says “Mr. De
Valera said very properly that he
could not allow personal considera-
tions of any sort to have anything to
do witn the situation, and ‘then drama-

PROBABLE RELATIONSHIP.

The theory of Professor Woodman
regarding a probable relationship be-
tween disturbances in the same gen-
eral range of mountains, as for in-
stance the great divide extending
down the western edge of North and
South America, is strengthened by
reports received from Buenos Aires,
describing eruptions in the Andes,
and following within a few hours
other reports of disturbances froin
Mexico. The activity in the Andes re-
sulted in considerable damage to the
villages of Osorno, Union and San
Pablo, while the Mexico disturbance
was causing grave fears among the
natives in the vicinity of Mexico City.
Following due south on a meridian
of longitude the South American cit-
jes are some 1,800 miles east of Mex-
ico City, yet lie in what geologists
term the same range of strata. The
causes and effects of eruptions in this
particular range, however, are not
| necessarily found in stratas across
the Pacific Ocean, or deep under the
Italian Peninsula. Great internal
heat, geologists point out, might be-
i gin generating in one locality, and
cast its influence over strata bearing
a direct relationship or directly con-
nected by gigantic fissures or chan-

and it is still known as such.

Between the years of the residence
of John Bingley Garland’s father,
and John ‘Bingley Garland himself,
the business was looked after by |
James Pointer Garland. He. lived !
here for several years, and married
Arrabella, “a daughter of John Blard, |
“Esq., and his spouse Sarah, of Bona- |
“vista,” and their first child was bap-
tized on February 20th, 1819, and was |
given the name! Thomas Bland Row-
ley. Another younger member of the '
Garland family was J. W. Garland. He
represented the family as agent for a
branch of their business in Lisbon, |
and visited Trinity in 1830. The Hon. !
W. F. Coaker told me a few wecks
ago that the name of Garland is still .
associated with the business in Lis-,
bon. The last of the Garlands in
Trinity was George Garland. He was
taken ill in Trinity, went to England
and died, aged 40 years. The name
of Garland is associated with fishing
establishments at Battle Harbor, Lab-
rador, and with Gaultois and other
places on the South West Coast. They
were good men and true, and we may
never see their like again; and, as
far as Trinity is concerned, we shall
owe them a debt of gratitude for ever.
May God be good to them and theirs.

British Glove Manufacturers Protest,
A protective tariff against German

glove manufacturers, who _gave evi-
dence recently, says -the London
Daily Mail, before a Board of Trade
committee ‘appointed to consider ap-
plicationsiunder the Safeguarding of
Industries ‘Act.

Mr. W."Pinkham complained that
fabric gloves and materials manu-
factured in Germany are being scld
here at prices which, by reason of the
rate of exchange, are helow the prices
at which similar goods can be pro-
fitably manufactured in this country.

Producing some gloves, Mr. Pink-
ham declared, “I challenge any man
who knows his business to say he has

ever bought a case of German gloves
to beat these, either in quality or in

Inci-
dentally his lordship said he would
not discuss the question of reforms
but he was as confident that hé had
been right in his-policy as those who
differed from him were sure that he
was Wrong. ‘With regard to the
hoarding of the rupee, Lord Chelms-

| ford said that in April, 1918; the mat-

ter was serious, but two years later
the poblem was how to house the
millions of rupees which had flowed
into the treasuries.. The success of
the small-note issue, and the foun-
dation of the Imperial Bank with its
obligation to establish mew branches
throughout the country, he saild were
two of the outstanding features of
recent Indian finance. It was to be
hoped that the establishment of in-
Lcreased banking facilities throughout
the country would diminish the tend-
ency to hoard the precious metals,
which was rife in Eastern countries,
and was a legacy from anarchial
times when there was no security.
«“Unfortunately, shortly before my
time there,” Lord Chelmsford con-
tinued, “there was a largé bank fail-
uue in the Punjab which gave a rude
shock to the public confidence. The
Imperial Bank, now backed by the
prestige of the Government, should
inspire confidence, and if it suecceeds
only in combating the hoarding habit
it will have done a great service, for
it will thys bring into eirculation and
use the millions of rupees which lie
buried and ‘useless for-the industrial
development of the country. I men-
tion only to regret the failure of our
attempt to stabilize the exchange
value of the rupees. The Secretary
of State took the precaution to ap-
point a commission of undoubted ex-
pert strength to advise us in the mat-

Charles Dickens,
Celebrated Novelist.

This son, after a hard and needy
childhood, was placed in a lawyer's
office, but wrote and reported for
newspapers.

He visited Italy
and twice went to America; and being
genial and generous, as well as busi-
ness-like, his public readings and
speeches proved very attractive. He

Mary’s reign, it was a very heavy!

{ blow to the Queen herself, as well as;

to her British subjects. She said, on}
hearing the news, as authors relate,
that when she died, they would find
her heart broken and the mame of
Calais written upon it. She was worn
out with bodily and mental suffering
when she died on November 17, 1658,
and was buried in Westminister Ah-
bey, having been born at Greenwich
in February, 1516, and been declared
' Princess of Wales.
