Dear Sir.—Please allow me space to 
pen a few remarks as regards the 
shipping of Scotch pack herring to 
market.

YEARS.

Dear Sir,—To-morrow (Sunday) a 

two-fold celebration will take place in 
connection with the Star of the Sea 
Fishermen’s Association.

Al­
though fifty years have past since the 
inauguration in St John’s of the Star 
of the Sea Fishermen’s Association, 
yet the Association has the proud dis­
tinction of having an unbroken link 
with the past that no other Christian 
organization possesses.

The Star of the Sea Fishermen’s As­
sociation has an unbroken link further 
back than the time William the Con­
queror was crowned King of England 
in 1066.

Patrick to convert the pagans in Ire­
land to Christianity and again before 
Constantine in the year of 340, when 
he saw in the heavens the Insignia of 
the Cross.

I had just come from a treatment 
when the shooting occurred. But the 
voices—I can hear them every minute 
—sometimes they are happy and

sometimes sad. I haven’t slept more 
than three hours a night for six 
months.”

The first month of the year 

present in the calendar contains 
thirty-one days. It derives its 
name from the god Janus, who 
had two faces looking in oppos­
ite directions, and the writer 
Macrobius states that the month 
was dedicated to him, because, 
from its situation, it might be 
considered to be retrospective to 
the past and prospective to the 
opening year. The consecration 
of this month in Roman days 
took place by an offering of 
meal, salt, frankincense and 
wine, which was new. On the 
first day all enmities were sus­
pended, presents were exchanged 
and consuls and other state offi­
cers installed. January was not 
however, the first month of the 
year in the British Isles till the 
reformation of the calendar in 
1752, when Parliament by an 

• Act altered the mode of reckon­
ing time from the Julian to the 
Gregorian style. At this period 
it was directed that the legal 
year, which commenced in some 
parts of the country on March 
25 (Annunciation) and in others 
>ith January, should thencefor­
ward be appointed to begin al­
ways on January first. The 
principal festivals observed in 

''this month are, 1st, New Year’s 
Day, Feast of the Circumcision ; 
6th, Epiphany, Twelfth Day; 
25th, Conversion of St. Paul. 
Minor festivals of Saints are, 
,!rd, St. Genevieve ; 8th, St. Lu­
cien ; 13th, St. Hilary ; 18th, St. 
Prisca ; 20th, St. Fabian ; 21st, 
St. Agnes; 22nd, SS. Vincent 
and Anastatius ; 27th, St. Chrys­
ostom.

January is particularly rich in 

historical events, some of which 
had a marked effect on the na­
tions of the world. Joan of Arc, 
Maid of Orleans, under whose 
leadership France was freed 
from English sovereignty, was 
born on the Feast of the Epiph­
any in 1412. Louis XVI. of 
France, was guillotined during 
the “Reign of T#ror,” under 
the guise of democracy, on the 
21st, 1793. Marshal Joffre, the 
great French soldier, was bom 
on the 5th, 1852. William Pitt 
—the great Commoner of Brit­
ain—died on the 23rd, 1806. 
General (Chinese) Gordon, kill­
ed by Mahdists at Khartoum on 
y3th, 1855. 'The battle of Abu 
Klea in the same campaign was 
fought nine days previously in 
the same year. The Crimean 
War in which Britain, France 
and Turkey were allied against 
Russia, began on the 27th, 1854. 
The Inland Penny Post was in­
augurated in Great Britain dur­
ing this month in the year 1840. 
The Great War was officially 
terminated on the 10th, 1919. 
The opening of the British 
Museum took place on the 15th, 
1759. Admiral Earl Beatty’s 
birthday is on the 15th, he being 
bom in 1871. Britain’s Premier 
David Lloyd George, is another 
celebrity owning January for his 
birth month, his natal day being 
the 17th and year 1863. On the 
18th, in 1912, Capt. Scott, R.N. 
triumphed over the difficulties 
and dangers of Antarctic travel 
and reached the South Pole. In 
the Peninsular War of 1812 the 
“Iron Duke” Wellington won 
pne of his most famous battles

at Ciudad Rodrigo on the 19th.
German Zeppelins raided the 
East Anglian coast of England 
on the same day, 1915. On the 
22nd, 1901, occurred the death 
of the great and good Queen 
Victoria, whose reign exceeded 
that of any monarch in English 
history. On the 28th, 1881, the 
battle of Laing’s Nek in the first 
Boer War was fought. The Vic­
toria Cross, that much cove+ed 
decoration was instituted on the 
29th, 1856. Paris capitulated 
to the Germans on the 29th,
1871. On the 80th, 1649, Char­
les Stuart, King of England, was 
sent to the block by a judicial 
court of the Protectorate, his 
death warrant being signed by 
Oliver Cromwell. The Anglo- 
Japanese Treaty was signed on 
the 30th, 1912. A great man 
and a great preacher passed 
away on the 31st, 1892, in the 
person of Rev. Charles Haddon 
Spurgeon. These are but few of

Great public Interest will be evok­
ed by the news that the College of 
Arms is considering whether a change 
in our national flag will be requisite 
as the result of the creation of the 
Irish Free State.

The Cross of St Patrick was Intro­
duced in the Union Jack In 1801, 
after the union with Ireland, as an 
emblem of that union. EJhould It be : 
removed the apprearance of the flag 
would be transformed. There would 
remain a red St. George's Cross with 
a narrow white edging and a white 
diagonal St. Andrew’s Cross on a blue 
ground. We should return to the 
flag which was used throughout the 
eighteenth century, and under which 
Nelson fought the battle of the Nile.

To many this will seem a senti­
mental loss, as round the flag in its 
present shape ten thousand associa­
tions hare gathered with the years.' 
The present Union Jack Is tfie 
"meteor flag” which our Navy csver- 
ed with glory in the wars of the early 
nineteenth century and for which a 
million of our race died In the Great 
War. But In the nature of things 
there is no absolute necessity for 
such a change. Hungary, which oc­
cupied in relation to Austria the same 
position as the Irish Free State will 
occupy in regard to England, was 
content to have the same war flag. 
None of the Dominions has abandoned 
the Union Jack; In.their flag they 
combine it with some distinctive sign.

There is the same question to be 
considered whether the official title 
of the State to which we belong will 
remain the United Kingdom, or 
whether it will be necessary to revert 
to the designation of Great Britain, 
which was employed before the union 
with Ireland, having originally been 
Introduced by James I. If so, this 
will be another sacrifice made by the 
British people in the causa of a full 
and complete reconciliation with the 
Irish race, such as is now hoped will 
follow the agreement with Sinn Fean. 
—Daily Mail.

DEPRECATION.
DUBLIN, Jan. 7.

Acute suspense and anxiety over 
chances for peace prevailed in Ire­
land to-day, as a result of De Valera's 
unexpected action, yesterday, In of­
fering his resignation as President of 
the Irish Republic. De Valera has 
long held, and still holds such an ex­
ceptional position in the estimation 
of Irish people, that none among them 
was willing to doubt his sincerity, ljut 
general regard for him did not pre­
vent many expressions of regret at 
the course he had taken. In the view 
of the supporters of the Peace Treaty 
his action has gravely imperilled the 
chances for peace. It was the opin­
ion of several of the members that a 
vote on the Treaty would be taken be­
fore seven o’clock to-night. The Free­
mans Journal says “attempts by men 
of good will will to reach a decision, 
by agreement In Dail yeeterday, failed. 
De Valera could not accept proposals 
of an unofficial committee. Instead, he 
faced Dail with a new move of. his 
own. His position, he declared, had 
become impossible. His attempt to in­
clude h-js own personality and claims, 
and shelve discussion of the Treaty 
failed, as it deserved to fail. If there 
is any impossibility about the position 
of De Valera, it arises from the fact 
that he has set himself to defeat the 
manifested will of the Irish people.” 
Th Irish Independent says "Mr. De 
Valera said very properly that he 
could not allow personal considera­
tions of any sort to have anything to 
do witn the situation, and "then drama­
tically announced his resignation. His 
strongest opponents never questioned 
Mr. Do Valera's sincerity. Advocates 
of the Treaty, however, felt that re­
signation was, whether so intended 
or not, a step calculated to prejudice 
the main issue in Dail. and before the 
country and indeed was tantamount 
to asking for a vote of confidence. If 
his reason for resigning was good yes­
terday, it was equally good the first 
day the Dail met The subsequent 
withdraws! of the resignation is in it­
self proof that it was not a matter of 
urgency.”

Cut Head Off Wife.
TO STOP CHRISTMAS SPENDING.
Because his wife was wasting money 

on Christmas cards and other trifles

Her hands and arms are badly cut and 
lacerated, showing she made a hard 
fight for her life.

“Kill me, please,” eaid Smith, as 
the officers led him to the police sta- j 
tion. There he repeated his version of 
th affair. “Why did you kill her?" ask­
ed the desk sergeant "Oh, we were 
arguing over Christmas money. She 
was spending too much on these cards 
and ‘ hinge. She was too extravagant 
—practically threw money away.” j

Seismic Disturbances.
NO CONNECTION BETYYEEN THEM.

New York. (Canadian Press Ltd.) 
—Theories that some scientific rela-^ 
tlonship might exist between concur­
rent volcanic activity reported dur­
ing the month from Mexico, Argen­
tina, Chile, Italy and Japan are dis­
credited by geological authorities 
Dr. Edmund O. Hovey, geologist ot 
the American Museum of Natural 
History, and a recognized authority 
on volcanoes and earthquakes, said 
the areas of disturbances were too ( 
widely separated to have any connec­
tion. “The eruptions reported,’ he 
said, “are from volcanoes so far 
apart that any relationship is only a 
presumption. It is beyond belief | 
that the same cause could exist in 
each case.” J. Edmund Woodman, I 
Professor of Geology In New York 
University, took the view that vol- , 
canic eruptions, occurring almost I 
simultaneously in different parts of j 
the world are merely coincidences. 
«I believe, however, that concurrent 
eruptions in Alaska and in the Andes 
mountains of South America have a. 
certain relationship,” " he added. 
“There is mountain building going on 
in many parts of the world, and there 
are times when we have a series of 
disturbances extending for instance, 
from the tip of Canada to Cape Horn. 
Doubtless the sam,e mighty forces 
have a hand in each, of such erup­
tions, and this might account for sim­
ultaneous outbreaks In Chile and 
Mexico, but would have no bearing 
on similar disturbances In Europe or 
Asia.”

PROBABLE RELATIONSHIP.
The theory of Professor Woodman 

regarding a probable relationship be­
tween disturbances in the same gen­
eral range of mountains, as for in­
stance the great divide extending 
down the western edge of North and 
South America, is strengthened by 
reports received from Buenos Aires, 
describing eruptions in the Andes, 
and following within a few hours 
other reports of disturbances from 
Mexico. The activity in the Andes re­
sulted in considerable damage to the 
villages of Osorao, Union and San 
Pablo, while the Mexico disturbance 
was causing grave fears among the 
natives in the vicinity of Mexico City. 
Following due south on a meridian 
of longitude the South American cit­
ies are some 1,800 miles east of Mex­
ico City, yet lie in what geologists 
term the same range of strata. The 
causes and effects of eruptions in this 
particular range, however, are not 
necessarily found in stratas across 
the Pacific Ocean, or deep under the 
Italian Peninsula. Great internal 
heat, geologists point out, might be­
gin generating in one locality, and 
cast its influence over strata bearing 
a direct relationship or directly con­
nected by gigantic fissures or chan­
nels miles under the earth’s surface, 
while volcanoes such as Vesuvius and 
Etna are believed to receive their en­
ergy from sources quite local to their 
bases. »

London. (Canadian Press.)—Lord 
Chelmsford, former Viceroy of India, 
in a^paper read at a recent meeting 
ef the Royal Colonial Institute here 
on “India and Some Problems,'' dealt 
among other things, with the Indian 
habit of hoarding the rupee. Inci­
dentally his lordship said he would 
not discuss the question of reforma 
but he was as confident that hé had 
been right in his policy as those who 
differed from him were sure that he 
was wrong. With regard to the 
hoarding of the rupee, Lord Chelms­
ford said that in April, 1818, the mat­
ter was serious, but two years later 
the poblem was how to house the 
millions of rupees which had flowed 
into the treasuries. The success of 
the small-note issue, and the foun­
dation of the Imperial Bank with its 
obligation to establish new branches 
throughout the country, he said were 
two of the outstanding features of 
recent Indian finance. It was to he 
hoped that the establishment of in­
creased banking facilities throughout 
the country would diminish the tend­
ency to hoard the precious metals, 
which was rife in Eastern countries, 
and was a legacy from anarchlal 
times when there was no security, 
"Unfortunately, shortly before my 
time there," Lord Chelmsford con­
tinued, “there was a large bank fall- 
uue in the Punjab which gave a rude 
shock to the public confidence. The 
Imperial Bank, now backed by the 
prestige of the Government, should 
inspire confidence, and if it succeeds 
only in combating the hoarding habit 
it will have done a great service, for 
it will thus bring into circulation and 
use the millions "of rupees which lie 
buried and useless for the industrial 
development of the country. I men­
tion only to regret the failure ot our 
attempt to stabilize the exchange 
value of the rupees. The Secretary 
of State took the precaution to ap­
point a commission of undoubted ex­
pert strength to advise us In the mat­
ter in which the general public ask­
ed for action; and we in India acted 
on their advice. The result has been

British Glove Manufacturers Protest, their control."
A protective tariff against German 

competition was demanded by British 
glove manufacturers, who gave evi­
dence recently, says the London 
Daily Mail, before a Board of Trade 
committee appointed to consider ap- 
plications.ynder the Safeguarding ot 
Industries: Act.

Mr. W. Pinkham complained that 
fabric gloves and materials manu­
factured in Germany are being sold 
here at prices which, by reason of the 
rate of exchange, are below the prices 
at which similar goods can be pro­
fitably manufactured in this country.

Producing some gloves, Mr. Pinto- 
ham declared, "I challenge any man 
who knows his business to say he has 
ever bought a case of Herman gloves 
to beat these, either in quality or in 
finish. Before the war the price was 
16s. 9d.; to-day it is 32s. 6d„ and 21s.
9d. for the cheapest. For the lower 
quality gloves the Germans are charg­
ing 6s. to 6d. a dozen less than Esg- 
lish firms; for the higher quality the 
German prices are 8s. to 9s. less.”

Mr. Frank Moore, a member of a 
firm of glove manufacturers at Lei­
cester, said that up to 1919 they em­
ployed 190 hands but now they had 
only 20 to 30. The drop in orders was 
due solely to the rate of exchange.
The English buyer had to buy German 
articles because it he did not his 
neighbour would.

Mr. S. Greensted, secretary of the 
North Devon Glove Manufacturers’
Association, said many of their fac­
tories had been closed down, and, 
failing a tariff which would permit 
trading on a fair basis, the remain­
ing factories would be closed withip 
the next year.

The Beginning
of Ballooning.1

Nor should the 
great development* of the present day 
cause us to depredate those pioneers 
of the past who led man to the mas­
tery of another element.

Charles Dickens,
Celebrated Novelist.

On Tuesday, January 7, 1812,
Charles Dickens, afterwards one ot 
the most popular ot English novelists, 
was born at Portsmouth, but his 
father, who was serving in the Naval 
Pay-Office, was required soon to re­
move to Chatham, and in 1821 to Lon­
don. This son, after a hard and needy 
childhood, was placed in "a lawyer's 
office, but wrote and reported for 
newspapers. "Sketches by Boz," in 
1836, was his first published work; 
the following one was the famous 
“Pickwick Papers." He visited Italy 
and twice went to America; and being 
genial and generous, as well as busi­
ness-like, his public readings and 
speeches proved very attractive. He 
established the “Daily News" news­
paper, originated "Household Words," 
edited "All the Year Round,” and his 
own published writings became per­
manently popular, including “Oliver 
Twiet," “Nicholas Nickelby," “Master 
Humphrey's Clock," “Martin Chuzzle-

wlt,” “Dombey and Son,” “David Cop­
perfield.” He wrote his "Çhfîd’s His­
tory of England” for any of that age, 
and was writing “Edwin Drood” in his 
residence at Gad’s Hill, near Roches-- 
ter, in Kent, which he had bought in 
1866, when He died there on June 9, 
1870. ;

The Loss of Calais.
On January 7, 1558, Mary the First, 

who had succeeded on the English 
throne her only and half-brother, Ed­
ward the Sixth, son of Henry the 
Eights, by his wife, Jane Seymour, 
lost Calais, which was retaken by the 
Duke of Guise. This daughter of that 
king was the next child in age, being 
the daughter of Katherine of Arragon, 
the first of his six successive wives. 
In 1657 there was a war between 
France and Spain, of which later 
country Arragon was part, and Mary

took sides with Spain. The conse­
quence of this alliance was that Eng­
land lost the only part of France 
which it still . retained at that time. 
When William the First conquered 
England and obtained its crown for 
himself in 1066 he was the reigning 
Duke of Normandy, the north-west of 
France. When England thus lost 
Calais the present important seaport 
at the north-east corner of France in 
Mary’s reign, it was a very heavy 
blow to the Queen herself, as well as 

. to her British subjects. She said, on 
! hearing the news, as authors relate, 
that when she died, they would find 
her heart broken and the " name of 
Calais written upon it. She was worn 
out with bodily and mental suffering 
when she died on November 17, 1658, 
and was buried in Westminister Ab­
bey, having been born at Greenwich 
in February, 1516, and been declared 
Princess of Wales.
