London, June 24.—The rattling of 
swords in their scabbards grows more 
pronounced, though the war office refuses 
all information regarding the Transvaal 
situation and declines to confirm or de­
ny the reported circumstantial asser­
tion of the closeting of military leaders 
or the despatch of this or that regiment 
to Capetown.

The ministers, however, have been un­
able to successfully parry the multitude 
of questions raised in the House of Com­
mons with the intention of getting some 
inkling of the government’s intentions. 
A reply of the parliamentary secretary 
of the war office, Mr. George Wyndham, 
yesterday evening is considered porten- 
tiously significant. He was questioned 
as to the truth of the report that the 
British garrisen in South Africa was to 
be gradually increased to 40,000 men. 
Had the government wished to give a 
pacificatory answer with the view of 
allaying the anxiety here and at the 
Cape, the question offered ample oppor­
tunity, but Mr. Wyndham replied in two 
words: “No sir.”

The truth is that whatever plans the 
government has decided on, the minis­
ters regard it is impolitic to contradict 
reports, however extravagant, of 
like intentions. While it is 
that General Sir Redvers Builer has al­
ready been appointed to command, he 
has been heard to remark in private 
conversation that he reserved himself 
for a “go” at the Boers, to repay some 
old grudges.

The hig military expenditure of $20,- 
000,000 as provided for in the military 
works loan bill introduced in the House 
of Commons June 21, has caused some 
alarm among taxpayers, although it is 
admitted that a portion of the expendi­
ture is made absolutely necessary by the 
increases of the army.

The contrast of the proceedings in the 
House of Commons and at The Hague 
has been much commented upon, while a 
great deal of dissatisfaction has been 
aroused by the intimation conveyed by 
the proposed fortifications of the har­
bors that Great Britain cannot rely 
her navy to defend her coasts. Rear Ad­
miral Lord Charles Beresford strongly 
opposed the fortifietions. taking the 
grounds as Captain Mahan, U.S.N., that 
expenditures ought to be voted to 
bile instead of fixed defences, saying he 
thought that if Great Britain 
able to attack her enemies at sea, the 
Empire would not last long.

"The chamber of deputies in expressing 
itself resolved not to support 
eminent but one determined to defend 
energetically republican institutions and 
assure public order, has clearly defined 
the task imposed upon the new cabinet.

He further 
expressed the hope that it would be not 
necessary to take more severe measures 
and said he thought it easy to demon­
strate whence came the attacks upon 
the courts. Explaining the inclusion of 
General the Marquis De Gailifet in the 
cabinet, as minister of war, he said it 
was because no other general had so 
spontaneously upheld the constitution, 
and it was thought the necessary punish­
ment of certain military men could be 
somewhat relaxed if emanating from 
such a trusted authority as General 
Gailifet. In conclusion the Premier said: 
“Our task is heavy. Whatever 
the chamber may pursue, I have done 
my duty.” The speech of M. Waldeck 
Rousseau was much interrupted. The 
noise at times was deafening and several 
members were called to order. At the 
opening of the session the extreme Left­
ists shouted: “Vive La Commune,” and 
the socialists frequently interrupted the 
proceedings, but M. Waldeck Rousseau’s 
statement was much applauded by the 
Leftists and Centrists.

Stop and ThinkITALIAN IMMIGRATION.

The News-Advertiser is alarmed over a 
statement made in the Montreal Witness 
to the effect that hundreds of Italian 
laborers are on their way to British Co­
lumbia to work i-n the mines and on the 
railways. The Vancouver paper says it 
“would regard with some natural appre­
hension organized effort s to bring into 
our labor market any^arge number of 
the cheapest workers iit.t he world.” In 
this the News-Advertiser will not be 
alone, but such efforts are the “natural" 
corollary of “organized efforts” on the 
part of miners to compel mine owners 
to pay a higher wage than they can 
afford. The miners in the United States 
brought upon themselves in Pennsylvania 
and elsewhere competition from men 
from Continental Europe, whose wants 
are few and who consequently are con­
tent with low wages. Empldyers every­
where in this country prefer men who 
can earn good wages. It is far better 
for every line of industry that working­
men should be well paid, because they 
are then better consumers. But there is 
a limit to the rate of wage that can be 
paid. Somewhere the line must be drawn. 
The employer must have his margin of 
profit under normal conditions so as to 
be able to provide against losses. Carry 
ont the schemes of the visionary labor 
agitators and put the employees’ remun­
eration so high that their employer’s mar­
gin will be so small as wholly 
to prevent the accumulation of 
wealth, and no one will embark in busi­
ness. The agitator rails at the men 
who make fortunes: he has nothing to 
say about the far greater number who 
sink their fortunes in the fluctuations of 
business. These fluctuations always will 
occur and unless employers are able to 
accumulate reserve funds against them 
they will not undertake enterprises. No 
intelligent man will embark in a business 
knowing that he is to have no margin of 
profit and that he is running chances of 
loss; yet this is the conditions of things 
which the labor agitator would bring 
about.

To return to the matter of Italian im­
migration. We trust the Witness is mis­
informed, for we have not yet given up 
hope that the miners and mine owners 
will be able to reconcile their differences. 
If they are not, the responsibility for the 
introduction of Italian labor must rest as 
much upon the shoulders of the News- 
Advertiser as any one else, for the gov­
ernment which it supports is responsible 
for the passage of the eight-hour law 
and Mr. Cotton is responsible in the 
fullest sense for its enforcement.

The death occurred in San Francisco 
on Monday lust of Wm. J. Callingham, 
one of the thousands who came to Vic­
toria in the early sixties, only to re­
main for a few years. Of these thous­
ands the large majority have been al- 

if not completely forgotten by those 
who remained and built up the city, but 
Mr. Callingham was one whose jovial 
whole-souled disposition will always keep 
him fresh in the memory of his old 
friends. During his residence here Mr. 
Callingham first tried a hand at farming 
in Cowichan, then was engaged as a 
clerk in Roper’s clothing store, then at 
the corner of Broad and Fort streets, 
and afterwards was in the dry goods 
business for himself. He left Victoria 
for San Francisco thirty years ago and 
entered in the insurance business, in 
which he was most successful, being at 
the time of his death manager in San 
Francisco ^or the Sun Fire Insurance 
Company of London.

The San Francisco Chronicle referring 
to his death says: “William J. Calling­
ham, manager of the Sun Fire Insurance 
Company df London, was stricken with 
apoplexy at his home, 1529 Oak street, 
yesterday morning, from the effects of 
which he died twelve.hours later. For 
the past three weeks the deceased has 
not been in good health, and in the hope 
of beneficial results from a change of 
climate he went to Byron Springs. Sat- 
urday he returned, feeling better than he 
had done for Some time. Yesterday 
morning he arose early and prepared to 
go to his office to resume his duties. 
While dressing he was seized with a fit 
of choking, which was the primary cause 
of the stroke which followed and soon de­
veloped into complete paralysis. Dr. 
rlartzstein and Dr. Bucknall were called 
ih consnlation, but their services were of 
no avail.

The deceased was born in England 
July 16, 1847, and would consequently 
have been 52 years of age next month, 
thirty years ago he left his birthplace 
and went to Victoria, B.C., but shortly 
after came to San Francisco, where he 
had since resided.

DR. J.COLLIS BiiOWNE’S 
CHLORODYNE.ESTIMATES OF THE OUTPUT.

Returned Klondikers Say That the 
Total Wash Will Be From Fifteen 

to Thirty Millions.

Various and widely different are the 
estimates furnished by the just-returned 
miners of this season's wash-np in the 
Klondike district, although all are 
agreed that the actual figure will never 
tie known, owing to the desire on the 
part of claim-owners to evade the roy­
alty.

Mr. B. J. McGinnis, of Klondike City, 
who left toe steamer here and spent yes­
terday at the Driard, puts the output for 
1899 at $15,000,000, and declares this to 
be a most conservative and common- 
sense estimate. He was, unfortunately, 
not one of the lucky ones himself, but 
he does not by any means lay the blame 
for this upon the country, than which 
he does not believe there is a better gold 
district on the face of the earth.

Klondike City, it may be explained, is 
the old original capital of the district— 
an Indian village in the first place; then 
known among the miners as Lousetown; 
and still declared to be the best city site 
ia the locality. He has spent the greater 
part of his time, however, on the lower 
river, above and. below Circle City and 
at Minook.

The latter has been considerable of a 
disappointment, there being but a few 
really profitable claims. These will be 
more thoroughly worked as soon as labor 
and provisions are obtained more econo­
mically; Birch creek also will be given 
a better trial of worth as soon as these 
two essential conditions improve. Of 
the very fortunate ones of this season in 
the Klondike, Mr. McGinnis names Jim 
Hall and W. E. McKenney, toe owners 
of 19 Eldorado, at the head. They were 
poor men when this property came into 
their possession. In this spring’s wash 
alone they have taken out $450,000—and 
the claim is by no means exhausted or 
apparently depreciated in value. Their 
1899 dump represents the labor of 35 
men during the working months.

Eldorado all along is again proving its 
solid worth in the present clean-up, while 
Gold Run is also turning out particu­
larly well, with some of the side hills 
on Hunker, in which a number of Vic­
torians are largely interested.

P. M. Clayworth, another of toe Cot­
tage City’s passengers, speaks in terms 
of high praise of Dominion creek—and 
naturally, too, as it was here that he and 
his brother made their pile. They 
brought down about $8.000 in dust, it is 
said, and have some particularly fine

She 
was launched at Victoria January 7, 
1865, for government service, and for 
over a quarter of a century plodded 
along the northwest coast with very little 
company in the steamship line, 
absence of the steamers of the merchant 
fleet which came later, the Douglas 
pressed into service for all kinds of work, 
carrying settlers into the new portions 
of the country, and sometimes trans­
porting their products to market. 
When a wreck occurred along the coast 
the Douglas was nearly alwa>s de­
spatched to bring the survivors back to 
civilization, and in this and other ways 
she came to be regarded with a feeling 
akin to veneration. She was used in the 
Puget Sound postal service for a short 
time in 1878, while the mail contractor, 
Moore, was financially embarrassed, and 
remained there until Capt. Starr placed 
the Isabel on the route. -In 1883 she 
was lengthened 20 feet.

SPOKANE’S BIG SHOW.
i 1Mining Will be Made a Special Feature

This Year.

The annual Spokane Fruit Fair has 
been merged into an event of broader 
scope than heretofore and this—its sixth 
year—is to be known as the Spokane 
Industrial Exposition, tvith mining as 
its most prominent feature. Extensive 
exhibits are expected from the camps of 
this state and those sections of British 
Columbia, Idaho, Montana and Oregon 
heretofore represented, with the addition 
of all other camps available. Additional 
features are to be added in the exhibi­
tion of mining machinery, and awards 
will he made on the 'merits of the exhib­
its upon the recommendation of a com­
petent jury.

A special excursion of mining investors 
from Eastern cities is to be undertaken. 
From the present outlook it is expected: 
that such excursions will be made and 
that several hundred Eastern people will 
participate. _ .

The American Institute of Mining En­
gineers will hodd their annual convention- 
in San Francisco in October, and nego­
tiations are already started to induce- 
those from the East ^to return via Spo­
kane, where they can "stop over for a few 
days, and after examining the exhibits 
in the exposition, visit some of the out­
lying camps. This organization is com­
posed of the leading mining men and 
engineers of the country, and will prob­
ably number 300 in attendance.

Parties have been selected in nearly 
all the mining camps who are urged to 

that creditable exhibits are made 
from their sections. Every effort will 
he bent to make this the greatest min­
eral exhibition ever shown in this coun­
try; it only remains for those who are 
chosen to represent the camps to make it 
such. Ample time is provided in which 
to do the work, and the opportunity is 
one which should not be overlooked.

In addition to the usual collection of 
minerals, it is hoped to have special col­
lections, private cabinets and manufac­
tured products as well.

Io A SENATOR SCORES.PECKSNIFF REBUKED.

0“Senator Macdonald Turns the Premier’s 
Declaration of Policy to Good 

Advantage.

The introduction of the following reso- 
lutioii by Senator Maedonald is not only 
a good political stroke, but it will serve 
to bind the government to the Premier’s 
recent declaration of policy regarding 
the construction 
Yukon:

Resolved that this house desires to ex­
press its approval of the declaration of 
policy contained In a portion of the 
speech of the Right Hon. the Premier 
of the 9th June, relative to Yukon rail­
way matters, of which the following is 
a summary:

“ Should it be decided in the future 
that Lynn Canal does not belong to 
Canada, the policy of Canada will be to 
gain access to the Yukon, not by Lynn 
Canal, but by building railways down 
to what are indisputably Canadian 
waters, to Observatory Inlet, through 
the Cassiar, Atlin and Yukon districts.”

That this house desires to re-affirm the 
following portions of the resolutions 
adopted by it during last session relative 
to railway communication with the 
Y'ukon district:

“-Resolved that it is desirable and 
necessary that an all-Canadian railway 
route from the Pacific coast to the Yukon 
district should be opened up without de­
lay, in order to secure to the Dominion 
as much of the trade of that district as 
possible, giving continuous communica­
tion, cheap and safe transportation to 
passengers, food supplies and other 
necessary articles of commerce, and safe 
and rapid conveyance of mails and bul­
lion.

Chat keeping in view the economical 
administration of that district» compati­
ble with every possible encouragement 
to miners and the mining industry, there 
are good reasons, from present indica- 
tions. for expecting that the revenues of 
the Yukon district will be sufficient to 
defray the cost of establishing railway 
communication and other legitimate 
charges.

it is desirable that the mineral 
lands of that district should be reserved 
for the general public and for revenue 
purposes,. for on wise and judicious ad­
ministration .depends the progress and 
prosperity of the district.

Then the Victoria Colonist replies: “There 
is not much doubt that the people of any 
city on the Coast would be glad to have 
a gentleman of Mr. Dunsmiur's wealth and 
great busines interests make his residence 
among them.” Whereupon the Victoria 
Times sneers: “What has Mr. Dnnsmuir 
done to excite so disgusting an exhibition 
of canting, hypocrisy and grovelling flunk­
ey ism?”

The Vancouver World and the Victoria 
Colonist are right, and there is no justifica­
tion of the sneers of the Victoria Times. 
It is a good thing for a city to have wealth# 
men residing in it. Who can question that 
it has been an advantage to Montreal to 
have had such men as Lord Strathcona and 
Lord Mount-Stephen as residents? Nearly 
all the wealthy men of Montreal have con­
tributed in some way to the support of the 
educational and benevolent institutions of 
the city. But there are many other ways 
in which a wealthy man is helpful to a city. 
Some of Montreal's wealthy me are inter­
ested in a great many city industries. A 
capitalist who devotes most of his time to 
one industry often owns stock in a num­
ber of industrial establishments having 
their headquarters in the city. Practical 
men experienced in some branch of manu­
facturing are often enabled to obtain suf­
ficient capital to carry oh manufacturing 
on a large seal ethrough the co-operation 
of wealthy men, who are chiefly interested 
in some other enterprise. Moreover, wealthy 
men spend a great deal of money in the 
cities where they live, giving employment 
to workmen in many ways.

This being the case, it pays a city to en­
deavor to attract a large number of 
wealthy men to become residents. The 
best way of doing this is to make a city 
beautiful, healthful and comfortable. Some 
of the essentials are pure water, fine parks 
and boulevards, and clean streets, with 
good pavements. Now how does Montreal 
stand in regard to these essentials? Does 
this city at the present time compare fa­
vorably with other cities of equal wealth 
and population? We have,a large number 
of wealthy men here because this is the 
most favorable situation in Canada for 
making money, but are we doing anything 
to keep our wealthy men after they make 
their money, or to attract others to come 
here? It would pay Montreal to mend 
and clean the reservoirs, pave and clean the 
streets, for the sake of making the city 
attractive to wealthy men, even if there 
were no other reasons for doing so.

Party Sent < Out to Explore Alaska 

Abandon the Undertaking.

Mr, O, Wl Jackson, who with Dick 
Emmons and" Martin Gorman left Daw­
son March 8 on an exploring expedition 
through Alaska, returned to that city 
on the Columbian early in June and re­
ported the abandonment of the project- 
The party left Dawson with but a small 
quantity of provisions, intending to live 
principally upon the spoils of the chase. 
They travelled west from Selkirk on 
snowshoes, with dogs and Indian guides, 
but met with absolutely no game, and 
when the provisions in hand became 
short the Indians deserted them. Only 
one man in the party, Mr. Emmons, was 
acquainted with the country, and he 
was suffering excruciatingly with snow- 
blindness, so it was decided to abandon 
the trip for the time being. They broke 
a trail in the snow for twelve days, 
when they reached the White river and 
were then Subsisting solely on rice, of 
which Ahere were but three days’ rations 
left. Starvation stared them in the face 
and they knew that their lives could only 
be preserved by an early return to Sel­
kirk.

After a council of war, it was decided 
to take the trail back, which was done, 
and the party finally reached Selkirk, 
but not until four days had been spent 
on a diet of raisins alone, with 25 raisins 
constituting some of the meals. Both 
men and dogs were nearly spent for 
want of food, and their escape froni 
death seemed to them providential. Mr". 
Jackson says it may be said for him 
that straight rice-is a mighty poor diet 
for anybody but John Chinaman, and 
raisins are good only when served iti 
pudding.

One 
application was sufficient: The effect In 
a few minutes was maglcaL The flesh 
gradually turned white, the bacterl having 
been destroyed by the intense cold. I 
careful not to sear the normal flesh by con­
tact with the liquid air, but I gave the 
Inflamed parts a quick, liberal treatment 
with the result stated. The flesh remain­
ed white and firm after the freezing pro­
cess had killed the germs."

"What other experiments did you make?” 
Dr. Murray was asked, 
ulceration—all that I attempted, In fact, 
ulceration—all that I attempted ,ln fact.

Dr. Knoepfel of the New York University, 
at Bellevue Hospital Medical college, stated 
that he was both surprised and delighted 
to learn of Dr. Murray’s successful tests 
which were undoubtedly the first of the 
sort.

“If this be true,” he said, “and as to its 
truth this college will, of course, make an 
Immediate Investigation, the medical pro­
fession will be given a brand new instru­
ment for use in the saving of human life. 
If erysipelas can be eradicated, then so 
can leprosy. What a wonderful thing that 
would be!"

4‘Some time ago the Globe published a 
statement that the withdrawal of the Cor­
bin application was ‘the result of an 
derstandlng entered into between the 
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific Rail­
way companies and Messrs. Hill and D. C. 
Corbin, in whose interest the measure of 
last year was introduced.’ This Is Incor­
rect, so far as Mr. Corbin is concerned. 
The bill of last year was applied for by 
Mr. Corbin alone. Mr. Hill has not, 
had any other person or corporation, except 
the company controlled by Mr. Corbin, any 
interest whatever in the matter. The ap­
plication which was before the house dur­
ing the present session was made on behalf 
of Mr. Corbin individually. No other per­
son or company vras in any way concerned 
in the proposition. The only reason for 
the withdrawal of the bill this year is that 
Mr. Corbin was advised from Ottawa that 
owing to the influence of the C. P. R. it 
would not pass the railway committee.. 
The simple fact is that without the sup­
port of the government it is impossible 
to successfully oppose the Canadian Pacific 
in the House. As we were unable to ob­
tain that aid, and, moreover, had reason to 
believe that certain members of the ad- 
mlnistrartion would actively oppose the 
bill, Mr. Corbin, much against his will, 
was obliged to retire from the field, or sub­
mit to a certain and overwhelming defeat. 
Thus for the second time his proposition to 
buHd at his own expense a competing rail­
way in the Boundary district has been re­
fused. It is not likely that the attempt 
will again be madp either by Mr. Corbin or 
by any other Independent person or corpora­
tion for many years to come. It may, there­
fore. be taken that the policy of Parlia­
ment is to permit the Canadian Pacific to 
exclusively control the transportation busi­
ness in one of the richest mining districts 
in America.

The “reformers” are not, however, the 
only ones in Korean politics who resort to 
despicable measures, ne^vs being received 
that coincident with the attempted dyna­
miting the government sent professional 
assassins to Japan to hunt down the po­
litical refugees at present making their 
home in that progressive country. Two of 
the professional murderers reached Maji 
by the Chikugo-gawa-maru on the 24th ult. ; 
they were dressed in Japanese costume, 
but one was Identified during his short 
stay in Maji as LI Itshoku, the man em­
ployed some years ago by the Korean gov­
ernment to hunt down Kim-ok Kun, the 
refugee who, affcer being driven from Ja­
pan, was assassinated at’ Shanghai.

Prom Seoul also comes the news of the 
inauspicious opening of the new Korean 
electric railway. To mark the Important 
occasion a grand excursion was arranged 
to the imperial tomb, the crowd watching 
the novel car invisibly propelled with min­
gled curiosity and dread. As it sped along, 
fenderless, a child from the crowd ran 
across the track, was struck and cast be­
hind, a bleeding, quivering, lifeless pulp of 
flesh. The incident maddened the ignor­
ant and supers liions! crowd so that they 
stoned the conductor and motorman until 
they deserted the car, which was then de­
stroyed by fire with its trailer, the track 
being subsequently torn up. No attempt 
has yet been made to reinstitute the elec­
tric service.

According to native papers, socialism is 
spreading in Japan so rapidly as to occa­
sion general alarm. The two safeguards 
which the country has boasted for ages, 
loyalty to the throne and obedience to par­
ents, are becoming less and less real sen­
timents. Men work for what they can get 
and as long as they can earn what satis­
fies them they remain loyal, but pnly so 
long. Affection for partnes is also dis­
appearing like a mist. As to the morality 
of women, it is no longer love that fonys 
the tie between man and wife as of old. 
They live in unison of they part, as best 
suits their material Interests. The time 
is coming, says the Japanese Advertiser, 
when society will be run on lines as pure­
ly mechanical Ms the steam engine.

Religion might avçrt this state of affairs, 
but unfortunately religion never had much 
weight in Japan, nor has she yet known an 
educationalist teacher competent to 
lead. Another sure prediction is that the 
gulf between rich and poor must go on 
widening until a state of anarchy is 
reached.

It was once remarked by a famous En­
glish statesman that constitutional gov­
ernment would be the salvation of Japan; 
it will be Interesting now to see how the 
government of Japan copes with the threat­
ened conditions.

At Hongkong on May 28 last, Andrew 
Marks, formerly a member of the Olympia’s 
crew, murdered his bride of six days, and 
then turning the deadly revolver upon him­
self, blew out his own brains.

To Be Placed Under Arrest Upon Her 
Return to Dawson.

When the steamer Flora returns to 
port she mil be placed under arrest at 
the instance of Customs Collector Davis, 
says the Klondike Nugget. That is the 
statement of the official himself, and he 
evidently means what he says. The 
offence committed by the saucy little 
craft was to leave the port on Thursday 
without having secured clearance papers, 
and the penalty for the same may be he 
imposition of a fine of $500. Whether 
it was forgetfulness or whether it was 
something else which induced this breach 
of regulations will probably not be 
known until the return of the boat, but 
Collector Davis is inclined to believe it 
was intentional, the theory being that 
the Flora was not properly documented 
upon her arrival, and that she feared 
being tied up in Dawson did the fact be­
come known.

They followed 
down the mountain streams to the Pass 
river where they built their third outfit 
of boats. They struck the Stewart river 
about 350 miles from it mouth and suc­
ceeded in reaching Dawson without fur­
ther accident.

Harry Scott, a well-known Dawson 
young man was drowned in a boating 
accident, on the morning of June 5.
With Alfred Pate he started down the 
Klondike river in a Peterboro canoe.
The boat swamped in a stretch of rough 
water. Pate succeeded in reaching shore 
but Scott went down after drifting with 
the canoe for half a mile. Several peo­
ple witnessed the accident but were 
able to render assistance.

News of the drowning of two miners 
in Hunker creek reached Dawson just 
as one of the up-river boats was leav­
ing. The names of the unfortunates 
could not be learned. The accident oc­
curred in the Klondike river at the month 
of Hunker creek.

Indians from the White river have 
reported the murder of an unknown white 
miner by other Indians. They brought 
part of his effects to the Mounted Police 
station but nothing by which the identi­
ty of the man could be learned.

A CHANGED SIR WILFRID,

From the Toronto Mail and Empire.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier in parliament to-day 

Is an altogether different gentleman to the 
Mr. Laurier of a few years ago. The demo­
crat of the opposition period was a mild- 
mannered politician, eager to do good work, 
and devoted to the smiling face and the 
snnny ways. But the gallant knight of 
the present moment is an angry man, who 
cannot find in the vocabulary language 
violent enough to apply to those who sit 
before him. The change appears to have 
commenced with t the knighthood, which, 
as we have all been informed, was accepted 
solely that Her Majesty might not be dis-, 
appointed by a refusal. After the reception 
of this decoration, the conferring of which 
was a compliment to the Dominion as well 
as to Sir Wilfrid, the hon. gentleman dis­
covered that he had been the 
Canada. Npr was he backward in making 
his view on that point known, for on his 
arrival at Quebec he promptly told us that 
he had found this country a mere blotch 
on the map. and had by his own efforts 
transformed it into a nation. The gigantic 
character of the work accomplished must 
have filled with awe those friends of the 
knight who believed what he had said; but 
it is pleasant to know that the party 
organ labored herlocaliy to bridge the 
chasm which enormous labor had placed 
between democracy and aristocracy. As­
suming that the rank and file would be 
afraid to appear in the same hall with so 
distinguished a statesman, the organ, on 
the occasion of the visit to Toronto, quieted 
all apprehensions with the happy intimation 
that ‘ No citizen need hesitate for a moment 
to approach their great fellow-countryman.” 
Now we have a new state of affairs. At 
the opening of the present session, the 
sunny ways were found to have given place 
to Irritation and ill-temper. Thus we htd 
the bitter allusions to Sir Charles Tupper, 
which were delivered in a passion and 
at a white heat. Thus, too, we were 
treated to the violence which characterized 
the discussion of the Slfton episode of a 
few days age. and of the alien labor ques­
tion on Wednesday. What has produced 
this latest change? We do not believe it 
is altogether attributable to position or to 
the title. It seems rather to be the result 
of the difficulty experienced in performing 
fhe part that has fallen to the lot of the 
first walking gentleman in the comedy now 
being played. Sir Wilfrid is an excellent 
actor when he is cast to represent any set 
character. He was a splendid “democrat 
up to the hilt” during the last campaign. 
He also made a fine prohibitionist. Nobody 
*n real life could have been more anxious 
than he appeared to be to know just what 

Vfhe people thought on the question and 
what they wanted him to do. There was 
earnestness in his language, and even in 
his gesticulations. As a free trader in the 
Northwest or a protectlon’et in Toronto and 
Montreal he was inimitable, and he spoke 
the lines which ind’eated that he desired 
preferential trade with Britain with as 
much fervor as he recited In favor of reci­
procity with the United States. The en- 
t!re performance was a marvel of versa­
tility. But It Is one thing to perform In 
opposition, where It Is impossible for the 
people to test the sincerity of the actor 
by comparing his declared principles with 
nets, and it is quite another thing to be 
confronted In office and in power with all 
the contradictory promises which have com­
bined to place the performer there.

The 
China Gazette learus that the export of 
rice has been suddenly interdicted by the 
viceroy of Nanking acting on instructions 
from Peking, which assert that China is 
on the eve of war.

ity of the Chinese government arq^ed by 
the Italian claims. The viceroy of Nanking 
has directed -all military officers to be on 
the qui vive and keep the forts well guard­
ed; while hé himself has wired to the 
Tsung-li-Y’amen for instructions as to his 
further action.

General chagrin Is freely expressed in 
Chinese official circles at the recent sale to 
Italy of the fast cruiser Hai Chi, built by 
Armstrong, Wh.tworth and Co., and now 
undergoing her trials at Elswick. In sell­
ing this vessel to Italy, China has, accord­
ing to the governor of Nanking, provided 
a scourge for her own back.

“Italy engaged in despoiling China, 
says, “actually buys from China a_ weapon 
to assist In the spoliation.”
