Mathematicel and Physical Society.

At the regular meeting at University
college Mr. DecGperre read a paper on
‘‘Storms” accounting for their origin in a
clear and concise manner, and giving some
interesting information on. the differant
theories held respecting them. His puper
showed considerable researeh and the sub-
ject was illustrated by drawings om the
lackboard.

Mr. Cody followed with a paper on ‘‘The
determination of gravity at 'F:ronto,”ln
which he gave the results of his work in the
physical laboratory during the present term.
He showed first in an elementary manner
the method of arriving at the necessary
formula. The first experiment given was
with a pendulum 59778625 feet in length,
which was observed to perform single vibra-
tions in 4 28251891 seconds, and gave the
value of gravity 32:130228 feet per second;
the second experiment was made with a glass
pendulum of bis own constrcution measuring
830675 feet, and oscillated in 1°0078431
seconds, giving for gravity 32:'13006 feet
per secong: differing yery llightl; from the
first result and from that of Jamin cor-
rected for Toronto (32°1674567). The diff-
ence being accouuted for by neglecting the
resistance of the air in these experiments.

SECOND DAYS’ PROOCERDINGS OF
THE NOVEMBER SESSION.

The Industrial Home—County Oficials’
Fees in Dispute~Special Committees
Appolinted—The Lambton Strect Rail-
way.

The York county council resumed its
session yesterday morning, with Warden
Rowen in the chair. Several communica-
tions, which will afterwards come before
committees, were read. In reply to a
question the warden said that the industrial
home committee had nothing further to
report than that the bmilding would be
finished within two weeks., The committee
was merely a building committee and had
nothing to do with proposed rules and
regulations for the place.

With reference to county officials’ fees,

Reeve Jackson moved, “That this council
now resolve itself into a committee of the
whole to consider the communication of the
county treasurer in relation'to the suit, and
take such action thereon as will tend to
settle the difficalty between the officials of
the county and the government, and to de-
termine the further action of the board of
apzit in reference to said claims,” Car-
ried,
The council then resolved itself into com-
mittee of the whole, Mr, B. Saunders in
the chair. The following letter was read
from the county treasurer :—** I have the
honor to enclose for yourself and the mem-
bers of the council two letters of Messrs
Macdonald, Davidson & Patterson regarding
the suit taken by Dr. Richardson, physician
of the jail, to recover certain fees for ser-
vices performed by him in his official ca-
pacity. Aecting npon the advice given in
the letter of Sep, 8, I paid the account paid
by Dr. Richardson, together with the costs,
which, owing to the friendly maoner in
which the suit was carried on, were light,
the plaintifi’s costs being $24.22. Every-
thing possible was done in order to get the
government to allow themselves to be a
party to the suit, but witheut suocess ; and
so far as will be seen f,om one of the letters
enclosed no greater progress has been made
in that dircction than that the government
has it under consideration. Nothing has
been done in the way of paying the de-
ductions made in the shenft’s account, nor
has he taken any legal steps to recover
payment of them. There has been an under-
standing between the board of audit and
myself that the matter shonid be specially
referred to the county council in tne hope
that some definite action would be taken
which would lead to a settlement of the
difficulty, and enable payment of the ae-
counts to be made. With this in view I
mentioned to the sheriff, in reply to his en-
quiries, that they would be so referred.
ft is not necessary for me to enter into par-
ticulars, since they have already been be-
fore the council, and as Mr. Jackson, the
reeve of Newmarket, and your representa-
tive on the board of audit, is so fully ac-
quainted with them.”

Maecdonald, Davidson & Paterson write

as follows: “‘In reference to this claim I

beg leave, so as to put the whole matter

into one communication, to report the
facts and my recommendation to the county.

The amount of the claim' seems correct.

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AN OIL CRAZE IN CANADA.
There appears to be an oil craze starting
-up in Capada, but not cxactly of the same

kind as that which is now raging in Penn-
sylvania. There the movement is one of
speculation in the price of oil, which has
been run up to high figures, fictitious sales
of millions of barrels deing made daily at
Pittsburgh and Titu.ville. Oo what ought
tobe good authority it is aftirm: d that the
present high prices are based on an actual
falling off in production to-a very large
extent ; which should, certainly be deemed
o sound reason as far as it goes, but for
the suspicion that leading operators have

The alleg d scarcity of oil
may be real enough lor the time beiag,
but it may also be artilicial y created by
other than natural causes.

In Canada the oil craze takes the form of
excitement with regard to all ‘ged  fresh
discoveries of the liguid treasures of the
deep-down rocks. Qil Springs, once the
great and only oil centrs in Canada, but
now for many vears left dry and deserted
as far as the oil business goes, is now
struggling for a revival of its former
glories. It has now some forty or fifty
wells in. operation, producing about 135
barrels per day; a sad falling off, indeed,
from the times when it had flowing wel's
running each of them several hundred
barrels in the twenty-four hours. The
theory is advanced that the deposit discov-
ered some twenty years ago, and subse
quently exbausted, was in an upper vein,
below which lies a lower ome mnot yet
touched, but which will rival anything vet
koown if only the drill and the tube can
be got down to it.

The village of Beeton, in the county of
Simecoe, also has the oil craze. The good
people of that locality have for years past
been both seeing and smelling strong ‘‘in-
dications” of oil, and now they are deter-
mined to get to the bottom of the question
whether oll is or is not to be found there,
in paying quantities. In thiscase getting to
the bottom probably means drilling about a
thousand feet down into the rock; and, as
the drill is now kept going every day it
will soou tell the story. The geologists
think it highly improbable that oil will be
found there, but the Beeton syndicate
which has business in hand consider that
¢sthere is no test like trying;” and expect
soon to give the world the ocular proof,
either one way or the other.

A RELIC OF CANADIAN HISTORY.

A site for the Pacific railway station and
groundsin Montreal has at last been agreed
upon between the company and the city
ceuncil. The site adopted, took in the’
Bonsecours church, an old historical land-
mark, which was included within the com-
pany’s limits, greatly to toe regret of many
who wished to seefit preserved. Mr. Francis
Parkman, the American historian, whose
trite and artistic word-pictures of early set-
tlemeots and Indian and intercolonial
wars in Canada and the neighboring states
have become classice in the author’s life-
time, felt so strongly on the subject that he
addressed the following letter to the Mon-
treal Gazette:

¢ Pardon me if I address you on a suhject
which engaged my attention when in Mon-
treal the other day. Your city is one of
the few on this continent that have a his-
tory, but she seems d'sposed to sink her-
self to the level of those that haye risen
out of the ground like mushrooms. The
old church of Notre Dame de Bon Secours,
linked inseparably to the most touching
memories of the past, the church founded
by Marguerite Bourgeois is to he destroyed,
it seems, to make way for a railway depot.
As a stranger I have no right to protest ;
I can simply express regret. One who
fee!s an interest in the past and present of
Montreal cannot without paiu see its old
monuinents swept away. The historic
¢0Old South Church” of Boston .was
on the point a few years ago of
suffering the same fate, but it was
saved by the efforts of patriotic
persons, both men and women, at an enor-
mous cost in time and money. May Bon
Secours be equally fortunate !”

The Gazette replies, assuring Mc. Park-
man that the dreaded act of vandalism has
been prevented, and that ap agreement has
already been arrived at which wi'l save
Montreal’s historical church from the fate
of being pulled down to make room for a

railway depot.

The provincial rights of Manitoba
has on first hearing the sound of a good
popuiar cry; but it is sadly lacking in
sound reason and common sense to support
it.

But the objection to oppressive railway

rates imposed by the syndicate still re-

mains, it will be said. This is the kernel

of the difficulty in the C P R railway pro-

blem. "Any one looking at the energetic

measures being taken by the syndicate for

giving speedy and efficient railway service

at au early day must see that complaint on

this score will soon have to disappear. But,

supposing the service rendered to be really

good, we may still have to pay %oo dear for
it. Thereis a remedy at hand, the true
solution of the difficulty. Let the dominion
government use vigorously the power which
it unquestionably possesses of regulating the
faves and freights. This power-it has both
by common law and by statute over all
railways within our bounds, in & lump ; as
was clearly shown in the columns of The
World last spring. But in
vely special and particular ~manner
it has this power over the Canadiap Pacific
railway, above all other roads. The syndi-
cate are not and never can be the owsers of
the road in fee simple, to do as they please
with it. It was handed over to them for a
great specific national purpose, and their
charter is forfeited if that purpose be not
fulfilled. The dominion government has
the power, and it is the government’s
duty to compel fulfilment of the great
national purpose for which .the Canadian
iranscontinental railway was designed.
The syndicate must not be viewed as
owners of the road, as if it were their pri-
vate property, but rather as agents acting
for the government, and_doing on certain
terms what the yovernment did not find it
convenient to do for itself. We shall go
entirely astray in this matter if we
do mnot keep fast hold of this
guiding principle—that the ¢ P K
is emphatically no¢ a private undertaking
but a great national one for national pur-
poses. Atove all other roads that we
know of, it has this character par excellence.
No other road that can be named, the In-
tercolonial excepted, has so much of this
special national character as the Canadian
Pacific. Not to let American roads tap
and drain the line that is costing Canada a
handred millions, but to make that road d»
the country’s service at reasonable rates,
should be the policy of the domipion gov

ernment ; and very probably it will be may
be added.

But suppose the trade of the great North-
west should grow beyond the. power of the
syndicate’s li e to accommodate it all,
would it not be our interest then to let in
the American railways ? The answer to
this should be—in such case let in the
Grand Trunk but not the American roads.
And perhaps it may before long take both
the C. P. R. ani the G. T. R. to do the
ARGUS.

THE DOMINION FOR EVER.

The people of Manitoba who talk of an-
nexation to the United States on accounc
of the disallowance of provincial charters
by the dominion government should care-
fully consider what would be the effect of
such action upon the fature of the pro-
vince. The dominion government are tak-
ing more active steps in exploring, survey-
ing, develoving and advertising the north-
west than the federal government of the
United Siates ever did with any of the
states or territories, and the American
people have mnot such a high idea
of the Canadian northwest as to
take any part of it into the
union on f.vorable terms than
the other states and {erritories. At the
present rate of progression @e representa-
tives of the Northwest will hold the balance
of power in the domivivn parlisment in a
few years, and can secure not only the con-
tinued development of the Northwest but
such improvements in the eastern water-
ways as will give Manitoba a cheaper route
to the BEuglish market than any of the
Auériuan states now possess. In the
Anlerican congress the people of Manitoba

1d have little power for many years to
and could mnot expeet to
accomplishment  of the
which the Canadian gov-
ernment is certain to undertake.

TRE MAYORALTY CONTEST.

(To the Editer of The Werld.)

S1k: In the light of recent phrses of the
contest for the mayoralty it appears rather
unfortunate for the reform party that Mr.
J. J. Withrow should have entered the field
in their interest. There is Jittle doubt that
if elected Mr. Withrow woald make an ex-
cellent mayer, but judging from presetit ap-
pearances he has an uphill battle to fight,
owing to the strong antagonism excited
among the working class by his attitude
duripg the recent carpenters’ strike. Into
the rights and wrongs of that struggle it is
not necessary to enter. Weare concerned at
present only with its practical results upon
the mayoralty contest anditsreflex influence
upon political parties. The resolution pas-
sed at the late meeting of the trades and
labor copncil by thedecisive majority of
84 to 4 condemning Mr. Withrow's candi-
dature, sufficiently indicates the strong
feeling valent among the workingmen on
the subject.. Itis mo doubt true that a
large proportion of wage workers do mot
share this hostility, but in & contest which
apart from avy such side jssue would be a
closé one, even asmall percentage of votes
wonld saffice to turn the ecale. So that
making every allowance for the strenzth of
party influences in weakening the resolu.
tion of the trades unions to present a
united front against the reform candidate
the thrust may be regarded as a deadly
one. “Tis not as deep 1as &
well nor as wide as 8 charch
door, but ’tis enough—'twi’ll serve.”

The position is an awkward one for the
reform parly, inasmuch as the campaign
on the issue foreed by the trades unions—
which the conservative side will only be
too ready to take up—will place the
former in a position of apparent hostility
to the interests of labor. An opportunity
will be afforded for reiterating all the old
cries which have dome duty in previous
election contests in which the conservatives
posed as the special champions of the work-
ingman.. The Mail, eager to recover its
lost prestige and retrieve the defeat of the
bye-elections will by sheer accident find
itself in the front of a battle which is
halfswon at the outset, and which even its
phenomenal capacity for blanderiog can
hardly change to a defeat. Under ordinary
circumstances the .affair would not be of
much consequence to the party, but the
near approach of the provincial elections
gives it an extriosic importance which may
well excite the serious concern of Mr Mowat’s
friends. The endorsement by the reform
party of a candidate who has to encounter
the ~strongest opposition of the working
class element and whose already assured
defeat afcer a campzign which has 1e-opned
old sores will enable the conservatives to
appeal to class feelings everywhere, m:y be
as unexpectedly far-reaching in its conse-
quepces as the ** Marmion’ controversy.
1t will not be a pleasant circumstance for
1he reform candidates in urban constituen-
cies to haveto face a cry of this kind upon
every platform.

It must be borne in mind however that
as yet Mr. Withrow is in the field on his
own account. If the reform party are poss-
essed of the most ordinary political fore-
sight they will avoid giving their opvonents
the handle which & contest on the issue of
labor versus capital would present, by secur-
ing his  withdrawal, or  should
he persist in remaining in the field, by
nominating a more availasble man as the
regular party candidate. If they desire to
repeat the municipal victories of the Jast
two years itis in their power to do so by
bringing forward . a protectionist reformer.
No free trader can hope for success in'a
community so thoroughly protectionist as
Toronto, while Mr. McMurrich’s election
by large majorities is sufficient evidence
that liberal principles are no bar to success
provided they are accompanied by sound
ovinions on the tanff question. Thern is
plenty of time to secure the right-man be-
fore electiun, @nd abundance of material
from which to choose, and while it is not
advisable to swap horses while crossing
gireams it is surely wise to discard a dis-
abled, in favor of a sound quadruped before
plunging into the current.

importance in the determination of the for-
mulas for flow. The true law of frietional
resistance has not yet been discovered, and
every tormula which bas been framed from
experimental researches under onme sct of
conditions has failed when applied to other
conditions. We believe that this is due to
imperfect knowledge of the internal move-
ment of the liqnid particles, and conse-
quently false assumptions with regard to
the effect of irregularities in the wet sur-
face of the channel. Experiments in the
direction in which Mr. Stanley seems to be
working will be of great value if the ex-
perimenter will carefally observe the facts
developed, aud will not begin to theorize
too soon and endeavor to make the facts fit
his theories.

THE TELEPHONE.

scheme for Extending the System
Througheut Canada.
Montreal Star.

The telephone is, unknown to the general
publie, gradually and quietly bringing the
remotest centres of civilization in the Do-
minion within earshot of one another, and
before long [Montreal merchants, seated in
their offices, will be able to hold conversa-
tion with their agents and others they may
have business with in Toronto and the
cities of Western Ontario, With the pro-
gress which has been made by the tele
phone, it is not improbable by any means
that the present growing system will ex-
tend over the whole country. Dauring the
lattr part of the summer the Bell Tele-
phone company has been connecting the
many independent systems of the Western
Ontario cities, and s service extending from
Hamilton to Cobourg, a distance of 200
miles, has just been completed. ~This
service takes in Toronto and all
of the other places between the
two extremes of the line, At
present a number of cities out of the direc-
tion of the main system sre being connected

with it. The main line will su uently

be cominued eastward by, connecting the
system at Napanee, Trenton, Belleville,
Brockville, ingston ,and intermediate
towns. From Kingston the line will be
continued to Ottawa and brought on from
there to Montreal, It is also probable that
the line will be carried through to- Quebec.
The authorities of the Bell telephone com-
pany say that the system will not be
completed immediately, but that the carry-
ing o%teof the scheme in its entirety is only
a matter of the near future. The distance
for which the telephone, as improved, ma,
be serviceable, is believed to be unlimited,
and the voice of persons speaking at the
telephone at Hamilton can heard by the
operators at Cobourg, 200 miles distant, as
plainly as if they were receiving a message
from one of the telephones of the local ex-
change.

Bad for Beer Drinkers.
From the Cineinnati Gazette,

Hops are unusually scarce and high this
season on both sides of the Atlantic. They
bring at least 100 per cent more.than ordi-
narily, having risen to $1.35 a pound for the
best quality. The brewers are consequently
at their wits’ end for substitutes. - Quassia
chips, which ordinarily are worth 2 cents a
pound, have risen to 10 cents, and twenty
tons were lately sold at this rate in New
York for brewing purposes. Quassia yields
a strong, bitter flavor, and is mot am un-
healthy tonic.  Aloes, colombo and nux
vomica, which are also in demand by the
brewers, are quite as bitter as quassia, but
are hardly the substances which one would
like to take as a beverage. It was the
opinion of the National druggists’ conyen-
tion at Cleveland the other day that for
the next twelvemonth brewers were likely
to be among the most profitable cnstomers
of the members. Hops cannot be obtained
in sufficient quantities at any cost, and so
the pharmacopeia is to be ransackel for
bitter principals.  The beer of the coming
season will be medieinal, if nothing else,

. Jon
(Te the Editer of The Worid.)

Sir: You recommend frowning down

this business by directorates ss the best

remedy. This will be all very well, but
something more is needed, and happily
there is a simple and very effectual remedy.
Illegitimate stock business is gambling,
pure and simple, snd gambling: of the
werst kind, and those who carry it on, the
brokers, are as & rule devoid of & certain
honor and generosity, that is characteristic
of most smfo-ioml gamblers. They are
not entitled to any more considera-
tion than any other class of pro-
fessional gsmblers,  Stock gambling is
entirely due to them. As has been shown
in a letter on stock gambling (that every-
one should read) in the Telegram there is
no occasion for stock broking, by private
firms or Andividuals at anpy rate not for
bank stock broking. The government can
rohibit it and undoubtedly suppress it.
ﬂ‘hil illegitimate stock business should be
put under the ban of the law and if i-
ble suppressed more than ay other kind of
gambling for the simple reason that it in-
terferes directly and materially with all
kinds  of legitimate business and
endnien the chief financial institutions
of the country and the -only ones
absolutely necessary for the country trade
and welfare. Those commercial parasites,
the brokers, have been allowed to play fast
and’loose with our financial institutions too
long already. As for bank managers man-
ipulating stocks, y those of the in-
stitutions that employ them, this must be
made a criminal offence. The penitentiary
is too good for such men. Let the press
and the public insist on the government
taking up these matters and doing its duty.
Public opinion will overwhelmingly sus-
tain both the press and the government, and
the latter in very stringent legislation on
the subject and the most severe treatment
of offenders.

FREE CANALS.

(Te the Editor of The World.)
Sir,—As it is, none of the railroads
chiefly interested in this matter pay very

extravagant dividends, not even the Grand
Trunk, nor is it likely they make very much
on carrying grain. If they have to reduce
freight rates in summer, they undoubtedly
will make up the loss either on passenger
traffic or winter freight, or else on the two
combined, o that nothing will be gained in
this way. We will now have to make
our canals free, and if necessary grant other
privileges that will offset abolishing tolls
on the Erie, Luckily we can beat them in
the race, and we must. Some Europeau
countries will gein by making the canals
free, and by  diverting trade from
American railroads we may gcin enough to
offse’, the loss of canal tolls, but the people
of New York state are not likely to gain in
any way whilst they may lose by trade
being diverted from their railroads besides
being saddled with the cost of maintaining
the Erie. The probable result then will be
that Canada and New York, especially the
latter, will be taxed for the ‘)eneit of cer-
tain European countries,

Tha New Yorkers, generosity is certainly
commendable but out of common courtesy
they should have asked us if the arrange-
ment would be agreeable before committi
themselves and us to it. No one will lauy,
at them with greater gusto than Vander-

bilt.

The folly of \enlarging the Woelland in-
stead of constructing the Trent valley
cansl is now fully apparent. If the Trent
valley was in operation the Erie could not
compete with our canals for the trade of
the upper lakes, and the uselessness of
trying to do so would no doubt have pre-
vented the New Yorkers from abolishing
the tolls on the Erie, and had they done so
we could have checkmated them most
effectually. There is now more need than
ever for the main portion of the Trent valle
being constructed forthwith. The col-
lateral canalling of the system and with it
somg ef the main canals,is already under way.
