The building trades strike in Berlin is ex-
tending. Many of the workmen have given
their masters until Monday to answer their
demands. - The climax ot the movement will

robably be reached in June, several of the
rueent workmen’s associations baving post-
poned the general strike until then.

In the Reichstag ni;-dsy when the Aged
Workman'’s Insurance Bill came up for third
reading Prince Bismarck made an acrid
speech, He said . that he was nos surprised
tlmt the Socialists, the Freissinnige party aud
the Poles opposed the bill, but he had not ex-

ted that Conservatives would assume a
g:tlle attitude toward proposals affecting the
innermost depths of the whole empire. In
concluding, be said: ““I wish the bill to be
disposed of before the next elections, for no one
kuows whetber we shall bave as much leisure
next year as Now, Congervatives,
Imperialists and 'Nationals to free them-
selves from the Sociulist, Polish, Guelph,
French and Froi-inmgoﬂpudu."

After a reply from Herr Bamberger the
House adjourned. Prince Bismarck's appeal
is likely to induce the government to give
waringr support to the measure, The oppos-
ing &uiunm avd ultra-Conservatives will
again refrain from voting, leaving Prince Bis-
murck to rely upon the former majority. Princs
Bismarck will entertain a large number, of
wnembers of the Reichstag at a frubschoppen
on Mouday worning.

The Bundesrath has approved without alter-
ation article four of the peual-code, embody-
ing in the common law provisions hitherto
specially applicable to the Socialists. The
governmeut will- not venture to - test the
Reichstag on the code during the preseut ses-
sion.

“Whoever says ‘fie’ to me,” warmly re-
torted the Chancellor, *“is impudent.”

Herr Bamberger declured that the Chan-
cellor’s action could - only produce . personal
hatred. Prince Bismarck abruptly left the
chamber.

The Samoan Counference.

BERLIN, May 18.—The fourth session of the
Sumoan conference, which was held yesterday,
took place in the small room of the Depart-
ment of Foreign Affaire, in which the three
previous meetiugs bave been beld. The de-
partment is furnisbed with extreme simpli-
city. There is space for little besides a long
table, at which the Commissioners sit. The
meeting was called to order shortly after 2
o’clock by Count Herbert Bismarck, who pre-
sides at all the meetings in accordance with
the established custom that the highest repre-
seutative of the Government of,
country in which a conference is ‘held,
shall preside. Count Herbert sat at the upper
end of the table, just back of a plaiu little
desk, which the late Emperor Frederick used
during his brief reign, Noue of the Cominis-
sioners was in uniform or court dress, but wore
black frock coats.

The. proceedings were almost entirely for-
mal. They consisted chiefly in listening to
the reports of the various sub-committeea
whicl have been holding daily sessions ever
since the conference met. At these meetings
the real work of the couference has b en
transacted, and as nearly as can be learned
the American Cowmnmissioners have-sucoeeded
in currglug every important point they set
out to obtain. Indeed, so prevalent 1s this
feeling in Berlin tbat the Berlin press and
other influential papers in Germany complain
of the sucoess of the Americans.
