TWO STRIKE’S BRAVES ON THE 
WARPATH.

A TERSE FROM THE BIBLE ENCOM­
PASSED HIS ARREST.Louisville, Feb. 4.—An electric light 

wire this morning electrocuted a man and 
almost guillotined him as well, the current 
burning deep into Jiis neck. Just before 
daylight the wire, which carried a current 
of 2000 volts for the street lights, broke and 
lay in a coil in the street.

The place waa pitch dark and soon a cab 
was driven against the wire. The horse 
was knocked down and the vehicle set on 
fire, but the driver escaped. A horse at­
tached to a brewer’s wagon next stepped 
on the wire and was instantly killed. 
This attracted the attention of a police­
man, who posted himself near by to warn 
people.

Soon after Leonard Figg, colored, came 
np on his way to work. He approached 
from the opposite direction and the officer 
on guard did not see him until he heard a 
deep groan, and turning saw the man in the 
grasp of the deadly wire, which writhed and 
coiled about him like some live monster. 
Several persons rushed to the rescue, but 
on touching the man were knocked sense­
less.

Some Russian Papers Say That War Is

Berlin, Feb. 4.—An official dinner waa 
given on Thursday evening by Count 
Eulenburg, President of the Prussian Coun­
cil of Ministers, at which Emperor William, 
Dr. Miquel, Prussian Minister of Finance, 
and other Ministers were present. His 
Majesty was in high spirits, but not a word 
escaped him in reference to the eternal sub­
ject of the Army Bill Probably he finds a 
period of silence opportune.

The Reichstag Committee on the Army 
Bill has adjourned without date in order to 
allow Freiherr von Maltzahn, Secretary of 
the Imperial Treasury, time to prepare a 
financial statement. This statement the 
opponents of the measure are waiting with 
eager expectation in^the hope of finding 
further arguments to support their resist­
ance of the bill Another reason for the 
reticence at present observed in official 
circles is the recent bellicose speeches made 
by leading generals who had been ordered 
to speak outtm the necessity of military re­
forms.

Omaha, Feb. 4.—A special from Chadron, 

Neb., «ays: , Two Strike’s band killed five 
men on the reservation last night and now 
defy arrest by the Indian police. The 
killing took place at Humphrey’» Ranch 
near the mouth ;of White Clay Creek. 
Humphrey’» Ranch is about 20 miles north­
west of Pine Ridge Agency and IS miles 
directly west of the Wounded Knee battle 
ground of two years ago. There was con­
siderable skirmishing in that neighborhood 
during the big uprising, and soldiers were 
stationed at the ranch for some time. Two 
Strike’s band has held together and has 
been very vindictive of late, but the out­
break ie a surprise.

General Passenger Agent J. R. Buchanan 
of the F.lkhnrn toad received the following 
from Rushville to-day: Reliable advice» 
confirm the finding of three dead and one 
mortally wounded white at Humphrey’s 
beet camp on White River on the Sioux Re­
servation. It is not positively known by 
what means or in what manner these men 
were killed, but a vigorous investigation is 
being made by Indian Agent Brown. The 
killing was done by Indians. There ie said 
to be no eign of uprising among those now 
at the agency.

Government Detective Rogers will leave 
this morning for New York, whence he 
will sail on the Teutonic on Wednesday en 
route to London, England, where he will 
secure the extradition of R. W. Godolphin, 
the defaulting treasurer of Huntsville, Mue- 
koka, whose arrest by Scotland Yard de­
tectives was chronicled in Saturday’s World.

Bent the War Drum.
These general», in their enthusiastic 

obedience to their orders, went beyond 
their instructions and beat the war drum in 
a most violent manner. The terms used by 
them in their speeches would have been 
justified only had Europe been on the eve of 
a general conflict. Gen. Lenke and Gen. 
Lewinski declared that the immediate reform 
of the army was indispensable to the safety 
of the Empire. Gen. Schkopp, speaking at 
Cologne, said:

“A storm is about to burst over Europe. 
Yes. war is imminent. May God find 
the Emperor, the German Princes and the 
German people ready. 1 f we are not ready 
we will have dreamed only a deceptive 
dream of a united Fatherland. We will 
see sorrowfnl times, like the Thirty Years’ 
War, destroying the progrès» of civiliza­

tion. The Emperor knows the gravity of 
the situation. The people ought to trust 
him, and vote the armaments asked for. 
If his majesty draws his sword it will never 
return to its scabbard until the last enemy 
is crashed or he with his people is over­
thrown.”

Talk like this while the Emperor 
was trying to conciliate Russia through the 
Czarewitch was not what the Government 
desired. Chancellor von 
regret the withdrawal of 
commanding officers keep clear of politics 
and political questions.

Throwing Kieses at Bnsala.
Concurrent indications distinctly point to 

a growth of concord with Russia, arising 
fiom the recent visit of the Czarewitch to 
Berlin. Officials at the Foreign Office here 
state that a commercial convention with 
Russia is now a certainty. The reappoint­
ment of a financial agent of Russia in Ber­
lin marks an important stage in the resump­
tion of the financial concert that prevailed 
when the Government caused the Reich»- 
bank to refuse advances on Russian loans.

This prohibition will soon be withdrawn. 
Communications are being exchanged with 
the Russian Finance Minister in regard to 
artificial operations in paper roubles on the 
German boerse. These will be checked or 
regulated to the advantage of genuine com­
mercial transactions.

Further, since the Czarewiteh’s return to 
St. Petersburg, the Czar is credited with 
instructing Gen. Gourke, the Governor of 
Warsaw, who was recently summoned to 
St. Petersburg, to suspend the execution of 
the plans for massing troops along the Ger­
man frontier. The Czarewitch has sent a 
telegram^ to the colonel of the Westphalian 
Hussars, of which regiment the Czarewitch 
is honorary .coloiiel, saying:

“I am filled with sentiment of sincere 
gratitude towards Emperor William for his 
gracious attention to me, which I warmly 
appreciate.”

RECOGNITION GIVEN. IS HE FEARFUL ?

Lord Salisbury Discusses Separation ot 
British Colonies.

London, Feb. 4.—Lord Salisbury opened 
the Liverpool Electric Railway to-day. 
Afterwards at the Liverpool Town Hall, 
in replying to an address from the Chamber 
of Commerce, Lord Salisbury referred to 
the increased difficulties with which the 
British merchants had to contend in 
the way of foreign compe 
Salisbury said that a tariff i 
absolutely outside 
politician.

He questioned both the morality and 
expediency of the use of tariffs as a 
weapon against other nations, and he men­
tioned as instances in illnstravion- of hie 
argument the fiscal war between France 
and Italy and France and Switzerland as 
producing disaster to all concerned.

Lord Salisbury defended the colonial ex­
tension of English rule. The whole world, 
he said, was benefited by British coloniza­
tion, aud should other nations obtain the 
colonies they might not use them in the 
same generous manner as the English, but 
might fence them around with a wall of 
brass against English commerce.

The Snevla Safe.
London, Feb. 4.—The steamer Suevia has 

arrived at Southampton. On Sunday last, 
when the steamer was in latitude 48.44, 
longitude 26.46, the high pressure cylinder 
burst. A heavy westerly gale was prevail­
ing at the time. The steamer stopped and 
the engineers labored for 28 hours to repair 
the damage. They succeeded in doing this 
sufficiently for the Suevia to start on her 
return.

The machinery collapsed again as the 
steamer was nearing Southampton, and tugs 
had to be sent out to tow her to tile dock. 
The Suevia has 21 saloon passengers and 150 
German emigrants on board. ,

Trouble Over Religion.
Madrid, Feb. 5.—The excitement caused 

among Roman Catholics by the opening of 
a Protestant church in this city several 
weeks ago still threatens trouble. When 
the Protestants assembled to-day they 
found a strong force of police and about IOO 
of the civil guard drawn np around the 
college. During the service a petard ex­
ploded a few yards from the theatre. Three 
policemen and a civilian were wounded.

A Pacific- cable.
Pabls, Feb. 4.—The Ministry to-day ap­

proved the proposition to lay a cable from 
the French colony of New Caledonia to 
Australia. *

Foster Hacks the Marine#

Washington, Feb. 4.—The first inter­
view between Secretary Foster and the 
Hawaiian Annexation Commissioners was 
held ip the diplomatie parlor of the State 
DejSnrtment this forenoon and lasted half an 
hour.

Mr. Thurstone, on behalf of hfe associates, 
presented their credentials from President 
Dole of the Provisional Government and sup­
plemented them with a brief statement of 
the events on the Islands which were the 
cause of their visit.

Secretary Foster responded in a few words 
of welcome, stating that the reason for the 
errand was well known to the people of the 
United States. The interview closed with 
an engagement for 3 o’clock in the afternoon 
at the same place.

The second interview was even shorter 
than the conference of this morning and 
quite as unproductive in result. There was 
some informai talk over the annexation 
proposition, and this was concluded by an 
agreement that Secretary Foeter should 
again meet the Commissioners on Tnesday 
morning next for an extended conference. 

Tbe Delegates Encouraged.

\\Ottawa, Feb. 4.—President Harrison’s 

message to Congress, recommending the 
cancellation of the bonding privileges en­
joyed by the Canadian railways, caused no 
anxiety here.

Hon. W. Laurier said: “I do not care 
to express my opinion at present. I regret 
the circumstances which brought about 
this apparently hostile feeling against Can­
ada, and hope that before long the friendly 
relations which existed between the two 
countries will be re-established.”

Said Senator Scott: “I dont believe that 
anything will be done, 
will never allow their interests,now served by 
a Canadian alternative route,to be sacrificed 
for the American roads.”

Sir Richard Cartwright remarked: “I 
regret the condition of affairs which the 
ill advised policy of the Dominion Govern­
ment appears to have brought about, but J 
prefer to await developments before ex­
pressing an opinion as to the results.”

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell, the Minister of 
Trade and Commerce, declined to give his 
views until he had time to consider the 
message, a complete text of which had 
not yet reached Ottawa. Several Govern­
ment supporters were more outspoken, and 
N. Clarke Wallace said: “I think the mes­
sage is only an expiring taunt before going 
out of office. It won't lead to anything.”

W. F. Maclean, M.P., defiantly says: 
“If anything will be done, let them do it 
and be hanged.”

This is Mr. R. S. White’s idea: “If the 
contention of President Harrison that 
article 29 of the treaty of Washington 
is abrogated is upheld, then the whole 
treaty is abrogated and leaves Canada free 
to control her inland waters as she 
pleases.

Contrary to expectation Cameron began 
to recover. Three weeks ago, on the 
strength of an old prescription from an 
alleged doctor at Eastpofrt, the wife ob­
tained some laudanum and morphine from a 
local druggist. A few days later, on the 
pretext of having broken the bottle, she 
obtained 30 grains of morphine from the 
same druggist. After two days more had 
elapsed she started to visit her husband on 
the seashore. On the way out she remarked 
to the driver that she had dreamed that 
her husband wouldn’t live until Feb. 1, but 
she found him in fairly good health.

Poisoned Him. .
She remained there a week. On the 

morning of Jan. 26 they quarreled and the 
husband left the house. He was brought 
back and she gave him a cup of tea. She 
says his hands were so feeble that he could 
not hold the cup, and she held it while he 
drank. Shortly after drinking it Cameron 
fell into a comatose condition, lasting 35 
hours, and then died.

Mrs. Cameron arranged to forward the 
body to Pictou County, at the other eud of 
the Province, for interment, but the Masonic 
lodge investigated the rumors of foul play, 
intercepted the coffin at the railway station 
and had an inquest and post mortem, the 
result of which was to show that the de­
ceased died of morphine poisoning. There­
upon Mrs. Cameron was arrested.

Tbe leaven of Congregationalism 
was working In other churches. Metho­
dists, Presbyterians and Episcopalians were, 
if not openly, at least tacitly Ignoring the 
dictates of their governing bodies. The en­
larged views of Congregattonaliste 
spiritual freedom had broadened their ideas 
of civil liberty. They bad been the Noncon­
formists of tbe 17th century and bad always 
advocated the precise distinction between 
cbnrch and state.

If then circle was limited, and Mrs. Cameron had 
liberty was demanded by an Apostle for *ew friends, 
each member of a Christian church, surely 
liberty is the right of those who are not 
bound by the obligations ol such member­
ship! St. Paul declares that between those 
who keep all days alike and those who 
observe the Sabbath in an especial way he 
will not judge, nor will he recognize any 
man’s right to judge.

But John Charlton not only judges, but 
wishes to place all who exercise the liberty 
decreed by the Apostle under the con­
demnation of the law, not only the law of 
the church, but the law of the police. He 
has got an idea that a religious ordinance 
ought to be made compulsorily observable 
by the State, just as the State at one time 
enforced attendance upon Holy Communion 
in a Protestant country and upon the mass, 
as its other name is, in Catholic nations.

There is no command more clearly im­
perative than 4‘forsake not the assembling 
of yourselves together as the manner of 
some is.” Mr. Charlton has in this an in- 
disputble authority for driving everybody 
to a place of worship, as his predecessors 
once did, with far more logic and under a 
far stronger Biblical authority than any­
thing he can quote to justify his Puritanic 
notions on Sabbath observance. The only 
place in which the word “Sabbath” occurs 
in the Apostolic epistles is where the Chris­
tians at Colosse are charged not to judge 
each other regarding its observance.
There are other commands as imperative 
aud clear. Take as a specimen the injunc­
tion to “Speak all the same thing” so that 
there be “No divisions”amongst Christians.
Let Mr. Charlton bring in a bill to enforce 
that law and the Christian Union problem 
would be at once solved !

The truth is Mr. C.’s mind is muddled, 
he is like a pea in the hands of a thimble- 
tigger. Try ~to fix him as being under the 
Jewish thimble, when, lo! he disappears 
under tbe Christian one; then when h# is 
though safe there he goes hack to the other.
