Wasniverox, Nov. 17, —Repeated an-
Douncements that the Ways and Means
Committes has decided to incorporate in the
new Tariff bill &' provision for an income
tax has aroused considerable opposition,
and the commi ttes may yet conclude to re-
port the bill without that feature. :

It is known that a majority of the Demo-
crats on the committee are in favor of such
a tax and they will have the support of
most of the Southern and Western members
of Congress. There have been strong pro-
teats made by some of the Eastern men in
the party, however, and there is a=possi-
bility that they may be able to prevent the
provision being incorporated in the bill.

Will Introduce an Amendment,

In that event, it is said, Representative
Bryan will introduce an income tax amend-
/ment and try to have it adopted in the
House. A “prominent eastern Democrat
said to-day it would be impossible to adopt
any such amendment in the Houss, If it
should be reported in the House bill from
the committes, he said, it might be possible
to pass it,-but it would be impossible: to
tack it on the House unless the entire
power of the Committee on Ways and
Means was behind 1t.

Appeals by Interested Persons.
Delegations of men interested in particu-
lar articles still continue to appeal to the

committee to maintain the tariff on those

articles, or at least to reduce it as little as
possible. . There is good authority tor say-
ing, however, that these arguments are
having very little effect on the committee,
and that while some slight modification of
proposed duties may be made, they have
failed utterly to bring about any change as
to the articles to be placed on the free list.
Free List May Be Enlarged,

It is the intention of Chairman Wilson to
enlarge this list to the greatest possible
limit in the direction of admitting raw ma-
terials free of duty, and thus, it is declared,
not only give American producers the
benefit of lower prices on these materials,
but make it possible for American many.
facturers to carry on trade profitably wi
a lower rate of taxation on the finished a

=acles,
Want'Coal and Iron Ore Taxed.

The most important delegations heard to
day were from Alabama and Virginia. The
former represented the coal and iron inter-
ests of that sfate and presented reasons
why, in their opinion, coal and iron ore
should not be placed upon the free list.

If an income tax yielding a revenue of,
say §50,000,000 per annum, be incorporated
in the bill, the increase in internal revenue
taxation will be comparatively smail. If it
be decided not-to-levy an . income, or if the
revenue therefrom be not considerable, ma-
terial iucreasés’ in the internal revenue
schedules may be safely anticipated.

Lumber and Sals.

The lumbermen, alarmed at the proposi-
tion to put lumber on the free list, are
urging a compromise.  The present duty is
$1 a thousand feet. They usk that it be
put at 50 cents. They concede that in a
few years lumber must go on the tree list,
but they want a little more time in which
to prepare for the change. Similar appeals,
based upon the same argument and includ-
ing the same concessions, are bein} made in
behalf of salt.

Taxing Income a Fatal Move,

Mr. Bourke Cockran of New York spoke
his mind with characteristic bluntness to
his fellow-members of the Ways and Means
Committee regarding the proposed income
tax. He feferred to the statement that the
imposition of such a tax would be gratify-
ing to the Populists,and added sarcastically
that where Democrats began chasing Popu-
lists someone always gets “‘left,” and
that someone is usually the De-
mocratic party. Such a tax, he
informed the little coterie of his committee
associates, was vicious in principle. It was
class legislation of the worst character. In
this case it would array the rich against the
poor, and in such contest- the rich always
come out ahead. It would relieve the
laboring man of responsibility in maintain-
ing the Government,and in the end4t would
exclude him from participatign”in it. If
such a tax should be levied .it ought
then, in his judgment, to apply equally
to everybody, so that the man who
earns $2 a day might pay his tax of four
eents and thus preservehis rights and duties
as a self-respecting citizen, just the same as
the man whose income was $40a day.
Politically he thought it would be fatal to
the Democratic party. - One result would
be to make New York city, now the Demo-
cratic Gibraltar, a Republican centre for an
indefinite term of years.

There are those in the trade who are an-
ticipating a little livelier condition of affairs
on the tobacco market. The cause which
has given rise to this expectancy is the pres-
ence on the market of a new plug of smok-
ing tobacco to be known as Laurel 3%s.
Now, there'is nothing in the mere tact of a
new plug being placed on the markes to
cause any excitement, but the unusual inter-
est that provails at the moment is centered
in the fact that a tobacco is to be placed on
the market at a cut price, and with the al-
leged purpose of deposing the ‘Myrtle
Navy” plug from the position it now oc-
cupies. The price at which it is to be sold
to retailersis 49c per pound, against the
60c per pound of ‘“Myrtle Navy,” a cut of
11 cents.

Six weeks later she
received another notification from the bank
acquainting her with the fact ‘that
another draft for $150 had come to hand
from the Laramie Bank. Again she went
down and got the money. She heard noth-
ing more from the bank for some months,
when to her surprise she received a letter
from them asking her to refund the money,
as the money was intended for Mrs. Sarah
Whitehouse of Thornhill: The money
having been all spent and as she
was without means she could not comply
with their demand. The bank accordingly
sued for the $250 and for $40. extra costs.

McMur-
rich was the first to -start
the ball rolling. He moved to strike ou.

John Edliott,the then teller in the same
bank, corroborated that evidence, aud Miss
Ida Peck produced the stub*

Mr. John Kennedy proved that the claim
was never paid oft.

Mr, Alexander Mairs, solicitor, Mark-
ham, swore that Robinson had been con-
fronted and said he couldn’t raise the
money and did not claim that the $1200 was
used to pay his own debts.

Mr. Rufus T. Peck corroborated the so-
licitor and further claimed that Robi

of the conversation with Mairs that the
$1200 was to satisfy his debt; that the
Peck people had no claim on him for deed,
money or securities.

He had repeated the same on both oc-
casions to Peck, and when the lawyer per-
sisted that he should pay something he
said nothing was necessary as he owed him
nothing.

The severe cross-examination produced
no new information. The witness held to
his story and departed not from it. 5

He stated, however, that he was a
creditor at the time of McLean’s death to
the sum of $1515. He received but §1200
to satisfy the claim and never got one cent
for expenses.

Mr. Wilmot said that he signed a num-
ber of notes with the late Allan McLean
which were owing Robinson. He believed
McLean owed Robinson a large sum when
he died, for McLean had told himsoa
short time before his death.

Mr. David Reesor testified that Jane
McLean had told him that her brother
Allan had owed Robinson a large sum of
money at the time of his death.

The case will be continued to-day.

Mrs, Peck’s Deposition,

The deposition of Mrs. Peck of Newmar-
ket, sister of the late Miss McLean, was
read firgt. Mr. MacDougall, for the Crown,
was informed that Robinson one foremoon
about 11 o’clock, some day in August, 1885,
had called and asked for the loan of a sum
which Miss McLean had wanted, which
sum included $1200 for the satisfying of the
Crown’s claim on lot 2, con. 8, Markham,
in the possession of Miss McLean. Mrs.
Peck sent. $1200 to her sister, $1000 of
which was in cheque on the Standard Bank,
Markham, ‘and the remainder in cash, by
Miss Ophelia McLean, her stepdaughter. A
day or so afterwards the witness stated the
object for which the $1200 wes to go, and
the name by the brothers Preston was never
mentioned, nor was anything said about the
deceased Allan McLean’s death.

In return for this Miss McLean had sent

her note for $1200, which the witness pro-
duced. :
¢ . Mr. Bain learned nothing farther. The
witness was confident of her statements,
and was sure that Preston McLean’s name
wasn't mentioned; that Allan McLean’s
debts weren’t discussed, and that Mr.
Robinson said that the $1200 was to go to
satisfy the Crown’s claim to the land.

Frederick Reesor produced evidence to
the effect that Susan Peck’s cheque was
entered at the bank on Aug. 15, 1885, and
along with $200 placed to the credit of
James Robinson by the late Matthew Mile-
stone, the private manager of Miss Mc-
Lean’s estate. .

Robinson’s account at that time was over-
drawn to the extent of $9.44. On Sept. 4
$400 was taken off the: new account to sat-
isfy a promissory note and cheques cashed
drained the remaining $800 by Oct. 16.

Mr. Bain learned from. the witness that
Robinson departed from their usual custom
and did not have his bank book made up
regularly every month. In- this case the
book was balanced in April and again in
January. He might not have known that

\this money was placed in the bank to his
credit.

Miss Ida Peck, daughter of Mrs. Susan
Peck, produced the stub of the cheque in
questlon. She remembered the visit of Mr.
Robinson, but didn’t hear much of the
conversation. The check ghe recognized to
be in her handwriting, but signed by her
mother. :

Mr. John Elliott, teller of the Standard
Bank, Markham, in 1885, corroborated the
evidence of Mr. Reesor. He admitted to
Mr. Bain that the neglect of Mr. Robinsdn
in not having his bank book entered up
every month was not an unusual occur-
rence.

Mrs. Ophelia McLean, step-daughter of
Mrs. Peck, witnessed that she took the
$1200 from her mother and gave it to Miss
Jane McLean.

Mr, Robiuson’s Alleged Statements.

Mr. A. Mairs, Bolicitor of Miss McLean,
gave evidence of two important conversa-
tions and a correspondence with Robinson.

Mr. Peck, the executor of Miss Jane
MecLean, asked him fo get the $1200 ordeed
from Robinson.  He wrote Robinson and
mentioned this request. ‘He then met Rob-
inson in March last. Robinson said: “I
recived your letter.” Maivs asked if he had
the money. Robinson said he couldn’t raise
it and feared that no one would go security
for him. Mr. Mairs, on March 22, intro-
duced Mr. Pack to Robinson in the latter’s
office. Mr. Robinson said, *‘I suppose you
have come to speak of the McLean matter?”
Peck said ‘“Yes,” and asked for the money,
securities or the deed. . Robinson feared he
could give nothing. He had had the money,
but the bank had “collared” it for some of
his indebtedness.

Mr. Bain then produced a number of
notes signed by Allan McLean in connec-
tion with one Wilmot and & Donald Mec-
Kinnon, which were dated bpfore 1885,
and Mairs recognized the signature as
McLean’s. He also admitted that Robin-
son had told him that McLean had owed
him money, but never heard Robinson say
that the money was deposited in the bank
without his knowledge.

Rufus T. Peck, a lawyer of New York-
corroborated the evidence of Mairs and pros
ceeded where the solicitor left Robinson’,
office after the introduction. Peck de-
manded money, securities or the deed, but
did not threaten. Robinson said he could
do nothing, but would see his wife and
arrange a meeting at the Franklin House,
Markham. The second meeting was
a couple of days-later. Robinson said he
ceuldn’t raise the money, and that his wife’s
money was invested together with*f mer-
chant’s in Toronto and she couldn’t with-
draw any funds,

Miss McLsan had told him that Robinson
had the deed and that Milestone had given
him §50 for expenses in obtaining it.

Witness said: “I'told Robinson this and
he did not deny it.”

Mr. Bain’s cross-examination was very
severe. Peck held to his story. He ad-
mitted, however, that Robinson might have
said that the McLean estate owed him
money, but **hs never claimed that money
was put in the bank without his consent.”

Mr. Bain wound up his argument
by saying: * You never looked - to
sce. whether or not the estate owed
Robinson anything. You saw your
case was weak. Went to see about criminal
actions being instituted. Saw a flaw o
the chain and called on Mr. Robinson for

NERVOUS DEBILITY
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Park-Avenue—Its Possibilities,

While offering no opinion as to the
advisability of extending College-avenue to
the New Union Station The World feels
that a di of the proposal can do no
harm and may lead tosome good. We
have seen the city just about committed to
dumping half a million good money into a
nine acre park. While a beautiful . spot
could, no doubt, have been made out of the
Upper Canada College property, yet it i
beyond question that the same sum of
money expended in other directions would
benefit the city in a much greater degree.
When we decide to vote any sum of money
for beautifying the city we should study
the effect that such beautification will pro-
duce, not s0 much on the ecitizens
of Toronto as on those who live
in other - places. @~We should A en-
deavor. to make every cent we spend re-
turn as big interest in some way or another.
The expenditure of a large sum of money
like that proposed for the purchase of the
college property would be justifisble only
to the degree that it increased our popula-
tion or our business. Viewed inthis light,
the purchase of the g:per Canada College
property would be inadvisable. No matter
how beautiful the grounds might be made,
the whole affair would still be nothing more
than a nine acre park, which could not
‘attain much more than a local reputation.
Supppsing we advertise the fact that To-
ronto has a beautiful nine-acre central
part, will that fact be magnetic enough to
attract people hither?

Now, in the matter of advertising the
city we are free to say that the proposed
patk is in no way to be com-
_ pared with the proposal to extend and
beautify the Park-avenue. It we
were to take up this idea of making a really
beautiful avenue, if we were to concentrate
our attention on this project in prefereﬁce
to a lot of minor enterprises, we might pro-
duce something that would secure for us a
continental reputation. If we can make
the people of other cities and countries con-
fess that we have one of the finest avenues
in the world then Toronto will secure no
insignificant advantage. By extending the
avenue through to Front-street we at once
see its possibilities. The gate through

which strangers enter our city will face a

.most beautiful thoroughfare, at the upper
end of which is a cluster of buildings
which in number,in size and in architecture
are excelled by few places in any other
country. At present the beauties
of College-avenue are hid away
under a bushel. The visitor to
the city has to make enquiries to find the
avenuc and undertake a special journey to
visit it. The extension of the avenus to
Front-street would bring it under the eye
of every visitor that the railways bring to
the city. Its extension would not only
give us new  advantages, but would at the
same time bring into prominence the attrac-
tions we already possess, no mean attrac-
tions in themselves, but hidden away in an
obscure corner.

The question for us to consider is whether
the project is capable of development into
something unique, something that people in
outside places will talk about and come to
see, something that will arrest the eye of
the stranger the moment he gets off the
train. “If the project possesses these possi-
bilities and can be carried out without en-
countering many financial or other
difficulties, then it is worthy our
serious consideration.

The A.P.A. and the P.P.A,

The A.P.A., or American Protective As-

I PALATIAL BREWERY.

The O'Keefe Brewery Compans’s New
Premises—History of the
Firm, .

It was once said by Sir Astley Cooper to
his graduating class of medical students:
“Now, gentlemen, give me leave to tell you
oni what your success in life will depend.
Firstly, upon a good and constantly increas-
ing knowledge of your profession; and
secondly, on an industrious discharge of
your duties. Unless you possess the first—
knowledge—you ought not to succeed, and
no honest man can wish you success. With-
out the second—industry—no one will ever
succeed.”

The career of Mr. Eugene O’Keefe, presi-.
dent of the O’Keefe. Brewery Company of
Toronto (Limited), furnishes a practical
illustration of the great surgeon’s wisdom
and correctness in this advice, and a health-
ful example for the young men of our coun-
try.

The firm was first established in 186h-1t
was then known as O'Keefe & Cosgrave,
and occupied but a small fraction of the im-
mense ares which the buildings of the com-
piny now cover, In 1863 the firm was dis.

WNI‘. George M. Hawke buying out
Co

Mr. rave’s interest. There was no
further change in the firm for nearly two
decades, or until 1881, when Mr. Hawke
retired and was succeeded by his son, Mr.
Widmer Hawke, now vice-president of the
company, and Mr, Joseph H. Mead. Four-
teen months later (1883) Mr. Mead retired.
Messrs. O’Keefe and Widmer Hawke con-
tinued the business until 1891, when a joint
stock company was formed under the name
of the O’Keefe Brewery Company of Toron-
to (Limited), with Mr. O’Keefe as presi-
dent and Mr.. Hawke as vice-president.
The other shareholders are Major Mason,
president of the Home Bavings Company;
Mr. C.J. Campbell, Assistant Receiver-Gen-
eral, and Mr. J. 8. Playfair, Messrs,
(’Keefe and Hawke hold practically all
the stock.

While the output of the firm increased
steadily from the time of the establishment
of the brewery, it was not until 1878 (up to
which time but ale and porter were manu-
factured), that the first extensive addi-
tions to the buildings were decided upon.
It was in this year the manufacture of
lager beer was added to the other depart-
ments, This necessitated the construction
of an extensive ice house.

In 1882 a new malt house and "kiln was
erected, with £ capacity of 80,000 bushels.
In 1889 the lager hopnse, being found to
be inadequate eet the increasing
demands upon the business, the buildings
were increased to double the size and the
lager house continued out to Gould-street.
In 1892 the old ale brewery was
pulled down, and Mr. A. Maritzen of Chi-
cago, & specialist in the designing of brew-
eries and aun architecs who has had
supervision of the construction of meny of
the lorgest establishments of this kind in
the United States, was given instructions
to spare no expense in making the interior
of the O'Keefe Brewery one of the finest
on the continent.

An Immense Acreage,

On approaching the brewery one is im-
pressed at the very first glance with the
large dimensions "of the grounds upon
which the buildings are erected. In
a populous section of the city where the
utmost economy in the utilization of space
is a necessity, such extended premises as
those of the O’Keefe Biewery Company can-
not fail to make an impression. | The im-
mense structures which from time to time
have been erected have a total frontage on
Gould-street of 123 feet, a depth of 315 feet
on Victoria-street and a like flankage on
Yonge-street lane, the total floor area ag-
gregating nearly one hundred thousand
square feet, as follows:

Lager beer brewery
Malt house
Store house

But in addition to this the growth of the
business has been so exténsive that the
company tound it necessary to secure
21,000 feet of space on Dalhousie-street for
the storage of stock ale, and the stables are
also located on Dalhousie-street, occupy-
ing about 27,000 feet. .

The main building, an imposing structure,
fronts on Gould-street.” It hasa frontage
of 60 feet, and extends southward toa
depth of 140 feet. It is constructed in the
most massive way of red pressed brick and
Connecticut brown stone of the Italian
style of architecture, and has two hand-
somely proportioned towers. The main
tower rises to a height of 147 feet, and from
its summit a magnificent view of the city
can be obtained.  There is a smaller flank- |
ing tower towards Yonge-street about 16
feet higher t..an the main cornice. Large
Corinthian pilasters between the two towers
on each story enhance the impression of
uniformity which, next to unility, was
manifestly one of the objects of the archi.
tect, Mr. Gemmill of this eity, who drew
the plans for the exterior and offices, and
superintended the entire construction. The
whole facade is lavishly decorated with

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lishment by way of the offices. These are
handsomely ficted up with oak floors and
desks and dado, and lighted by three large
plate-glass - windows.  The offices of
tHe president and vice-president and sec-
retary-treasurer . are gituated in the
western end, while the balance of the
apartment is devoted to the force of
accountants and bookkeepers. The parti-
tions are relieved with chip glass, and the
effect from the front counters is pleasing to
the eye and complimentary to the taste of
the designer.  Altogether, the office ap-
pointments are the finest in any brewery
in the Dominion.

The clerical staff isa large one, as may
readily be conceived, but the office. work
has been 8o thoroughly systematized that a
complete survey of the industrial and finan-
cial operations of the brewery may be had
at the shortest notice.

1mmediately above. the offices and con-
nected therewith by an iron spiral staircase
isadditional space devoted to the accountant
department for the storing of ledfen,
labels, etc. Here are also located the lava
tories for the clerks.

In the majority of breweries the malting
is done elsewhere. This is not the case
wish the O’Keete Brewery Comgn'ny, how-
ever. They buy the barley direct from
the farmer, and do their own malting.

. The malt house, with an annual capacity

for 80,000 malt, is very ample, and is equip-
ped with all the known appliances to facili-
tate the handling of the grain.

The brewery has a complete set of double
plant, viz.: Boiling tuns, malt bins, mash
tuns, coppers, hop jacks, surface coolers, re-
frigerators, etc., etc., with an annual ca-
pacity for 165,000 barrels of ale, porter and
lager.,

The First Process.

After leaving the malt house the malt
passes through a cleaner and separator and
is subjected to repeated processes of sifting
and screening, by which all pebbles and
rootlets are eliminated. ~Thence it is eie-
vated into two immense malt grist bins on
the top floor of the brewery, which, like all
the other appliances of the immense estab-
lishment, are so constructed as to facilitate

corner of them.  On this floor also are tw
immense steel hot liquor tanks.

1n the next story are two mash tuns and
mashers, where the malt is mashed —a most
important partof the brewer’s art.

it is the carefulness here displayed
that has made the products of this brewer
popular all over the Dominion, The qual-
ity of the various brands of ale, porter and
lager manufactured by the company never
varies from one yeur’s end to the other.
When it is stated that for 31 years
Mr. O’Keefe himself personally superintend-
ed the brewing and he and Mr. Hawke
now do the same thing an explanation is
furnished why the output is of such uni-
form and unvarying excellence.

It is not necessary to review here the
various processes through which the beer
paases, such as sparging, boiling the wort,
adding the hops, extracting the hops run-
ning into the hop jack, ete.

Suffice it to say that the wort is forced
into the expansive steel receptacles called
surface coolers on the top floor through 24
inch copper pipes by two ‘‘Snow” pumps
from Buffalo. The surface coolers are con-
structed of steel, are § inch thick and are
the manufacture of the Kast Copper Co. of
Buffalo, N.Y.

Just here a few words respecting The
cellars will not prove inopportune, as in
every move that he has made in the man-
agement of his colossal business President
O'Keefe showed himself a man of nerve and
brain, of energy and courage in securing the
foremost architect of the continent—per-
haps of the world—in his special line to
supekintend the interior arrangements of
his .;brewery. In forming an idea of
the’ capacity of the cellars some-
thing more has to be taken into
consideration thgn the number of
square feet of ground occupied by them,
becanse both the vats and casks rise to a
height almost equal to that of the cellars,
and they varyin capacity from fifty to
several hundred barrels. At an early
stage of this article mention was made of
the driveway between the main building
and the lager beer brewery proper. Pro-
bably comparatively few of the people who
drive along this passageway are aware that
they are traversing over a subterranean
town of beer. Yetsuch is the case. The 2;1-
tire space underneath was tunnelled ous and
the beer and lager cellars thus converted into
practically one apartment. All tranship-
ment from one building to another: was
thus avoided. “That idea of Architect
Maritzen was worth $10,000 in itself,” said
President O'Keefe yesterday. Be:ﬁes the
saving of transhipment already referred to,
it provided an extra cellarage of 150x15
feet, or a total of over 2250 square feet. The
floor-of -this building, as well as that of the

with the best German rock asphalt,
The Lager Cellar,

The appliances of the lager cellars are un-
qiiestionably as fine as uny on the continent.
This department is fuily equipped with the
very latest plant and appliances. Large
storage tanks, contaming 10,000 gallons
each, are placed in the cellar of the new ad.
dition, together with a number of smaller
tanks.

All wera built in Philadelphia, and cost
the importers between $4(00 and $5000.
They are constructed of North Carolina
cedar, are 14 feet in diameter and 12 feet
in height, and altogether have a capacity
of 132,500 gallons.

The next floor has the chip puncheons
for the thorough clensing and clarafying of
the lager previous to its being racked into
kegs for delivery.

That water is an important element in
brewing may be judged from the fact that
upwards of 10,000,000 gallons are required
annually not only to form a component of
beer, but also as an essenial agent to
cleanliness, motive power and temperature.

At present ice is used for cooling purposes,
and 5000 tons have to be put in every
season for refrigerator purposes. But with
that keen foresight, which, as has been
heretofore pointed out, characterizes all
their business, the company have made

Theé Office Appointments,

all arrangements for introducing during the
next year or two the medern system of
cooling their cellars. In the main build-
ing provision has been made and ample room
set apart for the introduction of ice
machines and condensers, and within a com-
paratively short time the old way of cooling
cellars will be abandoned by the O’Keefe
Company. In this connection a short sketch
of the plan it is proposed to adopt may be
of interest to the general reader. The sys-
tem of cooling rests upon the principles first
applied to this purpose as far back as 1849,
but didn’t come into anything like general
use until the present decade. Of lute years,
however, it has been improved upon to an
extent far exceeding the progress of any
other scientific discovery. The system per-
forms its functions by means of the direct
expansion of ammonia in iron pipes placed
upon the ceilings and on the walls
of the cellars. The plant will consist of

the utmost cleanliness in every nook a.ng/

two machines, each of an ice-melting capa-
‘aity of 32 tons per day. These will be quite
‘ample to cool the entire cellarage of the
brewery.

The steam required in the O’'Keefe
Brewery for the operations heretofore de-
scribed is provided by two Ingles boilers
of 75 horse power each. Provision has been
made for placing alongside them two ad-
ditionel colossal boilers contemperaneously
wivh the introduction of the ice machines,
At the present time no less than 1200 tons
of coal are required to feed the two- boilers.
The beams and columns of the new brewery
and lager house are of the best steel, about
250,000 pounds being used.

The Interior of the Main Building.

Immediately in rear of the officeis s
private room for the brewers. Adjoining it
is the"hop storage room, pervaded with a
soothing aroma that makes the blood astir
like the rising sap in a forest at spring-
time. Some idea of the importance that
hops xhy in beer may be had when it is
stated that it requires annually 80,000 Ibs.
of hops to keep the brewers going, English,
Bavarian and Washington Territory
hops being extensively used. The pro-
prietors of O'Keefe’s brewery have never
delegated the buying of hops to subordi-
nates, and in this way have always secured
extra aromatic hops, hence the high grades
of beer which they have always been enabled
to place on the market. Canadians are begin-
ning to devote more attention to thecultiva-
tion of the hop, having realized that hop cul
ture has a great future. Thehop is emphati-
cally anorthern plant, and as far north as
Manitoba grows wild and in great profusion.’
With the constantly-diminishing demand
for ardent spirits and the increased call for

devoted to this class of cultivation will
during the next few years more than treble
the present crop.

Immense Quantities of Barley,

As with hops, so with barley. The
president or vice-president personally tests
every load of barley sent to the malt house.
Upwards of 75,000 bushels are purchased
annually. The acreage sown in Canada this
year has been far below vhe average. Per-
has the prohibition plebiscite had some-
thing to do with this reduced acreage. An
uncomfortable set of people foresee the de-
cline of .the brewery interest, as a more
brilliant visionary once foresaw a contem-
plative New Zealander gazing on the ruins
of London. The distant future may bave
awkward changes in store, but that future
is too distant for thought now, and in
sweet probability the grass will be
very thick and very green over
the graves of these prophets before
many blades have  sprouted . among
the avenues of the O'Keefe Brewery Com-
pany’s property or its pavements have
ceased to reverberate the thunderous tread
of labor.

Other Departments.

It has beén a characteristic of the O’Keefe
Company to disgegard expense when the
quality of their product or the con-
venience of ° their  employed is
at stake,. and the thoroughness
manifested in the departments already de-
scribed is visible throughout the extensive
establishment. Cleanliness being a princi-

al condition of the keeping quaiity of the

eer, all the modern appliances than can be
secured have been devoted to it in this
brewery. On the first floor is located the
department in which the lager beer and
other kegs are cleaned, numerous keg-wash-
ing machines being provided for that pur-
posed. All kegs are washad as soon as they
return from the retailer, and the importance
that the company attaches to thigpart of
their business may be ‘inferred from the
number of machines in use. These are.of
the very latest pattern and perform the work
of washing andscrubbing witha thoroughness
that leaves nothing to be desired. The
kegs are washed - several times and always
with hot water, an electric motor supplying
the power. They are washed both inside
and outside. The operation is entirely
automatic. All the man has to do is to
place the kegs over the contrivance in such
a way as to wnsert the perforated tubes into
the ' bung-holes. The water rushes with
great force through these tubes and strikes
every part of the barrel; and then flows off
through the bung-hole into a trough which
forms part of the apparatus. Although the
cleaning of the outside of the barrels is not
essentiai,great care is nevertheless bestowed
upon this work. In rear of the coolers oun
the third floor is an immense storage room
reserved for lager beer kegs in the winter
season. The ‘botthing cellars, of which
mention has not hitherto been made, are
among the most extensive in Canada. The
vaults are 133x80 feet and thoroughly
equipped. Theemployment of a staff in the
cooperage department is also a necessity.

Every attention has been paid to add to
the comfort of the employed, who number
80. A commodious, well-lighted dining-
room, with chairs, tables, etc., has
been set apart for such of them as bring
their lunches. The first-class lavatory and
bathroom is also set"apart for their use on
the first floar.

The great progress which ithis firm
has made during the past 20 years is un-
questionably due in a large measure to the
untiring energy and force of will of its
members, backed by a high ideal of excel-
lence in its product and a liberal treatment
of customers, But the phenomenal growth
also tends to prove that beer is likely to be-
come the universal drink of the fnture, and
will gradually supersede every other bever-
age in Canada.

A NEW MOTOR.

A 0Qitizen Oreates a Mild Sensation By
Driving Behind a Dog at an 8-Mile Gais,

Yesterday morning & man driving a dog
was an interesting sight to people walking
along Queen-street east. The party who
handled the ribbons was not a boy, but a
man with & mustache and dressed in good
style. He sat in a little express wagon, and
under his guidance the dog trotted along at
an eight-mile gait, The driver did not
appear to be on the street for the fun of the
thing. He looked like a man who wanted
to make a given point within a specified
time and he was bent on accomplishing his
purpose. The dog wasa medium-sized one,
considerably smaller than a tull-grown
Newfoundland. He was well trained and
seemed to be making better sreed than the

load in proportion to his size. The usual
burden of an ordinary dog is 600 pounds,
though a mastiff often pulis twice that
amount, It is alleged that dogs are cared
for at a cost of five to six cents a day, while
the expense of feeding a family dog amounts
to even less.” -Mr. Wiman estimates that
the dog power going to waste in America
amounts to a million horse power.

The Eunglish Labor Leader Has ﬁo‘. Yet
Dasided to Take Holy Orders,

A well known name in England is
that of “Tom” Mann, the labor -leader.
He has been prominently before the
public recently as a candidate for holy
orders. At any rate, it was rumored
that he was about to become:a deacon
in the Church of England. It now
turns out that he is not a candidate and
that the rumor was premature, = Mr.
Mann says he has been *‘considering the
auesnon of taking a position in the

hurch,” by has come to no decision.
He has, he adds, been strongly urged by
many of his friends to take holy orders,
but he will not do so if the act should in
any way impair his usefulness in the
labor world, He is, therefore, anxious
not to come to a hasty decision. It is
not accurate, he says, to state that he
has a “‘title” to the curacy of a large and
important parish, but he knows that if
he decided to take orders a position of
the kind indicated will be found for him
in a parish which at present he is not
at liberty to name. @ was considering
whether he could not serve the interests
of the people best as a minister of religion.
Bnt his mind has not been fully made
up. - }
THE CONDITION OF LONDON LABOR.

Meanwhile Mr. Mann a few Sundays
ago occupied, the pulpit at a Hackney
chapel. Last week in addressing a
large working class audience he gave a
lengthy exposition of the London Re-
form Union's programme and made
some remarks on  the present condition
of London labor. He complained of the
half knowledge shown in the September
Labor Gazette by its London corres-

pondent on the question of the un-
employed. Mr, Drummond stated that
the unemployed skilled workmen were
ono and a half per cent of their class
and the unskilled three per cent. Mr.
Mann maintained that the proportion
was 8ix to seven per cent and fifteen to
sixteen Wer cent. respectively. He placed
the workless and their suffering depen-
dents at 500,000 in the metropolis alone, If
the government wished to deal with
these effectively he would recommend
the immediate reduction of hours for
government employes—especially {he
fourteen hours a day of the postoffice
carmen, the immediate direct employ-
ment of men for the cleaning ang Te-
airing of board schools and other pub-
ic property, the stopgage of the con-
tracg system, the establishment of labor
colonies, which, in spite of the twaddle
talked about the French ones of 1848,
had not yet been tried. At the close of
the proceedings Mr. Mann directed the
attention of the audience to the boxes
for the miners’ fund at the door.

“Tom” Mann was born at Foleshill, in
‘Warwickshire. in 1856. In his youth he
worked in A mine until 1870, when his
family removed to Birmingham. Seven
years later he went to London and be-
came connected with the Amalgamated
Engineers and was made later on its
secretary. Since the great dock strike
of 1889 he has been prominent as one of
the principal orgamzers of dock laborers.
He atso took a leading part in the Hay’s
wharf strike in January, 1890. He has
been president of the Dock, Wharf,
Riverside and<general Laborers’ Union of
Great Britain, Ireland and the Nether-
lands, but'resigned that position in Sep-
tember, 1892. His scheme for the reor-
ganization of the London docks pro-
pounded in 1892 attracted universal at-
tention. He 18 considered to be a speak-
er of great power and his organizing
methods have been very successful.—
N. Y, Herald.

PRINCE ALEXANDER, DEAD.

He Led the Bulgarians to Victory in the
War \With Servia.

Viexxa, Nov, 17.—Prince Alexander of
Battenburg, formerly gPrince of Balgaria,
whose ill was d yesterday,
died at noon to-day at Gratz.

Alexander Joseph, Prince of Battenburg,
Count of Hertenau, was the seeond son of
Prince Alexander of Hesse, He was born
April 5,1857. He attended the military
sehool at Dresden and subsequently entered
the Dugoom of the Guard of the Grand
Duke of Hesse.

He took part in the Russ-Turkish war of
1877-78, and was present at the siege os
Plevna with General Gourko. After thif
campaign he entered the Royal Guard of
Prussia.

When Bulgaria was made an hereditary
rincipality under the treaty of Berlin
rince Alexander, who was supported by

Raussia, was elected Prince by the Assembly
ot Notables of Tirnova ‘on April 29, 1879.
The slection was confirmed by the Sultan
of Turkey. Oa July 13,
Alexander assumed the reigns of govern-
ment. -

In 1885 war was declared against Bulgaria
by Servia and a Servian army marched into
Bulgaria. They were met at Slivnitza by
a Bulgarian army under the personal com-
mand of Prince Alexander, and were routed.

armistice was declared.

On Aug. 21, 1886, Prince Alexander was
deposed by a conspiracy of high state offi-
cials who were said to have been instigaged
by Russia. He was sent from the country
and subsequently took up his residence in
Austria. ter he married a German
actress and assumed the name of Count of
Hartenat.
