THE FARMER AS
A BUSINESS MAN

Keeping a set of books on the 
farm is no longer the idea of a pro­
fessor or faddist. It is part of the 
day’s work on hundreds of farms in 
Ontario. 'Prof. Archibald Leitch, of 
the farm management department of 
the O.A.C., has done more by per­
sistent effort and careful co-opera­
tion with the farmers themselves to 
popularize this work than could 
possibly have been accomplished in 
any other way. The fact that he has 
a number of agriculturists all over 

1 the country working with him in this 
matter accounts for the success that 
has attended his efforts.

Of perhaps greater importance 
■than anything Prof. Leitch can say 
is the testimony of the men who are 
furnishing 'him with the material 
from which he gets his cost figures. 
In the county of Oxford, for instance 
he has 17 selected farms where ac­
curate accounts are kept every day. 
These entries are all sent to the farm 
accounting department at the O.A.C. 
at the end of the year, and each item 
put in its proper place. Of course 
this system is too extensive and too 
great in its demands to be or pract­
ical value on ,the average farm. But 
it is from these 17 places that the 
actual cost figures are secured, and 
these are so carefully compiled that 
they can be accepted as working 
basis for any other agriculturist in 
the district.

The fact that it cost 94 cents per 
hour for a man to operate a team of 
horses on a plow has taken a great 
deal of detailed work to establish; 
likewise that it cost in Oxford coun­
ty in the last year for which figures 
are available 48% cents per bushel 
to grow oats, $12.83 per ton for hay, 
49 cents per bushel for mixed grain, 
o r$1.34 to produce fall wheat. These 
figures were all obtained under 
carefully noted, positive conditions, 
and .they will stand up under investi­
gation as being the average costs.

The man in the city is often heard 
to make the statement that the farm­
er gets his living for nothing. Not 
for one minute. Prof. Leitch allows 
him a salary, based on what his ser­
vices would -be worth if went to work 
for another farmer with equal re­
sponsibilities to his own. He charges 
him for his house, ftir all the supplies 
furnished to the .house from the 
farm, for the use of horses for other 
than farm work, etc. There is no 
chance for the farmer to be fooled 
or to fool himself under the system.

Men who use farm accounting, and 
there are many in Oxford, say that 
it enables them to know rather than 
to guess what fhey are doing. They 
can tell whether it is better for them 
to alter their style of farming. Apart 
from all this there is the necessity 
for the thing, because the average in­
vestment in 17 farms from which 
figures are taken to represent the 
county is $17,342, and no man is go­
ing to have that much capital at 
stake and be loose or careless about 
keeping records is one of the best 
positive forces that has been intro­
duced and extended in recent years.

Abraham Martin Honored
Monument to First Scottish Settler, 

First King’s Pilot On the St. 
Lawrence, and First Farmer 

On the Plains of Abra­
ham Unveiled.

At Quebec recently the Hon. 
Athanase David, Provincial Secretary 
in the Quebec Cabinet, officiated at 
the unveiling of a monument, erected 
by the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company in memory of Abraham 
Martin, who was the first known 
Canadian of Scottish descent and the 
first King’s pilot on the St. Lawrence 
River. The Plains of Abraham re­
ceived their name from him, he re­
ceiving a grant of the land from 
Champlain in 1617. The unveiling 
of the monument, a handsome gran­
ite shaft seven feet high surmounted 
by a globe supported by thistles, was 
an important event and was attended 
by a large number of prominent citi­
zens and political representatives.

The sturdy pioneer is further ac­
claimed by Andrew Patterson, who

WENTY years ago Montreal was but a “mere calling 
place for ships.” It had practically no modern cargo­

handling devices or equipment, its wharf sheds were just 
wooden shacks which were actually taken down in 
winter to prevent' them being blown away, and much of 
the merchandise was stored in the open air at the mercy 
of the wincj' and weather. Now Montreal is the greatest 
port of Canada and it is the best located. From a mere 
riverside stopping place/for ships, it has stepped into the 
front rank of ocean ports, and has become equipped with 
facilities for the accommodation of ships, and for the 
handling and storing of freight that are unrivalled on the 
continent. Despite the fact that Canada has less than 
10,000,000 population and that the United States has 
more than 110,000,000. Montreal now handles a greater 
volume of business than any port on the American 
continent with the solitary exception of New York. - 

The principal reasons for Montreal’s supremacy are 
the facts that it is nearly one thousand miles inland 
from the ocean, at the head of deep water navigation
*&h <Üreo$ access tç the Atlantic, and that behind i$ i§

a through route right up to the head of the Lakes at thi 
Twin Cities, a thousand miles further inland. Were it an 
all year port, Montreal would be the chief one of the 
continent, but for some months winter closes the beauti­
ful St. Lawrence route, and the vessels fretting at the 
mouth of the great river must wait until the ice goes out 
in the spring before they can make their way westward.

About fifty years ago, the Harbor Master originated 
the idea of presenting a tall silk hat to the captain of the 
first vessel to arrive in the spring with a transatlantic 
ship. This custom was observed for about thirty-five 

ears, then, as the top hats lost their popularity, a gold 
eaded cane was presented instead by the Harbor 

Commission.
This year thg cane was presented to Captain Edmund 

Aikman, of the Canadian Pacific S.S. Bolingbrokc who 
had just completed his first voyage in command. The 
Bolingbroke left London for Montreal on April 9th. 
calling at AntwertMm-route, arriving three hours ahead 
of her nearest competitor on May 3rd. The liner 
“Montrose” of the same line, the first passenger vessel to 
reach the port in 1923, arrived two days after.

WORKING THE MOWER
_____ L-

Practical Instructions on -Rim­
ing This Useful Machine.

Give the Cutting Bar and Steel Plate 
Attention—Keep the Knife Sharp 
—Go Over the Machine Daily- 
Returns From Bees.

IContrlbuted by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

This machine has glvep splendid 
service to the farmers of the past and 
present generations. Fifty years ago 
the mower was a perfected machine, 
and the improvements since that date 
have not been of a ! revolutionary 
nature. e
Watch the Cutting Bar.

This machine is subjected to a 
number of abuses, traceable to the 
carelessness of the average farm 
hand, lack of attention In oiling, dull 
ledger plates and knife operated over 
rough or stony ground. With the 
knife running close to the soil sur­
face, Injury from contact .with gravel, 
■and and small stones Is frequent. 
The watchfulness of the operator to 
avoid subjecting the cutter bar to In­
jury is the best protection when the 
mower Is In use on rough ground. 
The cutter bar with its numerous 
guards can be elevated or tilted 
quickly by an experienced operator 
and obstructions avoided. The guards 
should be kept tight and In perfect 
alignment.
Give the Steel Plate Attention.

The small steel plate that Is rivet­
ed to the guard at .the point where 
the knife edge performs the scissor 
movement should be kept sharp or 
at least not permitted to wear round. 
These plates, commonly known as 
ledger plates, become dull with use, 
a condition that greatly redudbs the 
efficiency of the mower aqd increases 
the draft. A mower with dull or 
rounded ledger plates will stick In 
heavy cutting or damp grass. A 
sharp knife and sharp edged ledger 
plates means light draft for the team 
and clean, free cutting of the crop. 
The Knife Must Be Kept Sharp.

Toq much attention cannot be 
given to the cutter bar with Its at­
tached guards and quick moving 
knife. If the mower sticks at every 
mouse-nest or tuft of grass, the place 
to look tor the trouble is In the dull 
knife, the ledger plates, the worn 
guards, or the keepers that hold the 
knife down In place. With the new 
mower it will be noted that the cut­
ting edges are sharp, that there Is 
but little play for the knife other 
than as Intended. In the past too lit­
tle attention has been given to keep­
ing the ledger plates sharp. With 
these dull, no matter how good the 
knife is, tough material will be 
drawn beneath the knife Instead of 
being out, forcing the blade up 
•gainst .the guard causing wear that

Why the New Mower Cuts Best.

The experience of all la that t$ia 
mower cuts better the first season 
than ever after. This experience Is 
largely due to the fact that too little 
attention Is paid to the parti that are 
responsible for the cutting. The wear 
on the section pointa of the mower' 
knife Is greatest near the point. This 
wear, together with the grinding 
necessary to keep the knife sharp, 
changes the shape of the section con­
siderably, and in such a way as to 
reduce its efficiency aa a cutting - Im­
plement. The man doing the grind­
ing should endeavor to keep the or­
iginal shape of the section In so tar 
as possible. Many of the emery 
grinders used In sharpening mower 
knifes grind away the points ot the 
section to a serious extent without 
doing very much sharpening. A spe­
cially shaped emery or carborundum 
stone or file should be used and the 
work done In the farm shop. A spare 
knife should always be at hand In 
the field.
Go Over the Machine Dally.

The mower should be gone over 
carefully twice each day and all bolts 
tightened. The main bearings should 
be oiled at least once each hour, and 
the pitman bearings at least every 
half hour. When the mower is not 
In use the knife should be removed. 
The cutter bar should be elevated to 
<he vertical position when the ma­
chine Is not in use. A little heavy 
mineral oil should be brushed over 
all parts that are likely to rust. Don’t 
use paint oils. The mower, like the 
binder, to give Its best service, should 
be given good care.—L." Stevenson, 
See., Dept, of Agriculture.

LAMBTON CORN GROWERS’
ASSOCIATION MEETING

The regular Spring meeting of the 
officers and directors of the Lambton 
County Corn Growers’ Association 
was held in the Agricultural office, 
Petrolea, on Saturday afternoon, 
Hay 26th.

The place of the Association in 
the production and supply of choice 
weed for the county and for sale was 
a discussion upon which every dir­
ector expressed himself. The Associ­
ation is .making a determined effort 
to promote the production of choice 
seed of standard varieties and to 
serve as many producers in the coun­
ty as is possible. The work accomp­
lished in the past was keenly discuss­
ed. Suggestions and recommenda­
tions for future worn were adopted 
and will be put into practice. Large 
quantities of choice tested seed of 
proven varieties are always in de­
mand and are the greatest source of 
national wealth.

Two new amendments- to the rule 
governing the Fall Wheat and Com 
Field Crop Competitions were adopt­
ed First:—The amount of seed, 
either of wheat or com, that the 
first prize winner in each competition 
will have to prepare has been in­
creased from 50 to 100 bushels of 
seed for sale. The Association to have 
first option to purchase the seed. In 
the event of the winner not having 
same in readiness he shall not be 
paid his prize money. Second amend­
ment:—That any exhibitor or mem­
ber of the Association who purports 
to <ell grain from a prize winning 
field, which proves to be a misrepre­
sentation, shall be debarred from 
membership in the Association and 
from exhibiting at the Annual Com 
Show for a period of two years. He 
shall also be liable to prosecution 
through the Civil Courts by the 
Association.

The Committee appointed at the 
Annual Meeting in February re the 
possibility and the practicability of 
moving the Annual Exhibition from 
point to point within the county pre­
sented their report to date. The Com­
mittee was authorized to bring in a 
further report at the officers and dir­
ectors’ meeting in October.

It has been the opinion of many 
supporters of the Com, Grain and 
Seed Show that greater individual 
work could be accomplished by hold­
ing the annual exhibition at different 
points within the county each year. 
The work done by the Association in 
the promotion of good seed to date 
is evident by the improvement in the 
quality and the standardization of 
varieties as exhibited at the Annual 
Corn Show. It is not the object of 
the Association to create profession­
al exhibitors, which a large station­
ary show has a tendency to do. There 
are many growers and producers who 
have not yet come in touch with the 
work of the Association. These same 
parties cannot be reached by the 
practices now in v-o-gue, of a perman­
ent home for the Corn Show. It is 
thought that it would be better to 
bring the Annual Exhibition closer 
to these parties. All the towns and 
villages of the county are anxious 
that the Annual Exhibition be held 
in their vicinity. This cannot be ac­
complished in one year. Petrolea has 
always stood loyally by the Com, 
Grain and Seed Exhibition. Other 
municipalities are offering the same 
support. The object of the officers 
and directors of the Association will 
be to serve the best interests of the 
Association in the prouaction of 
quantities of choice seed of standard 
varieties and national wealth.
