‘s crop of cranks and quacks armed with
1 ial nostrums or theories to cure every-
[ thing, and the ignorant, driven to desper-
| ation, are very apt to seize on the most
| plausible only to find out later how deeply
they have been deceived. Of such is the
 pilver heresy or free coinage at present ram-
‘pant in the United States, promoted by in-
terested silver mine owners, fostered by
theorists and demagogues, and accepted by
a large number of unthinking farmers, la-
borers, etc., who are feeling the pinch of
low prices.”

The above is from the address of Sir Don-
ald Smith, President of the Bank of Mon-
_treal, delivered on the occasion of the an-
nual meeting of the shareholders of that in-
stitution on the 3rd inst. It shows us what
that eminent authority thinks of the silver
question. . In the opinion of Sir Donald free
coinfige is but the nostrum of the crank or
quack which the unthinking accept as the
remedy for low prices. It seems pretty
strong language, but to the disinterested ob-
server it is perhaps not too strong to apply
to the craze of the free coinage advocates.
Yet, wild and visionary as the free coinage
coraze appears to us, it has secured a hold
among the people of the United States which
simply passes comprehension. In the west
both political parties have virtually surrend-
ered to it, while in the south and through-
out the middle states the free coinage ele-
ment has taken complete control of the dem-
ocratic party. Even in such states as Ohio
and Illinois the democratic conventions have
declared unconditionally in favor of the free
coinage of silver. President Cleaveland and
the members of his cabinet are makirg
strenuous efforts to keep the party upon a
sound money basis, but thus far their efforts |
have proved wholly unable even to stem the
tide in favor of this silver craze, guch less
to turn it back. Less than three years ago
under Cleaveland’s leadership the democratic
party carried all befove it. To-day the
parcy is hopelessly divided into two factions
between which there is apparently a great
gulf fixed, and it is now being predicted thav
the candidate whom a majority of the dem-
ocratic delegates may select at the next
presidential convention will probably meet
with the opposition of President Cleaveland
himself, such strange changes have the last
few years brought about. The democratic
party seems just at present to be largely
under the control of what Sir Donald Smith
characterizes as cranks and quacks, and if
this element should be joined by a strong
free silver contingent from the western re-
publicans, the sound money men of the na-
tion may have to make a pretty hard fight
to keep them from electing the next presi-
dent.

—Ir is evident that our lady friends
who desire the franchise have still a good
deal of missionary work to do before they
can have the privilege of voting ‘‘like a
man.” The House of Commons of Canada
has just rejected a motion in favor of female
suffrage by the emphatic vote of 105 to 47.
With some sixty odd members absent thisis
an unusually large and decisive majority
against the measure, showing clearly that
our present law-makers at Ottawa have but
little sympathy with this movement. Pos-
sibly the question was not fortunate in its
sponsor. Mr. Davin, who introduced the
resolation, and who is sometimes referred to
by his fellow members as ** the bald-headed
bard from the home of the blizzard,” is not
always taken seriously by his associates in
parliament. He is a bachelor from Regina,
a clever and well-educated but somewhat
eccentric gentleman.

However, the cause seems to be making
fair progress elsewhere, if it is not in the
dominion. Utah, which is soon to become
a state of the American Union, will come
in with full female suffrage as one of the
provisions of its constitution. Not only are
the women of the new state to be guaran-
teed the right to vote on the same terms as
men, but they are also to enjoy the right to
hold office and to perform every other pub-
lic duty except military service. This will
give them the privilege of sitting on juries
and of being elccted to the state legislature
and senate. The first of these, that of serv-
ing on juries, is an innovation which crimi-
nals should take kindly to, judging by the
way some ladies occasionally show their
sympathy for criminals by supplying them
with nosegays, confectionery and other
dainties. However, perhaps when vested
with the responsibility they will prove them-
selves as firm in the discharge of such duties
as the men now are, and it may be a good
deal more honest.

— TuirTY thousand people assembled on
Dominion Square, Montreal, on Thursday
afternoon last to witness the imposing cere-
monies connected with the unveiling of the
Sir John McDonald monument which has
been in course of erection in that city during
the last few months. His excellency the
Governor General, Premier Bowell, Hon.
Geo. BE. Foster, Lieut.-Governor Chapleau
and others delivered addresses which
throughout breathed a spirit of patriotism
and loyalty to Canadian institutions which
must have had a telling effect upon the vast
audience present. Hon. Geo. E. Foster and
Lieut.-Governor Chapleau, as colleagues and
followers of the dead statesman, spoke elo-
quently of his life-work in assisting to lay
the foundation of this young Canadian
nation.

But perhaps ithe most touching tribute
paid to the memory of the dead was that of
his political opponent, Sir Henri Joly, lead-
er of the Quebec Liberals in the Legislative
Assembly of that province. ‘‘Believe me,”
said he, in the course of his speech, ‘‘ when
I tell you that we who felt it our duty to
oppose him, we, too, learned to admire him,
and what is more we learned to love him;
those among us who have had the privilege
of feeling in friendly intercourse the grasp
of his hand which had dealt us such heavy
blows in fair fight, learned to love him, and
as Canadians we claim our share in him.”

Tributes like this paid to the memory
of an opponent go far to sweeten much of
the bitterness of political life and give rise
to the suspicion that our politicians do not
mean more than half they say about one
another when alive. But why should we
keep all the good things we have to say
about. our public men until they are dead?

—THE annual report of the postmaster
general just presented to parliament gives
the department’s total expenditure for the
past year at $3,517,261 and the revenue at
$2,809,342, leaving a deficit of $707,920.
"On July lst last there were 8,664 post offices
in existence in Canada, an increase of 187
over the previous year. The mail routes
were increased by 2,240 miles and the an-
nual mail travel by 335,450 miles, the total
amount of mail travel being 30,851,179 miles.

—The Marquis of Lorue, under the cap-
tion of *Some thoughts on Canada,” has
contributed a pleasant article to the North
American Review. He gives Canadians the
credit of loving their own land. *‘They
have gone there because they prefer its freer
institutions, and like the certainty of its
climate, its health-giving air, and freedom
from political trouble whetber it be of race,
of labor, of over-production, or of great con-
trast between rich and poor.”

—TFrom from all parte of the Bay of Fund,
comes word that the catch of fish of all kinds

is poor for the season.

—Wz do not know how much or how lit-
tle of truth there may be in the report that
the Dominion Atlantic Railway Company
has purchased the steamer Monticello, and
another new boat, with & view of controlling
the Bay of Fundy traffic. The degree of
positiveness with which these assertions are
made leads us to believe that there may be
some grounds for them. The Dominion At-
lantic Company has of late been trying a
good many new ventures and reaching out
after new fields tv conquer, and this one cer-
tainly offers as promising a field for success
as any of the others have. A first-class ser-
vice between St. John and Annapolis or
Digby, run in connection with a fast train
to Halifax, which would land upper province
passengers in the latter city two or three
hours sooner than the Intercolonial or Ca-
nadian Pacific train now does, should at-
tract a good part of the through passenger
traffic. Such a service would no doubt soon
become popular with the travelling public,
particularly in summer, as it would afford a
delightful sea voyage of two or three hours,
and a run through the garden of the mari-
time provinces, of two or three more, in-
stead of the rather monotonous journey from
St. John to Halifax by train. We trust
that the report is true, and do not see why
such a scheme should not prove profitable.

FLETCHER A. HENNIGAR,

Fletcher A. Hennigar died at his residence,
Middleton, on Thursday afternoon, June
6th, after a long and distressing illness. He
was a son of the Rev. James G. Hennigar
and was born in. Newfoundland in 1836.
He has been in different businesses, at one
time general merchant and post-master at
Grand Pre, then station agent and telegraph
operator at Mount Uniacke, later in Halifax
collector for the city gas company, finally
for nine years a farmer at Middleton. He
was twice marrind, first to Miss S. Harris,
and his second wife was Harriet Hibbert,
widow of Capt. Geo. Cain of Yarmouth.

Both as a temperance man and a christian
he has been well known. In early life he
joined a Band of Hope in St. John and in
Middleton was an agitator of the reorgani-
zation of the Division and a member of the

Receiving Their Pensions Again.

The Penitentiaries of Canada.

There are in the Dominion five Peniten-
tiaries. For the year ending 30th June,
1894, there were in the Kingston Peniten-
tiary 654 persons under sentence. 33 of
these were women. Discharged during the
year 160.—Remaining or the 30th June,
494, Increase over last year, 13. Re-com-
mitted, 28. Of these 7 were sentenced the
third time; 1 a fifth time, and 1 to aneighth
term. 45 were under the age of 20; and 278
between 20 and 30.—In the St. Vincent de
Paul Penitentiary there were 359; in Dor-
chester 186; Manitoba 76; British Columbia
108; making in all 1223,—an increase of 29.
34 persons are females.

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Salt for Stock.

We are surprised when passing through
the country to find so few farmers who use
rock salt for theirstock. Whenever we find
a man who uses it he always speaks of it in
the highest terms. The writer can say from
experience that there is no other way of
salting stock nearly so satisfactory in every
way as by the use of the rock.

It is a settled fact that stock salted oncea
week take too much when given to them,
which has the effect of wasting much nutri-
tion in the animal which the system requires,
and before the next salting day comes round
ill effects are caused in the system by the
lack of salt. This being the case, the farm-
er who depends upon weekly salting, be
he ever so regular, cannot fail to lose milk
from his cows, and flesh from his steers and
other fattening stock. Some resort to the
plan of putting a little salt into the food
every day ar two. Now, this is all chance
work and cannot give the best results, as the
animal itself is the only proper judge of how
much to take, and will never take too much
little when given free access to it.

When stables have been fitted up with
salt boxes in the stalls, the supply can be
kept constantly before them by using either
barrel or rock salt—the former having to be
supplied every few days, while a four or five

-pound lump will last for weeks. Another

advantage in using rock salt is that it can be
thrown into an ordinary manger and not in-
terfere with the food. The animals can lick
at it as desired, and no evil results or waste
in food or salt can follow. Then, again, for
field salting in the summer, a lump can be
thrown on the ground, exposed to sun and
rain, without loss or other objection, while
when barrel salt is used the box will be half
the time empty, and irregular salting results.

Don’t Let Horses Gnaw Trees.

One of the most grievous injuries that is
done to our shade trees is caused by the
gnawing of bark by horses. This gnawing
is for the most part done in the spring, when
the tree is full of sap. The bark is then
most inviting to the animals appetite, and
it is at that time that the most damage may
be done to the tree. When such a wound
has once been made in a tree it grows rapidly,
the trunk becomes terribly disfigured, and
the tree is soon seen to beslowly dying. As
soon as the trunk has been stripped of its
bark in one spot the solid wood of the
tree, being exposed to the weatberand with-
out nature’s protection, soon dies, and as
this crumibles away each year a new layer is
exposed to the air until the gaping wound
eats to the very heart of the tree. Many of
the fine trees that once gave welcoming shade
have been felled simply because a glaring
wound in their trunks, caused by this gnaw-
ing by horses, rendered them a menace Lo
the passerby.

Simple Cure for Lockjaw.

A writer in Clark's Horse Review gives his
experience in curing lockjaw, in which he
says: ‘“If a nail is picked up get it out, of
course, as soon as possible; then get a half
pail of hot water—as hot as the horse can
possibly stand it—pour plenty vinegar and
also plenty of salt. This is all, only it must
be so hot that at first when you put the
horse’s foot in it he will put the foot out of
the water; put in again; and hold the foot
in steadily. Hold it in an hour or longer
and repeat it again after two hours. Do
this at least four times or more the first day
and repeat the process next day. In nine
cases out of ten it will save the horze. It
kas been tried on man, and I used it myself
on my own horse. Some one may say that
this remedy is no good, but if I had a valu-
able horse it is the remedy I would try.
Nothing will kill the poison quicker if tak-
en in time.

Give Them Pure Air.

1t is well to bear in mind that extremes are
pretty sure to follow each other, so that the
weather that has been making quantities of
fine ice will be followed by a like term of ice
consumption.

A Pest.

Prof. Harvey, entomologist of the Maine
State experimental station at Orono, has
sent out a description of one of the worst
insect pests that prey upon raspberry and
strawberry plants. It isasmall black beetle
about one-eighth of an inch long. These
beetles hibernate and come out in the early
spring, doing great damage to the flower
buds. They soon mate and lay eggs for an-
other brood. The grubs live in the roots of
the plants and later appear as beetles, and
in the summer devour the foliage. Prof.
Harvey recommends spraying with Paris

green, onc pound to 200 gallons of water, or i

one pound of fresh white helebore to 50 gal-

lons of water.
-

A Scrap Book.

Every farmer should keep a scrap book in
which to paste agricultural scraps. Every
one in reading a paper will see a number of
things which he will wish to remember.
He will see suggestions, the value of which
he will want to be governed by in future
operations, and yet, after reading he will
throw it down and will probably never see
it again. In such a case all the valuable
articles will be lost. To prevent such a loss
every reader should clip from the paper
such articles as he desires to preserve and
remember and paste them in a scrap book.
At the end of the year it will be interesting
and valuable.

—Hogs often become covered with ticks
and lice. If a little sulphur is fed occasion-
ally, it will entirely rid the swine of these
pests. Often the hogs are covered with
these parasites, when the owner would not
suspect it from the appearance of the ani-
mals, and consequently it is always well to
examine them closely occasionally, so as to
be sure they have nosuch tax on their vitals,
to steal away what should go towards mak-
ing growth and flesh.

—Some cows are more generous in their
return for feed than others; but there never
was a cow which could or would put into
the pail more or better milk than was to be
found in her feed.

Hot Milk for Skin Troubles.

A correspondent who has suffered much
from salt rheum has found great relief in the
hot milk cure.

Do not bathe the affected parts in water;
this aggravates cutaneous affections.

Each night before retiring heat about one-
half a pint of fresh, sweet milk. Do not let
it boil, but let it rise just to the boiling
point. Boiled milk loses its healing virtue.
Then with an old linen handkerchief, sop the
hot fluid generously on the affected part.
Do not wipe the milk off, but let it dry into
the skin.

In the morning bathe the skin in a little
hot milk or in a dilution of listerine in hot
water, in the proportion of two parts of
| water to one of listerine. Eat no consti-
pating food. Avoid especially new fine
bread, sugar, pastry and all starchy foods.
Fruit, lettuce, and radishes may be taken
with good result. Be careful not to worry.
Worriment is often thedirect causeof eczema.
Exercise actively in the open air, but donot
heat the system.

If you will follow these few simple rales,
and will persist in the application of hot
milk each night before retiring the red spots
will soon fade away, and the bard lamps will
generally soften and disappear.

Sometimes the disease is obstinate, and
will not yield at once to the treatment. But
persevere sturdily under all discouragements
—you will in the end be rewarded by a
complete cure.

Wholesome Breadmaking.

The temperature at which bread is both
raised and baked is of the greatest impor-
tance in producing the perfect loaf. Dr.
{ Woods of the Connecticut Experimental
Station, places the proper raising tempera-
ture at from 80 to 85 degrees Fahrenheit,
and the baking temperature at from 400 to
500 degrees. In a late paper on breadmak-
ing he cautions the housewife against cool-
ing the loaves of bread too rapidly after tak-
¢ Much to the
sourness of bread,” he adds, ‘‘is doubtless
due to lack of care during cooling. Owing
tohigh-water contentsand thelarger amounts
of nitrogenous substances and sugar which
bread contains, it is, especially while warm,
a good soil for development of various kinds
of moulds and bacteria. A loaf of bread hot
from the oven, taken into a poorly-ventilated
room crowded with people, will become sour

in the course of two or three hours.

—The only thing necessary for success
with damplings is not to cook them too long.
The length of time depends upon the size of
dumplings, the heat and the number of
dumplings in the kettle. We like them best
made of nice buttermilk, a little sour créam,
soda enough to sweeten the buttermilk and
flour enough to make a batler stiff enough to
hold the spoon erect. I never hesitate to
remove the cover from the kettle and try
them, for every minute they cook after they
are done goes toward spoiling them. Verily,
it takes common sense more than anything

to become a successful cook.
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—Wash silk waists do not always wash
well because of ignorance of the proper way
of laundering them: Add a teaspoonful of
borax to some lukewarm water and enough
nice white soap to make a weak suds. Rub
through the hands carefully; instead of
wringing draw the silk through the tighily
clasped hand. - If all the dirt has not been
taken oat, wash again; then rinse in several
waters to which have been added a pinch of
borax or a half dozen drops of ammonia.
Do not let the silk become quite dry before
ironing; then use a moderately hot iron, asa
very hot one will scorch the silk.

Shred fine one pound of fish, put over the
fire in a stew pan with cold water and let it
get hot, then pour it off and add more cold
water; let the fish boil in this until done.
Pour off the water again and add one piut
of sweet milk and one teaspoonful of
thick cream, in which rub smooth one table-
spoonful of flour and one of butter, pepper,
and if freshened just right it will not need
salting. Cook until it thickens and serve
with boiled potatoes.
