Yarmouth, N. S.—Mrs. Edwa'rd Hat­

field, of Quinan, and her three small 
children «-ere drowned early Wednes­
day afternoon by the upsetting of a 
ro«- boat in the little stream which 
flow's alongside the door of their 
home. A neighbor, Mrs. Duncanson, 
frightened and crazed by the terrible 
accident, of «-hich she was a helpless 
witness, fled to the forest, 
paaied by her little grand-daughter. 
It was thought at first that they, too, 
had perished in the stream, but they 
were traced wandering in the woods 
toward Kempt late in the evening. 
The body of Mrs. Hatfield was found 
about a mile from the scene of the 
accident where the stream had swept 
it, and the bodies of two of her chil­
dren have -since been found.

The children were two girls and 
one boy, the eldest of which was seven 
years of age, the other five and the 
other four. While men of the country 
side are dragging the river for the 
other body, crowds of searchers are 
scouring the woods for the demented 
and frightened woman who with her 
little grandchild is fleeing, possessed 
with thd terror which overcame her 
when she saw the Hatfield family 
swept to their deaths within arms 
length of her, and she could not aid.
