“The suppression of the opium curse
has become a patriotic movement, and
when the Government is backed up by
all the better public opinion of the
land, the ultimate result can hardly
be in question.

You
have the merchants who trade im it,
and who are still making fortunes.

The Life of a Hindu Widow.

Mrs. Ada Lee tells the story of one
poor Hindu widow, which is but a
sample of many others poured into
her ears by heartbroken child widows.
She gives it in the woman’s own
words as nearly as possible:

*'l was married by my parents when
a very young child. I was taught the
routine of household duties, and the
ceremonies of worship of our house-
hold gods. But what good did it do
to worship them? What Fate has
written in my forehoad must be. My
hushband died, leaving me one son and
three daughters. Since the time of his
death T have eaten but one meal a
day, and that meal is of rice and vege-
tables only, and must bhe cooked by
my own hand. Every fifteenth day is
the widow’s fast day. My one meal is
eaten in the morning of the four
teenth. On the fifteenth T must not
take even a cup of water. Having not
became
so weak and faint that often before
the morning of the sixteenth 1 became
unconscious. If my son, who loves me,
thinks 1T am Jdving, he
fresh me with a drop of water to
my life. should Lo give e
drink of water, he has to endure one
year's penance to atone for sin. Asam
and again, especially in the hot
months, my life has become almost ex
tinct, and 1 wonder why death |as
not ended my suffering.

“We are allowed no flesh of wny
kind, and you know how f{ond we Ben-
galis are of fish. Sometimes a large
sh is brought into the house, more
than the family can oat. Aul 1 just
long for one taste of it! T wwe all the
others enjoy it, and a _ood <hare goes
to waste; but T dare not put a mor-
sel into my mouth! This may seem a
little thing to you, but such a long-
ing comes over me for a taste of fish
that T can hardly endure the sight.”’

“But why are you bound by such
unjust rules?”’ T ventured to say.

“Ah!” ghe answered, “if T care to
choose a life of shame T might break
down.” And such treatment is the
cause of so many of our widows go-
ing wrong.”

Reddi’s sister. a sag-faced little girl,
stood by the side of her brother as h
lay on the bench. She loveh Reddi,
and her eyes filled with tears as she
heard the men say that he could not
get well. She did not want him to
die. What should she do? That very
day she had heard Reddi say that a
missionary doctor had come to the
village and that he kept people from
dying. "Vhy didn’t they get him to
come and save Reddi? She would ask
her uncle

“‘Are you sure?”’ asked the uncle, as
he Jistened to what she said. ‘‘Reddi
told me so. He knew a boy whom Dr.
Chamberlain  had raved. It was a
snake-bite too!”’

In a moment the little girl’s uncle
had Reddi on hie shoulder again.

And now Reddi was being carried off
by his uncle. They did not know
where he was being taken, but the
uncle knew. The night before.the mis-
sionary doctor had put up his tent in
the next village. The uncle was taking
the boy to the doctor.

With the boy on his shoulder, the
big Telugu man rushed down the slop-
ing rock, across the hollow, up t,hn::ﬁh
the bushes, and over the fields alr ly
plowed for sowing. Two of Reddi's
couging ran by his side, and every now
and then they took the sufferer from
his uncle’s shoulders to their own. A
messenger had hurried on ahead of
them to tell Doctor Chamberlain that
they were coming. When they reached
the tent, the doctor and his aseistant
were all prepared to receive them.

Taking Reddi inside the tent, Dr.
Chamberlain began his work. First he
gave medicine which helped him, and
then he dressed Reddi’s ankle where
the snake had bitten him.

How they worked that morning! The
doctor had been teaching the village
people about Jesns when the messen-
ger came to tell of the bitten boy. He
told them how Jesus used to heal
the wsick, and that he had come in
Jesus’ place to heal them. He wanted
them all: to love the Saviour.

While the dootor worked over Reddi
inside the tent, the village people were
telling the crowd of Telugu natives
from Timmareddipali what the doe-
tor had said about Jesus. They won-
dered if what he told was true.

Just before noon the tent flap was
pushed apart. The men outside stop-
ped talking and all looked around to-
ward the tent. terror and amazement
mingled in their eyes. The tent flap
opened, and Reddi came out, leaning
on his dncle’s arm. His oyes were open.
He was alive. The missionary doctor
had done something wonderful for
them.
