The first Bible Society ‘Was sarted in |

London, on the Tth of March, 1804
Encyclopedia Americang says:

“ Bible” Societiés adhere to the princi-
ple of publishing the Bible without notes,
starting ftom the Prbtestant principle, that
the bible, and the bible aloge, is the foun-
dation & Christian faith,” Uundoubtedly,
the ‘various sects of Christians differing
so greatly as they do, and always must;
respécting ‘certain points of faith and the
interpretation of particular passages of’
the sctiptute, could not be made to co-ope-
rate with zeal'in the disiributidn of the
bible, if the texts were accompaniéd with
dommentaries. ' But now ministers miist
supply by verbal explanation the place of
notes, because ‘it is cleat to every body
that the bihle cannol be understood, with~

dut the”explanation *afforded by study.— | P

Thus the opinions’ of individuals, brally
deliverel, ate substituted fof the more
precise and profund criticism of united
commentaries.”’ o

* We perceive from this Protestant testi-
mony, that to wake ¢ various sects unite *’
for bible sociefies, they had to ‘adopt the
Protestant principle, that ‘“the bibje alone™
i$ the foandation of faith, although the
Apostles taught'the faith orally and aver-
red that ** Faith cometh by hearing.”
