As drafted the formal resolutions
declared titat the Liberal party * de-
nounces the principle of protection as
radically unsound and unjust to the
masges of the people, and it declares
its conviction that any tariff changes
based on that principle must fsil to
afford any substantial reliof from the
burdens under which the country
labors.” The party deemsit desirable
that therc should be the most friendly
relations and droad and libernl trade
intercourse between Canada and the
United States; and the first step to
securo this, upon the basis of a reci-
procity treaty, is to place in power the
party wi.ch is really desirous of pro-
motling a treaty on terms honorable to
both countries. Theo platform deals
also with the management of moneys
under the Conservative Government,
the Franchise Act, Dominion lands
and other questions. Upon Prohib:.
tion it goos no further than calling for
a referendum to the people of the Do-
minion.

An important phase in the Home
Rule question has been assumed by
the Governmant’s alterations in regard
to the financial clanaes. The original
clauses—10, relating to a separate
consolidated fund and taxes; 11, re-
lating to bereditary rovenues and
income tax ; 12, relating to the finan-
cial arrangements as between the
United Kingdom and Ireland; 18,
relating to the treasury act of Ireland
—a&re omitted.

Mr. Gladstone proposed a pro-
visionul term of six years to effoct the
financial arrangements. The mothod
of collecting and managing taxes is to
remain the same, The Irish Parlia-
ment i3 to be empowered to cstablish
new taxes, and to contribute to the
Imperial Exchequer one-third of the
ascertained revenue ang also the whol

leotion and mansgement of tasation,
with the oxception of Custuins and
Exoise duties, are to bo i the hands
the Insh Legislnture.

The new schome provides that the
general revenuo shall conmst of the
gross taxes, Ireland» purtion of the
hereditary Crown revenues and a cer-
tatn amount of the custowns and Excise
duties collected in England on artioles
consumed in Ireland. The residue of
this general olass shall form, after
Ireland’s Imperial contribation has
beer: paid, the special revenue. To
this special revenue will also belong
the taxes imposed by the Irish Parlia.
ment, which revenue is to bo applied
to the public service of Ireland until
the Imperial contribution will hLave
been revised.

Saturday's deanatches contained the
particulars of a dreadful calamity by
which the British battleship Victoria,
flagship of the Mediterranean fleet,
sank with fearful loss of lifs. The
Victoria was run into off Tripoli by
another British battleship, and had
an enormous hole bored in her side,
through which the water poured in
torrents. The immense hull imme-
diately began to sink. They made
an effort to confine the water to the
compartment into which the other
vessel, the Camperdarn, had shoved
the ram; but in vain, for while the
crew were striving to close the bulk-
heads the ship. with her immense
guns, turned over and carried them
down. There were on board 611
officers, seamen and boys, and 107
marines. Of theso 718 souls it is
feared that 180 have been lost. The
rear-admiral, in a telegram, states
that 256 wero saved.

The TVictoria was a single-turret
sinp carrying two 110.ton guns
mounted 1n a forward turret; one ten-
mnch 29.ton gun finng aft, and a
broadside of twelve six-inch five-ton
guns. Its tonnage was over 10,000.

The opivion expressed in Quebec is
that tne acaident shows forth the
great weakness ot modern naval war-
fave. The impotus given such an
immense mass when the vessel is
fairly in motion 18 too difficult to be
stopped. If the action of the ram 1s
80 deadly in mere manauvres that
one of thom can sink o great battle-
ship i fifteen minutes, mcdern science
has yot to devise mesns to overcome
its power 1n battle.

tke deorees of the Synod will be put
in force and the illegitimate distine-
tions of ritual will disappear. Furth.
ermore, the Greek Ruthenicn olergy.
preserving tho integrity of its ritual,
ought not to hesitate to adopt certain
exercises of moty crmployed 1n the
Latin Church, with whose clergy 1t
ouglkt w keep perfect accord, siuco
both are consecrated to the service of
the same God. And as to the people,
let them show themselves faithful to
the teachings of the bishops and avoid
with care the germs of error. The
ardor of their faith and the purity of
their morals will serve as a lesson to
the nations of the Eust, which for a
long time the Church has called to
enter again into its fold. With this
hope the Sovereign Pontiff gave the
pilgrims the apostolic benediction.

The Irish t‘atholic publishes a list of
all the pilgrimages which have visited
Rome since the opening of the Jubiles.
The list opens with an Italien pil-
grimegn of 10,000, and is followed by
a socond from Italy of 7,000. The
next largest numbers are those of the
Third Order of St. Francis, 4,000 ;
and the French Catholic workmen,
2,500. The Irish pilgrims were 800,
the English 1,200, and the Scotch
200. The total number of pilgrims
was 87,884. There were during the
same poriod received at the Vatican
11 deputations representing religious
Orders, etc., 21 Cardinals, the iwo
Fatriarchs of Cicilia and Goa, 28
Archbishops and 129 Bishops.

Several religious confraternities
throughout the kingdom of Italy are
to be sequestrated. On account of
their national character they have so
far escaped tho general spoliation. The
confraternities mentioned are those of
Genos, Lombardy, Sicily, ete., ete.,
ard were established for the relief of
the destitute and for the comfort of
pilgrims on their way to the Eternal
City. Such is the latest act done in
the name of hbeity and united Italy.

Since the creation of the five new
Cardinsls on the 12th instant the
Sacred College numbers 68, of whom
84 are Italian, and 20 foreigners,
Frauce bas scven; Austria and Ger-
many, five each; Spain, four; Por-
tngal and Ame ica, two each, Iroland,
England, Belgit = and Australia com-
plete the list, wity: one each.

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A COUFLE OF DAYS IN PETERDORO?

Ono finds the town of Peterborough
particularly stcresting, in viow of the
fact that it 18 tho econo of tho first
sottloment of any importance in Upper
Qanada. Four hundred and fifwen
familtes, under the dircot supervigion
of the Hon. Potor Robiison, wero
brought out from Ireland, given freo
grants of land in Poterboronglt and
vioinity, and all necessary aid to sottlo
in the country.

Thero were alrendy scattered
{lhirough the country somefive hundred
familﬁ:s, who had taken up lond prior
to 1828, tho dato of tho Irish imwigra-
tion, and ginco “618: but tho real
foundation of the prosperity of Peter.
borcugh dates from tho arrival of the
Robinson immigrants. In gratefol
recognition of tho services of their
benofaotor, tho name Peterborough
was aubslituted for that of Beott's
Plains—tho original namo of the pre
sont town's site.

Tho first ory of the homesick immi.

uts — tho superstitious, igcorant
igh, as thelr enemios delight to mis-
call them—was for priost and seacher,
Upon the first visit of the Governor,
Bir Poregrine Maitlund, in 1826, aftor
oxpresaing their gratitudo for what had
already been done for them, and their
loyalty—their willingness to fight, if
nocoessary, for the land of their adop.
tion—thoy potitioned carzesily for a
priest and fora teacher, Shortly after-
wards they were favored by o priest,
Father Ahearn, and Mass was cele-
brated in a log hiouse enuate on the
carner of Goorge and Charlotto streets,

Poterborough ut tuat timo formed
part of tho diocese of Xingston. In
1826 this diocese (Kingston) included
the whole of the present Province of
Oatario.

From 1820 to our day what wonder-
ful progress in our own provinee, so
distinotly Protestant, has tho Church
made ! The old Kingston diocese has
been sub-divided into eight Dioceses,
of which Poterborcugh 18 one. The
straggling, scattered mission has
become the centre of a prospering
dioceso, comprising the counties of
Potorborough, Victoria, Northamber
land, Durkem, and the Districts of
Algoma, Muskoka and Parry Sound,
with many substantial churches, efti.
cient schools, hospitals, eonvents, and
o steadily inoreasing, well-to-do, intel-
ligent population. In the town of
Peterborough proper, out of a total
population of about 11,000, nearly oue-
third is Catholic. A great many are
engaged in businees, such names as
Kelly, Sullivan, Delaney, Phelan,
Dolan, Lynch, MoFadden, sufficiently
showing the foith and natinnality of
the owners. One of the best known
and most popular dry gonds man in
the town 18 Mr. Thomas Kelly—for
the Inst fourteen years a member of
the Town Council Mr. T. Cahill,
Inspecior of Weights and Maasures,
hag been ovan longer in the Couneil,
his yearg thero numbering now nine-
teen. Mr, Bernard Morrow, Registrar of
the County, was formerly in business,
having parchased Mr. Wm. Harly's
placo when he left Peterborough. The
lattar gentleman bas been so identified
with Kingston, that it 1s forpotten
sometimeg that he began his successful
career in the ** Plate Gluss Cuy.”
The Clerk of tho Court is Mr. John
Maloney.

There are a numbor of French

o gift from Bichop Macdonpell, and
one of three cazt in Spain some two
handred years ago, and containing o
large proportionof silver. The Angelus

Father Butler wns succeeded by
Fatner Farrelly, and he by Father
Kelly. Father Lynch, who was for
ten years in Peterborough, followed
Fathior Kelly, and he was succeeded

\When Peterborough was erected
into a diocese in 1832, and Bishop
Jamot consccrated firat Bishop of tho
new diocese, the church bucame the
Bishop's church, and a considerabls
sum, ucarly $40,000, has been eox-
pended 1n enlarging and beantifying
it since it became the Cathedral.

J. Donahue, County
Crown Attorney, 8t. Thomas. The deceasod
lady (born noear Borrisokasne, County Tip-
perary, Ircland,) was married In Ingersoll
shortly aftor her arrival in Canada to Mr.
Jamics Brady, now Sberlfl of the County of
Oxford. Of s mild, gentlo and charitable
disposition, sho spont a lifo of unbroken
screnity in the loving attachwment of bher
husband and childron, while wioning the
reapoot and catoom of all who came within
tho oirele of hor much-valued social inter-
course.

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THE HOLY VIRUIN AND JAPAN,

For ttr: Cariionse Reamren,

It s well known that Faith has
been brought to Japan by the grent
apostle of tho Indies, St. Francis
Xavier. He landed here under the
auspices of the Holy Virgin, on her
Assuinption day, August 16th, 1649,
Aftor ham other Fathora of tho Society
of Jesus, followed soon by the Fran-
ciscans, Dominicans and Augustinians,
came here to preach the Gospel and
made a great number of Christians, to
whom they deeply inculeated the wor-
ship of Our Liord, with that of his
most Blessed Mother. Never, from the
primtave chureb, 80 much fervourand
piety was sean. The jenlous dovil then
raised a long and dreadful persecution.
Thousands of martyrs gave their hfs
in tho torrents, and their last cry,
when dying, was Jesus, Maria. It is
reported also that many of them were
comforted in their sufferings by appari-
tions of the Mother of God.

(It 18 woll known that of those
martyra, 26 wero canonized in 1862,
and 205 beatified in 1867). At last,
with the greatest portion of the flock,
all the pastors disappeared in the
ston, and their remained no bishop
or priest. The country was eantirely
shut to foreigners, and for nearly two
centuries and a-half, 1t was generally
believed in Europe that nothing was
left of the Japanese brillinnt christen-
dom,

But that Cburch founded under tho
auspices of Mary, and :ducated in her
love, could not perish. In lack of
priests she herself undertook the cara
and direction of it. Sho was tho star
which guided the sons of the martyrs,
during the long and frightful night:
she was the luminous column going
ahead before them ; the worship of
that beloved Mother, rooted in thewr
families, maintamned with itself in
them the whole rehgion.

In 1847, when Japan wag seeming
as unapproachable as ever, Pope Pius
1X., by an inspiration from Heaven,
declared the Holy Virgin Principal
Patraness af the whole Japanese Em-
pire, under the title of her most holy
heart.

At length, in 7 :34, the year in
which the same Sovereign Pontff pro.
claimed the dogma of the Immaculate
Conception, Japan alter having been
go long secluded, was opened again to
foreigners and preachers of the Gospel.

Bat all was not vet done. . . . The
Protestant ministers installed them-
gelves first. The offspring of the
ancient Cbristiats came to see % em
(hiddenly, for they were still under the
ban of persecution). hoping to mect in
them the successors of those who con.
vorted and taught their ancestors.
Alas | they did not find Santa Marta,
and returned disconsolate.

Snon after. a Catholic Church was
also raised. It was fimshed in Feb.
ruary, 1865, and dedicated to the 26
Japanese mortyrs canonized in 1862,
In that Church an altar was built to
Our Lady, and above that altar was
put the statue of that august Mother
holdiag her child in her arms.

As soon as the church was opened
to the public, there was every daya
great affluence of visitors. . . . The
descendants of the martyrs were in
the presence of Sanfa Maria. they
had found again the priests of the
olden days. On the 17th March, they
revealed themselves to one of them,
Father Petitjean, who, the next year,
was appointed by the Holy See to rule
them, with the title of Bishop of
Myriophyta and Apostolic Vicar for all
Japan.

Sometime afterwards, Pius IX., in
order to perpetuste the memory of the
bonefactions of Mary towards this
country, established in her honor, a
gpecial holiday to which he just
assigned the 17th March of each year.
We cell it the Feast of the Discovery
of the Chriatiang or sunply the Feas:
of Qur Lady of Japan. The same

-

Thero was no station of this vocable,
whon four yoars ago, in the boginning
of 180, a missionary was appointe
for the great provinee of IHigo, which
had not yet boen evangelized. Beforo
procceding  thither, the mnsasionary
chose a patron Samt for tho new post,
and had ins choice approved of by Ins
Bishop. But this was not tho patron
which God had desired. Tho mis-
sionary sent before him, to tho chief
town called Kumamota, s native priest
in order to rent o house. The houses
to let were not wanting, and soveral
tunes arrangements were made, whioh
thoy always broke abruptly, mostly
because they did not hke our rohgion
to be preached.

At last, a contract wes gigned ; tho
missionary came speedily, but as soon
88 they saw lum, they refused to fulfil
the agreement, and this aleo through
hatred against our Faith. What was
to be done > They were on the day
beforo tho 17th March. Suddenly
tho missionary thougi.t to apply to
Our Lady of Japan, he called the
native Father, ano they decided to-
gether to puc the new post under Her
vocable, if 8he procured to them a
house for the following day.

That very eveming, 8 man called on
them, and said that he would place at
their disposal n housoe situated in such
a street, such o number, and that thoy
could take possession of it from the
following day, and preach there our
religion with entire freedom. Grent
was their joy, and grester yet their
thankfulness towards Our Lady of
Japan. The Bishop consulted with.
out pain to annul the first Patron,
and io grant Her who had in such
way obtruded Herself. And thus Our
Lady of Japan has a post, that is to
say, a large and nice town, with an
immense Province around it (that
Provinee is situated in the very contre
of that porion of Japan, where for-
merly flourished the Christians and
martyrs, and where took place the
discovery I just related). She has a
post 1 say, and thenks to God, that
post begins to have somme converts,
but it has yet no church, no chapel,
not even un altar; the Mass is cele-
brated in a little Japanese room, on a
poor table.

The question 18 therefore to build,
mn this town of Kumamoto, in tho
honour of the Mother of God, under
the title of iscovery of the Christians,
or Our Lady o1 Japan, a Sanctuary
whien would serve in the same time
as a parochial Church, and 8 monu-
ment for thauling Her for Her past
benefactions, ar  .ttract her blessings
on the future.

To have something suitable to that
triple purpose, with a residence near
it, a rather consiCerable sum is re-
quired (about $100,000), and we have
but our poverty.

I recommend that good work to the
prayers and sympathy of the persons
who will take natice of this account.
They who love the Holy Virgin, have
but to conesider what they can do. . .
And that gocd mother, who never
peroutted Herself to be surpaased in
generosity, will repay it to them a
hundred-fold in this world and in the
next.

The anti Cathiolic seots are endea
vouring to take this country. It is
necesgary to oppose to them Her of
whom the Church swngs: Thas ly
Herself alane She has killed all the
heresies in the whole world: Cunitas
hereses sola in.eremisti in universo
mundo. Her church, if it be hand-
some, will attraot the eyes and hearts
of the heathen, and will be the pledge
of numerous conversions.

The Japenese Empire contains over
40 millions of people. The number
of our Catholics does not yel amount
to 50 thousand. But we have freeGom

of creed sinco 4 years ago.

The Japancso people are the montl
intelligent and the raost virtuous of
all tho heathen people which exist on
the earth. Bt I'rancis Xavivr called
the Japanese the dolights of his heart.
If this untion bo converted to the
Faith, thero is guod hope that it will
oxert n happy influence around itself,
and that it will do a groat servico to
tho Church. I have to ovangelizo two
hundred and ninety-threo Communes,
very populous, nnd) containing ahout
two thousand and five hundred vinages
or towne, without reckoning this large
city of Kumamoto. 1t is the equiva
lont of sovoral dioceses. To holp e,
I have a nativo pricst, whoso centroe
of aotion is 8% miles foo.n hero (wo
meet every month for confossing ench
othor), and two Fronch Sisters, who
have ronted a little house in Kuma.
moto, from whora thoy are working to
convort the persons of their sex.
This town contains over 100 temples
whero the devil has been worshipped
for many centuries. Is it not time to
erect ono to Hur who has trodden on
his head, the sweot Virgin Mary ¢

CATHOLIC TEMPERANCE CONGRENS.

The last Congress of interest to our
readers at the World's Fair was that
of the Catholic Total Abstainers.
Bishop Cotter, thc President, olosed
his addreas with the following perora
tion :

Dr. Barry, who came from England
a3 the representative of Father
Nugent, tho founder of the Catholic
Leaguo of the Cross of Liverpool,
opened his address by remarking that :
* If any man is bent upon influvnocing
this present age to good, he must
begin by laoT(mg the temperance
question 1n the face and by resolving
tostand on tho sido of temperance.
Ve take 1t up because we aro Irish-
mon and beeause we know that drink
18 the great and perpetual and constant
curse of our race. We take it up
bezause we are Catholics, and holding,
as we do, that the Catholis Church
has a messago to the nineteenth
century, wo sce that the great hind.
rance to tho undorstanding of this
messago is simply drink aund nothing
but drink. When 1 see the great
chu  hes building all over this land, I
say to myself: *Yes; I know they
arg building churches in Amoerica that
hold thousands, but they are building
their saloons that ruin their tens ef
thousands.” When I hear of a priest
who has a lurge parish with 2,000 or
8,000 parishioners, most of them Irish
Cathiolics, or the descendants of Irish
Catholics, who does not like tomper-
ance, I say that such a man is doing
very little good and is not hindering
the immense amonnt of harm which
ho might hinder.

“Iy our people had beon total
abstainers durini tho last forty years,
do you suppose there would bo all sorts
of ao.called religion, all sorts of
unbelief, and suoch an immonce
amount of roligious indifferentism
everywhoro as there is to.day ¢ The
Catholio Church is only just keeping
her hold, for it i3 my conviction that

I hero. as in England, a large number

of your psoplo ave sunk in indifferent.
fsm or }u atting thelr religion. and
aro o scandal and standing disgracoe to
the Catholio name, simply boesuso of
driunk,

A fow days ngo your venerabln
prelato, Cardinsl Gibbons, rllowed me
to addross a fow wonlds to the students
of the great sominary ot DBaltimors,
and I vontured to sny to thrm that if
I had o denr feiond who was beginning
to ntudy for the pricathood, and who
mennt to dediente Limself to that holy
work, 1 would give him only ono
picco of advico. I would sny, * If you
will do exactly the thing which I think
moat for your benefit you will makn
up your mind never to touch intoxr
cating drink. * But if you consider
that 18 going a little too far, then 1
oy, * I'ix oxactly the measure that
you think nceeasary for you, and then
do not fill it np.” 1 say that to tho
clorgy whon I havo tho privilego of
addrossing thom, simply because I
know very woll the ravages made in
evory rank of society and among
overy kind of wen by drink.

*« I would urgo tho regulation of the
liquor traflic by law as in Lngland,
w?wro the principlo is accopted that the
business 18 not a part of trado and
commierco in tho ordinury sensoe of the
words, but that it 18 a public service.’

The \Conaaomtlon of England.

July

To-day, tho Feast of 88. Poter and
Paul, thero will take place the solemn
consceration of Englard to tho Blessed
Virgin aud St. Poter. Like many of
tho muvements of these times, tho idea
originated with our Holy Father
the Pope. TUpon ho oceasion of
tho visit of tho English pilgrims
the  Supreme Pontiff, insisting
upon united preyer, directed tho
attention of English Catkolics to
two ancient and beautiful forms of
devotion ** to which tho country was
indebted for much of that Divine
favour and benediction which are evi-
dent to the readers of her history.
The first is her consecrstion to the
Blessed Virgin; the second, her re-
courso {6 the patronage of 8t. Peter.
The Holy Father, desiring these pious
practices to be re-established, instructs
that the most suitable and efiective
means shall be taken to renew the
dedication of the country to tho great
Mouther of God and to the Prince of
the Apostles.

To carry out this intention the
Bishups assembled and issued a Pas.
toral upon the subject. Its historical
references to devotion towards the
Blessed Virgin are full of instruction
for Anglicans of to.day. It quotes
from a letter of Archbishop Arundel
of Canterbury, wio lived in the four-
teenth century, and who wrota thus
to the Bishops of his Province: * But
we in Epgland being the servants of
her specinl inheritance and her own
dowry, as we are commonly called,
ought to surpass others in the forvcur
of our praise and devotion." This
letter was the decree establishing the
Angelus 83 it was used in medimval
England. ¢ Sincv the landing of St,
Augustine and his monks," continues
the pastoral, ** every yreat name,
Saxon or Norman, which bad alorned
the annals of the Church, had loft a
monument to Mary either in solid
stone or in immortal speech. The
great Doctors of the English, like
Bede, Alcmin, and Anselm, had w itten
of her with the enthusiasm of sons ;
the great preachers, such as 8t. Ald-
helm and St. Aelred, had given the
flower of their rapturous meditations
on ber prerogatives ; the men of action
and builders of churches, hiko St.
Bennett of Wearmouth and 8t. Wil
fnd, bad set her name on the temples
thev crected to Almighty God and

placed her imago in their sanciuaries ;
the splendid medireval Bishopas, as 8t.
Hugh of Idncoln, 8t. Edmund of
Cauterbury, and 8t. Richiard of Cli.
olieater, hind built glorious Ladye
ohapoels to their great Cathedrals and
added gem afier gem not only to hor
shrines, but to tho over-growing
trophy of tho publio and private devo.
tions of tho English people.”

In England, during tho ages of
Fuith, thero was the Votive Mass of
our Lady ovory day in Cathedrals and
greater churchies.  This Masa did not
tako tho place of tho Mass and Offico
of the day. “It was tho willing
tribute of n dovout pooplo to the
Meilier of Jesus ;™ and was celebrated
m the Lady Chapel or on tho Lady
Altar, whilo the regular Offices of tho
Church went on at the main altar,
There was not one churoh in all
England buslt during the 18th, 14th,
or 15th century in which this special
dovotion did not oxpress itself. King
Edward III. established the Order of
the Garter to the honor of the Blessed
Virgn, {or out of his singular affection
for her hie had wished her to bo bon.
ored by his Knights.” The College
of Eton was dedicated to tho name of
Blessed Mary. And the Sanctuaries
of the Madonna, celobrated by pil-
griuages and miracles, wore all ovor
tho country. At these shrines the
people used to sing : * Turo to us thy
merciful eyen, and showe thou to us
Jesu, tho blessed fruit of thy wombe,
alter thie exiling. O merciful! 0
piteous’ O meck! O sweet Mary
hiit.*  That English version of Salve
Regina datea further baok than tho
fourteenth century. Tho pastoral
concludes the part treating upon the
Blessed Yirgin thus: *We cannot
bring back those days of faith. But
Wwe . -it arougo our own faith, and, ai
the bidding of the Holy Father, renew
and enlargo our love and servico of
the Queen of Virgins, in public and
private, in great things and in small,
consecrating to her our lives and our

aotions, and, as far as lies in our
poswer, putting her once more in ker
place ag the country's Sovereign Pro-
tector.”

Large Teleacopes.

The continual desire to know more
und more of ihe sidercal univorss has
ocrasioned a demand for even larger
instruments than the great monument
to James Lick at Mount Hamilton,
and ic would seem that we have not
yet reached the practical limit in the
construction of great lenses. Alvan
Clark, to whose genius the Lick tele-
scope is due, has shown that it may
yot be possible to prepare & lens even
gix feet in diameter without msking
it fo thick that an undue proportion
of light would be lost by absorption.
The forty inch lens which the Clarks
have now under construction is a step
in this direction.

The amsteur is sometimes discour-
aged ard dissatisfied with his own
humbleinstruments, on bearingofthese
works of consummate optical skill ;
but quite unnecessarily go, for much
of the most important work in astron-
omy has been done with samall
telescopes. As & matter of fact, the
magnifying power of the/great Lick
refractor is not more than five times
that of the good ocdiplary three-inch

talescopo.  Theoretiealiy, of course,
tho powor {s iminonsely greator : but
until wo can plant a mighty instru.
ment milea above tho earth wo will bo
far from tko limit olaimod by theory.
To mako tho imago of an nbjcct largo is
ensy ; to make it largo and at the samo
timo oloar is anothor matter, and tha
atinosphoro of the varth is an import.
aut faotor. It ia in the light-grasping
and spaco-penotrating power that theso
large instruments oxcol, and conso.
quontly their apooial fleld of work is
to asslst in the atudy of the starry
universo—sanding tho mighty sound.
ing lino out into tho stoller depths,
and bringing back information of
worlds anl systoms inconceivably
disian$—tolling us, by tha aid of the
speotroscopic attachment, that those
distant orbs aro composed of elements
such a8 wo 8o around us, and that all
oboy the universal law of gravitation.

It has olready been demonstrated
that our own solar sysiem has o
motion in space ; the mapping out of
tho mighty ourve is tho problom of
the future, and tho great telescopes of
to-day and those to come will assuredly
be oue instruments of invostigation,
In Canada wo caanot yet boast of
possessing otlier than instrumonts of
moderate power ; b~t these aro in the
hands of many enthusisstic workers
who have done a great deal towards
popularizing the study of the heavens,
and os thoe use of large tolescapes must
always be limited to a fow of the
masters of soleuce, this spreading of
knowledge by amatours must havo a
greater power, tending to inform even
the busiest something of the wonders
of creation.

The Houpital Question.

The Globe did not seem satisfied
either with its first article on Sco-
tarianism or with our reicinder, and
retnrned on Friday o e eecond article
upen the subject, which desorves
notice at our hands. The statement
that : *The pastoral of Archbishop
Walsh urging Catholics to rally in
support of 8¢, Michaol's hospital bore
upon its face the nssumption that St.
Michnel's hospital had been singled
out for attack, and that the mavement
was entirely an anti-Catholic one.
This iz & view of the pitnatien thet is
not justified by the facts,” is the first
thing tbat calls for a simple matter-of-
fact contradiction. St. Michael's hos-
pital was the cente of attack; and if
it hed not been in existence Ald. Orr
would never bave risen high enough
to attract public attention, nor would
the Globe huve croaked its croak upon
sectatianism in hospitals and indus-
trial schools ; nor would the City
Council have passed a resolution whick
it rescinded the week after. It is
absurd to sur_.non Grace Hospital and
8t. John's, as witnesses to prove that
o persecuting spirit was not animating
the whole movement. The apecial
pleading of Ald. Orr and bis unprin.
cipled attack upon 8t. Michael's Hoa.
pital are ample proof of tho point of
sicge and the animus which dictated
it. The venorable head of the Catho-
lics of this city was quite right in
intarproting it as a blow against his
people and their institutions. He
struck back with a force that derived
doable strength from his own char-

actor and tho justice of tho cause ho
wasg dofonding., Had ho not dono o,
bad ho interpreted tho notion of the
City Counecil as the G’ode woulld havo
ft. * They don't mean to hurt you as
Catholica: they will not give you a
grant ; thoy will send your siok to
their own institution and your priests
ean follow thom," what would Arch.
bishop Walsh's people hiave thought
of him? Ho would havo forfe*ed the
confidenco of all wlio look to him for
guidanco in doubs and proteotion from
attack.

Tho next point in tho sartiole is
comparison botween the hospital and
the desire of Dr. Douglas that Mae-
thodistn bo ropresonted in politics,
whiolt wo think is not at all a happy
ono, As tho (Jlobe in undouotedly
awarg, tho purposes of e lioapital are
such that the beat of them would fail
without religious sympathy, care and
attention to scul and body. To build
an nnseotarinn hospital is to shut out
the worship of God from man under
ciroumstances whioh moke it miost
imparativo. You might ns well shut
out tho air and oxpect to keep pecplo
alive, a8 provide unaiectarian hospitals
in Ciristian countrics. It 18 a mis-
nomor to call any nstitution unsec.
tarian beeause Catholics and Protes-
tants aro taken 1in together. And it
is usoless to expect that the spirit of
sectarianism 18 going to die out by
Catholics and Proteatants mtting side
by side or Hospital or other Boavds.
As long a3 religion enters intu the life
of man, '8 long as it holds the im.
portant place 1t does, for 1t 18 the one
thing necessary, so long will there be
gectarisamam. In a ocountry liko
Ontario tho sov-called unsectarian in-
stitutions are Protestant, and there-
foro not desirablo for Cathiclic poor,
sick or young. It 18 all very well to
say that chaplsing may be appointed
and wiil h~ve free entrance. That i3
no’ enough. Doubtful csses arise,
peoplo who have been careless in their
religious duties enter, and many who
need immediato religious service—all
thess bave the very strongest claims
upon our supernatural charity, These
are tho sick who need heaven's physi-
cian as well as that of earth. And
the noblest duty of public and private
charity is not to be sovere, but to bo
lenient ; to send the poor where they
will got the best care, spiritusl as well
a8 bodily. The object is not to build
up great institutions at the expense of
individunl liberty and well-being, but
to provide that care which will conaole
the suffering and soothe the dying.

But how is it that such institutions
as 8t. Michael’'s Hospital, which
admits all classes and oreeds, should
be called a secrari+n hospital while the
Toronto General Hoaspital is called an
unsectarian ono? Is it because the
governing body aro Catholio in the
ono caso and Protestunt in the othor ?
Ono is just as seciarian as the other,
Both ect the part of the good Sama-
ritan ; but we claim that the former
fulfils o spiritual purposs and want
which the Catholic people of this city
felt most keenly, and which could
never bo filled by a hospital other than
Catholic. How different, therofore, is
the position of St. Michael’s Hospital,

demonding pay for work done, from
Dr. Douglas requiring that Methodiam
be recognized in politics! We do
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think, with the t/lade, ** that scotarian
Apirit an politien 1a wreng, that to
pandor to 1t 18 o erime.”  But wo
wonder if tho tileke, during its long
earcer, nover dild such a thing, 1t
rodde the DProteatant horae until the old
nay dropped under it ; it turned round,
aml hud for years after o kind word
for the fatholies ; but again it is
advneating  opimons which have no
tirmer basis than radicalism, and no
lngher aim than religious intolerance,
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Blantyre Park Plo-nioc.

The final meeting of tho Iixeoutive
Comnuttee was held at 8t. Miolizel's
Palace on Monday ovening.  Full ro.
ports were received from tho sovernl
#-b.cammitteea, showing that the
arrangenients neceesary to insuze tho
most completo success for tho groat
Daminion Day Pic-nio have been well
ana faithfully attonded to.

The Grounds Commitleo roported
that tho premises wero in excellont
condition for the pic-me. The Musio
Comuttee reported that they bad
secured the services of the 48th High-
landers Hand i uniforin for tho ocea-
aion, and also an oxcellent Btring
Band  The Games and Amussmiont
Comnnttees  havo propared a pro-
gramtme of somo eighteen or twenty
ovents, comprising an  oxcrting
foot-ball match, nuerons races and
other athlotio feats, aud a contest in
putting the 66 lb. weight, wlich pro.
mises to bo a great attraction in view
of the repmation of the expceted con-
teatauts. This committeo nas sooured
a Inrge number of very valuablo prizes
for the soveral games and contests of
the dny, aggregating in valuo upwards
of $600,

The Tranait Committes reported
that the Toronto Btreet Rmlway
would run n connection with tho
‘Toronto and Scarborough Suburban
Electric road directly to the gates of
the Park, and that the Grund Trunk
railway would run extra ocars on their
regular suburban trains, and alsc
several special traing, The return
fare from any part of the city, sither
by the street railway or the G. T.
railway, will be 15 cents. The Grand
Truns will land its passongers at the
eastern semnaplore or switch on the
old road or side line cressing, and
about & quarter of a mile directly
north of the picnic grounds.

The several other committees also
presented reports, showing that they
had the various matters entrusied to
them well in hand.

Aftor a very enthusinstic and suc-
cessful meeting the Committee ad-
sourned sine die, hoping to meet one
another and their friends in large
numbers at Blantyre Park on Domin-
1on Day. The Committee feel satisfied
that thoy havedone everythingpossible
to make the picnio a great success,
and to ensure for those who may be
so fortunate as to attend a day of
unalloyed pleusure and enjoyment.

Catholic Missions.

We have received a presentetion
copy of A Historyof the Early Missions
tn Western Canada, by the Very Rov.
W. R. Harris, Dean of St. Catharines,

Dean Harris has for years dovoted a
good deal of tirwe and attention to the
subject treated in this history. The
growsh of his leotures and cssaya into
s volumo is vory happily told in the
opening portion of his prefaco where
lio enys : ** This work is an nxpansion
and a dovelopment of a rketeh pre.
pared seme timo ago, and published
in the ' Jubileo Volume," issucd on
tho twonty fifth annivereary of the
consceration of his Grace tho Arch.
bishop of Toronto.”” Tho critical
reader will at once notico that 1t has
beoa hastily written, and that tho
varying phascs of composition and
stylo botoken frequent interruption and
annoying breaks. It has been com-
posed during leisure momenta snatoh.
od from the busy lifo of n Parish
Pricat. Yot it is a beginnng and will,
I truat, bo an incentive to others who
have timo and talent to lend their aid
in gatliering material for the Feolesi
astical History of this P-ovince.

It is gratifying to thunk that this
first ohapter of Canndian history, so
ably treated by many, hus not beon
sbandoned by thoso priests who have
leisuro for litorature to writers who
treat the subjest withoul sympathy,
and frequently with prejdice. It is
cspecinlly tho right of pricsts of this
Metropolitan See to treat this subject,
for within tho Diocese of Toronto
thess champions sealed their faith
with their blood. And although Dean
Harris has given only a modost volume
of a littlo over threo hundred pages
whore Parkman, Gilmary Shea and
others have given us many more, still
we feol that he has done a good work,
and done it well, in placing within
moderate limits facts ot history which
ought to be so interesting to onr
people. The book is from the press
of Hunter, Rose & Co of this city,
and is rotailed at & very reasonablo
nrice. It is neatly printed in Octavo,
and wall bound in cloth.

Its literary merits are in kecping
with former writings of 1Jean Harris,
who, as a writer, combines the power
of graphioc description with historical

acouracy. He maintains well the
interest of his render from beginning
to end. We wish the book success in
the important part of a quick sale.

Papal Circular.

An important lotter, addressed by
his Holiness to Cardinal Gibbons, has
beor reccived too late for complete
publication this week. It firat states
the object of Mgr. Saolli's delegation
to the United States, which was in-
tended to bo * a public testimonial of
Our good will towards your country,
and of the high esteem in which We
Lold those whoadminiater the govern-
ment of the Republic; for he was to
assist, in Our name, at the dedication
of the Universal Exposition held in
the city of Chicago, in which We our-
selves, by the courteous invitation of
its Directors, have taken part.”

The iinportant point of the Dele-
gato's wiszion is thus touched upon:
“ We had, above all, given command
to the Archbishop ¢! Lepanto that he
should uso all his endeavors, and all
the skill of his fraternsl charity, for
the extirpation of all the germs of
dissension developed in tho too well.
known controversies concerning the

proper instruction of Coatholic youth ,
a dissonsion whoso flamo was fannod
by various writings, published on both
sides.  Thege eommands of ours, Our
Venerable Brother fully complied
with, and m the month of November
of last year he ropaired to Now York,
where thero had agsembled with you,
hieioved son, all the other Archbishops
of your country, they having complied
with the desiro which [ had com
municated to them through the Saored
Congregation of the Propaganda, that,
after comparing with their suffragans,
tlioy should join counsels and deliber-
ate concerning the best method of
caring for thoso Catholie cluldren,
who attond the publie soheols instead
of Catholio sclicols."

The Satollian propusitions were in-
opportunnly published, and the contro-
vorsy waxed warm upon both sides.
The Pops called for the opinions ot
tho prelates individually, which, as
might bo expected, were very diverse,
gsome finding in tho propositions no
causo for apprehension; while to
others it ecomed that tho propositions
portiully abrogated tho disciplinarvy
law conceraing scliools enacted by the
Counuil of Baltimore, and they feared
that tho diversity of interpretations
put upon them would engender sad
discussions which would prove detri-
meontal to the Catholic schools.”

The Holy Father continues : ** After
carefully weighing the matter, Wo are
intimately convinced that such mnter-
pretations are totally alien from the
meaning of Our Delogate, as L.ey are
agsuredly far from the mind of this
Apostolic 8ce. For the principal pro-
positions offered by him were drawn
from tho deorees of the Third Plenary
Council of Baltimore, and especially
deolare that Oatholiz schiools are to be
most scdulously promoted, and that it
is to be left to the judgment and con-
science of the Ordinary to docide,
according to the circumnstances, when
it is lawful and when it is vulawful
to =ttend the pablic schools.”

The Holy Father concludes : * But
in order that, in 8 matter of so grave
importance, there may remain ro
further room for doubt, or for diesen-
sion of opinions, as wo have already
declared in Our letter of the 28cd of
May, of last year, to Our Vencrable
Brothren, the Archbishop and Bisheps
of the Province of New York, so We
agsin, 88 far 23 need be, declaro that
the decrees which the Baltimore
Councils, agreeably to the directions
of the Holy See, have enacted con-
cerning parochinl schools, and what-
over olso has been prescribed by the
Roman Pontiffs, whether directly, or
through the Bacred Congregations,
concerning the same matter, are to be
steadfastly observed. Wherefore Wo
confidently hope (and your devotedness
to Us and to the Apostolic See
inoreases Our confidenico) that, having
put away every cause of error and all
anxioty, you will work together with
hearts united in perfect charity, for
the wider and wider spread of the
Kingdom of God in your immense
country. But while industriously la-
boring for tha glory of God and the
calvation of the souls entrusted to
your care, strive also to promwote the
welfaro of your fellow-citizens and to

provo the earncainess of your lovo for
your country, so that they who are

entrusted with the administration of
the governuent may clearly recogmize
how strang an mfluenes for the sup-
port of public onder and for the
advancement of public prosperity 1«
to be found i the Catholie Churelr.

Tho most extrnsive rubmarine blsat-
ing operation ever undertaken for tho
improvement of & harbor was that for
the removal of the recks knowing as
Hell Gate, which obstructed the pass-
sge between New York Harbor and
Long Island Sound. The works for
tbe final operation in removing the
middle reef consisted of the excavation
of 21,699 feet of gallerios through the
rock, of an averagescction of ten fect
square, and involving the removal of
NY,232 yards of rock and pillars remain-
ing to bo shattered by tho final ex-
plosion to & depth of 30 feet amounted
to 270,717 cubic yards. The nomber
of cartridges plsced in the holes
was 42,500, containing 240,398 poands
of an explosive coosisting of po-
tassium chiorate and aitrobenzol and
42,331 pounds of dynamite.

Green
salads, watercress and asparagus may
be taken frecly, but potatoes and all
farinaccous food should be striotly
avoided. The mistake should not bo
made of taking vinegar savein modera-
tion aud with other articles of food, for
in largoe doses it will produce inflam-
mntion of tho inner conts of the
stomach.

To produce a gradual sud lesting
reduction in size, diot is of the greatesy
importance, and with this and mild
aperients en unheaithy increase of
adinose tissue may be prevented. To
the stout woman exerciso is gencrally
a burden, hut begun in small doses and
lncreased gradually it will soon grow to
be a pleasure ond a benefit as well, it
sho is really determined to reduce her
size.

SwWEET CorN wiTH Crean.—Ia drip
a two-pourd can of corn, and when
ready to serve pour it into 3 sancepan
in which you have made a Bauce as
follows :-——Mix four ounces of butter
with two tablespoonsfuls of flour, one
pint of cream and a little salt. Let
cook o while and serve hot.

Crsrprex's Hair.—The hair of chil-
dren should never be shingled, says an
authority, referring to the to-and-fro
mnotion of the shears used by barbers
in cutting hair, ““a3 that tears and
roughens the hair.” The hair of chil-
dren, whother they be boys or girls,
should be kept short until the seventh
or eight year, as the growiog hair is a
drain upon the nutrition of the body,
and at this time of life all the nutritive
forces shonld be expended in the
growth of muscleand bone. Tho hair
of a girl, after she bas reached her
eighth year, should be allowed to grow,
as the less the hair is cut tho softer and
moro beautiful it is.

STrawperny Snort Caxe.—Threo
pints of flour, six teaspoonsful baking
powder (Clevelands preferred),onclarge
teaspoonful of salt, Sift all twice, then
rub in very lightly one cup of lard, and
enough water to make a soft dough, on
no account uso any wmore flour even for
rolling out Divide this guantity in two
equal parts, roll each half an inch thick,
place one layer on top of other and
bake twenty minutes in a quick oven.
When doney, part the layers without
using a knife, and put the fruit betwzes,
serve with -ream. (Contributed.)
