THE ARCHBISHOI'S JUBILEE.

It is very natural that the 50th anniveranry of the establishment of
the Roman Catholic diocese of Toronto, eccurring coincidentally with
the silvey jubilee of His Grace Dr. Walsh, should bo regarded us o
most felicitous event. There are sevoral ronsons why thig should he
80, the first and most wmportant of course being that many of the
acluevoments of Hig Grace, both prior to and since his elevation to
the opiscopal xank, have memorably associated .his name with the
progress in this city of the Cliurch in which he has been honored
with such distinguished rank. It must, therefore, be no small zonrce
of pleasure to himself and gratification to the Catholics of the arch-
dioceso that their lot should be cast together at such a happy time—
and, if we do say it—in such a pleasant place.

Forty years have not fully elapsed since Dr. Walsh saw Toronto
for the first time, and those forty years have certainly marked a
growth in the diocese which he now governs that has steadily kept
pace with the giant development of the general community. 'That a
retrospective glance over this comparatively brief period should force
itself forward now by way of commentary in connection with Dr.
Walsh's personal relations with tle diocese is inevitable, no matter
how complimaentary the conclusions arrived at may be to the venerable
Archbishop. Whatever may be thought of the bestowal of much
praise upon anyone to his face, at all events during the celcbration of
this Catholic jubilee, where, to a certain extent, tho azknowledgment
must necessarily come ex adverso, it cannot be received otherwise
than with pleasure. Indeed, an occasion ought not to be allowed to
pass which is so peculiarly appropriate for the payment of well de-
gorved compliments to one who stands so high in the estimation of
citizons of cvery denomination, and that Dr. Walsh will to-day be
the recipient of hundreds of honest favors from the clerpymen and
members of other churches goes without saying. He is not alone an
ornament to the Church to which he belongs, but is also a noble
presence in the society in which all the future years of bis useful
life are, we trust, to be spent. Dr. Waleh is a man of rare breadth
and generosity of views, whilst his ripe scholarship and great gift of
oratory are too well known to be more than named. With theso fine
qualities and accomplishments hie, however, catries the features, bear-
ing, and attractive dignity of a generation of priests whose number—
and more's the pity—is rapidly diminishing.

The history of the Roman Catholic Church in Canada will be en-
riched by the biographies of many bishops of this ideal ordor, some of
them gone, some of them remaining. For the grenter part their lives
have been passed in hard missionary work. Such was Dr. Walsh’s
early experience in Canada. Ten of the not least ardusus of these
years was spent in this city, and their work survives to this day. Dr.
Walsh was conscerated in St. Michael's Cathedral on Nov. 10; 1867,
and from that t'me, down to his return to Toronto two years ago, he
was perfornung waat his admirers in Western Ontario delight to refer
to as the greateat task "of his episcopute. The brilliaut success with
which he accomplished that task—the paying off of a vast diocesan
debt and the erection of a handsome catbedral building was certainly
characteristic of his energy and his almost magaetic power of induc-
ing the enthusiastic co-operation of his people.

Since his return to ‘Poronto, Dr. Walsh has done wonders of, the
same character, and already several new churches and chapels, in ad-
dition to the cxtensive and admirable alterutions ordered by him in
St. Michael's cathedral, testify to lus zeal in this city, for which it is
well known be has a warm liking.

But monuments even such as these are inadequate to the yenera-
tion 1n which he is held by the Catholic people of Toronto, and this
feeling, we make bold to declare, will be reflected on this moruing of
Ing gilver jubilee by well-wishers who represent all our religious de-
nominations without exception—ZImpire,

Another point must ocour to any one if he is already acquainted
with the lucubrations of the groat spirits of Theosophy. He cannot fail
to notico the curious similinxity of style and thought existing botwoen
the spirits of the dead and the Mahatmas who hold converse with Mr.
Surett, and of whose style hoe gives sume 1nstances 1n his Oceult
Philosophy. Thore 18 the same frothy verbiago, tho same mixture of
lugh-sounding truisms and implicit falseboods, the same general |
littleness and emptiness that rendor both contomptible from o literary
point of view. Bub returning to the more serious aspeot of the
question. Wo observe in the general drift of their teaching two
peculiarities: (1) Ifs object iuvariably is to abstract from, and uot to
add to, the amount of dogmatie truth held by the porsons of whom it
18 communicated. (2) It always leads up by iudirect methods, for the
most part by suggestion and insinuation. to the inculeation, of
doctrines which undermine the Christian religion. :

Tins is a good illustration of the policy pursued wn tho subversion
of truth by those who are too wise to make a direct assault that might
scare away the viotim who is to be enclosed in a net of spiritualism.
It is but ono instance out of many in which the result of the inter-
course wiieh the spirit is mvariably, sconer or later, to destroy faith.

Aud witli the decay of faith hope dies also ; thera is experienced a
disguse for the sacraments, and an aversion to prayer. The intercess-
ion of the saints is no longer welcome to one who hasintercourse with
the spirits; and above all devotition to the Holy Mother of God is sure
to fude away and disappear. At this stage the spirits usually exercise
their subversive influence until one by one all the doctrines of
Chnistinnity are undermined ; and, this accomplished, the mind is
gradually poisoned by an inrush of abominable and wicked imaginat-
ions.

Finally, spiritualism is strictly forbidden by Holy Scripwure, and by
the Catholic Church under pain of mortal sin, and is o direct and
formal insult to Almighty God.

ADDREBSES FROM BEPARATE BCHUOL BOARD 8T. MICHAEL'S
COLLEGE SIUDENTS AND FROM BT. JOSEPH'S ACADEMY.

‘I'ho children of the city separate schools took their part in the
celobration of 1lis Grace's silver jubilee and the golden jubileo
of the Diocese of Toronte. On I'riduy they, 2,000 strong,
crowded the cathedral and made its lofty arches resound to their
joyous choruses.

The celebration by the separate school children took the form
of a choral service, for which they had been trained with pains-
taking care by Brother Odo and Mr. T. McDermott. On the
entry of the archbishop and the visiting dignitaries they arose,
and in a swolling, tull-toned chorus sang * Vivat Pastor Bonus.:

PRUDI:NCE IN ALMS-GIVING.

A correspondent of the Globe writes: * Sir,—In the Globe's
report of the proceedings of our City Council last Monday night
it is stated that bills were received from the several city hospi-
tals, amounting to over $2,000 for the ‘indigent’ patienis
during the month of Septembler. Referring to this ‘indigent’
business, the following suggestive comment is made by The
Globe : “All this great sum, over $2,000, is for one month's
maintenance of ¢ indigents.” Some fine day a list of these ¢ indi-
gents* will be published, and when it is it will contain some
names that will cause surprise. It is commonly reported that
among the indigent patients are to be found people who own
houses and draw good, fat rents, and, in fact, that anyone can
got free treatment in the various hospitals, even if their imme-
dinte relatives are rolling in wealth.' Now, tack this up. It
is oue of the facts that should not be lost sight of as a pointerin
future reforms.

It may be asked how it is that & humane provision for the
suffering, unfortunate stranger, or the helpless poor is abused ?
Here is one of the ways, and not uncommon, either : A lodge
contracts with a physician for a fixed sum per member to attend
its sick and furnish needed medicine during the year. One of
these members becomes seriously ill -and the lodge doctor, fore-
seeing a large amount of labor and expense to him, for which
only the lodge fee can be had for payment, strongly urges the
patient to go to the hospital, and, with other reasons, adds, ‘it
will cost you nothing,” and the patient goes. There are cases
where such advice failed, as the patient was unwilling to forego
the comforts and care of his home for the ward of the hospital.

What is true of the hospitals is also true of the *free dispens-
aries '—perhaps the iwaposition practised on tbese charities is
even more common. Very many people go to the free dispens-
ary whose income is quite sufficient to pay their way, yet go
there on the principle stated in my hearing. ‘I hear that you
can get it for nothing, so I may as-well bave it while it is going,
and my neighbors are getting it and are as well able to pay as I
am.” Such an applicant came to me for a few lines of recom-
mendation, and although I did hot eadorse the action I have no
doubt he succeeded. Just think of & family whose united exrn-
ings were not less than $16 a week being advised by any inju-

y
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dicious district visitor to go to the freo dispensary, and it will
be understood how * indigents * are incronsed.”

Sueh duetors apd such district visitors are unworthy the posts
they hold and should be cited for fraud. The correspondent
goeson : ‘It is not only on this line but in other cases the evil
pre.vnils. Some time ago & blood-curdling account nppesred in
a city paper of a starving family. Early next morning I saw &
man with a Inrge basket going un the other sido of the street in
the snme direction as myself and found he was on the same er-
rand, to relicve the * poor starving family.’ The work was well
done. Others poured in during the next few days. Then oash
was given to pay the rent and help for seieral woeks ahead. In
one of the subsequent visits it was found, the wife was out wash-
ing away from home while the husband was toasting his toes by
the fire. When asked at this visit why ho did not try to do
some work, even if at low wages, rather than have the wife
away at the washtub, he made reply: ¢I was making aver $2
a day at job work, but the boss wanted me to work by day work
at less wages than I was making, but I wouldn't do it." So ho
got out of work and was thoroughly content to live as a pauper
nided by the lamentations of some scribbling Jeremiah. It is
very certain that many of the suffering poor must be nided by
the city, but it also true that in our anxiety tc appear as frionds
of the poor, especially when the aid does not come out of our
own pockets, our public charities may be greatly abused, paup-
erism fostered, self-respect degtroyed, and in some cases money
saved to the recipients to spend in evil indulgences.” '

Indiscriminate alms-giving is productive of just such grievous
evils as the writer above quoted describes. It should be every-
where discouraged. Let such charity as one wishes to give be
handed to the St. Vincent de Paul Society, whose officials will
gee {0 it carefully that every precaution is taken to prevent
fraud.

AN IMPORTANT PUBLICATION.

PropapLy the most considerable Catholic publication yet
issued from the press in Ontario Js the volume written to com-
memorate the two important anniversaries which were celebrated
Inst week. Ve have several tim s alluded to it in these columns,
and the very full account (given in our last issue) of the Golden
jubilee of the diocess and the Silver Jubilee of His Grace the
Archbishop, leaves but little to add regarding the Memorial
Volume save to call the attention of our readers to the excellence
of the work both from a literary and a mechanical point of
view, and t2 urge them ‘to become possessors of a book which
cannot fail to prove of interest and profit to them. Hitherto,
we feel safe in saying, but little interest has been taken by our
people at large in the trials and struggles of our forafathers in
the faith, mainly, we presume, because of the very meagre lit-
erature on the subject at their disposal. Tkis plea can now no
longer be brought forward, as the writers of the ‘ Memorial
History of the Diocese *” have brought together within-the com-
pass ot a goodly volume, & great array of most interesting and
valuable facts regarding the establishment and progress of the
Catholic faith in Ontario, and in particular in the province
which is comprised within the limits of the archdiocese of
Toronto. The introduction is from the pen of His Grace the

Archbishop; and we take the libesy of reproducing it here :

When it was >rogosed to us to take some recognition of the fiftisth enpiver-
sary of the establishment of the dioceso of Toronto, which occurs in the year of
grace 1892, wo suggested as one means of commemorating this epoch a volume
which would record the history, as-far as ascertainable, of the foundation,
growth and progress of the Catholic Church in Ontario, and more particularly
in that portion comprised wif .in the present limits of thearchdioceseof Toronto.

" A number of gontlemen kindly acted upon the suggestion, and contributed each

tho chapter or chapters to which his name is attached. This Committeo con-
sisted of : The Very Rov. W. R. Harris, B. D., Dean of St. Catharines; the
Rev. J. R, Teefy, B.A,, C.8.B., Superior of St. Michael's Collegs, Toronto;
D. A. O’Sullivan, Esq., M.A,, LL.D.: the Hon. T, W. Anglin, ex-Speaker of the
House of Commons of Canada ; H. F. Molntosh, Esq. ; and J. F. White, Esq.,
%nd?tgctor of Separate Schoole. The Reverend Father Teefy was appointed
r.
“The parpose of the volumie i tp record and preserve the trinis, sacrifices and

laboro of the blshopa, pricsts and people who have gono boforo us. and who
planted tho ustard secd of onr holy faith in this provineo, who watered 1t with
teara until it hias grown up into o groat tree overshadowing tho whole Iand. It
18 not pretended that this ss o complato history of the subjoct. It is rathor an
earnest attempt to gather up fragmonts ol traditions aud famly history which
overy yoar svoro becoming more scattered, but whish must have an abiding in-
toreat for the younger gencration., It is tho orcction of a memorial tablet over
tho first fifty years of our oxistenco as a dloceso.  Wo caunot claim the venora-
tion duo to antiquity. or proudly point to a long lino of saintly prelatos. and in-
stitutions dating from the dawn of civilization; for wo aro of yoaterday com-
pared with many of the dioceses of tho Church. Armagh colobrated its
thousandth anniversary about tho time that Columbus discoverxl Awmorica s
Cologue is older still, and Mnrsocilles comploted its Golden Jubilee before tho
Christinn dispangation closed its first contury. But there are in our midst
treasuros of faithful momcries, reverod nnmes, and well eatablished hotnes of
charity and halls of learning worthy of a pinco in tho imperishable annals of
history. 'The historio footsto s8 of tho missionnries who firat trod this couutry
aro rotracad in simple narraifvo; and their tragic sufferinga aro told ns a re-
mindor that our soil is watered with tho blood of martyrs. A second chaptor
apon tho early Lnglish occupation of"tiie country forms a link between the
Huron missions nnd the episcopato of Bishop Macdonell, tho latter part of
whoso career i8 withm tho memory of living men. ‘These two chapters muy bo
regarded as pro-historio; for, strictly speaking, tho scopo of tho work lies within
tho fifty years which closed lnst May., What was tho stato of this country in
thoso times? People found themsolves in tho face of savage nature, andhind
to ongage in o dondly struggle to compel it to yiold even u baro subsistance.
‘Chiess poor sottlors, babitually deprived of the consolations of religlon, of its
holy word and holier bread of lifo, ita saving truths, its sanctifying prayer and
hoaveuly sacrifico, gradunlly grow carcless; and it 18 not surprising that on
reviowing tho past wo have reason to mourn the loss of many s family whoso
fathers came tothis countryrich in faith and tho lovo of their ancostral Church.

Tho Scotch.Catholies in Glengarry and the I'ronch in IZssex wore more for
tunate in this rospect than their Irish co-religionists in the other parts of
Upper Canadn. Thoy always had tho happiness of having their religious guides
in their nudst, Glcugarry was a contro whenco a considerable number of good,
intolligont and devoted Cathalics spread throughout the provinco, and formed
rallying points around whioh Cntho{ic immigrants gathorod and grow into con.
grogations. The French in Essex, heing cut off bv langusgo from the other in-
habitants and clinging tenaciously to thoir homes, iad little sharo in tho spread
of the faith elsowhoro.

But while the Irish had many difficultics which people of othier nationalities
had not, and while amongst them there weoro many losscs to deploro, still it
will ever be our pride in the now world, as in the old, that they have ns a peoplo
romained faithful. Whother deep in Canadian woods, or in the wnnl-awept
prairies of the west, or in the crowded cities u Stho United States, the sous and
daughters of Erin have been, in the faco of eli their hardships, true to the cause
of their religion, gencrous in its support nnd loynal to its teaching. The men
who howed our forests and dug our canals are they who built our churches and
vatablished our institutions—and as long ag theso monuments of faith survive,

80 long shall be published to the world the undying attachment to the Church
of the Apostolic Irish who camo to these shoies poor in his world's goods but
rich iu the troasures which religion alone caun bestow.

Fifty years a o, wheu 'Loronto’ was croated an Bpiscopal Sce, tho Catholic
Churcf: in this section was in its infancy—no roligious institutions, no Cathslic
schools, and many of our immiyrants poor and unfriended. Our readers wlll
follow through these pages its advancomont from such small beginnings uati,
at our Goliden Jubileo, wo gee two new dioceses sprung from Toronto; about
two hundred priests, ono hundred and eighty five thousand faithful ; a suffi-
cient number of churches, many of them benuiful structures; colleges and
academies for the purposes of higher education, Catholic schools, orphanages,
hospitals for the suffering, and homes for the imfirm and poor. 'The labors,
struggles and sacrifices which have led up to this prosperous and gratifying
condition of affairs aro recorded in the fol! ywing pages.

Theso pages will be found absorbing in interest. instruction and edification;
and we commend the work to the patronage and favor of the public in general,
und of our Catholic peoplo in particular. If encournged and patronized, ns it
deserves, this volumo will doubsless be the precursor of others descriptive of tho
work of the Church in other dioceses of Ontario; and thus materinl will bo
supplied for a full and complete history of the Catholic Church in this premier
province of tho Dominion of Canada.

Wo cannot close these introductory remarks without putting on record our
heartfolt thanks to the gentlemen who have so genorously and disinterestedly
mven their timo and talonts to the laborious research aud patient study requisite
for the composition of their various chapters. They descrve well of the Church
and of the country. May their names bo written in the book of life!

12), and when they call the
Blessed Virgin or any other saint a mediator, it is not in the sense of
Medintor of Rederaption attributed to our Saviour, but in the souse of
intercessor or pleadar, in which ssnse any Christian may bo called a
mediator, whenever he intercedes, or mediates between God and his
fellow-man as Abrabam and Moses and St Paul did, and thus
praye for his neighbor. God himself commanded Lliphaz and Ins
friends to apply to the Patriarch Job that he should pray for them
and God promised to accept his prayers.

2 Catholics do not believe that the Blessed Virgin is in any way
equal or aven compursble to God, for she, being a creature, although
the most highly favored, is infinitely less than God. Nor do they
claim for her any power beyoud that which she derives from Hum , for
she is entirely dependent on God for Lier cxistence, hier priveleges, her
grace and her glory.

The strong, loving expressions used oftentimes by Catholice, which
seem o attributo to the Blessed Virgin more than is bere stated, are
to be undorstood in the limited sense meant by Catholics themselves,
as here explained, that this, in a way consistent with the Catholic
teaching and nov in the unlunited un-Catholic sense which persons
not understanding that teaching may be led to apply to them. These
tender oxpressions ought not to be judged by cold or hosule
criticism, for they spring from fervent., heart felt devotion and un-
measured love.

It is common practice among men to use expressions which are true
ouly in a secondary and limited sense. For tnstance, a great post ot
artist is spoken of s * divine ," mother, often call their clnldren their
fittle ** angels,” * kings,” and * queens,” and are said to adore™ or
*¢idnlize” them: and no one thinks of blaming such teuder
exaggerations. And again, in the Marriage Service in the buuk of
Common Prayer of the Established Church of Engiand, the bride-
groom bias to say to the bride: ** With my body I thee worship.” -

No one should take offense at these expr..sions; indeed it would
seem captious ‘0 do so; more especially when the spesker declares
his meaning.

8. Catholics do not believe that there is any authority upon earth
or in hegven that can give leave to commit any sin, even the least ; or
that a sin can be forgiven for money , or that u priest can give vahd
absolution to a sinner who does not repent and truly purpose to
foreake sin and amend his life.

4. Catbolies do not believe that a man can by his own good works
independently of the merits and Passion of Jesus Clirist and of His
grace, obtain salvation, or acquire any merit.

5¢ Catholics dv not behief that it is allowable to break a lawful
oath, or tell a hie, or do any other wicked thing whaiever for the sake
of promotling the sapposed interest of the Church or for-any good
however great, likely to arise from it. The false and pernicious prin-
ciple that the end justifies the means, or that we may do evil that
good may come, is utterly condemned by the Catholic Church.

6. Catholics do not believe that it is in the power of the Church to
add to the truths contained in the ** deposit of faith,” that is, toframe
or enforce any doctrine which has not for ite source the written or
unwritten word of God, as authority for the same. Nor do they
believe when the Church makes an definition in mattets of faith that
this definition or article of faith is a new doctrine; it is only a solemn
declaration and a clecarer statement of what was belieced, at least
implicitly (that is. in an implied way, or inferentially,) in the time of
the Apostles, though some private persons might bave doubted it—Fery
Rer. Joseph Faa di Bruno, D.D.

GENERALS OF THE JESUITS.

Bome information froir an English source concerning the new Bu-
perior of the Jesuits, about whom so many jounrals have recently been
speoulating, is furnished by the London correspondent of the Liver-
pool Pust, whose informant saw muoh of Padre Martino during Ins
residence in lome some years ago, and bas recently had peculiar
facilities for studying the mental calibre and choracteristics of the
present General.

Notwithstanding the comparative youthfulness of Father Martino—
he is ouly forty-five, and the priests of his order are not ordained un-
til they have reachied thirty—ho 13 deseribed as a man of comnmand-
ing intellect and remarkable energy, und possessing what is perhaps
of cqual importance to him just now—namely, ** exceeding great re-
sourcefulness.” In his theological and philosophical stuthes be far
outstripped his competitors at college. whils his scientific and hnguistio
attain:ients are altogether exceptional.  Lishan, French and Gerwman
are each to him as his mother tougue, and Lnghsh ne speaks and
writes with fluency. Auny one whu kuows unytiung of the curriculum
of the Jesmt Seminary wall not require to be told that he s a_proficient
clessic scholar.

‘Then he would appear to have all the qualities of a born diplomatist
and rigid disciplinarian, the missionary zeal of a Francis Xavier or
an Alovsius, so that, taken together, Father Martino, the * Black
Pope " of Western Clristianity, may be considered as not onlya
worthy successor of Father Anderledy, wbo was undoubtedly one of
the most wonderfol men of his order, but even of the famed Ignatius
Loyola himself,

Father Martin is the twenty-fourth Generel of the Jesuits. - Ap-
pended i» a List of his predecessors with the dates of thair elections :

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CAN PROTESTANYS BE SAVED ?

Catholics do not believe that Protestants who are baptized,
lead a good life, love God and their neighbor, and are blame-
lessly ignorant of the just claims of the Catholic religion (which
is called being in good faith), are excluded from heaven, pro-
vided they believe there is one God in three Divine Persons;
that God will duly reward the good and punish the wicked ; that
Jesus Christ is the Son of God made man, who rcdeemed us,
and in whom we nimst trust for our salvation; and provided
gleg thoroughly repent of having ever, by their sins, offended

od.
Catholics hold that Protestants who have these dispositione,
and who have no suspicion of their religion beiag false and no
means to discover, or fuil in their honest ¢ndeavors to discover,
the true religion, and who are so disposed in their heart that
they would at any cust embrace the Roman Catholic religion if
they knew it to be the true one, are Catholics in spirit and in
gsome sense within the Catholic Church, without themselves
knowing it. She holds that these Christians belong to, and are
united to the soul, as it is called, of the Catholic Church, al-
though they are not united to the visible body of the Church by
external communion with her, and by the outward profession of
her faith.

Very different is the case of 4 person who, having the oppor-
tunity, neglects to leain from the genuine trustworthy sources
what the Catholic religion is and really teaches, fearirg, that
were he to becoms convinced of the truth of Catholic Faith, he
. would be compelled by his conscience to forsake his own relig-
ion, and bear the worldly inconveniences attached to this step.
Thie very feur shows a want of good faith, and that he is not in
that insurmountable ignorance which could excuse him in the
sight of God,-but that he is one of those whom it is said in
Ps&lzllm xxxv. 4: *‘He would not undersiand that he might do
well.”

. Fairness, no less than common sense, {eaches that a man
should study and examine the teaching of the Catholic Church
from Cutholic sources before condemning her. Surely no man
ought to reject Catholic doctrines if he has not made himself
well acqudinted with them. Nor is it fair to form a judgment
from misrepresentations made by ill-informed, interested or pre-
Jjudiced persons; one should rather, by the study of authorized
Catholic works judge of the truth with that calm and unpreju-
diced mind which the all-important subject of Religion deserves.
Thus having heard both sides, you will- be in & state to pass a
right judgment and not ia danger of being misled by prejudice.

Our Saviour gave no hope of salvation to the Samaritan
woman unless she entered the one true Church of that time,
saying to her who was destitute of a true guide: “ You adore
that which you know not; we adore that which we know ; for
Salvation is of the Jews.” (St. John iv. 22.) So likewise there
is no salvation for any one who, having by God’s grace come to
the knowledge of the truth, obstinately refuses to join the true
Church of God.

It is hard to understand how a Protestant can daily say in
the Apostles’ Creed, as many happily do say, * I believe in the
Holy Catholic Church,” without at lcast a thought arising in
his mind, that perhaps after all the Church which alone is truly
Catholic or universal, both in name and fact, has more claim on
his love and obedienee than his own denomination, which really
is not Catholic.—Very Rev. Joseph Faa di Bruno, D.D.

ROME, THEOSOPHY, AND THE DEVIL.

Father Clarke, S.J., has made it so nct for the so-called Theoso-
phiste that they are all, rank and file, up in arms sgainst him. A
cartain Mr. Herbert Burrows, unable to refate a single one of Father
Clarke’s charges, tells us that it is characleristic of priests « to elevate
their calling by threats and anathemas.”” Mrs. Besant herself waxed
wroth in St. James Hall on Tuesdsy night over Father Clarke’s
unanswerable indicment. She candidly admitted that the Theoso-
phists did’ not believo in the divinity of Jesus Christ, but Leld chat
they wished to make every man what she is pleased to style * a
potential Christ.” As the resnlt of Mrs. Besant's vapourings, we

CHATS WITH GOOD LISTENERS.

THE CIRCLE OF THE LANMD.

‘I'here is a commeroial axiom that declares that we get out of any-
thiug just as wuon as we put into it. This may be true in trade or
not ; it is certainly true of other things iu life,

\When the frost begins to make the bloud tingle, und the glow of
neigl.borly fives has more than usual comfort for the passer by, as he
sees them through windows and thinks of his own, the fragrance of
Liome scems to rise more strongly than ever, and then thero is a long-
ing that the home circle may rovolve around a common centre.
Somotimes this longing takes the form of resolutions to make life
more checrful , and sometimes even tho father wonders if he, in some
way, can not make home more attractive. As a rule, however, Lie
leaves it to tho mother , and if the young people yawn and want to go
out, it must be Ler fault. ‘The truth is, he expects to reap without
having sown. .

Home can be made chearful only by an eflfort. Why, oven friend-
ship and love will perish if they are not cultivated ; and so if the littls
virtues of life—the little flowers—are not carefully tended they must
die. Young pevple can not be imprisoned or kept at home by force.
We can not get over the change that has come about,—a change that
has eliminated the old iron band and rod from family life. We must
take things as they are. And the only way to direct the young, to
influence, to help them, is to interest them.

Books are resources and consolation , study is a resource and con-
golation. Both are strong factora in the best home life ; and the wan
who can look back with gratitude to the time when, around the
home lamp, he made one of the circle about his father’s table, has
much to be thankful for ; and we venture to assert that the coming
man whose father will give him such a remembrance to be thankful
for can never be an ocutcast, or grow cold or bitter or oynical.

But the tasie for books does not come always by nature: it must be
cultivated. And everything between covers 1snot a book ; and a taste
for booka can not be cultivated n a bookless house. It may be said
that there is no Catholic literature, or that it is very expensive to buy
books, or that it is difficult to get & small number of the best books,
or to be sure that one has the best in a small compass.

None of these things is true,—none of them. There is a vast
Catholic literature, and 8 vast hiterature not professedly Catholic,
which i3 good and pure, which will stimulate a desire fur study, und
help to cultivate every quality of the mind and Lieart. Does anybody
realize how many good books twelve or fifteen dollars wili buy now-
adays ? And, after all, there are fifty really great books in all Jan-
guages. If oro have fifty books, one has tha best literature in all
languages. A book-shelf thus furnished is a treasure which advers-
ity nor fatigue nor sickness itself can take away. Euach child may
evon have his own book-shelf, with his favorites on it, and the vol-
umes that treat of his favorite hobby—for every child old enough
should bave a hobby, evan if it be only the collecting of pebbles,—and
every chance should be given to enjoy his hobby and to develop itinto
a serious study. -A little fellow who used to range hig pebbles on the
table in the lamp-light and get such hints as he could about them
out ot an old.text-book, is a great geologist. And a little girl who
used to hang over her very own copy of Adelaide Procter's poems is
spoken of as one of the cleverest newspaper men (though she is a
woman) in che city of New York. The taste of the early days, en-
conraged in & humble way, became the talent which was to make their
future.

There should be no bookless houso in all this land,—least of all
among Catholics, whoae ancestors in Christ preserved all that is great
1n literature. Let the trashy novels, paper-backed, eoiled, borrowed
or picked up, be cast out. Let the choosing of books not be left to
mrere chance. A little brains put, into it will be returned with more
than its first value. What goes into the precious minds of the young
ought not to be carelessly chosen. And it is true that, in the beginning,
it 15 tho easiest possible thing to interest young people in good and
great books. But if one lets them wallow in whatever printed stuft
happens to cowe in their way, one finds it hard to induct them back
again. The firclight time is at hand. Xet the books be carefully
chosen—a few at a time,—and bs laid within the circle of the evening
lamp.—Avs Maria.
