THE BOOK TRADE OF SEPTEMBER.

ROM the publishers’ standpoint, September is always
F regarded.as the scliool book month, for at this’time
of the year the hooks for the whole year's stuly are pur-
chased.  The 1905 trade has been excellent and the de
mand unprecedented. Publishers have had their hands full
in filling orders, which have mostly come in at the last
minute.

In general book publishing citcles the first of the Fall
books have already appeared and a large number of them
are billed for publication this month. o far as can be
estimated the number 1o appear will be quite up o the
standand of previous years. Fiction will as usual bulk
Largely in Fall lists. Most of the popelar authors of the
day will be represented  and, bhaxing estimates on the sale
of their previous books, there should be a heavy demand
for the new works.

Up to the present, book sales have beea slack. It is
a-between-season period, with Sunmer homes being vacats
ed and time awd wmoney speat on the refurmshing of city
residences.  Towards the end of the month, when the
change will have been accomplished, there should be a
revival of the demand for hterature. Towards this tune
hooksellers should direct all their best energies.

REMOVING PAPER.FROM WALLS.

~NTEAM as a means of removing ol wall paper is a

novelty which is just bewyg placed on the market.

Many devives for this purpose-have been worked out,
but few of them have stood the test of trial. In the
present anstance the steam is generated in a boiler by
means  of a gasoline burner, and applid  to the wall
throueh a hood 1 the hands of a workman, The connee-
tion betiveen these parts consists of a rubber tube.

In the making of a contract for papering the paper
banger 1s always more or 1ess 1y the davk, hecause he
cannot caleulate  with  any certainty on the amount ot
the tenadity of the old papar to be 1o or seraped {from
the wall. e may base a calculation on a single-or double
corering, but when the workmien-comneniee to scrape they
way find half a dozen, which means that the work of re-
moval will bhe very slow and laborious. The provesses
generally followed are tediovs.  In some cases the paper
hanger merely tears away the portions of the old paper
wineh ate loose. thus leaving an uneven surface. In others
water s sprinkled over the surface by means-of a sponze,
but 1t as necessary (o wait until it has soahed in. Results
ate slow and somewhat incomplete, as the appheation of
moistute is not uniform, and the paper is 1emoved only
w parts.

With the new apparatus alluded to, after a steam pres-
sure is obtained within the boiler, it is merely necessary
to-hold the hood to the wallt.a shart time when the paper
peels off casily under the action of the workman's plow.

The outfit 15 not loo-large to be casily portable. The
casulime tank holds a sullicient quantity of fuel for hall
a day's operation, while the water tank helds four gal-
lons, suflicient for the same period of wark The time-of
steam apphication varies with the amount. of paper on
the wall. Ordmanly, 1t is said that a few scconds will
penetrate a dozen coverings of paper, oic over the other
The claun s also made that 11 is hygienic, the livatl of
the steam Killing germs and vernun.  This would depend,
of course, upon the lengil: of titne the apphcation of the
steam is kept up.—Upholstery Trade Journal,
