~Tae growth of the Church during. the last
twenty-five years, and more-especially in the
great centres of population, has been withont |

parallel ‘in the history of the communion.
Though its communioants are still far fewer
than those of the Baptist, the Methodist, or the
Presbyterian Church, its forma of worship have
been steadily gaining in attractiveness for the
religionsly disposed. In New York it far

exceeds any other Protestant communion in
its Church attendance, and while it is drawing
largely from the others it loses little to them.
The relaxing of thv bonds of doctrinal belief
and weakening of sectarian spirit, whioh have
been going on to so marked an extent in recent
years, have inured to the great benefit of this
Church. As dooctrinal conviction has lessened,
the desire for more worship has sprung up in
its place, and the forms and eeremonies of the
Episcopalians best satisfy this oraving of many
people who were trained in denomirations not
liturgical. The congregations of the Church,
therefore, are now made in great part, if nou
the greatest part, of men and women who were
brought up in other Protestant communions.
Meantime, too, there has been infused into the
Church new zosl and energy. What was oalled
the Oxtord movement has undoubtedly had the
-effeot of stimulating effort and promoting activ-
ity The whole Church has undergone s trana-
formation in that respect during the last gen-
eration, and now there is no Protestant body
whioh is more progressive than it ig in mission-
ary enterprise and in religious and charitable
work. The episcopal parishes of New York are
all busy with such labors, the laity rivalling
the. clergy in zoalous activity in behalf of the
Church and in the suocor and relief of those
who need their aid, The organization to-this
end his been admirably efficient, and the army
of workers is Jarge and untiring.

The effeot is shown in the steady increase
of the Charch thronghout the town, its gain
being greater than the gain of any other of
the Protestant denominations, It is the ouly
Protestant Church which has kept pace with
the growth of the population. And what hag
boon aecomplished here L as been accomplished
elsowhere, 80 that never before was the pro-
greas of the Church in this country so great as
it is now, though, perhaps, its advance is chief-
ly remarkable in the largetowns. .

the Qatholic Churoh of all ages, furnished but
slender guarantee for the preservation of the
Faith once delivered to the Saints, For the
plodding, persevering German indumstry that
has so long labored with a purpose to under—
mine both the genuineness and authenticity of
Holy Soriptare, though verj short as yet of
having really accomplished it, seems no less
intent and determined than was the Lutheran
movement to get rid of ecclesiastical anthority.
Still, all the great ameliorations of the world
have cost an enormous amount of individual
gaorifice. It won!d seem that when the enemy
comes in like 8 flood, we must depend uyf®n the
Spirit of the Lord to raise up a standard
against him. And yet if such is the only hope
of sects and fragments of Christianity, where
the spirit of rebellion and revolution have done
its perfeot work, may we not feel that we have
in the Anglican Branch of the Oathslic Church,
and in its historical life and witness that very
standard which the Holy Spirit of this dis-
yensation has raised uY against the flood and
the enemy ? It is'too late to deny or even to
pervert that past life and witness. It remains
imperishably recorded, for the guidance of all
men in the wilderness of error, and its living
poaer is not spent, where its priesthood sfill
offer the sacrifice and stfll preach the Gospel of
our Lord Jusus Christ.

Let us guard agaipst rationalism in this
Church | against new-light sentimentalism—
against a maudlin, nerveless universalism—
which would practically efface the distinction
between good and evil—the gulf between para-
dise and the abyss—the Kingdom of Light and
thé Outer Darkness—and g¢ minimise the
“ mighty salvation” of the Gospel, by ignoring
the awful facts that make it a mighty sslvation.
Through this door comes the demon of anti-
gupernaturalism, and the. false notion of a
blind, unconscious, unmoral evolution in all
things, -Then comes the traverse of inepiration,
the disintegration of the Canon of Soripture—
the rejection of its character as Revelation,
scorn of the unity and purpose that rans
through it like a thread of gold, and the
reduction of the Bible to the level of human
literature, subject to the same flaws, and the
same oriticism. The heretios or political rebels
that were rossted or shot in former days did
never as much-harm to pociety—to both the
bodies and souls of men,—as they who teach
men 80, that they sre the pasaive creatures of
paturalistic law, exempt from sall account-
ability to an eternal Judgment, which is the
only moral basis even of civil government.

We may have to join legal igsue.with this

spirit sooner or later: but in‘tHe meantime, | (

we oan give fair warning of its insidious
approaches. We oan insist upon the actual
words of the Church, nor tamely allow them to
be evigoerated of their meaning. The Church
makes the Nicene Oreed an aot of worship, and

On
the latter subject it would seem there is need
of munch discussion--at least. till we know
where we are. : v

But we must confess, it gave us realfconcern,
to see how readily Dr. Brooks' proposition
passed both Houses, to repeal whut had only
just become law by the ratification of the
Chicago resolutions, in regard to the proper
Psalms for Good Friday. Dr. Brooks' avowed
objection to the 63th Psalm which has been in
the English Books since the Reformation, as
Proper for Good Friday, is that it con-
tains several imprecatory verses, aimed at the
enemies of Messith (and understood as the’
enemies of mankind through the Man)., These,
he said, are in fatal contrast with the Spirit of
our Lord, who would only say,  Father, for-
give them, for they know not what they do.”
Now, is this fair or legitimate exposition to
take the words which He evidently used in re-
ference to His execntioners, the Roman goldiers
who had but to obey the orders of their
superiors, and were totally ignorant of what
these proceedings meant, and apply them fo
men like Herod and Caiaphas whose questions
He would not even answer; when before them ?
In a sepse, we none of us know what we do,
when we sin against Him: but Judas and the
Pharisees and ohief Priests (some of whom
believed but did not confess) may have known
more than we give them oredit for. Pilate and
all men who deliberately stifle conscience for
interest's sake, oan not be eubjects of prayer
for forgiveness, any more than the prodigal soe
was, till * they come to themselves” and repent.
The Gospel proclaims forgiveness only to
repentance. The angels rejoice, not over the
universal remission of penalty, but over the
sinner that repenteth.

These objections to the Psalms, indisputably
Messianio, a8 the 69th js, seem to us very shal-
low and superficial. To be sure, it has been
leit out of our Service for a hundred years, but
80 has the 51at, which we have just restored in
the Penitential Office for Ash Wednesday, an-
other great gain of our Revision. Ur. Brooks’
argument for revision, however, was not for the
gake of these restorations, but, as he avowed,
for the sake of the notion of progress and change,
as agninst that of the fixity of standards..

We can only refer our readers here to the
Bishop of Derry’s Lieotures on the Psalms; for
a full and satisfuctory account of the impreca-
tory expressions, What wonld some people
make of the Lord's words to the * Daughters of
Jerusalem,” so fearfully fulfilled to less than 40
years after the crucifixion, or of His dreadfal
dennnoiation of the Pharisees? The lesson to
us is by all and every means to beware of that
leaven !

In view of the action on the 69th Psalm,
whioh however, will have to be used during
‘these three years), we rather regret that Dr.

HOW TO SUCCEED A8 A SUNDAY-
SOHOOL TEACHER,

The only way in which Sunday-school teach-
ing can be made a permanent success is by as-
sociation—by the prodigious foree of & tie of

=D

brotherhood, which, over and above the earnest-
ness and devotion of each man and woman,
multiplies their powers a hundred-fold by unit-
irg them in a body. And it should be brought
home to the hearts and minds of Sunday school
teachers, that they are not individuals working
alone, but that they carry with them the
Ohristian sympathy of & vast body of brothers
and gisters, The more we are persuaded that

. we are working together under one great
Leader the better shall we be able to carry out
His commands, But whilst we are in corpor-
ate unity with a vast body, we must not lose
our own individuality, At the same time we
must not fall into the fatal error of imagining
that because we are comnected with a great
work therefore we are performing 8 great
work., Each teacher must me trained, and
gelf-trained. There is no royal road to success,
Patient, plodding perseverance is the best
way.

The teacher should thoroughly understand
his - subject, He should not be content with
going into school on Sunday with only the
matter of ten minutes’ thought, snatched from
some other pursmit on a Saturdsy evening.

- Nothing could be more fatal. Notbhing more
likely to alienate the sympathy and interest of
his scholars. He must think beforchand, and
study beforehsand if he is to do apy practical
and permanent good. If Sanday-school teach-
ers would only try to realise that they are lay-
ing tbe foundation of character and insist npon
bringing practical common sense and olear
conoise continuity to their aid in teaching, half
their battle would be won. .

Bat, as a matter of fact, nothing can be done
without thorough preparation, Aund the Sun-
day school teacher must have this, and .also
individual study of the intellectnal require-
menta of each one of the echolars. The olass
to which yon are going to minister as you en:
ter the Sunday-school is not a class merely, not
an abstraction ; it is not one thing one Sunday

- and another thing another Sunday, made up of
unknowo, unstudied, uprealised, haman beings;
it is, or ought to be, a smsll boldy of human
beings, who, if they do not appear in the first
instance to be all personally interesting, must
be made to become so; must be ro studied
minutely, and so surveyed, and so followed up
out of school hours till at last the personality

_ of each becomys réal and interesting, and even

¥; dear t0 us, T

i Then with regard to tne lesgon which we

for all ohildren. It is one thing to teach
children of eight, another children of tem, an.
other children of fourteen or fifteen, But what-
ever age the children may be, the lesson must
be made attractive. The teacher shounld not be
gloomy, Nothing more: depressing to the
spirits of young scholars than the * hang-dog”
like air in which some teachers aet about their
work., They give one the impression that it
would afford them immense relief if the super-
intendent were to announce that.thers should
be no lessons, _The teacher should be cheerfal
and should endeavour to infuse ocheerfalness in-
to the class, The first great point is to pre-
¢ent the subjeat in such & manner as to intorest
the scholars, and then, having interested them,
o draw out by judicious questioning their own
opinions, Great tact, however, is required to
do this. The lesson should not lack iiluatra-
tion, only see that the illustrations are pithy
and to the point. Long rambling ‘rigmarolee’
only weary the children and serve altogether
to destroy the good effeots of the lesson. Then
again, 88 to the method of teaching, Do mnot
be afraid to use your concordazce. Many of
you know what it is to teaoh»geogrsghy. Geo-
graphy may be one of the dullest subjoots or it
may be one of the most rivetting. It waas said
of the late Dr. Arnold that a map to him was
like & great piotare ; his rich mind full of his-
toriesl and also physical knowledge enabled
him to gee in 8 map, which to many was a dull,
flat thing, haviog no reference to time snd
very little to apace either, an animato thing
rioch with landscape, mountains, and also with
great events of great characters of history—
princes, martyrs, heroes, and the like, What
s map is when properly sppreciated to the
teacher of geopraphy, the corcordance is to the
student of Holy Seripture. You may be sure
that its use will give you a deoper insight into
Holy Soripture—a greater grasp of all that
Soripture contains, It will open up & new in-
terest to your mind—a new. avenue of know-
ledge, and the knowledge thus gained will ot
be a transitory thing—gathered an hour before
the lesson from the notes of some commentator,
and banished from the mind as soon as the les

son is over—but it is yoars for life, and, like
the grains of mustard seed, will take root, and
Zrow.

Lastly, let me say generally—i, e, to all
grades of teachers,—that, after all, it is not so
much what we say to the scholars that will in-
fluence them for good, a8 what weare. Children
and young people generally are very observant,
and they can soon take the measure of & teach-
er, If the scholars see that the sacredness of
tho subject has not touched the teachers own
heart, the lesson will do little good. Butif by

God's blessing we are living examples of what |

we teach: if we show an example of love,
justice, impartiality and sympathy ; if we show
the children that we really are interested in
them out of school honra; that we really do
think of them in their home surroundings, and
vare to know when they are sick, and that we
really love them with a self-sacrificing love—
in short, what we say with our lips, we both
believe in our hearts and praotise in our lives
—then I am convinced that among all the ties
of human lifs, few will be more .tender or en
during than that which binds the teacher in the
Sunday-school to the young scholar.—Family
Ohurchman. '

CONTEMPORARY OHURCH OPINION.
The Guardian (Bogland,) ia its issue of last
week, in a leader en * Reunion and the Ryman

Controversy,” has some good remarks on the
question of maintaining the institation of the
Hpiscopate at all hazards, It says:—* Wo oon-
tend that the principle of sunecession, as the
Catholic Church has preserved it in the Epie-
copate, is the only prinviple-capable of prevent-
iog the natural tendency of human thought to
disintegration and change, snd maintaining the -
catholioity which is of the essemce of the
Churoh’s life, To declare such a principle as
this unessential, for the sake of an uncertain
union with bodies that are continually shifiing,
would bo an act ofisnicide.” We percoive that
the new Professor of Church History in the
Assembly College, Belfast, has taken the op-
portunity of his inangural address to traverse
the eutiro position of an original Episcopate,
According to Dr. Horon, originally Bishops
wero elders, “and there was a plurality of =
Bishops in each congregation. . . . What-
ever suocession there was, was a-succession of
presbyters,”  Of course it is impossiblo to
reconcile on any logioal grounds Dr. Heron's
view of Church government with that shown
in St. Paul's Pastoral Epistles, where the one-
man principle is so plainly revealed, * For
this cuuee” (writes St. Pual to Titus) “ left I
thee in Crete, that thoushonldest appoint elders
in every city, as I gave thee charge.” And to
Timothy he writes—" The things which thou
hast heard from me the sume commit thou to
taithful men, who shsll be able to teach others
Now here is a form of Church govern-
ment and authority vested in a single Indi-
vidaal which i» entirely irreconcilabie with
Dr, Heron’s theory of the Christiun ministry
us propounded in bis addrees. And when we
get out of 1nepired history and into that of the
earliest Cbrisuian writers we come on a uol-
versal Episcopate, which lasted unbroken to
the_gixtesnth century, whea Calvin out of his
owo head invented Presbyterinnism,—Irish
Ecclesiastical Gazette.

the moatimportant element in the education of
a child ard the formation of its character,
Teaching of this kivd, together with such re-
ligious exercizses—for example, & prayer, or &
bymn, or the reading .of some version of the
Soriptures—as may be oalolated to give aid
and effeet, should be encouraged and stimulated
in the public schoels, inatead of béing forbid-~
don,'There is even in-this country a party who
would, if they counld, cut all religion out of edu-
oation, and who would give for a text-book of
Eoglish History, mangled fragments from
which every reference to the part which the
Church has had in building up the lifo of the
nation had been carefully expunged.

The esle opened at
2 p.m, and olosed with a pleasant & o'clook tes,
Abont $230 were realized, inclading subscrip-
tions. This Society is especially marked by
the quiet and unostentatious way in whioh its
work is performed. Nstablished in Qotober,
1866, it has held on the even tenor of its way
for 23 years under the same President, Mrs' W,
H. DeVeber, the Rector’s wife. The modest
sales are held in Canon DeVeber's house, We
do not tnink that even those members of tho
Provincial Synod, who, during the late session
denot. ¢«c¢ t(severely this form of woman's
work could find fault with tho quiet endeavour
of the 8t. Paul Socisty. Its e¢fforts have met
with marked success. During 23 years it .as
raised vpwards of $6,600, which huave been ox-
pended for various parish parpoees, and & spirit
of sympathy and fellowship kas been created
and msaintained among the patishioners. Two
years sgo the St, Paul's Needlework Sosiety
sffiliated with the Woman's Aid Association
then recently cstablished in the Diocese. The
names have beon combined, and a yearly grant
is made from the funds of the Society o aid

Missionary work in the Diocese. The grincipal

part-of the income of the Society is, however,
neceasarily devoted to the needs of St. Paul’s
Parish, which iasslf-supporting and unendowed.
The-church has recently been painted without
and within, towards which St. Paul’s Society
contribated $1000. A Junior Branch of young
girls has lately been established, which prom-
ises to be very effioient. .

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

SaeeBaoOKE,—The annual meeting of th

the Lord Bishop of the Dicoese presiding, Of
the thirly clergy resident in thedistriot, twenty
one were present through the whole or part of
the Session, There was also a fair attendance
of the laity, espeoially on the afternoon of the
second day.

The
papers read and discussion on them were able
snd inatruotive- That by Archdeacon Roe on
Church work in the Eastern Towuships enum-
erated some.of the difficulties and trials of the
first Missionaries at Melbourne, Sherbrooke and
Stanstead, such a8 to break them down in body
and mind, so that even instances of death in
Insane Asylums was the result, Noble examples
to the men of the present day, who are too
ready sometimes to content themselves with &
small and circumsoribed district. This was
‘foliowed by a very ablo paper from the present
Reotor of Sherbrooke, showing the necessity of
aggreasive work if the Church is to hold her
own in the fall tide of dissent that pervades this
distriet. The offertory at the anniversary ser—
vice and the collection at the Missionary meet-
ing were for the Diocese of Algoma.

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SENSATIONALISM IN. THE PULPIT.

—

At a time when a large proportion of our
literature, and & still Iarger proportion of our
journalism, is distinguished by that striving
after meretrioious - effect, and that coarse and
glaring coloring of ordinary facts which is apt-
Iy comprised by the word ‘sensationalism,’ it
i8 not without fitness that & warning should be
uttered against a possible invasion of the pul-
pit by similar methods, An article in the
Homiletic Review puts the question very dis-
tinctly before ns; and salthough it is certainly
~ a fuot, we are glud to say, that the clergy of
our church do not, as & rule, adopt newspaper
methods of atiracting their hearers, we have
notioced that among the Nornconformist preach-
ers this rule of decent reserve is falling more

and more out of fashion, If on a Saturday
thorning you take up any of the provincial
papers of the Northern towns where Noncon-
formity is very prevalent, such as Leeds, or
Manchester, -or Bradford, you will fiod nearly
“a column of advertisements emanaliog from
the varions Dissenting places of worship of the
town, seiting forth the titles of the'noxt day’s
permons; titles often too evidently concocted
merely with & view to producing 8 striking
advertisement, In these towns, however, we
are glad 10 note that, as a rale, onr clergy do
not adopt these methods of swelling their
congregations, Apart from the bad taste of
the system, we must point out that it utterly
gets at nought the real and proper reason
for going to a place of worship. We go to
church—or ought to do so—for the purpose of
attending Divine service. of worshipping in
common with the great body of Christ's Church
on earth, either aciually or tpiritually present,
and of entering into communion with oar
Savionr Himself, We do not go merely fo hear
a clever preacher uiter an intellectual or even
& morslly beantiful discourse, still less to have
our ears tickled and our minds amused by the
misplaced art of & popular lecturer. It is the
oustom, which we think is to be commended,
in some churches always to announce ‘ evening
or morning prayer with sermon,’ thus pointing
out that a sermon is not the main objeot of the
service, though. we are thankful to receive it as
& valuabie and belpful adjunct 1o that service,
and we do not wish to minimise its importance,

But there are sermons and sermons, Or we
may eay there are sermons, and there are also
speeches, and lectures, and spoken esssys; this
second division being extremely useful in its
proper place, but that place is not the pulpit.
And this is practically what the article in the
Homiletic Review insista upon. The preacher,
it says, ¢should enliven his sermons with in-
oidents and illustrations designed to give
pleasure, or make an impression’ upon his
audience; but this shounld be done with oare,
He may even go'so far 88 to occasionally adver-
tise special subjects in order to atiract those
who are not habitual churchgoers; but he may
never, for any resson Or on any ocoasion,
resort to sensational methods. Som.e examples
of these methods are given, all of which titles
the writer of the artiole. saw, and sermons
on some of which subjects he also heard. They
are remarkable from their, forced ingenuity and
conepicuous bad taste, Here we have preachers
endesvoring 30 catch an audience, a8 the news-
boy in the street endeavors to catch his half-
penny customers, with titles such as Courting
—The Ugly Husband—=Soul Millinery—The
Wife who i8 Never at Home—Let go your
Neighbor's Umbrella—Pull on your Bootstrap
—the last two being as mysterious as they are
nonsensical and exaggerated. Some of these

announcements can easily be paralleled by a
selection from the newspapers aliuded to above,
in one of which we saw lhe catoking heading,
¢ 'Was Jesus Christ & Socialist?' We are glud
to note, however, that generally speaking, the
olergy of our Church, avoid using the methods
of the lower class of evening papers, and do

not attempt to give the notices of their services
the appearance of the-contents boards of the
‘new, journalism.’ We oconfess, on the other
hand, that it is with a something like repug-
nance that we see ministers of Dissenting
ohapels advertising their germons on a Satur-
day morning, and striving to attract & congre-
gation with sensational notices, or competing
with other denmominations—all side by side
with the annomncements of the rival looal
theatres, music halls, and cironses ; for it is
obvious that snch methods cannot attract those
who really wish to worship, and who find &
delight in the services of the House of God.
They attract only those who go to churches or
ohspels meraly to hear a ¢ clever’ or * striking’
sermon, whose object is rather intellectual
entertainment than spiritnal ministration, As
the writer in the Homiletic Review caustioly
puts - it, * The sensational plan attraots * reli-
gious tramps,” bat not solid Christian believers,’
And we heartily endorse his pithy advice,
* Pat things hot,’ if yom like, but * never work
on the sensational plan—Church Bells,

WHAT ARE CLERGYMEN FOR?

In a late number of the Pacific Churchman,
in & short editorial abont the recent Summer
School of Theology at-Bewanee, you eay, “It
wonld be well if the clergy generally could
have & little of such stimulus now and then

They have far too little time for reading and
thought amidst their ceaseless round of par-
ochial work.,” Now I am not going to contro-
vert your proposition, it probably is trne as a
matter of faot, but it has oconrred to me to ask
several gnestions about it, and in the first place,
why it is true, and if it ought to be true 7 Has
the Oharch any right to put her clergy, or
have the-clergy any right to pat themselves
into any such “ceassless round of parocbial
work,” that they shall have ¢ far too hittle time
for reading and thought?” Is not this & most
snggeative, is it not a * burning” question? Is

it not one that both olergy "and laity ought to
ask, think upon and arswer ?  Is it not one of
the evils of the time that ought to he remedied 7
One would think so, especially when it is
remembered that in the most solemn hour of &
olergyman’s life he is asked this question,
“Will you be diligent in prayers, in reading
the Holy Soriptures, and in such sfudies as help
to the knowledge of the same, laying aside the
study of the world and the flesh? Anaswer,
1 will endeavor to do so, the Lord being my
helper.”

Now the question at once comes up, what is
this * parochial work” that slips in and com-
pels the clergy to break so oonstantly and
fatally their ordination vow ?

I am not, Mr, Editor, going to undertake to
arswer that question, but would it not be well
for the clergy—and laity too—to consider it?
What kind of work ia it that takes so much
time and strength of the olergy, saps their
vitality, and so utterly oonsumea them that
they have little or no time for tho *studies”
obligated upon them ? It is * paroohial work,”
and what kind of work, for the most part
is that? It oannot be oconnected = with
the fanotion of the Priesthood, for, as
things now are, the labor of that is little, in
faot altogether too little, is it not? How much
of your time and strength is taken up in your
proper fonolion as & Priest? And how much
time and strength are used io the propsr fume-
tion of Pastor? I koow what is oalled * pas-
toral work™; but in fact is not that, as
exeroised, largely what i1 known, in “Society" -
pariance as “ social duty 7" You a3 “ Reotor"
are at the head of & gooial and business in-
stitution called a ‘*Parish,” are you not? and
your chief business is to ** baild up that parish,”
L suppose; all your labor tends to that end,

There is one funotion of the Ministry, the
prephelic or preaching or teaching funotion,
which, in faot, logioally, i the first in order,
and to which the ordination vow above guoted
_has reference : * Go, teach all nations,” How
shall & man “teach” ualess he be a student ?
Apd how shall he be a student nnless ho has
time to be suoch ? And how shall he have
time if his time is chicfly taken np with social
or busiues affairs of his * parish?’ And here
another question presents itself : Is this thing
wo oall & parish a means or an end in‘itself?
Do you ‘ preach tho Gospel’ in order to ¢ baild
np the parish,’ or does the parish exist in order
that the Gospel may bo preached ? This is a
most importsnt comsideration, in fact it lies
at the root of the whole business. 1 suppose in
theory, yon will consent to the laiter propo-

"| sition, but, is not the former paramount? Are .

yon not as & preacher, compelled to shupe
preaching to that end? Do not sll your
{ stndies’ and labor lead in that direstion? 1Is
not this why the clergy bave ‘8o littlefor read.
ing and thought 2"  [tis the ‘ ceaspless round
of parochial work, which they were not
ordained to do, which i8 in the way : nothing ia
more olear than that. Uader this state of
things, what are the olergy cuming 10 a8 & sup-
posed body of learned, and consequontly in-
flaential men ? Thoy have little time to stady
and think, :

This ia not & new queetion,” It is & very old
one. It was encountered at tho oatset of the
Church and peremptorily settled on the spot by
the Apostles thomscives,

‘It is not fit that we should serve tables,” Ia
it not about.time, Mr, Editor, that wo should
return to firat principles, and got the olergy
back to the work for which thoy are ordsained ?

ennployer. Lven ihe prisoner and the paupor
git down to a Christmas dinner on that day,
and are often remembered with gifts by those
in bappier circumstances than themselves.
Would they were always so remembered,
Wonld that all so far as they are able, might
keep Christmas in the spirit of our Lord's pre-
copt: “ When thou makest a feast call the
poor, the maimed, the halt axd the blind” (St.
Luke xiv,, 13). .

But a8 we grow oider, Chrisimas, like other
things, changes its aspect. All our anniver-
saries become saddened, and this one isno ex-
ception. To tho recent mourner it recslls one
who last year sat at the board, who will sit
ihere no more. The mother put away the lit-
tle stocking which will mever be hung up
again, and even the children speak sadly and
with tears of the sister or brother whom no
present can reach. At such times it must be
tuo religions aspect of the day which alone can
bring comfort and joy.

It msy be that some one will read these
words who is 8 wandorer by his own fanlt from
home and friends and all the once-prized joys
of Christmas-tide, To such an one we say:
The season has a message for you if you will
hear it. The Bube of Bethlehom was born for
you, however deeply you have sinred, You
may be far away, herding swine in the desert,
filled with the frunit of your own devices,

_hupgry snd feeding on hasks; yet your place
sin your Futher’s house is still kept for you, and
no one else will ever fillit. Your Father’s eyes
sre watching for you, your father'’s heart goes
out to you no matter how far you have strayed,
the robe and the ring are still wailing, and
may be your Christmas gift if youn will.

Then let us all rejoice in the Lord. Let ua\1
take the Holy Babe 10 our houses and hearts,
new-born for every one who will receive Him.
Let us lay our gifts at His feet, and however
poor and hamble they may be they shall be
gilded by His smile and blessed by His love.

THE WORDS OF JESUS.

Remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how
He said: ¢ Asthe Father hath loved Mo, so
havo Iloved you,'—(John xv., 9).

This is the most wondrous verse in the Bible.
Who can sound the unimagioed depths of that
love which dwoelt in the bosom of the Father
from all eternity toward the Son?—snd yei

here is the Saviour’s own exponent of His love
toward His people ! '
" There is no subject more profoundly myster-
jous than those mystic intercommuanings be-
tweon the first and second persons in the ador-
able Trinity before the world was,  Seriptare
gives us only some dim and shadowy rewela
tions regarding them —distant gleams of light,
and no more. Let onesuffice. ‘Then I was by
Him, as one brought up with Him, and I was
daily His delight, rejoicing always beforo
Him/ -
Wo know that earthly affection is deepened
and intensified by increased familiarity with its
objeot, The friendship of yesterday is not ihe
sacred, hallowed thing, which years of grow-
ing iotercourse have matured. If wo may with
reverence apply this test to the highest type of
holy affoction what mist have been that inter
change of love which the measureless lapse of
eternity had fostered—a love mareover, not
fitful, transient! vacillating, subject to altered
tones and estranged looks—but pure, constant,
untainted, without one shadow of turningl
%nd yet, listen to the ‘words of Jesns,” ‘Asthe
Father hath loved Me, so have I loved you’ It
would havo been infinitely more than we had
reason to expeot, if Ho had said, ‘As My
Father hath loved angels, so have I lovod you.'
Bat the love bora to finite beingsis aninappro’
priatosymbol. Long before the birth of time
or of worlds, that love existed, It was coeval
with etornity itself. Here how the two themes
of tho Saviour's eternal rejoicing—the lovo of
His Father, and His love for sinmors—are
grouped together: ' Rejoicing always before
Him, and in the habitable part ot His earth !’
To complete the picture, we must take in a
counterpart description of the Father's love to
ue: * Therefore doth My Father lpve Me,* says
Jesus in another place, ‘because I lay down My
fife!’ God had an all-sufficiency in His own
love—He needed not the taperiove of creaturos
to add to Hir glory or happinese; bat He seems
to say, that so intense is His love for us, thut
He loves oven His beloved Son more (if infinite
love be capable of increase), because he laid
down His life for the guilty ! It i regarding
the redeemed it is 8aid, ** He shall rést in Hie
love—He shall rejoice over them with sing-
ing.” In the asseruion, *God is love,’ we are
lett truly with no more unproved averment re-
garding the existence of some abstract quality
in the Divine natare. * Herein,” says &n
Apostle, “ perceive we the love"—it is' added
in our suthurized version, **'of God,” but, &8 it
has been remarked, * Oar translators need ‘not
‘have added whose love, for thers is ‘but one
such specimen”-—* beouuse He laid down His
lita for us.” No expression of love can be
wondered at after this, ' Ab, how micerable
aro onr best affections compared with His'l
“ Qur love'is but the reflaction—cold ae the
moon; His is 88 the sun.” " Shall ‘we refuse to
love Him in returr, who hath firet lovéd, ‘and
§0 loved us! “Never 'man’ spaké’ as this
man,"—Belected. B ’

EMPHASIS.

Oareful attention to emphosis is one of the
first requisites in good reading; and those
whose duty and privilege it isto read alond
from either the Bible or the Prayer-book oan-
not be too odreful to emphasise the right words
if they wish to ‘give the sense,’ and to be
understanded of the people.” One wounld im.
agine that every langnage when spoken would
depend largely npon emphasis for the expres-
sion of thoughts j and that even the Groeks,
rich and full as their noble Ianguage was, with
its numerous inflexions and expressive paticles,
must have made their meaning stil! more olear
by mesns of the various tones of which the
voice is capable, Ifgo, how muoch more neces-
gary is emphasis to & poorer language, liko
Eogligh, which is unable to express in wriling,
exoept by olnmsy periphrases, mach that is
found in the fine and delitate touches of ancient
Greek. The partiole ye, for instance, it has
been said, i8, perhaps, best travslated by a
siff| ’
timphasis is especially usefal in pointing
out comparisons and contracts, When lsuue had
told Esaa how Jacob had with sibtle y ob ain-
ed the chief blessing, Bsau said, ‘Hast thou but
one blossing, my father ? bless me, oven Ma aleo;.
O my father!' A reader who did not awrongly
emphasise the words ‘one’ and *me’ in this pus-
saga would be & very poor reader. O, take
again Nobuchadnezzar's ‘astonied’ question,

ofthe fire? . . . . Lo, 1 seo four men
loose.! Hore the strong cuntrast, not only be-
tween ‘three’ and ‘four,” but alio between
‘bound’ and ‘loose,’ ean be expressed only by &
distinot emphasis on all theso four words.

Bat it is in the New Testament, and more

particularly in argumentative pagsages in the
Bpistles, that stiention to emphusis is most
necessary. Ln the well.known fifth ohaptor of
Romans, for instance, how much will the force-
of the Apostle's argament loso in the hearing
it the readoer does not help it ont by the tone

of his voice! In the seventh vorse, ‘righteons’

and ‘good’ must huave the omphasis, &nd in the

eighth, ‘sinners’ requires it vory strongly to

Last. August, the Mission Field
contained & portrait group of the
Migsion -workers and converts-at
the new Miesion of Schwebo, in
Upper Burma, The Rev, F. Sutton
writes about this group: _

“ Some infants grow more rapid-
Iy thun others, and the infant church
of Shwebo has growns, I think I
must oonfess, rather more rapidly
than onr faith permitted us to ex—
peot. It is the result, no doubt, of
the.many prayers that have con-
tinnally - been.made at home in
_ Rogland and elsewhere, that God’s
' blessing 'may rest upon the work of

the. Mission, for every mail that
comes in assures us of hearty sym
pathy and fervent prayer from
gome kind friend or another. To
illustrate the;growth of this infant
ohurch, I may mention that in the
photograph sallnded to, only eleven
of the figures are those of converts
.of the Migsion ; the rest comprise
-mission helpers - such as sohool-
master, ostechist and his wife, and
moonshi—and two girls already
bapuized . Christians, placed in the
_ #chool by the late M, Colbeok of
Mandalay. Now if we could get &
_photograph of all baptized in con-
‘pection with this Mission, up to
date, the eleven would become 83,
- and the boarders in our school tor
Barman girls wonld numbor 21 in—
stead of four. This boarding eatab-
lishment for girla is, I consider, the
most important and the most prom-
ising part of the Mission. The
~ jgnorance and superstition of the
Upper Burmans fur exceed that of
the lower previncs, and both are
more marked among the women
than among the men, The minds
of some of these girls that we have
admitted seem to be & perfect blank,
and their {aces were equally want—
- .ing in any expressiom of intelli~
gonoe; but with kindness, care and
ednoation, they improve wonder-
‘fally, and assare us that their lives
will be rendered not only more
happy but much more useful and
honorable than they ever could be
. without the advantages of a Chris-
tian home and eduoation. I only
wish we could extend these advan-
tages to many more than we have;
" but our tunds do not sufflce, or we
.might admit & great many more.
They are given over to the Mission
by written agreement for a statea
number of years—varying atoord-
ing to the age of the ohild—and
with full consent 10 baptize them
“into'the Christian Faith whenever
they are considered fit to reaeive
the rite. A week ago I baptized
the last four admitted, and all our
21 girls are now brought into
Christ's fold, Amongat the zumber |
we have two given to us for' life,
“The first 50 admitted was a poor
starved baby, ten days of age, with
- no purents, the father having loft
hie wife eome time before'the birth
of the ohild, and the mother dying
wheén'the ohild was only four duys
old. I thought the child would die
within 48 hours of admission, but I
' wﬁ#mistaken‘, for she is 8s - bright

_“The work of the Mission is be™
coming very interesting in another
‘'direction, namely, by its extension

into the surrounding villages.

‘Neither is this entirely the result
of our itinerating -into the distriot

and visiting these villages; bat it

results in & great messure from our
young Christians oalling in their
friends; and if we can only keep all
our converts up to the mark in this
way, there iz no reason why the
number of Christians shounld not
increase steadily in different parts
of the distriot, - Of course those
who live out in the villages away
from the Mission headqaarters have
not the privileges that those have
who are living in Shwebo. itself,
and living in some oases alone, sur-
rounded by heathenism and old
relatives and friends still staunch
in the Buddhist faith, they demand
our pity and constant prayer, The
largest nomber of -Christians at
regent in apy ome village is five.
he villagesare from thres to thirty
miles from Shwebo, and as there
are only two roads (and these
would hardly be recognised as such
8t home), and the country is low
dnd under paddy oultivation, thiey
ure very difficnlt to get at except
in the dry season.
- * With mueh to encourage us and
to make us thankfal, we have, on
the other hand, our trials and dis-
sppointments, @ur Christians sre
vot-always what we should wish
them to be ; some fall into grievons
sin; in others, love seems 1o grow
cold, and we cannot help feeling in
some cases that there is a danger o
them falling -away. They need
muoh patience and gentleness on
our part, and we ourselves need
more and more of the Holy Spirit,
ior the thought comes to us agsin
and again that our Christiang will
be what we make them. “T'ney are,
too, without many of the advan-
tages that almost .every one may
tiave in Bogland, and our greatest
need at Bhwebo is a suitéble church
for Divine worship,” - :
