Priceless Works of Art.
It was announced yesterday afternoon, following the meeting 

of Governors of McGill University, that the University had been 
the recipient of a long planned benefaction in the presentation by 
Mr. David Ross McCord, Temple Grove, of his remarkable collection 
of historical articles, works of art and other almost priceless 
relics illustrative of the history, art and social life of Canada 
and the British Empire during a long period of time. Mr. McCord 
has devoted a large part of his life to the accumulation of the 
treasures which he has thus transferred to McGill University. It 
was stated by the McGill authorities that Mr. McCord had long 
planned the gift of this unique collection of historical treasures 
to the University, that they might be used for the general benefit 
not only of the University, but of Canada, and probably become an 
extremely valuable nucleus for a national cultural museum.

It is planned that this collection shall be removed from Mr. 
McCord’s residence and permanently housed in the Joseph residence 
on the McGill grounds. Already the art and historical experts of 
McGill are collaborating with Mr. McCord in the extensive work of 
examining, categorising and cataloguing the collection preparatory 
to its transfer. Plans are also being made for the necessary al­
terations to the Joseph residence to fit it for the proper display 
of the collection, which is regarded as one of the most valuable 
in Canada, and has long been regarded with envious eyes by the ar­
chivists at Ottawa.

The collection consists very largely of unique objects which 
of course it would be impossible to replace were they lost. The 
number of items is very great, and the whole collection secures 
permanently for Montreal and for lovers and students of Canadian 
and British history, material of the first importance and of great 
extent.

McGill University is meeting a national want in accepting the 
ownership and custody of a "cultural museum", and at the same time 
she is carrying out her well known principles which have always 
been national rather than provincial in scope and aim.

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Historic Relics.
Among the historic objects in the collection may be mentioned • 

Tecumseh*s bow, his arrows and war-bonnet; a confessional of Father 
Piquet’s; General Brock’s last letter written before starting for the 
battle of Q,ueenston Heights; many pieces of historical furniture; 
objects relating to Jacques Cartier; Frontenac and Maricourt; Bien­
ville and Iberville; the Sulpicians; The Jesuit Martyrs; Bishop 
Laval; oishops of the Anglican Church; James McGill and many others.

McGill University is indeed fortunate in being chosen as the 
repository for a collection whose mere pecuniary value, great 
though that be, is far outweighed by 
worth. educational and artistic

Keen appreciation was expressed by the McGill authorities at 
this invaluable gift by Mr. McCord, the more so as the latter sta­
ted that he had by no means relinquished his quest for historical 
articles, and would probably in the coming years add considerably 
to the value of the collection.

The McCord collections are so extensive and varied that 
enumeration of them already fills several volumes of catalogue.
Among items of special interest - where all is interesting - may 
be mentioned a remarkable assemblage which Mr. McCord has himself 
created, of pictures illustrating the history of Canada at various 
epochs. It consists of paintings by Henry Bunnett, formerly well 
known as an artist in Montreal. These pictures were either" drawn 
by Mr. McCord or made under his direct supervision, and are accurate 
in every matter of detail. Most of the sites represented in the pic­
tures have now greatly changed, so that without access to the McCord 
collection, it would in many cases be impossible to show how the 
places depicted appeared in earlier times.

In the Museum is also a unique collection of Indian silver 
and of wampum belts. As samples of the early art of Canada there 
are paintings by Du Longpre; and many rare historical portraits. 
McCord also possesses Beaucourt’s "Negress”, ^ 
the earliest oil painting by a Canadian artist.
