347 NOTRE-DAME
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COMMERCIAL TAXATION.

We believe, froni ail that we iear from
the parties interested, that there is a very
general determination on the part of the
various commercial companiesaffected by
the Act of last session, to impose direct
taxes on certain commercial corporations,

to resist their payments, and to obtain
the decision of the highest tribu'nal of
tie Empire as to the construction to be
placed on the Imperial Canada Govern-
ment Act aulhorizing Provincial Legisla-
tures ta impose direct taxation. It isjust
possible that the parties more irnmediately
interested may have aready enteed
into sone arrangement for combined
action, but if so it ias been conducted
secretly, which could scarcely have been
done had any considerable number o tie
various corporations been consuited. We
have not heard of any proposition to ap-.
peal to the Dominion Government ta.
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disallow the Quebec Act, and yet the
supporters of that Government have not
only aflirmed the constitutional right of
that Government to do so, but have
advocated the expediency of its doing so,
when an Act is passed by a Provincial
Legislature that is contrary to public
policy.

in view of the settled policy of the
present Quebec Governmeit to foster
schenes involving large expenditures of
public money, it seema igbly probable
that there will be a progressive increase
of taxation, and the late Act is an indi-
cation of the views of that Government
as to the proper mode of replenishing
the public chest. The apprehension that
we have heard expressed, thsat tie present
Act can only be looked on as an entering
wedge, is quite natural under the circum-
stances, as if once the principle is recog-
nized that the Legislature can select cor-
porations for special taxation, it may
increase the tax at discretion, and may,
muoreover, make special exemptions, as
ias been clone in the declaration that

the term incorporated company does
not include companies publishing news-
papers and periodicals." It may, more-
over, extend the taxation to merchants,
while evading, as has been done in the
case under consideration, the use of the
term license. Under the circumstances
thatwe have stated, and with the opinions
which we have reason to believe have
been given by eminent lawyers, that the
lite Act is · ltra vires, it must be obvious
that the constitutionality of the Act must
lie tested in the Cousts, but it vould seem
highly desirable thiat in the first instance
there should lie an appeal ta the Domin-
ion Government.

There is a clause in the Act tiat
deserves notice, and which appears hardly
fair to the corporations. It reads thus:
"Costs shall not be adjudged against the

license inspector in any action imsti-
tuted by hiim under this Act; but on the
recommandation cf the tribunal, the
Provincial Treasurer may in his diacre-
tion pay to the commercial corporation

Iin favor of which judgment has been
rendered the costs to which he may
deen itequitably entitled." The license

inspector is to have full acope te prose-
cute demands, just or unjust, and even
iwhen the Court ias decided that a party
is entitled to costs, the amount is to be
left entirely to the discretion of the Pre-
vincial Treasurer. Of course the object
of the clause is transparent. The unpo-
pularity of the new tax is an open secret,
and resistance being apprehended, ithas
been determined that it shall be discour-
agedl as much as possible. The foregoing

remarks are not made with any viewq of
encoeraging the parties interested tO
refuse payment of the taxes which have
become due on the first juridical day of
the present month of July, but they are
based on what ive have reason to believe
is the opinion of'a considerable number
of the corporations interested. Sa far as
we have been able to judge, the feeling is
most intense among the Insurance coi
panies, which have already lsad to
figlt a iard battle on a tax of an analo-
gous character. Those companies too
have felt very sore on tie subject of the
restitution of the taxes, which vas made
by paying for the stampspresentecl, which
were probably an insigniticant portion of
the vhole. It would, however, have beau
difficult te adopt any more equitable
mode of refunding, than by paying for
the stamps on presentation.

In view of the very great importance of
the subject as 'well to the Province of
Quebec as to the commercial corporations,
it seems highly desirable that, if possible,
the proceedings to test the legality of the
tax should lie of an amicable character.
There can be no second opinion as to the
necessity of the Quebec Governsnent
obtaining additional revenue, and so long
as doublts exist as to the legal effect of the
term I direct taxes," there will be intense
dissatisfaction on the part of those wlso
are singled out as liable to pay them. A
test case should by mutual agreement be
prepared, and puslhed forvard itis as
little delay as possible.

THE TA RIFF QUES'T'ION.

In commenting in our last issue on the
remarks of the English press, on the resul t
of the lete elections, weemaintained thatno
proof could lie adduced that the tendenvy
of the Canadian tariff was to divert trade
from the United States to Great Britain,
and we further drew attention te the
deceptive character of the figures em-
ployed by controversialists te support a
weak case. A few days later we found in
the ministerial organ at Toronto ample
proof of the correctness of our remarks.
In order .to establish the diversion of
traffic fron the United States to Great
Britain a singular article of commerce
was selected, viz., tea, which is nota pro
duction either of the United States os
Great Britain, and on ihich a differential
duty. had been imposed, in order to
encourage direct importation. .Even,
therefore, if the case had been fairly stated,
and if there had been the diversion of
traffic that was claimed, it would have no
bearing on the question in controversy.
We hold, however, that the case was most

unfairly stated, and before pointing out
in wihat svay, ive shall copy the remarks of
the Mail:

"In 1878 there vere imported from Great
Britain teas of all kinds, value $1,046,-
160; and in 1881, do., do., $1,419,494-
thereby shoving that the new policy in-
creased the importation of teas froin Great
Britain ta the value of $373,334.

In 1878 there were imported from the
United States teas of all kinds, value
,1,250,180 in_1881, do., do., 5900,026-
therefore the falling off frori that country
in 1881 was $350,154.

The 1882 tariff having made teas from
Great Briain " free," but imposing a
duty of 10 per cent. on those imported
from the United States,shows at allevents
that in this item there is no strain put
upon our connection witlh Esngland."

We must observe in the first place that
to compare the importe during a year of
severe depression with those of a year of
prosperity, is calculated to nislead, but
every eue acquainted with the tea trade
vill admit that nothing can lie more mis-
leading than te clsss all kisids of teas
together. The aggregate importation of
teas in 1881 Hvas in round figures 50 per
cent. greater than in 1878, but the
peculiar character of the change in the
course of the trade is that the direct
importa from China and Japan were in
1878 1,560,944 lbs., and in 1881 5,955,847
or nearly four-fold. The differential duty
of 10 per cent. was imposedi with the very
object of promoting this direct trade, and
it produced the desired result. In 1878
the green and Japan tea imported from
Great Britain was 1,228,921 lbs., and in
1881, 1,024,599 Ilbs.; iwhile the green and
Japan tea imported from the United
States vas, in 1878, 3,538,534 lbs., and in
1881, 3,671,380 lis. Thus in the particular
kind of tea, in whili trade with the
United States lias been chiefly carried on,
there was an increase in 1881 over 1878
from that country, vhile there was a
decrease from Great Britain. In the
article of black tea, Great Britain bas
alvays been the chief source of supply,
and there was naturally a great increase
in 1881 over 1878, the imports ih 1878
iaving been 3,374,311 ilbs., and in 1881
5,301,247 ibs., while from. the United
States they were 1,310,086 in 1878, and
628,525 ubs. in 1881. We have preferred
giving the import according to veight
rather than value, as prices varied in the
different years. The criticisms on the
Canadian tariff in the Englisi press were
certainly not mado with any reference to
the tee trade, and the figures prove that
theeffect of the tariff ias been to stimun-
late the direct trade.
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PUBLIC INDEBTEDNESS OF TIE
WORLD.

The forthcoming census of the United
States will contain a report on the nation-
al indebtedness of the world by Mr.
Robert P. Porter, and the Cincinnati Con-
miercial lias selected from it certain lead"
ing facts which it lias publisied in, antici-
pation. The aggregate national indebted-
nesa lias increased in 20 years from $7,627,-
692,218 to $23,286,414,753, or nearly triple
its amount in 1860. France takes the
lead, its public delit laving grown from
$1,854,136,500 to $3,829,982,399. This in-
crease was caused by the war ivith Ger-
many. Great Britain comes next on the
list, but ber debt lias been reduced from
$3,893,200,000 te $,766,671,000. It may
be observed that the settled policy of
Great Britain bas been not te impose
heavy taxes on her people to extinguish
the debt, but to reduce it gradually and
as mucl as possible by terininable annui-
ties. Russia lias increased lier debt from
about $1,000,000,000 to more than three
ines tliat naiouiit, and is third for the

magiitude of its debt. Spain has ncreased
froni $525,000,000 in 1860 to $2,579,000,000
in 1880. Ncxt comes ftaly, a country
that lias been created during tlhe last 20
years, and which has a debt nov of'
$2,540,000,000. The United States is next
on the list. After the close of the rebellion
it vas over $3,000,000,000. It is now under
$2,000,000,000. Austiro.t.Iuigaiy lad a
debt in 1880 of $1,881,000,000. Turkey is
the only other nation whose debt amounts
ta billions, and its increase was froni
$160,000,000 in 1860 to $1,370,000,000 in
1880. The average yearly iidebtedness
lias been $489,335,079, and if carried on
at this rate to the end of the century it
vill exceed $32,0030,000,000. Tlie fore-
going estinates are exclusive of Municipal
indebtedness, which in the United States
is over $1,000,000,000, inore than one-half
having been incurred by cities laving
over 7,500 inhabitants. The facts above
stated prove that there lias been an
enornious accumulation of capital during
the 20 years, and it must be borne in mind
that vast suis have been invested ini
rahilays, canals, and public and private
buildings. It is to be feared that a very
large portion of the national indebtedness
lias been incurred for wars and other
uproductive expenditure. The estimates
are imade te 1880, and in some countries
the indebtednîess lias gone on increasing
imee tlat period.

ANiK OF COMMERCE.

The statement of the Bank of Com-
ierce, vhich yill lie found elsewhere,

shows a marked inprovement on that of
the preceding year, wich iwas justly
deemed a very good one. The profits
have exceeded those of the year ending
2Sth June, 1881, by rather more than
$100,000, which has enabled the directors
to appropriate $250,000 to the rest, and
$25,000 in reduction of the bank premises
account. The 8 per cent. dividend has
been maintained. The circulation lias
increased by over $600,000, and the de-
posits bearing interest by nearly three
millions. The deposits not bearing inter-
est are about the sanme as at the close a
last year. The bills discounted have
increased by over four millions, but it is
satisfactory to notice a considerable reduc-
tion in the overdue paper. The loans in
the United States have been reduced te
nearly a million. The rest is nearly 30
per cent. on the capital. The result of
the year's business must be highly satis-
factory to the shareholders.

AMERICAN BANKE RS' ASSOCIA -

TION.

[t has been decided by the Executive
Commnittee that the annual meeting of the
Bankers' Association shall be lield at Sar-
atoga, N.Y., on the 16th and 17th August
next. 'lhe meeting vill be of great inter-
est, as there will be an interchange of views
between the mast einent bankers of the
United States on 'the prospects for the
future. Among the topics which are
likely to engage consideration are the
condition of the crops and the foreign
exclianges, the expansion of the credit
system, and the recent facts ivich have
been cited l'or and against the opinion
that a reaction is approaching froni the
recent prosperity, and that a revulsion
may be looked for'. We learn that a re-
port on bank taxation will be laid before
the Convention, Bhowing wlhat has been
done and is doing to relieve the banking
business from its fiscal burclens. Although
the arrangements have not been finally
made, there is reason to believe that
among the subjects on which addresses
will be delivered are the comparative
changes of the monetary situation during
the year; the defects of the banking
system and their remedies i the later
aspects of the currency and silver ques-
tions i the receit and prospective demand
in the foreign markets for American
securities ; the growth of inclustrial .en ter-
prises and productive power with its
dangers; the fluctuations of the past
decade in the money market, with their
chief causes and results. The meeting
will be one of unusual interest, and we
hope that some of our leading Canadian
bankers will find it convenient te attend.

They may be assured of a most courteous
reception should it be in their power te
do so.

THE EXCHANGE BANK.

In another collunn vill be found the
Balance Sheet of the ExcliangefBank on
30th uilt., anid likewise the Profit and Loss
account for the yeaur which terminiated on
that day. On comparing the former with
the statement of the preceding year it
will be found that there is a very con-
siderable increase in the deposits, which
is an indication that, undei the manage-
nient of Mr. Thomas Craig, it has regained
the public confidence, whiclh vas'naturally
impaired by the reduction of capital,
rendered necessary by heavy losses during
the period of depression. Already one
half of the amount reduced lias been re-
gained, and there is a Rest of 50 per cent.
on the present capital. The dividend of
8 per cent. lias been paid-quarterly, which
is a great boon te the shareholders,
al thougli not in accordance with the usage
of other banks. The principal speeches
at the nieeting were made by the Presid-
ent, Mr. M. I. Gault, M.P., and the Vice-
President, Senator Ogilvie, ivlo moved and
seconded the adoption of the report.

Both genîtleienîî spoke wvith great con-
fidence of the continuance of the present
prosperity, Senîatoir Ogilhie being uiable
to see any reason foi the gloony foieblod-
ings that have been recently indulged in.
Those forebodings, however, are the re-
sult of past experience. If we expend
laige sums of money in public works as
we have been doing of late tliere will be a
reaction whenever that expenditure
ceases. Of course if i large amount of
capital is introduced into the country for
the purchase of lands it will tend to post-
pone the period of reaction. There is
some reason just nonw to appriehend a war
in Europe, althouglh it is not improbable
that the :Egyptian difficulty may yet be
settled without any grave complication
with the great powers. If any serious
wi'ar should ensue there would be a general
rise of prices of commodities, and as wars
do nlot last long in modern days, peace
would soon bri'ng about a fall.

With reference to the President's re-
nîarks upon the subjectEf agencies in the
North-Westthere will probably be a gen-
erallconcurrence of opinion that it woud
be unwise for a bank with a capital of $500-
000, and a circulation nearly at its maxi-
mum, te extend its operations, especially
at such a distance from head.quarters.
On the other band, there will be consider-
able difference of opinion as to the recom-
mendation to establish local banks. Those
banks would necessarily have small capi-
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tals; and as our Canadian system per-
mits all chartered banks ta issue notes,
there would be nothing like the safety ta
the public tiat is afforded by such insti-
tutions as the Bank of Montreal, of British
North Aierica, MIerchants, Commerce
and others, all of which have evinced a
readiness ta open agencies in the North-
West.

Both the President and Vice President
of the Exchange Bank referred in feeling
terms ta the loss during the year of two
old and respected citizens, who were
directors ai the bank, Mr. Thomas Caver-
bill and Mr. Thomas Tiflin. Mr. Crathern
moved the usual vote of thanks ta the
directors, and expressed a hope that at
no distant period the old capital would
be restored. It ivould be a proud day for
Mr. Craig and his co-directors if they were
enabled out of profits ta restore the old
capital of a million of dollars.

EMIGRATION.

'Tlie July number of the Nicicenh
Century contains a contribution fron Mr.
J. H. Tuke, entitied " With the Emi-
grants," which is calculated ta remove
the doults whicli have been entertained
in some quarters in regard toemigration
from those parts of Ireland where the
population is literally pressing on the
subsistence fund, and where there is
conseqnently danger of starvation. The
article is healed with a quotation from
the Connemara Priest, 1881 :-,4I say

with all the energy of my existence,
let the people leave iii any and in every
way tiat may take them out of the
slough of poverty and misery in wliich
they are already sunk." The article in

thie-Nin, eteenth Century proposes ta answer
the question, <Ils emigration from the
West of Ireland a necessity, and if so,
whyiy?" The answer is, as may be antici.
pated,in the aflirmative, and very sufiicient
reasons are given in support of such an
opinion. There are five counties in the
West of Ireland containing a population
of 1,030,000 living on 158,400 holdings;
of these 77,200 lioldings are at and under
£4 valuation, with renta varying from 10s.
to 20s. and f2 ta £3 aîîd up ta £5 or £6.
The total acreage is 584,700 acres, of whiclh
255,100 is in oats, 212,700 in potatoes,
I16,500 in other crops, giving an average
for eaclh holding, large and small, of about
tlree acres under crop in five counties.
In some of the unions in Galway and
Mayo the average is much smaller. In the
Clifden Union iii tue County of Galway the
total land under tillage gives little more
thian 2 acres for each holding. The writer
of the paper in the Yineteentl Century
had acceded ta a request from a number

of benevolent noblemen anîd gentlemen
including the Duke of Bedford, the Riglt
flpn. W. H. Smitli, and others, that lie
would endeavor ta give practical effect to
their resolutions in favor of assisting emi-
gration by contributions in aid of any
local effort. Mr. Tuke found that there
vas a very general desire on the part;of
the people ta emigrate. Tiere are most
larrowing details of the distress among
the people in the West of Ireland, but the
interesting point that Mr. Tuke lias
establislied is the general desire on the
part of the people ta emigrate, and the
willingness of noblemen and gentlemen
in England and Ireand ta assist tlien.
Mi. Tuke bears testimony ta the willing
co-operation and assistance of the Cana-
dian Government through their agents in
Quebec and Toronto, and adds that "bath
in this and in other ways the committee
are under much obligation, as well as ta
Sir A. T. GaIt and Mr. Calmer, the Secre-
tary of the Canadian Government.'' Mr.
Tuke lias given some interesting state-
nents of the cost of emigration by three
diil'erent steamers, and ihich averaged
from £8 Os. Sd. ta £6 1ls. 8d. per head.
Tliese included American railway fares.
In every case there was a charge for cloth-
ing, and also for American expenses and
Aierican railway fares. Mr. Tuke's ob-
ject is ta impress on the public the abso-
lute necessity for emigration, and the im-
portance of sustaining the association
with which he is connected, and which has
already done sa much. It wili, owever,
be necessary ta adopt means for extend-
ing still greater facilities for the promotion
of emigration by enabling unions ta borrow
for emigration purposes at longer periods
than liave-heretofore been permitted, and
at a lo y rate of interest. There cean be
no doubt that Canada vill be ready ta do
its part by co-operating with the promo-
ters of emigration ta any reasonable ex-
tent.

THE INTERESTS OF MORTGAGEES.

It is ta be regretted that some more satis-
factory mode of protecting mortgagees is
not in force in this Province. Many persans
do not subscribe ta the Quebec Official
Gazette who are yet large holders of
mortgages. Now it frequently hiappens
that a property is sold without the mort-

gagee knoiving anything about it. Of
couise the sale may be advertised in same
compressed cormer of a daily paper, but
this nay easily be overlooked. A pro-
vision is also made whereby upon sending
the registrar a fee one vill be notified*or
such a sale ; but why should not the sberiff
be obliged ta notify one underany circuni
stances? Every holder of an iriterest in

a property that is to be sold by the sheriff
ought ta be notified. We have heard
several complaints made with regard ta
these proceedings. Lokes sonetimes
occur in this way which are very serious,
and althougli a debtor may not escape his
liability towards his creditor by the viping
out of the mortgage, yet the security for
which only lie would have been induced
ta part with his money has become ex-
tinguislied. It is time this matter were
looked into.

RAILWAY FUSION.

In our last issue we noticed the com-
pletion of the arrangements which have
been for same time pending for a fusion o
the Grand Trunk and Great Western Rail
roads. We have since had an opportunity
of reading the speeches delivered by Sir
Henry Tyler and Viscount Bury at the
meetings of the two companies held on
the 23rd June to ratify the agreement. It
cannot be denied that this fusion may
have a prejudicial effect on the interests
of those who use the railroads, and who
would gladly do so on the terns which a
Great Western agent is said ta have
granted saine few years ago. Sir Henry
Tyler again referred ta the fact that he
had seen a letter addressed by Mr. Bow-
man, an agent of the Great Western Co.,
offering to issue tickets at a dollar below
the proper fare, and also to pay for supper,
lodging and breakfast (for a wvhole party,
and ta go with them as far as Detroit.
This was very similar ta the competition
several years ago between the rival
steamers on the Montreal and Quebec
route, when not only free passages but
supper witliout charge were held out as
inducements ta travellers ta give a pre-
ference ta one of the lnes. All this is
doubtless highly satisfactory ta the public
at large, and more especially as but few
Canadians have any interest in either of
the great railways in question. It is, how.
ever, not surprising that those who have
suffered by such conipetition should
endeavor ta put an end ta it, and accord-
ingly the Grand Truhk has been making
efforts from time ta time ta induce the
Great Western Company ta discuss some
plan of fusion, but as long as MIr. Childers
and Col. Grey were presidents of the
Great Western, all proposals made by thé
Grand Trunk were rejected. At last a few
months ago some of the Great Western
shareholders not in the direction took the
matter up, and having obtained a ma.
jority, the old Board resigned and the new
one entered into the negotiations which
have resulted in an agreement ,shich has
been just ratified by both companies.

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It was at one time conteniplated to

apply to the Canadian Parliament for an

Act to ratify the agreement, but it bas

been found that an Act passed in 1852

carn be inade available. There has been
an endeavor to excite uiscontent with

that part of the agreement which gives

the Grand Trunk protection against any
encroachmnent on its share of the net

eairnings by rnaking a certain Great West-
ern reserve fund liable te make good the

Great Western 30 per cent. before comng
on the Grand Trunk. . This seems a

reasonable denand. The respective.
shares of the net earnintgs are 30 per cent.

for the Great Western, which is to be
applied te pay 5 per cent. to the prefer-
ential shareholders, and 3 per cent. to the
ordinary onces, and if this 30 per cent.
should be insuflicient, then the deficiency
is te be made good out of the Grand
Trunk 70 per cent., although before con-
ing oi it the Great Westernt reserve funid
s to be applied to the sane object. We
lnfer tiat under the new arrangeient that
reserve fund wili be no longer required, as
the gross earnings wrill be chargeable wits
the renewals of track and rolling stock
for which it was oi'guinaIIy set apart.

Sir Henry Tyleridwelt on the increased
earnings that would be obtaitied by the
amalgamation, whici in 1Si vould have
yielded to the Grand Trunk £87,000 and
in 1880 £I40,000 nore than n'as received.
le alse stated that 4,000 sharieholders,
represetsting a capital of £9,901,268, had
given their proxies te tue Board, while s,
holding £43,000 of stock, wvere in opposi-
tion. These are headed by a Mr. Locock
Webb, wio attaches Q.C. to his nane, and
who ias ianded in a protest. It is not
uticharitable te surmlise that Mr. Webb
and his allies niay have an abject in view
tiat is hardly compatible with the nter-
ests of the other shareholders.

Lord Bury stated the circinstances
under whici the present directors of the
G'eat Westeri took aice, vi., te carry
out the declared wishes of a mejority of
the shareholders to accept in substance
the aller of lie Grand Trunk. He said
in justice to the late Board that they were
right in believing tiat it iras not in their
power te lease the road te the Grand
Trunk, whichs ias lite original p'oposal.
It iras, hoever, found that the Statute of
1852 enabled them te effect their coin-
tion object. As in the case of the Grand
Trunk an amendment was moved, but
nerely foi' the put'pose of obtaiing legal
opinions on soine doubtful points, and on
its being r-ejecteid by a large majortjy,
lhe ontginal resolution, ratifying the
amalganation, wras carried ivithiout a
dissentient voice. Tiere wiiI of course be

no effoit spared to excite discontent in
Canada, but so long as the amalganated
companies do not violate the conditions
Oni whici their charters were granted,
we aie unable te discover any just
groutnd of conspIaint, and, moreover, it
has been adnmitted im a recent number of
the Globe that the Cansadian Pacific Co.
and the roads under its infltenîce will
protect the public against any unreason-
able rates. At all events the fusion seens
to have become loi, fait accoipUl.

There is a large limmigration of lte best class,
every industry is fully occupied, no working-
man desirous of employmient is idle, and, above
aill, hie prospects ofan abundant harvest var-
ratîl us ii sayîtig it we niay loik forward to
constmisited p)rosperity for mtaniy years to come.
I nay say that great inducemuents have been
held out to us tu open agencies in iany places,
we have been mîduced to go t Winnipeg, to
points in our own Province and Ontario, buit
the Board las long ago conte ta the conclusion
that we should conttrol msoney under our own
eyes in the city of Montreal, and that places
desiring to havebaiking accommodation sihoIl
have local bankls of tieir own.

The other
vacancy was filled by Mr. Thomas Craig, and I
miist say that the satisfactory position of tlie
affairs of the bank is due to Mr. Craig's pru-
dence, foresiglt and indistry, that the bank
owes its present bigi position, to him and that
lie is fully entitled to the hontor we have con-
ferred upon him, as hie has made it one of the
most popular institutions in the city of Mont-
real. (lea, hear.) If youi have any questions
to ask, gentlemen, I shall be most happy to
tnntver them.

Hion. Mr. Ogilvie said lie was indeed glad to
second the adoption of the report, he could fully
endorse the statement that had been made by
the President.

The business of the bank for the year shows
a most satisfactory increase, and has resulted in
a net profit to the shareholders (exclusive of
862,366.70 received as premmtm upon new
capital stock) of24ý per cent. upon the average
paid-îîp capital.

AN INSURANCE TEST CASE.

A case of soen importance, which las been
draggiîg for i. considerable time past, ow'ing to.
flic law's delay in taking action, vias recently
brouglit to a successful issue by the new solici-
tors l'or lie lilaitiffs. The question arose out
of the difliculties of lite late Canada Agricul-
tural Insurance Co , and hie efforts of Mr. E.
Il. Goff, the manger, to sirmotint them. IL was
hîeld by lte plaintiffs, Messrs. P. ß. Ross
Dumesnil & Fisi, 'inidator or trustees of
tle company, throuîgli their present legal advi-
sers, Messrs. Cbur'clh, Chapleia, ialit & Atwater,
Mr. A.w'ater pleading in the case: "lThit il
transfer of shores by a stockioldei ini a joint
stock coons, ichi is male ivili fle object
and has the effect of reduciiig t lîe capital stock
of tie coipany, is void ; unn all resolutions of
tue coiupiy and of' lit diretors, authorisinîg
stuc transfer, are illegal and ul tra vireO.

The defendanlîîît was the holder of 70 shares in
the capital stock of the Canada iAgi'fciltiural
Insurance Co, a Ibody poliic, iorporateld
by clipter IC4 of Ciiada. 35 Vict. flie capital
stock of the Companiy vis $1.000,000, of' which
lt the iie thit defniidîît sub fi.cl or' his
stock, 10 plier ent. hatl been paid up. lii Fcbriu-
ary, 1877, tie directors malle a subsegîient cali
of 10 per cent., but the Coipany being in dilli-
culties iL was resolved to apply to Pu liment

MONTREA b WHULESALE MARKETS.

Tllolîsnas', 13th July, 1882.

'l'Te var li Egopt aits ail'eoiy tîh:i ils effect oun
prices, especially for cottons Iviicli are a frac-
tion higier foir repeat orders. Should the con-
testby any possibility be prolonged, the calling
out of lie reserves wouli probably have its
effect on the iron atnd otier matuifactures,
owviug to lite w'itlidrawa'lo of so manny
iands fromt <heir regular emiployients.
The mtoney msarket continues quiet and easy,
mercantile bills heimg still discounted at 7 per
cent. ; call ioans on stocks firn, however, ait 6
per cent. Sterling Exchlange quiet ait 108î
betweent baiks, 10.9 over the colttter, and 1091
for denîttd bills. The Govertinment have been
suppliet at 100. Drafts on Newn York wenk nt
par to - discount. Sîocks hlave been ralier
inactive foi tue week, and the miarket irregilar ;
yesterday vaniues wsere weok, but the market
losed stronger ttiuder ait improved deunaud.

To-day il openied dli and w'eak, and aol
spectuialtive secuirities were a fanction " off"
this forenoon; at lie close Montreal was a
shadie better, buyers ol'ering 2071, wiit 2-07-l
asked. Commerce twas a fraction stronger alto,
141 bsing tlie chosing bid. With the cCeeption
of Canada Cotton, which lias declined 7 per
cent., and Richelieu which is 2l per cent. lower,
the fluctuations for the week tire but fractional
anit unimportant.

2. The tern Bank includes Savings Baiks
the terni Insurance Company comprises Life,
Fire, Inland, Marine, Gtiarantee and Accident
insurance Companies, but does not include In-
tual Insurance Coimpanies organized under tle
laws of thtis Province ; the tern I neorperated
Loant Company includes Building Societies;
and the tern [ncoirporated Coinpany does not
include companies. publisliiiig newspapers or

periodi cals.
9. The clerks or secretary-treasirers of every

municiial corporation shall annually, on or
before the tirst day of Junîîe, retuirn to tlie Po-
viiiciil Treasi rer tte names of all ceninercial
corporati cils of thte nature of those nentioned
in this Act, established or doing business within
their respective municipalities, specifying tle
iumber of ollices, places of business, fac~tories
or wIorkshops of ecl ; and in defiilt of so
doing they shall seveially be liable te a fine of
twedty-fivo dllars, and in lefauîîlt of paying of
sucli fine te an impi'isonnent of twenty-five
days.
