DELIBERATE MURDERS

Turk Commmittee of Union and
Progress Desired to Ex-
terminate Race.

LONDON, Nov. 17, 1.40 a.n,~In"the
course of a discussion' ih the hbuse of
Ccommons last night of the Armenian
massacres, Lord Robert. Cecil, under-
|| secretary of state for foreign affairs,
refuted the suggestion made, he sald,’
in the United States, that British
agents had Intrigued and stirred up
the Armenians to revolt and that Great
Britain therefore was responsible for
the massacres, ’

“There was no provocation what -
ever,” said Lord Robert . “The mag-
sacres were premeditated with the in-
tention on the part of their instigators,
the committee of union and progress,
not to punish the insurrectionists, but
Lo exterminate the Armenian race. 1t
is no exaggeration to describe the
crime as the most horrible in the
world’s history. The only" mitigation
of the horror was that it was in no
senge a religlous movement due to a
fanatical outburst of Moslem feeling.
On the contrary, there is every reason
to believe that pious Moslems thruou
the world reprobated the horrors
equally with us.”

Aliied Victory Protection.

Lord Robert declined an invitation
to give the pledge of the government
to employ all the resources of the
army and navy in order to save the
Armenians,

“After all,” the speaker added, “the
greatest possible protection for tre
Armenians is our victory in this war,
and to that end all of our efforts must
be bent. But I am «quite sure if any
opportunity shounld occur to assist
the Armenians. by the efforts of our
consuls or of sur forces that is any
way racticable the government
wiould feel that it would be a very
noble use of the resources of the
country.

“'We have already telegraphed Gen.
Nixon, commander of the British
forces in Mesopotamia, asking him to
induce the "Arab tribes to assist the
unhappy Armenian fugitives wherever
they can.”

Not to Solicit Neutrals.

~ Referring to the suggestion of T. P.
O’Connor, one of' the Irish Nationalist
leaders, that the government should
make representations to neutral coun-
tries, like the United States and
Switzerland, on behalf of the Armen-
fans, Lord Robert Cecil said the gov-
ernment would rejoice if those coun-
tries intervened, but that it was, not
for Great Britain to dictate or even
suggest to the governments of inde-
pendent neutral states their duty in
such a case. He agreed with Mr.
O’Connor that it was useless te make
any representations to Germany, tho
he declared it was Germany alone who
was able to stop the massacres, and
that Germany’s complicity in them
had been proved beyond doubt.

| Ontario Association Thinks It

Would Solve Legislation
; Problem. ,

INQUIRY IS DISCUSSED

Queries Relating to Evidence
Before Hodgins Commis-
sion Are Considered.

»

At a meeting of the Ontario Associ-
ation of Osteopathy, held last night in
Toronto, it was the consensus of opinion
that the only satisfactory solution of
the medical legislation problem would be
to estabiish an ihdependent osteopathic
board. ;

During the discussion on the inquiry
under the direction of Mr. Justice Hodg-
ins, recently appointed by the Ontario
Government to investigate the allopaths,
homeopaths, chiropractors, osteopaths
and others, in view of suggesting a
broader Medical Act for the provinee, the
following querles were considered:

1. What were the preliminary educa-
tional ‘qualifications of Dr. )lcC\mouﬁh
and Dr. Hastings, both excellent public
officers, before entering the Medical Col-
lege? Also, how long they were in secur-
ing their degree of M.D.? which at that
time, was a much shorter course than
they wish to set today, 5 years of 9
months each. There is no medical school
in Canada, or America, today giving such
a course, the longest being 6 years of 8
months, inaugurated only one year ago.

2. How many five-year men have been
serving under them in securing the re-
sults they claim?

Osteopathic Course.

8. Is it generally known that no regular
osteopathic college gives a course of less
than 3 years of 9 months each, and that
at least two of these colleges give 4-year
courses of 8§ months each as the mini-
mum, -which latter, without major sur-
gery or drugs, is the minimum standard
requested of the Ontario Legislature by
the qualified osteopaths in Ontario.

4. That it" costs a student more to
graduate in osteopathy than in drugs?

5. Who were the pioneers in ‘‘Pure
Milk Campaign,” the board of heailth or
the City Dairy?

6. Who are the most ‘“injured by the
practice of osteopathy’ in Ontario today,
the people or the allopath?

7. Is it not generally conceded that
€ol. Nasmith, who is not a medical doc-
tor, is the man who received the credit
for advanced sanitary conditions in Tor-
onto today, and also our Canadian troops
in France?

It was the sanitary engineers, and not
the medical ‘doctors, who made possible
sanitary conditions for the Panama Canal.

8. That the qualified osteopath is care-
fully trained in diagnosis, and no doubt
the medical health board, when they ex-
pressed their opinion to the contrary, had
in 'mind an experience with some of the
numerous short-correspondence course
osteonaths and such like, who have
crowded Ontario, owing 'to the lack of
proper legislation having a fixed standard
of education?

9. That some of the greatest discover-
ies, so widely used today, in connection
with surgical and medical science, were
not made by medical doctors, and at one
time were as strongly opposed by them
as is osteopathy today?

10. That the subjects taught in the
osteopathic colleges are practically the
game, and from the same text books as
those of the regular medical colleges?

Russian Troops Marching on
Teheran to Protect For-

TROUBLE DUE TO FOES

British and Allied Legations
Will Be Protected by

Move.

LONDON, Nov. 16.—"The one aim
of the Russian troops advancing to-
ward Teheran is to protect the for-
eign colonies in case of need, and the
Persian Government has been ex-
pressly informed of the vacific inten-
tions of the troops,” said Lord Robert
Ce-il, under-szecretary of state for
fore'gn affairs, in the houvse of com-
mons today In reply to a request for
information concerning the critical
situation in Pers'a.

Lord Robert pointed out that in
view of the happenings in Pergia and
the presence there cf German and
Austrian officers the British Govern-
ment was apprehensive for the safety
of the British and allied legations
and their subjects.

“The government’s one desire,” the
under-secretary continved, “was to
maintain the most friendly relations
with Persia, provided Persia made a
real effort to prevent attacks on the
Dritish and allied officlals by subjects
of enemy powers. ‘The whole trouble,”
he asserteq, “was dve to the presence
of German and Austrian officers and
their agents in Persia.”

A prominent banker said the other
day fiamt he saw no objeotion to the
Coming war loan to be offered in Can-
ade. He said that a certain amount,
of momey might. be drawn out of the
banks and locked up temporarily, but
that it would eventually find its way
W cireulation and back to the
banks, He aleo said that under the
financial legislation pessed at the war
session of 1914 the banks could re-
dlscount commercial paper and other
securities with the finance minister
and obtain pational currency.

Some of us have feared that the
banks might be as reluctant in the
future as they have been in the past
to invoke the principle of rediscount
if it involved putting national currency
into eirculation. We even feared thag
they might curtail commercia] credits
if the savings of the people were with-
drawn in any large volume and loaned
to the government. We will be glad
to find that our fears were groundless
and we do not for a moment doubt the
Patrjotic disposition of the men who
tontrol our great banking institutions,

Noone isatall unwilling for Canada
hereafter to finance her own war ex-
Ppenditures without borrowing money
from the British Government. But
it is important that the financing be
80 done as not to curtail commercial
crefits or unduly contract the ocur-
rency of the country. Fifty million
dollars is neither here nor there foc
#0 rich a country as Canada; and if Mr.
White's loan is only for that amount
it will Be oversubscribed almost im-
mediately, But even the most ' san*
guine will admit that at least an ad-
ditional $200,000,000 will have to be
borrowed before the war is over,

At present something like that
amount could be borrowed in New
York; but it would impose a frightful
burden of interest upon the people of
Canade. The more 50 as that interest
wovld be drained - every year to.a
foreign country. It is Just possible
that unless we watch out a consider-
able portion of the coming $50,000,000
issue will fing its way to New York.
That will certainly be the cese if big
per cent. 18 to be paid.

There is a great lot of idle money
in the United States that is seeking a
safe investment. Porto Rican bonds
bearing 4 per cent, recently sold at 97,
and no doubt the United States Gov-
ernment could easily float a 3 per cent.
loan.

However, all will wish success to our
domestic loan, which may sell at a
Premium. - Meanwhile Y¢he finance
minister may be considering how oa
will raise the much lagger sum soon
to be needed. We hawﬁ already sug-
®ested that a considerable part of it
might be raised by an issue of national
currency. Such an issue, say to the
amount of $200,000,000, would not un-
duly expand the ecurrency. But it
would stimulate business, would be
readily accapted by the people, and

South American Trade

When the war broke out our de-
partment of trade and com-
werce quite properly urged Can-
adian manufactuers and export-
ers to go after the South Am-
erican trade. It was assumed that the
disappearance of the German merchant
‘marine from the ocean would leave a
ereat deal of business in South Am-
erica for other nations to pick up. Our
friends in the United States at the
same time became anxious to enlarge
their trade with Latin America, and
as a step in that direction the National
City Bank of New York established a
rumber of branches in Angentina and
Braazil,

These branch banks have been hav-
ing their own troubles. The South
American nations were all heavy bor-
rowers from England, France and Bel-
gium before the war. Now they are
unable to get any money except now
and then small sums in New York.
The imports of these countries have
dallen off fully fifty per cent, and all
the governments are sorely embarrass-
ed for ready money. More than one
country has proclaimed & moratorium,
and several have been forced to issue
large amounts of paper ocurrency.

The United States bankers found
that the British, French, Italian and
Spanish banks already occupled the
fleld, and that the expected increase of
frade between the Spanish-American
republics and the United States did
no' develop owing to the lack of ship-
ping facilities, Possibly Mr, Wilson's
ship purchase bill may help the situa-
tion, but up to date United States
bankers and manufacturers have found
the South American market a disap-
Ppointment. : 1

The Gospel of Doing Nothing

‘Miss Alice Chown, in a letter which
appears elsewhere, returns to hew
anti-war argument from a new point
of view. We still feel that she misses
the point of the debate. which is not
at all whether men are good or bad
or whether war is good or bad, but
whether under cerfain circumstances
we are to do what is evidently right
and proper, or whether we are to take
the course of Cain—“Am I my broth-
er's keeper?”—and Judas and all the
other shirkers and traitors in history.

“Inaction in a deed of mercy is ac-
tion in a deadly sin,” declares one of
the ancient code books, which has
been honored by the wise in our day
as of old. It is all very well to talk
about protecting the weak and help-
less, not by force, but by transform-
ing circumstances. The special
pleaders should inferm us how cir-
cumstances are to be changed cother-
wise than by force if our acts are to
be effective and timety. What change
of circumstances would have delivered |

of the power of the enemy? The
Psalmist wishes to know who shals
deliver his darling from the power
of the dog. We usually find that
these ultra-paxist people haye no’
darlings, either national or personal,
who ars in any danger, and they lool:

It is a beau- |
tifully easy way of escaping one's |
personal responsibility to declare
that the evil is the result of sonie
other person’s previous ections.

If it were possible to conceal the
knowledge of evil and outrage having
occurred in Belgium as Miss Chown
seems to think might be done, and
no indignation in consequence
stirred in the minds and hearts of*
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broken-hearted, to preach deliverance
to captives. and set at liberty them
that are bruised, then those who sup-
pressed that knowledge are equally
guilty with those who do the wicked
deeds. and are, in fact, guilty acces
sories.

The whole paxist positign fs one of
reluctance to be mixed {ip with the
sordid or frightful aspects of human
life. We have it in civilian life as
well as in military matters, and citi~
Zens excuse themselves from taking
part in public affairs or even casting
their ballots as they ought to do, un-
der the impression that it is none of
their business.

We may bury our talents as we
choose afd with what excuses - we
please, but we shall be served accord-
ing to the inscrutable and inevad-
able law by which all action or in-
action reacts upon character, and we
shall surely reap as we sow. It is
perfectly true that we should be bet-
ter educated as to the causes of war,
that men’s evil passions pghould be
restrained. and the greed which oper-
ates to bring about war should be
curbed; but this is mere tithing of
mint and anise and cummin, beside
the supreme duties of caring for the
destinies of the race, as they stand
in jeopardy on the stricken fields of
Europe. These things should vye
rave done and not left the other un-
done.

Does  she
really think that an uncensored press
would -publish nothing but ecertain-
Has she ever heard of the
German press hureau? Does , she

(1) Like the lion tamer, who by the
power of his personality quiets wild
animals, the individual who makes love

land truth the laws of his life with-

out regard to expediency, will create
the environment where foree is un-
necessary. He will protect the Weak
and defend the helpless, not by force
but by transforming circumstances,

(2) War makes devils of men irre-
spective of nationality, History has
repeatedly shown that the enemy in
a conquered country is accused of ex-
outrages which, after the
heat of war is past, have proved to be
exaggerated. The British people would
have been more slow in entering the
war, if their prejudices and passions
had not been fanned with the stories
of the outrages of Belgium, to which
the publicity section of the war de-
partment gave wide notoriety. The
maJjority of soldiers who are fighting to-
day are the dupes of the lies of the
censored press and their own ignor-
ance of the history of past wars and
political relations.

(3) War breeds war. My Russian
friends assure me that if Britain had
not begun and won the Crimean war in
order to prevent their country winning
a sea port, Russia would be an
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industrial country instead of. agricul-
tural, and would not be participating
in the war today.

(4) Soldiers do not win freedom, It
ig ideas, and every war that ig ostensi-
bly fought for an idea is a wastage
of men and money. Ideas come only
thru education; they are spiritual and
must be spiritually discerned. The
individual who follows love and truth
needs neither soldier nor policeman.

(6) Women of each nation involved
are industriously working and praying
for the succor of their soldiers who
shoot some mother's son. The only
rational thing for women .to do is to
demand that their respective govern-
ments state the terms on which they
will make pedce, and then immediately
set to work to 1 the causes of war,
which are twofdld: (a). The capitalist
has investments in every country, and
wants them protected, hence soldiers
and war. The remedy must be uni-
versal, that we each love our neighbor
and demand no good that he cannot
have on the same teérms, abolish spe-
cial privilege for ourselves and our
neighbors. (b) Be determined to know
facts, not encourage prejudices, not
acquiesce in a censored press, nor in
the shutting from the mails of papers
that state the enemy’s case.

Like St. Paul, “I am not mad oh
noble ‘public’ but speak forth ' the
words of truth and soberness.”

STATESMAN'S BODY
BURIED AT HALIFAX

Thousands of People Pay Last
Tributes to Sir Charles

Tupper.
MANY FRIENDS PRESENT

Noteworthy Funeral Sermon
Preached by Bishop Worrell

of Nova Scotia.

HALIFAX, N.S.. Nov. 16.—The body
of Sir Charles Tupper, formerly Prime
Minister of .Canada, and the last link
with pre-confederation times, with all
the impressiveness of a state funeral,
was laid to wrest in the quiet little
cemetery of St. John's today, after
the remains had been carried thru the
streets of Halifax from St Paul's
Anglican Church, where a solemn ser-
vice was held. The period of lying
in state cnded this morning, and dur-
ing the twelve hours that the body
was on view it is estimated that more
than 10,000 people passed before it to
look a last time at the peaceful fea-
tures of the aged statesman, lying in
the plain oak casket. shrouded in a
Union Jack,

The special train which had brought
8ir Robert Borden, prime minister of
Canada. his cabinet colleagues. mem-
bers of the house of commons, privy
councillors, and Hon. Dr. Preston, re-
jpresenting the Ontario Government,
arrived at 9.30 this morning, and the
legislators joined the throng filing be-
fore the body,

The funeral service was made note-
worthy by a striking reference to the
character of Sir Charles Tupper as a
public man, delivered by Bishop Wor.
rell of Nova Scotia, in which the dead
statesman’s part in the affairs of his
native Province and the Dominion was
outlined.

Striking Tribute to Work.

The procession which followed the
body to the grave in St. John’s Ceme-
tery, where Sir Charles ‘was buried
begide Lady Tupper. empbhasized the

fruition that his efforts as 2 public
have hrought. Thus the im-
perial aspect of his work was tercified

gents,
Minute Guns Fired.

Today was proclaimed a public
holiday in Halifax, and all the BOV -~
ernment buildings, federal and pro-
vincial, as well as the schools, were
closed. More than seven thousand
soldiers and sailors ‘were on duty
either in the procession or lining the
the route to the burying grounds.
Guns were fired for seventeen min-
utes.

The body was removed quietly from
the provincial building, where lying-
in-state had taken place, to St. Paul's
Church, where a catafalque had been
prepared for it. Interior and exterior
of this historic church, where Sir
Charles used to worship when he resid-
ed In Halifax, were also draped in
black and purple, while the lights
inside were shaded until semi-darkness
was obtained except in the chancel.

The service was inténsely moving,
and the congregation, which includ-
ed the prime minister, his cabinet, and
the members of the house of commons,
Bave vent freely to the emotions that
the funeral music and the Anglican
burial order—conducted with simple
dignity—aroused.

The music included Chopin’s “Marche
Funebre.,” played with the congrega-
tion standing with bowed heads, and
the favorite hymns of Sir Charles:
“Peace, perfect peace,” and “Now the
laborer’s task is o'er.”
