BRITISH UNREST GRAVE

rj Local Labor Men Believe Situation 
May Prove Menace 

Everywhere.

Many labor men express agreement 
with the opinion of Premier Lloyd 
George that the strike of the railway- 
men in Britain has attached ,to it 
something political as well as econ­
omic. One well-known representative 
of the international movement stated 
yesterday afternoon that there was no 
doubt of the fact that the idea back 
of this most recent strike was the 
nationalization of all industries. “You 
say . that, J. H. Thomas, spokesman 
for the strikers, is the great dictator 
of the men. Let me correct you. In 
America the real leader is the labor 
leader; in Britain the real leader is 
the rank and file of the movement 
and its representatives can not In any 
sense be considered as dictators of 
Pblicy. J. H. Thomas does as he is 
told, and as he is told by hundreds of 
thousands of men and women who go 
to make up the unions all over the 
country. He mày go just so far and 
no further and I should gather that 
the motto of. the unionist in Britain 
is ‘one step at a time, but no lag­ging behind." 8

Another labor leader ventured the 
opinion that the strike was by far the 
most dietreesing event In the indus­
trial field which had rent the country 
in many years. He believed that the 
Britisher had yet much to learn, and 
that co-operation was the only royal 
road to real progress.

The general opinion as expressed 
at the Labor Temple was that the 
situation was exceptionally grave, and 
that It held possibilities of menace 
not only for Britain, but also for 
America which was after all a reflex 
of the movements thruout the world. 
The steel strike was taken 
merely an economic fight in which 
recognition of the American Federa­
tion of Labor was the chief bone of 
contention.

servatives today in a certain fashlop; 
he preferred to be a plain Conserva­
tive, but if it was to be In the new 
fashion, he wanted to be considered- 
a good old-time Whitney Conserva­
tive! a declaration which prodüoed 
loud applause.

The candidate narrated the steps 
taken to get him to run against the 
Hon. Hugh Guthrie in South Welling­
ton at the federal election of 1911. 
He was-asked by the late Hon. Frank 
Cochrane to run, and did so in order 
to keep Mr. Guthrie at home, 
within a week the Liberal had to can­
cel his engagements outside the con­
stituency. “What reward did I 
get?” asked Col. Evans. "I did not 
look for any. The reward was in my 
conscience. But 1 had hoped that my 
services were remembered. I had 
hoped there was a feeling of grati­
tude on the part of the leaders of the 
Conservative party and what do I 
now find? They are possibly tonight 
considering any candidate who can 
best Kelly Evans in the Northeast/ 
Why, I cannot tell you, except Ï have 
not approached this matter In what is 
considered a spirit of proper recogni­
tion of the organization, and a spirit 
Of strict party , discipline. Well, I’ll 
admit I have not. These are unusual 
times, and unusual methods must be 
undertaken."

The speaker then alluded to the 
meeting in St. Paul's Hall, where he 
was endorsed, and where, he said, 
there were 4Ô0 present including 
bankers, merchants, lawyers, business 
men, brokers and others. He believed 
that was a more representative gath­
ering than they could Possibly get 
together for the Northeast Conserva­
tive convention called for the third 
of October, Col, Evans then addressed 
himself to.-those who would associate 
with that convention and remarked: 
“My suggestion is, if they will take 
the trouble to examine into my ser­
vices for the Conservative party and 
place this on- one side of a sheet of pa­
per, if they will alsoexamineinto my 
capabilities as a platform speaker and 
debater, and place these capabilities 
on one side of a piece of paper, and 
if they will then Place on that side 
of a piece of paper the fact that I am 
in the field, that I have been nomi­
nated by—I claim—as representative 
a gathering as they will have at th^ 
gathering of their convention—if they 
place- all these, facts on one side of 
the sheet what have they got to place 
on the other side? If they are really 
earnest and true - Conservatives, - "■ if 
they are fair-minttèd, pàtriôtiC citi­
zens, they should 'hot haW to nomi- 
mate ■ IK"representative °to ftitt ’iégafhst 
me, uhlees that hedftilnee can pro­
duce an equal or greater record than 
exists on that sheet of paper. If 
they don't do that, but'' insist on 
running another Conservative in the 
riding against me I proPose to stick 
to my guns and leave the electors of 
Northeast Toronto to decide 
they wish for a member." Later on 
the speaker said he wanted to go to 
the legislature, not as the nominee of 
the «Conservative convention, but he 
was not averse to being endorsed. He 
wanted to go to the house feeling he 
had no strings.

O.T.A. for Wartime Only.
Colonel Evans reiterated to a large 

extent his views expressed at the St. 
Paul’s Hall meeting on the temperance 
question. He endorsed the original 
passage of the Ontario temperance act 
It was absolutely a good measure then, 
but now, in .peace time, there was no 
necessity for it as a wartime measure 
and a referendum was coming. It did 
not matter a snap of the finger what 
his personal opinion was, because if he 
were elected to the 'house so far as this 
question was concerned he would, be 
nothing but a rubber stamp—he would 
have to carry out the will of the peo­
ple". He repeated that (he did not be­
lieve in what was generally termed a 
bone-dry province. He was opposed to 
the open bar, but he. believed ardent 
spirite under strict government regu­
lations, under proper restrictions, 
should be available to the people in 
reasonable -quantities for use in their 
own homes. He quoted Samuel Qom- 
pers as showing that labor was in 
favor of beer and on the subject of 
wine claimed there was no mandate in 
the Scripture against it, in fact, the 
Master’s first miracle was to turn 
water into wine.

Ex-Alderman W. J. Saunderson, who 
presided, said he believed the election 
was being run to a great extent on 
lines different what they were for­
merly. “It is not run exactly on the 
political lines we hsed to know," he re­
marked. ‘It i 
on a temperance stand and we have 
no quarrel on any account along that 
line. Every man has a right to his 
own private opinions. I believe tem­
perance' is a good thing, and so far as 
I am personally concerned, I do not 
care whether we have any more liquor 
or not, tho I can take a drink as well 
as any man. I am not ashamed of it 
and I am not afraid to say it. But 
what we are going to fight for is to 
get men with an independent spirit 
who when they go on to the floor of 
the legislature will not be whipped into 
line. We want men such as Sir Adam 
Beck, who has stood in the interest of 
the Hydro, but who has had to fight 
practically alone. We have not 
that any of the members of the prov­
incial cabinet have taken a part to 
help him, so far as we can notice thru 
the public press, at any of the meet­
ings in the Interest of the Hydro. 
These are matters the people have to 
consider today.”

He said that the enemies of 
the G.W.V.A, In Toronto have spread 
it broadcast that officials of the G.W. 
VA. were betraying the men by giv­
ing attention to other phases of the 
re-establishment problem rather than 
the cash bonus, which is not the base.

Hamilton, Sept. 29. — With three 

weeks to go before balloting day, 
Hamilton, politically speaking, is en­
tering upon a momentous period. The 
situation is unique, owing to the fact 
that neither the^ Conservatives, Lib­
erals nor Lavorites have announced 
who their candidates will ye for the 
west and east ridings. As a result 
confusion reigns supreme, and even 
the most dyed-in-the-wool politicians 
are unable to clear away the haze as 
to who the standard-bearers will be, 
and what end of the city they will 
contest.

This week, however, everything will 
likely come out in the wash. The 
Liberal-Conservatives have called a 
convention for Wednesday night, when 
candidates will be nominated to con­
test both East and West Hamilton, 
while on Thursday night the Laborltee 
will hold, a mass convention under the 
auspices of the I.L.P., with a view to 
picking out candidates for both rid­
ings, On Tuesday night the Soldiers' 
and Sailors' Political Association will 
start something, while to round off the 
week the County I.L.P. and the United 
Farmers will stage a get-together on 
Saturday afternoon for the purpose 
of agreeing on a joint candidate to 
represent both working man and tiller 
of the soil In South Wentworth, and 
oppose J. H. Regan, M.L.A.. present 
Conservative member.

Politicians at the present time are 
wondering just what the labor men 
are going to do, and it is even rum­
ored that a great many of the work­
ers are also at sea ag to who they will 
be called upon to back up with their 
vote on October 20. It has been 
taken for granted that Walter Rollo, 
editor of The Labor News, would be 
the man chosen for West Hamilton, 
but The World was Informed from a 
reliable source that there was a dif­
ference of opinion among the labor- 
ites as to whether Rollo should -be the 
candidate and that as an alternative 
the name of Alderman T. J. O'Helr 
had been put forward. Some of the 
workers, The World was told, con­
tended that as Rollo had been twice 
defeated for the provincial house it 
would be the height of folly to put 
him up again, and that new blood 
should be put into the field.

In West Hamilton.
The labor situation 'in West Hamil­

ton is Just as misty. There are a few 
prominent labor leaders +*ho would 
like the nomination, but are not likely 
to get it. It is not thought that Con­
troller S. G. C. Hal crow would accept 
the nomination as he has set his heart 
on representing his party In the fed­
eral house, so the question of candi­
dates narrows down to one or two men, 
who, while they would accept the nom­
ination, might not meet with the favor 
of all the toilers. It is no secret that 
the labor situation in East Hamilton 
has received a severe Jolt owing to the 
entry of Lieut. Sam Landers as an in­
dependent candidate. Lieut. Landers 
has a splendid war record, is a noted 
authority on labor, organized the 
Hamilton Independent Labor party 
and will poll labor votes, whether he 
is endorsed by the labor!tes or the 
sons of rest. He Is a formidable op­
ponent and many think the I.L.P. 
would make the best move of its career 
by nominating him as their candidate 
for the East riding. If this was done, 
it is generally conceded that it will be 
foolish for any other party, red, black 
or yellow, to even put a man in the 
field.

The Liberal-Conservatives also 
have their own troubles while the fol­
lowers of Hartley Dewart, K.C.. are 
as silent as the grave. The resigna­
tion of John Allen, M.L.A., has put a 
large-sized Job on the shoulders of the 
Conservatives, and both sides willing­
ly concede that it will be a hard task 
to fill the breach left vacant by Mr.

gave notice that on a certain day he 
would have some remarks to make 
about toe Borden government, and the 
way the war was being conducted.

U. S. REFUSAL TO 
GIVE UP IMPERATOR

British Ministry of Shipping 
Unable to Define Line 

of Action.

London, Sept. 29.—The ministry of 
shipping declined to say today what 
action, if any, it would take regarding 
the United States ehlpping. board’s re­
fusal to turn over the former German 
liner Iipperator to the Cunard Line. 
The miftlstry today informed the for­
eign office that If did not wish to 
state its position or to comment In 
any way on it at this time It is 
understood the foreign office is hold­
ing the matter in abeyance until the 
ministry Is in a position to take it tip.

The railrdad strike threw the min- 
Istry'e system out of gear, and its 
entire attention is being given over 
to combating -the effects of the strike. 
It hay been learned, however, that the 
United States shipping board’s an­
nouncement with regard to the Im- 
perator came as a surprise to the of­
ficials of the ministry and that it is 
likely to upset the plans they had for 
putting the Imperator into service.

Owing to the pressure arising from 
the strike, the newspapers have made 
no comment on the decision of the 
sli pping board. Heretofore the Brit­
ish have maintained that the Ger­
man ships seized by the United States 
should be turned over to the allies 
on the basis of proportional losses. 
The recent announcement that Great 
Britain would get the Imperator and 
other German vessels was eagerly wel­
comed.

The Malign Influence of Ger­
many. .

Germany was as dangerous in peace 
r M In war. Her treacherous militarism 

was no more to be feared than her 
false philosophy. Moltke and Luden- 
dorff are no more of a menace to 
civilization than Marx. The influence 
Of evil and destructive tendencies in 
society, especially among the unthinlç-" 
ing, or the partially instructed, is 
more to be fearedf than open warfare. 
The insidiousness of the plea that evil 
must be done that good may follow 
Is entirely German in its. spirit and 
character, and it has penetrated into 
our politics, our industrial system, 
our labor ranks, and the bad example 
spreads from the "highest ranks to the 
lowest. Scarcely any escape, and 
none can evade responsibility who do 
not repudiate the Machiavellian prin­
ciple. If It is right for the premier 
to break away In the race before gun­
fire, the workman argues, It Is equally 
Tight to spring a nation-wide strike 
without warning. We are losing 
morals, our ethics, the codes of de­
cency and honor between man and 
man. If we cannot repel this foul 
German influence it will undo us, and 
we will lose all that we thought we 
had gained.

The railway strike in England virtu­
ally creates a state of civil war and 
eiege. The only direct result will be 
to weaken the resources and the confi­
dence of the nation; still further to 
enhance the cost of living; to weaken 
the trust of society 
members; to introduce a spirit of dis­

The mothers’ 
pensions act is also an established 
fact In Saskatchewan, and is a great 
assistance in keeping widowed moth­
ers with their children in the home. 
Judge McLachlin said that part of her 
work that gave her pleasure was pun­
ishing adults who contribute to the 
delinquency of the children, and stat­
ed that 75 per cent, of delinquency is 
from this source or from the home.

In answer to a question, Judge Mc­
Lachlin stated -that there is a deten­
tion home for boys in Regina, girls 
being sheltered in other established 
institutions. A shelter has been erect­
ed in Moose Jaw at the cost of $50,- 
000, $40,000 being supplied by the gov­
ernment and the other $10,000 by the 
city. Here the juvenile court is situ­
ated, the rooms and furnishings be­
ing very bright and homèiike. Sas­
katchewan mav have one any time on 
the same conditions.

HE IS CONVINCED NOW That the juvenile court of Saskatch­

ewan was organized thru the activi­
ties of the Local Council of Women 
and the University Club of that city, 
was the statement made by Judge 
Ethel McLachlin of the juvenile court 
of Saskatchewan, who spoke to a 
gathering of women at the social 
service building of the university yes­
terday afternoon. Introduced by J. J, 
Kelso, superintendent of neglected 
children. Judge McLachlin told the 
simple story of her appointment.

As a teacher she went to the west, 
where she was appointed assistant to 
the superintendent of delinquent and 
neglected children. She was surprised 
one day in IMS by the attorney-gen­
eral coming into her office and ask­
ing her how she would like the posi­
tion of judge of the juvenile court. At 
first she did not accept, because she 
was Interested in the work upon 
which she was engaged. A fortnight 
later she was told she simply had to 
take the judgeship. To prepare for 
the new field of labor she visited the 
Juvenile courts in Halifax, Toronto, 
Montreal, Chicago, St. Paul and Min­
neapolis-

Regina, being a city of only 40,000, 
did not give sufficient work to keep 
the new judge busy. She was, there­
fore. made a special Justice of the 
peace, with jurisdiction thru the prov­
ince, except in Saskatoon and Moose 
Jaw, where they have police magis­
trates. Sometimes she travels 2000 -or 
$000 miles a month in enquiring into 
and trying cases, and not infrequent­
ly 500 miles is traveled in the inter­
ests of one case. Judge McLeachlln is 
helped by voluntary probation officers 
whom she. appoints, the plan working 
out very satisfactorily.

The third order from the board of 

commerce was issued yesterday in con­
nection with pork and hog products, in 
which they define the maximum -price 
which the packers may charge. The 
retail prices for bacon, ham, eta, have 
not yet been fixed by the board, but 
unless the retailers come down to a 
corresponding figure with the mariufac - 
luring reduction, then the board will 
la turn get after them. At any rate 
the board will, in a few days, go into 
retail prices and they may, in turn, 
fix a maximum price from which the 
retailer will have to gain hie profit.

The order issued yesterday reads as 
follows:

“It is ordered and declared that on, 
from and after the fifteenth day of 
October, 1919, pork and the products of 
hogs shall be sold by the owners or 
operators of packing houses at prices 
substantially the same as those which 
prevailed on the tenth day of March, 
1919, and it is declared that on and 
after the said fifteenth day of October, 
1919, any such person, firm or corpora­
tion within Canada being an owner or 
operator as aforesaid who sells any 
sue!} pork or products of hogs for con­
sumption within Canada at a price 
greater than those of said tenth day 
of March, 1919, shall be deemed to have 
sold same at a price which is unrea­
sonable and unjust and at an exces­
sive profit.

Hon. W. D- McPherson, provincial 
secretary, stated yesterday that there 
was nothing yet for publication re­
garding the investigation into condi­
tions at the Hamilton asylum.

It is understood that extreme pres­
sure has been brought to bear upon 
the government to indicate what fur­
ther action is to he taken in the mat­
ter. The returned men are indignant 
that nothing has been done with a 
view to bringing about additional In­
vestigation or remedying the griev­
ances of which such strong complaint’ 
has been made.

It will be remembered that W. W. 
Dunlop, Inspector of asylums, etc., 
held an inquiry which was something 
in the nature of an examination for 
discovery. The men who lodged thé 
complaints were able to make out a 
strong case, and on the evidence ad­
duced it was expected that a more 
searching probe would have long ago 
been held.

The government have been “con­
sidering further representations made" 
for some., days now. but as the pro­

time he wae not paying any mor 
much—as he paid in March, 1919. He 
fixed his prices on what he then paid for 
hogs, but he failed to reduce his sale 
pricM sufficiently In September, when he 
was paying the farmer March prices.

The order will be effective on Oct. IS, 
1919, which gives the packer a chance to 

. reduce his prices over the period of two 
1 weeks. On Oct. 16 he must adopt his 
/March 10 price list, which will also apply 
to wholesalers and pork dealer.

■ If hogs go down in price after this date, 
said the colonel, then the packer and the 
wholesaler must make a corresponding 
decrease in prices to the wholesaler or 
retailer. In other words, this order does 
not interfere with any general trend 
downward. This order has effect all thru 
Canada, but it does not apply to export 
trade.
