The Germans Do Honor to One of Thelr
Greatest Fellow-Citizens.

Friederichsruhe, April' 1.—The - Sist
anniversary of. the birth of Prince
Bismarck was celebrated to-day with
great enthusiasm.

Some Manitobaxus Say It Was Impossible
to Effect a Compromise of the Trouble-
some School Question Acceptable to
the Hie hy—Commissioncrs Return
To-Day—Mr. Sifton’s Statement.

‘Winnipeg, April 1.—(Special)~The un-
vielding and unreasonable position
taken by the hierarchy is declared by
friends of the Manitoba Government to
be the cause of the failure Of the Fed-
eral commissioners and the Manitoba
Ministers to reach a settlement of the
troublesome school question.

The disposition and methods of the
commissioners. are said to have been
very conciliatory and, had they been
‘igiven a free hand, there is no doubt
they would have been successful in the
migsion, but they evidently undertook
an impossible task when they estayed
to effect a compromise acceptablz: to
the hierarchy.

Perhaps, however, when all is known,
it may be seen that the higt and
haughty position assumed by the Pro-
vincial Government in the past, if not
in the negotiations, is the primary
cause of the unsatisfactory state of
affairs to-day. There are not a few, too,
who attribute the faflure of the nego-
tiations to the persistency ‘with which
the Remedial Bill has been pushed
along in the Commons, while the nego-
tiaticns for a compromise were -béing
carried on at Winnipeg,

Be this as it may, there are none to
dispute the earnest desire and untir-
ing efforts of Sir Donald Smith to per-
suade all concerned to give and take
a little and none will regret the fail-
ure more than he. Whatever the conse-
quences ma¥ be, those who suffer must
accept the full responsibility.

Attorney-General Sifton gave the fol-
lowing statement to the press to-night:
““The conference has closed and no set-
tlement has been arrived at., The
full proceedings of the conference will
not be published until after the arrival
of the Dominion, commissioners at Ot-
tawa. This is at their request in order
that they may have an opportunity of
reporting to their Government before
the proceedings are published. The por-
tions of the proceedings containing a
summary of Manitoba’s offer will be
published after the final meeting to-
morrow (Thursday).”

Berlin, April 1.—Kaiser Wilhelm and

From some unaccountable reason the
facts. were suppressed, and only to-
night the truth is learned, and that
through intimate friends of one of the
attendants of the Imperial party.

In a letter describing the trip, he
says - that, while halting before the
Konco tunnel to repair ‘a brake, an

express train came flying through the
tunnel on the same track on which
stood the Imperjal train. The train
hands, who saw the flyer coming,
seemed paralyzed with fear, and to
have lost their courage; nor was there
time to warn the Imperial passengers.
It is due to the vigilance and the pre-
sence of mind of the engineer of the
express train that no catastrophe oc-
curred. He mandged to bring his train
to a full stop only within an inch or
the cowcatcher of the Imperial train.
As there is a long streteh of high
trestlework immediately back of where
the trains came together, the German
Emperor and his party might all have
perished but for the engineer’s brawve
and timely act.

MR, KUHRING 1S RECTOR,

Offered the Incumbency of the Church of
the Ascension. by the Bishop
of Toronto.

A conference was held between Bi-
shop Sweatman and the representa-
tives of the congregation of the Church
of the Ascénsion yesterday morning,
with reference to the vacant rectorship
of that church. The result of the pro-
ceedings was that the Bishop agreed
to offer the position to Rev. Gus. Adolf
Kuhring, who for the past year and
a half, during the absence of Rev. H.
G. Baldwin, has had charge of the
parish. The appointment was made by
the Bishop, in' accordance with the ex-
pressed wish of the congregation.

Rev. Mr. Kuhring was interviewed
by The World yesterday, but, inas-
much as he had not then received any
intimation from the Bishop upon the
matter, he declined to say whether or
not he would ac¢ept the appointment.
From independent sources it was
learned, however, that in all probabi-
lity Mr. Kuhring will accede to the
wish of the congregation and accept.

The New Rector. :

[Rev. Gus. Adolf Kuhring was born
in the historic city of Quebec on Oct.
10, 1859, and spent his youth there. He
entered . commercial life at an early
;| 8¢ and made rapid progress for eight
Jyears, leaving that occupation in 1883
for the purpose of devoting himself to
Christian work in connection with the
Y.M.C.A. For three years he was an
assistant in the Montreal Association,
leaving there to take full charge of
the Y.M.C.A. work at Ottawa. When
Mr. Kuhring commenced his work in
Ottawa. the association was housed In
a single, unpretentious room. He im-
mediately threw aN his energy into the
work, with the result that when he
left in 1889 a handsome building de-
voted to the purposes of the associa-
tion was the monument which he left
behind him. }

iiis Carver in Toronte.

He entered Wyeliffe College, Toronto,
in 1889,and late in 1890. was admitted to
Deacon’s%orders. In 1891 he was ap-
pointed assitant at the Church of the
Redeemer, where he remained for some
years. He was made a priest the same
year he commenced his parochial work
at the Church of the Redeemer. He
was also assistant to Canon DuMou-
lin at St. James' Cathedral for two
winters. g

For three years, while filling the
position of dean of Wyecliffe College,
Mr, Kuhring, by his genial disposition,
became a great favorite with the stu-
dents.

THESE BURGLARS WERE BOLD.

They Blow Open the Safe of a Private
;" Bank at Forestand Got Clear With
$1500 in Cash.

Forest, April 1.—The most daring as
well‘as the largest burglary ever com-
mitted in Forest was perpetrated on
Tuesday night or this morning, when
L. H. Smith & Co.’s bank in this town
was robbed. The firstt knowledge of
the burglary was discovered when Jos,
McLean, the junior clerk, went to the
bank “this morning to open up and
found that he could not open the street
door. M. A. Smith, the Forest member
of the firm, and J. D. Livingston, the
cashier, were soon on the scene and on
opening the vault door found the in-
terior of the vault a total wreck, An
investigation of the premises revealed
these facts. The'burglars had gained
an entrance to the building by prying
open the street door with a piece of
buggy spring and breaking the bolt in
the -lock. -The vault was opened by
drilling through*the door and breaking
the bolt. The next task was to get
through the door of the large safe and
also through the door of the burglar-
proof chest which contained the de-
sired. wealth. This was accomplished
with dynamite_or some -equally power-
ful explosive and the explogion ‘which
admitted the intruders to ' the safe
must have been of terrific force, as the
front of the safe was utterly demolish-
ed. Solid steel half an inch thick was
twisted out of shape and steel bolts an
inch thick were broken like dry sticks.
Some idea of the force of the explos-

ed that the burglars/ fearing that the
vault itself might destroyed,; hai
carried in several' railway ties an
propped up the roof of the vault with
them. This effect, howéver, was not
produced, but in addition to demolish-
ing the safe the explosion did a large
amount of other damage in thé des-
truction of books, papers, ete., The
burglars then ransacked the safe and
got away with every dollar it contained,
Very fortunately for the ficm.there wasi
not as much money on hand that night
as is usually carried. The amount of
money stolen is $1500.

As far as the record for dull times is
concerned we ‘think to-day may saiely be
called the banner day of the year. Out-
side business i{s altogether missing, and the
local crowd were not disposed to go a
great distance from short. Those bullishl
‘inclined were deterrell from operating freely
by absolute dearth of buying orders for
cash property and fine weather conditions,
although indications are for a decided drop
in temperature, particularly in the North-
west, and the bears were under good con-
trol owing to political uncertainties abroad.
Cable news was dull and steady, and New
York reports that exporters are ‘out of
the market. Liverpool stocks showed a
decrease. for the. month, of about, 50,000
bushels, which was disappointingly small,
as the weekly world’s shipments were en-
tirely Inadequate for the theoretical re-
quirements., Cash demand here has dwin-
dled away again, there being only 44,000
bushels reported sold to-day. Minneapolls
and Duluth receipts for three days this
week were 1220, agalnst 1808 cars in the
same time last week. Total primary re-
ceipts 'in same perfod of time were 1,033,-
000 bushels and 1,469,000 bushels respective-
ly, and at this. rate, in view of the faet
t{mt shipments from seaboard are running
someéwhat larger, we should get a respect-
able decrease in the next yisible supply
statement. ;

Provisions—The markéet opened strong and
highet on light estimates of hogs for to-
morrow, 20,000. Packers bought moder-
ately early, and were sellers at the ad-
vance later in the day. Commission houses
absorbed all offerings, and the market
closed strong at the highest prices of the

day.
