Ontarto Government Accused of Allowing
Partisans Take Excessive ¥iineral Arens.

The Hardy-Ross Government are evi-
dently anxious over the outcome of the
pending general-elections, for they are re-
sorting to methods many and marvelous,
in order to keep their party workers in line.
According to the latest advices the Crown
Lands Department is manipulating the re-
gulations regarding mining claims for the
purpose of subsidizing- the - supporters of

The Act permits an applicant to take up
blocks of land not greater in extent than
320 acres, but a telegraph message from Rat
Portage states that the pets of the Govern-
ment are securing areas greatly exceedin§
this specified limit. The department is al-
together unjustified in thuas playing fast
and loose with the laws passed by the Leg:
islature, and it is not to be wondered at
that a storm of indignation is arising over
the commissioner's favoritism in this gnat-

ter.

Engledue and J. K. Kerr, Q.C., the head
of the provincial party organization, but
they promised “never to do it any more.”

Presentation of the Key.

At this moment a little gifl in snowy

Reading the Scriptures.

Rabbi Lazarus then ascended the pulpit
steps, and began to read the Seriptures; it
was the beautiful prayer of Solomon at the
dedication of the great temple at Jeru-
salem, and a wonderful thing it was, after
all these centuries, to hear one of Solo-
mon’s own race and. blood, utteripg in
heartfelt tones on behalf of this smaller
latter-day Zion, the’same rayer -which
must have thrilled the hearfs of the wor-
shippers on that great, glad dfy In old
Jerusalem.

The Three Circuits

A slow cireuit of the synagogue was now
begun by the Reader, followed by the men
bearing the Scrolls of the Law; three times
they passed solemnly round. the centre
aisles, always returning to-the platform,
the Reader chanting magnificently from the
Psalms, while the cheir sang sweetly and
strongly above. How fine Is was to hear
the familiar words, ““Our feet shall stand
within thy gates, O Jerusalem; Jerusalem
is builded as a eilty that is ecompact to-
gether. Pence be within thy walls.”” At
the third circuit the men bearing the
Serolls of the Law seated themselves before
the Reader’s desk, and four young girls,
clad in white, like vestal virgins, came
slowly forward and decorated the scrolls
with white wreaths; then there was more
chanting, and the Scrolls of the Law were
placed within the ark by the bearers, while
the Reader sang, “Return,0 Eternal, to the
many thousands of Israel. Ascend, O Lord,
unto thy resting place.””” It was very Im-

The Two First Topics ’at
the Trades Congress.

A CANADIAN ORGANIZATION

“\Bather Than an International One
' - Favored by Delegate Hay.

MGarment Workers Want Government te
Establish a Factory for the Manufacture
of Soldiers’ Clething — Proporiional
Representation and Universal Sufirage
Advocated—Western  Men  Vigorous
Against the Chinese and Want the Poll
Tax Increased to $500—A Little Politics
Crept in at the 'lfn'ue Meeting. ¢

Hamilton, Sept. 15.--(Special,)-The m-
portant questions of a Canadian. Federatton
of Labor and the subject of immigration cec-
cupied the chief attention of the Trades
Congress this morning. The first proposi-
‘tion came from Delegate Hay of Ottawa,
who thought that the tlme was ripe for
the formation of a Canadlan rather than
an international labor federation.

Delegate J. F. Flett, speaking In opposl-
tion, reminded the congress that in the
Hamilton Brotherhood of Carpenters’ strike
the States sent over $1200 to its aid.

¥, Walter, following, referred to  the
moulders’ strike in this city, and the ¥19,-

guotsent in aid by moulders of the United
tates.

E. Williams declared that theq15,000 loco-
motive engineers of Canada could not ade-
quately protect themselves without affili-
ation with the same body in the States.

T'he resolution was voted down.

The Garment Workers.

~The Garment Workers' Association next
presented the following resolution, which
was carried unanimously :

« “Whereas the uniforms for the militia
and public officials of this ecountry are
manufactured.by contractors for the Gov-
ernment in sweat-shops and tenement
Jwouses, under conditions that do not guar-
antee to the people of Canada that proper
.sanitary precautions have been taken to
tprotect thne health of the wearers and
workers, and a fair wage has been paid
ito the workers thereof; therefore, be it
Jresolved that this congress urge upon the
iDominion Government to establish under
its control a facto where all clothing
necessary for the public service be manu-
‘factured, or if clothing be again contracted
1for, that a clause be inserted in the con-
‘tract that all garments bear the label of
the United Garment Workers of America.”
Proportional Representation.

The congress had no doubts on the sun-
pect of proportional representation, and
passed this motion in its form without
discussion :

‘“T'hat this congress reaffirms its declar-
ation of last year in favor of proportilonal
representation, and commends to the Cana-
dian Government the example of other pro-
gressive British colonies in the matter, re-
Iterating the opinion that a trial of propor-
tional representation should be made by
grouping together not less than five con-
stituencies and adopting either the Hare
system, the Gove system or the Swiss free
list with the single vote.”

Other Resolutions Carried.

The same fate befel the two following
resolutions—one to provide better accom-
modation for unskilled labor in the matter
of providing suitable accommodation and
protection from the weather at meal times,
and also that the Legislative Committse
be and hereby are instructed to exert their
best ®efforts to induce the Dominion Gov-
ernment to withdaw the order-in-council
issued by the late Government to the civil
servants of the I.C.R., prohibiting them
from taking an active part in municipal
elections,

Delegate E. Willlams said the reason im:
migration had been a failure so far was
that the Government had voted too much of
the public money to the railroad and steam-
boat companies. The people of England
should be cducated in the idea that Canada
and not the United States was the paradise
of the workingman,

Wants Conadian Independenee.

Delegate R. Keyes of Montreal said Can;
ada “was backward because she is only &
colony. England was carrying the Bible
to-the Hindoos in one hand and the sword
in the other. He was in favor of Canadian
independence and a Canadian president.

Delegate O’Donoghue’s motion passed
with this clause added: “That any system
of successful immigration should include,
as part thereof the correlative nngl of migra-
tion, under which people already in Canada
should receive a special opportunity to go
upon the public land of the country when
they so desire and are otherwise suitable.”

Down on ihe Chinese,

Delegate Ralph Smith of British Colum-
bia, in an lmpassioned speech, called for
the restriction of Chinese immigration into
Canada. It was only a question of time,
as things stood, before these undesirable
hordes, as big a curse as the locusts, would
cross the Rockies and honeycomb the east
as they had the west. He urged the raising
of the poll tax from $50 to $500.

This passed unanimously.

Government Holdings,

Moved by R. Smith, seconded by J. Ap-
pleton:

That the reservation of alternate claims
by the Government for the purpose of put-
ting them up for public sale is directly put-
ting the wealth of the country into the
hands of corporations at the expense of the
poor man, who has toiled and suffered se-
vere hardship to find it;

That regulations such as these are cer-
tain to create friction between miners
themselves as well as between miners and
the Government officials, applying as they
do to a, distant district like Yukon, the
regulation of which will be difficult under
the most favorable circumstances; and that
whilst we as a congress recognize the right
of the Government to seek to make these
gold fields l‘evenxpmduclnﬁ we believe
that the exactionsProposed are very exces-
sive and a great burden on the miners such
as to defeat the very object the Government
have in view.

Be it resolved, That this congress, as a
part remedy for the above, request the Gov-
ernment to retain possession of the gold
claims and operate them for the good of the
people at large. Passed.

Local Option in Munieipalities.

The congress also put through a resolu«
tion to urge on the Provincial Government
that the principle of municipal loeal option
be extended so0 as to give municipalities
the power of adopting three fundamental
reforms: 1. Proportional representation. 2.
The initiative and referendum. 3. Tax re-
form, by lessening taxation on industry
and increasing it on land values. 4.
Abolishing the act exempting vacant land
over two acres in eXtent in cities.

The Federal Government will be asked to
amend the Franchise Act by introducing
the principle of one man, . gne vote.

REPLY OF MR. LANCEFIELD,

The Librarian Answers Rev, Mr.
donald Regarding the Hymnal.

The reply of Rev. J. A. Macdonald of
The Westminster to Librarian Lance-
field on the question of the Presbyterian
hymnal caused considerable interest in
trades and labor circles to-day. The World
this afternoon interviewed Mr. Lancefield
regarding it, who said: “Probably Mr.
Maedonald is not at all anxious to have
the agitation about the printing of the
Book of I'raise renewed. There was a
great deal of feeling at the time when
the question was brought up among the
master printers and workmen in the vari-
ous trades interested in the production of
books, and that feeling of dissatisfaction
n\'%r going to England undoubtedly ye® pre-
valls.

‘‘Mr. Macdonald says that the copyright
question is bewilderingly intricate. To my
mind the act is fairly plain. In faet, the
only difficulty I have experienced is _in
endeavoring to follow up those who have
tried to evade not only the intention but
the letter of the act. Mr. Macdonald says
that the Hymnal Committee obtained
what it thought the best legal advice on
the subject. Does not this indicate that
the best legal advice consulted by the
committee advised them not how to eon-
form with the letter of the law but how
best to evade its evident intent? 1 think
I may say that if the importation of these
hymnals with the Canadian Copyright no-
tice printed in them continues, it is pro-
bable that steps will be taken to obtain
the opinion of the law officers of the
Crown as to its legality.

He says no
number near 300,000 copies of the book
had been brogght into Canada.

Fury Stated They Had Heard Only One
Side of the Story of the Show-
man’s Death.

Coroner Johnson’s jury to enqulre into
the death of Windell H. Ordway, the
showman, who was Kkilled by a freight
train near Bathurst-street bridge last Sat-
urday, refused to bring in a verdict iast
night, claiming that they had only heard
thie railway company’'s side of the case
and that In order to reach a just and pro-
per conclusion, evidénce of the showmen
who' were on the train with deccascd,
should be adduced. The coroner was ad-
vised of the jury's decision and he stated
that he would communicate it to the pro-
per authorities. In the meantime tLe in-
quest stands adjournei, at the call of the
woroner, and the jurymen do not get their
fees.

When the Inquiry was resumad at Police
-Headquarters last nght, Mr. Raney ap-
peared for the Crowa and G.T.R. Detec-
tive Day and W. W. Cope Isoked after the
railway company's interests.

Further Evidence.

The first witness mlled was G.T.R.
Signalman 8. Gardiier, who said that ke
'had signalled the train to back up towards

the east and pick up some more cars. The
train moved according to the signal and
did not go faster than three miles an bour.

Willlam O’Brien, engineer of the freight
train, said the train backed down slowly
from Tecumseth-street to pick up more
cars containing the effects of the show,
and after it had moved about 70 yards he
received a signal to stop. He did so and
found Ordway had been killed. Fireman
William Stamford, Conductor W. J. Fitz-
gerald and Brakeman Thomas Johnston
corroborated the engineer’'s evidence. John-
ston added that he would judge that some
of the attachees of the show had been
drinking. .

Nothing Irregular.

The gist of the railway men’s evidence
was that the train ran along steadily with-
out any jolt or stop until the shouting
which wag due to Ordway’s falling under
the cars.

A brakeman named William Weston saw
Ordway fall under the car and thought
deceased was simply changing his pesition
when he fell.

Ambulance Driver Policeman  Robert
Geddes said that deceased was dead when
he nrri\_'ml with his ambulance from the
Exhibition grounds. Some of the show at-
tachees had been drinking and were not
sober when he arrived. Some of them com-
plained to the coustable that no warning
of the train starting had been given to
them.

The Showmen Absent.

There was no evidence forthcoming from

the sbowmeﬁf‘?who were associated with
the deceased and were on the train at the
time of the fatality. Ticket Seller H, Tal-
bot and Animal Prainer McKenzie were
summoned at. London, but they stated to
G. T. R. Detective Day that they had no
knowledge of the accident, notwithstandin
the statement Talbot made to The Worl
soon after the accident.

GAS AND CANALS FOR THE ISLAND.

Few improvements would have a more
salutary effect in increasing the number
of Island cottages than the extension
of the gas mains to the sand bar, One
of the greatest inconveniences that Is-
land residents complain of is the nui-
sance and expense connected with the
freighting of cordwood from the city to
the cottages. If gas were available on
the Island the cordwood nuisance would
come to a speedy end, as well as the
trouble connected with the distribution
of coal oil. Another convenience chat
is badly needed is a regular and reliable
delivery system between the city and
the Island. Such a system will be im-
possible until some kind of a roadway
is made from one end of the sand bar
to the other. The only alternative to
a roadway is a system of canals, afford-
ing access to all the cottages. The
Island certainly needs either streets or
canals. The latter would probably be
the more serviceable, and with the city’s
sand pump they could be rapidly and
economically made,

CLAMORING FOR THE EXPORT DUTIES,

The mill owners in the Algoma dis-
trict are experiencing disastrous results
from the procrastinating policy of the
Dominion Government in availing itself
of the authority granted it by Parlia-
ment to impose an export duty on saw
logs. According to The Algoma Pioneer
only two saw mills are in operation
between Sault Ste. Marie and French
River, viz., Dymént’s mill at Thessalon,
which has a capacity of 40,000 feet
daily, and the Spanish River mills. The
mill at John Island (120,000 per day),
Catler (160,000 per day), and three mills
at Little Current are idle. John Island
mill had a contract to cut 12,000,000,
but the agreement has been rescinded
and the timber rafted to Tawas. In
fact, with the two exceptions stated
above, the entire cut of the North
Shore is being .rafted across the lake
and sawn at mills in the State of
Michigan, and the extensive lumber
trade of this great territory is blotted
out. A more hopeless state cannot eas-
ily be imagined, says The Pioneer, than
that to which the timber trade of tke
Algoma district has been reduced. Can-
ada has nothing to lose and everything
to gain in pursuing a policy of retalia-
tion in regard to saw logs and pulp
wood. Things are now at their lowest
ebb. Further retaliation on the part of
the United States Government could
not make them any worse, while the
adoption of a manly policy may, and in
our opinion certainly will, greatly bene-
fit the lumbering business of the coun-
try.

MEB. TARTE AND THE GLORE.

If it is true that Mr. Tarte was brib-
ed by the president of the Drummond
County Railway in the way charged, and
if it is true, as proven, that The Globe
directorate were mixed up in the eoal
fields swindle and the Crow’s Nest job-
bery, then the policy of The Gilobe to-
wards the Minister of Public Works is
perfectly understandable. The Globe is
bound to defend Mr. Tarte, and the lat-
ter is under equal obligation to keep a
silent tongue in regard to Messrs. Cox
and Jaffray's connection with the Brit-
ish Columbia Southbern swindle., If The
Globe directors and Mr. Tarte are guilty,
as alleged, a silemt compact obligates
the party of each part to defend the
other. The Momtreal Witness has no
Jaffrays to defend. Hence its outspoken
denunciation of the Minister of Public
Works on the score of extmavagance,
inefficiency and more serious delinquen-
cies. The Simcoe Reformer believes in
Lonest and economical government, and
in upholding that doetrine it has found
it necessary to slate both The Globe
directorate and Hon. Mr. Tarte.

FARMERS HAVE SUFFERED

et

From the Depredations of a Lawless
Gang in Indiana.

Burglaries and Daylight Robberles Have
Been Frequent and the Crimes Could
Not be Brought Home-Finally the
Pcople Became Desporate and Took
Judge Lynch’s Method—All Sorts of
‘Cruelty HMad Been Praciised by the
Rebbers on Those Who Were Supposcd
to Have MoneY.

Osgoad, Ind., Sept. 15.—Incensed by num-
erous depredations, repeated burglaries and
faylight robberies, the people of Ripley
County, Ind., have taken the law into their
pwn hands and meied cut to the perpetrat-
»-s a punishment greater than provided by
the law. Five men who have long been

_a terror to the citizens of this county

were lynched last night and when the citi-
gens of Versaliles, the county seat, arose

this morning, they found the bodies of the
five men dangiing from as many limbs of
gn elm tree in the centre of the public
sguare.
‘vheir feet were but a few inches from
the ground, while their hands and feet had
been securely tied with strong rope. ey
s

Versailles 1s a town of 800 people.
one of the oldest in the State, and although
it is five imiles from a railroad station,
and has no telegraphic communication con-
nections, it is still the county seat.

A Record o! Crime,

For four or five years, the farmers of the
county have been the victims of a law-
less gang, who lived an outlaw existence,
10bbing indiscriminately and some times
committing graver crimes. Farmers would
come. into town with a bunch of cattle or
load of farming products, and next morn-
ing they would be found robbed and beat-
en by the roadside. Oid German farmers
have been visited and both men and women
have been tortured to make them give up
their savings. Aged German women have
been forced to stand on a red-hot stove in
an effort to compel them to disclose the
h'ding place of some treasure in the house.
These aepredations have continued unceas-
ingly., Arrests have been made, but the
gu.ity parties have covered up their law-
Jessness, and it was seldom that convic-
tion . followed. :

During the past week, robberies had in-
created alarmingly. Saturday night last
a raid was mude by the gang on the store
of Woodley Bros., at Correct,  Ind., 10 miles
from here. The sheriff heard of the pro-
yosed raid and with a posse Iaid in walit
or the robbers, and Clifford G. Gordon,
Bert Andrews, Lyle Levi, Willlam Jenkins,
and Henry Schultes were arrested.

‘Justice” Demanded.

While the citizens have not been able to
fix the varicus robberies upon these men,
they were thought to be part of a gang
that has committed most of them. When
it became known -that they were in jail,
It was qu'etly guggested bysthe victims and
tympathizers That ‘“‘justice” be summariy
dealt the prisoners. It was 1 o'clock this
moraning when horgemen seemed to come
from all quarters azd dismounted on a.hill-

A Grain Deal.

In_ brief, the story is that Mr. A. E.
Mathews, of A. E. Mathews & Co., one
of the youngest members of the Board of
Trade and bhaving an office on the fifth
nac of the building, sold early in the sea-
son to Dewar & Webb, a prominent Eng-
lish firm in London, a round lot of Mani-
toba wheat. Well, this wheat never went
forward for export, and when delivery time
had passed, the buyers in London became
anxious concerning the wheat they had
bought, but which had not been received.
In the meantime, prices had advanced 20
cents to 20 cents per bushel. Consequent-
ly it was a serious loss to the London firm,
who ‘would have had a profit, so it is said,
of probably $8000 to $10,000. They naturaliy
felt sure; and investigation followed.

Mr. A. E. Mathews, who sold the wheat
and did all the necessary cabling, states
that he contracted with the firm of Messrs.
A. McBean & Son, also of the Board of
Trade building, to supply the wheat at a
certain figure, getting only a moderate com-
mission out of the deal. Whether Messrs.
McBean & Son had the wheat at the time
or not is questionable. . At any rate it was
not shipped. If Messrs. MeBean & Co. had
the wheat at the time and sold it to
someone e¢lse, making a good profit, then

A DARING PLOT.

Frank MeGarry Attemptced to Liberate
Pals from Eric County Penitentiary
and Was Foiled.

Last nicht about 11 o’clock McGarry
stole a ladder from the yard of Schoeil-
kopf’s tannery, and .with it he mounted
ito tne top of the big stoune Avall.

Once on the top he fastened a rope
to the-ladder in such a way that it
would hold him, and slid down into the
prison yard. It was easy to get in, but
harder to get out, as MeGirry found,

ONTARIO FRUIT POOR.

Jo, at Least, Says the Commercial News-
paper of the Prairie City.

According to The Commercial, published
in Winnipeg, shipments of Ontario fruit to
Manitoba prove dismal failures. In the
past few weeks, this journal says, car lots
of peaches, plums and pears have -reached
the Prairie City in very poor shape. The
conclusion is that either Ontario fruit
lacks keeping qualities, that care is not
exercised in packing it, or that inferier
stuff is sent west, Whatever the reason,
Ontario fruit arrives innWinnipeg unfit for
use, while California fruit is bought in in
fine condition.

A majority of the
large traders who made the big money on
the upturn are still out of the market, hop-
ing for lower prices on which to replace
their holdings.

The corn market is narrower than it was,

close. Receipts were 805 cars: estimated
for to-morrow 900. Clearances 628,000 bush,
Cables were lower and cash demand dull.
The market for corn may rule dull for a
while, though we can hardly expect much
gdecline from present figures.
