His opening program was from
Beethoven. Scmata Appassionato, Allegro

tation to the. Dance,” the latter arranged
by himself. In this group the artist dis-
Elnyed his ‘skill and technique to the full,
is attack masterful, grading and fingering
delicate and refined. He followed this with
an elegy and cappricio of his own, in which
his mastery of the Instrument was very
apparent, as was his own musical: feeling,
and his audience a;gﬂauded freely. From

Burmeister in Toronto.

The coming of Richard Burmeister, the
famed planist, a puptl of Liszt, Is an eveut
in the Canadian musical world of special
significance. That his comdiug had been
lvoked forward to with rare ‘expectancy
was in evidence In the large audience that
greeted his first appearanece in Assoclation
Hall last evening—an audienee composed of
Toronto’'s most cultured citizens and wusic-
leving people. Shim and delicately organiz-
ed, the manner In which this artist plays
with the piano with sweep, fury and large
artistic consclence was a marvel even to
those whose knowledge of playing is wide
and large, The opeming of the first move-
n.ent won surprise, and this did not abate
a single jot or tittle through the entire
playing of Burmeister. Allke in the gran-
deur of his virtuosity and in the movement
of rhythm and clearness of tone, this art-
ist measured well up to the best expecta-
tions of those who had, from his reputa-
tion, expected much. "There can be little
doubt that Richard Burmeister must rank
as a great planist, but a pianist may bhe a
great artist and yet not be able to demon-
strate it on account of being handicapped
by a poor instrument. It does not detract
from Burmeister's ability to say that in no
small measure h rs might be evenly di-
vided between the artist and the magnifi-
e¢ent new scale grand piuno of Hefntzman &
Co., on which he played. In the most try-
ing passages the instrument grandly re-
sponded to the Intense demands of the art-
ist. no matter how powerful were the at-
tacks, whilst in the softer selections and
movements, the singing quality of tone,
which all artists -praise so much in the
Heintzman & Co. plano, was most pro-
nounced. There was a beauty in tone shad-
ing of the artist In his varied selections
that was accentuated by the excellent
acoustical properties of the Instrument. The
entire exhibition, so far as this famed
Canadian plano I8 concerned, showed how
fully it satisfies the ear and electrifies the
soul, embracing a perfection and grandeur
of tone that leaves no question of the dis-
tinctive and separate position that the
Heintzman & Co. plano holds among the
planos of Canada.

Mrs. Cooper, a widow, who lives at 74

She says the child was forcibly takem from
her arms on the street by J. Stuart Cole-
man, secretary of the above soclety, on the
day of the burial of her husband.

The child was only
four years old when Mr, Coleman seized it
and the mother has never been able,
though she is most anxious, to see her lit-
tle girl. The latter is now 9 years and 8
months old, and the mother says she Is
able to take care of her, The girl writes
to her mother every three months, but, as
the letter comes through the society, they
read it and tear off the address of the peo®
ple with whom the child is staying. This
Mrs. Oooper considers great hardship and
even cruelty and has several times told
the society so. The husband left $125, of
which the widow #bt $65, with which she
could have taken a shop and supported her-
self and child, She told the lawyers they
could do whgt they liked with the money

The Niagara Falls Power Company
Retains its Franchise and No

The Niagara Falls Power and Electrie
Company has womn in the suit against the
Niagara Falls Park Commisstoners. The
Park Commissioners claimed that the com-
pany had forfeited its charter because one
ciause. which sald that by Nov, 1 it should
have completed water connection for 25,000

RUBIES AND SAPPHIRES,

Mr. Roy Thinks There Should be
Lots in Haskings County.

The following papge relative to Ontario’s
corundum deposits was written for The
World by Mr. Alex Roy of Toronto:

A ruby is a perfect crystal of corundum
of a pigeon-blood or red color. A sapphire
is also a perfect crystal of corundum, of a
blue color. The great Mandalay ruby mines
of India are simply nothing more or less
than corundum mines, the color of whose
crystals is red. The s hire mines of

nrmah and Ceylon are simply corundum
mines of a deep blue color. ~The great
cwrundum belt of Ontario includes both the
Llue and red varieties, and it is simply a
watter of proper working to obtain the
hl,zh-szmde crystals.

The method adopted by the natives of
India to obtain the crystals is as follows:
The deposits are the wash of the neighbor-
ing rocks, which have gradually been worn
ewnay by the action of time and weather
and deposited in the form of sand or gravel
in the intervening valleys and streams,

e corundum erystals being harder than
the accompanying gangue and more diffi-
}‘ult to break up, retain their crystaline
orm, while the remaining rocks are decom-
bosed. This gravel is first washed by a
Blream of water, similar to gold fluming,
‘:N"h carries away the light clay in _the
°b:rﬂ0w and leaves the erystals of corurdum
Mhlnd. intermixed with a certain amount
44 coarse gravel. The crystals are then
ﬁ:vnd»mr‘ked over to free them from aec-

The net Im-
ports of wheat into Germany for the three
months ending Oct. 31, were 1,988,000
quarters, as compared with 1,247,000 quar-
ters In same three months in 1897,

lus of that colony as 2,000,000 bushels. The

orld yesterday published reports of New
Zealand crons. Reuter's estimate for ex-
port from New Sonth Wales is the same as
that of The News.

Argentina—Reports continue very con-
flleting.  The trade Is anxjonsly waiting
for something reliable gs to wheat crop of
that republic, the result of which;will have
a large effect upon the prices. :

Importing countries of Europe—The News
gives a statement showing that the Import-
ing countries on the Coutinent have import-
ed In 18 weeks 8,764,000 quarters in wheat
and flour, or a weekly average of 3,900.000
bushels: the United Kingdom has imported
7,644,000 quarters, or a weekly average of
8.400.000 hushels; together a weekly aver-
age of 7,300,000 bushels. In Italy, The
World estimated the weekly requirements
of FEurope 7,000,000 bushels of foreign
wheat.

The News estimated that the arrivals of
foreian avheat in the TU'nited Kingdom for
the two weeks ending Dec. 17. wonld reach
1,106,000 quarters. Cable advices for those
two weeks omnly show narrivals of 800.000
quarters, Whether the shortage was eaused
v unpropitious weather for vessels or by
diversion of wheat “for orders,” to the Con-
tinent dces not appear.
