sugar, were being rushed in to escape
the increased duties levied by the Diag~
ley act, which went into effect in July
of that year. The total value of im-
ports in that month (April, 1897 was
$101,522,406, while that ot the month of
February, 1905, was $103,057,052-

The imports of February, altho a
short month, with only twenty-two
working days, were $103,000,000, as
aga nst $89,0)0,000 in keb..a ¥, 1:04; $83-
Lwowt in February, 1903; 308,000,000 m

ruary, 1902; $64,500,000 in February,
1901, and $69,000,000 in February, 19v0.
The exports of February, 1905 were
$109,000,000, against practically $I13,-
000.000 in February, 1904; $125,500,000 in
February, 1903; $101,,500,000 in February,
1902; $113,000,000 in February, 1901, and
$119,000,000 in February, 1900, The ex-
vess of exports over imports in Febru-
ary, 1905, was, in round terms, $6,000,900,
as against practically $30,000,000 in Feb-
ruary. 1904; $43,000,000 in February, 1905,
$33,000,000 in F L 1902;  $48,000.000
in February, 1901, and $50,000,000 in Feb-
ruary, 1900, For. the eight months ended
with February, 1905, the imports were,
in round terms, $729,000,000, as against

of the preceding fiscal year; while the
exports were $1.010,000,000, as against
practically: $1,048,000,000 in the .corres-
ponding months of the preceding year.

The excess of exports over imports in
the eight months ending with February
was $281,000,000, as against $393,500,000 :n
the corresponding months of the pre-
ceding fiscal year and $491,500,000 in the
corresponding months of the fiscal year
1901’ The February imports, as already
indicated, are larger than those of any
earlier month in the history of our com-
merce, and the exports are smaller
than those of any earlier February
since 1900, with the single exception of
February, 1902; and the excess of ex-
pcrts over imports is smaller than in
any month since October, 1895 excapt
the' three moinths of April, May anid
June, 1897, when imports were excep-
tionally high by reason of preparation
for the change in tariff which occurred
in July of that year. These figures are
from the official publications issued by
the department of commerce and labor
thru its bureau of statistics,

This reduction in exports, as haz al-
ready been indicated,is due chiefly to ‘he
falling off in the quantity of wheat ex-
ported and a reduction in the price per
pound of cotton exported, The wheat
exports in the month of February
amounted to only $103,631, against $1,-
203,043 in February of last year, and the
flour $2,575,145, against $5,811.841,  This
reduction in the exportation of wheat
and flour is believed to be due in part
ta.the extracrdinarily large crops of
wheat in other parts of the world which
share in supplying the demand for the
wheat importing countries, in part to
unusually large demand in the United
States, and in part to the fact that our
crop of last year was considerably less
than that of the preceding year. Tha
exports of cotton in February fell near-
ly $11,000,000 in value below those of
February of the preceding year, wnd
this was due entirely to the fall i
prices, the quantity exported in Febtu-
ary, 1905, being considerably greater
than in February, 1%4. Thus_in wheat,
flour and cotton the exports of Febru-
ary, 1905, fell about $15000,000 below
those of February, 1904, while the toral
exports of all kinds in February.

Fight With Corbett.

The battle which created perhaps more
interest than any similar affair of its kind
ever held was the one at Carson City, Ne-
vada, March 17, 1887. when Jymes J Cor-
bett. then heavyweicht champion of the
world, and undoubtedly the eleverest hoxer
that the ring has ever known, and mgyself
met for the champlouship, Corbett weigh-
ed 195 pounds and was onie of the most
perfectly-developed and proportioned ath-
fetes in the country. I welghed 158,

Some people say to-day that it was a
chance blow that laid aut Corbett.  Others
say that the wnexpected happened. Both
are right and yet both are wrong. I had
to look for my chance to land that solar
plexus bhlow.

I invented the blow, figured it out and
worked long hours in practising it. Yet the
uiexpectéd happened, Inasmuch as few peo-
ple expected to see me get thru the perfect
guard of Corbett. f

Took Hard Beating.
I knew that he could outbox me., but at
the same time knew that I could out-punch
him. I took a hard beating in the early
part of the fight. but was always look'ng
for that chance, having a few punehes in
reserve, Corbett was also looking for me
to cut loose a punch. His scconds, his
manager, Rilly Brady. amd all his friends
were telling him to be careful

I saw the chance in the fourteenth round.
I feinted with my left for his face. At the
same time I worked the shift, the first
time, I think, that jt was ever worked.

Jim threw his guard up to his face, and
my left went to the solar plexus, I knew
the instant that the guard went up that
the fight was as good as over.

A lecture of much interest to mineral-
ogists and prospectors for precious
metals was delivered at the Canadian

No serious sociolo-
gist any 'longer believes in fear and
pain as the chief agencies in the re-
formation of character. It is notorious
that devil-worshipers are of all grades
of humanity the most incapable of pro-
gress, and yet it is by -appealing to the
instincts of the devil-worshipers that

RWARDER'S GRAPHGSTORY:

How a “Lord of Language” “Circled
the Centre of Pain”’ and Exper- =
ienced the Depths of Deg-

radation. ?

I never saw a man who looked
With such a wistful eye
Upon that little patch of blue
Which prisoners call the sky;
Aud at every wanderng cloud
That trailed
Its raveled fleeces by,

Thus in “The Ballad of Reading Jail,"”
under his prisoner pseudonym of “C.
33, wrote the late Oscar Wilde, whose
book, “De Profundis,” has-just been
published, and revealed the secret sor-
rows and humiliations -of one who
rightly ‘claimed to have been “a lord
of language.” <l

An ex-prison warder who was at
Reading Jail during the entire period
of Wilde's incarcération, hag -further
drawn-aside the veil that hid the ill-
fated man of genius during his degra-
dation and despair “in the depths.”

The publication of the posthumous
book by the great literary genius, who
“sinned and suffered,” has induced this
warder, who had charge of Oscar Wilde
during his imprisonment, to tell how
that unhappy man of letters ‘‘circled
the centre of pain,’ as he in peignant
phrase described the daily prison or

deéal. =+ 5 :
‘““The warders strutted up and down,
And watched.their herd of brutes.”

wrote Wilde on his release, and in this-

fragment of verse can be read his own
bitter self-conggmpt. ~Of the warders
themselves, he made no complaint—he
regarded them as simply instruments of
an iron, soul-killing system that might
be right—or wrong.

Sympethetic Warders.

The warders, on their side, knew how
terrible was the punishment the former
pampered pet of society must be under-
going, for they could see he was suffer-
ing a thousandfold' because of his
strangely sensitive temperament and
previous ignorance of all hardships and
iron discipline.

“Poor Wilde,” writes his former pris- |-

on custodian, who is by no means the
fron-hearted creature warders are gen-
erally; supposed to be. ;

“I remember, before he was transfar-
red from Wandsworth Prison, the gov-
ernor of Reading Jail said to' us, ‘A
certain prisoner is about to be transfer-
red here, and you should be proud to

think the prison commissioners have
chosen Reading Jail as the one most
suitable for this man to serve the re-
mainder of his sentence in.’

““The governor never told us. the
name, but directly the prisoner arrived,
we saw that ‘C33° which was his prison
etter and number, afterwards. made
famous by him thus signing the ‘Ballad
of Reading Jail,” was none other than
Oscar Wilde,

Caunse of His Transfer.

*“The probable cause of his transfer
from Wandsworth Prison was his in-
ability to comply with the regulation
tasks allotted to his class of prisoner.
On one or twog occasions he had been
brought up before the governor there
for idleness at oakum-picking or talk-
irg. -
“I remember my first sight of the fal.
len literary idol of whom all the world
was then talking in terms of infamy.

“A tall figure with a large head and
fat, pendulous cheeks, with hair that
curled artistically, and a hopeless look
in his eyes—that was Oscar Wilde as I
first met him.

{ «“Not even the hideous prison garb, or
“C'33,’ the badge of ignominy he bore
could altogether hide the air of distinc-
tion and ever-present intellectual force
that lifted him always far above ‘the
herd of brutes,” as he so bitterly after-
wards styled his fellow=-convicts - and
himself.,

| “From the first it was apparent to us
.that he was totally unfitted for manual
iwork, or hardships of any  kind, and
+he wag tre’.ted accordingly.

‘‘He was”no good for anything--ex-
cept writing, and that, as a rule, has
small place inside & prison. But on ac-
count of his former greatness a small
:concesaion was made him, and he was
Iallowed to read and write as much as
‘he liked. :

#A Bundie of Brains.”

“Had this boon not been granted him
he would, I am confident, have pined
away and died. He was so unlike other
men. Just a bundle of brains—and that
is all. 2 4

“When he arrived his hair was long
and curly, and it was ordered to be cut
at once.

“It fell to my lot as warder in charge
to carry out this order and cut his hair,
and never shall T forget it.

“To Oscar Wilde it seemed as tho the
clipping of his locks, and thus placing
him on the sime level as the closely-
shorn, bullet-headed = prisoners - round
him was the last drop in the cup of
sorrow and degradation which he had
to drain to the bitter dregs. o

“ Must it be cut? he cried piteously
to me. ‘You don't know what it means
to me,” and the tears rolled down his
cheeks.

“It may seem somewhat ludicrous to
soma who do not know, as I do, what
a curiously constituted character was
that of Oscar Wilde, but I know it cut
me to the heart to have to be the per-
son to cause him his crowning shame.
Warders have feelings, altho their duty
will not always allow them to show it.
“The‘only task Wilde was put to was

to act  as ‘schoolmaster’s orderly,

{wkich was in the nature of a' great
{privilege, for it meant he could take

charge of the books and go round with

‘Ithem to othér prisoners, besides having

the pick of the. literature for himself.
Strange as it may seem considering his
literary bent,” he failed to accomplish
even this task satisfactorily. ?

: With His Books.

“Chiefly he remained in his cell oc-
cupied with his , of which in his
cell he had a'la supply, consisting
of poetic works and foreign authors.
On his table was always a manuscript
beok—full of writing in some foreign
language—French or Italian, T believe,
ang Wilde often seemed busily engaged
writing in this. g
. “I think this must have been ‘De Pro-
fundis’—the work of ‘self-analysis that
has just been published. (orgeR

“‘His hair was always-kept closely cut
until about five months before his dis-
charge, and 1 remember when he was
told that it need not be prison-cropped
any more owing to his impending re-
lease, how pleased he seemed. And he
was a man who So seldom lifted s
bowed head of shame to smile.

“Wilde was superstitious to a degree,
aud 1 recall one striking incident that
proved his superstitious fears to
well. grounded. -

‘“I was sweeping the walls of his cell,
for he seldom followed the prison regu-
iations with regard to scrupulously
cleansing his cell daily, and I disturbed
a spider which darted across the floor.

“As it made off I raised my foot and
killed it, when I saw Wilde looking at
me with eyes of horror.

“Briaging Bad Luck.”

“ ‘It brings bad luck to kill a spider,’

he said. ‘I shall hear worse news than
any I have yet heard.’
* “At the time I paid little attention to
it, but the following morning he receiv-
ed the news that his mother, whom he
had deeéply loved and honored, had disd,
an: that his shame had hastened her
end.” ;

““The saddest story I know of Wilde
was one day when his solicitor called to
see him to get his signature, I think, to
some papers in the divorce pr ngs
then being instituted by his wife—a suit
which, of course, Wilde did not defend.

“Unknown te Wilde his wife had ac-
companied the solicitor, but she did not
wish her husband tb see her. -

“The interview with the solicitor took

in ‘the consultation room, and
Wilde sat at table with his head on his
hands opposite tHe lawyer.

“Outside, in the passage with me,
waited a sad figure in the deepest
mourning. It was Mrs, Wilde—in tears,

“Whilst the consultation was pro-
ceeding in _the ‘solicitor's room,’ Mrs.
Wilde turned to me and begged a favor.
‘Let me have one glimpse of my hus-
band,” shé said, and I could not refuse

her. : !
Her Last Look. :

So silently I stepped on one side,
and Mrs. Wilde cast one long lingering
glance inside, and saw the convict-
poet, who, in deep mental distress him-
self, was totally unconscious that any
eyes save those of the stern la T
and myself witnessed his degradation.

“At exercise, when he tramped what
he called ‘The Fools' Parade’ with his
companions of ‘The Devil's Own Bri-
gade,” he would pace along with bended
head as tho deep in thought, and us-
ually muttering snatches of prose or
verse from his favorite authors.

Serrows of Others,

“He took a most sympathetic interest
{n the sorrows and troubles of other
prisoners, and commiented fiercely on
what he called the brutality of the
prison system when a warder was sus-
pended and finally dismissed for put-
ting biscuits in a cell of a young pris-
oner whom Wilde believed to have
been crying from hunger.

The monotony of the life seemed ap-
palling to Wilde, and when he was re-
leased he wrote, you remember:

I know not whether laws be right
Or whether laws be wiong:

All that we know who be in jail
Is that the walls are strong.
And that each day is like a year,
A year whose days are long,

“I have good reason to know that
Oscar Wilde was satisfied with the way
two of the warders treated him.

«after his release he sent us thru the
governor copies of his soul-stirring
poem, ‘The Ballad of Reading Gaol.’

“My copy is inscribed ‘From his.
friend, the author, Naples, February,
1898."

“You remember the masterly way in
which Wilde worked out the theme of
that wonderful poem which told of the

Woolridge, of the Royal Horse Guards,
who was hanged for the murder of his
wife at Clewer, near Windsor.

A Terrible Moment.

“wWilde, of course, never saw the mur-
derer after his condemnation, but he
heard the bell tolling for the execution,
and it made a terrible impression on his
mind.

“He .wrote:

The memory of dreadful things
Rushed like a dreadful wind,

And horror stalked hefore each man,
And terrgr crept behind.

The ward with their shoes of felt
Crept by each padlocked door,

LONDON TICKET SPECULATORS.

Charles Hawtrey Talks About Their
Operations.

“The evilg of ticket speculating in
New York, of which I have heard and
read so' much,are as far as the public is
concerned less hard than those that
exist in Londen,” says Me- Char e Ha v-
trey, the English actor who artived in
Toronto to-day.

While a recent case tried in New York
showed that some theatres e A
part of the premium obtained by the
hotels, in London theé managers sell
their tickets to the libraries in big
batches at a discount of from 5 to 10
per cent. This deduction is, however,
more than compensated for by the tact
that the sales to the libraries forn a
kind of managerial insurance fund, Pe-
fore any impurtant new production is
made the owners of these libraries in-
form the theatre manager how many
tickets they will purchase and for how|
many nights, .

“These tickets are nearly always for
the highest price seats, the stalls and
dress circle. Such sale is absolute, and
tickets so sold are technically known as
‘linked in'—that is, they are so marked
off on the theatre books, and are pail
for by the libraries whether so'd or not.
In addition, the libraries generally have
more seats held ‘in pencil’ which are re-
turnable to the box office by 7.30 on the
evening of the performance. -
“In some cases the wepresentatives of
the libraries are admitted to the dress
rehearsal, and are allowed to confirmn,
reduce or cancel their orders, according
to their impressions of the perfermances
“Reports have come from London this
eeason that several of the failures hava
been due to lack of support by the li-
braries. There are about five big li-
braries and seven or eight smaller ones,

Very few people are aware of the im-
mense amount of work which is ne-
cessary before a masician plays a piece
in public. Nor is it possible to judge
irom the smooth and finished perform-
ance the amount of drudgery which the
performer has Bad to go thru in order
to acquire the necessary technique. Mu-
sicians have ever had the reputation
mildly,
rather more eccentric than the general
public; and, as well as displaying their
eccentricity in an abundance of flowing
locks. they also display some curious
methods of working.

One great violinist, altho when in
public he is a regular dandy—bedecked
with an enormous quantity of jewelry
and garments of a curious and original
cut—cannot practise except in the ut-
most dishabille.

It is said that Spohr, one of the
greatest masters of violin playing of the
Jast century, seldom emerged from his
dressing gown, except when actually
ccmpelled to dress for a concert. How-

ever, in matters musical Spohr was the |

scul of regularity, and seldom, if ever,
missed his daily practice. L

Paganini, the greatest violinist who
ever lived, was compelled by an ambi-
tious and avaricious father to praetise
10 or 12 hours a day. So tired of the
violin did he become that for several
years he gave it up and interested him-
self in agricultural pursuits. The fit of
laziness soon passed, and Paganini
wcrked hard once more at his vielin,
and to such good purpose that there
was nothing written for the violin
wlkich the clever Italian could not piay.
In later life he never practised; this
was because he conly played his own
compositions.

It is said that an enthusiastic admir-
er of Paganini followed him from place
to place, staying at the same hotels, in
the vain hope of hearing the maestro
practise. After spending many -hours
in the same hotel as Paganini, he was
once rewarded by a single squeak-it
was Paganini putting on a new string.

Rubinstein—that thunderer of
keyboard—is credited with the follow-
ing dictum: “If I do not practise for a
day I know it: if I miss two days my
friends know it; and if I miss three
days the public knows it.”

When Dr. Joachim, the veteran vio-
linist, was a young student he lived in
the house of his master. Joachim’s
practice reom was without any window,
with thé exception of a small glass pan-
el in the door.+ If the sound of the vio-
lin ceased for one moment, Joachim’'s
master could be seen peering thru the
glass. 'The great violinist must often
think of those days. One of the works
he would then be studying would be
the—at that time—comparatively little-
known Beethoven concerto. For over
60 years the great violinist has played
this fine composition,’ but I doubt if he
ever sees a copy or hears the strains
of it without his thoughts going back
to the dayvs when he worked 10 hours a
day in his little practising cell.

In speaking of some recitals which
he was giving on the great organ, Men-

delssohn said: “I was so intkrested in |

my work that days passed like hours.
I practised pedal passages until
very walking atong the sireet trans-
formed itself into a fugue, so automatic
had my movements become.”

Sir A. C. Mackenzie's new work for
the Palace, London, is in the nature of
what in the old days was called an
“Interlude.” .This form of entertain-
ment became quite the fashion at the

ublic gardens ““over the water,” and
occasionally a thin little volume of in-
terludes, once popular at Bermondsey
Spa, may be found lying forlorn upon
book-barrows. Of course, there are re-
spects in which Sir Alexander’s work
differs from the transpontine model,
but, like the old pieces, it is brief, occu-
pying 30 minutes only. The title, which
may be changed, is “‘The Knights of the
Road,” the “chosen period being 1740,
when the chivalry of Dick Turpip and
Jack Straw was-at-its height. Dialogue,
as well as music, enters into the struc-
ure of the piece., Of music there are
six numbers—three songs, and as many
ensembles—and a new scene has been
painted. The libretto is the work of Mr.
Henry Lytton.—London Telegraph.

Saint Saens’ new ‘“Caprice Andalous"
for violin and orchestra was played in
London on Feb. 16 by Johannes Wolff,
to whom it is dictated. The Refer¢e
was disappointed: “A few lines at the
head of the score, comparing Cadiz. to
the pistil of a flower, gives rise to €x-
pectations of melodic beauty which are
not realized by the music; but the
themes, being based on Spanish songs,
possess character and suggest the
stamping of heels, and waving of arms,
and dark flashing eves. Moreover, the
melodies are deftiy. treated and daint-
ily orchestrated, and the solo violin en-
joys itself immensely, particularly at
thé close, in which it executes a deli-
rium--of %ounterpoim."

Richard Strauss’ “Taillefer” was per<
formed for the first time in America by
the Oratorio Society of New York on
March 14. Mr. Frank Damrosch con-
ducted. The Times said of the work:

“Strauss’ ‘Taillefer’ is brief; in its
musical interpretation of Uhland's bgl-
lad it goes straight to the point, with
much dependence on a brilliant and
noisy orchestra for its effect. Its out-
lines are broad and simple; the themes
on which it is based are easily graspéd.
Their development ig chiefly symphonic.
The orchestra has much to do in pre-
senting a graphic background, and
there is a crashing representation of
the battle of Hastings. On the whole a
noisy piece, but the freshness and spir-
it in it have their effect.”

The Sun took a’ different and a hilari-
ous view: “This work was composed
by the industrious Mr. Strauss in the
last months of 1902 and the first of 1903.
It was produced at Heidelberg in the
Jatter part of 1903 as a sort of thank of-
fering for a university degree. The
gentleman about whom Mr. Strauss
has wreathed his latest clouds of in-
strumentation was a trouvere who ob-
tained from William, Duke of Nor-
mandy. permission to trike the ﬂ'rst
blow at the battle of Senlac. Singing
songs of Roland and Charlemange,
Taillefer rode forward, tossing his
sword into the air and catching it with
all the deftness of a jongleur, and
carved his way thru several doughty
knights before he fell pierced b){ a
hundred wounds.

Some years &80
the Hon. Henry G. Davis, then owner
of the West Virginia Central Railroad,
had a route surveyed thru the country
followed by the Wabash, but it was
given up as impracticable. As a result,
it is not surprising that the constructivn
of this road is proving one of the great-
est undertakings of years, requiring ap-
plication of almost every method known
in railroad building and the ingenuity
of contractors, who have built railroads
in almost every state in the union, has
been taxed to the utmost,

In the construction of the Indigo tun-
nel a method never before used in
the east, and rarely elsewhere, is being
employed. This js the greatest tunnel
on the line, being 4400 feet in length. It
passes thru a Sidling Hill mountain |
range and malkes the Wabash a straight-
er line and almost a mile in 3 shorter
than the Baltimore' & Ohio. It is being
made by drilling the heading (the full
width of the tunnel, twenty-four feet,
and nine feet high) thru from the bot-
tom or at gradeé level, and the rock will
be blown down until the required height
is reached. Old contractors, accustomed
to driving the heading thru from the
top, shake their heads and pronounce
this method a “costly experiment,” but
McArthur Bros, say the strata, Indigo
shale, is just right at this tunnel for
this method and are confident it will
be a success. The heading is being
driven from both ends at the same time
and the men are within 100 feet of each
other, nine feet a day being the progress
made from each end. The men work-
ing from the eastern end have pene-
trated only eleven‘inches further than
coming from the western side.
The “Stick Pile"” Tunnel.

In order to cut a roadbed thru the
masses of rock that rise straight up
from the bed of the canal it was ne-
cessary to wait until navigation closed
for the year. In the meantime the holes
for the blasts were all prepared and
when the water wag withdrawn, about
a month later than ever before, thous- |
ands of pounds of powder and
dynamite were exploded in these
holes - and - the canal bed was
filled with earth and rock for many
mileg which must be removed within
the next two months.

The only place where the Wabash
leaves the canal and river for any con-
siderable distance is at Bayard, thirty-
five miles east of Cumberland. Aft>r
crossing the Baltimore & Oh'o Railro:d,
the river and canal, at a dizzy height,
on a 1370-foot bridge, five 150-foot chan-
nel spans with viaduct approach, it
strikes boldly into the mountdins. Af-
ter running thru tremendous cuts, over
deep ravines and thru the Stick Pile
tunnel 1600 feet in length, it emerges
from its five-mile run thru the heart of
the mountain at Orleans, W, Va. This
is considered one of the heaviest pieces
of work on the line, but here as at
man other places, a comparatively
sStraight line ig secured with moderate
grades and with a saving of almost a
mile over the Baltimore & Ohio route.
The first work was done on this con-~
necting link on July 21, 1903, and the
contract called for its completion in
eighteen months, The delay and exira

canal rendered its completion within
contract time an impossibility, Now,
October 1 is the date set for the open-
ing of the road, but it is claimed Janu-
ary 1, 1906, would be a nearer date.

It was my first Indian village that.

Perhaps they thousght
WwWe were returning trignds, for as we
draw near, they stopped, watched us
intently a moment, and then suddenly
turned and hurrieg away up the snowy
hill and were lost to view in ‘great
clouds of snow churned up by the snow-
shoes that clapped and flapped like the
wings of huge, clumsy birds.

Then there was the first real sign of
their home life—the water-hole cut in
the ice, -and beside it a homely well-
worn ax. its blade heavy with accumu-
lated layers of thin ice. A tall spruce
bough marked the opening, to save the

ing storm.

Up the steep ascent, we pulled the
loads, past the bordering fringe of
white birch, past the tracks of many
suow | shoes, thru the thin curtain of
the green balsam and spruce, and in an
instant we were in the midst of an In-
dian village.

Darkness was beginning to fall, and
against the gloomy spruce bush behind
the five tent huts cut sharply—spots of
yellow and brown against the dark
background of foliage. Many tobog-
gans, long and narrow with delicately-
curved bows, were leaning against the
surrounding trees. Snowshoes, small
and great, were to be seen ?\'erywhere
hi ng upon the branches or stuck in the
srow near the tents. Some blankets
were hanging upon a frame ghostly
white in the gathering dark. :
From the tents the Indians stared at
us, like wild creatures from their lairs.
Their eyes glistened brightly as they
stolidly watched us—strange wayfarers
in their lonely, frozen haunt—pass like
spirits in the gloaming thru their vil-
lage. All about us was a bedlam of
snarling and barking dogs, but no one
came forth but two little boys. who ac-
ccmpanied us up the snowy rise, upon
the other side of which we were to
make our camp for the night.—From

Fish is the foqd
of the poor in Europe. In America it
is niore often a luxury for the rich. For
justance, the universal herring, so com-
mon and cheap in England, costs two
and one-half times as much in Boston
and New York as in London. cod three

* times the British price and all other

coarse fish in the same proportion—the

dire result of monopoly and protection.

Grotesque Situation.

The humor and absurdity of the situ-
ation is still more grotesque when we
learn that the fishermen are not Am-
erican. Three-fourths of them are Cana-
dians, - ‘Newfoundlanders, = Portuguese
and Norwegians. In Kipling's story
~Captains Courageous,” it was objected
to by the critjcs that he had made the
crew of his fishing vessel of too di-
verse nationality. Subsequent investi-
gation showed that he was absolute-
lv correct. ‘The deep-sea fishing on
the Banks is one of the most danger-
cus trades in the world. The genuine
American will have nothing to do with
svch a perilous avocation- The English
recader will naturally say this thing is

too absurd. there must be something

behind it all. Of course there is. The
whole protectionist ring stands behind
Gloucester. “The stand patters,” in
American slang, declare that the sacred
principle of protection must not be
violated, even in the smallest degree.
1t is their power behind the throne that
has hung up the Newfoundland Reci-
procity Treaty since 1888, when Mr.
Chamberlain came over to the States
and won the double event, gaining his
¢harming American wife and the
treaty. The convention then arrang=d
bétween Canada, Newfoundland and
America was universally approved of.
But a modus vivendi was agreed on by
which American fishermen could fish
in Newfoundland and Canada under li-
cense until the treaty was confirmed
by the senate. They have taken ad-
vantage of this license, but never re-
ccgnized the corresponding obligation
on their part to carry out the treaty.

Especially is it noteworthy to find
that this vast sum has been administer-
‘ed with absolute integrity. The ad-
‘ministration of the insurance funds of
Germany offers one of the best indica-
ticns in the world to-day of the possi-
bility of a successful state control of
important institutions., even when en-
ormous sums of money are involved.
The demonstration, however. has mae
than integrity to its credit. The coi-
llection and disbursement of these great
funds have been carried on with an
economy which is admirable. In con-

The Hudson Bay Company has an
exiensive interest in all this, for, owing
to a bargain it made with the Canadian
goveérnmeiit “five years ago. its
proprietary rights in the rezion now be-
ing brought into touch with civilizatien
are second only to those of the govern-
ment itself,

The company was founded in 1870, a
charter being granted to Prinece Rupert
angd seventeen nobléemen and n
for importing into Great furs
and skins obtained by barter from the
Indians of North America. The co—
poration was invested with the absolu:
proprietorship of all land discoverej or
to be discovered within the eatrance of
the Hudson Strait.

For more than a century the holders
of the chirter confined themse ves to th:
ccast traffic. Their troables we ¢ many,
the chief being an almest continual wai-
fare with the French, who destroyed
their forts, ruined their goods and cap-
tured their ships,

With the wresting of Canadx by the
British from the French, the exploring
spirit breke out among the Hudson Bay
pioneerss Pertieg penetrated far up the b
Saska'chewan River, towa : s the Rocky
Mountains.
