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FAREWELL MEETING TO REV. DR. KING 

ON HIS DEPARTURE TO MANITOBA.

A farewell reception to Rev. Dr. King, prior to 
his departure for Manitoba, was given last evening, 
October 20th, 1883, in St. James' Square Church by 
the congregation and the friends generally oi the 

erend gentleman. The large audience and gather­
ing of representative men was indeed a nattering 
compliment to Dr. King and a gratifying mamfes- 
tation of the respect and affection in which he is held, 
not only by his own congregation and the Presbyterian 
Church, but by the citizens generally. Hon. Oliver
M°The chairman, after a few introductory remarks, said 
that Dr. King had the esteem, confidence, and respect 
of every one of his people. Under his care the congre­
gation had advanced in every respect. Some of the 
outward signs of this were to be found in that build­
ing so much more commodious than the building in 
which he found them, large debts paid off, considerable 
contributions made from time to time to the various 

• schemes of .the Church, and in the greatly increased 
numbers on the communion roll. But the Assembly 
had appointed their minister to another, and as they 
believed greater, field of usefulness, to be the instructor 
of those who were shortly to be the instructors of 
other churches, to be the spintua guide of those who 
were shortly to be the spiritual guides of others. 
They knew that he had not accepted the position
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hastily, and not until after many prayers. They all 
trusted that, while the appointment had been made by 
the General Assembly of the Church, the call had 
really come from the Master Himself, the Master

He promised that it 
should not go, one dollar o it, to pay the debt ot 
Manitoba College—(applause and laughter)—and that 
it would be invested as safely as he could invest it, 
and their kindness and liberality in connection with 
it, would be thoughtfully remembered as often as he 
and his family received the fruitage of that gift. And 
then the watch would speak often to him of those 
happy days and years in Gould Street and St. James 
Square. He carried still With him the watch which, 
as a poor Edinburgh student, he bought long ago, and 
it kept time still, but certainly was somewha suffering 
from years, and he could replace it without much of 
a pang when he could put into its place one tha+ 
speak of the affection, love, and confidence 
much loving congregation. He was sure tha in his 
household they would value the other gifts as well, 
and the on’e that was promised, and that it would go 
down with others to their children to speak to them 
of that people’s love and confidence.

of his ministry among them during these twenty 
years, and how grateful he was that that appreciation 
came to him through the lips of one who had laboured 
with him through all that period, and whose unfailing
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quiet kind, not adorned with any flower of rhetoric, 
he hoped not altogether unthoughtful or undevout, 
because it had been the result always of prayerful 
preparation, but yet of a kind that many in the city 
would regard as uninteresting—perhaps they might 
call it flat or commonplace. They had been willing 
to receive it, because they came seeking edification in 
God’s truth. They had also been willing to allow 
him to speak that truth in the plainest way, and, so 
far as he knew, without, in a single case, having 
taken offence at a statement made from the pulpit. 
Again he thanked them for this. He could not tell 
them all he owed to them in the happy exercise of his 
ministry during these twenty years, how much his 
own faith had been helped—so much indeed that he 
could hardly understand how he would get along 
religiously without the support, the help, the stimulus 
that had come to him through all these years from 
preparing truth for them, and from witnessing their 
faith and their goodness. He loved the work of a 
minister—every part of it. He loved the preparation 
of the sermon in the study, and the preaching of it in 
the congregation. Dealing with the young was to 
him an increasing source of interest and profit. The 
work of pastoral visitation, which some ministers 
disliked, had been to him a daily joy and comfort. 
He contemplated with very great pain the giving up 
of this work, and taking up, on the bidding of the 
Church, work of a different kind. This, in many of 
its aspects was not a little distasteful. He believed 
that the interests of their Church in the North-West 

very closely connected with the institution which 
the Church had called him to serve. The General 
Assembly had said to him, go there and work, and he 
had felt unable to do anything but act in accordance 
with the appointment. He would not speak of sacri­
fices for he felt that least. The greatest sacrifice he 
felt was the giving up of his loved work. He was 
sorry that the worldly element of sacrifice came up 
in cbnnection with it.
