The Price of Meats May
Reach'v Lower
- Level Soon

" BEEF HOLDS FIRM

This Year's Fruit Crop Prom-
~ises to be More Plentiful
Than Usual But There Will

be Little Change in Prices.
D s aam ] v

_Although little or no change is predict-
ed in the price of beef—particularly the
higher des; -there is some indication
that there will be a decline.in the figures
_.on other meats. Vegetables will be cheap-
er, espgeially potatoes, and fruit will, from
Present proagacts, be pretty plentiful.

‘A local meat dealer said today that real
good beef would very likely 'be high in
ptice, but grass cattle’ would probably be
cheaper. Good beef wholesales at pres-
ent at from 8 to 101-2 cents, and there
is. little indication of these figures moving
downward. Prices differ ‘considerably
from those of last-year. For instance,
beef that in July 1806 could be had alive
at 434 and- 5:cents, today commands 6
cents, and stock which sold then at 8c to-

. day brings from 10 to 1012 cents. The
same dealer referring to the present high
prices -on “beef, said. that -cattle should be
,cheaper, but for -one thing there were
none in our own province.  Veal prices
are also stiffer now than last season, and
veal brings'from 9 to 10 cents by the car-
afce, where it brought from 6 to 8 last
year. . Mutton sold from 5 to 7 last year,
but commands from 6 to 8 this season.

Potatoes are also high just now, and
bring about twenty per cent more than
last year. Old potatoes are worth $1.75
a barrel, and new goods $1.75 a bushel.

‘A loéal commission man who . has just
returned - from Woodstock, says that the
farmers in Carleton .county are putting in
large quantities of potatoes this season,
many of them having planted all the way
from . five to forty amd fifty acres.

New vegetables are coming in in. pretty
-latge, quantiti s and the prices do not:-vary

rrept Lifrom those of last seasem.

rors" at 6 cents a bunch, turnips
from 8:to 10; beets, 8 to 10c.; peas, 50c.
2 peck. Native squash and beans have
not yet been placed on the market.

This -year's ffuit crop promises to.be
much more plentiful than usual, and as
i result prices will be within reach of al-
most everybody. & .

E. A. Goodwin says that in Omtario
the preserving fruits, such as grapes,
plums and peaches will be very plentiful
but no figures are available at ,the pre-
sent moment. California fruit will, how-
ever, be scarce and high and from pre-
cent indications the prices will bz "about
20 per cent. in advance of this time last
year. Tomatoes will also be more expen-
sive, and oranges of all kinds will. cost in
the vicinity of 15 per cent. more than
this time last year. The figures on straw-
berries are much the same now as they
wure a year ago, but the ‘“cheap week”
g passed and some. advance may “be
expected from mow until the eeason
closes. The fact that growers are ship-
ping largely to the United States has a
‘gndency to keep the prices high in the
ocal market.

LONDON, July %0—Scarcely a word of
sympathy is uttered by the morning . papers
tor the deposed Emperor of Corea, who is
regarded*as having brought his fate upon
himself by futile intriguing against the
Japanese and as the Daily Graphic humor
ously remarks by ‘“having taken the
Hague conference too seriously.”

‘I'he general opinion is that the abdica-
tion of Yi Heui is the best thing that
could happen for Corea. The Daily Tele-
graph says: ‘‘After all' Corea by the very
circumstances of her geographical position,
was foredoomed to be a spoil of war amd
the complete Japanization of Corea can
only as a matter of time, provided the ver-
dict of the last'war remsins unaltered.” Ac-
cording to a Shanghai despatch Emperor
Yi Heui had arranged ta fly to the pro-
tection of the Ruseian consulate but' was
circumvented by. the precautions taken by
the Japanese.

SEOUL, Corea., July. 20—The abdica-
tion edict-of the emperor is his first com-
munication to the worldk since the re-
pudiation of the convention of 1303.

A translation of the text of the edict
follows.

“] have been in succession to my an-
cestors on the throne #4 years and have.
met many disturbances. I have mnot
reached 'my own desire. © While 'ministers
are frequently improper men and prog-
réss is mot- controlled by*men, the: times
are contrary to natural events. A -erisis
extremely urgent in the life of the people
has arisen and the progress of the state
is more than before imperilled:

“Fortunately we have ~endowed
by nature with virtue,’ Jand well
worthy of being- chargsd” With plans for
the development of the government, . to
whom we transfer oug inheritance, €anc-
tioned by the custams @ ancient tigle;.

“Thepefore bz it known, that as soon
as it is proper to be done,, we will hand
the affairs of the ' state to the crown|
‘prince as,our representative.” =

Court usage is said to, make the mzan-
ing of the above an actual abdication.

While insufficient time has elapsed to
chow the effect of the. emperor's action
upon the situation, advisory opinion at
the Japanes: residence-general, regards
the abdication as taking away the force
of Japan’s intendpd blow.

TOK10, July 20—Reports from -Seoul
state that four machine guns are now at
the Taihan gate. Should the.Corean sol-
diers repeat yesterday’s behaviour by fir-
ing on the Japanese police, the Japanese
troops will mot hesitate to retaliate.

It is noteworthy that despite the press
news of the abdication of the Corean em-
peror, the official report confirming the
same, has not yet been received here.

The Times presents, herewith, the pic-
ture of a very interesting visitor who was
in the city. this week and who, while
here, consented to have her picture taken
for -publication “in this paper.

She i Mrs.” William ;H. Redstone. of
Queenstown, Queens county, and her chief
claim to distinction lies in the fact that
she is a nonogenarian, daughter of an-
other nonogenarian and granddaughter of
a centenarian.

It is doubtful if in.any family in New
Brunswick. can be found a similar recard:
of longevity extending throngh three gen-
Sratiohs: e

Mrs. Redstone wda-bom at Wickham,
Queens county, on March 80, 1818. She
is the fourth dgughter of Ahdrew Wat-
son, who, himsalf, reached the wonderful
age of 94 years before he died. His wife

was 84 years old when she died, and Mrs.
Redstope's grandfather was within a few
wezks of the -century mark when he pass-
ed away.

The aged lady’s girlhood was lived in
the -good old days when early marriages
were mere favorably regarded than is the
case now and she was hardly 16 years old
when sh: became the bride of William H.
Redstone, . a  sturdy agriculturist, wmo
came here from Davenport, England, in
the year his young wife was born. After
the -marriage the young couple resided at
New Jerusalem, Queens county, and had
an exceptionally happy married life of 43
years, when the union was broken by the
decease of Mr. Redstone in 1877. At the
time of his death Mr. Redstone was a
deacon of the Free Baptist church at New
Jerusalem, and had been a consistent
member during his long and busy life.

Mr. and Mrs. Redstone had ten child-
ren, four, of whom, William, Hanry Eliza-
beth, Mrs. Samuel Dunham and Mms. T.
W. Musgrove are dead and the remain-
ing six, i. e., Mrs. James Smith, St. John,
Mrs. G. A. Peters and Mrs. George Mc-
Corkle; Boston, Charles Redstone of Flor-
ida and Malcolm and Thomas of Quezns-
town, are living. There dre also twenty-five
grandchildren and twenty-six great-grand-
children.

For some years Mrs. Redstone has made
her home with her son, Malcolm, at
Queenstown and is well known through-
out th: lngth and breadth of Queens
countwand in St. John.

She has a eplendid memory and is an
entertaining conversationalist, while the
store of reminiscence gathered during
ninety years of New Brunswick life is a
rich and rare on:. Many are the stories
she can tell of old times in New Bruns-
wick when St. John was but a small
town, when country roeds and highways
were practically unknown and the far-
mers did théir travelling on the ice.

Increased
cost of raw material and an advance in
wages are the reasons given for the con-
templated increase in price.

STOCK MAR

KET REVOLVES |
AROUND UNION PACIFIC

L'quidation Appears to Have Run lts Course---Starida‘rd Bondg
and Stocks a Good Investment at Present Leve!.

(N. Y. Journal of Comm;rce, Thursday.)

“ .The whole market revolves round Un-
ion Pacific. There are special reasons for
straining every nerve to inflate its mar-
kgt quotation; if the shares could by
ook or by crook be forced up to the
neighborhood of 160, the $75,000,000 bonds,
now a drug on the market, would become
distinctly attractive, since they are con-
vertible around 157 1-2. Speculation is rife
as to! whetlier such an advance can be
achieved in face of restraining money
rates, industrial reaction and agricultural
uncertainty. True, no organized opposi-
tion may be offered to an advancing move-
ment, but securities carried over from the
March panic would unquestionably be re-
leased were the list to improve sufficient-
ly to enable Union Pacific to sell at 160.

At the moment the market appears to |

be sold out. Abroad, also, liquidation has

evidently run its course, Egypt alone be-

ing perhaps excluded in this connection.

Once the public are convinced that those |
int control of the American arket will
not permit another serious collapse, then |
they may invest liberally; every day a |
few thousand shares are takem out of the
market, thus gradually strengthening the
technical position, and should this unob-
trusive purchasing continue, the effect by-
and-by would be great. Commission
houses, while not encouraging customers
to look for a vigorous upward movement
under existing and prospective monetary
conditions, do not hesitate to recommend
standard bonds and stocks as investments
at these levels. This view is shared by

recognized authorities on finance in Eng-
Jand and on the Continent of Europe.
L.ondon has lately reported moderate in-
vestment buying, and private advices from
France state that investohs there have

shown more interest since the half-yearly |

scttlements passed off without disaster.
There is a vast amount of money lying
idle in various parts of the world, a good-
ly part of which would find its way to
the investment markets were confidence
in matters financial and political restored.
In the meantime, a period of calm, specu-
lative and industrial, would hasten the

kets. In America, at least, quietef trade,
with more rational prices, scems to be as-
sured, and this, of course, will” tend to
prevent embarrassing finanéial stringency.

Day-by-day money movements have
been of a satisfactory natug¥., Thus far
this week the banks have ned from the
sub-treasury $2,692,000, and official dis-
bursements are likely to continue on a
larger scale than usual on account of bond
redemption. The receipt of new money
from the west has also been a factor dur-
ing the current month and will continue
to be so owing to the rapid growth of our
gold yield. Money rates reflect easier un-
derlying conditions; call money is obtain-
able around 3 per cent, but cheap time
money does not seem imminent. Demand
sterling rose to 4.87, and the output of
finance. bills may not check the tendency
of exchange to advance in the dbsence of
commercial . remittance. Gold exports
may, therefore, again become not only
practicable, but profitable.

CHEESE STEADY;
o BUTTER EASY

MONTREAL, July 19—The cheese mar-
ket is about stcady though there has
bean some variance in board prices during
the last few days. Some orders are com-
ing in from the British market, but deal-
ers seem to think that the present vol-
ume of business hardly warrants a rise in
market values. Local prices are practi-
cally unchanged and colored grades stitl
command a premium over the white. On-
tario, white and colored, are quoted at
11 1-2¢c and 11 3-4c per pound, respective-
ly; Townsbips makes are worth about
1-4c less, and Eastarn grades are held at
1lc to 11 1-8c.

The local trade in both creamery and
dairy grades of butter could easily stand
a substantial increase in volume and the
export business of the year to date has

been unusually small. Both thes: factors
contribute to the weakness of the situa-
tion here, and though the make is-emall-
er than usual this eeason, it is obvious
that stocks are beginning to accumulate
which in former years had be:n kept
down by a steady export movement. From
20 1-2¢c to 20 3-4c per pound is still about
the best price obtainable for wholesale
lots of choicest Township ‘grades. Western
dairy is offered at 18c to 19c per pound.

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SLANT EYED ORIENTAL BEAUTY

TAKES TOLL

OF HUMAN LIVES

Two Admirers Have Shed Their Blood for Ohe Fah
Wong and a Tong War is Raging in Three Cities
---Graphic Tale of Chinatown in New York,
Philadelphia and ’Frisco.

P ket

(New York American)

Locked in a little room at No. 22 Pell
street, in the heart of Chinatown, sat
Ohe Fah Wong—an eighteen-year-old Cel-
estial slave girl, whose beauty has caused
sudden death from a long-barreled .44
Colt's to descend upon two Chinese ad-
mirers already, and over whose possession
another Tong war is imminent.

1t has developed that the killing of
Wong Luck, an actor, and Lung Kee, a
barber, in the Philadelphia Chinatown
Sunday, was because of little Ohe. Because
of her, too, it is known that- half the
flowing sleéves in Mott and Pell streets
are concealing long black guns of Tong
Wwarriors.

Two men are guarding the entrance to
Ohe's place of concealment, with revol-
vers in their blouses. Two more sit out-
side her door, similarly armed. Rich mer-
chants in the colony are bidding for her.
Already $1,500 has been offered and re-
fused. Not less than $2,500 will buy her.

CENTRE OF TONG WARS.

She is being held by the powerful On
Leong Tong. The rival Hip Sing Tong in-
tends to fight to win her and to avenge
the death of Lung Kee, a Hip Sing han.

The story of Ohe up to date abounds in
intrigue, battle, murder and sudden
death. And Chinatown knows that there
will be more chapters written _before
““finis.”

About two weeks ago the rich On Leong
Tong in this city heard there was a girl
of rare Oriental beauty in Los Angeles,
Cal. A travelling merchant who had pass-
ed through there saw and described her.
But she was not for sale, he learned, else
he would have bought her himself. The
On Leongs determined to kidnap the
beauty.

Wong Luck, who had never before been
recognized socially by the On Leongs, was
chosen to do the job. He was an actor in
the Doyer Street Chinese Theatre; there-
fore was he a low caste man, ranking be-
low the barbers and fishmongers. But he
was skilled in playing parts, especially fe-
male parts, so the Tong employed him.

With costumes and make-up in his
trunk, Wong Luck journeyed to Los An-
geles and appeared as a woman in the
Chinese quarter. Soon he reached the
presence of little Ohe Fah Wong, and the
first part of his duties was over. The ar-
rangement with the Tong was that he
should, as a woman, convince Ohe of the
charms of New York’s Celestial life.

LOVE FOILED DEEP PLOT.

But there was one thing the Tong over-
looked. They never dreamed that Wong
Luck, ‘'dog of an actor, social outcast,
might aspire to the possession of Ohe him-
self. Nor did it occur to the plotters that
maybe Ohe might fancy him, degraded as
he was. That was exactly what happened.

Karly last week Wong Luck cast aside
his disguises and pleaded his love for -the
diminutive Ohe. And that very night,
when the Los Angeles Chinatown quieted
down, save for the fan-tan players in the
cellars, Ohe and Wong Luck fle. On
Thureday morning they arrived in New
York and went together to a little tat

which Wong Luck had engaged in East
One Hundred and Eighteenth street.

But just for one day were they happy.
So thoroughly does the On Leong Tong
cover the city with its spies that on Fri-
day morning a committee of three visited
the bridal flat.

TOLD BRIDEGROOM TO GO.

Very quietly the Tong men told Wong
Luck what to do. He was such a low-
caste pig, they said, that-they would not
waste the ammunition of their smoke-
guns upon him. But he must leave New
York and never come back. If he came
—the spokesman dréw his hand across his
throat with grmm significance. And he
must not communicate with Ohe. If he
was in New York three hours later he
died, they threatened..

Luck packed his things together and
started one way; the Tong men put Ohe
into a carriage and went off in another
direction.

But Ohe had not been in the room of
Mrs. Nom Wah, at No. 7 Pell street, an
hour before the persistent Wong Luck
had seen her and talked to her. Defying
the edict of the powerful tong, he went
directly to Chinatown, bribed Mms. Nom
Wah, and made arrangéments with Ohe to
steal her from the very stronghold of the
On Leongs.

On Friday Mrs. Nom Wah gave up the
bribe and warned the head tong men that
Luck was to make another effort to get
the girl. In the meantime she told them
he was hiding in Philadelphia. Saturday
morning two meek looking pairs of China-
men boarded a train for Philadelphia. In
their blouses were .44 Colts and long
knives.

SUNDAY AFTERNOON’S ' TRAGEDY.

1t was late Sunday aftemmoon when
Wong Luck clattered up from a basement
shop. 'With him was his old friend, Lung
Kee, who had condescended to help Luck
in his difficulty. .

Suddenly came the bang-bang of the
heavy Colts. Wong Luck, shot through
the heart, fell in a crumpled heap. Lung
Kee reached toward his own Sunday
blouse. The bang-bang repeated. Lung
went down with a hole bored through his
neck, ;

"I'hen came the police’ and the usual “No
sabe Kengleesh” from every Oriental in
sight. After a long search the police ar-
rested Mon Mon, who said he lived at No.
11 Mott street, and Yung Tee, who lives
in the Race street colony.

The shooting was passed over as one of
the frequent tong wars. But it wasn’t.
It was the end of the romance of Ohe
Fah Wong, beauty, and Wong Luck, dog
of a play actor. But because Lung Kee
Wong Luck’s friend; was a Hip Sing man,
it wasn’t the end of everything. The Hip
Sings have sworn vengeance, and that will
mean not only death for an On Leong
Tong man to pay for. Lung Kee's death,
but nossession of little Ohe, too.

Last -night, in Pele street, the guards
remained on duty hour afte hour. Each
had one hand .in his blouse, while he

handled his pipe with: the other.

TEMPERANCE
SENTIMENT

{

Remarkable Changes in Con-1

ditions in the Southern States
iin Recent Years.

_ (Christian Advocate, Nashville.)

How wonderfully changed are the con-
ditions! It seems scarcely the same land
—this broad, prosperous, smiling one,
above which the star of temperance glows
with such promise. By careful estimate it
is shown that fully one-half of the coun-
tries of the states that lie south of Mason
and Dixon’s line are prohibition counties.
Best of all, in most of them it is prohibi-
tion that really prohibits. Mississippi
takes the lead. 1n ninety per cent of her
territory liquor has been voted out, and
the unvarying vigilance of her people
keeps it so. All but five of the seventy-
seven counties of Mississippi are prohibit-
ive counties. In all the others high license
prevails, 1t costs one thousand dollars a
year tax to open a saloon in some, and in
others one thousand five hundred dollars
ln Jackson, the capital, and the home of
Bishop Galloway, not a saloon is to be
found. . . .

In Arkansas fifty-nine of the seventy-
three counties have declared for prohibi-
tion, while in a large percentage of the
remaining counties local option prevails.

'_Of .the one hundred and one counties in
Virginia, seventy-four of them have voted
out whiskey. Others will not doubt soon
follow this example and set themselves
free of the rum curse.

A most astounding showing is made by
the prohibition forces in Kentucky, the
very name of which has for years been
synonymous with intemperance. The time
is still fresh in the memory when
whisky flowed like water in Kentucky.
The state boasted of its fine horses, ‘fine
whisky, and fine women. Now ninety-six
of Kentucky’s one hundred and seventeen
counties have declared for prohibition,
whilg in several others the prohibition
sentiment is growing stronger every

the Prohibitionists in Georgia. Bighty-five

per cent, of the territory of that state is |

now under temperance rule. The saloon

A remarkable record has been won by
Hourishes in but few of the larger cities.
Tennessee is a close second on this roll
of honor, if she has not recently won first
place. In only eight or nine of her larger
cities and towns is the sale of liquor al-
lowed. Strong prohibition forces are at
work to secure legislative enactment tend-
ing to a general statutory provision
whereby whisky will be banished from the
entire state.

Texas, too, is fast coming over to the
prohibition column. Qut of her two hun-
hundred and twenty-four counties, one
hundred and forty-seven are mow in pro-
hibition ranks. That others will steadily
follow is a foregone conclusion.

The dispensary system, after a test of
twelve years in South Carolina has prov-
en anything else than the “stepping-
stone,”” to prohibition, as was predicted
by its supporters. With the dispensary
closed renewed struggle will now: be made
by the prohibition forces throughout the
state to gain control of the whisky evil,
and it is believed that they will succeed.

WHOOPERS WHOOP FOR
PRIZES AT WHOOPING
" COUGH LAWN PARTY

Pittsburg Victims of Epidemic
Whoop Things Along, and Ar-
range to Whoop Again.

PITYSBURG, July 17 — Pittsburg’s
whooping cough epidemic has been pressed
into service as a hot weather social fea-
ture. This afternoon Mrs. W. H. Parker,
of Grandview avenue, Duquesne Heights,

gave a lawn fete, restricting her guest list

to whooping cough patients. Owing to the
widespread epidemic of the disease here,
the list was by no means a small one.

Mrs. Parker’s son has had the whoop-
ing cough for three weeks. She contracted
it from him.

Discussing Bishop Johnston’s letter to
the Pope, suggesting that the latter sum-
mon a congress of all Christians, the New
York Churchman says: ‘‘Sectarianism has
succeeded in creating its own sf:andnrds.
They are clearly defined and precise. They
are always ready at hand to be used' as
effective and destructive arguments against
what is essentially Christian, against what
is profoundly spiritual. Bichop Johnston
may expect, and doubtless he has alrtja.dy
prepared himself for, the army of critics
who will arise from far and near to show
the absurdity of the xsuggestiox}l)r he tah;:s

de. Anglicans of all shades, Protestants
(r)r;an“ des%riptions, will hark back to t}_le
Reformation period as a p}'qof of their
own signal capacity for spiritual leader-
ship. There will be a long recital of the
deeds of the mediaeval papacy: to prove
that no bishop that resides on the banks
of the Tiber can do anything but ruin great
spiritual causes. We are glad to see a bish-
op in the American Church generous en-
ough, large-hearted enough, to_ubandon
frankly this traditional field of 'rehg'mus ar-
gument. and religious polemic.  Bishop
Johnston recognizes without the slightest
hesitation the opportunity for leadership
developed by centuries of experience and
training by the occupants of the Roman cee
There is nothing at all extravagant, at all
unreal, in Bishop Johnston's programme.
That unconquerable vital union which
binds all Christians together through
their community with Christ would make
such a congress a centre of spiritual ens1-
gy for the whole world. Thos¢ who anti-
cipate dissension, bickerings, bad temper,
afd divisions are worldly wise. Their ar-
guments may scem at this stage cogent
and conclusive; but to men of Christian
temper and sincere Christian faith, men
like Pius X. and the writer of the letter;
there can be no.ground for discourage-
ment, no basis for pessimism.”

“Ag time has passed and knowledge in-
creased men have learned,” says the New
York Evangelist (Pres.) ‘‘that the scrip-
tures are alike rejected as authoritative
by all the differant sects, or denomina-
tions, as furnishing the rales of conduct
and right living. The Christian  civiliza-
tion therefore includes hundreds of dif-
ferent denominations, each of which can-
not contain all of the truth. Of the differ-
ent sciences likewise, none stands or falls
by ite2lf; each is co-related with all the
others. Therefore it has come to passthat

each must agree with, or at least not be |

antagonistic to  the accepted proved
facts of science—theology as well as the
rest. The college has for this reason al-
most ceaszd to be sectarian and naturally
must hereafter appeal to the people of all
the country round about who desire edu-
cation rather than those only who may
happen to belong to a special sect of re-
ligious Lelizf or to a denominational
church. The character of the instryction
and the facilities for investigation and

reseirch are hence far more potent than
the denominational idea originally intends
ed. It has often happened that some of
the best studénts are barred from the
advantages of an institution because of
provisions in the deeds of gift. The spirit
of one generation is in this way unhap<
pily restrained by the sectarian and nar
row spirit of the previous age.”

“We learn our creeds, said Mrs. Browns
ing, as we do our alphabets, ‘by iteration,!
If you wish to believe a thing, listen to itx
repetition often enough,” says the In-
terior (Pres.) of Chicago, “and it will
stick. The experienced angler knows that
if he can put his bait before the mose of
a trout often enough and keep it there
long enough, the trout must leave the pool
or take the bait. There is no fad so ab-
surd but that the philosopher himself will
snap it up if he persists in playing with
it. Go-and hear what you really wish
to become, for you will become what you
hear in the end. And the man who ig-
nores what he hears finds nothing so so-
porific as a neglected warning. You must
either get up when the breakfast bell
rings or slecp more soundly than ever.
The traveller on a Pullman is never
kept awake by the wheels. He wakes
when the train stops. The man who has
spent years ‘inside the loop’” in Chicago
cannot sleep in the silence of the great
forest. He sleeps best when he can hear
a roar and ignore it. That is why the
‘gospel harden=d’ hearer is the most diffi-
cult to awaken. Judge every creed by
its fruits. Examine its products. Sea
what it brings forth in godly living and
unsalfish effort. Look at it upon a large
scale. No one man may represant it whol-
ly. Look fully into its practical bearing,
and then, if you like the fruits, give your-
celf to hearing its exposition. Hear with
the purpose of using. As the Bible says,
‘incline thine ear’ unto wisdom, and hear-
ing will be with profit; the good seed will
neither be lost by robbery of fowls nor
withered by the scorclring of the sun.
Things so heard have a vitality which sur-
prises the soul with happy results ten,
twenty, fifty years after both occasion
and word seemed to be forgotten.”

Here, as in other trades, the picturesque
printer,—the drawling fellow that smoked
a corncob 'at work and never arrived Mon-
day because of a 3-day spree, has passed.
The man of this old type spent at least
‘one-third of his time “on the road,” was
ultra-Bohemian’ in his tastes and really
couldn’t have fitted into modern condi-
{tions,—even if the linotype machine had
not inexqdrably weeded out the weaklings.

. Among  trades that of the prifiter has
many: preepninent péints. It is a semi-in-
tellectual. The printer has the brain stim-
ulus of the professional man—and the
,uniform wages of the mechanic. This com-

ibination counts for much, in a country |g

where more and mare young men, as'‘some
one wittily put it, “are working for half
price just for the privilege. of wearing a
white collar.” From Benjamin Franklin
down to the present time, great men, pol-
iticians ‘and wrters, have graduated from
the printer’s case to the editorial sanctum
and then onward. These possibilities are
no-longer in thie era of specialization, but
es a trade proposition that of the printer
was never more. worthy of eeridus consid-
eration by the young man of today.

The pay asked by printers, open shop
or otherwiss, runs from $10:00°' o  $25.00
depending on the branch. The average ap-
grenticeship runs 3 or 4 years, starting at

have to complain of being ‘kept down.”
Now ‘as to demand and supply. News-
paper offices.have a great many openings
for the, wight kind:of men, though they
are digl}tly more exacting and require
quicker wits’than the average commercial
printery. For -the well-trained, up-to-date
printer, whether he be a linotype machine
operator, hand éetter of -ads.. or artistic
make-up man, the deinand has. nevcr. ceas-
ed and the growth of the ¢dvntry indi-
cates that we are “print-mad” and as long
as there i8 printer's ink and white paper,
the man who can combine them -on the
p(!)'lo!;_ted sheet will be a great power for
Unlike other trades, the great centrali-
zation hae not hurt the job printer in
business for himself though the prices ask-
ed patrons are away beneath par. The av-
erage town has from a dozen to a hundred
small shops wherein comfortable liveli-
hoods are made’ -
; In this trade,  above  all others; the
‘young printer will learn that steadiness is
the key of success. There are .80 many
emergencies that arise—the necessity of
doing a day’s werk in a few hours—that
the old-fashioned priuter-of Bohemjan ten-
dencies cannot long remain in favor, while
the man who is alwaye “on his job”’ is
marked for success. Modern methods have
disposed: of the proverbial grime about a
printer's office and tlre work is now com-
paratively clean.:

Invest Your Savings---Bonds of a City.

In former talks on bond investments,
the value of the municipal bond was but
lightly toutched upon, but this inattention
indicates, o disparagement of a,bond that

réally comes closer to the average man
than #fy other sort of inveftment. If a
citizen puts his money in a m%l bond
e 'knows that he will receive a two-fold
efit. For instance, the loan of that
money in the aggregate is helping the
#y to build a eewer, erect & great pub-
i# buiMing. or pave a street,—and he 1s
pharing in a city's betterment, not forget-
ting the very material fact that he is
drawing interest on his money.
¢ The Government bond has been cried
£fdm the housetops to be the safest in®
vestment on earth—it pays, however, a
wery small rate of interest—and for that
yeason offers little inducement for the in-
vestor. The second step in this ladder of
stability is held by the municipal bond—
or a city’s promise to pay—which ie the
nearest approach to it.
No city, however rich, is above the con-
ptant _need of borroswing money, and like

bond method. Unlike. railroad and cor-
poration bonds the city does not have to
stoop to mortgaging municipal ‘property to
secure its indebtedness. It offers instead,
its civic reputation (which has’never yet
been repudiated) and the taxes' n the
property within its limits. City bamds also
have this important advantage~they are
absolutely exempt from tamation a®long
as the owner lives in thé stite which con
tains the ¢ity issuing the'bonds.

American cities are so sturdy and  resili-
ent that the greatest Nity dees not
affect the intefest and‘value 'of municipal
bonds.  Even' the' graft ‘and extravagance
of politicians seem impossible to impair
them. In the case of Galveston, wiped out
by flood, there was a slight reduction of
interest for five years, which bondholders
gladly volunteered; in San Francisco, the
earthquake caused not the slightest hitch
in bond payments.

Municipal bonde¢ are of as wide interest
to the ordinary citizen as to the in-
vestor, for in most -.cases the “sinking
fund” that is created to pay for them,
had a very tangible place incthe tax lists.

|Seven Room Gambrel Roof Cottage,

Designed by Chas. S. Sedgwick, Atfchitect, Minneapolis, Minn.

The construction of a gambrel roof, is
not new, but was in common use in Golon-
ial days. The snug compactness of such
a roof, the rigidity of the construction and
the economy in the use of materials has
brought it increasingly into common - use
during the past ten years. Such a r9of
and treatment requires more over-hanging
foliage and trees than someothers. Set
in .such surroundings; it makes a’ very
pretty and artistic appearance. It is un-
doubtedly more graceful and artistic in
its outline to the eye than the straight
and regular lines of the upright two story
structure.

The design that we are illustrating is
30 £t.-8 in. in width by 36 ft. 8 in. in depth
over the front piazsa.

Salads for Summertime.

Tomato Salad—One quart of ripe toma-
toes, squeezed through a sieve and heated
on the stove. Dissolve one-quarter of a
box of gelatin in a little water, add to
the tomatoes, and cook well. for a few
minutes; remove from the fire and mold
in small coffee cups;-a little chopped cab-
bage or celery gives a_good appearance.

For the summer home, instead of buy-
ing costly curtains of silk or brocade,
very' effective and graceful curtains of
grass 'cloth or arras, may be made by
hand, even by comparatively inexperienc-
ed needlewomen. These materials are
quite inexpensive, and can be had in any
desired colorings. The soft ,dull greens,
browns and coppers are among the most
populat shades; though the curtains made

‘designs “in contrasting colors, are excel-
lent.

The curtains should be cut full enough
to hang in straight, graceful folds, and
finished with a ten-inch hem and casing
wide enough to run easily on a'rod. 1f
both sides are to be exposed, as when
used between two rooms, the curtains
should be double.

Conventional perforated stencils may be
bought at any of the up-to-date art stores

for stamping at home, or the Hmnem it-
self, stamped and ready to apply, can be
secured.. This -linen applique decoration
is one of the new styles recently brought

Embroidered Linen
Pocket-Book.

Linen is coming more and more into fa-
vor as a material for small articles, and
calendars, desk sets, purses, bags, and
many other such things are seen in the
art meedlework stores and their popular-
ity is due to its strength and its neat and
fresh appearance. A design for a linen
pocketbook is shown in the drawing,
which might very easily be carried out by
the home worker at small cost, white lin-
en being used as material.

Collins & Co., North Market strect, who
handle a large quantity of potatoes every
year, was up in Carleton county a couple
of ‘weeks ago, and he says the crop will
be enormcus. One man alone has put 1 |
tifty acres of potatoes, planting 450 bar-
rels of seed. Farmers who last year
planted five acres were this year planting
ten acres, and so on all over th: eouaty

Lots of Yarmers, he sa‘d, have planted
100, 150 or 200 varrcls of seed.

The farmers are selling their cattle and
going in. for potatoes altogether. Hay is
qlso being growa very extensively. The
farmers say that they can inake a good
profit if they sell their potatoes for 80 or
90 cents, but last winter great quantities
were sold at $2.40 and $2.50 a barrel. The
great demand in the west has caused this
branch of agriculture to take a great
boom. Many New Brunswickers who
went into Maine a tew years ago, arej
coming back -and buying farms in Carle-
ton county and, as a result, farms that
would have beca sold for 5,000 a year or
two ago, are now being taken over at
two or three times that price.

Shad a Failure, Gaspereaux
Small Catch, and Sa!mon

Scarcely an Averaze.

The fishing trade as a whole at this port
is not up to the standard. The line fishing
for cod and pollock along the Bay of
KFundy ctoast is, however, better than it
was this time last season. Guspereaux fish-
ing was not as good as last season, and

Gaepereaux sell for $5.10 per barrel, salt-
ed.-Some lots have.been sent away to the
West Indies.” The.salmon fishing, although
not finished, is not &s good as it was last
vear at the same tiine, but this last week
there was some improvement and it is
expected that this season’s catch will be
about the average. They sell mow for 12
and 13 cents per, pound. The shipinent
to the United States market is not so
large as.it was last year, but the local
markets have beeg taking more salmon
on account of the high price of meat.

The shad fishing was a failure altogether
but it may be that the catch of fall shad
will partially make up for this. All along
the shore fishermen are out for salmon,
and whilc ashore are getting the nets
ready for the fall shad.
