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MR. DODWELL'S REPORT
Thé report of Engineer Dodwell on the
paving matter is a herring drawn over the

¢ trail.

Mr. Dodwell was not correctly informed.

His report is not based on accurate infor-

¢« mation. The trouble in this whole matter

is not that Mr. Carleton as inspector came
to grips with the contractors, but that he
finds the city engineer and the city council
acting as if they were special pleaders for
the contractors, against their own inspee-
tor.

Hére iz the proof: Engineer Dodwell
says the broken stone for the foundation
is laid loose to a depth of six inches, and
the voids between the stones are then fill-
ed with grout, which is a gruellike mix-
ture of cement, sand and water, poured
over the stones until the voids are filled;
and that after this mixture has set for near-
‘ly an hour the whole foundation is rolled.
1f this is the process Mr. Dodwell saw, it
is not the one against which Mr. Carleton
protested. Mr. Carleton objected because
after the stones were laid they were rolled
hard, before the grout was poured over
them. Anybody can see what the effect

¢’ would be. By running the heavy roller over

i

the loose stones’ they would be jammed
together, and the spaces between them
would be so much smaller that much less

grout would be required. Less grout means
less cement and a cheaper and poorer job.
One does not need to be an engineer, or
even an alderman or mayor to see the force
of this statement. It was against this-that
Mr. Carleton protested, If after he re-
signed the contractors used more grout,
which means g better job, he did the city
that much service, and should receive cred-
it for it instead of being denounced as a
meddler and incompetent.

From first to last Mr. Carleton has been
acting in the interest of the taxpayers,
while the city council seems to have acted
ag if the taxpayers’ interests were regard-
éd as of secondary importance. It took
the city engineer a week to notify Mr.
Carleton of the resolution of the council,
and during that week the paving work was
rushed along at top speed. There has been
unnecessary delay at every point in con-
pection with the investigation that should
have been ordered the moment the city’s
inspector protested and resigned.

PROVINCIAL PROGRESS

When the conference of New Brunswick
editors and St. John business men was
held in this city last spring it was sug-
gested that another such conference might
be held during exhibition time. It is true
that the visiting journalists will be very
busy, and have much to see, but it is
also true that more provincial newspaper
men have promised to be in the city on
press day than have ever been gathered
here at one time. They will be given an
opportunity, no doubt, to express their
views on previncial matters, but it would
be a good thing if a conference such as
that held in the board of trade rooms last
spring could be repeated, with the addi-
tion of newspaper men from other prov-
inces. Therc can be no doubt that the
first conference had good results. It was
good for St. John to hear the views of
trained observers from other towns, and
there can be no doubt that the advertising
committee of the board of trade was
stimulated by the conference to take more
active measnres to arouse local enthusiasm.
It is also a fact that a more optimistic
spirit has been awakened throughout the
province in the last six months. There is
a more confident tone in the utterances of
the press generally. The first step in a
forward movement is to get public inter-
est aroused, and there can be no more
effective way of doing it than to bring
business men and newspaper men together
and have them discuss matters relating to

AN ONTARIO EXAMPLE

The .good roads movement is making
progress in Ontario. At a conference of
representatives of the city of Toronto and
the county of York it was decided to ask
the city, the county and the provincial
government to grant $100,000 each, or
$300,000 in all, to put fifty miles of roads
in the county, running out of the city in
various directions, in first-class condition.
It was estimated that the cost would be
about $6,000 per mile, and the conference
approved of a plan to follow the rebuild-
ing of the first fifty miles with sixty-two
miles more, making 112 miles, at a total
cost of $670,000, of which city, county and
province each would pay one third.

There is good reason to believe that
this proposition, which received the en-
thusiastic endorsement of the representa-
tives of the city of Toronto, the county of
York, the board of trade and the On-
tario Motor League, will be approved by
the city and county councils, and that
work on the first fifty miles will begin
next spring.

A significant resolution adopted by .the
conference will, if approved, take the
work out of politics and place it in the
hands of a joint commission. The confer-
ence resolved to “recommend that the
county of York, the city of Toronto and
the provincial govéernment each appoint a
representative, who would practically con-
stitute a commission, to have charge and
supervision of the expenditure of moneys
which were given by the different muni-
cipalities and the government in connec-
tion with the improvement of highways.”

What one of the papers describes as “a
pleasant surprise” at the conference was
the statement of a representative of the
Ontario Motor League, who stated that
auto owners were so eager to see better
roads that they looked with favor on a
proposal that they be taxed 50 cents per
horse power. This tax, if imposed, would
yield $40,000 or more annually to be spent
on the roads of the province.

It will be observed that these Ontario
people recognise that the roads should be
taken out of politics, in order to get good
results for large expenditures. It is also
to be noted that Toronto recognises it to
be good business for the city to contribute
toward the upkeep of the roads that lead
into the city; and that town and country
alike derive benefit from the maintenance
of good roade. These are general prin-
ciples which deserve a wider recognition.

WILL HALIFAX GET
THE C.N. R. STEAMERS?

(Montreal Herald.)

What will be done with the Royal Ed-
ward and the Royal George of the Cana-
dian Northern Royal line from Bristol to
Quebec and Montreal when winter comes
and the season of navigation on the St.
Lawrence is at an end?

This is the perplexing question which
steamship men have been wondering about
_since the ships arrived and as the warm
nights give place to colder ones and the
passenger traffic begins to take its usual
fall slump, the steamship men are led to
wonder more and more what trade the
vessels will be in.

That they will go to Halifax and St.
John one story says, while New York
and the Mediterranean are both consider-
ed as destinations for the new liners. Bos-
ton has also been considered by the public
who arrange such things for Messrs. Mac-
kenzie and Mann.

But of all these services, Halifax seems
to be the most likely. In speaking to the
Herald of the matter a Toronto official,

! high up in the company’s service told that

he had good reason to believe that the
ships would go to Halifax.

“We have our railroad in the east and
we want to give what business we can to
it. At present, too, we have a contract
for the carrage of mails and if we were
to go from the Canadian service this con-
tract would have to lapse. Of course, the
ship could choose an easter service than
the winter run across the North At-
Jantic and perhaps we could find a more
profitable one, but this business has to
be developed and now is the time to be-
gin.”

That the ships will be kept going on
this North Atlantic service seems more

- TAKEN UP BY THE
BOARD OF WORKS

Tardy Notification of Mr. Carieton

* .-Mayor’s Action in Getting Out-
side Engineer’s Report is Ap-
proved

The announcement made in the Times-
Star last evening that James L. Carleton,

.| ex-Inspector of the Main street paving,

would be on the site this morning to point
out places he declared defective was also
made later by City Engineer Murdoch at
a board of works meeting. Engineer
Dodwell’s report was also read.

Ald. Baxter said he had seen much more
in the press than, in his opinion, ought to
have appeared, relative to their action in
the Main street paving matter. It had, he
said, pleased certain influential journals to
regard the resolution passed as a sham.
Speaking for the council, he thought he
could say they had not intended it as a
sham. He would ask the engineer, as he
considered that he was the proper per-
gon to act, what steps he had taken, if
any, to communicate with Mr. Carleton.

The engineer said it was true that he
had told a reporter for The Telegraph that
he did not feel like reporting to the edi-
tor of a paper what he had done but would
do so to the board of works. As soon as
he had received word of the action of the
council in the matter, he had written a
letter fo Mr. Carleton, who had named
Tuesday morning as the time he would
be on hand in Main street.

Ald. White—“What was, the' date on
which you wrote that letter, Mr. En-
gineer?

Mr. Murdoch—“It was Saturday morn-
ing. I have no doubt the notice as to the
action of council regched me time enough
but it must have been aside.”

Ald. ‘White—"“That was almost a week
after the meeting.” .

Mr. Murdoch—“Well, not .quite a week.”

Ald. Hayes—“You seemed to have Leen
making haste slowly.”

The chairman said that he would be
glad if the members would visit the work
in Main street.

This he would be
very glad to pay himeelf if the board con-
sidered he had acted in any way unwisely.
His only motive®in the whole business had
been to allay public apprehension, which
he thought had been done.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest

Land Regulations.

ANY person who s the soe nead of a
family or any male over 18 yeurs old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in  Mznitoba,
Saskatchewan, or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the dis-
trict. Entry by proxy gy be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
mtending humesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of thrcy
ears. A homestesder may live within nimi-
miles ‘of his homestead on a furm’ of at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied by
him: or by ‘his father, mother, son, daugh-
ter. brother or sister.

In cortain districts a homesteader 1n
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.70
per acre. Duties—Musi reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months in
each of six years from date of homestead
entry (including the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and caumot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate fifty acres
and erect a house 'worth $300.00/

GREAT FAITH IN STABILITY

OF CANADIAN INVESTMENTS

Toronto Business Man Brings Home Cheery Re-
port From England—Believes Canada Should Not
- Press For Preference; Let Britain Offer It

Frederick B. Robins, president of Rob-
ins, Limited has just returned to Toronto
after his annual visit to Bur@pe, accom-
panied by Mrs. and Miss Marguerite. Rob-
ins. This year he has made a longer
stay on the other side of the Atfantic,
than usual and his extensive journey has
included a tour through France, Germany,
Switzerland and Great Britain.

Mr. Robins certainly appeared to have
derived beneficial effects from his long
trip,

“It has been an occasion,” he. remarked,
“during which business has been combined
with pleasure, and from both points of
view, it has been. eminently successful.
I made quite a.lopg stay in England,
where our firm. has now a large connec-
tion, which will shortly be further devel-
oped.. Trade in the old -country shows
@n improvement and there does not ap-
pear to me to be.any lack of capital. I
observed an increasing tendency to invest
in propositiong outgide of the United King-
dorg, and my experience was that sound
undertaking is mr& (Canada were receiving
greater attention than ever and for such
there was no diffienlty ‘in securing capital.
Nothing pleased me more than: to see
the faith in the stability of Canadian
investments. I am certain that we have

only to put forward sound financial enter-:

prises and capital will flow from the old
country in this direction.”

Knotty Tariff Problem

In reply to a question on the subject
of ‘preference Mr. Robins remarked: “That
is far too complex a matter to diseuss now.
My view is that we should not press. any
demand for preferential treatment in Great
Britain, if it is not offered to us. The
tariff is a difficult one in the old coun-
try, and the attitude adopted of allow-
ing Great Britain to work out her own
salvation without pressure from us is, I
think, the correct one. I ‘can see a form
of protection in''the old country which
might weigh heavily upon consumers. On
the other hand, one cannot help thinking
that Great Britain would benefit by hav-
ing some weapon with which she would
be able to retaliate when unfairly treated
by a foreign country. But it must not
be forgotten that England maintains: a
remarkable position in the world’s com-
merce, notwithstanding the developments,
of Germany and the United States. The
question is, how long will she be" able
to do so? e

“Germany is, of course, a keen com-
mercial rival; but far more serious than
the competition in trade is the rivalry of
building Dreadnoughts. 'The manner in
which armaments are being piled up is
unfortunate. An,efficient navy for Great
Britain is absolutely essential, but in in-
troducing the budget in the house of com-
mons recently the chancellor of .the ex-
chequer pointed to the enormous growth
in annual expenditure on thé part of Eng-
land. And the millions that are required
for battleships hinder social reforms, and
a visitor from the colonies to Great Bri-
tain experiences a pang when he observes
some of the social conditions.”

“We must not forget that' England is
an old country, and it is difficult to break
away from ancient traditions. Revolutions
are not popular, The national tempera-
ment is not conducive to pulling up the
constitution by the roots, and it is im-
possible not to admire the spirit of. con-
servatism and patience which one observes,
and to applaud the efficiency of local gov-
ernment such as that which has made Lon-
don a beautiful city with its expensive
parks and open places. The efficiency of
local administration is very marked in all
the great towns in the United Kingdom.

“Referring to London and social condi-
tions, there is probably no city in the
world so wealthy and so fascinating. At
the same time, it may be said there is no
city presenting more terrible contrasts.

I know of nothing
more depressing than a stroll along the
Thames Embankment—one of the finest
thoroughfares in London—at night. At
one end are the Houses of Parliament.
At the other, the entrance to the city,

where, in a small radius, financial under-
takings affecting the whole world are cur-
ried through. On one side the brilliantly
illuminated hotels, and a few feet away
on the other side, are poor wretehes
without a home, sleeping on the pathway
by the side of the river.

“I do not wish to be understood that
England js not still great. It isa country
with mueh more vitality than we some-
timed imagine. But her social probl.ms
afford a lesson to a new country and one
is to see that youth is properly’ trained.

Opportunities Lacking

“L always leave England with the im-
pression that there are thousands of men
who are not doing themselves justice—
men who suffer through lack of opportun-
ity. If only in their youth they had sought
sticcess in & country like Canada, how dif-
ferent might have been their position! I
am afraid that in‘“Englénd there has been
too great”a respect for the black coat and
too little appreciation of the dignity of
labor. d

“But reformers arfe: moving in the old
country, and I have no doubt remedies
will be found for existing evils. One rem-
edy would be to give more of Britain's
sons an opportunity in this country. I
found:in some parts eritics of our immi-
gration regulations, and there are those
who think them too rigid. This is a ques-
tion which our immigration department
should ecertainly handle very, carefully.

Suffragette Demonstration !

“And now a remark upon a new poli-
tical force that is rising in the old coun-
try—the suffragettes. [ am not one of
those who agree with the militant me-
thods that' some of them have adopted.
But they are a large and growing band.
I witnessed a most remarkable demonstra-
tion a few days before I left London. It
was a procession of women of all classes of
the community ontheir way to Hyde Park
—one of the great open spaces in London.
There were ladies of wealth, women edu-
cated at universities, as well as those of
the working classes. They marched in
thousands. It was an artistic and most
orderly procession. Years may eldpse be-
fore the women of England get the parlia-
mentary vote, but there is not the slight-
est doubt that they who are claiming it
include some of the brightest and most in-
telligent women in the country.  And ‘I
have come to the conclusion that the Eng-
lish woman is not easily beaten.”

Law in Rome and America

Guglietmo Ferrero, in the August At-
lantic, writes: In many legal details, like-
wise, I have found ancient Rome reap-
pearing in the United States; for example
in the power possessed by magistrates. In
thg eyes of Europeans the right of the Am-
crican judge to issue injunctions sevms
most blameworthy, and 'contrary to the
spirit of the times. To Europeana used to
the judicial administration of a strictly
bureaucratic state in which the bureau-
cracy is permanent, and, while subject to
no control or oversight, cannot aet out-
gide the strict limitations of the law, this
discretionary power of the American mag-
istrate seems an instruinent of intolerable
tyranny. A very intelligent European who
had lived for a long time in the United
States| but who had nevertheless preserv-
ed his European point of view, said to me
one day: “In this country there is a tyran-
ny far exceeding that of any European
tyranny; it is the tyranny of the judicial
power.” ‘ :

An historian of the ancient world is
better able to comprehend this apparent
contradiction. The injunction is nothing
more or less that the edictum of the Ro-
man magistrate, the power which he pos-
sessed, in common with the American
judge to iesue such orders to the citizens
as he deemed necessary for thd protection
of justice and the rights of the public—
orders which were obligatory upon the
citizens, even if not based upon any writ-
ten law.

‘Be Prepared’ is the mot-
to of the Scouts, and preparation for all
‘the duties of life is the object of their
training. Not only does this include physic-
al training, but moral training. Baden
Powell iz a knightly man himself, and that
Lis boys should ‘Honor their conscience
as their king’ and should grow up as
Christian men, brave, kindly, helpers of
the weak, unselfish and truthful is his ideal.
He is never tired of reiterating in his
books and writings that the Scouts are to
consider themselves as a new order of
knighthood, and to render service in
the spirit of true chivalry.

No greater mistake could be made than
to suppose that the scout movement tends
to develop young jingoes. On the con-
trary, its international aspect is one of the
‘most notable features. It has spread be-
yond the British Empire into Germany,
Trance, Russia and the United States.
