London, Dec. 28—Calls for Great Bri-
tain, Japan and the United States to cur-
tail naval expenditures by mutual agree-
ment were featured by several London
newspapers thi$ morning. They give ex-
pression to the anxiety which has pre-
vailed here since the receipt of reportsi
of the United States new naval pro-)
gramme—an anxiety which may be
traced to the assumption that if the
United S builds a big navy, Great
Britain m’ do likewise. i

The Motning Post laments that poli-
ticians in the United States have chosen
a moment when the war time fellowship
of the British and United States navies
and the “chivalrous courtesy of Ameri-
can seamen” have united the naval ser-
viees of the two nations, “to declare in
effect, that the British navy is'a poten-
tial menace to America.” I

‘The newspaper complains in this con-|
_nection of the “essential contradiction be- :
tween American politics and American
practice.”

Professing no desire to question the‘
right of the United States to build as
large a navy as she thinks proper, and
admitting that the United States can af-
ford to build the biggest navy in the
world,” while Great Britain cannot, the
Post contends that “the conclusion of a
working arrangement by the United
States and Great Britain would do more
to establish and maintain the peace of
the world than any other plan conceiv-
able,” and urges that “the recent utter-
ances of Senator Moraah and other Am-
ericans encourage the belief that such an
arrangement is possible.” i

Not Seriously

Mayor Asksfor Suspension of
Hostilities and It Is Expect-
ed That Terms of Surren-
der Will Be Agreed on To-

London, Dec. 286—There is reason to
believe Fiume is occupied by regular
troops, said Premier Giolitti of Italy, at

says a Central News despatch from that

city.

Rome, Dec. 28—Despatches from
Fiume say the leasionaries in the city,
using electric drills, are boring holes un-
der the principal buildings in the lead-
ing thoroughfares through which the in-
vading troops must pass and are mining
them. They say it is their intention to
blow up the town rather than surrender
it.

Trieste, Dec. 286—The forces investing
Fiume have been reorganized and rein-
forced. Another Fiuman airplane was
captured .yesterday, making the fourth
that has fallen into the hands of the
government troops.

Paris, Dec. 28—Newspaper reports de-
clare that a wound suffered by Captain
D’Annunzio at Fiume was caused by a
|fragment of shell which fell on the
palace where he has his headquarters.

A Rome despatch states that Premier
Giolitti Jeclared to a delegation from
parliament that Italy was forced to
hasten her action against D’ Annunzio
to avert an attack upon Fiume by Jugo-
Slavia. .

Ancona, Italy, Dec. 28—Italian troops
attempting to ‘dislodge legionaries at Zara
were hindered in their work by women
of that city, according to, statements by
soldiers. ' As the. troops advanced to-
ward the barracks where the legionaries
were stationed, many women formed in
line in front of them, creaming: “Kill
us, first, and then you can exterminate
the volunteers,” /
| A few hours later the legionaries sar-

rendered and were later brought to this
city as prisoners. X

Rome, Dec. 28—The mayor-of Fiume
has asked. Gen. Caviglia, commander of
the regular Italian forces, for a suspen-
sion of hostilities, says a Fiume despatch
today. Gen.' Caviglia stipulated two
conditions, one of which already has
been accepted. It is expected that an in-
terview arranged for today between the
mayor and Gen. Feirario, commander
of the blockading forces, the terms of
the capitulation will be agreed upon.

STRONG DEFENCES
FOR PANAMA CANAL

Washingtdn, Dec. 28.—Adequate pro-
tection for the Panama Canal from al-
tacks of enemies from ‘'he air, lind or

sea, is to be provided for in a bill scon
to be drafted by the house committee on
appropriations for fortifications and sea
coast defences.

Members of the committee now . are
virtually agreed upon a plan to make the
canal impregnable. ' Plans involve the
sending of necessary ordnance, including
the largest calibred artillery pieces, to
the canal as soon as they are prepared.
It is believed that the canal can be made
impregnable by use of material now un-
der construction and with only little ad-
ditional expense to the government.

FRANCE TO SELL
MERCHANT FLEET

Paris, Dec. 28.—The government has
introduced a bill for the liquidation of
the merchant fleet built or bought dur-
ing the war to secure transport, which
was jeopardized by the submarine war-
fare. - Certain categories of .the ships
will be reserved for French buyers on
condition that there is no transfer of
nationality without the sanction of the
French government. The other, chiefly
wooden ships built in America, will be
sold to all comers.

The bill stipulates that the liquida-
tion must be completed by June 80, 1922.

In-
ternational” discussion and co-operation
have taken a great forward step. Re-
presentatives who were skeptical when
they went to the first League meeting
were convinced that it can accomplish
great things in the world.” The delegates
from the smaller nations made their in-
fiyence felt. * Those Americans Who were

greatly worried over the “six votes” of |
the British Empire lost their ammuni-,

tion when the Dominions stgod up in
the League to disagree on soine points
with- the Mother Country, demonstrat-
ing very clearly that each one is free to
express its own sentiments and vote ac-
cordingly. The things its American
critics expected the League to do it did
not do. It did not establish an inter-
national court with compulsory powers.
1t did not declare for complete disarm-
ament, or order the nations to place their
armies at its disposal.| It did not inter-
pret Artide X as it was interpreted in
the United States. It did, however,
adopt plans for an international court,
and did appeal to the governments not
to increase their expenditure for arma-
ments, and intimated that this question
will be further considered. It did pro-
vide for the economic blockade when

Nor is there the slightest
reason for the implicit charge that the
great powers have seized control, to use
it to the detriment of the little nations.

If the little nations in Europe exist to-

day it is through the efforts of the big
nations. Where would Belgium, Serbia,
Poland, Roumania, and Czecho-Slovakia
be today but for the great powers?
Either dead or under the German heel.
It is only a persistent refusal to re-
member the sole alternative-to the ‘con-
trol’ of the great powers that makes it
possible to over-emphasize the mistakes
or the lack of vision among the domin-
ant nations at Geneva. Only this 1c-
fusal to remember that before the
League there was a war makes it pos-
sible to criticise the Geneva meeting as
4 menace on the one hand and a futility
on the other. This, then, is what the
League has accomplished:—It has
brought the nations together in council.
It has forced public debate upon inter-
national issues. It has admiited into
membership two of the enemy nations
and paved the way for the admission of
Germany. It has shown how empty are
the fears which have kept the United
States out of the League; and, not the
least, it has compelled its opponents in
this country to subscribe to the ideals of
the League.”

Speaking of the situation generally,
he said that itinerants who had sought
St. John as a haven of employment
were beginning to realize that ratepay-
ers were entitle to and were receiving
first consideration, and were seéeking
fresh fields.. Present indications, he
said, were that the hostel in Britain
street, if filled to capacity, would house
all the homeless-unemployed in the city.
Three natives of Holland who came here
from Sydneyirecently and were stranded
were being taken of through the Dutch
consul at Toronto, according to a wire
received through the local Dutch con-
sulate yesterday.

Nourishment For Children.

In the mayor’s opinion, one of the
most pressing necessities in connection
with the situation was in connection
with' the children of the unemployed.
“Here is a real opportunity,” he said,
“for the ladies of the different organiza-
tions to do a real .good. Some are al-
ready doing it, but there is still a large
field open.” ;

He suggested that each ward might be
organized and any of the Sunday schools
or other organizations which had ceok-
ing equipment could prepare nournish-
Ing food—say a good stew, for instance,
and sell it at cost to anyone who might
want it. As soon as school opened, the
under-nourished child could be reached
through the medium of the teachers, but
a personal survey would be necessary to
reach those who did not attend school.
