Support Spreads.

Support of the Maritime movement
continues to spread throughout Canada.
On the eve of the departure of the
mission to Ottawa comes word that
J. E. Walsh, general manager of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association,
will be a member of the delegation that
is to wait on the Cabinet and Parlia-
ment on Thursday. L. W. Simms,
president of the St. John Board of
Trade, this morning sent word to the
Board of Trade officérs here that Mr.
Walsh would leave Toronto today for
the Federal Capital and will' be pre-
pared to endorse the representations of
the All-=Canadian mission.

From the Fort William, Ont., Board
of Trade comes official announcement
today that Hon. Dr, R. J. Manion, Min-
ister of Soldiers’ Cigil Re-Establish-
ment in the Meighen cabinet, will be
the official representation of the board
at tomorrow’s gathering in Ottawa.
The Fort Willlam Board of Trade has
already, by resolution, endorsed the
aims and objects of the Maritime move-

ment.
Nova Scotia Champion.

Hon. George H. Murray, former
Premier of Nova Sectia, whose tenure
of office for more than a quarter of a
century set a record for continuous par-
liamentary service in Ehat capachty
that has never been equalled by a poli-
tical leader in the British Empire, will
be the official representative of that
province at tomorrow’s gathering in
Ottawa. Hon. E. H. Armstrong, Nova
Scotia’s Premier, announced the selec-
tion of Hon. Mr. Murray today.

The delegation will therefore include
the outstanding political, as well as
business, leaders of the three Maritime
Provinces, Hon. P. J. Veniot, Premier
of New Brunswick, being already at the
Federal Capital, while Hon. J. D. Stew-
art, Premier of Prince Edward Island,
will reach Ottawa tonight.

Special Train Taxed,

When the C. P. R. special train,
carrying the St. John delegates pulis
out of Union Depot, at 8.30 o’clock this
afternoon, all the accommodation on
the six Pullman and two compartment
cars will be taken up. The special will
be made up of 11 cars, including two
diners, one baggage car, six Pullman
and two compartment cars, and Con-
ductor H. E. Keliy will be in charge
with Harold Galey, as engineer.

LONDON, Feb. 25.—Built at a cost
of 20,000, Britain’s giant submarine
X-1 wilt shortly conclude her trials
and probably start on a tour to Singa-
pore and back.

AN EDITORIAL.

THESE delegates who leave for Ottawa today, and those
who left from some Eastern points yesterday, are persist-
ent residents of the Maritime Provinces.

That is to say, they do not live in Portland, Maine, or in
Buffalo, New York.

When we say persistent residents, we mean that ''in.spite
of all temptations to belong to other nations,’’ they have re-
mained in this portion of the country, notwithstanding the
fact that it has not been dowered with half the blessings
which were to flow from Confederation.

In staying here, in not being diverted to alien soil for
alien profit, they have not followed the example of much of
Canada's wheat and a great deal of its other traffic, which
today goes in increasing quantities to build up foreign trans-
portation agencies.

THESE delegates from the Maritimes are, like their fore-
fathers, people of rugged character, resourceful and self-
reliant, but, while they are patient and even long-suffering,
they live up to their bargains, and, because they do so, they
are in the habit of insisting that the party of the other part
shall do likewise .

Today, with the support of a widespread sentiment in
other provinces, these Maritime delegates are asking why
Canadian railroads and Canadian railroad policies should be
employed, or should be permitted, to enrich foreign interests
at the expense of those at home, at the expense of the ports,
at the expense of the railroads themselves, at the expense of
Canadian labor, at the expense of Canadian contentment and
prosperity.

These delegates are asking why, after we have paid our
share of the billion or more spent on Canadian canals and
railways, Canada has not kept its share of the transportation
bargain.

They are asking what Parliament meant when it enacted
the specific provision that the Grand Trunk Pacific and the
National Transcontinental should haul traffic to Canadian
ports.

They are asking why the Canadian Northern, now a part
of the C. N. R., as the Grand Trunk Pacific and the National
Transcontinental are, is not living up to its agreement to keep
its traffic in Canadian channels, as it was legally bound to do
when its promoters received $40,000,000 of the people's
money. . : .

When ‘the Parliament of this country finally took over
these great railways; it assumed all of their obligations with
respect to the routing of traffic, all of their obligations to the
people of Canada in this resp ect, all of their obligations to
be and to remain agencies of Canadian progress, rather than
levers and agencies of foreign profit.

EVERY Maritime delegate who is on his way to Ottawa re-

presents many thousands of Eastern people who see that
national transportation must be sharply amended if it is to
serve not only these provinces by the sea, but every province
in Canada, as it was the intention that they should be served
when the national treasury was unlocked and hundreds of
millions were poured into railroad extension.

The people in the Central Provinces, men in the House of
Commons, men in the West, are asking today if thereis a
secession movement in the Maritime Provinces.

If there is no such organized movement, the very truth is
that it is a wonder there is none, and a further truth is—Par-
liament should know it, as every delegate knows it—that
unless the people in the Maritimes see early proof that they
are to get dividends from Confederation on a par with the
dividends secured by other Provinces which have grown
more rapidly in population, in wealth and in opportunity,
they will be driven to consider whether some other course
than Dominion partnership is not only more profitable but a
matter of necessity. And should the people of these Prov-
inces be driven to any such conclusion by the further disap-
pointment of events, it is not to be ignored that such a
inovement might kindle suddenly and tend to become head-
ong.
The delegates know this. They know that robust and
straightforward action by Parliament to amend national trans-
portation conditions, to give Maritime ports the equipment,
the traffic, the profitable activity which is their due, would
not only restore confidence in Confederation, but would
stimulate and expand national prosperity. In its very essence
the all-Canadian transportation policy is national, and the
benefit which would flow to the Maritimes from it, however
great, would be incidental. ‘*

Hon. Dr. Beland’s Bill Proposes[ :

' $100,000 For Veterans’
Bureau.

OTTAWA, Feb. 24—Hon. H. S. Be-
land, Minister of Soldiers’ Civil Re-
establishment, will bring down a bill
In the House of Commons shortly to
provide for the distribution of the
canteen funds held by the Govern-
ment. The bill will provide for the
payment of $100,000 to a central
board of three trustees, appointed by
the Government, to act without re-
muneration “to be used in such
amounts and in such manner as it
may deem best for the maintenance
and assistance of an adjustment ser-
vice and bureau for the benefit of ex-
service men and their dependents.”

Provinclial Allotments.

Payment of $50,000 to the United
Services Fund of Great Britain and
$50,000 to the American Red Cross
will be provided for, and $20,000 will
be held to pay outstanding accounts.

The residue of the fund will be di-
vided into nine provincial allotments
in the proportion indicated by the
following percentages:

Alberta, 7,752; British Columbia
and the Yukon, 11,213; Manitoba,
10,664; New Brunswick, 4,072; Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island, 6,
288; Ontarlo, 41,237; Quebec, 11,622;
Saskatchewan, 7,162.

MORE MOTOR SHIPS,

Great Britain still leads the world in
ship construction, and last year it led
‘n the building of motor ships. At the
close of Jast year the British had
1,296,000 tons of shipping under con-
struction, which was about 100,000 tons
less than at the end of the year pre-
vious. To-day the amount of shipping
unde rway is considerably less than it
was even three months ago. The British
to-day are building one motor ship for
every three steamships, while in other
sountries the percentage of motor craft
ls very much higher. The Germans
at the end of the year had forty-seven

- motor ships of 274,000 tons building,

and only forty steamships, aggregating
79,000 tons. In Holland, Sweden and
Denmark, motor ship construction is
considerably greater than that of
steamships. In 1918 the chief nations
of the world had under construction
8,447,000 tons, as compared with 2,470,-
000 at the end of 1924. Of this decline
of 976,000 tons, the British yards were
responsible for by far the greater por-
tion, turning out 593,000 tons less as
egainst a loss of 383,000 for other coun-
tries.

The largest motor ship yet placed
{8 commission was launched on Decem-
ber 81, 1924. She is British built, and
fs a first-class passenger liner, 600 feet
long, with a displacement of 23,000
tons. She will carry 380 first-class
passengers and about 600 others. Her
erew alone will number 328. This ship
§s for the Canadian-Australian service
of the Union Steamship Company of
New Zealand.

The building of motdr ships estab-
lished a new record last year, the
world tonnage in this type being 649,-
265, as compared with 355,925 in 1928.
The British yards turned out more
than fifty per of the total,
although, as has been noted, Britain
to-day is building a great many more
steamers than motor ships.

THE POSTAL SERVICE.,

It is inferred by reviewers of the
annual report of the postal service cf
Canada for the year ending March 31,
1924, that the present postage rate—
really a war rate—cannot be cut at
present without causing the department
to show a considerable deficit.

Nevertheless, while the country has
been complaining of depression, the
postal business of Canada in 1924 re-
flected increased national activity.
There was a marked increase over {he
year before, in the amount of mail
matter transported, in the receipt of
deposits, and in the transfer of money.
The total revenue showed a sligil
decrease, the net being $29,109,491, or
$152,740 less than in 1923. The ex-
penditures increased by slightly more
than half a million. The extra onc
cent on letters brought in $8,5673,000

+he year. Thus, while the

000, there would have been a deficit
of some $8,000,000 had the letter rote
‘een reduced to the pre-war figure.
Canada has 12,879 post offices. New
SAfices to the number of 295 were
Jpened during the year and 213 were
tlosed. The closing of these offices is

ettributed mainly to the *xpansion of
i!uml mail delivery. The public was
quick to take advantage of .ertain new
features of the service. For example,
2,800,000 postal parcels were insured
during the year, and the C. ©. D.
service carried some 50,000 articles a
month.

Although Toronto is the second city
in Canada in point of population, It
ranks easily first in the matter of
postal business. It had a postal
revenue in 1923-1924 of $6,104.000,
while Montreal’s record ‘was only
$3,683,000. Winnipeg was next with
$2,985,000, and Vancouver fourth with

$1,107,000.
The postal savings bank largely
increased its business during 1921.

This service was established in 1868,
and by 1909 the yearly deposits had
climbed to $10,000,000. There was a
drop in 1928 to $2,606,000. This decline
was thought to be due to the many
issues . of government bonds paying
from five to five and one-half per cent.,
compared with the three per cent.
interest allowed by .the post office.
There was also the competition of the
chartered banks, which attracted heavy
deposits of savings all over the country.
Evidently the people are going back to
the post office savings bank to a much
greater extent than during the last
few years,

There was a considerable increase in
the money orders, the number issued
being 12,561,000, representing _$159,-
855,000, an increase of $16,800,000 over
the previous year.
centage of these were payable
Canada, only $18,284,000 being payable
abroad.

CANADA’S WHEAT OUTLOOK.

Speculation and doubt as to the
price in the near future have somewhat
confused the whole: wheat situation,
yet looking ahead the fact emerges
that Canada’s wheat crop is bound
hereafter to play a more important
part than ever in the world’s food
supply. There is, in fact, every reason
for believing thaf, in spite of the hard-
ship encountered in the Prairie Pro-
vinces prior to this year because of
low prices, there will be during the
next few years a constantly expanding
acreage, and, in the average year, a
largely increased crop in the Canadian
West.

It is noted by the Manitoba Free
Press with considerable satisfaction
that American farmers in considerable
numbers are crossing into Canada to
take up land, and the Free Press pre-
dicts a large and steady movement of
settlers because they know that the
land they can secure in Canada ‘s
cheaper and produces more bushels te
the acreage than the American soil.
The American Government is officially
advising the American wheat farmers
to curtail production and devote them-
selves to the supply of the home
mharket, and if this advice be followed
it will hasten the day when American
wheat will cease to figure in the export
market.

The world’s wheat crop for 1924 was
short of the 1923 yield by some 400,
000,000 bushels. It is estimated that
the increase in the world’s population
since 1913 has been 124,000,000. The
average wheat crop of the world from
1909 to 1918, inclusive, was 8,748,000,-
000 bushels, while in 1924 it was only
8,800,000,000. Counting the increase in
population and the decrease in the crop
the wheat shortage this year is very
marked, and the tendency toward
greater production is clear. Predic-
tions as to the future price of what
may be idle, but the fact remains that
the world’s wheat supply at present is
very considerably below the average
yearly demand, the result being that
the wheat farmer has in front of him
an expanding market.

Prudes and Plays

No firm basis for hope is afforded
by the report that a leading lady has
quit the cast of her play because the
language she was called upon to speak
set a new mark of impropriety in our
theatre and the character and emotions
she was called upon to portray a new
mark of sordid depravity, says the New
York Times. Presumably there had
been rehearsals. She did not reach her
decision until her attention “had been
forcibly: drawn” to these matters
by the critics. And in the process her
attention was even more forcibly drawn
to the fact, which was doubtless not
obvious at rehearsals, that the play had
little chance of interesting the public.
If it had been acelaimed as what it seb;
out to be, an emotional drama of
might, bad language and bad charac-
ter would have amply qualified as good
art. No, we must look beyond the
ladies and the gentlemen of the foot-
lights for a censorship upon which we
can depend.

Scarcely more comfort is to be had
from an article on the subject in the
Bulletin of the Association of Grand
Jurors. After stating the many rea-
sons why an official censor is futile,
it says: ‘“We are firmly of the opinion
that the only adequate mecans of cen-
sorship in a demucracy is the pressure
of public opinion.” - This sounds right
and fine—unti] one reads on. Then we
get the counsel, which scarcely seems
necessary, “not to go to plays which
you believe ‘will offend you”; and this
is followed by the advice, humanly
very difficult; “not to comment upon or
otherwisé .alvertise those which offend
you.” Is outraged propriety to be
dumb? Almost one is driven to sub-
scribe to the Grand Jurors’ verdict that
“if the majority of our citizens want
objectionable plays they will get them,
and they will defeat all legal machinery
designed to prevent them.”

The crux lies in the fact that it is
hard, often impossible, to define what
is improper or immoral. Dion Bouci-
cault once wrote that the Elizabethans
had the prudery of the eye, permitting
the grossest language while refusing to
countenance even thé most decorously
dressed woman on the stage; whereas
his readers had the prudery of the ear,
excluding all verbal' jmpropriety while
permitting such revelations as “The
Black Crook.” We still bar the jocular
lubricity which even Shakespeare per-
mitted, but we stop at nothing in the
way of the human vocabulary profane
or the human form divine. Thucydides
spoke with a mild superiority of the
prudery of barbarian nations which
made them blush at nakedness, remark-
ing that it once prevailed even among
the Greeks. He would perhaps have
been equally surprised at any reproba-
tion of the jests of Aristophanes. Are
| we becoming as decadent as the Greeks
—or as artistic?

The best to be said of us is that as
yet we permit no wantonness in these
matters, at least on the surface.
Nuditity is presented as artistic—and
some times it is measurably so. The
bad heroine of guttersnipe melodrama
is invariably a “good bad” heroine, and
we are asked to contemplate her in the
heigh spirit of the sisterhood of woman,
Those who will may say that all this is
hypocrisy, that what the managers ir}-
tend and. what the public enjoys Is
something quite different. Be that as
it may. Hypocrisy is still the homage
which vice pays to virtue. Even in this
day of rapidly shifting standards, the
one certain fact is that if such homage |
is not forthcoming, and sometimes]
when it is, the public exerts its censor-|
ship in the person of the policeman.

HE TELEGRAPH-JOURNAL

is to be very heartily con-
gratulated upon . the vision and en-
terprise, out of which this campaign
has come. It is exactly what the
Maritime Provinces have been
waiting for so long. If any assur-
ance were needed as to the wisdom
and practicability of the plan now
being pursued, it would be found
in the extraordinary outburst of
sympathy and support with which
the movement is being met from
one end of the Dominion to the /
other. It is quite apparent that no
sectional or selfish appeal could

have met with such an enthusiastic
answer. Canada as a whole has
expressed its approval of the plan
in the most emphatic way, and it is
reasonable to expect that the sig-
nificance of that expressed approval
will not be missed by the Govern-
ment. As a matter of simple
justice, it ought to be said that the
Maritime Provinces are greatly in-

PURPOSE MANIFEST.

HE purpose of the campaign is
manifest. No thoughtful per-
scn can fail to see that, by force of
circumstances over which the Mari-
time Provinces have no control, and
for which they are in no sense re-
sponsible, a situation has arisen
within recent years, that is full of
menace to the future of these prov-
inces. It cannot be made too clear
that the Maritime Provinces are not
suffering today simply as the result
of the general trade depression. In
tl?at respect, they are at no greater
disadvantage, perhaps, than are all
the other provinces. ere is,
however, one difference that must
not be forgotten. It is this, while
a revival of business would go far
to place the other provinces upon
their feet. that is not nearly so
true of the Maritimes,

UNFAIR OBSTACLES,

Add to
this the further fact—and a very
unfortunate fact it is—that to a
considerable extent, at Jeast, Am-
erican ports are beigg-built up at
the expense of St. John and Haliv
fax, while the British preference {8
allowed to foster import trade by
way of the United States, and it is
not difficult to wunderstand why
the Maritime Provinces have a.
grievance, that, as they think, ought
to be removed. >

EAST NEGLECTED.

UT this is not all. For many
years past, other circumstances
have been permitted to operate ad-
versely to the Maritimes., Gigan-
tic efforts have been made by suc-
cessive governments: to attract im-
migrants to Canada. Railways
and steamship lines have thrown
all their influence and weight be-
hind those efforts. But it has all
been with a view to filling up the
vast spaces in the west, whilst the
Atlantic provinces have been al-
most totally neglected. In view of
all these circumstances, is it any
wonder that there are mutterings
of discontent? Geographical draw-
backs cannot well be dealt with by
acts of parltament, ard the United
States Government is n-t likely to
frame its tariff policy to meet the
convenience of Canada.

REFERENCE has been made to
mutterings of discontent, Let
there be no mistake about it. The
mutterings are being heard. The
discontent 1is there. Polilicians
may make light of it, but those
who move in and out among the
people of these provinces know
that there is a very deep feeling of
dissatisfaction. It is not a question
of secession, and the less said about
that, nerhaps, the better.
part of Canada is there a more in-
tense feeling of Iove for, and loyal-
ty to the Dominion than in the
provinces by the sea.

A DANGER.

‘ IT is to impress these facts upon
% the Government that from all
parts of Canada deputations are
beinig organized. Let the statement
of the facts be very forctble and
plain. The hope was expressed by
an eminent banker the other day
in an Inspiring speech at Frederic-
ton that “the Maritime delegation
to Ottawa would not expect some-
thing at the expense of another
portion of the Dominion.” He
trusted that “the highest good for
every citizen of the Dominion
would be their rule.”

SACRIFICE

HE proposition, moreover, that
one part of the Dominion must

not expect anything at the expense
of any other part will not bear in-
vestigation for a moment, If the
health and strength of the Maritime
Provinces are to be conserved; it is
almost certain that some sacrifice
must be made by other provinces.
For example, it is difficult to see
how there can be any adjustment
of the freight rates in favor of the
Maritimes without increasing to
some extent, at least, the operating
deficit upon the National Railway.

In the
cng run, however—and this is the
important point—every increase in
Maritime prosperity, every removal
of causes for discontent, every stim-
ulus to trade, every check to emi-
gration to the United States—all
of these things will unquestionably
make for the prosperity of the Do-

IT is not well, of course, to make

'Declares New West Side
Layout May Be Found
Desirable

MAKES REPORT TO
COMMON COUNCIL

Tells of Repairs—Resolution
on Death of Fire
Chief.

That any large scheme for the de-
velopment of a modern port on the west
side of St. John harbor would prob-
ably involve an entirely new layout
and the scrapping of some, if not all,
of the present wharves and sheds, was
the statement made in the report of
G. G. Hare, the city engineer, as pre-
sented to the council yesterday.

Mr. Hare said that the estimates for
repairs in his department were exceed-
ed in only two cases. He pointed out
that the city properties had been fair-
ly well maintained but in West St.
John there was much work necessary
to make the properties more convenient
for operation.

The report contains a detailed ac-
count of the work done upon the dif-
ferent city wharves and sheds along
the waterfront.

Wharves Repaired.

A new hot water heating system was
installed to heat the offices on the Mc-
Leod wharf and a boiler house erected.
In all $11,806.66 was spent there. On
the Pettengill wharf $8.433 was ex-
pended. .

Reed’s wharf benefited to the extent
of $10,554.40.

South Rodney wharf underwent ex-
tensive repairs. The railway trestle
was rebuilt and the platform on the
ships side of Nos. 5 and 6 sheds was
entirely rebuilt from the wharf tim-
bers ip. A new rest room was built
a+ the end of No. 6 shed. In all $73,-
849.63 waé spent on this wharf.

Union wharf also was repaired ex-
tensively at a cost of $63,355.04.

The report deals with other activi-
ties of the engineer in connection with
city lands.

The action of young Margaret Davis
in leading her six little brothers and
disters from their burning home in
North End to safety rast week has been
the subject of much favorable comment
by citizens and that somc recogmtlon
be taken of her deed is suggested. Here
is, the situation this homeless family
finds itself in $oday, according to a
correspondent of The Times-Star:

Mother’s Efforts.

“In Queens county the family owns
a little farm which is mortgaged to the
extent of $400. A bill of sale was
threatening. To have stayed there
would have been to live in fear of being
turned out so Mrs. Davis gathered her
seven children, five of them under four
and one half years, and came to the city
to see if by working out she could free
herself of this birden and provide a
home. Assistance had been supplied by
friends. Not only had she helped her-
self along but she had on one occasion
paid for the soleing of a youngster’s
boots so that he could attend school.

“On Friday night last, a crushing
blow fell on this brave little woman.
Returning from a hard day’s work, she
found her house in flames and her little
ones in danger. She and her children
were not allowed to remain in the
street, through the kindness of friends,
and a flat was found for her at once.
The Red Cross and the Associated
Charities have helped. The little woman
sprained an ankle on the night of the

fire.
Give Girl Chance

“What of the future,” the correspon-
dent asks. “At present, Margaret Davis
is deprived of the privilege of attend-
ing school, as she cares for the family
while the mother is working. If the
mortgage on that farm were paid off
and the property made over in trust,
many of the difficulties of the little
family would be removed and the brave
young girl who stuck to her post when
danger threatened helpless little tots
wotild be given a chance in life.”

Utilities Board Receives Re-
quest from Residents
of Simonds

ORCE

WANT SERVICE OUT
TO LI'ITLE RIVER

Hcaring Is To Bz Held—Up-
River Power Matters
Presented.

At the monthly meeting of the Board
of Public Utilities of New Brunswick;
this merning, with chairman J. M.
Trueman presiding and Messrs T. C.
Burpee and F. V. LeBlanc present,
only one local matter was before the
board, that of an application from resi-
dents of Simonds for an order to com-
pel the New Brunswick Power Com-
pany to extend its rails to Little River
Councillor Dalzell acted as sp v‘(e.sman
for the delegation which present . the
request. He said that in the original
agreement with the Power Company
they were to extend the line to Little
River by the end of 1918, that early in
1918 an order was secured extending
this time to one year after the close
of the war but that the railway had
been extended only to the dry dock.

About 500 Yards.

They ask now that the system be
extended about 500 yards to serve the
Little River community. It was said
that about 200 families would benefit.

The board took the matter under
consideration and intimated that a hear-
ing would be held at which all parties
would be given an opportunity to be
heard.

- Up River Power Rates.

Col. W. H. Harrison, K. C., on behalf
of the New Brunswick and Maine
Power Company, asked that the hearing
in the matter of rates charged by the
Woodstock, Carleton and New Bruns-
wick and Maine Power Companies be
adjourned for two weeks. Board grant-
ed adjournment but did not name a
date.

M. L. Hayward, K. C., Hartland,
representing C. W.Lewis, argued the
question of the board’s jurisdiction on
an application of Mr. Lewis to compel
the distributors of electric light and
power in Perth and Andover to supply
him with light and power. Mr. Lewis
has had this application before both
the Supreme Court of New Brunswick
and the Supreme Court of €anada, both
deciding against him. The latter body,
however, directed Mr. Lewis to exhaust
all his remedies by applying to the
Board of Public Utilities and the appli-
cation of today was to clear the way
for further proceedings if the board
rules that it has no jurisdiction in the
matter.
