Trinity University was constituted by a Royal Charter 
bearing date 15th July, 1852, and was thereby endowed with 
all such powers of conferring degrees in the various Faculties 
as are enjoyed by the Universities of Great Britain.

The fundamental object of the University is to supply to 
the people of the Province, an academic education of the
highest kind, in which secular instruction shall not be dis­
sociated from religious teaching. The University is under *' 
the control of the Church of England, but open to all who 
desire to avail themsplves of its advantages.

GOVERNMENT OF THE UNIVERSITY.
By the provisions of the' Royal Charter, the government 

of the University is vested in the Corporation, which body, 
by an Act of the Legislature of the Province of Canada 
(15 Viet. ch. 32), is composed of: 1. The Bishops of the six 
dioceses into which the original Diocese of Toronto has 
been divided ; 2. The Trustees (three in number) • 3. The 
Council. , -

the standing of M.A., who from the time of their admission 
to these degrees have paid annually the sum of five dollars 

towards the funds of the University.
. Au degrees must be passed by Convocation before they

Convocation has also been placed by the Corporation m

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The Tuition Fees are $65 per annum.
The charge for board of Resident Students in Arts is 

$130 per annum, and for students in Divinity $100 per 
annum.

These fees are payable for Arts Students in three instal­
ments, and for Divinity Students in two instalments, termi­
nally, in advance, and on payment being made during the 
first fortnight of term a discount of 10 per cent, is allowed. 
The rent of College rooms varies from $5 to $18 per term.

The Laboratory Fees are $2.50 per term for Chemistry, 
$1 per tçrm for Physics, $2 per term for Natural Science 
Pass Students and $3 per term for Natural Science Honour 
Students.

The Steward’s account for fuel and extras averages $15 
per annum. Students have to provide their own bedding, 
carpets, etc. ; the heavy furniture being supplied by *fhe 
College. They will also require a cap and gown and a 
surplice for use in Chapel.

The rooms in College will be assigned to resident Students 
on the first day of Michaelmas Term, beginning at 9 a.m. 
Letters received by the Dean after September 20th, will be 
taken into consideration, but it is recommended that 
Students should be present on October 3rd, to look after 
their own interests. Each Student will be held responsible 
for damage done to his rooms, all damage to the College 
premises other than Students’ rooms will be charged to an 
account and assessed on the Students generally. If, how­
ever, any Student who has done such damage reports it to 
the Bursar it will be charged to him and not to the common 
account. , t

The fees for Occasional Students are $1 per term for each 
pass lecture per week, and $2 for each honour lecture per 
week, the minimum to be $5 per term, and any Occasional 
Student taking more than six lectures per week to pay the 
full tuition fee.

Students on admission to College are required to make a 
deposit of $10 with the Bursar which will be refunded when 
their final account is settled.

GENERAL REGULATIONS.

«All Candidates for this Degree must be Matriculated 
Students of Trinity University, and have kept nine terms. 
They will be required by the University to pass the Primary, 
Previous, and Final Examinations.

No change in the Curriculum shall affect any Student who 
has registered before March 1st, in the year in which such 
change is announced in the Calendar, but Students wijo 
degrade into a lower year shall come under the regulations 
affecting the year into which they have degraded.

Students may be admitted to College by the Provost 
without Matriculation ; but if they have not written in the 
Supplemental Matriculation Examination they must pay a 
fee of $5, and they cannot be registered with the University 
or receive a certificate of registration until they have passed 
the Primary Examination.

In order that a Student may keep a term, he must attend 
seventy-five per cent, of the Lectures delivered in the term 
by each Professor or Lecturer whose Lectures he is required 
to take ; and, if resident in College, attend sixty per cent., 
if living in lodgings, fifty per cent, of the Chapels of the 
term, and if residing at home, sixty per cent, of the morning 
Chapels of Sundays and Holy-days.

Students attending Lectures in Trinity College will not be 
allowed to present themselves at the Primary, Previous, or 
Final Examinations, unless they have passed the Christmas 
College Examination, held at the end of the Michaelmas 
Term, on the work read in Lecture during the Term, or the
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Supplemental Examination, held at the end of the Lent 
Term, on the work read in Lecture during Michaelmas and 
Lent Terms, of the First, Second or Third Year respec­
tively. The marks obtained in this Examination by Candi­
dates in the First and Second Years, are also reckoned in 
the awarding of Scholarships in June, in case of equality in 
the June Examination.

In the Primary, Previous and Final Examinations for 
the Degree of B. A , the Candidate must obtain thirty-three 
per cent, of the marks assigned to each paper, and forty per 
cent, of the total marks of the Examination he is required 
to take. ^

The Examination of Form IV. of the Department of 
Education will be accepted pro tanto for the Primary 
Examination.

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SPECIAL REGULATIONS.

Tlie keeping of terms may be dispensed with in individual 
cases, in which application to that effect shall have been 
made to the Executive Committee, and the grounds assigned 
hy the applicant unanimously approved by the Committee. 
In such cases the applicant must not be less than twenty- 
five years of age, and will be required to matriculate and to 
pass the Primary, the Previous and the Final Examinations, 
at intervals of not less than those which are prescribed in 
cases of Resident Students. The Executive Committee is, 
however, empowered to accept equivalent Examinations for 
the Primary aqd Previous Examinations. The fee for each 
June Examination will be $10.

Students attending any Divinity School in connection 
with the Church of England, will he admitted to the Degree 
of B.A.,
viz., the Matriculation, the Primary, the Previous, and 
Final Examinations, at the accustomed time, the Candidate 
producing on each occasion the necessary certificate from the 
authorities of his Divinity School, viz., at the Matriculation 
Examination, that he has been admitted as a Student of the
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School, and at the Primary, Previous, and Final Examina­
tions, that he has kept at least the requisite number of 
terms, and that he is in good standing. Students who do 
not reside for so long a period as three years may be admitted 
to the Degree of B.A., on condition of keeping at Trinity 
College the rest of the terms required, and of passing the 
necessary Examinations. Or they may make, severally, 
applications to the Executive Committee to be allowed to 
avail themselves of the Statute under which Candidates are 
admitted to the Degree of B.A., by examination only.

DIVINITY CLASS.

The course of work in the Divinity Class comprises both 
theoretical and practical work, such as the composition and 
preaching of Sermons, reading the Liturgy, Sunday School 
work, Mission work, etc.

Special importance is attached to the building up of the 
devotional life. Short services of Instruction, Meditation, 
or Intercession are held regularly in the College chapel.

The following persons may be admitted to the Divinity 
Class provided they have obtained the approval of the 
College Committee :—

(1) Graduates in Arts of Trinity University oi| of other 
Universities in which Classics form a part of the course 
required for the B.A. degree, being of the full age of twenty 
years, who are admitted into the second year of the Class, 
but are required to take at the April Examination, in addi­
tion to the second year work, the first year work of the 
Class in English Church History, General phurch History, 
Hooker and Elementary Dogmatics.

(2) Undergraduates of Trinity University and of such 
other Universities aforesaid, being of the full age of twenty 
years, who have attended the Lectures of the Arts Course 
for one year, and have passed the Examination at the end 
of the first year of such course. They are admitted into the 
first year of the Class.
