raised for a moment until lately, that 
in connection with the solution of this 
preblem it would be necessary for Ot­
tawa to call in the other provinces. I 
have carefully gone over the documents 
that have seen the light of day with 
regard to this question, and I do not 
find in any place in its early history 
the slightest suggestion made that if 
Ottawa proposed to consider the situ­
ation at all, she could only do so when 
all the other provinces would be called 
in council together, along with Brit­
ish Columbia.

When the province of British Col­
umbia was taken into Confederation, 
Mr. Speaker, if you consult the Han­
sard of Canada, in which the speeches 
delivered there by different men of note 
are reported, you will find that there 
is absolutely no suggestion made that 
before any compact might be consum­
mated that would make this province 
part and parcel of the Dominion of 
Canada, the other provinces of the Do­
minion which were then confederated, 
must be consulted. Why, sir, the con­
tract that finally made British Colum­
bia a part of the Dominion was nego­
tiated and eventually concluded by 
emissaries from the province of British 
Columbia, acting with representatives 
of the federal authorities. We know, 
sir, as a matter of Imperial policy, it 
was considered in the late ’60’s th*t if 
British Columbia could be brought In 
line with the 'other provinces it would 
be an essential thing for the Empire, 
as weir as the Dominion.

Empire Urged It.
I think it was when Lieut. Musgrave 

came to British Columbia he was in­
structed by the then- colonial secretary 
to leave nothing undone that British 
Columbia might be brought into line, 
and might make one of the provinces 
of the Dominion. And we know, sir, 
as has been said so many times here 
and elsewhere, that just at that stage 
in the history of the country, because 
of the exhaustion of the placer mines 
at Cariboo, and the dull times that 
followed, there was a great stringency 
In the money market of this part, busi­
ness was stagnant, the peopler were de­
spondent, and there was no delay at 
all op the part of those responsiblê 
here to try and meet so far as they 
could the damands of the Imperial au­
thorities to attempt something that 
would bring British Columbia into 
confederation.

The debate in the legislature yester­

day afternoon on tbe subject of better 
terms called forth from J. A. Mac­
donald the leader of the opposition an 
effort which has never perhaps been 
excelled in the provincial House on any 
subject.

Well, sir, step by step, we find the 

policy of the home government assum­
ing some substantial form here. The 
matter is taken up in the colonial leg­
islature, a very long debate etisues, 
and finally by a very large vote it 
was decided that British Columbia 
should negotiate with Ottawa, and 
should enter into confederation with 
the other provinces. Tfiert* in order to 
consummate the deal, and to close the 
contract, a delegation was sent from 
Ottawa, when the terms of union were 
finally agreed on, and eventually en­
dorsed by order in council from the 
Imperial government.

Well, Mr. Speaker, we all know that 
some few years after we had become 
one of the provinces of the Dominion 
there was tremendous dissatisfaction 
in this country because of the neglect 
of the federal authorities to stand by 
the compact that had been entered in­
to. We know that as a result of this 
neglect the province of British Colum­
bia felt justified in sending a delegate 
to the Imperial authorities, and we 
know that the gentleman selected, Mr. 
Justice Walkem, was successful in his 
mission to the Old Country to the ex­
tent at any rate of attracting the at­
tention of the colonial office, and bring­
ing influence sufficient to bear from 
that quarter to make Ottawa pay that 
regard to the position of this province 
that later on compelled her to build up 
and promote the interests of this part 
of the country.

When an increase was or­
dered. the Mountain mills were asked 
to maintain the prices. Delegates from 
the Coast Mills association attended 
the Mountain Mills association and 
vice versa.

Mr. Lewis stated that when he in­
formed the committee that there was 
no understanding to keep up the prices 
between the mills he was incorrect. 
Mr. Lewis said certainly he had for­
gotten. The lumbermen did all that 
they could do to keep up prices. Offi­
cials administered the oath to all mem­
bers of the association, but it had. not 
the necessary effect and it was not un­
til the demand became greater than 
the supply that prices were maintain­
ed. After the auditor was appointed 
everything was done to keep up the 
prices. Some firms were cutting the 
prices. Mr. Shaffner asked if witness 
admitted that there was. a close com­
pact between the Mountain associa­
tion and Coast association to maintain 
prices.

Witness-said he did not like the word 
compact, but there was an understand­
ing that they should make a price list 
and stick to it. Witness said that the 
consumer did not get a benefit from 
American low prices.

Mr. Borden then moved adjournment 
of the House to discuss the urgency of 
Canada being represented at the con­
ference.

Hia Course of Action.

could have hesitated to come to the 
conclusion that with the adoption of 
the Quebec resolution, as suggested by 
several of the eastern prime ministers, 
the work of the conference could easily 
have been concluded in two days. Well, 
I found at once, sir, that British Col­
umbia as a province could never ac­
cept such a proposition for a moment, 
because if you consult this resolution 
you will find that they make a general 
provision for Canada with no special 
reservation for British Columbia.

Now, we had already, through the 
Hon. Col. Prior and yourself, Mr. 
Speaker, previously given our eastern 
friends to understand that above and 
beyond the provision sought to be ex­
tended to the different provinces by the 
Quebec resolution, we in British Col­
umbia expected to receive from Ottawa 
still better treatment—still more gen­
erous treatment.

a motion was carried to the effect that 
in the opinion of the conference, it “is 
inadvisable that the claim, in the way 
of subsidies, of any province be refer­
red to- arbitration.”

Now I might say, sir, leading up to 
this motion, there was a very animated 
discussion with regard to the province 
of British Columbia. And I had al­
ready been so fortunate as to secure 
frorn nearly every member of the con­
vention an expression of opinion fav­
orable to our special claim. But I went 
a step further and said, ‘if you pro­
pose favoring us we wish to have the 
measure of that favor settled by 4 
board of arbitration or a commission of 
enquiry.”

I found that all of my fellow mem­
bers there were against it—that every 
prime minister present was opposed to 
such a course, and the reason seemed 
to be taken at that time—the ground 
seemed to be taken at that time that if 
British Columbia was given a commis­
sion of enquiry, or a board of arbitra­
tion, and if because of such a course 
being taken she was enabled to secure 
some extra favor that the other pro­
vinces thought they also had a right to 
enjoy, why. the grave fault would be 
laid at the doors of these other mem­
bers of the conference of neglecting to 
ask for commissions of enquiry as Bri­
tish Columbia was now doing.

New Provinces' Claims.
I might say in discussing the question 

with the other prime ministers, I was 
always careful to take this ground, 
that my presence there should in no 
way prejudice the right of the province, 
and the contention always advanced by 
British Columbia since the contract of 
confederation was made between the 
province and the federal authorities, 
and any alterations in that contract 
should come from the original contract­
ing parties, and for that reason I felt 
that nothing should be omitted in em­
phasizing this, and I had the protest 
recorded on the minutes of the confer­
ence.

secede from confederation. Not for one 
moment did I do anything of the kind, 
but I insisted as far as I could upon 
the rights of the province being recog­
nized at Ottawa, and I said that at all 
times this cbuntry felt quite safe if she 
followed up the rights that she had as­
serted in a constitutional way, in the 
end she would be given proper treat­
ment.

mission and to his conduct at Ottawa, 
which he considered objectionable. Now 
if I remember aright, Mr. Speaker, be­
fore any references were made to his 
conduct there by the Liberal press, his 
own press correspondent, whom he had 
taken to Ottawa with him, had sent out 
reports reflecting on the Liberal mem­
bers of the inter-provincial conference, 
and it was but natural that the Liberal 
newspapers should have taken occas­
ion to comment on what was said by 
that correspondent, and should have 
taken occasion to comment on my hon­
orable friend’s withdrawal from the 
conference.

The very nature of our demands, Mr. 
Speaker, makes it absolutely essential 
that we should even overlook the mis­
takes which our friends either in the 
House or out of the House may make 
in reference to a question of this kind. 
When I say mistakes I mean that I re­
gard it as a mistake that either one 
party or the other should make refer­
ence to this question in a partizan 
spirit, and I can call upon the mem­
bers of this House, and upon my hon­
orable friend the Premier to bear me 
out when I say that by our actions as 
well as by our words the Liberal party 
in this House, and the Liberal party in 
this province has shown a spirit above 
the spirit of partisanship, have adopted 
for their plan of action in connection 
with better terms an attitude which is 
purely provincial and purely in the in­
terest of the province, and which ex­
cludes altogether any party interest. 
We did that two years ago when the 
resolution, which has been referred to 
by my honorable friend, was before the 
House, a resolution which was prepared 
by members on this side of the House, 
accepted by my honorable friend and 
received the unanimous assent of every 
Liberal member. If any better evi­
dence were required of the non-partiz- 
an attitude of the members on this side 
of the House I do not know where it 
could be found, and so far as what took 
place during the time my honorable 
friend was at the conference and after 
the close of that conference, and during 
the recent campaign which took place 
in this province is concerned, I think 
Liberals can claim that we did not 
make this a party issue.

Premier Initiated It.
But I think that it can hardly be 

claimed that the speech which my 
honorable friend made on tris return 
from Ottawa in this city of Victoria 
was free from taint of that kind. I 
think it is only necessary, Mr. Speaker, 
to read that speech to see from begin­
ning to end a studied effort to make it 
appear that the treatment which the 
people of British Columbia had receiv­
ed at Ottawa was unfair, and that that 
unfair treatment came not from the 
conference, but from the Dominion 
government.

I say that that was the unfortunate 
feature of that speech, and I believe 
that same attitude—which was not al­
ways a frank and sincere attitude—was 
assumed by my honorable friend, and 
that frankness and sincerity were not 
always shown by him in dealing with 
this question, because we found that 
on every platform on which he spoke 
during the campaign, while he took 
care to point out that the amount 
which had been Suggested by the con­
ference as sufficient to meet British Co­
lumbia’s special claims was the paltry 
sum of $100,000 a year for a period of 
ten years, he said nothing about the 
fact that the subsidy for which we had 
agreed at the time of the union—the 
subsidy of $35,000 a year for government 
and legislation, had been increased by 
seven hundred per cent.—that is to say 
increased from $35,000 to the sum of 
$150,000 a year.

He said nothing of that, and I believe 
at all events the effect, I will not say 
his intention, but the effect of what was 
said by him and other Conservative 
speakers during the campaign was suf­
ficient to lead the people of this prov­
ince to believe that all the other pro­
vinces of the Dominion government 
were prepared to give to the province 
of British Columbia was this sum of 
$100,000 for ten years, ignoring alto­
gether the fact that the additional sum 
above mentioned was granted with the 
unanimous consent of all the other pro­
vinces and with the concurrence of my 
honorable friend the Premier. He was 
in the conference when this additional 
grant of $115,000 a year was made to 
British Columbia, to be paid forever.

Prepared to Unite.
But as I said in prosecuting the 

claims of British Columbia for better 
terms at Ottawa, let us put aside all 
these matters—let us forget, and I am 
prepared to forget—the attitude which 
was assumed by my honorable friend 
on his return from Ottawa, the atti­
tude which he assumed during the cam­
paign, and the fact that he appealed to 
the people of this province on this 
question of better terms—appealed to 
the people of this province to assist 
him, to sustain him and his govern­
ment against those on this side of the 
House, who had loyally stood by him 
when the resolution was introduced 
and passed in this House, and who had 
placed, in his hands by us the very re­
solution upon which he went to Ottawa 
to deal with the question of better 
terms. I say I am even prepared to 
forget that in the recent campaign he 
had forgotten how we had loyally stood 
by the province and stood by him 
when the matter was up two years ago. 
He had forgotten that we had put 
aside party politics and had given him 
a cleàn sheet when he went to Ottawa. 
We enabled him to say, “I am repre­
senting the whole province of British 
Columbia, and not the government 
merely of the province or the Conserva­
tive party; I am here representing the 
Liberal party, and every other party, 
and all the people of British Colum­
bia.”

And I say, notwithstanding that, and 
notwithstanding this, he used this 
question of better terms as a weapon 
to strike those who had loyally stood 
by him, I am prepared to leave It out 
of the question and discuss this ques­
tion on its merits. I was criticized for 
a statement made in Vancouver during 
the election that British Columbia had 
no legal claim against the Dominion 
of Canada. I made the statement that 
the terms agreed upon by the people of 
this province through their represen­
tatives had been substantially carried 
out—that so far as that contract 
concerned, a contract which we have 
embddied in a statute of the United 
Kingdom—there is no assertion 
there has been any failure on the part 
of the Dominion in carrying out its
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in his speechIf we have such an able claim, Mr. 
Speaker, then it was the duty of this 
government to bring that claim into the 
courts of the country and the Empire, 
and obtain justice for the province of 
British Columbia.

I only mention this question of the 
legal aspect of the case, so as to 
clear the ground and let us come to 
a clear understanding, Mr. Speaker, of 
the nature of the demands which we 
are making upon the Dominion of Can­
ada.

be expected to give all the benefits of 
our civil government to those 
sections of the province that the pres­
ent settled portion is at present en­
joying. And as we all know, unless we 
may be so fortunate as to secure from 
Ottawa some substantial acknowledg­
ment of this very critical condition of 
affairs in British Columbia, it must be 
expected that the province will have 
to surmount a good many obstacles in­
deed before she can give all of these 
privileges to the whole province, 
she is in duty bound to do.

Some Encouragement.
Well, Mr. Speaker, seven years ago, 

or pretty nearly seven years ago, when 
the Dunsmuir delegation returned from 
Ottawa, there appeared to be some 
feeling of encouragement that the pro­
vince might expect action on the part 
of Ottawa. I find that the delegation 
was well received, that the different 
data submitted was most carefully 
considered, and the Impression of the 
délegates when they left the capital of 
Canada was that their case had been 
entertained, and tWt they might ex­
pect some consideration. Well, sir, time 
goes on, and nothing is done.

The second delegation proceeds to 
Ottawa, and as I have already said, it 
covers pretty well the same ground, 
and makes out the same case, is given 
a very hearty reception and leaves for 
British Columbia with the expectation 
that something tangible will come from 
their efforts, eventually, though noth­
ing is done.

upon excep-other
gov-

Action Necessary.
And now, since the federal authorities 

propose asking the Imperial govern­
ment to provide certain amendments 
to the British North America Act, 
which must include the resolution sub­
mitted by Mr. Whitney, it- is up to this 
legislature to take a stand by the gov­
ernment of the day as representing the 
people of this country, and enter a 
strong protest against any such course 
being pursued. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in 
the closing days of the convention, in­
timated that before any of the sub­
sidies to be provided by the Quebec 
resolutions might be given to the dif­
ferent provinces Imperial legislation 
must be necessary. He gave us. very 
distinctly to understand that if the 
convention were harmonious and unani­
mous. there would be no difficulty at all 
in Securing acquiescence on the part of 
the Imperial authorities. But, sir, he 
suggested at the same time that if 
there was not that unanimity among 
the provinces that he looked for, it 
would be more or less difficult to secure 
Imperial legislation.

Now I say, Mr. Speaker, this after­
noon we are face to face with this po­
sition: Sir Wilfrid has intimated in the 
federal House that he is about to go to 
the Mother Country, and while there 
he proposes to submit to the consider­
ation of the Imperial authorities cer­
tain amendments to the British North 
America Act, certain provisions or con­
ditions, the terms of treatment toward 
British Columbia as outlined in Mr. 
Whitney’s resolution, and it will be 
shown that the province of British Col­
umbia refused at Ottawa tjiis treat­
ment—that the people of British Col­
umbia have since refused, and which 
treatment I ask this legislature to re­
fuse. I have spared no effort, Mr. 
Speaker, in trying to keep this ques­
tion out of the political arena.

Charges Liberals.
Why, Mr. Speaker, the conference 

had not been ended twenty-four hours 
when some, of the British Columbia 
Liberal papers were loud in denuncia­
tion of the course that I had taken at 
Ottawa. They had not the decency to 
wait until I had come back to British 
Columbia and told the people of what 
had occurred there. But no, before I 
had secured my ticket to return to 
British Columbia, reports had been sent 
down by some of the reporters at Ot­
tawa, which filled. columns and colums 
of their papers, criticizing the course 
which I had taken.

Now, Mr. Speaker, what has always 
puzzled me since the occurrence of the 
last few montlpia, Is how in the name 
of consistency ,my honorable friends 
opposite could side in with the critl- 
chfpis to*|çhto;I have referred. Now, 
Mr*. Speaker,^he snip and substance of 
this criticism h^s been in the first place 
that there was more or less neglect on 
my part in inadequately presenting a 
case to Ottawa; arid in the next place 
that I had tried to make this a politi­
cal issue; that I have tried as it were 
to make politics out of it, first, last 
and all the time, and in so doing I have 
very milch subserved the public at 
large, and thereby damaged the case 
for British Columbia. Now I wish to 
meet these charges here, and I wish to 
ask the legislature of this province to 
go carefully pver the records and re­
ports that have come from that con­
ference, whether it be the report of the 
conference, the report submitted by 
way of a return to the Dominion 
House, or my own report to the Lieu­
tenant-Governor.

Now, sir, it must have struck honor­
able gentlbmen opposite, that for the 
first time in the history of this agita­
tion there had been an official acknowl­
edgement that British Columbia had a 
cause that merited for her better treat­
ment-better terms. For the flrtt time 
in the history of this question the 
acknowledgment that her case had 
been entertained was given place on 
the official records, and it was a source 
of tremendous satisfaction to me to 
find that Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his 
colleagues and the others of the prime 
ministers there assembled were a unit 
in acknowledging that we were entitled 
to special terms.

No Breach of Union Terms.
I take it, therefore, that there Is no 

dispute between the gentlemen on the 
other side of the House and the gentle­
men on this side of the House with 
regard to the nature of those claims. 
We have no legal claim based upon a 
breach of the terms of union. There­
fore, our claim, as it has been put in 
the memorandum submitted to the 
Dominion government by the recent 
Prior government, and adopted by my 
honorable friend, in the case for Bri­
tish Columbia, which he submitted two 
years ago—the basis of our claim Is 
this, that we have a moral and sound 
constitutional claim for better treat­
ment from the Dominion of Canada. 
(Here, here.)

And I agree, Mr. Speaker, with that 
declaration. I agree that we have a 
moral, and I believe we have a sound 
constitutional claim for increased sub­
sidies arising out of our peculiar geo­
graphical position, our topographical 
position, and the great costs of public 
works in this province. And not only 
that, but we have a claim upon a 
ground which I believe has never been 
pressed either upon the conference or 
upon the Dominion government, I be­
lieve we have an unanswerable consti­
tutional claim against the Dominion, 
and a claim, too,, Mr. Speaker, which 
is not based upon criticisms of our 
public men of 1871.

that

First Resolution.
Well, sir, if you will look at the first 

resolution adopted by the conference 
at Ottawa, you will find there is a 
reservation contained in the concluding 
sentence in favor of the provinces that 
might have some extra or special claim 
to submit to the provinces generally. I 
would refer you to the resolution pass­
ed on Wednesday, October 10th, read­
ing:

It is quite clear, Mr. Speaker, that 
he took occasion on the very first meet­
ing, I believe, of the conference, on the 
9th of October, to submit to the con­
ference, and left with the conference 
his memorandum setting forth not 
only the just terms that British Col­
umbia asked for in the Quebec resolu­
tion, but the special terms which we 
ask for owing to our exceptional posi­
tion and circumstances. In that reso­
lution he sets all these forth. He also 
sets forth a request for arbitration. 
And that question of arbitration, Mr. 
Speaker, I propose to deal with a little 
later.

\W

“Therefore it is unanimously re­
solved : (1) That the subject matter 
of the resolutions adopted by the 
conference of the representatives of 
the several provinces held at Que­
bec, in December, 1902, and which 
were shortly thereafter presented to 
the government of the Dominion, 
and which were ratified by the leg- 
4slatures of the then existing pro­
vinces, except that of British Col­
umbia, be now pressed upon the 
government of the Dominion for 
immediate and favorable action, 
under reserve of the right of any 
province to now submit to such 
government memoranda in writing 
concerning any claims which it 
may have to larger sums than those 
set out in the said résolutions, or 
to additional consideration or 
recognition.”

Change in Policy.
Therefore, I take this to be true, and 

in looking at the history of the appli­
cations for better terms, by the differ­
ent provinces since confederation, I 
find that up to 1887 applications wer«J 
made by nearly every province in the 
Dominion for better terms, of one kind 
or another. Those applications were 
always made directly to the Dominion 
government, and always dealt with by 
the Dominion government without re­
ference to a conference. But in 1887, 
there seems to have been a change; 
there seems to have been a change In 
the manner in which these questions 
were to be dealt with, and from 
that time on to the present time we 
find that the general readjustment and 
the treatment to be accorded to each 
province has been a matter which our 
public men in the Dominion and the 
provinces thought proper to refer to a 
conference.

Now, the conference which was held 
in Quebec in 1887, confirmed the prin­
ciple distinctly that there should 
be a general rearrangement, including 
all the provinces, and that that general 
rearrangement should be final and un­
alterable.

It peems that nothing was 
done upon the recommendations 
which were made by that confer­
ence. And if I were desirous, Mr. 
Speaker, of bringing politics into this 
matter I could point out that the gov­
ernment which was in power in 1887 
when those resolutions were adopted, 
and when they ought to either have 
been acted upon or rejected, was the 
Conservative, and of the premiers that 
were there in that conference. I think 
three out of four of them were 

nservatives. I could point this 
• in passing -^-although 14 has 

nothing really. to do with 
merits of the matter—but. it show. J 
that as far as dealing with provincial 
subsidies by a conference is concern­
ed, and so far as the suggestion that 
those arrangements shoudl be perman­
ent and final, that idea emanated not 
from the Liberals but from Conserva­
tives, both in the Dominion and in the 
provinces.

The Last Endeavor.
Two years ago, my colleague, the 

Minister of Finance, Captain Tatlow, 
and I made a trip to Ottawa, and by 
arrangement with Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
took up the question of the British Co­
lumbia’s position. During that confer­
ence something was said which lead to 
the belief on my part at any rate that 
nothing might be expected in so far as 
British Columbia was concerned, to 
come from these different delegations, 
or from these different representations 
to Ottawa, until a general conference 
of provincial prime ministers might be 
held.

You will observe, Mr. Speaker, that 
the case for British Columbia all the 
way through was limited to the ques­
tion of extra, or special treatment to 
this province; that there was no sug­
gestion on our part of asking Ottawa 
that while she was considering the 
case for British Columbia, the position 
of the other provinces should be con­
sidered as well.

Well, now, Mr. Speaker, after leaving 
Ottawa two years ago with my col­
league the Finance Minister, when, as I 
say, the impression came over me that 
we need not expect anything at ail 
until the general conference of all the 
provincial prime ministers might bç 
held, we lost no timfe In trying to em­
phasize, wherever and whenever we 
might be able to do so, the urgency of 
the case of British Columbia.

And, sir, you may be sure that when 
in the month of December last I re­
ceived an intimation from Sir Wilfrid 
that a conference of local prime min­
isters would be held in Ottawa, no 
time was lost in assuring the federal 
authorities that British Columbia 
would have a representative on hand.

The Invitation.
If you will glance at the invitation 

from Sir Wilfrid, you will note, sir, 
that the statement is made there, that 
the conference is to be held for the pur­
pose of discussing the financial subsi­
dies to the provinces. And of course it 
would naturally follow that the busi­
ness of that conference would be con­
fined to the discussion of those subsi­
dies. However, I might say that in­
cidentally during the different sessions 
that we held, other matters were 
brought up that were considered by the 
members of the conference, as well as 
by the federal authorities, of more or 

" less importance to the Dominion at 
large, and in the end steps were taken 
to have certain things done, of which 
you have been already notified. ^

For instance, the question of the can­
cellation or at least the question of the 
repeal of the law imposing a tax on 
commercial travellers seemed to be 
considered by the gentlemen present at 
Ottawa, as something of an urgent na­
ture, and it was there decided that the 
different provinces where such laws 
were to be found in force were to lose 
no time in repealing them.

The Fisheries.

Then Mr. Whitney made his former 
motion which I have read to you, and 
on which quite a prolonged debate 
again arose. On the following day, 
after certain attempts had been made 
by other members of the conference to 
induce me to accept the offer outlined, 
I found that Mr. Walter Scott of Sas­
katchewan and Mr. Rutherford of 
Alberta, proposed coming into the con­
vention and asking for similar treat­
ment to that which it was proposed to 
give British Columbia in the resolu­
tion I have just outlined.

granted, for a period of ten years, an 
allowance of $50,000 per annum in ex­
dess of the subsidies provided by the 
Quebec resolutions of 1902 as amend-

What Claim Is.
What is our claim at the present 

time, as set forth In the memorandum 
submitted by my honorable friend? It 
practically amounts to this, that in 
1871 we had a set of public men in office 
in this province who could not foresee 
what has happened since that time with 
regard to the opening up of the re­
sources of this province, who could not 
see the great cost of the construction 
of public works, the cost of adminis­
tration, and the cost of civil govern­
ment, and the cost of carrying oil the 
system of education of this province. 
That is the charge, practically, which 
is made against our representatives in 
1871.

We go down there asking for better 
terms on the plea that our own public 
men in 1871 did not know what they 
were about, and made a very bad bar­
gain.

' Resolution Amended.
I might state, sir, that after two 

days' debate, I finally persuaded the 
conference to amend the resolution ori­
ginally submitted so as to permit the 
province of British Columbia and any 
other province that might have a 
special claim, to have the right to sub­
mit it to the federal authority. Well, 
when it came to the time that these 
provinces should present their claims, 
there were only two <who entered their 
further claim, namely the province of 
Ontario, and the province of British 
Columbia.

Now, with regard to the province of 
Ontario, if you will glance over Mr. 
Whitney’s memorandum, you will find 
that the case as made out by him in 
no way, shape or form, is framed along 
the lines of that of British Columbia.

Now, when it came to British Colum­
bia, I did not hesitate, Mr. Speaker, to 
go over the ground that had already 
been so well covered by the Dunsmuir 
and Prior delegations, nor did I hesi­
tate . to direct the attention of the 
Prime Minister* of Canada, as well as 
the other delegates to that conference, 
as well as those who were present of 
the federal cabinet, to the very excel­
lent evidence that had already been 
placed before them by the province of 
British Columbia in support of her con­
tention.

A Stronger Plea.
But there is a far stronger plea to 

make on behalf of the province of Bri­
tish Columbia. In 1871 when we enter­
ed the Union, Tie average customs 
duties exacted from the people was 
some Seventeen and/a per Hyent.
There was no’ reason to suppose—and 
was not, in fact, in the minds of the 
framers of the terms Of Union—that a 
change would be made in the fiscal laws 
of Canada, which would double the am­
ount that we were at that time paying 
into the Dominion treasury. And yet 
this came about. It câme about with­
in seven or eight years after the 
Union—we find that while we were 
paying seventeen and a half per cent, 
into the Dominion treasury on the 
goods which were Imported from abroad 
at that time—and certainly that might 
reasonably have been expected to con­
tinue, because there was no agitation 
on at that time to increase the duties— 
we find that in seven years those 
duties were increased, doubly increas­
ed, to an average of at least 35 per 
cent., and remain so up to the present 
time.

ed.’ ”
Well, Mr. Speaker, I found at this 

point that despite any arguments that 
might' be advanced to the cpnvention, 
the province of British Columbia 
in the minority; that the delegates had 
made up their minds that we must ac­
cept the resolution submitted on the 
preceding day by Mr. Whitney, a reso­
lution which had been discussed for 
fully four or five days. And I found, 
sir, that if I proposed to continue on 
as a member of that convention I 
would be compelled to pass a minority 
vote in connection with a resolution 
that simply meant a judgment against 
this province. I might say that on 
Saturday morning it was intimated by 
the chairman that the convention would 
rise—In fact the members of the 
vention had become already very rest­
less, and had proposed going home, and 
I was, considering the fact that this 
resolution was being forced on the pro­
vince, and considering the further fact 
that the convention had closed its 
to the entreaties of the province of Bri­
tish Columbia, I was in duty bound to 
emphasize as much as I possibly could, 
the fact that we had not been treated 
fairly, and considered it best to with­
draw from the convention.

Now I would like to point out that in 
withdrawing from the convention I 
wrote-a letter to Mr. Gouin, the chair­
man, and that letter is incorporated in 
my report, and briefly, Mr. Speaker, it 
repeats the principal points already 
taken by the different delegations and 
by myself when we were in conference. 
It is to be found in page 11 of the 
turn, and if you peruse it you will note 
that here and there I emphasized dif­
ferent points of interest, and elaborat­
ed on some of them that had already 
been advanced.

Now what is the reply that has been 
sent by the chairman: The reply is to 
this effect, “I am instructed by 
inter-provincial conference to acknowl­
edge the receipt of your letter of the 
13th Inst., setting forth the position 
sumed by you towards it, and in 
answer to state as follows: The reso­
lution to which you refer and which 
was adopted on the day on which you 
addressed your letter to me reads thus:

“ ‘That in view of the large area, 
geographical position, and very excep­
tional physical features of the province 
of British Columbia, it Is the opinion of 
this conference that the said province 
should receive a reasonable additional 
allowance for the purposes of civil gov­
ernment in excess of the provisions 
made in the Quebec resolution of 1902, 
and that such additional allowance 
should be to the extent of $100,000 
nually for ten years.’ ”

“This resolution shows distinctly that 
the conference recognized the claim of 
British Columbia for exceptional treat­
ment. I am specially directed to add 
that it was passed after all the data 
presented by you had been fully 
sidered.”

Laurier Present.
This debate—or discussion I should 

more properly say, took up the most 
part of three days. At times we were 
privileged with the presence of Sir 
Wilfrid. At other times we had to pro­
ceed with our business in his absence. 
He had already outlined to the confer­
ence that Ottawa did not wish to have 
anything to say in our deliberations 
until we had unanimously agreed on 
certain conclusions, and then she was 
only too pleased to come in and state 
her position with regard to It. And 
that being the case, Mr. Speaker, when­
ever these questions assumed the form 
of a debate or a discussion, or a divis­
ion in our conference, Sir Wilfrid and 
his colleagues withdrew, and left us to 
deliberate among themselves.

Of course, that was more or less a 
disappointment because the invitation 
to come to Ottawa intimated that we 
were going there for the purpose of dis­
cussing these provincial subsidies, and 
one would naturally conclude at once, 
in connection with this discussion, we 
would at all times have the benefit of, 
the presence of the federal as well as 
of the local ministers, and it was only 
when we were unanimous and proposed 
acting together that they would come 
and discuss matters. That was a seri­
ous discouragement.

A Precedent Before Him.
My honorable friend had some pre­

cedent in his favor when he submitted 
the special claims of British Columbia 
to the conference for their approval 
and for their support. Because we 
find In 1903, Col. Prior, then premier of 
the provolnce of British Columbia, 
writing to the chairman of the confer­
ence 
words. He said :

••I fully realize that without the 
co-operation and good will of the 
other provinces it would be diffi­
cult to impress upon the Domin­
ion authorities the justice of what 
we seek."
Now, he was referring there to spe­

cial conditions, not to the general re­
distribution.

To show that the position was dis­
tinctly taken by the Premier of British 
Columbia, when you, sir. were Attor­
ney-General four years ago, the posi­
tion was distinctly taken then that Bri­
tish Columbia could only hope to secure 
this special recognition which she was 
asking for, through the co-operation of 
the other provinces. So that I have no 
criticism to offer to the course pursued 
by my honorable friend when on the 
very first day—I believe the very first 
sitting—of the provincial conference 
last October, he submitted the case of 
British Columbia to the conference, and 
thereby invited them to deal with it as 
they should think fit. Now, surely, my 
honorable friend could hardly take this 
position, that he would submit his case 
to the conference and ask their recom­
mendations, and if those recommenda­
tions were favorable, he would accept 
them, he would go to the Dominion 
authorities and say, “I have submitted 
my case to the conference, I have come 
here with their verdict in my favor, 
and I want you to carry that out—to 
carrie out those recommendations." 
That is the position I presume that my 
honorable friend would take. That is 
certainly the position that he would be 
entitled to take.

held In 1902 made use of these
ears No Aid to Province.

Now, is that not a good constitutional 
ground? Is that not a dignified and 
fair ground upon which to ap­
peal to the Dominion for 
better terms for British Colum­
bia. I submit, Mr. Speaker, that 
had that been pressed upon members of 
the conference, had it been shown that 
while protection and high duties was a 
good thing for the province of Ontario 
and the province of Quebec, which are 
manufacturing provinces, that they are 
getting all the benefit practically from 
protection, that their goods are manu­
factured in their own province, and that 
they are, therefore, not paying the duty 
on imported goods; that we, on the 
other hand, are not a manufacturing 
province, up to the present time at all 
events, and perhaps shall not for some 
time had it been shown that we must 
either import our supplies from foreign 
markets or must bring them from 
the Eastern provinces over a railway 
haul of three thousand miles a differ­
ent result would have been obtained.

Now, the effect of the fiscal legisla­
tion of the Dominion government, to 
which we are appealing, of the Do­
minion parliament to which we are ap­
pealing, has been that whereas, we 
were paying, say, three millions a year 
in 1871, or under the tariff of 1871, we 
would be paying three million dollars 
a year in customs duties to the Do­
minion treasury, as the matter rests 
now, we are paying six millions a year, 
surely that is a ground we can appeal 
on, on moral and constitutional lines to 
the Dominion government and to the 
Dominion parliament, to give us back 
some fair proportion of the customs 
duties we are paying into the Dominion 
treasury.

I think for the year 1903 by the county

PREMIER IN REPLY.
The Premier rose to speak after the 

division bell rang. Mr. Hawthornthwatte 
and Mr. Oliver both raised the point of 
order that the Premier had no right to 
proceed.

The Speaker ruled in favor of the ob­
jectors. They both agreed that as a 
courtesy the Premier should be allowed 
to speak.

Premier McBride said that he would not 
speak at length. He gave the Socialist 
leader credit for having raised new 
points. He was sorry, however, that his 
conclusions were not what he could have 
expected. He thought this was no time 
for hair splitting. In referring to the 
Socialist leader's remarks, the Premier 
said that the Conservative party had 
done more for the Labor party than the 
Socialists or Labor party had done. Pro­
ceeding at length on the subject, the 
leader of the opposition called attention 
to the fact that the Premier was not 
speaking to the subject.

The Speaker warned the Premier to 
proceed along lines within order.

The Premier complimented the leader of 
the opposition on his speech. He said 
that that gentleman had shown wonder­
ful resource in putting forth an argument 
that would place him right with the pro­
vince and yet not give offence to the Lib­
eral party at Ottawa. He would have 
expected a resolution strongly in favor of 
the course taken by himself (the Premier; 
at Ottawa.

The Premier said that when he went 
into the conference he was bound by the 
stand of Col. Prior, made previously. He 
however, safeguarded the right of the 
province to make a special claim for bet­
ter terms in an appeal to the Federal gov­
ernment. Sir Wilfrid had intimated that 
it would be well for the conference to 
take up this subject of special terms for 
British Columbia. Sir Wilfrid sougnt to 
shift the responsibility from the Domin­
ion to the conference.

Mr. Macdonald stated he had never 
said that British Columbia was led into 
a trap. He had said that there were two 
courses open to the Premier and that he 
took choice of whether the subject of 
better terms was to be a question to be 
referred to the provincial conference or 
to reserve the right to deal with the Do­
minion direct.

The Dominion and British Columbia 
were the two contracting parties and they 
had to finally settle the question in dis-

There was some understanding when 
the customs revenues of British Columbia 
were handed over to the Dominion that 
there should be readjustment of the dif­
ferences with British Columbia. The 
records did not bear the province out âs 
well as could be wished. But it was un­
derstood there was an agreement and that 
claim was known at Ottawa.

Mr. Macdonald said that he would like 
the Premier to refer to anything showing 
that the Increases in the customs duties 
had created a ground for recognition, 
that the change of the fiscal laws of Can­
ada had worked to the disadvantage of 
the province of British Columbia.

The University Grant.
In moving the second reading of the 

bill to aid the University of British Co­
lumbia by a grant of land, Hon. H. E. 
Young said that there had been an 
effort made from time to time to pro­
vide for the endowment of a provin­
cial university. It was proposed by 
this bill to make provision for the set­
ting aside of '2,000,000 acres of lands for 
the purpose, in different portions of 
the province.

He said that later he intended to 
bring down an amendment to the act 
providing for a provincial university. 
When that was done he expected that 
the subject would be fully discussed.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite said this was 
an important bill. He thought it call­
ed for more than a half dozen weak 
words by the Provincial Secretary. He 
could not see why the government 
should not be fair and square in th*s, 
and provide all the information. He 
could not see why the government 
should not give the location of these 
lands and specify as to whom they were 
to be given away. Education in the 
province would have to receive serious 
attention. Education was not at the 
present time as it should be in the pro­
vince.
While the act pressed upon the people, 
especially the farmers, he did not think 
it necessary that 2,000,000 acres should 
be set aside. This was not intended to 
benefit the mass of the people. It was 
intended to benefit only certain classes. 
He agreed with the Provincial Secre­
tary that the time was opportune for 
this institution to work a graft. "The 
Conservative party with the muzzle 
off" was going to be a different thing 
to what it was with the "muzzle on."

The setting aside ot lands for educa­
tion should be for the general education 
and not for certain classes.

Now, every gentleman of the legal 
profession in this House will know that 
in a court of justice such an attitude 
would never be tolerated for a moment. 
And every lay member of this House, 
Mr. Speaker, will know that In the or­
dinary business of life the man who 
has two courses open to him and Is 
brought face to face with an election 
between one course and the other, 
when the interests of other people are 
concerned, and accepts the one course, 
he is bound by that election, and can­
not afterwards, when he receives what 
he considers to be the worst of it, turn 
round and say, "No, the conference had 
no right to deal with this question at 
all, I repudiate its action, notwith­
standing that I argued the case before 
it, took part myself in the proceedings, 
sind voted upon the resolution." I do 
not apprehend that my honorable 
friend will have the assurance to stand 
before the people of British Columbia

by provincial conferences of this kind.
All the provinces are interested. All 
The provinces are members of that fam­
ily which constitute this great Domin­
ion. they are partners in this young 
nation of ours; and it is only reason­
able and natural that they should be 
vonsulted in matters that affect the 
mutual interests of all members. And 
that seems to have been the idea in the 
mind of our public men ever since 1887.

Now, I am not quite sure what my 
honorable friend wants us to do when 
he asks us to vote for this resolution.
Does he want us to affirm that he was 
right in submitting the claims of Bri­
tish Columbia to the conference? If 
he wants us to affirm that he did stib- 
mit the claims of British Columbia, we 

\are prepared to do so, because the re- 
rw’ds show that that was the position 
which he assumed. He says, and he 
says very truly, that on the I2th of 
October, when the conierence was in 
joint session, when Sir Wilfrid Laurier an<* assume a position of that kind, 
and some of the other federal ministers 
were present, he took the position that 
the claims of British Columbia for

My honorable friend has not said so, 
but I ask him now whether or not as 
soon as he heard of the resolution that 
was proposed he protested to Ottawa 
against the inclusion of those words? 
If he has not, I can tell this House he 
ought to have done so," and I can tell 
this House that I have done so. Whe­
ther that protest will be successful or 
not, at all events it can never be said 
in the future that we on this side of 
the House have failed to use our best 
efforts to prevent something which 
might prejudicially effect the interests 
of the province of British Columbia. 
(Applause.)

\ ( A. E. M’PHILLIPS.
A. E. McPhillips said that he failed 

to see any method by which the leader 
of the opposition sought to win for the 
province what was sought. The leader 
of the opposition seemed to be unready 
to give any credit to the Premier for 
what had been done. - It was a great 
thing to ha^o a declaration made by 
that august body that British Colum­
bia was entitled to “better terms."

Mr. Speaker, I think I have said all 
that I can usefully say upon this reso­
lution. The resolution is at best an 
academic one. It does not ask this leg­
islature to approve a course proposed 
for the future; it simply asks the leg­
islature to—what shall I say—pat my 
honorable friend on the back for what 
he did at Ottawa last October? It 
pimply asks this House to confirm his 
actions and to say that he did the 
proper' thing. Now, I have no particu­
lar objections to my honorable friend

Question of Arbitration.
Now. as to this question of arbitra­

tion. When he found that the confer­
ence was unanimous that the question 
of British Columbia’s claims should not 
be submitted to an arbitration by way 
of commission, my honorable friend 
then proceeded to lay the claims of 
British Columbia—that is to lay the 
material and arguments and all the 
data which he had collected—before 
the conference .and asked them to 
recommend some substantial grant in 
British Columbia’s favor. He- took two 
or three days arguing that case before 
the conference. Does he wish to take 
the position now, that having submit­
ted all his data, having submitted all 
his arguments, and having taken part 
himself in the conference, he has not 
bound himself by the decision that con­
ference came to? Bound in this way, 
that he could not honestly ignore their 
conclusions. The other premiers were 
against him; the other premiers were 
in favor of accepting only the resolu­
tion proposed by Mr. Whitney, and 
voted upon and carried it by a vote of 
eight against no dissenting voices, be­
cause my honorable friend at that tftne 
had withdrawn from the conference. 
As far as arbitration is concerned, Mr. 
Speaker, I do not want to say anything 
upon this subject which might appear, 
or which could possibly at some fu­
ture time be used against the province 
of British Columbia in its contest for 
better terms.

My honorable friend doubtless is per­
fectly sincere in believing that the true 
and proper way at arriving at the 
rights of British Columbia is by means 
of a board of arbitration. But I would 
ask my honorable friend whether he 
has considered certain phases of that 
question, which I will now lay before 
the House? Because I do not believe, 
Mr.^Speàkei^when jve. arç assembled 
here?, dealing with the'1 affairs of this 
province—I do not believe that we 
ought to conceal our opinions, but that 
we ought to state boldly and fairly 
what we believe to be the effect or 
what would be the effect of proceeding 
upon false lines—which I believe arbi­
tration to be.

Other Views of Arbitration.
Now, what is there to arbitrate? 

What is there to arbitrate, Mr. 
Speaker? What are our claims based 
upon? First, the geographical position 
of the province of British Columbia. 
Does it require a board of arbitration 
to come to British Columbia to find out 
that British Columbia is situated on 
the Pacific coast at the extreme west­
ern side of Canada? Is there anything 
to arbitrate there? Does it require a 
commission of arbitration or enquiry 
to come to British Columbia to prove 
to the people of the East that British 
Columbia is a mountainous country, 
that, as was stated by one of the 
statesmen of Canada twenty years ago 
at least, that British Columbia is a sea 
of mountains? Is there anything to 
arbitrate about that? Is it not known 
and admitted, and was it not admitted 
in the very resolution proposed by Mr. 
Whitney, that we were situated in a 
peculiar position geographically, and 
that the physical features of the coun­
try were such as we claim they are? 
There is nothing to arbitrate upon 
those subjects.
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He proposed to prove that British 
Columbia was in a special position. 
The fact that the Prime Minister of 
Canada was about to leave for London 
meant that he found it necessary to go 
to England to lay before the home gov­
ernment this proposed amendment to 
the British North America Act. It 
was necessary therefore to have the 
claims of this province set forth at 
once.

He took exception to the contention 
of the leader of the opposition that 
their was no case for arbitration.

If the Dominion was not bound by 
the conference, neither was the pro­
vince to be bound by it. He lamented 
that the leader of the opposition seem­
ed more inclined to argue the cause of 
the Dominion than that of the province.

It was not to be expected that the 
terms of union should be unalterable. 
The language of the terms of union 
seemed to evidence that British Colum­
bia was not in a position to be bound 
as were the older provinces—to be pre­
cluded from changed conditions.

The older provinces accepted the 
terms as binding and final, but this 
was omitted from British Columbia's 
terms. In addition to this the Domin­
ion was granted 3,500,000 acres of land 
in the Peace River district. The Do­
minion government had" not lived up 
to its agreement for railway connec­
tion. In 1884 this large tract of land 
was given in order to induce the Do­
minion to live up to the terms of agree­
ment.

There was no reason why British 
Columbia should have been forced to 
hand over lands which were now to be 
so valuable. The Dominion govern­
ment was niggardly towards the pro-

special treatment should be referred to 
arbitration. And in his resolution he

Now', the proceedings of the confer­
ence three days before this show that 
he submitted these special claims to 
the conference.

I am now read­
ing from the official record, and this 
is what was said: "The Hon Mr. Mc­
Bride submitted the following memor­
andum, embodying the claims of Bri­
tish Columbia to special and distinc­
tive treatment."

So that before, long before, this ani­
mated discussion which my honorable

This bill would result in the best re­

maining lands of the province being 
filched.

We have no 
hesitation in agreeing with cur honor­
able friends on the other side of the 
House that the paltry sum of one hun­
dred thousand a year for ten years, is 
inadequate, and ought not to be ac­
cepted as a final settlement. (Ap­
plause.) But I say from this time on, 
it should be the business and the duty 
of my honorable friend, to see that a 
case is prepared which will appeal to 
the members of the conference; or if 
he can get past the rrikchbere -of that 
conference—because .1 believe that con­
ference is now to be held yearly—then 
to the members of the Dominion par­
liament—because legislation of this kind 
cannot be enacted by the government, 
it must come from parliament as a 
whole.
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The Case of Dewdney.
And what do we find with regard to 

a number of the old sections of the 
country? My honorable friend’s late 
constituency, Dewdney, was receiving 
from the public treasury some two or 
three times as much as it pays in. 
Does that show that the drain, that 
the burden which we are bearing, the 
drain on the public treasury, had been 
brought abojut by tjje .opening up of 
new sections, or does it show that it 
has been brought about by the expendi­
ture of money for the maintenance of 
schools and public works in some of 
the older portions that were in exist­
ence and opened up in 1871, when these 
terms of union were passed?

The Dominion’s Action.

The rules were suspended on the mo­
tion of the Premier, and two bills were 
introduced, one to validate a by-law of 
the city of Slocan and the other to aid 
the city of Slocan.

The bills passed their first reading.
Excluding the Hindus.

W. J. Bowser moved the second read­
ing of the bill to amend the Provincial 
Elections Act. He said the object of it 
w'as to shut out from the franchise, 
Hindus. While the province might not 
have the right to keep these people out 
yet the highest court in the land gave 
the province a right to shut them out 
of a vote. He attacked the Liberal 
party at Ottawa, whom he contended 
sought to enfranchise Japs and China­
men.

J. A. Macdonald said that he was 
quite in accord with the idea of keeping 
off the voters’ list persons who did not 
understand the English language and 
were not acquainted with the customs 
of the country. He would support the 
bill although he did not think that this 
was really the right way of approach­
ing the subject. He believed in exclud­
ing from the voters’ list persons who 
did not understand the English lang­
uage. He thought the government 
could well take up the subject of re­
vising the election act with respect to 
the qualification of voters.

A Contradiction
Now', there is a distinct statement 

that Sir Wilfrid Laurier refused to con­
sider the request of British Columbia 
for a reference to arbitration—then the 
letter is set out, which Shows that 
such refusal took place.

This is what the Premier of Canada 
says: “The British Columbia proposal 
comes entirely within the chief 
pose ot this conference. If this con­
ference, after hearing Mr. McBride’s 
arguments in support of his contention, 
reached the conclusion that an arbi­
tration should take place, through 
commission, for the purpose of dealing 
with the claim of British Columbia, 
that would present the matter to the 
Dominion government in a new light, 
and, while I am not prepared to express 
any final opinion, I can say at 
that such a recommendation from the 
conference would have great weight 
with us, and we should feel bound to 
give it further consideration."

And yet my honorable friend puts in 
this recital that his request for arbi­
tration was refused by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier. I say that he surely will 
sent to strike that recital out.

Premier McBride’s Attitude.

I say I hope my honorable friend 
will prepare a case that will appeal 
to the conference and the Dominion 
parliament, not simply upon moral 
grounds, but upon the sound constitu­
tional ground, that after the terms of 
union had been agreed to the Dominion 
of Canada changed its fiscal laws, so 
as to double the burden imposed by 
customs duties upon the people of Bri­
tish Columbia, to the prejudice of the 
people of British Columbia, and in 
favor of the people of the manufactur­
ing provinces of the East.

Objects to Resolution.
Now-, I cannot support in its entirety, 

the resolution proposed by my honor­
able friend. It contains, as I have 
pointed out, statements which are not 
in accordance with the fact, statements 
which should not emanate from this 
House. I do not think that this House 
should go on record for a statement 
w'hich is not entirely fair. And who 
can say that the statement that Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier had refused the re­
quest of British Columbia for arbitra­
tion is entierly fair when the record 
show's that he asked the conference to 
consider it, and stated in plain terms, 
should the conference come to, the con­
clusion that arbitration is the proper 
thing, that w'ould place it in a new 
light before him and his colleagues, 
and that they w'ould give it their fur­
ther consideration. I say that this re­
solution—emanating from a legislative 
body such as this, to be read as it will 
be by the premiers, by the confreres of 
my honorable friend at that conference, 
and by the members otf the Dominion 
parliament—I say it ought to be entire­
ly fair, and free from the criticism 
which undoubtedly will be levelled 
against it.

And let me say, there is another re­
cital in that resolution which is not in 
accordance w'ith facts. My honorable 
friend recites, that in despite of his pro­
test the conference proceeded to con­
sider the daims of British Columbia— 
in despite, l6lr. Speaker, of his protest. 
Well, his own report to the Lieutenant- 
Governor shows that he himself brought 
the matter before the conference, 
argued it, as he tells us to-day, for two 
or three days, and fought the battles 
of British Columbia for better terms 
for two or three days; and yet he says 
in his resolution that despite of his 
objection to dealing with the confer­
ence at all, the conference proceeded 
to deal with this question. The very 
first sentence almost in my honorable 
friend’s report to His Honor the Lieu­
tenant-Governor, says: "I took every 
opportunity to place."

And yet in his resolution to-day he 
says they proceeded to consider that in 
spite of his protest.

A False Position.

Now, let mg refer, Mr. Speaker, to 
the question of the address which we 
are informed by the public press the 
Premier of Canada proposes to move 
in parliament asking His Majesty to 
amend the British North America Act 
in accordance with the findings of the 
conference.

The hadgovernment 
power to exclude them in large num­
bers in the mines, etc., of the province. 
At Cumberland 1,300 Hindus, Chinamen 
and Japs were employed in the mines, 
and only a few hundred whites. This 
was in direct violation of the law re­
quiring the examination of those em­
ployed in mines. The examination laws 
were a mere sham. These people did 
not pass any examination. The Social­
ists intended to carry out a revolution 
under constitutional lines. These were 
questions which had to be grappled 
with.

Nothing to Arbitrate.
Now, is there anything to arbitrate 

about the cost of public works, the cost 
of government, the cost of education, 
the cost of the administration of jus-- 
tice in this province? Are those sub­
jects not matters of statistics, which 
can be found right in the public ac­
counts, from year to year. They are to 
be found there, and to be found there 
alone. And they were brought to the 
attention of the conference—the recent 
conference at Ottawa. This is purely 
a matter of statistics, purely a matter 
df going through the public accounts of 
this province and finding out to a cent, 
not approximately, but to a cent, the 
cost of civil government in British 
Columbia, and finding out to a cent the 
cost of public works in British Colum­
bia, because the amount expended on 
public works, roads and bridges is a 
matter that is settled by the public 
accounts and by the public expendi­
tures of this province. Therefore, so 
far as that portion of our contention I 
is concerned, an arbitration would be 
entirely useless.

Amount Paid Dominion.
Then there is only one other branch 

of our contention, and that arises from 
the amount of money which we pay 
into the public treasury of the Domin­
ion. It is claimed that we have paid 
some nineteen million dollars since 
Confederation into the Dominion gov­
ernment more than we have received 
back. Now, is that a matter for arbi­
tration?

‘You are quite in order," said the 
Speaker.

Proceeding, Mr. Hawthornthwaite said 
that this interested the wage earners of 
the province very little.

Because it might be said, 
when any of the provinces apply for 
better terms again, conditions having 
changed perhaps—it might be said there 
is a declaration that these terms should 
be final, and you must show 
strong grounds indeed before we 
interfere with legislation containing a 
provision of that kind.

Commenting editorially upon the in­

auguration of a Canadian Club in this 
city and its first luncheon which took 
place recently, the Toronto News has 
the following:

The establishment of a Canadian 
Club at Victoria, B. C„ is interesting 
evidence of the fact that the Pacific 
province occasionally relaxes from its 
pursuit of the pine tree, the salmon 
and the ore-car. The incident interests 
Torontonians inasmuch as the address 
of the occasion was delivered by Chief 
Justice Hunter, well known in Toronto, 
formerly a prominent member of the 
Young Liberal Club.
Hunter reviewed the outlook of West­
ern Canada from a national standpoint, 
pointed out the necessity for education 
in British-Canadian sentiment, more 
Intercourse between the party leaders 
and the West, and pointed out that 
material interests were not all-import­
ant, that the building up of our free 
national institutions was incumbent on 
every patriotic citizen, and that the 
things of the spirit were as necessary 
as the dollar in the evolution of a na­
tion. %»he chair was taken by Lieuten­
ant-Governor Dunsmuir, and among 
those at the meeting were the Premier 
of British Columbia, the Mayor of Vic­
toria, members of the judiciary and 
representatives of the best citizenship 
of the community. It is interesting to 
note in passing that the first meeting 
of the Canadian Club of Victoria ante­
dates that of the Canadian Club of 
Halifax by less than a month. The 
Halifax Club will hold its first meet­
ing on March 21st.

The remarkable extension of the 
Canadian Club movement is one of the 
most significant tendencies in the de­
velopment of our national life and the 
formation of our national spirit. While 
social organizations under the names 
of Canadian Clubs had existed in dif­
ferent cities, these were on bases quite 
different from that of the present Can­
adian Clubs, and generally their life 
was unimportant and short. The real 
Canadian Club movement dates back 
to December, 1892, when independent 
attempts were made to establish na­
tional clubs in Montreal, Hamilton and 
Toronto. In Montreal Und TovSPnto 
these organizations were short-lived, 
but in Hamilton the effort was more 
successful, and for some time the 
Hamilton Club was the leading na­
tional organization of the province. But 
to-day the Canadian Club movement 
has spread over the whole Dominion. 
There are now Canadian Clubs at 
Halifax and St. John, on the Atlantic 
coast, and at Vancouver and Victoria 
on the Pacific. At almost every im­
portant centre of growth and thought 
a Canadian Club has been formed, or Is 
in process of organization. Every week 
sees additions to the list. The last few 
months especially have been marked 
by the formation of Canadian Clubs at 
Guciph, Victoria, Halifax, Barrie and 
other growing centres.

The Canadian Club moVement is the 
outward expression of the stirring of 
new life, a virle and catholic national 
spirit among Canadian citizens. Its 
objects are “the encouragement of the 
study of the history, literature, art, 
music and national resources of Can­
ada, the recognition of native worth 
and talent, and the fostering of a pa­
triotic Canadian sentiment.” It was 
intended to be “a debating or mutual 
improvement society, with social fea­
tures founded on the basis of non­
partisan, patriotic public spirit,” ançl 
this last clause, “on the basis of non­
partisan, patriotic public spirit” 
veals not only the genius of the whole 
movement, but why its appeal, to the 
young manhood of the Dominion has 
been so compelling and so general. 
First of all, it fosters a vigorous Can­
adian sentiment; 
tive “Canadian” a prouder one than 
that of either “Liberal” or “Conserva­
tive.” The Canadian Club knows no 
sect, no school, no party. It encour­
ages frank speech and independent 
thinking. It brings together on a com­
mon social basis of intellectual interest 
all classes of the community and fa­
cilitates acquaintance. In its general 
trend the Canadian Club movement 
must have great social, political and 
national value. It is and will be pow­
erful in fashioning our national tem­
per and developing our national spirit,

Our friend Mr. Bowser, the Conser­
vative generalissimo in the Legislature, 
Is fearful lest the Hindus who have 
taken up their abode in British Colum­
bia should insist upon exercising the 
franchise.

LOSING THEIR FLAVOR

Seedless Oranges Are Deteriorating in 
Taste With Age of Trees.

The Californian seedless oranges re­
ceived in London this season are in no 
way comparable with the jliicy fruit 
received five years ago. Manyrot them 
are dry and spongy. There are dtettarçt 
signs that their quality is depreciating. 
This seems to show that seedteesness 
is secured at the expense of quality, 
and that the flesh of fruit lacking seeds 
loses its juiciness and bids fair in thne 
to degenerate into a kind of vegetable 
sponge. It seems clear that the repre­
sentative seedless race of frutt canhot 
long be depended upon to mature 
specimens of high uniform quality. It 
is believed here that there is a pros­
pect that fruits of this kind will deter­
iorate and run ou£ simply from their 
seedlessness. This is causing some con­
cern in fruit trade circles.

Riding on Sidewalk.
As soon as this case was disposed of,

A report was read from the streets, 
bridges and sewers committee, the items 
of which were discussed in detail. The 
report, which reads as follows was order­
ed to be filed:

Gentlemen Your streets, bridges and 
sewers committee, having considered the 
undermentioned subjects, beg to report 
and recommend as follows:

Communication from secretary board of 
school trustees re drainage near Victoria 
West school. Recommended that he be in­
formed that the matter complained of 
will be remedied when the surface drain­
age by-law, now before the public, Is 
passed.

Communication of Beaumont Boggs on 
behalf of C. J. Brown, re drainage on 
Hereward street. Recommended that the 
street grade be lowered and a ditch cut 
at this place to prevent the water flowing 
from the street on to Mr. Brown’s pro­
perty, at a cost of $40.

Communication of L. A. Campbell, re 
flooding of the First Congregational 
church. Recommended that he be In­
formed that an overflow has been put in 
and that no further trouble will be ex­
perienced as far as the engineer can 
judge.

Recommended that the council select the

MEASURES TAKEN TO
PACIEY PEASANTS

Roumanian Government Will Sup­
press Some of the Heavier 

Taxes-Land Reforms.

DISORDERS IN PERSIA.

Rising Among Natives—Two Russians 
Killed and Many Wounded.

Teheran, Persia, March e 26.—Serious 
disorders have broken out at Sebzewar, 
and Russian troops have interfered.

The lawless natives of the vicinity 
have risen and are attempting to force 
an entrance to the city.

Two Russians have been killed and 
a number wounded.

Reinforcements of Russian troops 
are reported to have started for Sebze- 
war.

Bucharest, March 27.—The measures 
proposed by the government to meet 
the demands of the revolted peasantry 
and end the cruel wrar, which is devas­
tating Moldavia and Wallachia, were 
announced in to-day’s issue of the offi­
cial Gazette in the shape of a proclam­
ation issued in the name of King 
Charles. The proclamation appeals for 
the patriotic co-operation of the people 
to procure the establishment of tran­
quility and agrees to the immediate 
suppression of some of the heavier 
taxes. Hereafter the farm lands will 
be cultivated by the state or leased to 
the peasants. Not one of the larger 
syndicates hitherto engaged in farming 
vast tracts of land will be allowed to 
hold more than 8,00û acres.

The document also gives notice of the 
introduction of law's to ameliorate the 
condition of the peasantry, facilitating 
the raising of money to pay rents, re­
forming the taxation of small holdings 
and revising the terms of the agricul­
tural agreements, which at present 
practically enslave the peasantry.

These reforms being the desire of the 
sovereign and the government, Rou­
manians are urged to give all possible 
assistance to the government which, 
while scrupulously applying the lands 
and avoiding injustice, will at the 
same time vigorously supress all dis­
orders and severely punish all who 
seek lo profit by robbery. *

The minister of the interior announc­
ed to-day that the situation in Molda­
via had improved, but there is not 
much evidence in support of the state­
ment in the reports of disorders coming 
in from numerous points. The work­
men in the petroleum district are also 
in a state of excitement, but the 
authorities believe that the measures 
taken will prevent apy disorder among 
them. Plenty of troops have been con­
centrated here to protect the capital 
and reinforcements are being distribut­
ed in the districts disturbed.

The new cabinet ministers propose to 
make a tour of thp country and per­
sonally superintend the measures taken 
in order to allay the agitation.

Victims Burned.
Bucharest, March 27.—Forty peasants 

were killed on March 25th in a hard 
fight with troops in the Mozazi dis­
trict. The insurgents in that section 
cut to pieces and burned some of their 
victims. A stubborn encounter occur­
red yesterday at a point on the Giur- 
gevo road, about sixty miles from Bu­
charest, where 4,000 insurgents met a 
strong detatchment of troops. The lat­
ter attacked the revolted peasants with 
cavalry as well as infantry, but the 
military commander ultimately was 
obliged to use artillery before he was 
able to force the peasants to retreat.

Hacked to Pieces.
London, March 27.—A special dis­

patch from Sofia, Bulgaria, says that 
according to some .of the Roumanian 
refugees who have arrived on the Bul­
garian side of the Danube, the insur­
gent peasantry had been guilty of the 
same ruthless cruelties which usually 
mark the fueds in the Balkans. Many 
of the landlord classes have been 
burned to death after their bodies and 
limbs had first been rolled in thick 
twists of hay or straw. Even chil­
dren, the refugees add, have been 
hacked to death by the revolting peas­
ants.

next came up for consideration. The 
tenders received were in part considered, 
and the general opinion was in favor of 
that of the Hernan Froud Company, of 
Manchester, which, if agreed to before the 
31st inst., could be purchased for $1,000 
less than if subsequently ordered. This 
was in view of the fact that Vancouver 
was getting one of these plants, and that 
it had already been ordered, and that 
both could come out by the same ship.

STRIKE MAY FOLLOW.

Trainmen Not Satisfied With the Offers 
Made by Railway Companies 

Regarding Wages.
Charles R.

Chicago, March 27.—The forty-five 
thousand trainmen of the Western 
railroads seem nearer a strike to-night 
than at any time since negotiations 
were begun two months ago for an 
increase of 12 per cent, in wages and 
a work day of nine hours.

The railroads offered an increase of 
7 per cent, to passenger conductors and 
10 per cent, to brakemen, firemen, bag- 
gagmen and allied workers. When the 
railroad officers declared their offer 
was the best that could be made the 
conference came to and end. The men 
had decided by a referendum vote taken 
last week not to accept anything less 
than their original demands.

Immediately aftgr the joint confer­
ence broke up the representatives of 
the trainmen met to consider the ad­
visability of calling a strike to bring 
the railroads to terms. What decision 
was reached is not known to-night, be­
cause the unions declined to 
what had taken place at the meeting.

The precipitation in British Columbia 
luring the past week has been exceed­
ingly light, but the rainfall has been 
aiuch heavier in the Pacific states. The 
pressure has for the most part been high 
in the extreme Northwest and low In 
L'alifornia, and these conditions have been 
he main factor in causing generally fair 
.veather north of the Straits of Juan de 
b'uca.

On Thursday evening, the 21st inst., a 
ïtorm of very decided character made its 
ippearance off the Vancouver Island and 
IVashington coast, the pressure steadily 
ieereased during the next 36 hours, and 
by Friday morning the storm had devel­
oped, the barometer falling during the 
day to 29.06 Inches at Tatoosh, and 29.10 
at Victoria. Storm warnings were dis­
played at Victoria, and displays were or­
dered at Vancouver and Nanaimo.

The following wind velocities were re­
ported: Victoria, 48 to 52 miles; North 
Head, at the mouth of the Columbia 
river, 72 miles; Walla Walla, 30 miles; and 
further south, 48 miles at San Francisco. 
On the Vancouver Island coast the gale 
was exceedingly heavy, and especially at 
Nanaimo and Comox, where considerable 
damage was done to property. Unusually 
low temperatures prevailed on the North 
Pacific slope, and sharp frosts occurred 
In various localities. This disturbance 
was followed by a spell of fine weather, 
with bright days, and frosts at night. 
Monday and Tuesday were unusually fine 
In this district, on the latter day 10 hours 
and 26 minutes of bright sunshine being 
registered at Victoria. In the prairie 
provinces the pressure was low until the 
I5h, when for a brief period it increased 
and zero temperatures occurred; this was 
followed to the close of the week by a 
general decrease in pressure, with higher 
temperatures, causing snowfall along the 
international boundary line.

At Victoria, 37 hours and 54 minutes of 
bright sunshine were recorded; the high­
est temperature was 54.5 on 26th; the 
lowest, 28.7 on 20th; rain 0.5 inch.

To-morrow morning both sides will 
meet In conference and unless there is 
a backdown the most gigantic strike 
in the history of transportation in this 
country appears imminent. Forty rail­
roads with a trackage of 95,000 miles 
and an annual payroll of $320,000,000, 
are standing together on the proposi­
tion. These systems represent one- 
third of the railroad business of the 
country.

Opposed to this agreement of capital 
stands the Brotherhood of Railroad 
Trainmen, with a membership of be­
tween 90.000 and 95,000, and the Order 
of Railway Conductors, with a mem­
bership of 45,000. They demand an 
increase of 12% per cent., and a work­
ing day of nine hours. The general 
managers have offered a 10 per cent, 
increase without the nine-hour work 
day.

The work of counting the ballots cast 
by the men on the question of accept­
ing the concessions of the general man­
agers or calling a strike was complet­
ed at mid-night to-night. The official 
figures will be announced to-morrow, 
when the men meet with the general 
managers, but it is said (hat 95 per 
cent of the men vote» in favor of a 
strike.

H. Schafer’s description of the 
drowning fatality Is of an Interesting 
nature. In company with J. Ringling 
and W. Paskins he was out coon shoot­
ing in the neighborhood of Nootka. He 
had brought down two coons and was 
crawling through the brush wood to 
get within range of a third, which was 
up a tree. The brush wood was so 
thick that in endeavoring to drag the 
gun after him it went off and his right 
hand being in the way was terribly 
shattered. It was midnight at this 
Mme and a beautifully clear night. 
Schafer and his companions decided to 
make for Clayuquot, where the form­
er’s wounds could be dressed.

They embarked In a canoe. While 
rounding Sandy reef a gale sprang up 
and the sky clouded over. The gale in­
creased in fury, 
tossed up on all sides into high waves. 
A terrific blast suddenly caught the 
canoe and in the twinkling of an eye 
the little craft snapped in two. The 
three men were at once thrown into the 
seething waters. Paskins at once 
sank. Schafer, on coming to the sur­
face, laid hold on the stern part of the 
canoe and looked about for his com­
panions. He saw Ringling, who had 
also laid hold on part of the canoe, 
and was keeping himself afloat Schaf­
er declares that he heard Paskins cry 
out on two occasions, but owing to the 
pitchy darkness which had set in, it 
was impossible to make out where he 
was. Beyond these two cries nothing 
further has been heard of the unfor­
tunate man.

At the time of the disaster Schafer 
was lying at the bottom of the canoe, 
and had been suffering terrible agony 
with his wounded hand. The biting 
cold of the water number the pain, and 
he managed to hold on to the part of 
the canoe which he had grasped on be­
ing thrown into the water. Luckily the 
surf was rolling in towards the rocky 
island in the vicinity, and the two men 
still grasping the pieces of the canoe 
were carried shorewards and manag­
ed to scramble up on the rock.

There they were marooned for 39 
hours. A loaf of bread, some onions 
with which the canoe had been pro­
visioned were washed ashore, and upon 
these the shipwrecked men existed. A 
fire was lit, and after passing through 
Sunday and part of Monday the smoke 
from the fire and the waving of a flag 
attracted the attention of Antoine 
Luckovitch, a storetkeeper at Hesquoit, 
who put off to their assistance and 
brought them ashore. H. Schafer was 
at once removêd to the hospital at 
Clayuquot and his hand dressed. The 
exposure and long neglect had done the 
wound no good, with the result that his 
hand is now in a terrible condition.

H. Schafer is a well known timber 
cruiser in the Island, and was jufct 
about to stake a valuable claim when 
he was disabled through the shooting 
accident.

The Queen City experienced very 
rough weather last Friday, and put into 
Clayquot, where she lay during the 
night. She had a long passenger list, 
including many timber cruisers and 
mining prospectors for this port.

The minister fully realized the urg­
ency of the case and admitted the im­
portance of the matter, and stated to 
the captain that the work of construct­
ing a new spoon dredge of great effi­
ciency was already far advanced, to­
gether with an improved drill boat and 
plant, for use in Victoria harbor, and 
that as soon as these cotild be put in 
commission the government would pro­
vide the money for their fullest and 
most efficient operation In carrying out 
the development of the harbor on the 
plans submitted by the board.

The captain also pointed out that ow­
ing to insufficient appropirations in the 
past, the present plant was operated at 
a loss and far short of its capacity. 
The drill boat was only operated for a 
few months in the year, and was then 
laid up for the winter, the cost of lay­
ing up and recommissioning amount­
ing to full 25 per cent, of the whole ex­
penditure thereon for the year. The 
captain pointed out the wasteful pol­
icy of this, and further that there was 
no valid reason why the drill boat 
should not work all the year around.

The captain was Informed that the 
government would arrange to increase 
the grant this year to $30,000 (that is 
double the usual grant), so that the 
existing plant could be worked to its 
full capacity, pending the arrival of the 
new up-to-date outfit which woulc^ 
take its place in due course.

“At the time of the Berlin wreck 
there was a terrific southwest wind 
blowing. This, along with the ebb tide, 
would make it difficult for the vessel 
to keep an even course. When mak­
ing for the entrance vessels are almost 
invariably driven at full speed in order 
to counteract the effect of the tide. It 
is possible that the Berlin may have 
slowed down. It is evident that she 
missed the entrance and was swept on 
to the sand on the north side of the 
entrance, which has accumulated by 
the force of the ebb tide, and striking 
there she swung round, and dashing 
herself against the breakwater, the ter­
rible calamity ensued. This of course 
is mere conjecture, but I think that it 
is highly probable that this is the man­
ner in which the wreck took place.”

Capt. Pulford was well acquainted 
with Capt. Parkinson, one of the few 
survivors of the ill-fated Berlin, and 
who, it will be remembered, hurried to 
the bridge to offer his assistance to the 
captain when the vessel struck. Capt. 
Parkinson Is in the service of the Holt 
line, being in command of a vessel 
called the Myrmydon.

The same day that the Dakota piled 
on Devil’s reef, the Cyclops passed into 
Tokio bay on her way from Hongkong. 
Capt. Pulford remarked that the dis­
aster was greatly spoken of in Japan. 
He had not seen the doomed vessel 
when on his way out to this coast. He 
gave it as his opinion, however, that 
the vessel must have been doomed 
from the moment she struck, as owing 
to the rate at which she was travelling 
(16 knots) she must have received a 
terrible shattering.

The British War Office Has Removed

er and of ominous import to most of 
the citizens of Victoria, the announce­
ment comes from the local milkmen 
that the price of milk has gone up.

Just at the moment when the city is 
about to pass into the hands of the 
council’s new liquor by-law, and when 
it is still problematical whether or no 
Elk lake will provide a sufficient sup­
ply of water for the city in days of 
summer drought, comes the present 
catastrophe.

One pint of the fluid which neither 
cheers nor inebriates delivered per day 
will cost $1.50 instead of the $1.25 which 
previously prevailed. In a similar scale 
of increase, “two bits” is added to the 
prices which hitherto have been paid.

The necessity arises, the local vend­
ors state, from the scarcity of labor. 
The joys and the sorrow of the iceman 
have been hymned before In ballads 
picturesque though not pretty, but the 
milkman has known no bard. His 
hours are long, his labors arduous, his 
remuneration scanty. Hence his 
scarcity.

The owners state that it is practical­
ly impossible to obtain labor at the 
wages they are able to pay. Several 
of the dealers are obtaining men 
through the Salvation Army, but they 
are but as a drop in the bucket, or as 
the Water in the milk.

The following is the new scale of 
prices:

One pint per day, $1.50 per month; 1 
quart per day, $2.75 per month; 3 pints 
per day, $4.00 per month; 2 quarts per 
day, $5.25 per month; 3 quarts per day, 
$7.60 per month; 1 gallon per day, 30 
cents per gallon; 10 quarts or over per 
day, 25 cents per gallon. One pint 
supplied twice daily will be charged i 
$3.00 per month.

Chas. E. Sonley, manager of the F. R. 

Stewart Co., Geo. Gowan, manager for 
R. Baker & Son, and Geo. Munro were In 
court Wednesday for the alleged viola­
tion of the regulations of the Dominion 
government governing the handling of 
fruit in the province.

The first two were charged with having 
sold to W. O. Wallace, who keeps a gro­
cery on the corner of Yates and Douglas, 
a number of closed packages of a'pples 
which did not have marked ihercon a 
designation of the grade. The last was 
charged with having in his possession a 
number of closed packages of apples 
which did not have marked thereon a 
designation of the grade, 
pleaded guilty.

Hereupon Mr. Smith, the Dominion 
Fruit Inspector, addressed the court 
and stated that as this was the first time 
the defendants had been charged with 
the violation of the act, and that as the 
offence seemed to have been committed 
through the oversight of the employees 
and not through want of instructions 
from the defendants, he asked the court 
to be leniept. Accordingly the minimum 
fine of 25 cents per package and cost$ 
was imposed in each case.

Those convicted were in each 
wholesalers.

In this case the fruit was imported from 
the United States, and the defendants 
being the first to handle it in the Domin­
ion of Canada it became obligatory on 
them to mark these packages with their 
name and post office address, the name 
and variety of the fruit and a designation 
of the grade before distributing to the 
retail trade, the same as if it had been 
grown in this country.

Mr. Smith states that the law is very 
well observed throughout the province.

Foreign Secretary Grey Tells of the 
Negotiations.

London, March 26.—Replying in the 
House of Commons to-day to a ques­
tion of Mr. Arnoîd-Forster, former 
xvar secretary, Foreign Secretary Grey 
said that the general negotiations re­
specting commercial reciprocity be­
tween the United States and Canada 
which had been left unsettled in 1898, 
had not been reopened in the recent 
negotiations 
and would form no part of them. Sec­
retary Grey had not heard that Sec­
retary Root proposed the adoption by 
Canada of the United States tariff 
against Great Britain and all other 
countries, and then the establishment 
of free trade between Canada and the 
United States.

Mr. Bryce had been empowered to 
do his best to settle the outstanding 
questions between the United States 
and Canada.

Negotiations respecting commercial 
reciprocity would technically form part 
of such outstanding questions, but, as 
a matter of fact, in the negotiations 
which have taken place neither the 
United States nor Canada, so far as 
Great Britain was aware, had shown 
any desire to reopen the matter.

In addi­
tion to this, an interesting talk was 
given the children of this school by the 
Rev. Mr. Dunham, who illustrated the 
effect of alcohol on the system.

In order that this very important work 
may be efficiently done I would urge upon 
this convention the necessity of appoint­
ing a superintendent of this department 
who can devote the Sunday school hour 
to this special work, as no person teach­
ing in a Sunday school can possibly give 
it the attention that it demands.

“This association gives its cordial 
support to the Dominion Alliance and 
earnestly prays that God may bless 
them in their efforts to induce the pro­
vincial legislature to pass effective laws 
for the reduction of the evils arising 
from the trade in strong drinks. This 
association further wishes to place on 
record its conviction that the trade in 
intoxicants provides no benefits com­
parable with the terrible evils it cre­
ates and that the proper action of the 
state would be to prohibit the manu­
facture and importation and sale of in­
toxicants as beverages.”

It was decided to submit a copy of 
the latter part of this resolution, also, 
tô the provincial legislature.

Mr. Home, a new arrival in the city, 
then read an interesting paper on the 
“Forward Movement Bible Class.”

Report of vice-president normal de­
partment, Victoria district branch I. S. S. 
Association.

Mr. President:—On the work accom­
plished during the past year in connection 
with the normal department, I desire to 
report as follows:

I was asked by the executive of this or- 
ganiation to attempt something in the 
way of teacher-training during the cur­
rent year. Having in mind the experi­
ence of the past along this line, I was 
not very hopeful of results,

The idea of a union normal class sug­
gested itself to my mind. I thought out 
a plan, submitted it to the executive and 
was gratified to receive their endorse­
ment. The plan was simply to gather all 
the S. S. teachers possible to one centre 
and to secure a good teacher who would 
give a course of eight or ten lectures 
the fundamental principles and methods 
of teaching.

The securing of a suitable teacher 
the greatest difficulty. After a number of 
unsuccessful attempts, I called on the 
Rev. Mr. Carson, and outlined the plan to 
him, and asked him to undertake the 
work. He listened to my story and then 
said: “If you think that I can do any­
thing that wilU-be effective, that will be 
helpful to the S. S. teachers of Victoria 
I shall be glad to do as you suggest.” So 
the matter was arranged. The trustees 
of the First Congregational church grant­
ed permission to use the schoolroom of 
their church, and all arrangements were 
complete.

I visited nearly all the S. S. in the city 
and advertised the lectures as best I 
could. The courtesy with which I was 
received by the S. S. was very encourag­
ing.

The first lecture was delivered on the 
last Wednesday in January, and since 
that time eight lectures in all have been 
given. The ninth and last lecture will be 
delivered a week from to-morrow even­
ing, the 3rd of April. You are all cordial­
ly invited to be present on that occasion, 
even if you have not been able to attend 
any of the others.

The attendance at , these lectures was 
very fair, considering the many calls 
on the teachers’ time. Sixty-five of 
S. S. teachers attended one or more - of 
these lectures. The average attendance 
v/as thirty, and the interest manifested 
was very marked indeed. Each teacher 
attending received a notebook and pencil; 
the headings of the lecture were written 
on the blackboard, and copied by the 
teachers into their notebooks for future 
reference. The following are the titles 
of the nine lectures of the course:

The official view foHows: “The ques­
tion is entirely between France and 
Morocco. There- is not the slightest 
reason for outside complications. 
France is not actuated by any ulterior 
motives. The occupation of Oudja is 
for the purpose of demonstrating to 
Morocco that she cannot flout France 
with impunity. Heretofore France 
has been extremely lenient. When an 
outrage occurred, she contented herself 
with presenting her claims through 
diplomatic channels. These have been 
disregarded so long that France has 
been compelled to teach the Sultan a 
lesson. The commander of the armored 
cruiser Jeanne d’Arc, when that vessel 
arrives at Tangier, will hand a list of 
the French demands to Mohammed El 
Tores, the representative of the Sultan. 
Besides satisfaction for the murder of 
Dr. Mauchamp, and the organization of 
a Moorish police force on the Algerian 
frontier, Morocco will be required to 
put an end to the anarchistic conditions 
under which the lives of foreigners of 
all, nations in Moroccan territory are 
constantly endangered. France be­
lieves that the Sultan will yield with­
out any trouble.”

Entire discretion is given to General 
Liautri, the commander of the column 
of occupation, but he is expected to oc­
cupy Oudja to-day, as it is only a day's 
march from Lalla Marnia.

Will Open Gates.
Otan, Algeria, March 26.—Oudja is 

not expected to resist the forces of 
General Liautri. The. inhabitants prob­
ably will open the gates upon his ap­
proach.

PROVIDES GRANT 
FOR UNIVERSITY

BILL INTRODUCED AT
YESTERDAY’S SESSION

Two Million Acres of Public Lan^ 

May Be Set Aside for 
Institution.

The Minister of Education at the ses­
sion of the legislature yesterday after­
noon introduced the promised bill to pro­
vide aid for a provincial university. The 
bill, entitled “An Act to Aid the Univer­
sity of British Columbia by a Grant of 
Provincial Lands,” was given Its first 
reading yesterday. It Is in accordance 
with the clause in the speech from the 
throne, where it found a place probably 
as a result of the suggestion of Chief 
Justice Hiititer at the initial luncheon of 
the Canadian Club, of this city, who there 
voiced the'Vlews of the local educational­
ists and strongly urged the setting aside 
of a grant of lands for the support of a 
provincial Institution of learning.

The bill enables the Liêutenant-Gov- 
ernor in council to grant to the University 
of British Columbia lands in this province 
not to éxeeed 2,000,000 âcres.

It specifies that the University shall in­
clude faculties of arts and applied science, 
of law, medicine and engineering, to in­
clude manual training, with royal charter 
to confer degrees in the above courses.

The text of the act follows:
1. This act may be cited as the “Uni­

versity of British Columbia Aid Act, 
1907.”

2. It shall be lawful for the; Lieutenant- 
Governor in council to grant to the Uni­
versity of British Columbia lands in the 
province of British Columbia, not exceed­
ing two million acres, in aid of higher 
education in this province.

3. The said grant of land shall not in­
clude any lands held by grant, lease, 
agreement for sale, pre-emption or other 
alienation by the crown, nor shall it in­
clude Indiaij reserves or settlements nor 
military or fiaval reserves, nor lakes or 
lands in which any person other than the 
crown shall have a vested interest.

4. The Lieutenant-Governor in council 
may reserve from pre-emption, sale or 
other disposition any lands of the pro­
vince for the purpose of said grant, other 
than lands mentioned in section 3 hereof.

5. The land to be granted pursuant to 
this act shall be selected from the lands 
of the province by the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor in council within three years from 
the date of the passing of this act.

6. All revenues derived from said lands, 
or from the- sale or other disposition 
thereof by the said University, shall be 
devoted to the maintenance by said Uni­
versity of the following faculties:

(a.) A -faculty of arts and science, which 
shall embrace all branches of a lib­
eral. education necessary for the de­
grees of bachelor of arts and master 
of arts, and such other degrees as 
may be determined by the said 
University.

(b.) A facility of medicine, which shall 
embrace all branches of medical and 
surgical training necessary for the 
degree of bachelor of medicine, doc­
tor of medicine, master of surgery, 
and such other degrees as may be 
determined by the said University.

(c.) A faculty of law, which shall em­
brace all branches of the knowledge 
and practice of law necessary for 
the degrees of bachelor of laws, 
and such other degrees as may be 
determined by the said University.

(d.) A faculty of applied science, in­
cluding manual training and en­
gineering, -leading to the degree of 
bachelor of applied science, and 
such other degrees or diplomas as 
may be determined by the said 
University.

7. No part of said revenue shall be de­
voted to any purpose wliich is not strict­
ly secular and non-sectarian.

8. This act shall come Into force on pro­
clamation by the Lieutenant-Governor In 
council.

TO BRING SULTAN TO TIME.

French Newspapers Support Govern­
ment’s Determination to Restore 

Prestige in Morocco.

Paris, March 26.—The French press 
unanimously appreciates the gravity of 
the government’s decision to bring the 
Sultan of Morocco to reason, and with­
out exception the newspapers support 
the cabinet’s determination to restore 
its prestige in North Africa by the oc­
cupation of Oudja, which, it is consid­
ered, will make the Moroccan authori­
ties understand that France cannot 
permit others to disregard with impun­
ity their solemn agreements.

The Figaro to-day says: “French­
men expect the government to carry 
out its decision cooly but firmly.”

The government has given notice of 
its intention to reply fully to-day to the 
questions on the Moroccan subject in 
the chamber or senate, foreign minis­
ter Pichon being prepared to furnish 
any information demanded.

FYance does not expect any opposition 
upon the part of any power against 
her course. The government denies 
that the ocupation of Oudja can be re­
garded as an invasion, or as an aggres­
sion, and denies it is understood that 
France is not taking the step to en-

I I T seems as if nothing new in the way 
of party bags could be invented, 
yet there is one in vogue just 

now that has the distinction of on# 
novel feature at least.

The bag itself is the old-style round or 
oval one of fancy brocaded or striped 
silks, and it fastens with a draw string. 
The novelty lies in the bottoms. For­
merly these bottoms were made of two 
heavy pieces of pasteboard, covered with 
cotton wadding and silk, and overcast 
together; now the bottom layer has s 
looking-glass set In the outside piece.

And en route to the ball my lady can 
see herself before she enters the crowd­
ed hall leading to the dressing rooms, 
and make sure that her scarf is becom­
ingly arranged or her hair is not blown 
into disarray.

These mirrors are easily inserted 
The lower piece of cardboard has an 
oval or round opening cut in it, leav­
ing a good border all around.

I broidery, in which complicated 
stitches and lace inserts play an 
important part* it is refreshing to 

have a new kind of work introduced 
which Is simplicity itself. Effectiveness 
Is, after all, the main thing in all em­
broidery. While it is undeniably true 
that exquisite workmanship is very re­
paying on close examination, there are 
many times when just as good results 
are achieved at the expense of half- 
nay, a quarter—the time and nervous 
energy.

One of the chief qualifications of the 
new Wallachian embroidery, that has 
sprung into such popularity during this 
last winter, is that it can be very quick­
ly done.

This Is merely an old 
ftiend masquerading in certain new 
forms—just a simple buttonhole stitch 
worked into a central or dividing line. 
Now,-as almost every one who makes K 
the slightest pretensions as an em­
broiderer can do this buttonholing, it 
stands to reason that this latest comer 
in the field of artistic needlework will 
win many admirers. 
oWallachlap embroidery is, as a rule, 
done in very conventionalized designs 
of large and clashing outlines.

27.—TheFort William, Ont.. March 
first cargo of wheat for 1907 was loaded 
at Empire elevator yesterday, when a 
cargo of 180,000 bushels was placed in the 
steamer Midland King. The vessel has 
been tied up near the elevator all winter, 
but the ice had to be blown to get her 
alongside the elevator.

Secured Coal Lands.
Questioned concerning coal, the ex­

mayor said his company had taken up 
from 26,000 to 30,000 acres of land at 
the north end of the island, upon 
which they had a diamond drill work­
ing up a five-foot seam of soft coal to 
a depth of 150 feet. The mineral ran 
up to the beach, and was to be seen 
under the sea in the direction of an 
island, which he had also acquired. 
The coast, at this point, rendered it 
possible for vessels to come right up 
to the shore and load. It would take, 
he estimated, $300,000 to develop the 
property.

“They tell me,” he went on, “there 
is an abundance of iron, copper, 
marble and the finest building stone. 
A company is exploiting the marble: 
and, 15 miles out of Victoria, Portland 
cement is being manufactured. Al­
though there are parts little known, 
the wealth of the island is already 
established, and the people are waking 
up to the fact, under the arousing in­
fluence of the new-comer, who, hav­
ing set other places on the move, is 
now turning his attention to this last 
field of Dominion enterprise.”

Mr. Arbuthnot, who trades in Van­
couver Island under the style of the 
Red Fir Lumber Company, finds that 
the lumber business is brisk, owing to 
the demand for export. Coal in Vic­
toria is $7.75, the highness of the price 
being due to the scarcity of labor, the 
shipping taking the coal as fast as it 
is mined.

During this time many 
albatross were captured with fishing 
hooks, and their skins have been pre­
served.

Coming up the coast head winds 
were still in evidence until Central Am­
erica was reached, when the weather 
moderated, Comparatively smooth wa­
ters prevailed until Friday last, when 
the Sardhana encountered the gale 
which was-felt in Victoria on that day. 
Yesterday morning the vessel rounded 
Tatoosh, and though she saw several 
tugs they were all actively engaged, 
with the result that she had to come 
to port under her own sail.

After discharging her cargo at the 
outer wharf the barque will make for 
Vancouver, where she will land the re­
mainder of her freight. She will prob­
ably lie there awaiting charter, and ex­
pects to carry a cargo of lumber home 
to the Old Country.

On board the Sardhana is a small or­
gan which once adorned the church at 
Chemainus, and was purchased by 
Capt. Walker on one of his trips in the 
hope of relieving the tedious voyages. 
The captain is well known along this 
coast.

A cablegram was Tuesday sent to the 
Heenen-Froude Company, of Manchester, 
England, notifying them that their ten­
der to instal the new incinerator plant 
had been accepted subject to the passing 
of the by-law by the people of Victoria. 
If the by-law falls to pass, the city’s re­
sponsibility ends. If, however, the by­
law goes through, the city will be the 
gainer in the matter by at least $1,000, as 
this company is putting in a similar plant 
for Vancouver, and by having a definite 
statement before them of the city’s deci­
sion in the matter they can so arrange 
matters as to effect this saving. This 
by-law, in conjunction with the by-law 
for school purposes and the annual loan 
by-law, will be submitted to the voters 
on Thursday. April 4th.

Mayor Morley this morning stated that 
it was much to be regretted that earlier 
action in the matter of the by-laws could 
not have been secured. It would have 
facilitated matters very much. Now 
work wlll be so delayed that it will be 
practically impossible to do anything this 
year. Asked as to the possibility of one 
of the by-laws being defeated, he stated 
that he did not think there was any like­
lihood of such a course being followed. 
The incinerator plant which is it proposed 
to install here from, the plans of the 
Heenen-Froude Company is so well 
known, simple, and yet so eminently 
suited to its purpose that it is hardly 
conceivable that anyone could be so blind 
to the public weal as to attempt to de­
feat it.

A similar plant is to be erected in Se­
attle. Vancouver is having one shipped 
to that city in the near future, and it is 
proposed to have one for Victoria ship­
ped at the same time, thus saving both 
time and expense.

The testimony of such cities as West- 
mount, Montreal, New York and other 
places where similar plants have been in­
stalled, go to show that the plan of the 
city to generate power for the lighting 
of the streets is entirely feasible.

The descriptive pamphlets furnished by 
the company also go to show that this 
plan Is in successful operation in many 
cities in England.

NEED WAGON ROAD.

Settlers in the Bulkley Valley Cannot 
Get Machinery Required.

“What we need up in our country is a 
wagon road from Hazleton to Bulkley 
Valley,” so says Chas. Barrett, of Hazle­
ton. Mr. Barrett is the manager of the 
Barrett Freighting and Forwarding Com­
pany, of Hazleton. In company with his 
partners he has been doing business in 
that country for the last ten years. With 
the building of the G. T. P. things have 
brightened up wonderfully. Hazleton be­
ing at the head of navigation is the point 
of shipment for goods to the interior. 
Such goods are, however, forwarded with 
the greatest difficulty. It is a-good eighty 
miles from the town to the Bulkley 
ley. For the whole distance goods must 
be conveyed by mules, consequently It is 
practically impossible Jo get machinery 
of any sort into the valley. Mr. Barrett 
last year paid twenty-five dollars per 
head to get three pigs packed into his 
ranch in the valley. To get the machin­
ery needed in farming operations into 
the country is impossible, owing both to 
the difficulty of transportation and to the 
cost, which is prohibitive. With a wagon 
road all this would be changed. Binders, 
threshing machines and all sorts or ma­
terial could then be taken in and the 
country would fast be settled.

To-day there are at least 100 settlers 
in the country, all doing well. Timothy 
grows to a great height and in enormous 
quantities.
well. Mr. Barrett says that last year he 
had 75 acres of as good a crop of oats as 
he ever saw. Owing to the impossibility 
of threshing them he was obliged to cut 
thie greater part of them green. This 
year he has 50 acres and some fall wheat. 
Apples and garden stuff do well. Pota­
toes grow in enormous quantities.

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TWO MEN KILLED I IS HARRY THAW
IN SANE OR INSANE?

USTICC FITZGERALD
APPOINTS COMMISSION

VICTIMS MEMBERS OF
CREWS OF TRAIN

Man Gets Fifteen Years For Man- 
slaughter-The Sentence 

of Joseph Phillips.

WHI Report to. Court on Mental 
Condition of Slayer of Stanford 

White.

Toronto, March 25.—A head-on colli­
sion occurred this morning about 10.30 
on the C. P. R. two miles east of Mrr- 
tle, causing the death of two men and 
seriously injuring two others. The 
dead men are fireman C. Jones, and 
brakeman H. Howe. Their bodies 
were taken from the wreck about two 
hours after the collision. Engineer S. 
Binns and brakeman C. House were 
slightly injured about the legs and 
arms and engineer Kile was slightly 
injured. Eighteen cars were thrown 
off the track, five of which were com­
pletely demolished.

New York, March 27.—A formal ad­
journment of the Thaw trial for a week 
or ten days will be announced to-day 
when the jury assembles in Justice 
Fitzgerald's court, pending the report 
of the commission, which was appoint­
ed yesterday to examine into the men­
tal condition of the defendant.

Whether the trial will again be re­
sumed depends of course on the report 
of the commission, which is composed 
of ex-Justice Morgan, J. O’Brien, ex- 
District Attorney Peter B. Olney and 
Dr. Leopold Putzel, an authority on 
mental diseases. If the commission 
finds that Thaw is insane the prisoner 
will be sent to an asylum; if it is found 
that Thaw is now sane, his fate will be 
decided by the jury. The appointees to 
the commission have agreed to serve, 
and will meet Justice Fitzgerald to­
day and will be sjworn in. They will be 
then introduced to counsel in the case, 
after which it will be decided whether 
the sessions of the commissioners are 
to be conducted in open court or in 
secret.

Just how long these sessions will last 
cannot be guessed at. Much will de­
pend upon whether the commissioners 
decide to go into the history of the case 
or only hear witnesses who can swear 
as to the present mental condition of 
the defendant. The justice appointing 
a commission in lunacy has the power 
to reject its report.

Thaw will be present at every session 
of the commission. Through his coun­
sel he has stated that he will grant the 
commission every possible facility to 
carry on its work. It will be remem­
bered that Thaw rebuffed the medical 
men when they tried to examine him 
after the shooting of Stanford White. 
He must submit to a physical examin­
ation by the doctors on the commission, 
but may refuse to submit himself to an 
oral examination.

The Phillips Case.
Toronto, March 26.—An application 

to the minister of justoice is to be 
made to liberate Joseph Phillips, sen­
tenced on Saturday to five years in the 
penitentiary. It is claimed that there 
was a specific understanding given by 
the crown that when Phillips pleaded 
guilty he would be liberated on sus­
pended sentence. That Phillips fully 
expected to get off on suspended sen­
tence is the statement made to-day 
and fully borne out by the facts. The 
charge to which he pleaded guilty was 
purely a technical one, and as he had 
rendered service to the liquidators in 
winding up the affairs of the defunct 
company, as he had made restitution 
and his case had been dragging for 
two years, partly owing to the manner 
in which the police court case was con­
ducted, it was fully expected that his 
punishment would be nominal. Phil­
lips, his counsel and immediate friends 
were stunned by what they consider­
ed the severity of the sentence. It ap­
pears they had reckoned on all factors 
in the case except Judge Winchester, 
who bears the reputation of being an 
exceedingly just and upright judge, 
who is more likely to condone the of­
fence of a minor criminal than the 
wrecker of a concern like the York 
County loan Co. He made it clear in 
his remarks to the prisoner when pass­
ing sentence that while he was con­
victed on a technical charge he (the 
judge) had considered the case in all 
its bearings. Phillips had no more 
funds, it is understood, and could not 
fight the case any longer, which is an­
other reason why he decided to plead 
guilty and take the chance of a lenient 
sentence. The local feeling is that in 
view of all circumstances in connection 
with the case and the widespread loss­
es on the poor people, the penalty im­
posed by Judge Winchester eminently 
fitted the crime.

RAILWAY COMMITTEE 
IN SESSION TO-DAY

Queen Charlotte Island Railway 
Charter is Revived-Private Bills 

Committee Meets.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)
The railway committee of the legisla­

ture met this morning and considered 
the bill to revise the Queen Charlotte 
Island Railway Company, of which Mr. 
King and Capt. J. Irving are the hold­
ers. They were represented by Harold 
Robertson.

W. H. Jenkins Dead.
Toronto. March 25.—The death is an­

nounced at Madoc^of Wm. H. Jenkins, 
the late registrar In the educational 
department of the province and chair­
man of the educational council, who 
was compelled to resign at the end of 
the year on account of failing health. 
The deceased was a conspicuous fig­
ure in the educational arena of his na­
tive province. He was a distinguished 
graduate of Toronto University, and 
later became principal of Owen Sound 
Collegiate Institute, which under his 
principalship attained first rank. He 
succeeded Dr. Parkenham, now of the 
technical schools, in the educational 
department six years ago. 
was an only brother of B. S. Jenkins, 
general superintendent of C. P. R. tele­
graphs, Winnipeg.

A difficulty arose, several members 
showing a disposition to refuse the ap­
plication contending that this was the 
third time the incorporators were com­
ing before the legislature with the 
charter. Nothing had been put up by 
them, neither the $5,000 deposit nor the 
expenditure of $10,000 on surveys or 
construction.

Some members of the committee 
thought that the reviving of the charter 
was simply allowing the charter hold­
ers to traffic in it and to hold up bona 
fide companies, which might be seeking 
to develope the island.

Price Ellison, however, thought it 
would do no harm to any one to revive 
the charter. It would not exclude 
others from coming in.

H. B. Thomson suggested that base­
ball rules should apply then, and that 
it should be three times and out. This 
was the third application, and he pro­
posed that it be understood to be the 
last.

The bill was finally put through with 
the company being required to deposit 
$5,000 in six months, expend $10,000 in­
side of one year and $100,000 within 
three years or the charter would lapse.

The Bella Coola Railway Company, 
which proposes to builfi from the 
fluence of the Shuswap and 
fork of the Fraser river to Quesnel and 
to Bella Coola, the incorporation of 
which is sought by Edgar Bloomfield,

The private bills committee also met 
and disposed of the bill respecting the 
Securities Corporation of British Co­
lumbia.

Ottawa, March 25.—An order in 

council was approved by Lord Grey to­
day changing the death sentence pass­
ed upon Josiah Gilbert, of Regina, 
sentenced to be hanged on April 16th 
for the murder of B. Henderson, a 
farmer, to imprisonment for life. Gil­
bert was sentenced to be hanged in 
November, but had three respites to 
permit his case being taken to the Su­
preme court.
