K. F, Burns, Esq, bas returned
from England, and was received with
great popular demonstrations of wel-
come on his arrival, including music by
a band, a tocch-light procession, etc.,
and being eseotted from the railway
station to his residence, he made a
speech, in which he anticipated victory
at the polls in Gloucester. A despatch
of Monday last says :—

A most enthusiastic meeting of Mr.

Burns’ friends was held here . to-night.
The room of thesyoung mens’ liberal-con-
servative club could not contain the
number of persons desirous of being
present, and they were forced t5 adjourn
to the spacious store of the St. Lawrence
lumber company. Although the notices
were only posted this morning and al-
though Mr. Burns was absent in Beres-
ford parish holding meetings, the degree
of interest in his candidature was amaz-
ing. Working committees were appoint-
ed for the different districts of Bathurst,
after which the nomination paper was
numerously signed, several old-time
opponents being among the number.
Mr. Burns will speak in several places in
the upper portion of the county before
nomination day, after which he will visit
the lower portions. That he will be re-
turned by a large majority is aasured.
Yesterday Messrs. Landry ard Poirier
held meetings in Shippegan and Lameque,
which, like Caraquet, gave the aspirant a
rather cool reception.
The meeting held by Mr. Burns at
Petite Rocher this evening was successful
beyond all expectations. It was largely
attended and A. W, Desbrisay was
elected chairman. Besides Mr. Burns,
Messrs F. J. McManus and Jerome
Boudreau addressed the electors, and Mr.
Burns’ nomination paper was largely
signed. There is quite a revulsion in
Beresford in favour of Mr. Burns. He
will hold meetings at Green Point and
Belledune to-morrow.

Oar Fisherlee.

The “‘smelt syndicate’ 1epresentative
said at the Cameron school house list
Thursday night that the Canadian Gov-
ernment had treated Awerizan fishermen
“crnelly and most unkindly.” Thisis
not, however, the belief Jf well-informed
persons. A more correct view of the
matter is that expressed by the leading
1 baral organ, the Toronto Globe, oun 28th
Aug. 1888. Here it is:—

*“The fisheries dispute ought to be
obnoxious to our neighbors, because it is
a matter in which they have long grossly
misconducted themselves. They have
tried te obtain for nothing a neighbor’s
property to which they renounced &1l
title forever. They have refused to sub-
mit their trumped-up claims to arbitra-
tion. They have committed innumerable
trespasses and roared when occasionally
ejected. They intemperately denounced
the gondnct of g »od-natured neighbors guail-
ty of nuthing but protecting their rights.
They have threatened us with fearful
punishment in case we should not cou-
sent to let them do just as they please in
our front yard.”

You see the littls smelts and  the big
whales don’t agree on this fisheries mat-
ter. Kindness is an excellent thing, in
the abstract, but there is such a thing as a
mistaken article of that kind. Mr.
Laurier doesn’t quite so far misapply
words, so he tays Canada’s attitudeis
one vexatious to Americsn fishermen.”
That may be so, bat, asMr. E. W,
Thomson siys, what option did they
leave Canada except strict protection of
her fall rights according to her interpre-
tation of the convention of 18187 They
refused to negotiate, though we gave
them in 1885 u season’s free fishing Ly
way of showing our friendly spirit. It
is, we think, true tLat the ‘).tawa Gouv-
ernment oflici.ls were occasionelly rather
eager to make seizures when they might
judiciounsly have winked. But our Gov-
ernment was compelled by the sgyressive
American attitude to issue orders strictly
guarding the entire Canadian case. All
ite prin‘s were bouni up together.

The Liberals, had they been in puwer
at Ottawa, would have been compellad by
the circumstances to take very much the
same line. It was nota case in which
the Government displayed great wisdom;
it was one in which there was only the
one course to take. What could Minis-
ters do but stand on the convention cf
18181 There was no other guide for
them after the Americans had denounced
the fisheries clauses of the treaty of Wash-
ington and had refused to negotiate.

It may be eaid that Ottawa might have
tried o bring about an agreement for
exiension of international trade by which
the fisheries would be thrown open to
Americans. But O:itawa did try. Tae
official correspondence between Downing
Strest qud-ifwanhiugtm\ records that
Washingthn thankfully sccepted a seasan’s
free fishing, on the understanding ‘‘that
the agreement had been srrived at under
circumstances affording prospect of nego-
tiation “for the development and exten-
sion of trade between the United States
and British Noith America.” President
Cleveland honorably recommended the
appointment of American commissioners
in accordance with this understanding
and the senate refused to agree.

Lot it be remembered, however, that
Mr. Cleveland is, in 21! probability, to be
the next Presilent of the United States.
He is a democrat. When he is nextin
power he will not have a republican sénate
but a democratic one to deal with. Then
his recommendation will be agreed to,
and the commission which it is Sir Jshu
A. Macdonald’s intention to secure, and
which is &lio a part of the democratic
polizy t2 havs,will be appointed.

Gosds Us:d by the Working Man.

One of the mos. effective letters of the
campaign is that written by Mr. Robert
Turner, of St. Joha—a prominent dry
goods merchant and Liberal. He deals
with the childish canvass that the Cana-
dian daties’on cottons, flannels and other
dry goods largely ucei by poor people are
reaily taxes which those people have to
pay. Those who have attended political
meetings in different parts of Northum-
berland during the past fortnight have
heard the speakers in behalf of Mr. Mit-
chell talk as if it was the policy of the
government to tax the poor man exces-
sively while the rich man was practically
exembt from taxation. Mr. Turner em-
phasises two important facts. Oneis
that the goods named by these speakers
are manufactured in Canada, and as they
are not imported, no duties are collected
on them and, the other, that the prices at
which they are sold to consumers are
much lower than they could be bought at
before the high duties were imposed and
their manufacture at home thus encour-
aged. The St. John Globe, having copied
one of the taxation cry articles from the
Ottawa Free Press, Mr. Turner, addres-
sing the workingmen, says:—

Not only do they pay wo duty,
but they employ thouands of working men
ard women who want homes, foudy chuzrches,
amusements, ete.  So you see that Sic J-in
Macdonald’s N P. baby, now thirteen years
old, praven's fifteen per 02nt. and one cent a
yard ectering his tressmiy, and is dis-
tiibuted among all classes. There & no raw
duty on cotton and as a result we hava
better cottun tc-day at seven cents per yard
than we eould have got thirteen years ago
for tenand twelve cents per yerd. This
will apply to all cotton produetions, such as
white cotton, sheeting, pillow cottans,
snirtings, ginghams, shakers, cottonades,
ticking, ete.

Hosiery thirteen yecars ago paid a lirge
tax ; under the Na-ional Policy to-day it 1s
made in all the provinces and is better and
vastly lower in price than befcre the N. P.
tax was put op; agai:: the workingman and
all his family pay no tax.

‘Thirteen years ago flanuels paid 30 per
cent duty. To-day they pay nothing, be-
cause they are made in the country.
Tweeds can bs bonght from 30 cents to $1.25
without a cent of duty—it is only the swell

to make the class2s of dress goods uged by
ladies. In all countries, such 2s Great
Britain, France aud Germany, the makers
buy up all the long fibres and best wools of
Australia for such uses in the London mark-
et.

Let us have free trade with Great Biitain
and we can ho!d our owa in mative grods,
and not have to bend cur recks tothe yok~
of the McKinley bill an‘l annexation.

We want no wall let down becausa it
would sweep away every mill in the country
with Johnstowa.like flood of aver.produc-
tion, which the McKinley bill will in time
bring npon us, and farther, the grods in the
United States are similar in make, purity
and fiaish, to Canadian. while the British
cottons are still as in the past, sized with
China clay, chalk, scur floar, etc, and
would not be bought by our Caaadi'n work
ingnan’s wife, ore of the most prudent, wise
aud oareful creatures to be found in any
country. Free trade with Britain would
give us all we waot of the high class gnods,
for there is none 1ke unto her among the
nations of th2 earth for skiil, and diversity
of textile fabrics, which places her in the
position she helds, It is useless talking bo<h
about the poor workingmaau, for he is batter
off to-day than for the past 50 years. What
we want is to woik up our timber and nitive
wonds into donre, etc, and take them, like
our Yackee brothers, to London, Enzland,
and thers di-play them, as they doina
store in Holbura Viaduct—not in New York,
Boston, ete. Millions of boxes ars used, but
it wants some parson of means to tackle this
business, becanse no Lrndon firm_will con
tract with any one uunless he is Zble and
willirg to give worthy guarantees that the
stock ia London will not give out. Why, of
spool woud, cut properly and true, Paisley
would concume a small forest itself. We
have within this vast country unt,ld
wealth, and in free-trade Eagland are our
be 8" cash castomers, if we have faith in our-
selves  Half the dry goods used in Canada
by the workingman are made ia i, and no
duty paid thereon. Mr.E lis in his Carletan
speech a3 given iu the St. John Glode of 17th
inst: says:

The taxes are paid by the workingman,
and not by tho rich. To this subjéct he
had given most careful study, he eaid, and
had become conviuced from every dollar
earned by the poor min the government got
a share.

I would only say that Mr. Ellis has no
doubt given a vast amount of stady, and
in his path or street in life may hold most
profound idess, but it has not been up dry-
goads or mauu‘asturer's street his life work
has led him, and conscquently his ideas
have to be taken with a grain of salt.

By this arrangement farmers in every part off
the Dominion obtained the barley at a unii-
torm price, but one bag only was availalle
to each individual.

rapid exhaustion of the stock, se that appli-
cants from distardt portions of the ° D;;mli)non
might not be disappuvinted.

The Unrestricted third party men held a
meeting in Hon, Mr. Mitchell’s interest at
the Dooglasfield School House on Satarday
evening, and a number of Liberals including
Messrs. J. P, Burchill and D. G. Smich—
as well as some conservatives—attended for
the purpose of exposing the absurdity of Mr.
Mitchell’s position. Those present who
were acquaiated with the facts were treated
to a surprise by Mr. Hennessy, who is still
president of the mortal remains of the liberal
Association of the County of Northamber-
land., Mr. Burehill, in the course of an ad-
mirable address, challenged the correctness
of the asertion that Mr, Mitchell was the
candidate of the Liberal Association of the
County, and claimed that he had been nom-
ivated by a clique composed largely of men
who were not Liberals, bui had always
fought against the Liberals in tbeir hardest
contests,and onily connected themselves with
