WOMAN'S RIGAT TO VOTE.

Prominent Ladies él—v—a— Their Reasons for
Signing the Pefitien.
(ﬁ ow ;o; Sun.)

The all absorbing topic of the day from
one end of the State to the. other is the
question of ‘‘woman’s suffrage.” Wemen
and men alike are deeply inverested in this
matter. Women of fashion have taken this
mabter up and have grown enthusiastic ve
such an extent that it has become the
fashionable fad of the hour.

No surprise has been greater to those whe
have knewn her all her life as a-quiet home
body than'the position Mrs. Ruseell Sage
has taken in this movement.

While Mrs. Sage has given much of her
time to cheritable work, no one ever dream-
ed she would becomeone of the leading
advocates of woman’s suffrage.

When i asked her reasons for espousing
the cause which is at present so much in
evidence before the public, she said:

“].am & recent convert.. Although I have
done ‘more or less in the fields in whioch
women are coospicuous, I never was in
what you might oall a pablic effice or posi-
tion till I accepted the presidency of the
Foma Willard associavion. :

] was brought up te leok with horror
upon anything thes savored of so-called
women’s rights. I lived in Syracuse when
a young woman and that town was the hot-
bed of radicatism. My father, Joseph Slo-

oum, who was a silver gray whig, and my |

mother, who was the most. conservative. of
women, were not all in sympathy  with the
state of things: I .wasled vo think as I do
new by Mrs, Elizabeth:Oady Stanton, She
was my guest nob long since snd during her
visit she led me captive in the cause and
now I feel that I cannot do enough to make

MRS, GUERNSEY'S OPINION,

Mrs. Egbert Guernsey, wifé¢ of Dr. Guern-
sey, in whose parlors so many  mestings
have been held in behalf of woman’s asuff-
rage, is one of the most earnest werkers in
the:field. She says *““The “injustice of the
-existing.state of things with regard to vot-
sing is almost sickening.

*To think that a man whe cannou read,
who cannot write even his own mname, is
allowed to be a facter in iraming laws
which men and women of intelligence and

.capabilities are compelled te obey, and that -

a woman, no matter how bhigh her culture,
how broad her mind msy ke, is not allowed
to ocast u vote is so absurd that for very
shamé’s sake the constitution should be
«<changed. :

‘The average woman is far ahead ef the
average man in intelligence and in all that
goes to make a good, law abiding ocitizen,
.and being law abiding we should be the enes
to help make the laws.

‘I amnetonetolook withenvy or bitter ness
upon the pesition man hoids in the social
and political scale; I only want woman fe
stand by him and to- be acknewledged by
the law and by the constitution as she is by
the public to be his equal. I am not werking
in this.cause for my ewn aggrandisement,
for the sucoess of our cause will make  very
little difference one way or the ‘ether ‘with
me, ‘but I hope for the benefit of fature gen-
erations that before another year passes by
we will see women with the same righte.po-
litically that men have.”

Mrs, H. M. Sanders, the wife of Rev, Dr,
Sanders, bas been one of the quiat, sbeady
workers in the canse of woman’s suffrage
for years. She is ‘one of those women
who have nothing to gain personally
by voting. As the daughter of Theron R.
Butler she had from infancy all that' wealth
and poeition oounld give, and is the wife of
one of New York’s leading clergymen, who
believes fully in the superiority of woman.

Most women in such a position would be
selfish and indifferent to the 'condition of
less fortunate women, but not se Mra. Sand-
ers. Iv is dae to her irflaence more than to
any other reason that the cause of woman’s
suffrage has become & fad among the leading
women of seciety.

Mrs. Sandere sald when I asked her rea-
sons for signing the petition: ‘It is & matter
of long standing, this woman’s voting ques-
tion, with me, indeed, almost: & life atudy;
and I have not been converted by this pre-
sent movement. I loek upon woman as the
equal of man in all ways and consider the
recoguition of her as an individual in our
constitution and in the affairs of our gov-
ernment the right and jast thing to
do.  This state of things is sure to
come soomer or. later. I am not one
to look wuwpon man as my natural
enemy. I believe that men and women
shonld have no divided interests; that the
political questions of the day should be as
thoroughly understoed and discussed in the
family as they are now outside. When

=Mrs, Theedore Sutre, who ocertainly has
no suggestion about her of the typical strong
minded wownan, is one of the most earnest
werkers in the cause of equal suffrage, ‘I
believe,” said she, *‘that all women should
learn to take care of fheir own property;
that they should be allowed to have a veice
in the adjustment of the taxes; dhat they
should be so familiar with the affairs of the
state and of politioal economy that they can

teach their sons the principles of good gev- |

ernment,

*‘I believe that politics shounld .be a part |

of the home, and if they were there would
be na corrupt government. I belieye that
there are many evils attending the political
franchiee now that will be done away with
when women are allowed to vete.
‘‘The mistake is in thinking the wemen
-0 want to vote and who will be in great
svidence on election days will come from
tie 'ower walks of life. Itis only the in-
telligent thinking woman who sees the
necessity for franchise.”

STRONGLY IN FAVOR OF SUFFRAGE.

Mrs, G. M. Willisms, who was formerly a
member of the school board in this city, satd:
‘I bad held aloof from the efforts that were
being made to obtain equal suffrage for
women because I did net know the necessit
for it until my husband’s health failed and
was compelled to assnme almost the entire
management of bis business, and every day
after thab sometbiog would come up which
tended to convince me that it would be far
betver for womeu if they could have a voice
in the affairs of the state. My convictions
oan thad point have been so strengthened
by experience that I am now strongly
io faver of women voting, and I de nov

given to woman to which she is justly en-
titled. IfI am a business woman and ocan
assume the duties of a man in -caring for
property, I am surely entitled to the rights
of a man”’

Mies Mary Phillips, who is secretary of
the Equal Suffrage Association in this city,
eaid thab her reasons for wishing to vote
and to have other women vote were that
her ancestors on both sides had been Ameri-
cans for two hundred years. °‘I have paid
$60,000. in_ rents of money which I have
earned myself,” she said, ‘‘and I have also
to pay taxes, and being a taxpayer and a
wage earner, I think I have the right to the
franchise. ‘ x

"“I objeot to being taxed without repre-
sentation; I. objsot to having the beggar
from foreign countries, who can neither read
nor write and who comes to my door for
bread, have a direct voice as to how 1 shall
be taxed, while I have no voice. I objact
to holding a political status inferior to vhat
of my colored butler. These are a few of
my reasons,” ;

Mrs. Dz, W, T. Bull is one of the firmest
believers in the ability of women. She said
she believed that women should de every-
thing to help themselves and te help their
husbands, and if they desired to do so they
should vote; but if they voted they must
fully expect to share all the other labors and
responsibilities of a citizen.

disagvantage, which the Fathers are about
to endeavor to remedy, As bthis country
has been erected into a vice-province within
the last ceuple of years, it only new remains
to erect it into a province, [t is not want of
meney that has prevented this project; but
it was feared vhat thers would mnot be suf-
ficlent students to warrant the execution of
the undertaking, Since their arrival in this
city the Redemptorist Fathers have been
joined by about 15 or 20 young gentle-
men who are now pursuing their studies
in Belgium at the mether house, and this
number would form the nucleus with which
to begin a studemda. Whilst in Earope,
Rev, Father Strubbe, O. 8S. R, visited
the mother house at Brussele, and found
these gentlemen, who are well known in
this city, enjoying perfect health and quite
happy in vheir new surroundings. ‘ilev.
Fathers Steinford and Stafford have been
ordained priests, and they are expected
here in October. Mr. Frank Scanlan, son
of Mr. Scanlan, superintendent of the Do-
mibion line, will be erdained in October,
and he will shortly return home.

Owing to
the suddenness of the catastrephe it was im-
poesible to save the buildings and in a short
time another farmer, named Jean Briere,
looked on while his houte and barn were
carried down the river.

Persons residing on the east side of the
river and north of the bridge now begin teo
think that they will all be victims to the
catastrophe, consequently they have begun
to move their furniture to safe quarters, in
some cases taking it to the lower end of the
parish, about one mile distanv. In so deing
they acted with great prudence, as at this
hour eof writing twelve houses and as many
barns have been carried away. The corres-
pendent of the Associated Press, while
standibg en the railway bridge, can see the
eastern bank of the river disappear-
ing with ‘such rapidity that in a
space of two hours an acre of land in the
rear of some residences has bsen carried
away by the river, whose current is like a
,millrace.  The water is about fifteen feet
from the railway bridge, and the current is
20 strong that no boatman will venture out.

THE IRISH AND JEWS.

Representatives of_Emerald Isle in
Portland, Me., Objeet to Liv-
ing with Jews.

PorTLAND, Me,, May 8,—Almost a riot
eccurred this afternoon on Newbury street
between Irish residents and Rassian Jews,
Ivan Mourooski began meving his household
¢ffocts and family into a tenement house
which contains several Irish families. The
Irish objeoted to having the Jews as meigh-
bors and started to throw their furniture
into the street. In the melee bricks and
rocks were brought into play with consider-
able effect. Almost the entire side of the
house was torn down. Several women
were struck with rocks and severely in-
jared. Oane of the Jews had his head ocut
and a ohild in ite mother’s arms was hit in
the back of the head and will probably - die.
The police arrested Patrick Shannahan and
Joe Qallaban, but the ringleaders of the
fight and the man who threw the missle at
the baby cannot be found. The Irish pepu-
lation in that section of the city is very
much exoited, and more trouble is feared.

A French Speech.-f-l:Delivered in Mon-
treal Condemlllqed by the Toronto
eWs. £

ToroNTo, May 9.—The Evening News,

referring editorially to a speech delivered at
Montreal last week to the 65:h battalion by
General Herbert, in which 'he enlogiz:d
those French Canadians whe went to dome
in the sixties in order to fight for the preser-
vation of the temporal power of the Pope,
saye: ‘*Such remarks would have been in-
“judicious even from a Frenchmar at a non-
official banquet. Ooming from the general
commanding the militia force of this country,
addressed to a regiment on parade, they
censtitute a violation of duty that can only
be atoned for by the immediate withdrawal
of the offender from his present position.
We say this with regrer, becanse General
Herbert is an excellent officer and has done
much to benefit the militia torce of the do-
minion.” ;

The following is a tratalation of General
Herbert’s address to the sixty-fifth bat-
talion, os published in the local French
press: *‘Colonel Provost, officers, non-com-
missioned cfficers gnd men of the sixth-fifoh
bavtalion—Before proceeding with the pres-
entation of the trophies now before you, and
intended to reward the meritsof your suc-
ceseful competitors, I cannot resist a desire
te speak a few werds to you in your own
beautiful language.

“I am happy to meet you, because you
recall to my mind the finest pages of Cana-
dian bistory. I fancy I find in you the
desoendants of those heroes who fought
under the command of General de Montoalm,
of Cheyalier de Levis and of the Marquis de
Vaudrenil. Never forget that you belong
to the same race as those of your valiant
¢ mpsatriots who formed part of the Papal
Z maves ' regiment, those crusaders of
the nineteenth century... That noble
regiment rendered  iteelf famoune by
defending the Cbhurch av  Qastel-
fedardo, at Mentona, av Monte Libsenti, at
Monte Roland, eto., snd under the very
walls of Rome, the Evernal City. You see,

then, thav good examples come to you from
all sides.

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FAST STEAMSHIPS.

Vessel Owners’ Reply to the Patrons of

Industry.

The Allan, Dominion and Beavsr Lines Ex-
press their Views.

The Allan, Dominien and ‘Beaver steam-
ship lines have addressed the fellowiag joint
letter tojthe delegates of the Patrona ot In-
dustry, who recently interviewed them on
the subject of a fast freighd service aeross
the Atlantic:

¢ Ag requestedaby youy we beg te submib
in writiog so mments on the business
conversavion had with you av. our confer-
ence, and en the propositions you left with
us for eur considerstion.

*The firsv three propositions may be con-
sidered togsther. They are: (1) Oa whao
terms steamship owners would mndertake a
fast freight aud cold storage line between
Oanada and Great Britain' au rates so re-
gulated as to give shippers a sensible advan-
tage over shippers by 'American lines of a
similar olass, and an equality by the celd
storage lines of New Zaaland and Australia,
(2) 1f the ocean steamship owners will state
the terms in writing in order that the Pat-
rons of Industry may bring them veo the
notice of government and parlisment. (3)
If the ocean steamship ownera will assist the
Patrons in promoting the acceptance of
such terms by government and parliament,
and apart from such promotion to help in
bringing about the rejection of Mr. Hud-
dart’s project.

“Assuming that a ‘line’ is intended te
make regular sailings, presumably weekly,
te one port of destination in Britain, we
would submit that the purposes of your
constituents could not possibly be served by
so very limited a scheme, even if only ex-

- port traffic of & more or less perishable char-

acter be considered.

“There is at present no one port in Britain
which buys 80 large a share ef Canadian
dairy produce, or which has a monepoly ef
that description of traffio, sufficient to make
a speocial connestion with is alone a mabter
of first importance, Nor is the week-by-
week volume or destination of such traffic
regular. Sametimes London iz the large
buying market, at other times Bristol, ec-
casionally Glasgow to a Jesser extent, and
then again Liverpool.

“‘The three lines whom the delegates in-
vited to a conference are able te give a
tri-weekly service to Liverpool; the Domin-
ion line could, probably, further arrange
for a weekly service to Bristol, and, on eur

art, in addition to our Liverpool weekly
ine, we could probably give a weekly ser-
vice to both Glasgow and Landen. Services
such as these would be vastly more benefi-
cial to the agricultural interests of the coun-
try than any fast freight line could possibly
be, whatever degrees of speed were prom-
ised or attained., Ia fact, greab speed has
not been found to havo, for expoft traffic,
any appreciable commercial value. The fast
vessel making the Arvlantic passage frem
New York in six days may, ovthepsthings
beiog equal, get a preference, but, broadly
speaking, she does not command bigher
rates of freight than the slower sister-ship
sailing on alternave weeks, and making a
nine days’ passage. Dauring the St. Law-
rencs season of navigation we are in direct
competition with the New York lines in
Chicage and other western markevs, and
are, in conjuetion with other railway con-
nections, able to divide with them the ex-

port traffic in perishable oargo en abont

we are making contracts at 553 for their
smaller spaces, being ¢qnal to 603 for ours.
New York rates are, in point of fact, 20s
per head dearer than ours at the present
time,

“Sack flour and grain are usually freighted
ab prioes already so low as to leave ecarcely
any margin for reductions. Oaur. present
open rates for sacks are 81 te Liverpool and
83 61 to Glasgow, per 3,240 Ibs., without
leading te business, and grain rates are bub
1s 64 per 480 lIbs. to both Liverpool and
Glasgow. The government might take off
the canal and harbor taxes, which on sacks
are 50 to 60c per ton. Buv please indicate to
us what your views are in respeoct of this
traffioc and what reduotions you think rea-
sonable. We have had considerable experi-
ence in the matter.of cold storage extending
over a number of yeare, and our conclusien
is that the necessity for' it is sentimental
rather than commercial. Large sums have
been spent in fisting up refcigerators in our
vessels on both the ice and chemical systems,
but save in the case of dead meat traffie
from Chicago they were never used.

Ib is with the greatest pleasure that we
oan present to our readers this month an
excellent portrait of the newly appointed
manager for the United States of the Len-
don Guarantee and Accident Co., Arthur
W. Masters.

Considerable interest has been felt by the
insurance fraternity as to the action of E.G.
L. Anderson, the secretary, since his arrival
in this country, concerning the appointment
to this respensible place, made vacant by
the lamentable and sndden death of A. C.
Edwards.

Espeoially among the agents, both lecal
and general, there was a great desire to see
their former superinteadent eccupy this
high position, knowing, as they did persen-
ally, that he was especially competent to
fill the place, and had their personal efforts
prevailed, they would bave certainly
chosen, the manager but recently appoiated
by the secretary of the company.

The career of Mr. Masters has been one
full of exciting interest and remance, such
as does not usually fall te one answering
the rather quiet calling of the insurance
profession.

He was born in Amherst, Nova Scotia,
but at seven years of age moved with his
parenta to 8t. John, New Brunswick, where
his father became a leading merchant of
thab civy.

Here he was educated at St. John Gram-
mar school and Acadia ecollege.

In' his
adventurons career he has three tinits ssiled
round the world and visited every guarter
of the globe, He has been three times ship-
wrecked, and on the eccasion of the loss of
.the steamship Cadar Grove in. the Atlantic
ocean, spent the whole of a December night
adrift on a emall epar, being picked up en
following day by rt/he Epglish spteamer Lid-
desdale in a nearly drowned conditien. Ia
August, 1877, suffering from malaria con-
tracted in Sicily, he left the sea to spend &
year at his Canadian home, intending
after a rest to take up the oocou-
pation he had spent’ his life at, bub in
QOotober of the same year he wmet Mr.
A. O, Edwards, who was then general man-
ager of the **Equitable Life” for the Cana-
dian maritime provinces and Newfoundland.
Mr. Edwards induced him to join his forces
as exeputive special, atterwards in 1889 pro-
moting him to superintendent of agencies.
He served the Equitable in these capacities

 until August, 1892, in which time, besides

establishing many agencies, he wrote per-
sonally a million and a balf of life insurance
and assisted in placing that company in the
van of any American companies in the mari-
time provinces. He came with Mr. Edwards
to Chicago in September, 1892, when that
gentleman took the pesition of general man-
ager of the London Guarantee and Accident
Company, Limited, and as superintendent
of agencies materially assisted in the organi-
zation of that company in the United States..
On the lamented death of that gentleman,
February 11, 1894, Captain Masters was
laced in temporary charge of the company.
go ably did he administer the ocharge re-
posed in him, that on the ocoasion of the
visit of E. G. L. Anderson, the secretary of
the London, to the United States branch, he
was ab once given the pesition of general
manager, a suitable reward for his arduous
services, and the marked ability be had
displayed in the performance of his duties.
Captain Masters is forty four years of age,
and, notwithstanding his many years at
sea, carries his age lightly, and believes a
man is only as old as he feels; and his
jovial, cheery natare makes bim an
ebgaging companion to young and old. He
has made many friends in insurance ocircles
since coming to the west, and his general
agents esteem and admire him. The com-
pany is to be congratulated on their cheice.

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A SCENE OF TERROR.

Dangerous Conflagration in the Ber-
mud: Doekyard.

Fire Catohes 1n a B—mﬁmg Near the Prin-
- oipal Magazine and the ”lomen and
Children Fles for Their Lives.

Havrpax, N. 8., May 8. —A serious fire
tock place at Bermuda on April 25, particu-
lars of which have just come to hand. Ab
about 3 p. m, it was observed by a marine
stationed at the commissioner’s hounse, that
the two story building in the dockyard
known as the ‘“‘keep,” very near the prin-
cipal magazine where 18 stored about 300
tons of gunpowder and several thousand
live shot and shell, was on fire, Steam and
hand engines were soon on the ground, but
it was 11 30 before the fire was got under
csutrol, .

The building contained a vast quantity of
warlike stores principally consisting in part
of Gatling, Hotchkiss and Nordenfeldt guns,
600 stand of magazine rifles with about an
cqual qnantity of swords and bayonets, and
hundreds of cases of shrapnell shell,

The building was cempletely gutted by
the fire. The loss will run into many
thousand pounds, everything either being
entirely destroyed or rendered useless.

It was fortunate that the wind was blow-
ing from the northwest as it camiad the
flames and eparks away from the building in
which the explosives were stored.

The distance between this building and
the burning building is only 30 fees. The
dause of the fire will not be definitely knewn
until afver the court assembled has concluded
its inveatigation.

It is generally believed that the acojdent
was diue te spontanceus combustion,

The proximity of the fire to the magazine,
where a large quantity ef powder was stored,
caused the utmostapprehension,andthe news
spreai like wildfire, especially when it was
current that an order had been given for
the p=ople to flse for their lives.

Women partially clad, with babies wrap-
ped in blankets, and children clinging to

INTERESTING TO MEN.
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CHURCH OF ENGLAND NOTES.

(For Tue SUN.)

The **Venerable Scclety” for the Promo
motion of Christian Knowledge is at present
in a somewhat embarrassed position. - Nov
long sgo uhey refused to acoept on their list
of authorissd publications the ‘‘Companion
te the Bible,” edived unaer the auspices of
several Cambridge professors of theology.
Althongh the standpoint assamsd even by
the younger Cambridge school is essentially
conservative, yet its attitude towards cer-
tain critical questions is admittedly in ad-
vance of the views entertained by the ma.
jority, and therefore no serious objection
eould be taken to a refusal dictated by obvi-
ous reasons of prudence, It was to be re-
membered aleso that the Society had pablished
various works in which the extreme conser-
vative position was maintained or assumed,
and consequently might justly feel an io-
superable difficulty in admitiing the presen-
tation ot an opposite prinoiple.

Se far well; but the recent publication by
the Society of Prefessor Sayoce’s treatise on
“The Higher Criticism and the Verdict of
the Monuments”’ has caused a feeling of
amazsment to which the Guardian gives
vigorous expression:

*It would, perhaps, be oo much te aay
that the S, P. C, % called in Professor
Sayoce to curse the higher criticism, and lo!
he has blessed iv altogether; but really it
looks very much s if something of the kind
bad happened, and it is difficult to under-
stand the exact position taken by the ‘ven-
erable ‘society’ at the present time.”

The opinions expressed by Professor Sayce
are far in advance of the Cambridge
school, and are likely to startle sober
students of the Bible. We learn that the
professor sete down the books of Chronicles
and Daniel as a Jewish ‘‘Haggadah,” (that
is, an. edifying narrative or instruction
claiming neither historical acouracy nor full
inspiration). Professor Sayce is of the
opinion that the Israelites never went near
Mount Sinai at all, but the belief to that
effect ‘‘can claim no higher anthority than
the " interested fancies of ignorant Caxno-
bites.”” After this the reader will nov be
surprised _to learn that Professor Sayoce re-
gards Genesis as a ocompilation, accepts the
““Elohist” and ‘‘Jehovist,” and even out-
strips the most daring bypothesia as
yet propounded by supposing that—
“pelow the docaments  which  the
higher criticism claims to have discovered
there is an earlier stratum of literature
which in its origin is partly Babylenian,
partly Egyptian, partly Aramaic, partly
Edomite, and partly Canaanitish.”

Bav vhe reader will be more than aston-
isbed to learn that Professor Sayce, after
these admissions, regarda himself as having
disproved the ‘‘pretensions of the higher
crivicism,” and as having *‘restored the his-
rorioal credit of ocertain passages of the
Pentateuch which had been resolved into
myth.” What the ‘*higher oritics” will
think we are unable to conceive, but we are
sure simple readers of the Bible will ‘have a
good deal to think abeut, and mest probably
a good deal to say. Professor Sayoe is re-
garded as an eminent specialist in Assyri-
ology, but some readsrs have not fergotten his
disastrous attempt to ocoupy another field
by an editien of Herodotus, which perished
still-born under vhe annibilating ridiocule of
Mr. Verrall’s criticiem in the *‘Cambridge
Review.” And it is certain that the Trace
Committee of the society for promoting
Christian knowledge will hear a good deal
more on the subjact. A socievy so venerable,
and possessing such glorious tradition of

. good work in the past, muat be careful not

to ‘abuse the confidence it enjoys. Their
failure to reprint their older publicatione,
including some of the classics of devotionai.
theology may bave been merely an errovof
taste, while the admission of such a book as
Sadler’s **Church Dootrine” to their supple-
mental list may have been a weak concession
to pressure from without. But this last in-
cident seems to invite, if it does net defy,
an official explanation, " Te reiect as dan-
gerous the sober views of Professor Lumby
and his associates, while acoepting the
startling theories of Professor Sayce, seems
to seek in vain its parallel—except in those
persons of old who strained at a gnat and
swallowed a camel. .

The arrangements for the Missionary
Oenference of the Avglican Communion, te
be held on Tuesday, May 29,%nd three feol-
lowing days, are progressing rapidly. Mr,
Sydoey . Flamank, secretary of the
Church House, is now assisting Canon Sir
James Philipps, who, with the respective
committees, are sparing no exertion to
make the conference a- great sucezss, The
praceedings will open on Monday, May 28,
with a service at 8t. Paul’s, with sermon by
the Bishop of Darham, te be succeeded by a
reception by the Lord Mayer at the Man-
sion House. The meetings will be held at
St. James’s Hall, the chairmen tor the
gatherings in the large hall beinfi the Arch-
bisbop of Canterbury (Caesday), the Bishop
of London (Wednesday), the Bishop ef Dar-
ham (Thureday), and the Bishep of Win-
chester (Friday). -

The 240th Festival of the Sons of the
Clergy was celebrated at 8t. Paul’s cathe-
dral by an afternoon service, the moat im-
portant feature of which was a selection
from Sterndale Bennett’s * Woman of Sa-
maria.” - At half-past three o’clock the
Lord Mayor and Sheriffs arrived at the
west door of the oathedral, in which a
fairly large congregation was already seat-
ed, and the usual précession waa immedi-
ately formed. First came the members eof
the Cathedral choir, preceded by Mr.Green,
the Verger of the Cathedral, and followed
by Canon Browne, Minet Canon - Coward,
and several Prebendaries, There wasnou so
large a gathering of the chief clergy as
uanal, as Convocation was still sitting, and
mainly for this reason the Dean of
St. Paul’s and others were unable to
attend. The Archbishop ¢f York was like-
wise absent; buv amengst those in the pro-
cession were the Archbishop of Canterbury,
the Bishops of London, Linceln, St. Albans,
Peterboro, and Reading, attended by their
chapldine; while in the train of the Lord
Mayor were the City Marshal, the Sword
and Mace Bearers, and the officere ot the
Corporation.  For this ocoasion the ordin-
ary choir of the Cathedral were eupplement-
ed by 'volunteers from Westminster Abbey
and elsewhere, the total choral ferce assem-
bled in front of the Choir Gates numbering
upwards of 200 voices, accompanied by an
orohestra, and the whole being directed
by Dr. Martin from the Lectern.
In place of a voluntary the proceedings
commenced with a somewhat rough per-
formance by the band of Sir Arthur Salli-
van’s “In Memori&m” .evertare; after which
Canen Ooward cendugted the ordinary even-
ing service. Tallis’s time-honored preces
and responges were used, the proper Psalms
25, 112, and 122 were chanted by the choir,
and the Meaguificat and Nane Dimittis were
sung vo the setting in C, written for the
Dedication Festival three years ago by Mr,
Lee Williams of Gloucester. Sterndale
Bennet’s cantata, eriginslly ocontributed vo
the Birmingham Festival of 1367, was sung
by way of anthem, about a dezen numbers
being omitted. Most of these were reociva-
tives, but among the musioc thus sacrificed

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LIFE INSURANCE.

It was shown last week that the greater
part of the fire insurance risk held in Can-
ada was assumed by British companies and
that only ene-tifth was held by Canadian
corporations, Ib is reasonable that this
should be the case:” There is always a pos-
sibility that a city way be wholly or largely
swepb away, and Canadian companies wounld
suffer heavily if they held all or nearly all
the risk. Life insurance is on a different

- basis. The losses fall in tolerable regular-
ity, and the amount may be ocaloulated in
advance with something near exactness. In
the natural order of things the total insured
population of a large tewn cannot be swept
away in a day or a year or ten years,
Under the circamstances a country vkwlbb a
population of a few millions, which counld
not safely carry all its own fire insurance,
oan very well look after its own life insur-
ance. It is found thab as & & matber of fact
Canadian companies carry more than half
the amount of insurance mew in  force in
Canada. The whele amount is $295,000,-
000, whereoef $167,000,000 is in Canadian
effices, $33,000,000 in British, and $95,000,-
000 in United States companies.

Last year the American ocmpanies col-
lected in round numbers three millions of
premiums, British [companies one million,
and Canadian companies five millions. The
United States companies took feurteen mil-
lions, British three millions, and Canadian
twenty-eight millions of new insurance.

During the past year the amount of in-
surance in force increased seventeen mil-
liens. Of the Oanadian companies, twelve
in number, all but two took mere new insur-
ance than in 1892, The British companies,
with two exceptions, took less. Of
the United States companies, seven
took less and ‘three took ' more.
[The total new business dome by Oanadian
companies was $2,344 662 more than 'the
previous year, that of the British and
United States companies was less vhan in
1892, Alvogether there was a slight in-
crease. Apparently last year was a healthy
season, for though the amount of insurance
held was larger than in the previous year,
the amount of claims was less.

Cwo Canadian companies, the Oanada
Life and the Sun Lite, are doing a consider-
able business in other countries, and &wo
others are doing a smaller business abroad.
Of twelve millions of new business taken by
the two companies named over three millions
was outside of Canada. The foreign pard
of the business is of ocourse noty Included in
the statements of Canadian insurance given
above, i

There are two features of insurance to
which the attention of readers of THE Sux
has been directed year by year as the re-
turns come out. The first is that the cost
of management is more than half as large as
the payments to the policy holders. We
take the Canadian companies for illustration,
beocause & part ot the expenses of the others
is in other countries and is not stated. The
Canadian companies collected last year
$5,437,538 In premiums. They also re-
ceived large sums for interest on invest-
ments, which investments are made from
the proceeds ef the premiums of other years,
The amonnt paid to pelicy holders was
$2,265,702. Of the balance which, including
interest, was over five millions, the greater
part is held td meet polisies to mature in the

future, Bub no less than $1,432,143, or one-
qunarter of the premium income, was ex-
pended to meeb working expenses,

The other feature is that where one thou-
asnd dollars of insurance is terminated by
death or maturity” of the policy, another
theusand is terminated by gurrender and
over three thousand by lapse. Or, accord-
ing to last years’ figures, two million dollars
of insurance was terminated in accordance
with the contrach or original expectation

‘ference to the subject matter.
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and eight and a half millions by surrender or
abandonment on the part of the persons
insured. It is to be expected that circum-
stances will in many cases interfere te pre-
vent the eriginal intention from realization,
but we ought to expect the survival ef more
than one-fifth of the insurance.

Still the life insurance business grows.
Last year the people of Canada paid §9,600,-
000 in premiums, or two dollara for each
man, woman and child in the country. This
does not include payments to assessment
companies or insurance socisties and benefit
orders. So recently as 1880 the premium
payments had not reached $3,000,000. They
have doubled in eight years. The amopnt
ot new insurance effected last year is almost
exactly three times the amount in 1875
The total amount held is about $60 per head
of the population, or §300 per family. In
1875 ib was some $25 per head of the popu-
latien. It is sometimes charged that the
people of the country are not se thrifty and
economical as they were omce. But they
are mmaking one substantial provision for
their families, which was not so well made
in former times.

THE LATEST WILSON BILL

The Wilson bill as new farther amended
has become a high tariff measure. The
original bill was greatly ochanged in the
house of representatives, and in all cases in
the direction of higher protection. The
senate bill as originally reported made
further changes, mestly in the same direc-
tior. The compromise reported in yesters
day’s despatohes makes still farther in-
creases in bhe agricultural schedules and in
some other clauses. Under the original
bill and all the previous amendments eggs
were free, as before 1890. But the com-
promise places a duty of three cents per
dozen on eggs. The MoKinley duty was
five cents. The proposed duty en potatoes
is now placed at 15 cents per bushel, instead
of the ad valorem rate in the bill as it steod
before amendment. This was the rate be-
fore the McKinley bill became Iaw. Bupter
is four cents per pournd, which also is the
rate that prevailed before the McKinley bill,
Hay is restored to the anti-McKinley rate
of two dollars per ton, which is enly one-
half the present duty. Oatside of the
agricultural schedules there are some changes
of local interest. Lime has been changed
once more, and is now placed at the prohi-
bitive ra‘e of five cents per 100 pounds.
The old rate befere the McKinley tariff was
ten per cent, and the original Wilson bill
proposed to restore that. The earlier
amendments raised the ad valorem rate.
Bat this has been considered not sufficiently
protective and new the McKinley rate has
been practically restored. ' A change in the
same direction has been made in the tariff
on fish. The duty on smoked or dried fish was
ahalf cent per pound before the McKinley bill,
That measure raised it to threse-quarters of
a cent. The Wilson bill as originally intro-
daced would have reduced the duty, but the
latest amendment brings back the three-
quarters of a.cent rate. : &

This all goes to show thav the =o-called
great free trade victories in the elections of
1890 and 1892 were not free trade triumphs
ab all. The tariff which prevailed before
the McKinley bill came was the highest
protective tariff in the world, ‘ Tariff reform
as understeod in that country has reselved
iteelt into a restoration ot the main features
of the system which so-called tariff roform-

‘ers have been denouncing for many years.

The democratic party in the United States
professed to have 'convictions. But either
ib was without them, or the party
is not well represented in ocongress-
The truth probably is that the party has
found protection more popular than it had
supposed, and has concluded to drift with
the tide rather than stem it. When the
next election comes the democratic politi-
cians stand a chance to find themselves de-
serted by their old low tariff friends,
and despised by their old high tariff oppo.
nents, ; ;

THE SITUATION AS TO PROHIBITION,

The house of commons has been discuss-
ing the merits of prohibition. The supreme
courb of Canada is considering the power

. and anthority of the respective legislatures

in respect to prohibition. The royal com-
mission is preparing a report on the probable
effects of prohibitien. The question is not
causing much excitement—it is too familiar
for that—but is undergoing a rigid scrutiny.
It is useless for temperance :men to com-
plain that members of parliament did not
listen with bated breath to Mr. Flint and
to the other speakers representing the
Dominion alliance. The house of commons
may sometimes pass hypooritical votes, but
it does net pretend ‘to listen to threadbare
discussion. If Mr. Flint were to delivera
temperance lecture three hours long in St.
Jehn, how many of the most extreme prohib-
itioniste—how many ministers even—would
listen with patience? - Especially would
they be apathetio if - the argument was on
the old familiar lines, devoid of even a new
anecdote, or a novel presentation of a single
aspect of the case, The tired feeling spoken
of by the patent medicine advertiser would
be apparent, but it might not mean indif-
The mem-
bers of the house of commons do not go
through the form of pretending a fresh inter-
eat in deliverances which they know by heart,
But they know that the prohibition question

‘will require te be met in some way within a

fow years by parliament and legislature, and
most of them do not ignore their responsi-
bility in the matbter.

In the English speaking provinces as far
west a8 the prairies the people are in favor
of a prohibitory law. The French speaking
population of Quebec are probably as de.
olded againat it. British Columbia would
in all probability join-Quebec against pro
bibition, Federal prohibition has this bar-
rier against it. There ts go such barrier in
Oantario. At best the French and German
element in favor of the continuance of the

liquor traffic under restrictions is relatively

small. It is the same in Manitoba, Nova
Sootia and Prince Edward Island, In
these provinces the people ‘have spoken
in a most decided way on the smbject:
The premier of Oatario has responded te the
extent of giving a pledge to introduce a
prohibition measure if it shall be decided
that the province has the right to pass it.
In the recent argument before the supreme
court, ocounsel for the provinces and the
dominion agreed that the provinces have
the right to prohibit the retail sale of liquor
—that is, te close up thessaloon. The
judges showed by their remarks that they
took the same view. Unless the privy
ceuncil becomes federalist again, the pewer
to outlaw the saleon will be confirmed t°
the provinces before this time next year.
Then 8ir Oliver, if he remains in power,
will be obliged to set the example to other
previnces by intreducing a provincial pro-
hibitory law. \

>

GENERAL HERBERT AND THE ZOUAVES,

General Herbert has expesed himself to
criticism by his address te the 65th French-
Canadian battalion at Montreal. A Toronte
paper goes so far as to say that after these
remarks General Herbert should not remain
in his present pesition. This seems to be
making toe much ef an incident of no great
importance. The address, which is printed
in another part of this paper, contains only
one passage to which ebjection can possibly
be taken. [This Is the reference to the
Pontifical Zouaves. [t is possible that the
government of Italy might objsct if the
commander-in chief of the British army
in an official address had commended
the oanse against which Italy fought,
But it is not probable that the Canadian
commander meant to do more than to com-
mend the bravery of the Zonaves. Courage
iz a quality commendable in a soldier irre-
spective of the merite of the
cause for which he fights. = Bo-
fore mentioning the Pontifical Brigade
General Herbert praised the soldiers who
fought under Montcalm at Qaebec. No one
would for a moment ebjacv to this, though
Montealm was fighting as the enemy of
Great Britain. The Canadian Zjnaves had
ab least as much right to voluateer to fight
for their church as an Kaglish Canadian
had to enlist in the southern
army in the late American war.
It ismot expected that a Canadian com-
mander-in-chief, speaking on parade, shall
commend the causte of the Pope against the
King, or of the South against the North,
Even though the warin Italy has passed
into histery, the strained relationship con-
tinues. But'even the strongest opponent of
the temporal olaims of the Pope would not
objech to-a tribute te the bravery of the
Canadians who fought for their church
under the walls of the Eternal City. The
language of the commander-in-chief might
poseibly be oconstrued vo mean soms.
thing more than a tribute te the
fighting  gualities 'of the = Zouavej.

} But there is no need to put that construp.,

tlon on it er to dignify into a grave offence
a remark which at the worst is only ene of
the things that, az Panoh would observe,
one would rather have left unsaid. At the
same place and on the same occasion Gen-
eral Herbert presented a cup to anether
battalion, an Eaglish one, and made an ex-
cellent address to the winners. He remind-
ed the Victoria Rifles of the glories of
Balaclava, and spoke of the discipline dis-
played when the ship Victoria went down.
When he came to speak to the other regi-

'ment which did not get a cup it was nataral

that he ‘should desire to say something
pleasant, and that he sheuld address the
men in dheir own language. The affair is
not worth making a fuss over. If General
Herbert succeeds in bis business as the head
of the Canadian « military organization the
country will not take too seriously his refer-
ence to the Zounaves. :

ST. JOHN PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

Oa May 12th, 1844, the first pastor of St.
John Presbyterian church preached his first
sermon in it. The buillding was dedicated
on the 10th July, 1840, as the Second Bap-
tist chapel, the Rev. E. A. Crawley preach-
ing the dedication sermen. It was pur-
chased by the seceders from St Andrew’s
charch some time in 1843, and having
organizsd themselves into & congregation
and obtained a charter, they called the Rev.
Rdbert Irvine, minister ot the Third Pres-
byterian church, Ballynahinch, Ireland, in
the presbytery of Gomber.

DOESN’T USE HIS OWN METHOD,

WHO SHOULD PAY THE SMALLPOX BILLS ?

The warden of Kings county, like Com.
missioner Rusk, can say: *‘I seen my duty,
and I done it.” But there is some anxiety
a8 to the payment of the expsnses. The
smalipox patient at Sussex has been pro-
mounced out of danger, But the’ com-
munity and-the country is ot out of danger
until the work of disinfection is complete,
and until it is made clear that the disease
has not been carrled outside the Byrne
premises. When Dr. Byrne became safe
it becomes the duty of somebody to see to
the disinfection. Dr. Burnett was willing
to attend to it, but he demanded $20
per day for se much time as was
required, say two or three weeks,
The chairman of the board of health did not
censider that he could take the responsi-
bility for this outlay. Apparently he conld
geb no authority frem the provincial board
$o enable him to pledge the government
credin. He could get advice te go on and
order the expenditure, buvt the provincial
secretary is said to have stated that he had
_no authority te order such expenditure at
the cost ot the province. Meantime there
was danger of contagion. The Byrne family
was  about washing ' the clothing,
perhaps with disinfectants, and  hang:
ing ‘it out to dry. This did not
meet the views of the doctors, or,
for that matter, of the people of Sussex:
And so the warden came to the fore and en-
gaged Dr. Burnett to burn the bed olothes
and do whatever might be found necessary
in the casze. But heis nob sure that the
county council will feel pleased when thé
bill is presented. Mr. Byrne’s expenses have
been rather large. - He has several handred
dollars _to pay te the  physician
whe had charge of the case and ef
course is responsible for other  bills,
It appears to be assumed that this new
charge cannot be unloaded on him. On
the other hand it is felt that it does not
properly belong to the county. The Kings
people say that the Dominion under-
takes to guard the country against the en-
trance of smallpox, It keeps a quarantine
officer at St. John, Yet it allowed this case
to enter. The victim passed on to Kings
and fell ill there, This was net through
any neglect on the part ot the municipality
of Kings. If young Byrne had become very
il a dey sooner the : respomsibility
would bhave been thrown on St. John.
The Sussex folk also say that the efforts:
made there to stamp out the disease are not
more for the benefit of Kfngs than for the
good of the whole province and of the do-
mioion at large. There appears to be sound
sense in the contention that this last expen-
diture ought to be chargeable to the prov-
ince as responsible for oarrying out the
policy of the provincial board of health, or
“t0 the-dominion under the head of quaran:
tine expenses. But even if the county
should have to meet the bill, the warden
seems to be not.only free from blame bub
entitled to oredit, While others were try-

OFFENCES UNDER THE POST OFFICE ACT.
Sir A, P, Oaron, postmaster general, in a

circalar calls attention to the following sec-
tiens of the Post Uffice act, 1886, (49 Vie.,

Shapter 35):

Section 93, “Every onewheenclosesaletber
or letters, or any writing intended te serve

.the purpsse of a letter, in a parcel posted

for the parcel ‘post, or in a packet of sam-
ples er patterns, or in a newspaper pested
to pass as a newspsper, or in any mail
matter sent by post not being a letter, shall
inour a penalty not exceeding forty dellars
and nob less then ten dollars in each case.”

Section 94. ‘‘Every one who, with fraund-
ulent intent, removes from any postage
stamp any mark which has been made there-
on ab any postoffice, is guilty of a misde-
meanor,”

Seotion 108, ““Every person who ases or
attempts to use in prepayment of postage
any postage stamp which has been before
used for a like purpose, shall incur a penalty
not exceeding forty dollars, and not less than
ten dollars fer every such offence.”

Under the above sections several prosecu-
tions have lately been instituted. In one
cage—of the cleaning of cancelled stamps
for the purpose of using them again—the
culprit was sent to prizon fer a term of two
years; in the ether oases fines were imposed
as provided by law—in no instance less
than $10, It is the intention of the depart-
ment to prosecute rigoronsly all persons whe
may be detected in deliberate attempts to
defrand the revenue,

PARLIAMENT.

Davies Would Like to Investigate
the Government by Committee.

The Consideration of the Tariff Re-
sumed with the Cotton Duties.

OrrawA, May 8.—In the house today,
Hon. Mr. Daly’s bill for extending the bal-
lot to the Noxthwest territories was con-
sidered in committee but not reported, some
additional clauses having to be added.

The honse then went into committee on
the tarift, making slow progress.

When the item of wrought iron tubing
was reached Mr, Davies brought up the
domplaint of T. 8. Whisman,ef Annapolis, to
the effect that iron tubing for his fish dryers
could be bought in Boston for three and
three-tenths cents per foot, while Canadian
makers charged five and three-fourths cents,
Both Maessrs. Davies and Mills, of Anna-
polis, arged that the duty em tubing for
fish dryers shonld be admitted at a lower
rate.

After recess the discussion was continued.

Mr. McInerney of Kent pointed out that
Mr. Whitman had a menopely under a

tent, which prevented any fishermen or

sh merchant using his process, and that
any remizsion of duty weunld simply be
pubting thav ninch money in his own pocket
and be of no benefit to the fishermen. -

Hon. Mr, Foster showed that Whitman’s
figures were obvicusly. incorrect.  The Bos-
ton prices quoted with the Canadian duty
added woull not enable the OCanadian
makers to charge more than four and two-
thirds cente per foot. As a matber of fact,
one-inch tubing was now being sold in Can-
ada for four and one-flith cents per foot.

The item passed.

The cotten duties were next considered,
and Mr. Edgar made his familiar attack en
the cevton industry.

Mr, Kenny replied to him, showing that
the proposed duties were on anaverage only
about five per cent. higher than under the
Mackenzie regime and would yield less re-
vente, owing to the great fall in prices, than
the Cartwright duties did.

Mr. MoNeil then made an able epeech ex-
posing the absurdity of Mr. McCarthy’s at-
tack on the cotton industry. He took two
of the six items selected by Mr. McCarthy,
and shewed that on one the Canadian article
was bub eight per cent. higher in price than
the English article in England, and thatdin
other the Canadian article was the cheaper
of the two.

By midnight the cotten items were pretty
well dispesed of, and the house adjonrned.

In the supreme court today the ocase of
Mayes against the Qaeen wae concluded and'
the appeal dismissed.

The case of Scott against the Bank of
New Brunswick was next taken up.

OrTAwA, May 9.—In the house today in
reply to Mr. Mulock, Hen. Mr. Haggart

Col. Amyo# then moved an amendment to
the effect that bhe court ehall have discre-
tion whether to order an investigation or
not, [This was adopted.

Dr. Bergin then moved an amendmgnb
similar to Jeannotte’s, [This was ruled out
of order, and at eleven o’clock the second
section as amended passed, when the com-
mittee rose and the house adjsurned.

On mofion to go inte committee on the
tariff, Mr. Davies wanted to know if Sir
John Thompeon wounld agree to have the
correspondence published in the auditor
general’s report about the ‘*hard pan” cases
concerning the dispute between the aunditor
general and the treasury board referred te
the committee on public accounts.

Sir John Thompson objaoted that the
correspondence referred to payments in the
fisoal year 18934, and these payments
would come before the public accounts com-
mittee of next seasion,

Mr, Davies and Sir Richard Cartwright
explained that what they wanted to look
into was the merits of the dispute bebween
the auditor and the government.

Sir John then said that it was oppesed to
all precedents for the government to submit
to trial before a committee of the house,
Time and time again the government in
England had refused to be tried before a
committee. He (3ir John) was perfectly
prepared to defend the action of the govern-
ment, but he would only do se before par-
liament, =He refused to be cited before a
commitbtee,

Mr. Casey referred to the MoGreevy in-
vestigation, and wanted to know why Sir
Heotor Langevin had submistted to be tried
by a commivtee. :

Sir Jobn said that any member of the
government could be investigated by a com-
mittee, but when the government as a gov-
ernment decided on a course of action it was
only responsible to parliament.

Mr, Laarier said they wanted to get fur-
ther information than what was in the andi-
tor general’s report.

Sir O, H. Tupper said they had now all
the facts on which the suditor acted.

After further discussion the matver drop-
ped with the understanding that a motien
by Mr. Fraser for all the papers in the case
would be passed and the papers brought
down, he house then went into
committee on the - tariff and re.
sumed the consideration of the eotton
duties, The duty on cotton sewing thread

in hanks, eto., was reduced to 124 per cent,

ad valorem.

When the ocordage item was reached,
Hon, Mr. Foster proposed to reduce the
duty to 274 ad valorem. Messrs. Bowers
and Forbes complained shat this was an in-
orease compared to the old tar.ff, and bore

e
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heavily on the fishermen, who were large
consumers of cordage. '

Controller Wallace pointed out that last
year no less than $425,000 worth of nets,
twines, eto., for the use of the fishermen
was admitted free., He thought this in-
claded the major portion of the twines and
ropes used by fishermen.

Mr. Forbes said it was only a small por-
tion of the fishermen’s cordage supplies.
Fishermen used very large quantities of
rope that was dutiable.

Mr. McMallen denounced the government
for allowing fishermen’s supplies to the
amount of nearly half a million of dollars
to be admitted free of duty. He wanted to
know why the fishermen should be thus
favored at the expense of the farmers. He
found that the fishermen of the lower prov-
inces got their supplies free of duty, and
were also paid a bounty on their oatch of
fish. This was an injustice which the
farmers of Ontario wounld resent.

After recess, the cordage duty was _fur-
ther discussed by Messrs, Kaulbach, Mcln-
erney and ‘others, the general complaint
being that the new duty was higher than
the old tariff.

Mr. Foster then announced that he
would restore the old duty of 1} centa per
pound and 10 per cent., at which the item
was adopted,

A short discussion took place on binder
twine, but it passed as proposed. 3

When the, houss adjourned at 11.30 it
had passed all the tariff excepb absut twenty
:temu of tife datiable list and about half the
ree list.

THE NICHOLSON ESTATE.

Dominion Supréme Court Unanimously
Dismisses the Grant Appeal.

The éhief Justics, Judges Taschersan and
Sedgewick Very Severs on the Trustees.

OrTAwWA, May 10.—The supreme ocourt
this afternoon dismissed the appeal of J.
Maogregor Grant and R. C. Grant, execu-
tors of the Nicholson estate, from the
judgment of the supreme court of New
Brunswick.

The case was argued by Messrs. McLeed,
Q. C., and Palmer, Q. 0., for the appel-
lants, and by Mr. Hazen for the Nicholson
heirs. Mr. Pugsley, Q. O., whe was asso-
ciate counsel with Mr. Haz3n, was not
oalled upon. %

In delivering judgment, the chief justice
said the trustees had dealt most improperly
with the estate, and made most improper
charges againsu it. Judge Palmer commit-
ted aegrievous error in not dismissing Major -
Grant, when he learned he had written an
improper letter to Mrs. MacLaren, threat-
ening to destroy her father’s estate from
mere motives of vindictiveness, It was in.
comprehensible that he had been longer
allowed to remain a trustee. He thought one
of the young ladies should have been
appointed a trustee, when Renald Grant
was appointed, and Ronald was olearly
liable to dismissal for drawing a salary of
$1,500 a year as agent while he continned
as trustee. He was really being paid twice
over-for performing the duty of trustee.

Judge Taschereau said if he could find
words stronger than those used by Judge
Tuck in the court below te condemn Mr.
Grant’s action in writing the letter to Mrs.
MacLaren he would use - them.
Mr. Grant should have been dismissed
forthwith, and he hoped for the good name
of the administration of justice in New
Brunswick that he would not be allowed to
continue as a trustee much longer. ’

Judge Sedgéwick sald, in view of the fact
that the appellants had urged the reference
to the refereé against the protest of Mr.
Hazen, they should haye been the last peo-
ple to attempt to avail themselves of the
objestions they raised.

The judgment cenfirms the finding of the
court below, that the trustees impreperly
charged $4,700 against the estate, amnd
agrees in every respect with Judge Tuck’s
judgment.

THE BRITISH COMMONS.

Budget Bill Passed_ I—ts Seecond Reading
by Fourteen Majority.

LoNDON, May 10.—When the budget
came up for discussien in the house of com-
mons today, John J. Clancy declared that,
in resipect to the financial charges, Ireland
had been shamefully treated. Owing to the
official estimate, he added, Ireland’s proper
share of the imperial - deficit should be
£87,000, but under the budget more than
that, he said, would -be derived under the
estate duties and income tax alone.

J. G. Lawson, progressive conservative,
moved an amendment to reject the budget
bill.

The motion was rejected by a vete of 308
to 204,

A. J. Balfour, the opposition leader, said
that the budget was opposed to the tradi.
tions of the liberal party. JHe was aware
that Mr. Lawson’s motion was less aimed
ab the budget tham at the life of the govern-
ment. The temptation of securing the aid
of an Irish contingent was toe strong to be
resisted, and the conservatives had suc-
cumbed to i, {

After the division on Mr. Lawson® mo-
tion to rejsot, the bill passed ios second
reading. The house then adjourned till
May 21st.

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CHAPTER I ,

Every time it moved it moaned. On
calm summer days when the sea wassmooth
it seemed to rest in peace, as if meditating
in silence on its griefs.

TALMAGE’S TWENTY-FIFTH ANNIVER-
SARY SERMON.

“One Generation Passeth and Another

Generation Cometh” — Twenty-Five

Years, Yea, Twenty-Five Centuries,

Have Not Changed Human Nature a
Particle.

BROOEKLYN, May 6.—This was a great
day in the history of the Brooklyn Tab-
ernacle. The ficures 1n flowers back of
the platform, 1869 and 1894, indicated
Rev. Dr. Talmage'’s time of coming to
Brooklyn, and the present celebration,
and was introductory to the great meet-
ings in honor of Dr. Talinage’s pastorate
to take place on the following Thursday
and Friday, presided over by the Mayor

of this city, and ex-Secretary of the |

Navy, General Tracy, and to be partici-
pated in by Senators and Governors and
prominent men from north, south, east
and west, The subject of the sermon to-
day was the Generations, the text being
Ecclesiastes 1: 4: ‘‘One generation pass-
eth away, and another ‘generation com-
eth.”

According to the longevity of the peo-
ple in their particular century has a
generation been called a hundred years,
or fifty years, or thirty years. By com-
mon consent in our nineteenth century,
a generation is fixed at twenty-five
years.

The largest procession that ever moved
is the procession of years, and the great-
est army that ever wmarched is the army
of generations. In each generation
there are about nine full regiments of
days., . These 9125 days in each genera-
tiow march with wonderful precision.
They never break ranks.  They never
ground arms. They never pitch tents.
They never halt. They are neveroff on
furlough. They came out of the eter-
nity. past, and they move on toward the
. eternity future, They cross rivers with-
out any bridge or boats, The six hun-
dred immortals of the Crimea dashing
into them cause no confusion. They
move as rapidly at midnight as at mid-
noon, Their haversacks are full of good
bread aund bitter aloes, clusters of rich-
est vintage and bottle of agonizing tears.
With a regular tread that no order of
‘“*double quick” can hasten, or obstacle
can slacken, their tramp is on, and on,
and on, and on, while mountains crum-
ble and pyramids die. ‘One generation
passeth, and another generation com-
eth.”

This is my twenty-fifth anniversary
sermon, 1869 and 1894. It is twenty-five
years since 1 assumed the Tabernacle pas-
torate. A whole generation has passed,
Three generations we have known: That
which preceded our own, and that
which is now at the front, and the one
coming on. We are at the heels of our
predecessors, and our successors are at
our heels, 'What a generation it was
that proceeded us! We who are now
in the front regiment are the only ones
competent to tell the new generation
just now coming in sight who our pre-
decessors were. Biography caenot tell
it. Autobiograplhy cannot tell it. . Bio-
graphies are generally written by special
friends of the departed, perhaps by wife,
or son, or daughter, aud they only tell
the good things. The biographers of
one of the first presidents of the United
Btates make no record of tie president’s
account book now in the archives of the
Capitol, which I have seen, telling how
much he lost or gained at the gaming
table. The biographers of one of tiie
early secretaries of the United States
never described the scene that day wit-
nessed when the secretary ' was carried
home dead drunk from the state apart-
ments to his own home. Autobiography
is written by the man himself, and no
one would record for future times his
own weakness and moral deficits. Those
who keep diaries put down only things
that read well. Igo man or woman th.t
ever lived would dare to make full re-
cord of all the thoughts and words of a
lifetime. We who saw and heard muech
of the generation marching jnst ahead
of us are far more able than any book
to describe accurately to our successors
who our predecessors were, Very much
like ourselves, thank you, Human na-
ture in them very much like human na-
ture in us. At our time of life tliey
were very much like we now are. Ab
the time they were'in their teens they
were very much like you whoare in
your teens, and at the time they were in
.. their twegnties they were very much like
you who are in your twenties. Human
nature got an awful twist under a fruit
tree in Eden, and though the grace of
God does much:fo straighten things,
every new generation has the same
swist, and the same work of straighten-
ing out has to be done over again.

A mother in the country {districts, ex-
pecting the neiglibors at her table on
some gala night, had with her own
bhands arranged everythiong in taste, and
as she was about to turn from it to re-
ceive her guests, saw her little child by
accident upset a pitcher ali over the
white cloth and soil everything, and the
mother lifted her hand to slap the child,
but she suddenly remembered the time
when a little child herself in her fatlier’s
house, where they had always before
been used to candles, on the purchase of
a lamp, which was a matter of rarity

and pride, she took it in‘her hands and

dropped it, crashing it to pieces, and
looking up 1n her father's face, expect-
ing chastisement, heard only the words :
sft is a sad loss, but never mind; you
did not mean to do it.” = History re-

ats itself. Generations wonderfully

like. @ Among that generation that is
past, as in our own, and as it will be in
the generation following us, those who
succeeded became the target, shot at by
those who did not succeed. In those
times, as in ours, a man’s bitterest
enemies were those whom he had le-
friended and helped. Hates, jealousies
and revenges were just as lively in 1869
as in 1894. Hypocrisy sniffled and look-
ed solemn then as now. 'There was just
as much avarice among the apple
barrels as now among the cotton bales,
and among the wheelbarrows as among
the locomotives. The tallow candles
saw the same sins that are now found
under ,the electric lights. Homespun
was just as proud as is the modern
fashion plate. Twenty-five yedrs—vea,
twenty-five centuries—have not chang-
ed human nature a particle. I say this
for the encouragement of those who
think that our times monopolize all the
abominations of the ages.” One minute
after Adam got outside of Paradise he
was just like you, O man! One step
atter Eve left the gate she was just like
you, O woman!  All the faults and
vices are many times centenarians. Yea,
the cities om, Gomorrah, Pompeii,
Herculaneum, Heliopolis and ancient
Memphis were as much worse than ur
modern cities as yotr might expect, from
the fact that the meodern cities have
somewhat yielded to the restraints of

Yea, that generation which.passe. « fi
within the last twenty-five years I,
theiv bereavements, their temptatious
tteir struggles, their disappointments,
their failures, t..eu
glaaness and their grief, like these (wu
senerations now in sight, that in. ad-
vance and that following. But the
twenty-five years between 1869 and 1895
—how much they saw? How much
ti:ey discovered ? How much they felt ?
Within that time have been perforiu.ed
the miracles of the telephone and the
phonograph. From the observatories
otlier worlds have been seen to heave in
sizht.,  Six presidents of the United
States have been inaugurated. ‘Trans
Atlantic voyage abbreviated from ten
days to five and a half, Chicago and
New York, once three days apart, now
ouly twenty-four hours by the vestibule
jimit, Two additional railroads have
been built to the Pacific. France has

passed from monarchy to republicanism. .

Many of the cities have nearly doubled
their populations. Daring that genera-
ation the chief surviving neroes of the
Civil War have gone to the encmp-
ment of the grave. The chief physi-
sians, attorneys, orators, mercnaunts,
have passed off the earth, or are _in re-
tirement waiting for transition.  Other
men in editorial chairs, in pulpits, in
Governor’s mapgions, iu legislative, sen-
atorial and congressional halls, Thereare
uot ten men or women on the earth now
prominent who were prominent twenty-
five years ago. The crew of this old
ship of a world is all changed. Others
at the helm, others on the <lookout,”
others climbing the ratlines. Time is a
doctor who with potent anodyne has put
an entire generation into souud sleep.
Time, like another Cromwell,has rough-
ly prorogued parliament, and with
iconoclasm driven nearly all the rulers
except one- Queen ' from their high
places. So far as I observed that gener—
ation, for the most part they did their
best. Ghastly exceptions, b1t so far as
I know them they did quite well, and
many of them gloriously well. They
were born at the right time, and they
died at the right time. They left the
world better thaun they found it. We
are indebted to them for the fact that
they prepared the way for our coming,
1894 reverently and gratefully salutes
1869. ‘‘One generation passeth away,and
another gdneration cometh,”

There are fathers and mothers here
whom I baptized in their infancy. There
is not one person in vhis church’s Board
of Session or Trustees who was here
when I came.- Here and there in this
vast assembly is one person who lfeard
my opening sermon iz Brooklyn, but not
more than one person in every. five hun-
dred now present. Of the seventeen
persons who gave me a unanimous call
when I came, only three, I believe, are
living. ? y

But this sermon is not a dirge ; it is an
anthem. While this world is appropriate
as a temporary stay, as an eternal resi-
dence it would be a dead failure. It
would be a dreadful sentence if our race
were doomed to remain here a thousand
winters and a thousand summers. God
keeps us here just long enough to give
us an appetite for heavon, ad we been
born in celestial realms we would not
have been able 10 appreciatd the bliss.
It needs a good many rough blasts in
this world to qualify us to properly esti-
mate the superb climate of that good
land wHere it is never too cold or too
het, too cloudy or too glaring. Heaven
will be more to us than to those supernal
beings who were never tempted, or sick,
or bereaved, or tried, or disappointed.
So you may well take my text out of
the minor key and set it to some tune in
the major key—*‘One generation passeth
away, and another generation cometh,”

Nothing can rob us of the satisfact:on
that uncounted thousands of the genera-
tion just past were converted, comfort-
ed and harvested for Heaven by this
Church, whether in the present building,
or the three preceding buildings in
which they worshipped. The two great
organs of the previous churches went
down in the memorable fires, but the
multitudinous songs they led year after
year were not recalled or injured. There
is no power in earth or hell to kill a
hallelujah, It is impossible to arrest a

.hosanna. What a satisfaction to know

that there are many thousands in Glory
on whose eternal welfare this Church
wrought mightily ! Nothing can undo
that work, They have ascended, the
multitudes who served God in that
generation. That ;chapter is glorious-
ly ended. But that generation has
left its impression upon this genera-
tion,
board and he said to his mates, “my
lads, I can only think of one passage
of Scripture,: ‘the:soul: that sinneth
it shall die,” and that keeps ringing
in my ears. ‘The soul that sinneth it
shall die,” can’t you think of gomething
else in the Bible to cheer me up ?” Well,
sailors are kind and they tried to think
of some other passage of Scripture with
whici to console their dying comrade,
but they could not. One of them said,
“*Let us call up the cavin boy. His

mother was a Christian, and I guess he.

has a Bible.”  Fhe cabin boy was called
up, and tl e dying sailor asked him if he
had a Bible. He said, ‘“Yes,” but he
could not exactly find it, and the dying
sailor scolded him, and said: ‘Ain’t
you ashamed of yourself not to read
your Bible?” 8o the boy explored the
bottom of his trunk and-brought out the
Bible, and his motuer had marked a
passage that just fitted the dying sailor’s
case : ‘‘The blood of Jesus Curist His
That help-
ed the sailor to die in peace. So one
geueration helps another, and good
things written, or said, or done are re-
produced long afterward.

During the passage of the last genera-
tion some peculiar events have unfolded,
One day while resting at Sharon
Springs, N.Y., I thinkit was in 1870, the
year after my settlement in Brooklyn,
and while walking in the park of that
place, 1 found myself asking the ques-
tion, ;‘I wonder if there is any speciaf
mission for me to execute in this worid ?
If there is, may God show it to me !”
Tiiere soon came upon me a great de-
sire to preach the Gospel through the
secular printing press. I realized that
the vast majority of people, even in
Christian lands, never enter a church,
and that it would be an opportunity of
usefulness infinite if that door of publi-
cation were opened. And so I recorded
that prayer in a blank book, and offered
that prayer day in and day out uutil the
answer came, though in a way different
from that which % had expected, for
it came through the misrepresentation
and persecution of enemies, and I
have to record it for the encouragement
of © all 'ministers of the Gospel
who are misrepresented, that if tie
niisrepresentation be virulent enough
and bitter enough, and _continuous
enough, there is nothing that so widens
one’s field of uselessness as hostile at=
tack, if you are really doing the Lord's
work, The bigger the lie told about me.

A ‘sailor was dying on ship-

the bigger the demand to see and hear
what I really was doing. From one
stage of sermonic publication to an-
other, the work has gone on, uutil
week by week, and for about twenty-
three years, I have had the world for
my audience, as no man ever had, and
to-day, more so than at any other tiihe.
The syndicates inform me that my ser-
mons go now to about twenty five mil-
lions of people in all lands. I mention
this not in vain boast, but as a testi-
mony to the fact that God answer pray-
er. Would God I had better occupied
the field and been more consecrated to
the work! May God forgive me for lack
of service in the past, and double, and
quadruple and quintuple my  work in
future,

In this my quarter-century sermon, I
record the fact that side by side: with
the procession of blessings has gone a
procession of disasters, Iam preaching
to day in the fourth church building
since I began in this city. My first ser-
mon was in the vld church on Scher-
.merhorn street, to an audience chiefly of
empty seats, for the church was alost
extinguished. That church filled and
overflowing, we built a larger chuich,
which after two or three years disap-
peared in flame, Then we.built another
church, which also in a line of fiery
succession disappeared in the same way,
Then we put up this building, and may
it stand for many years, a fortress of
righteousness, and a lighthouse for the
storm-tossed, its gates crowded with
vast assemblages long after we had ceas-
ed to frequent them, : .

We have raised in this church over
one million and thirty thousand dollars
for church charitable purposes during
the present pastorate, while we have
given, free of all expense, the Gospel to
hundreds of thousands of strangers,
vear to year, I record with gratitude to
God that during this generation of
twenty-five years, I remember but two
Sabbaths that I have missed service
through anything like  physical indis-
position. Almost a fanatic on the sub-
ject of physical exercise, I have made
the Parks, with which our city is blessed,
the means of good physical ‘condition.
A daily walk and run in the open air
have kept me ready for work and in
good humor with all the world, I say
to all young ministers of the Gospel, it is
easier to keep good health than to regain
it when once lost. The reason 8o many
good men think the world is going to
ruin is because their own phyical con.
dition is on the down grade. No man
ought to preach who has a diseased
liver, or an enlarged spleen. There are
two things ahead of us that ought to
keep us cheerful in our work—Heaven
and the Millennium,

And now, having come up to the
twenty-fifth milestone in my pastorate,
I wonder how many more miles I am to
travel? Your company has been ex-
ceedingly pleasant, O my dear people,
and I would like to march by your side
until the generation with whom we are
now moving abreast, and step to step
shall have stacked arms after the last
battle, But the Lord knows best, and
we ought to be willing to stay er go.

Most of you are aware that I propose
at this time, between the close of my
twenty-fifth year of pastorate and be:
fore the beginning of my twenty-sixth
year, to be abseut for a few months, in
order to take a journey around the
world. I expect to sail from San Fran:
cisco in the steamer Alameda, May 81st.
My place here on Sabbaths will be fully
occupied, while on Mondays, and every
Monday, I will continue to speak
through the printing press in this
and other lands as  heretofore.
‘Why do I go? To make pas-
toral visitation among people whom
I have never seen, but to whom I have
been permitted a long while to adminis-
ter. [ want to see them in their own
cities, towns and neighborhoods. I want
to know what are their prosperities,
what their adversities and what their
opportunities, and so enlarge my work,
and get more adaptedness,. Why do I
go? "For educational purposes. I want
to freshen my mind and heart by new
scenes, new faces, new manners and
customs. I want better to understand
what are the wrongs to be righted and
the waste places to be reclaimed. I will
put all I learn in sermons to be preach-
ed to you when I return. I want to see
the Sandwich Islands, not so much in
the light of modern politics as in the
hight of the Gospel of Jesus Christ
which has transformed them ; and
Samoa, and those vast realms of New
Zealand, and Australia, and Ceylon, and
India. I want tosee what Christianity
has accomplished. I want to see how
the missionaries have been lied about as
living in luxury and idleness. I want to
know whether the heathen religions are
really astolerable and as commendable as
they were represented by their adkerents
in the Parliament of Religions at Chi-
cago. I want tosee wheter Mohamme-
danism and Buddhism would be good
things for transplantation in America
as it has again. and again been argued.
I want to hear the Brahmins pray. I
want to test whether the Pacific
Ocean treats its guests any better than
does the Atlantic. I want to see  the
wondreus architecture of India, and the
Delhi and Cawnpore where Christ was!
crucified in the massacre of his modern
disciples, and the disabled Juggernaut
unwheeled by Christianity; and to see
if the Taj which the.Emperor Shah
dJean built in honor of his Empress,
really means any more than the plain
slab we put above our dear departed, I
want to see the fields where Havelock
and Sir Colin Campbell won the day
against the Sepoys. I want to see the
world from all sides: how much of it is
in ‘darkness, how much of it is in
light ; what the Bible means by the
‘‘ends of the earth,” and get myself
ready to appreciate the extent ofs the
present to be made to Christ as spoken
of in the Psalms, “‘Ask of Me, and I
shall give thee the ‘heathen for thine in-
heritance, and the uttermost parts of the
earth for thy possession,’”” and so I shall

ready to celebrate in heaven the
victories ot OChrist in more rapturous
song than I could have rendered had I
never seen the heathen abominations be-
fore they were conquered. And so I
hope to come back refreshed, reinforced
and better equipped, and to do in ten
years more etfectual work than I have
done in the last twenty-five.

And now, in this twenty-fifth anni-
versary sermon I propose to do two
things : First, to put a garland on the
grave of the generation that has just
passed off, and then to put a palm branch
in the hand of the generation just now
coming on the field of action.  For my
text is true:  *‘One generation passeth
away, and another generation cometh.”
Oh, how many we revered, and honor-
ed, and loved in the last generation
thav quit the earth, Tears fell at the
time . of - their going, and dirges: were
sounded, and .signals of mourning
were put on; but neither  tears, nor
dirge, nor sombre veil told the half we
felt. . Their going left a vacancy in our:
souls that lias never been filled un. We
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never get used to their absence. There
are times when the sight of something
with which they were associated—a pic-
ture, or a book, or a garment, or a staff,
b aks us down with emotion, but we
bear it simply because we have to bear
it., . Oh, how snowy white their hair
got, and how the wrinkles multiplied,
and the sight grew more dim, and. the
hearing less alert, and the step more
frail, and one day they were gone out of
the chair by the fireside, and from the
plate at the meal, and from the end of
the-church pew, where they worshipped
with us. Oh, my soul, how we miss
them. Butlet us, console each other
with the thought that we shall meet
them again in the land of salutation and
reunion.

And now I twist a garland for that
departed generation. It need not be
costly, perhaps just a handful of clover
blossoms from the field through which
they used to walk, or as' many violets as
you could hold between the thumb and
forefinger, plucked out of the garden
where they used to walk in the cool of
the day. Put these old-fashioned
flowers right down over the heart that
never agaia will ache, and " the feet that
will never again be weary, and the arm
that has forever ceased to toil. Peace,
father | Peace, motuer! Everlasting
peace! All that for the generation
gone |

And as for us who are now at the
front, having putthe garland on the
grave of the last generation, and having
put the palm branch in the band of the
coming generation we ‘will cheer
each other in the remaining on-
sets, and go into the-shining gate some-
where about the S8ame time, and greeted
by the generation that has pre-
ceded us, we will have to wait
only a little while to greet the genera-
tion that will come after us. And
will not that be glorious? Three genera-
tions in heaven together. The grand-
father, the son and the grandson; the
grandmother, the daughter and the
granddaughter, Aud so with wider
range, and keener faculty we shall
realize the full significance of the text:
“One generation passeth away, another
generation cometh.”

HIS FAMILY WAS A LARGE ONE.

A Pennsylvania Man Who Was the Father
of Forty-One Children,

The death recently near this city of
Hiram Heffner recalls the fact that he
was one of forty-one children. His
father, John Heffuer, died in the fall of
1885 at Reading at the age of 69. Had
death in an accidental form not cut him
off it is probable that the number of his
progeny would have been considerably
increased. At the time he was called
unto his fathers he was the father of
forty-one children, and a stepchild also
called him father. Heffner was one of
Reading’s characters and was in the full
vigor of health when he was killed, It
is doubtful whether his record in the
parental line was ever equalled in
Penusylvania, and the cases where one
man was the progenitor of a larger
flock are extremely rare. He was a
dwarfed hunchback and not of prepos:
sessing appearance. He ‘was born in
Berlin, Germany, in 1816, and came to
this country in 1843, settling in Reading.
Until bhis death he made a living by
collecting and selling rags, paper and
iron. His remarkable family history is
part of the records of the Berks county
courts, it having been elicited a short
time before his death while he was a
witness in 4 law court.

He was married first in 1840, In eight
years his wife bore him seventeen child-
ren. The first and second years of
their marriage she gave birts to twins,
For four successive year® afterward she
she gave birth to triplets, In the seventh
year she gave birth to one child, and a
short time afterward she died. Of the
seventeen children she left the oldest
was less than 8 years of age. Heffner
engaged a young woman to look after
his large brood of babies, and thres
months later she became the second
Mrs. Heffner. She presented her hus-
band with two children the first two
years of their married life. Five years
later she had added tem more to the
family, two at every birth. The next
three years were not so productive, the
yield being only one each iyear. She
died before another year came round.
Of the thirty-two children John
Heffner had been presented with
up to 1859 twelve had died.
The twenty that were left did not
appear to be any obstacle to a young
widow with one child consenting to be-
come the third wife of the jolly little
hunchback—for:he was knows to be one
of the happiest and most congenial men
in Reading, although it kept him toiling
like a slave to keep his score of mouths
in bread. The third Mrs. Heffner be-
came the mother of nine children to her
husband in ten years, and the content-
ment and happiness of the couple were
proverbial, How many more would
have arisen to call him father is, of
course, not known, for one day in the
fall of 1885, while still a vigorous man,
the father of forty-one children was run
down by a Reading railroad locomotive
and instantly killed. But for this sad
ending of his life it is impossible to esti-
mate with any degree of certainty what
the size of the little peddler’s family
would eventually have been, His widow
and a large number of his childrén are
living in Reading and: vicinity. They
are all a thrifty and respectable people.

To Cross the Ocean in & Cockleshell.

A novel experiment in ocean naviga-
tion is to be attempted by a Nottingham
enthusiast, who has been occupying
himself for a year past with the con-
struction of a boat in which he proposes
to cross the Atlantic during the forth-
coming summer., The vessel, which is
built of iron, and is entirely of his own
design and make, is 'only 10 feet 6
inches long, with 8 feet beam and 2 feet

This
change was required because of the great
diffisulty experienced by the sheriff in
gevting the best men to go on jaries, and
ltigants were unwilling to have their cases
decided by men who were not of the best.

make roads all through the woods, and in
deing so we are very often obliged to out
trees that are of no value to us for lumber.
We were doing that one day last
February, when it became ngcessary
to out a large fir tree, but one
that had partly decayed. As soon as
the tree fell it split open, and what do you
think we saw? Well, that tree for a dis-
tance of perhaps fifteen feet frem the
ground was divided into apartments one
above another. There was a hole in the
centre of the tree about three inches in oir-
cumference, and on either side of this hole
were little shelves like apartments, four te
gsix or eight inches apart. The work had
been done by what are known as wood mice,
which are nearly as large as an ordinary rat.
The tree was alive with them, and when it
fell they' could be seen in dozems. What
astonished me most, however, was the
amount of ingenuity they had éisplayed in
planning their house. It ‘'was a' very old
tree, and no doubt the work had been geing
on for years.”

LIVED IN A STACK OF HAY.
A gentleman from Quaeens county teld a

SUN man a somewhat remarkable story on -

Satarday. He said: ““We invariably allow
our sheep to remain out of doors in the fall
as leng as it is possible for them to do so.
We think they winter better if they are al-
lowed to do so. Well, just before a heavy
snow storm last winter I missed five of my
best sheep. I hunted for them, but all in
vain; I could net find them. No one had
seen them, and T‘Wap, to say the least, sore-
ly puzz'ed about the matter. However, as
the weeks and mopths went by and 1
heard nothing of the'animals, I cencluded
they had strayed off seme place and had
perished from cold and hunger. Well, about
the first of March I discovered my sheep
alive and well, with the exception that they
were considerable poorer than they were in
the fall. The fisld in which I had always
kept thent was surrounded by woeds on
one side, and by a hay field on ‘the eother.
My hay was a goed crop last year, and I
stecked several tons of it near the woods,
but net eut of the field. The sheep had
gob eut of their §ield in some manner and had

found their way to the /y stack and bad

lived upon this all \winter. The field I
shonld have said was two or three
miles from the house, Had It been
oloser we might bave discuvered them dur-
ing the winter. I think they had goo in the
woeds in the fait elee I would have been
able to find them. Wheas cold weather came
on they made their wey out, and przbsbly
the first thing they struck ia the way of
something to eat was the stack of bay. They
bad eaten a very large hole in iv.”

TARIFF TROUBLES.

Importers of pork and beef are much an-
noyed,ovsr the action of the customs anthor-
ities in exacting increased duties on goeds
¢hat were entered and seld before recent
chapges were announced. For example,
Merritt Bros & Co boughvu a lot of perk and
paid the 25 per cent ad valorem duty named
in the new tariff when firet .prougho down.
They paid the duty satjact to change, but
supposed the government had sufficiently
sonsidered the master te gtand by the tariff
as banded down, and they sold 50 bbls of
the pork on the basis of a 25 p ¢ duty. Then
the tariff was changed to 20 per lb, and they
were called on to pay 8lc per bbl extra
duty. Now it has been decided to exact 20
per cént duty on the packages, and they are
called on te pay 20c more, as the barrel is
valued at §1. Thus they have to pay §1 01
more duty per barrel than they counted
on when they sold that perk. Pargies who
have entered beef since the tatiff was
brought dewn ;are now called on to pay 20
per cent extra duty on the packages, though
nothing at all was said abeuv it when the
tariff waas first introduced. A beef barrel
is valued for duty at 750, But Messrs Tufts
& Ceo, who went yesterday to pay the duty
on five barrels of beef and eoffered 20 per
cent on $3 75—the value of the five packages
—were told that they would have to make
it even money and pay duty on a value of
$4. And though a pork barrel iz valued
for duty at §1 and a beef barrel at
750, 1t is claimed that there is really not a
particle of difference in the resl value of the
two.  For these reasons the business men
are in a somewhat angry mood. Itisclaimed
by seme that the government has no consti-
tutional right to exact these back duties,and
that it is a violation of the rights of the

people.

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THE TEST.OF EXPERIENCE.

A statement has been printed and cirou-
ated to the effsot that beth cotton mills in
this city have bsen shut down for want of a
market. The statement is untrue, as might
have been learned from the manager of the
actories. But it is undoubtedly true that
the market is well supplied, that competi-
tion is very keen, and that some reductions
have been made or are contemplated in the
rate of pay in certain branches of work.
One mill has been elosed for a few days on
account of a strike on the part of some of
the hands. It was stated some time ago
that after the spring cleaning was completed
work would be resumed whenever the em-
ployes cared to return. The ether factory
is shut down for a week, in order that the
‘annual repairing and cleaning may be done. "
The manager regrets that a small cub has to
be made in the rate of wages, butstates that

the scale has been rather higher than that|

prevailing in the upper province mills.
The manager of the Cold Broek rolling mills
in announcing a proepective cut i wages says
that the rate in that establishment has been
above the current price of labor in compet-
ng mills in Qaebec and Oatario, and that
the pay will still not be very low.

It would be more pleasant to record an
advance than a reduction of pay in our lead-
ing industries. But there is this feature in
the case that prices of commodities have
been reduced much more than the price of
labor, and there was certainly never & time
when a factory employe could buy as much
with his day’s wages as he can new.

There is an important lesson in the condi-
tion of these looal industries, and the state
of the market for labor ‘and for commodi-
ties, Great Britain and other European
countries, as well as the United States,
are suffering from a want of demand
for the products of great industries.
If cotton goods or preducts of iron and steel
were admitted free of duty into this country
they would be poured in for the preseat
at less than the cost of making. Not a

My
dear friends,” he saild at last, *‘if a little
darkey with a tin horn up in a tree can
make ygu feel s0o, how will you feel when
Gabriel’s tramp sounds in real earmest.” We
do not think it is irreverent to suggest a
possible analogy applicable to the case under
discussion.
i i

THE CAMPBELL HERESY CASE,

The Campbell heresy case, which has been
before the Synod of Montreal, is not exactly
on the same lines as that of the Briggs and
Smith cases in the United States. The ac-
cused Canadian minister denies that he is a
supporter of ‘‘higher criticism” as repre-
sented by the school of Professor Brigge.
The defendant, Rev. John Campbell, was,
at the time of his alleged offence, a profes-
sor in the Montreal Theological College,
which is a seminary under the contrel of
the Presbyterian church. In the winter of
1883 he was invited by the theological
students of Queens Uaniversity to deliver an
address at Kingston before their society.
He took for his subject *‘ the Perfect Book
or the Perfect Father,” and was understood
to contend that the Father'was perfect but
that the book—meaning the O!d Testament
—was decidedly imperfect. Whatever faults
the Professor may have bibliolatry is not
one of them. No man could have dissem-
bled ‘his respect for the opinions ef seme of
the Old Testament writers 'better than he.
He stated that they had ¢ different and
contradiotory ideas of God,” and that seme
of them grievously misrepresented Him even
bo the ‘extent of attribu‘ing to the perfecy
Being the crimes which were committed by
the devil. Speaking- of these Old Testa-
ment writers Professor Campbell said:

“We find God tempting Abrahsm to commit
murder, and David to number Israel to his
people’s destruction; sending lying spirits forth
to deceive, and commanding Hosea t0 sin
filthily. Then James the Just meets us and
reproves thethought in the words ‘God cannot
be tempted with evil, neither tempteth He any
man.” Which are we to b:lieve?’ Savein the
book of Joh and the twenty-first chapter of
First Chronicles, and ia a few other piaces, the
Old Testament writers merged two super-
natural agents, mest divergent in “power and
in character, namely, God and His creaturs,
the Devil, in one. There are some who appear
to think this a very small matter. To
my mind iv is intolerable blasphemy. If

ou are an iatelligent Christian, zealous
or your Father’s reputation, you can read be-
tween the lines, and te]l when God speaks and
when the evil one; when man i§ moved to ac
gﬂthe Giver of every good and every perfeot
n,and when-by the great enemy of God and
man. But your reading doeanot exonerate-the
sacred writers, The prevailing Old Testament
notion concerning God was that of an Oriental
Monarch, subject to no law, ruling absolutely.
sitting upon the circle of the earth and looking
down upon its grasshoppers beneath. I do not
find ths Imperator in the New Testament, nor
the Judge, nor the Avenger. ThegGod of the
Old Testament is not perfect. He broke every
law He ever made.,”

The professer did not oharge- that the
Scripture writers intended to misrepresent
the case. Nor did he accuse them of error
in the facts narrated. Bub he asserted thab
God left them free to view His acts from
their own, etandpoint, and in long suffering
goodness permivted them to do His character
great wrong. The protessor’s own words
were:

. The more I study the subjeot of inepiration

in the light of the Bible itseif, the more I am
overwhelmed atv the contemplation of God’s
long suffering Iglentleness wi.h man. consider-
ing how the Divine character suffered down
the ages through man’s freedom, even as an
inspired agent. The tendency to bondage in
thought and acfion and relacion to God has all
along been man’s work under the guidance of
his great ad ver:ary, and the bondage of many
today to the letter of the Old Testament logic-
all{;‘, but happily not practically, hinders their
being made free in spirit by the Son in His
Father's house, .There \i8 nothing to apolo-
gize forin the Faiher whom Christ reveals,
but that revelation tells me the moral diffi-
cul'ies of the Old Tesiament are real
difficulti¢cs. The facts are doub‘less truth-
fully narrated, but the imputation of thrm to
God by the ancient write s places the student
on the horns of dilemma in a choice between
infallible Father and Book. Some imes they
knew the Kather and loved Him as they only
could, but at others they took the gobiin for tha
Father, or the Father for the goblin, and were
sore afraid and terribl{ perplexed. These in-
terviews the child-world wrote down in their
diary, which the Father saw with grief,”

The addi8ss was afterwaids printed and
oirculated, and on the strength of it Pro
fessor Campbell was charged with holding
and teaching : £

1. ““A view of the inspiration of the Holy
Scripiures which impugns and discredits them
as ths Sopceme and In‘allible source of re-
ligious truth.”

2. “A view of God which sets him forth as
ene who does nos smite either ia the way of
punishment or disciplice, and who has nothing
tol ﬂk%d 'y'ith the judging or punishing of the
wicked.

The presbytery considered these charges
proved and the aconused was euspended from
his funotione as'a professor in the Montreal
oollege. = The defendant insisted that the
presbytery had taken too close notice of the
phraseology of some parts of his Kingston
address, whioh had been baetily prepared,
and protested against the conclusion, main-
tatning:

That the presbytery, in the consideration of
the uments ou which the deci-ion was
based, +d to weigh thse scriptural ones
pr.8:nted for the detence, which the appellant
regards as sufficient to exonerate him from the
charges contained in the jibel,

His protest was not supported even l;y Dr.
McViear and Professor Scrimger, to whom
he in & subsequent statement refers when he
says “a committee in which, I am ashamed
%o eay, the names of two of my colleagues
appear, answered most disingenuously that
the presbytery had before it all the argu-
ments and. scripture references, written or
oral, used by me.” There is a good deal of
bitterness, whether justifiable or not, in
ome of the refl:otions made by Professor
Campbell when he says—

“Never in all the his'ory.of Protestantism
‘has ihere been a roore conspicuous and wilful
'failur- te asc riain the p sition f a thec logian

nor A ‘more glar exampl
i Ay 3 glaring example of ecclesiastical

He declared in his appeal that he does not
discredit the holy scripture, but that be
*finds in them, and in them only, the iufa!-
lible source of religions truth,” He olaima
o have taught nothing else than “‘progress
In revelation and development in doctrine,
& progress and development arising out of
-varying limitations, nov of the D.vine Re-
vealer, but of the holy men of old to whom
‘He rovealed His truth.,” He insists that

Christ himself taught with clearness the
limitations and imperfections of the Old
Testament writers when He proclaimed Hie
new gospel. Professor Campbell laments
that a church ceurt has placed itself on
record against him, but boldly adds:
“I glory in a" cosdemnstion that
marks me as a jostifier of the
worke and deeds of the Son of God.”
Professor Campbell declarea that his acous-
ers are the real unbelievers, since they de-
grade the Being whom they worship,and re-
fuse te accept the testimony of the Lord in
whose name they profess to speak. For
himeelf he accepts the soriptures, believes in
God, and the atonement, in future rewards
and punishments, and even in a personal
devil. Inregard to the last point he mays
with seme warmth: “I do believe that there
is such a being, and if there were any doubt
about it this prosecution would bs enough to
settle it.” Following are the closing words
of Professor Campbell’s plea:

The presbytery of Montreal was blind to the
very traditions of the church when it wrong-
fully condemned me To condemn an honest
enquirer because his views are not those of the
dyiog school of verbal inspirationists, vnti-dia-
bolists, evolutionary or otherwise, imputisg to
him inferences which he has not stated and
for which he refu-es to be responsible, is con-
duct directly opposed to 1l law and justice.
Are we ministers and elders tied by the ipsi-
sima verba of the confession, or are we free to
search the Scripturec? For my part I do not
wish to remain a single moment longer
in %3’ Church that 18 ' marrower than
the Word of God. What have I presented
to the country$ The Werd and nothing bun
the Word. I have said let God be true and
every man a liar. Christ 's God, and all that
is in accordance with Christ is of God. WhatI
contend for is purity of doctrine, perfection of
character, tha living face of God. It is far from
& pleasant experience for a man of my habits
to be dragged into publicity, tossed about and
baited in chureh courts, after twenty-five
years’ defence of the Gospel, and that by men,
who, knowing me as they do, are well aware
that I can do nothing against the truth, but for
the tiuth. Yet, unpleasant as it may be in
many ways, Istand here, with the answer of a
good oonscience in the sight of Glod and men
to protest against the adverse ruling of the
presvytery of Montreal and to appeal to a
wider constituency and higher court of the
church from its hasty and ili-judged decision,

The matter went frem the presbytery to
the synod, There the motion was made by
one of Prefessor Campbell’s friends to send
the case back to the presbytery for a new
trial on the ground that the fermer one had
not been fiir. This motion failed and the
synod took up the case on its merits,as will
Jbe seen in' the despatches.

CAUSE OF ALARM IN INDIA.

The London Spectator a few days ago
‘sounded a uote of alarm about the state of
feeling in India. Signs have been noticed
which seme experienced people construe to
mesn danger of a  general revolt against
British rule. The mere mention of a native
rising brings back memories of the terrible
scenes of the mutiny of 1857. Yesterday
was the thirty-seventh anniversary of the
beginning of the revolt which started among
the pative troops at Meerut and spread
through the whole army of Bengal. (hg
British people have been engaged in many
wars since then, but in none was the feel-
ing througheout the empire so intense as dur-
ing that, memorable series of campaigns®
which included the relief of Lucknew and in-
volved .the  massacre of OCawpore,
The memory of these events gives a start-
ling interest to the reperts printed in the
Speotator. Yeaterday’s despatches stating
that trouble has actually breken out in the
Seventeenth Native Bengal Regiment and
that a question of caste is at the bottom of
it is still more alarming. But the situs ion
does not lend itself to a native revoly 2: it
did in 1857. The East India compa:y’s
domination bhas given place to direct i m-
perial control. The whole dependency has
been pierced with railways, and the entire
British force conld be thrown at short
notice into any district where it was needed.
Before the\mutiny theIndianarmy comprised
40,000 British and 215,000 native troops.
There are now 74,000 European, and only
145,000 native coldiers, so that the propor-
tion has been changed from one to five to
one to two, The native regiments have a
fair ghare of Eoglish officers, The total
number of European commissioned cfficers
in the native regiments is 1578, while there
are 2,757 native efficers, Then the system
of intelligenge has been greatly improved so
that it would appear to be practically im-
possible for the natives to take the
government ~ and the British in India
by  surprise as they/ did before.
Yet, if the whole population, as well as the
soldiers, shonld join the revolt, the suppres-
gion of the rebellion would be a bloody job,
In Bergal alone, within an area not more
than 150.000 tquare miles in extent, are
crowded 75,000,000 of native inhabitants,
while in the whole of India outside the
army the total Eoglish speaking population
is less than a quarter of a millien. Buat on
the other hand it must be remembered that
the native people are not ome in race or
faith. On the question  of ocaste, the Mo-
hammedans would not be more pleasing to
the Hindus than the Christians would be to
either. There are over two hurdred millions
of Hindus and nearly sixty millions of
Mobammedans in the whole of India. In
Bengal where the trouble is said to be
there are two-thirds as many fellowers of
the propheb as there are Hindus.

GENERAL CoxEY and his army of organ-
iz2d idlers have caused much trouble and
anooyance. The commander’s own connec-
t'on with the movement shows how one sin
leads on to greater offences, and these to
grave crimes, The army began by enticing
foolish lads from their homes,
small riote, and then serions fights ocourred,
Later came train stealing and open defiance
of the law. And at last the commander-in-
chief has incurred the dread penalty of the
court at Washington for not keeping off the
grass,

Tae Prince Edward Island government
have amended their commaeroial travellers’
t3x eo thav it now stands av $15. This
applies to pedlars also, except foreigners,
who are to pay §50 a year. The latter vax
is intended for the Arabs, but iv may strike
some of the representatives of *‘the centi*
nent to which we belong.”

Major Hughes Makes Inquiries
Concerning Gen. Herbert’s
Speech.

The Taking of Lobsters in Charlotte
County and in Nova Scotia.

Ilr.'Adams Looking After the Black Brook
Railway—Changes in the Tariff.

Orrawa, Oat., May 11.—Upon the open-
ing of the bouse, this afternoon, Sir John
Thompson moved Mr. Fraser's motion for
all papers in connection with the Hard Pan
cases, which passed.

The bouse then went into committee on
the tariff and resumed consideration of the
free list.

Oa the item of free iron and ateel for iron,
steel or composite ships, Sir Richard Cart-
wright suggesved that iron and steel for the
manufacturers of agricultural implements
should also be made free. He went on to
say that wunder the ¢tarif as it
stood the makers of agricultural im-
plements had next to mno protection.
The duty they paid on their iren and steel
averaged from twenty to sixty per cent.,
while they only had twenty-five per cent. on
the manufactured producs.

Sir John Thompson asked him to state the
kinds of iron and steel on which the agri-
cultural implements makers. paid such
duties. i

Sir Richard Cartwright replied by quoting
the duties on iren and steel.

Sir John said that the agricultural imple-
ment makers nsed Canadian iron and steel
and thus aveided the daty.

Mr. Mills of Bothwell contended that
Canadian iron and steel would cost as much
as the imported article plus the duty.

Mr. Wood of Brockville remarked that
the fact that they nsed the domestic product
was prebty conclusive” evidence that it was
the cheapest. :

Contreller Wallace, pointed out that on a
binder costing a hundred dellars there was
a protection of twenty dollars, while on the
twelve hundred pounds of iron in the ma-
chine the duty could not be mere that four
and a half dellars. This, he thought, was a
fair sample of the whole business, and
showed that bthe agricultural implement
makers had no just cause of complaint. *

Mesars. Bennett and Mason complained
that the term “‘composite” was restricted to
Lloyds definition. They contended that iv
should be enlarged to include composite,
wooden and iron ships.

Hon. Mr. Foster promieed to give the
mabtter his consideration. The item passed
and . about one hundred others, nearly dis-
posing of the free list.

Atter recess the house took up the consid-
eration of the goverument bills and passed
geveral.

Oa the bill respecting public harbers, Mr.
Haz3n objected that as the harber of St.
John was under the control of the city, it
should not be interfered with,

Sir Hibbert Tupper suggested an amend-
ment that the zovernment in such cases
should only make regulations at the request
of the corperations centrolling the harbor.
At Mr. Hazsn’s request the biil was allowed
to stand until he had time to communicate
with St. John en the subjeot. :

But, happily, the
congregation contained men whe stood up
for what they coneidered the rights of the
church, and-thatrcritical period was passed
in safety, It was followed by a period of
prosperity, and although the church has ex-
perienced a number of severe set-backs since,
yet it is now in & healthy and withal in a
prosperous conditien.

The fiftieth anniversary of the openin,
waa fitbingly observed yesterday by spe
services. Rev. Dr. Bennet, who for many
years was pastor, occupied the pulpit in the
morning. He preached from the words
found in Johu iv., 36 37: “‘And herein is
that saying true, one man soweth and
another reapeth. . . Ocher men Jabored
and ye are entered into their labors.”

Rev. T. F. Fotheringham, pastor eof St.
John church, preached in the evening from
Isaiah 63: 2: “To proclaim the acceptable
year of the Lord and the day of vengence of
our Lord, to comfort all that meurn.”

There were large congregations present at
both services. The pulpit 'J handsomely
decorated with flowers and houee plants.

PRESBYTERIAN JUBILEE.

St. John Church Celebration on Mon-
day Evening.

Speeches by City Clergymen, and an Iater-
esting Paper Read by 8. Tufts.

A jubilee meeting was held in this church
Monday evening. A large audience was pre-
sentand one which it is safe to say thoroughly
erjoyed the short, crisp addresses which
were delivered, as well as the musical por-
tion of the programme, There were on the
platform besides Rov. Mr. Fotheringham,
the pasbor of the church, Rev.'Messrs. Mac-
neill, Teasdale, Carey, Bennet, Daniel,
Brace and Pope and James A, Tufts.

Afver prayer by Rev. Dr.Pope, the pastor
of the church made a shorvaddress. It
afforded him, he said, very much pleasure
on behalf of the church te bid all
present a hearty welcome. Oa his
own behalf he would say that it
gave him a gpecial pleasure to wel-
come ‘them. ev. Mr. Fotheringham
said when he came te St. John, some thir-
teen years ago, it was not to seek a church,
but for the benefit of his health. However,
he was finally induced to accept the call
which was then exvended to him from the
members of St, John church. When he
came there the cengregation had dwindled
down in a manner that to him was quite
disconraging. He wendered ab the time
where the congregation should ever come
from. Butthey had gonme to work man-
fully, and with God’s help they had been
able to accomplish much. Before he be-
came pastor of St. Jobn church ‘he had
heard that ite people were, to saAy the
leasy, very quarrelsome, In answer to
this he would say that he had associated
with them for thirteen years and he had net
noticed anything of thav nature amoag the
members of the congregation. ~They were
united in the work. Whaen he came to St.
John the late Wm, Elder was a member of
St. John church, and it was chiefly on
that account that he had been led te accept
the call to the church.' Mr. Elder had
passed away enly a few monvhs atter he
came to the city. By his death the charch
experienced an irreparable loss, a loss that
was felt for many years. The rev. gentle-
man spoke briefly of the work of the church
during the years he- had been connected

-with it. He was pleased with what they

had been able to accomplish with God’s help.

Rev. Dr. Bennet was the next speaker.
*‘1 do nov,” he remarked at the eutset by
way of explanation, *‘like to speak of my-
self or of anything I have been or have
done.” The doctor went en to remark that
his experience with the congregation of St.
John .church could not be termed a very
blissful one. He could not reiterate the
statement which had been made by the pre-
vious speaker, for the simple reason that
when the Rov. Mr. Fotheringham became
the pastor of the church all the fighters had
left it. Dr. Bennett said the history of the
church during the twenty-eight years he
had been ite pastor would net be conducive
to the edification of these whe sheuld be-
come acquainted with it. He was glad,
however, that all those days had passed and
that the work of the church was meving
on 8o smoothly. :The speaker made
a fitting reference to his distinguished pre-

‘ decessor, the Rav. Robt. [[rvine. He speke

of his natural abilities as a platform orator,
and of his kind and loving nature. The
dector said that he and the late Mr. Irvine
had gone to school together, and when they
had arrived at manhood they had attended
the same: coellege. He had nething excepb

' kind words to say of his late friend. . The

doctor said ‘when he became the pastor of
St. ' Jobn church the congregation were
divided; and the result of the quarrel was
one part seceded.  [This action left the
church numerically weak, but it was not
long before -every meat was again filled,
The rev. gentleman spoke.  of the great

fire of 1877, and eof its disastrous |

effects upon the church., He referred
briefly to the work which had been done
during the past thirteen years. He con-
gratulated the Rev. Mr. Fotheringham, and
expressed the desire that Sb. Jebn church
would prosper in the future as it was now
doing, 2

James A, Tufts, for many years associated
with this church,read a paper which gave a
very full and debailed account of its early
history. He considered it, he said, an honor
to be allowed to assist in the celebration,
for to him it called up many pleasant recol-
lections. When be saw 8o many strange
faces among the audience ‘he was reminded
of the ever changing nature in things
material. Many of the good old fathers and
movhers of those who now occupied the seate,
bad long since passed to their rest and
no doubt they were them. looking down
upon the children and upen their children’s
children. The speaker went back inte his-
tory and showed that the original founders
of St John churoh were members of St.
Andrew’s church. The congregation had
became divided on some questions, and they
had seceded and had formed themselves into
a separate church, Wm. Parks, one of
those who had left Sb, Aundrew’s, was de-
puted to obtain a minister for the new
church. He orossed the Atlantic to Ire-
land, and vhere after a long search he was
suocessful. The gentleman who had con-
sented to lead the flock was Rev. Robr,
Irvine, The paper spoke of this gentle-
man in the highest terms, For eight
yeare he had labored assiduously for the
upbuilding of the church he had cressed the
water to assist. The ehurch was formally
opened on May 12:h, 1844, The buildiog
was not large enough to contain all these
who were desirouns to hear the distinguished
preacher. There was at that time no choir.
Nobt until the church was fully established
did a number of the members oi the congre-
gation volunteer "their assistance. They
were led by J. 8. Ritchis, Tae building
was lighted with tallow candles. Ab that
time the wealthy churches could only obtain
wax candles, The reader spoke of Rev.
Mr. Irvine's bible class, which, he said, was
known all over the province. Mr. Tufts
congratnlated tha rharoh upon the advances
10 Dad wi .o aud prodioped for them a large
measure of success in the tuture.

Rev. Mr, Macueill of 8t, Andrew’s charch
spoke briefly. He was glad, he said, to be
able to extend to them the maternal greet-
ings of the congregation of Su. Andrew’s
church, which wag in reality the mother of
St John churchi He mentioned » number
of ingeresting faats in cdonnection with the
early history ot whas he called the danghbver
of 8t. Audrew’s. He wished for them peace
and prosperity in the years which were to
come, "

RELIEF AND AID SOCIETY.

The Reéport of the Directors Submitted
at Monday Afternoon’s Meeting.

A Reduoction Duﬁ‘g the Year of l;x;io Thou-
sand Dollars—Only Forty-five Thou-
sand Now On Hand.

The Relief and Ald soclety annual meet-
ing was held at 4 o’clock Monday after-
noon, . James Reynolde, bhe secretary,
;nbmlhbed the repars of the directors as fol-
ows:
To His Worship the Mayor and Common
Council of the City of St. John:

Gentlemen—The president and beard of
directors of the Saint John Relief and Aid
society respectfully present this, the seven-
teenth annual reporo of the work and ex-
penditure of the society for the year now
ended, -

At the beglnning of the past year we had
on the annuitante’ list the names ot 57 per-
sons and families. During the year five
persons died and four new names were add-
ed, There are mow on the list 56 names,
principally widows, many with families,
largely dependent on the amount they re-
ceive from the society,

Special grants were made to 50 families,
to whom unexpected need had arisen from
illness, death and change of clrcumstances.
A pumber of these had not before applied.
Their claim®, on investigation, were found
to be goed.

During the winter and at Christmas
special grants were made to thirty families,
ameunting to over $600. Orders for coal
were made to the value of $92 15 The sum
of $50 was issued to the secretary for dis-
tribation in small sume. '-

In all cases in which special grants were
given or coal orders issned the strictest in-
quiry and investigation was made by the
society and reperted to the board.

The income being insufficient to meet
the expenditure of the year, it became
necessary to dispose of bends to the amount
of $3,000.

The treasurer’s account shews thav the
expenditure of the year was $5,585 73, and
the balance on hand lasv year of $49,540 47
has been reduced to $45,751 85,

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CAMPBELL HERESY CASE.

This Celebrated Churech Trouble
Brought to a Settlement.

The Discussion Over the Matter at the
Montreal,)and Ottawa Synod.

The Agreement Whleil Prof. Campbell Has
Consented To Coneur in.

CARLETON PLACE; Ont., May 11.~Thurs-
day’s session of the Presbyterian synod was
occapied wich the consideration of a motien
to rofer the Campbell heresy case te the
Mongreal presbyvery for a new trial, the
firsy having been vitiated by reasva of
irregularivies in the proceedings. The action
of the presbytery was defended by Dr,
Reobert Campbell, of Montreal. :

D:. Campbel! was followed by the Rev.
J. Myles Crombie, of Cote des Neiges, Mon-
treal. He said vhav from the imception of
this case in Montreal the precesdiags were
most unsatisfactory. The requisition to
coneider the Kingsvon address of Prof.
Campbell was in —the hands of bu
a tew members of the presbytery. Thae
moderater and clerk of said Présbytery de-
clined to give the names of these who signed
the requisition for the meeting, and fv seem-
ed to him the one great aim was to bave the
professor and his lecture pitchforked into
the last general agsembly in Braniford. He
complained that from the firsv Prof. Camp-
bell, contrary te British fai:-play was jad-
judged as guilvy, and 1he evident intemtion
of Prof. Campbell’s fellow Presbyterians and
of his colleagues in the college was to get
him away from the coilege. There was
little if any brotherly kindness manifested.
When the acoused asked for changes in
the wording for the libel against
him, he was refased peremptorily.
Brevhren called him “dear and beloved,”
but acted differently from what their words
indicated. The libel was thrust upen him,
and the only thing he cou'd do in the oir-
cumstances was to put no impediment jin
the way of its operations.

Then Principal MacVicar took the floor,
His speech dealt mainly with his own per-
sonal dealings in the ocase from the firet
start. He ~ had cenferred with Pro-
fessor . Oampbell = befere the lecture
question had reached the stage of the print-
ed page. He conferred with bim before the
proofs were corrected, Then he wrote him
again and again. Some of the professer’s
replies, testifying te the brotherly spirit he
entertained tewards his colleague for
twenty years, were read to the court. The
invariable reply that ocame trom Prof.
Campbell was to the effect that he had a
message from his Father in heaven that
he must give, which -‘message was
contained in the Kingston address. He be-
friended his brother in an irregular attempt
to bring the matter betere the last assembly.
He made a powerful appeal te the eldership
present to view the mavber in this light, and
concluded by saying that an accomplish-
ment in the line of his remarke and ef his
ardent wish would be to the glory of the
Presbytery of Montreal.

Prof. Scrimgour agreed ' that no trouble
would be too great in this line if there was
a slight ray of hope. But it shonld bé re-
membered that Prof. Campbell had plainly
intimated that as far as he was cencerned
he wished no more conferences. He
explained to the house that he, like
Dr, MacVicar, had been with Prof.Campbell
by letter until the latter had practically
closed the door to further ocerrespondence.
Prof. Campbell wrote that he had taken his
stand and would ; accept ne compromise,
The speaker had too much regard for Prof.
Campbell’s independence te press and press
a mabter of this kind upen him,

Here an amendment to the motion that
has been under consideration of the house
from the start was proposed by Rev. Mr.
Bayn of Pembroke, asking for a synodical
commivtee to cenfer with Pref. Campbell,

The moderater ruled that this could not
be put,

Prof. MacAdam of Quebec them spoke
against the proposal to remit, although his
sympathies inclined him to faver that
course,

Then came another amendment which
would have the ocommittee of the synod

~named in Mr. Bayn’s proposal to act as as- [

sessors with the presbytery of Montreal in
& conference. This, however, was with-
drawn, -

Then Dr. Moore of Obtawa moved the
previous question.  The mede of precedure
through the technical phraseology, *‘the
previous question,” was not understood by
very many in the syned, but being explained
by the mever at the request of the moder-
ator, this motion was pub to the house and
carried by a considerable-majority.

A Confysion then reigned for a quarter of an
our,

The passage of the last motien prevented
the mover of the original motien from the
enjoyment of a right to which he was en-
titled by the rule of the court. However,
the motien to send the matper back to the
Montreal Presbytery was defeated by a vote
of 33 for and 72 against.

Dauring the evening session , Professor
Oampbell delivered an elaborate defence very
much similar te that read last year before
the Montreal Presbytery, andjRev. Dr. Mc-
Vioar replied defending the action. of the
Presbytery. ¢
_ When the syned of Montreal and Obttawa

“resumed ite session today Dr. Patterson and
Dr. MacVicar, en behalf of the Montreal
grelbybery. spoke., [These addresses were

elivered from manuscript and wonld aver-
age an hegr each. The Montreal repre-
sentatives dealt with one passagh after an-
ebher and made an explanation of various
kinds regarding what was and what was
not the right question befere the court.

Prof. Campbell was heard in reply. He'
said that his views were contained in the
‘atatement delivered te the court, and by
that statement he wished to be judged. He
complained of things spoken againat him by
Dr. Campbell and Prof. Sorimger, and added
that if the tithes of the things ‘sald ‘against
him was true he eught to be turned out of
the church. .But the things were not true.

Ab the close of Prof. Campbell’s reply the
mederator invited the syned to accompany
him in prayer, during which a good portion
of the court was affected to tears.

A member of the court was ready with a
mwotion as soon as lﬁnyer was finished, but
attention being called to the fact that the
members of the synod were entitled to ack
questions of the parties at the bar before
their removal, the questions were asked. .

Prof. Campbell came back to the plat-
form, and interrogations were submit-
ed to him regarding his views of-
the atonement. When the hour of
adjournment arrived the professor was en-
gaged in offering satisfactory response to
these who up to that time had become his
interrogators, The only ether matters of
sederunt were the apppintment of a commit-
tee, with Ur, Moore convener, to answer the
reasons’ advanced by D. B. MacLennan,
Q. 0., in his protest and appeal to the gen-
eral assembly against the synod’s disposi-
tien of his motion for the remission of the
Campbell appeal to the presbytery of Mon-

‘next seasen.

" THE STATE OF TRADE. -

Coal Strike Having a Serious Effect in
Various Lines of Business.

Not Less than Two Hundred and Twenty-
five Thousand Men Out of Work.

et .

New York, May 11.—R. G. Dan & Co's
weekly review of trade will say:. The
strikes have begun to have a serious, though
it is assumed only & temporary effect. The
number of works depending-upon supplies
of bituminous ceal or coke for fuel is large,
aid quite a considerable - portion of them
has aiready been compelled to stop opera-
tions. Some railroads at the west are em-
barrassed, and textile works of somse im-
pertance must close soon unless the strike
ceases. The movement of so-called armies
of unemployed on Washington has caused
some little excivement, and is "less im-
portant or . significant” than the out-
ward movement of specie, which shows
a shrinking of foreign demand for preducts
and a further withdrawal of foreign capital.
Bubt neither strikes nor foreign distrust leng
retard the pregress of the country. In
minor metals no industrial change of import-
ance appears. With the shipments from
"Beston, of beots and shoes, according to the
Shee and Leather Reporter, they are seven
per cenb, less than a year age, bnt the in-
crease noticed in orderd is nov evenly divid-
ed, and the manufacturers who shade prices
seem to get the lion’s share of the werk.

The textile manufacturers are not improv-
ing in position, nor prospects, for while or-
ders de not incroase, uncertainties in regard
to labor grow mere serions. The werking
force shows much unwillingness to accept
for another season the wages which were
vemporarily adopted in order to have works
reopened after last summer’s suspension.

The apathy of buyers in cottens is re-
flected in a further decline of print cleths,
altheugh seme qualities of goods have ad-
vanced slightly., The sales of wool again
drop considerably below thoze of the same
week last year. Theugh orders for woollens
are far below the probable requirements for
the next seasen, the manutacturers are bold
encugh te make up geeds in advance of the
demand, while clothiers are extremely cau-
tious.

The dressing department has much the
best of the business, although the produc-
tion is considerably smaller than usnal.

The speculation in grain has again broken
records with the lowest price ever made for
wheat, although western r;%eiptn are a little
smaller than a year ago, while experts are
also smaller by more than a gunarter. The
prevailing belief is that the outiook, as
in ether recent years,far exceeds government.
indications, which are again peinting to a
short crop. Cern has changed in price but
livtle, aad pork products have been fairly
steady, with oil and coffee nnoha.nged; but
cotten is weaker in tone, although 'receipts
are a little smaller than a year ago.

Ivis a striking evidence of the general
want of cenfidence that there is so little
speculation, while meney is abundant al-
most beyerd precedent. For the past week
the failures have been two hundred and six
in the United States, against twe hundred
and fifty-seven last year, and forty-twe in
Canada, against twenty-three last year,none
of special importance, although four bank
failures are included,

NEw Yorxk, May 11.—Bradstreets tomor-
row will says: The great ceal miners’ strike
has been extended in the far west, and in
portions of Maryland and the Virginias,
and this has been followed by an increase in
the number of industrial shute-down due to
the increasing scarcity ef fuel. Not far
from 177,000 men are repotted idle in the
ceal trade alone, and with these idle er en
strike in other lines the total number of
men out of work is motless than 225,000,
Even an unexpectedly bullish crop report
by the agricultural department failed te
stimulate wheat prices. The exports of
wheat both- in the United States and
Canada this week centinue in fair velume,
2,815,762 bushels, compared with 2,773,000
bushels last week, 2,712,000 bushels in the
second week of May last year, 3,621,000
bushels in the like week, 1892, ;

Off setting the decreasing or weakness of -
quetations for foundry irens, cotton goeds,
stocks In eastern mills for some grades of
woollens at Philadelphia, leaf tobacco at
Louieville for leather, for wheat, corn and
oats aré reported.

There are 198 business failures reported in
the United States this week. In the east-
ern markets the demand for weol is quist
and sales small, but broken stocks tend to
steady quotations. The cotton mills have
surplus stocks which threaten prices, and
a reduction of oost of productien is
poseible. 4

Montreal reports trade below the average,
and such woollén mills as are operating have
few orderé; «that building operations are be-
hind last year, and the trade outlock is dis-
couraging. The cattle exports are brisk, but
prices low.

Business is quiet at Teronto, although
there is a slight improvement in a few lines.

OCountry merchants in Nova Scotia buy
with cantien. The Newfoundland seal sea-
sen is disappeinting.

There are 30 fnlfnxen reported frem the
dominien this week, against 33 last week,
27 in the week a year ago, 36 twe years
ago and 30 three years ago.

Bank olearings at Hamilton, Toronte,
Montreal and Halifax aggregate $19,289,000
this week, an inorease of fifteen per cent.,
but a decrease of a little more than one per
cent, from the correspending total of the
year ago.

DEATH OF REV. D. D. CURRIE,

For the Past three Years liditor of the
Shglburne Budget,

And Formerly One of the Most Popalar of
Mothodist Clergymen.

A telegram from Shelburne announces the
death there on Sunday merning of Rev. D.
D. Currie, formerly a well knewn resident
of this city,

Duncan D. Ourrie, who was for many
years one of the most preminent, pepular
and influential preachers in the eastera con-
ference, was born at Frederictom in 1823.
He was a a descendant through beth parents
of American loyalists, who in 1783 landed
on the rug spot now covered by the
city of Sv. John., While a youth he
identified himeelf with the Methodist
church, and after acting in the capacity of a
local preacher he was accepted as a candi-
date. in the miaistry in 1853, and was
ordained in 1857, His first jregular minis-
terial work was on the Sackville circuit.
His subsequent ap tments included:
Greenwich (now Jerusalem) circuit, 1855.57;
Richibucto, 1857-59; Woeodstock, 1859 62;
Sussex, 1862 65; Liverpoel, 1865 68; Fred-
erioten, 1868-71; Centenary, St. John, 1871-
73; Charlettetown, 1873-76; Moncton, 1876-
79; Centenary, St. John, 1880-83; agent of
the Centennial fund, 1883-84; Sussex, 1884-
85, and Albert, 1885-86. In nearly every
cirouit he remained three years, which is
the limit of the Methodist pastorate.

Few men possessed greater administrative
ability and tact in the management 'of the
temporalities of the church, and duripg' his
ministerial career he built, in whele'ds in
part,over a score of churches and parsonages.
Mr. Currie’s skill in the management of
building enterprises was remsrkably exem-
plified in 1877, when preaching en the
twenty-fifth anniversary of the opening of
the Methodist church in Frederioten. On
arriving in Fredericton on the day previous
to the anniversary, he learned from the
trustees thab the church edifice had been
encumbered with a debt of $2,500 during the
twenty-five years of its existence. He then
obtained permission frem the trustees to
ask the comgregatien, atv the close of his ser-
mon, te subscribe the ameunt needed to
liquidate the debt. The sermon preached
on the eccasion, which is in print, shows a
skilful reference to the leading incidents
and prominent persons connected with the
congregation during ‘ite past history, and
indicates, also, an able attempt on the part
of the preacher to awaken -gratitude in the
minds ot his' hearers, and to lead them te
then and there express it in practical form
by providing for the payment of the debt.
The cengregatien responded te the appeal
by immediately subscribing over $3,200. A
preacher whe can accemplish a feat like that
is no ordinary man,

In the regular work of the ministry Mr.
Currie was considered ene of the most suc-
cessful in eastexrn Canada. He filled the
churches where he preached. Large acces-
sions to membership attended his werk.
The largest and most cultivated congrega-
tions called him te be their minister, but he
pleased equally well the unlearned folk, . As
& lecturer and public speaker he had few
equals. Mr. Currie during his ministerial
career filled seme of the mest honorable
positiens in the gift of the church.
In 1871 he and Rev. H. Pickard, D. D.,
were appeinted by the conference ef eastern
British America delegates te the old Canada
conference in the interest of Methodistic
union. In the year 1875 -he was
elected dent of the New Brunswick and
Prince ward Island cenferemce, When
the first General Uonference of the Metho-
dist Church of Canada was erganized in
Teronto in 1874, Mr. Currie was chosen
nt;tohry for the quadremnium ending in
1878,

In the department of Iliterature Mr,
Cursle was an active worker, consider-
ing his busy life. He was for
the year 1879-80 editor of the Wesleyan.
While at Sussex in the early years of his
ministry, Mr. Currie became interested in
that perennial subject of religious contre-
versy, the mode and circumstances of bap-
tism, He published in 1864 his Catechism
of Baptism, which set forth in a convenient
and taking form the doctrines of the Methj-
dist chuych on this subject. The book had
a great run, A second editien was called
for in 1865 or 1866, When at Frederioten
a few years later he issued an enlarged edi-
tion, and of this one or more reprints were
made. Later he engaged in a longi news-
paper controversy on  this theme
with Rev. John Brewn, Baptist, Mr.
OCurrie writing for the Wesleyan, and
Mr. Brown for the Ohristian Messenger.
Mr. Currie published  several trenchant
pamphlets en subjects of more or less inter-
est, and was associated with the late Joseph
Lawrenoce in the preparation of Foot Prints.
Among his mest pepular lectures was one
on the American Loyalists, and an address
on Orators and Oratory.

As was stated above, Mr. Currie was
called te the Centenary ochurch ia- 1880,
after the retirement of - the late
Rev. Joseph Hart, He was called from
the Wesleyan office to this circuit partly to
give the cengregation the benefit of his spe-
cial gifte as a church builder. Centenary
had been destroyed inthe greatfire, The work
of rebuilding had made some progress
but much remained o be done, especially in
financing, Rev, Mr. Currie threw himself
into this work with his customary energy,
and though ethers perhaps equally with him
are deserving of commendation in connection
with the undertaking, it was his fertune to
see the magnificent edifice thrown open fer
worship, :

The circumstances under which hls
ministerial career was brought to an end
are still fresh in the public mind. A
charge of immorality was made against
him, and a series of church trials followed.
Mr. Currie stoutly and to the last affirmed
his innocence, and not only fought the case
through the higher courts of the conference,
but inveked the ald of the courts of law,
A majoritv vetr ~* +ha gonference ultimately
Pronbuuc o agaruat him,and the interposition
of the civil court, se far as that was at-

tempted, failed to save him. After hisex- |

pulsien frem the ministry Mr, Currie en-
gaged for a time in the insurance business
and other pursuits. Finally he settled
down to. journalism at Shelburne, He
established & paper there which he
called the Bndg;o. hﬂ.‘hh jmml. which
is among the brightest village papers,
he oconducted ~ until the day before
his death, the last issue being the first
of an enlarged edition of eight pages.  But
while earning his bread by work on a
country news ‘Mr. Ourrie never gave
up the idea of reestablishing his reputation.
Tor years after his deposition he worked at
gathering evidence te convince the world of
his innocence, and some two years ago he
presented affidavits and other testimony
suffisient to procure a new enquiry into the
circumstances on which the charges rested.
The second inquiry, which affected thie good
name of another minister, toek place in Sb,
John befere a committee of conference, The
result was a disagreement of the committee,
and a msjority verdict in faver of
the second man accused. But -ene
effosat of the smecond  trial was
the serious impeachment of much of the

testimony on which Mr, Currie was cenviot-
ed. Had the character of certain witnesses
been as well known seven years ago as it
Was one year ago it is possible that many of
Mr. Currie’s fellows might have taken a dif-
ferent view of the 'case than the one which
prevailed. =~ .

Mr. Currie leaves three dtu&hbou, two
unmarried and one vhe wife of W. A. True.
man of Albert Co., and one son, Wendall
Carrie, of the business d ent of the St.
John Evening Gazette. Hiswife, whosurvives
him, is a sister of Gmﬁ; L. Tayler,.
M. D., registrar of g county,
N. B. Thomas Oumie of New Yerk,
the late Rev. Fred Ourrie, Mrs.
Andrew Lottimer of Frederioton and Mrs,
Nicholas Wheeler, formerly of Fredericton,
bnt now living in the Northwest, are
brothers and slsters of the deceased.

James Masson. However, he accepted Mr.
Hatheway’s assurance that a man named
Macaulay, who was road commissioner,
would not be disturbed, his appointmens
being vested in the highway board. This
man was very highly recommended by C.
P. Baker and others, some of whom asked
that their opinion ef him might be made
public at the ocouncil, thisking that thast
body made the appointment. *‘The best laid
schemes o’ ;mice and men gang aft agley,”
however, and Ceun. Catherwood’s plan for
the safety of a good official was destined te
be upset. No sooner was Mr. Hatheway
appointed than he found himself in
a quandary. Ceun. Armstrong wanted
Davis ‘Morris to have Macaulay’s place
and he could not. vote against Davis.
Neither weuld he break his promise to Coun.
Catherwood. The latter tried to hold a
meeting of the highway beard bub
without success. Mr. Hatheway attended
but Coua. Armstrong did not. -The latter
senb a number of messages to the effect thab
he would come in a short time and several
times Mr. Hatheway was called out of the
meeting by some one supposed to be inter-
ested, At last Mr. Hatheway decided that
he d not stand the pressure and wrote
out his resignation which he gave to Com.
Catherwood. Next morning he wrote with
drawing it. Then it was discovered that
he had never been swern in and so was nob
a member of the beard at all in the
eyes of the law. County Secretary
Vincent was appealed to and he
has been kept busy & hunting up
the act relating te municipalities and the
hundred or so amendments which have been
made to it since 1876, - Meanwhile there is
no work in Lancaster, and not much pros-
ﬁeot of a settlement of the difficulty. If
