LINGERED WiTH A BROKEN

Death Ends a Promising Surgical Ex-

New ‘York, Sept. 29.—Morris Grovin,
Who had been in the Long Island Col-
lege hospital since August 17 last, suf-
fering from a broken neck, died at 1.30
o’clock - ‘yesterday morning.

It is true that the tide does
not rise 53 feet above sea level, but
you perheps are not aware that on the
ebb tide the level of the water in the
bay falls to about 25 or 30 feet below
sea leval, whil2 the flood tide nlses to
about 25 or 30 feet above sea level,
making the range of tide 50 to 60 feet.
This you will find stated in a paper
by M. Murphy, provincial government
engineer, published n the “Transac-
ticns of the Nova Scotia Institute of
Natural Scienze” for ’96-'97. You also
remarked that it is inaccurate to state
that Halifax is a winter port for
steamship lines running to Montreal
after the St. Lawreace route is ¢élosed
by ice. On this point also you are
mistaken. From an official statement
furnished me, it appears that all the
steamship lines making Montreal their
summer port, make Halifax their port
in winter. Thesz Hnes include the
Allan, Dominion, Donaldson, Beaver,
Hamburg-American and the Furness.
The Furness line steamers also land
in Halifax during the summer. The
Allan and Dominion boats cail at Hal-
ifax to land mails ahd passengers and
freight for points as far west as Que-
bez and Mw#atreal, then proceeding to
Portland, Me;, discharge the balance
of carzgo and return to Halifax the
following wa2k, taking mails, passen-
gers: and fraight for BEnglani.

Dr, BEduard Engel has written the
following letter wo ome of the Berlin
newspapers: . :

“In @ lecbure I delivered some years
agd to ‘the Berlin Scciety of Steno-
grapaers, who use Stolze’s system, I
suggested that those accurately ‘ac-
quainted with ithe oldest Hnglish
shonthand systems. of the sixteenth
century should try to ascertain whe-
ther many of the deficiencies of the
text of Shakespeare might not be ex-
plained by stemographic mistakes.
This idea was suggested to me by the
oll and well-founded conjecture of
Shakespearean gcholars that the old-
est copies of Shakespeare’s plays—the
so-called quartos—were printed from
stanographic notes, taken in the the-
atrs, and that many of the unintelli~
gibilities. of the text are due to this.
My suggestion fell on fruitful soil,
and I have now thé pleasure of mak-
ing the excellent work of a young
savant, who hLas thus sprung at one
leap into the ramks of cur best Shakes-
pearean scholars, known to wider cir-
cles. In @ series of articles on Shikes-
peare and the beginnings of English
stenography, Herr XKurt Dewischeit
has proved heyond the shadow of a
doubt that the quarto editions of
Shakespeare’'s plays were pinatical
editions printed from stenographic
notes, that the stonegraphic system

Direoct
lines” of steamships have been estab-
lished ' betwen the coast cities and the
Lynn canal and Stikeen miver, and
large sums of money have been ex-
pended in advertising thait the Klon-
dyke gold flelds are in Camada, and
ithat goods itherefor if purchased ih
the ‘Unitel States are -dutiable.

In' the meantime some of the United
States newspapers ‘have, and arc stild,
grossly ‘misrepresenting facts, and
have succeeded in almost nullifying
these efforts of British Columbia mer-
chants.

{ diphtheria. The authorities want to
| kill the animal, because they fear it

Residents of the Oranges who have

pet cats have been warned against
| this friendless and suffering grimalkin.
For the first time in the history of the
;‘ community the health authorities have
: learned of the existence of a diptheri-
tic cat. Such an animal cdn transmit
the disease to other felines. Rabbits
and dogs, the authorities say, are
liable to the disease, but Tabby is im-
mune excepting in rare instances.

This diphtheritic feline made its ap-

bearance a few days ago on the lawn
of George S. Woolman’s home, No. 441
William street, East Orange. The
Woolmans have two pet cats. These
resented the intrusion of the friend-
less wayfarer, and set upon the ani-
mal. Several members of the house-
hold noticed that the interloper had a
cough,
. The Woolman felines had an easy
time with the intruder. They sent the
poor animal away, me-ouwing mourn-
fully and panting for breath. Subse-
quently t-c strange cat, still coughing,
‘but somewhat refreshed, returned to
the i1wn and was again routed.

The Woolman cats were locked up
after this second affray to prevent fur-
ther trouble. The two felines appear-
ed to be ill yesterday morning. They
had coughs. Willlam T, Bowman, the
health officer of the township, examin-
ed the animals and at once declared
that they were suffering from diph-
theria. ;

The poor tabbies were killed and the
place in which they had been locked
up was fumigated. ‘The fur of the
cats, by means of which the disease
may be transmitted, was cremated.

Mr. Bowman is now in search of the
stray cat which spread the disease.

BACON CROSS HE MADE.

Symmetrical and Blocky Animals That
Furnish Both Fat and Lean Meat—A
Chester White-Yorkshire Cross For
Quick Growth,

After an acquaintance with the char-
acteristics of most of . the prominent
kreeds actual experience proves to me
that a cross between the Chester ‘White
boar and Medium Yorkshire sow will
produce animals of the highest quality
and most desirable type in the majority
{ of cases. Pigs of this cross, if from
good animals individually; are wonder-
fully symmetrical and blocky, with
broad backs,and springing ribs, a pro-
perty which indicates at onee a good
feeding quality. Nearly every pig will
retain the lopped ear of ;the sire and if
anything the fineness of bone is equal
to that proggrty which is so characteris-
tic of the dam. 'This style of pig sug-
gests when ready for market the choie-
; est quality family pork.

I anticipated in this cross mot only

a marked improvement in the most valu-

able meat portions of the animal, but |
: also a notable increase in weight, which
- 18 in itself a valuable desideratum, es-

pecially if the gain can be: gotten with-
out an extra outlay for feed. On Dee.

2 I dressed seven. pure-bred medium
» Yorkshire. pigs some nine months -oid,
and seven of the cross breeds of the
same age, the produce of an improved
Chester boar and good, thrifty Medium
Yorkshire sows. The feed and care in
every particular had been alike in both
cases. The seven Yorkshires weighed
2187 pounds, and the cross breeds 2472
The average length of these latter is
from 12 to 18 inches more than the pure
bloods. The average thickness of the
back pork is from 1 1-2 to 2 inches more
in ‘the pure bloods than in the ecross
breeds, but the hams and belly pieces
for bacon are much more profuse in lean
meat in the latter with a less thickness
of fat for a covering. One of the York-
shires, weighing 282 pounds, had an av-
erage of five ‘inches of solid pork the
whole length iof the back.

How to Feed Poultiy Rations.

Of almost as much importance as the ;
foods is a knowledge of the proper way -
to feed them. To over-feed is actuaby
worse than the opposite treatment., But
with proper knowledge and thorough
appreciation of that which is being aimed
at, the two extremes will be avoided. It i
is in the medium course that success lies. :
The beginner is tempted to give more :
food to his hens which are beginning to
lay well, under ‘the impression that he
will get better results in so doing. The *
experienced poultryman will tell you that
to avoid over-feeding is one of the hard-
est rules to observe. It is the cause of
much of the ills that poultry suffer, More, i
it is fatal when practised for any length ;
of time. To further stimulate hens that
are doing their best is to thrash the °

The twin faetor in judicious
ing is exercise. The three great
factors in the winter production of eggs
are cut bone (or meat), green stuff and
exercise. Out bome should be fed in
quantity of ene-pound to every 16 hens, |
or one ounce to each hen. ¥eed three ;
